A Joint Public Hearing of the Flkton Town Council and Elkton Planning
Commission was held to receive comments and consider a request submitted to the
Elkton Planning Commission and Elkton Town Council to amend Chapter 110. Land
Development, Article VI. Uses in Districts; Section 110-610. Downtown Business
District and Section 110-611. General Business District B-2 of the Code of the Town of
Elkton with the following Special Exceptions:

1. § 110-610.C.

(21) Structures that were originally designed to be residential in
nature, existed before Jan 18, 2010, but did not meet the
requirements for single family dwellings at that time, may be
permitted to be returned to single family dwellings providing
the following requirements are met:

(a) The structure in proven to be habitable

(b) The structure meets R3 District standards

(c) The owner certifies that no more than 1 family will live
in the dwelling

(d) Two (2) off street parking spaces are provided

(e} The use of this structure as a residence is not in conflict
with existing businesses.

2. § 110-611.C.

(19) Structures that were originally designed to be residential in
nature, existed before Jan 18, 2010, but did not meet the
requirements for single family dwellings at that time, may be
permitted to be returned to single family dwellings providing
the following requirements are met:

(a) The structure in proven to be habitable

(b) The structure meets R3 District standards

(¢) The owner certifies that no more than 1 family will live
in the dwelling

(d) Two (2) off street parking spaces are provided

{e) The use of this structure as a residence is not in conflict
with existing businesses.

A Public Hearing of the Elkton Town Council was held to receive public
comments regarding the possible sale of real estate owned by the Town of Elkton. The
real estate to be sold is located in the Town of Elkton, Stonewall Magisterial District,
Rockingham County, Virginia, known as Tax Map 131(A)L-34C containing 6.863 acres;
Tax Map 131(A)L-35 containing 11.86 acres; Tax Map 131(A)L-79 containing 54.227
acres; Tax Map 131(A)L-179A containing 116.01 acres, for a total of 188.96 acres, more
or less.

The hearing was held at 6:00 p.m. on August 3, 2015, at the Elkton Area
Community Center with Mayor Wayne E. Printz presiding. The following Council
members, staff, and Planning Commissioners were present:

PUBLIC HEARING

Mayor Priniz opened the public hearing. He stated that the Town had been
presented a proposal for purchase of the Kite property. He noted that the Town had made
no commitment and that only a proposal was on the table. He noted that a “bio” of the
purchaser and a map showing the property that would be sold was available. He thanked
everyone for attending.

Jack Rose, 2665 Panorama Drive, stated that the sale was a wonderful opportunity
for the Town. He noted that the sale would result in the betterment of every citizen in
Town. He noted that the future course of the Town was at East Rockingham High
School.

Randell Snow, 121 Clover Lane, questioned what the Town was doing. He noted
that public hearings were normally held after a proposition was presented to the
community; so, the community would be informed. He noted that process allowed the
citizens to review the issue and make a decision as to whether they would like to support
it. He noted only fifteen people were in attendance when the room should be full. He
noted that Mr. Rose was must be informed with more details if he could determine that
the proposal was favorable. He noted that the public hearing should have been held after
information was dispersed to the community and not after the deal was completed.

Mr. Snow stated that the proposal being considered a “good deal” would depend
on the compensation the Town received. He noted that if the Town wanted to make $2
million just to pay off the clarifiers at the wastewater treatment plant; that would not be a
good deal. He noted that if the Town would receive $8-10 million for the property, then
that would be a good deal. He noted that after speaking with several Council members,
he would emphasize that the value of the property would need to be strongly considered
because the Town owned that 188 acres. He noted that the other 150 acres near the creek
wasn’t being considered since it was located in a floodplain.
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Mr. Snow asked Council to consider the following equation:

1. Buildable property: 176 acres
2. Road, sidewalks: -76 acres
3. Total left 100 acres left to build houses

Mr. Snow stated that if you would build 4 houses per acre that would equal 400
lots. He noted that at a cost of $40,000 per lot that would total $16 million. He noted
that those 400 lots would also produce $10,000 each - another $4 million for water and
sewer connections. He noted that equaled to $20 million. He encouraged Council not to
give the property away and let someone else make the money. He noted that the Town
needed that money for the wastewater treatment plant and other expenses.

Mr. Snow stated that he wanted to see the Town make the correct choices
regarding the property. He encouraged Council to take their time and deliberate on the
matter.

SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING

Mayor Printz opened the Special Council Meeting and Charlotte Shifflett called
the roll for the Elkton Town Council.

Mayor Printz proceeded to ask each Council member to waive the public notice in
order to formally take care of a situation and discuss the matter in public. He asked
Town Attorney Miller if he needed a motion or if that was a request of each Council
member. Town Atiorney Miller responded that each Council member needed to state that
they waive notice.

Mayor Printz asked Council member Isom if she would waive notice. Council
member Isom inquired if basically what was being asked was that each Council member
would give permission to not notify the public within the required three days. Mayor
Printz responded that was correct - to waive the three days that it takes (inaudible) public
hearing for notification of the public.

Mayor Printz stated that the Town Attorney had been consulted and that the
purchaser would like the matter resolved. He noted that was the way the Town Attorney
had advised to handle the matter. He noted that the Town was not trying to hide anything
or do anything wrong.

Town Attorney Miller stated the following: “You don’t have a regular called
Council meeting — is what the issue is. You have to public notice - everybody knows
about that and you're here. If you have the total membership of the Council, you can
have a meeting anytime as long as you waive notice. Normally, you give a notice
whether it’s the three day notice or whether it’s the normal Council notice that we already
published for the year, then it’s already of record. Here, you can have a Council meeting
— at call — like this — but you have to waive notice that you’ve had notice of it, you know
you’re here, well you're here in person, anyway. So, you really waive notice. But, I just
want the record to show that because somebody will look back later and say was
everybody here and did you waive notice? And that means you’re in an official Council
meeting,

Council member Isom stated that in waiving notice you were basically saying-that
the Council would take action on the matter without letting the citizens know that
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Council was going to take a motion. Town Attorney Miller responded that Council was
able to take a vote on an item because Council was in a regular meeting now. He noted
that the answer was “yes.”

Council member Isom stated that her answer was “no” in response to Mayor
Printz inquiring if she would waive notice.

Council member Armbruster stated that he would waive notice.
Council member Jones stated that he would not waive notice.
Vice Mayor Dean stated that he would waive notice.

Council member Gooden stated that he would not waive notice.
Council member Comer stated that he would not waive notice.
Council was 4-2 vote.

Mayor Printz stated that the matter could not be voted on and a Special Council
Meeting would need to be called.

Mayor Printz stated that he had been on the phone all week “putting out fires.”
He stated he wanted to let the citizens know what was going on; however, if information
was released outside an organized meeting, more problems were created since people do
not receive all of the information correctly and at the same time. He noted that in no way
would anyone let a contrived situation occur that the public did not know about. He
noted that most of the public knew exactly what was going on and that some people had
more information than he did.

Mayor Printz inquired as to ways he could inform the public. Town Attorney
Miller responded that a memorandum could be created and made available at the Town
Hall. He noted that a Special Council Meeting could be called and the issue could be
discussed at that point.

Council member Isom stated that no one was trying to hide anything. She felt
more comfortable putting another notice out that Council would be taking action; rather
than take action and there be citizens that were not aware of the meeting and what was
taking place. She noted that it would provide an additional opportunity for people to
address Council on the matter.

A brief discussion took place as to whether or not an official meeting was
currently taking place and if citizens should be allowed to speak.

Mayor Printz asked Town Attorney Miller how he should proceed forward. Town
Attorney Miller responded that the public hearing had been adjourned and currently
Council was not in another meeting. He noted that Council needed to give notice if they
wanted to hold a Special Council Meeting. He advised that the notice include the
purpose of the meeting which would be to consider the information from the public
hearing and the potential purchase of the Kite property. He noted that citizens could visit
the Town Hall and receive from the Town Manager information that was available about
the land sale. Mayor Printz noted his concern about releasing contract information that
was still in the negotiating stage. Town Attorney Miller responded that limited
information could be provided to the public as long as Council did not feel that
jeopardized the potential offer.

There was no meeting to adjourn.

REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

Mayor Printz called the meeting to order and the clerk was asked to call the roll.
The invocation was given by Vice Mayor Dean.
All present were asked to join in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Council member Armbruster read two statements from Pham Chopra. Those two
documents (3 pages) were appended to end of the minutes.

Council member Comer stated that the 266 acres adjoining Elkwood recently sold
for approximately $2,700 per acre. He noted that if the 188 acres of the Kite property had
sold for $2,700 per acre, the sale price would have been $550,000; however, the offer to
buy the property was $2.5 million. He noted the Town had advertised the land for sale for
many vears. He did not agree with the Town becoming a developer. He noted that if the
property was not developed, the Town would still collect taxes on the property and save
approximately $30,000 per year for upkeep of the Kite House and property.

Mayor Printz read a statement for the record (2 pages) which was appended to the
end of the minutes.

Council member Jones stated that some decisions would not come to fruition until a
future time down the road. He noted that it was an emotional subject for all parties.

CITIZEN COMMENTS

Susan Dell, 205 Hill Avenue, Elkton, spoke in opposition of the sale of the Kite
property. She noted that the land was a great resource for the Town and after listening, had
not heard specifics about any future plans for the land after the sale. She suggested that the
future plans for the property be made a part of the contract. She questioned how the
Town’s infrastructure, local schools, water and sewer and fire and rescue would be
impacted since it was the taxpayer’s support that those areas depended upon. She noted
that those questions remain unanswered since the future of the land had not been disclosed.
She noted that while the Town’s zoning had some control, there was plenty of lead-way
under zoning, She noted that proceeds would benefit a non-profit organization and
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inquired as to what the nature of the non-profit was. She also inguired as to what the
mission statement was for the non-profit organization. She noted that if the Town did not
know the mission statement; how could you support it? She noted that several years ago,
land owned by Benny King (adjacent to Quail Run) was denied rezoning from residential
to commercial based on the prospective buyer’s refusal to inform the Council as fo the
future plans of the property. She asked Council how they could sell the Kite property when
they did not know what the land would be used for. She noted that as of the last meeting,
the Town Council had not received a copy of the contract for the land sale from Mr.
Chopra. It was determined that all members had received a copy of the coniract with the
exception of Council member Gooden who received his copy of the contract today.

Mildred Shifflett, 112 West Spotswood Avenue, Elkton, spoke regarding the
Town’s new utility bill format. She questioned how the Town could save money when
letters and envelopes were replacing smaller postcards that were mailed monthly. She
encouraged Council to find ways to save money.

Larry Baugher, 116 Hill Avenue, Elkton, spoke in favor of the land sale. He noted
that the Town owned the property for a long time with no serious buyers. He was opposed
to the Town developing the property noting that it would be a costly endeavor. He noted
that if sold, the Town would be able to collect tax revenue from the property owner. He
briefly discussed the costs of operating the wastewater treatment plant and the potential
increase in monthly rates to citizens. He noted that a potential buyer was under no
obligation to disclose future plans for purchased property.

Robert Morris, Sr., 749 Newtown Road, Elkton, spoke in favor of the potential land
sale. He noted that the Kite House had been empty for many vears and was in need of
repair. He noted that the Town needed to remove itself from the real estate business.

Sue Armbruster, 313 Lee Avenue, Elkton, spoke in favor of Pham Chopra
purchasing the 188 acres and Kite mansion. She noted that Mr. Chopra was a man of
integrity with a very big heart. She directed the Miss Elkton Field Day Beauty Pageant for
several years and Pham and his wife, June, were the first to support the Jr. Order’s Ladies
Auxiliary with a donation. She noted the Town had a confident Planning Commission that
would recommend to the Town Council how the property would be developed. She noted
that the Kite mansion had been deteriorating for ten years. She asked the Town Council to
approve the sale of the property.

Jack Rose, 2665 Panorama Drive, stated that a task force would be formed in order
to assist with the future of the Kite property. He noted that there needed to be a reason for
people to stop in Elkton. He noted possibilities such as a park near the river. He spoke
very highly of Pham Chopra. He noted that Mr. Chopra helped individuals that were in
need and that he worked with them personally; at least 18 per week.

Rick Workman, 154 Sweetgum, Elkton, spoke in favor of selling the Kite property.
He noted that as a former Council member, he understood that some issues regarding the
sale could not be disclosed; however, he noted that it seemed that the citizens were
uninformed regarding the transaction. He noted that misinformation started when people
were not advised of current situations and reasonable questions were not answered. He
noted that while it may not be the business of anyone what a potential buyers wishes to do
with a parcel of land, if it costs the taxpayers money, then it would be his business. He
noted that if a development would be created in five years on the Kite property and water
and sewer would need to be installed, the taxpayers would pay for it. He encouraged
Council to protect the Town and citizens by placing provisions in the contract with proffers
to protect the Town in the future. He noted that “good will” does not always take care of
things. He noted for example, Henry Lam (owner of Countryside Market) was promised
water and sewer under the Annexation Agreement and the Town had failed to provide that
“sood will” obligation.
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Mayor Printz stated that the Town Manager was extremely professional. He had
addressed the issue at Countryside Market in writing. He noted upon encouragement from
Vice Mayor Dean, the contract would say “about the utilities and it was in the contract.”
He noted the provision was on page three, section F, of the contract.

Barb Pullen, 193 West Spotswood Avenue (building owner), Elkton, read a
statement (a copy was not provided for the record). She noted that today was the first time
that she had heard a resort community was being considered. She noted that several years
ago when the Kite property was under negotiations, Mr. Chopra had come to several
business owners downtown with an interest in purchasing their existing property. She
noted that when the Kite property deal fell through, Mr. Chopra had purchased Blue Ridge
Radio and TV and had abandoned his interest in the other businesses. She noted that he
had been interested in her building. She noted that the building he did purchase remained
vacant for three years and no effort was made to bring more businesses in downtown
Elkton. She noted that there were many vacant buildings downtown and questioned if it
would not be more advisable to promote business growth downtown as opposed to Route
33.

Mayor Printz allowed a question and answer session to take place as follows:
Barb Pullen: “Who had been doing the negotiating on this property?

Mayor Printz: “Myself.”

Barb Pullen: “Only, not the Town Council?

(134
i

Mayor Printz: “I informed the Council fully and they have the contract in their hand

and, ves.”
Barb Pullen: “So, up until this point, you’ve been doing the only negotiating?”

Mayor Printz: “No, I've consulted with the Town Attorney and the Town
Manager.”

Barb Pullen: “Okay, so the rest of the Council members have not been involved.”
Mayor Printz: “Well, they see the results of the hard work.

Barb Pullen: “But, they haven’t been involved and they haven’t been able to put in
their two cents.”

Mayor Printz: “Oh, ves, they have.
Several Council members spoke out that they had.
Barb Pullen: “Do all of you agree?”

Mayor Printz stated that he would stop this portion of the meeting if he would not
be allowed to answer the questions. He noted that the questions and answers were not
going to be given to him at the same time. He noted his respect for the Council and that
they had been involved every fime along the way. He noted he would call and update them
also. He noted that meetings had been held and updates given and that was the result of the
contract.

Barb Pullen: “Okay, so I understand differently that not all of the Town Council has
been involved. Okay, I have another question - for the Town Attorney. Do you have other
dealings with Mr. Chopra besides... because you represent our Town. So, my questions is,
are yvou dealing with him on other issues outside of our community?”
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Nathan Miller: “The Canons of Ethics for Lawyers in Virginia does not allow you
to represent both sides (inaudible).”

Barb Pullen: “On a deal like this, but are you dealing with him on other issues?”
Nathan Miller: “No.”

Barb Pullen: “Okay, were there any other offers that, we as a Town, we would have

been able to entertain recently?”

Vice Mayor Dean: “Yes, ma’am.”
Barb Pullen: “There were and what was that offer?”
Vice Mayor Dean: “A million.”

Barb Pullen: “There was another offer? Has the property been evaluated for fair
market value?”

Vice Mayor Dean: “Yes, ma’am.”

Mrs. Pullen asked if the Town wanted to become a resort community. She asked if
the matter could be tabled until further research was done.

Mayor Printz: “Thank you and please state your name and residential address.
Barb Pullen: “My residential address is 7260 McGaheysville Road, Penn Laird.

Mayor Printz clarified that a mid-priced hotel in a rustic resort style was being
discussed but not an actual resort.

Sherri Ross, 1098 Mt. Paran Church Road, Elkton, stated that she owned property
in downtown Elkton. She questioned if the Town was ready for a development. She noted
that she had atterpted to open a small area downtown and the parking was inadequate and
most people did not want change. She asked if the development moved forward if the
downtown area and police department would be ready. She noted that the traffic on the
roads would also be affected.

Richard McGregor, 264 Windsong Hills Drive, Elkton, spoke in favor of the land
sale. He noted that the Town was making a 40% profit on the money that was invested in
the property. He noted that the Benny King rezoning request (referenced earlier) in which
the developer did not disclose what would be built on the land was denied by the Planning
Commission. He noted that the Town was selling the land at over $13,000 per acre. He
encouraged Council to use the proceeds from the land sale to pay bills. He noted that as
Vice Chair of the Planning Commission, all of the aspects dealing with the property would
be reviewed and recommendations made or denied based on the need of the Town.

Randell Snow, 121 Clover Lane, Elkton, noted there was much “pie in the sky” at
the meeting.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND
CHAPTER 110. LAND DEVELOPMENT
ARTICLE VI. USES IN DISTRICTS
SECTION 110-610. DOWNTOWN BUSINESS DISTRICT AND
SECTION 110-611. GENERAL BUSINESS DISTRICT B-2
OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON.

WHEREAS, the Town of Flkton previously enacted Chapter 110, Land
Development, Article VL. Uses in Districts, Sections 110-610. Downtown Business District
B-1 and 110-611. General Business District B-2 of the Code of the Town of Elkton; and

WHEREAS, the Town has determined it is in its best interest to amend Sections
110-610 and 110-611 to add a new Special Exception to each Section.

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Town Council of Elkton, Virginia, that Chapter 110.
Land Development, Article VI. Uses in Districts, Sections 110-610. Downtown Business
District B-1 and 110-611. General Business District B-2 of the Code of the Town of Elkton
is hereby amended to add the following Special Exceptions:

1. § 116-610.C.

(21) Structures that were originally designed to be residential in
nature, existed before Jan 18, 2010, but did not meet the
requirements for single family dwellings at that time, may be
permitted o be returned to single family dwellings providing
the following requirements are met;

(a) The structure in proven to be habitable

(b) The structure meets R3 District standards

(¢) The owner certifies that no more than 1 family will live
in the dwelling

(d) Two (2) off street parking spaces are provided

() The use of this structure as a residence is not in conflict
with existing businesses

2. § 110-611.C.

(19) Structures that were originally designed to be residential in
nature, existed before Jan 18, 2010, but did not meet the
requirements for single family dwellings at that time, may be
permitted to be returned to single family dwellings providing
the following requirements are met:

(a) The structure in proven to be habitable
(b) The structure meets R3 District standards





(¢) The owner certifies that no more than 1 family will live
in the dwelling

(d) Two (2) off street parking spaces are provided

(e) The use of this structure as a residence is not in conflict
with existing businesses

3. Except as modified above, all other provisions shall remain in full force and
effect.

4. This modification to the ordinance shall be effective immediately upon its
adoption.
