SECTION 6. There will be no increase to the tax rate for all personal property subject to
tax for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2016. Such rate is fixed at $0.46 per $100.00 of
assessed value per year. These rates shall continue until modified by action of the Town
Council of the Town of Flkton, Virginia.

SECTION 7. Thete will be no increase to the trash collection fee which will remain at
$12.89/month for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2016. This rate shall continue until
modified by action of the Town Council of the Town of Elkton, Virginia.

SECTION 8. The Fund Budgets in Section 1 as included in the general budget are hereby
adopted and made the official budget document of the Town of Flkton. It is expressly
provided that the restrictions with respect to the expenditure of the moneys appropriated
shall apply only to the lump sum amounts for the classes of expenditures, of Funds, which
have been included in this ordinance.

SECTION 9. Any ordinance in conflict with this ordinance is hereby repealed to the extent
that such conflict exists. However, all ordinances not in conflict with this ordinance shall
continue in effect, specifically; all ordinances of the Town of Elkton, Virginia trelating to
taxes, licenses, fees, service charges, costs and other collection thereof shall continue in
effect except as herein specifically modified.

SECTION 10. If any patt of this ordinance is found to be invalid by competent authority,
the remaining portions of the ordinance shall continue in effect.

Director Pedersen reported that a second Family Fun Night date and movie had
been chosen. He contacted the Virginia Department of Game and Inland Fisheries and
scheduled a date for a boating safety course in late July. He noted that he was reviewing
firearms and/or hunting classes being made available. He noted that two companies had
been contacted regarding custodian services for the center.

CHIEF OF POLICE’S REPORT

Chief Hammer read his report as presented in the packet. He noted that the
department had received several speeding complaints. He noted that at the Elkton Family
Fun Night and Myers Ford Car Show, the police department provided fingerprinting
identification for children. He noted that the Elkton Field Day parade would be lining up at
10:00 a.m. on July 9 which would include some road closings.

TOWN ATTORNEY’S REPORT

Town Attorney Miller reported that the state required the Town have a procedure
when water lines were put in that backflow valves be installed to prevent water from
running back into the system from some other source. He noted that the plant operator was
an employee with the Town of Dayton and had been working with Troy on the matter. He
noted that the procedure would need to be adopted by Council which would amend the
code.

Town Attorney Miller stated that his office was working on a plan for connections
to the new water and sewer lines in the annexed areas for people not in a financial position
to pay the connection fees. He noted that in his review, there are two code sections
referencing sewer. He noted that his office would be consolidating the sections into one
section.

Town Attorney Miller reviewed the loan process which allowed the Town to
borrow up to $3.9 million for improvements at the wastewater treatment plant.

NEW BUSINESS

Amend Chapter 53 (Animals) of the Code of the Town of Elkton Section 53-13 Increase
Civil Penalty to $150 — First Reading

Council member Armbruster moved on a First Reading as follows:
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AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 53 (ANIMALS) OF THE CODE OF
THE TOWN OF ELKTON TO INCREASE PENALTIES FOR VIOLATION OF
CHAPTER

WHEREAS, the Town of Elkton previously enacted Chapter 53 Animals; and

WHEREAS, the Town desires to modify its Code to increase the penalties for
violation of this Chapter.

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Town Council of Elkton, Virginia, that Chapter 53
(Animals), Section 53-13 (Penalties) of the Code of the Town of Elkton is hereby amended
as follows:

“Section 53-13. Penalties.

A. A person shall be assessed a civil penalty of $150 for violating any
provisions of Sections 53-11 and 53-12 of this Chapter. Each separate
occurrence of a violation of this Chapter shall be considered a separate
offense and subject to a separate civil penalty.

B. If an animal control officer or law enforcement officer determines that a
civil penalty violation of this Chapter has occurred, he shall issue and
serve, or cause to be served, a notice of violation on any and all persons
committing the violation. The notice shall provide that the person served
may elect to make an appearance, either in person or in writing by mail,
before the Treasurer of the Town, and admit liability for or plead no
contest to the violation and pay the civil penalty established for the
violation, all within the time period set forth in the notice. If a person so
notified does not elect to admit liability or to plead no contest, the
violation shall be tried in the Rockingham County General District Court
upon a warrant in debt or motion for judgment, with the same right of
appeal as provided in civil actions at law. A finding or admission of
liability or a plea of no contest shall not be deemed a criminal conviction
for any purpose.”

Except as modified herein, Chapter 53 of the Code of the Town of Elkton remains
in full force and effect. This modification to the ordinance shall be effective immediately
upon its adoption.

SECTION 4. There will be no increase to the retail electric user rates. The rates shall
continue until modified by action of the Town Council of the Town of Elkton, V. irginia.

SECTION 5. There will be no increase to the tax rate for all real estate, including real estate
owned by public service corporations, subject to tax for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2016.
Such rate is fixed at $0.085 per $100.00 of assessed value of such property per year. These
rates shall continue until modified by action of the Town Council of the Town of Elkton,
Virginia.

SECTION 6. Thete will be no increase to the tax rate for all personal property subject to tax
for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2016. Such rate is fixed at $0.46 per $100.00 of assessed
value per year. These rates shall continue until modified by action of the Town Council of the
Town of Elkton, Virginia.

SECTION 7. There will be no increase to the trash collection fee which will remain at
$12.89 /month for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2016. This rate shall continue until modified
by action of the Town Council of the Town of Elkton, Virginia.
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SECTION 8. The Fund Budgets in Section 1 as included in the general budget are hereby
adopted and made the official budget document of the Town of Elkton. It is expressly
provided that the restrictions with respect to the expenditure of the moneys appropriated shall
apply only to the lump sum amounts for the classes of expenditures, of Funds, which have
been included in this ordinance.

SECTION 9. Any ordinance in conflict with this ordinance is hereby repealed to the extent
that such conflict exists. However, all ordinances not in conflict with this ordinance shall
continue in effect, specifically; all ordinances of the Town of Flkton, Virginia relating to taxes,
licenses, fees, service charges, costs and other collection thereof shall continue in effect except
as herein specifically modified.

SECTION 10. If any part of this ordinance is found to be invalid by competent authority, the
remaining portions of the ordinance shall continue in effect.
