46. 1-198 of the Code of Virginia, as to prima facie evidence and the entire
content of said Section in every other respect,

An emergencey existing this ordinance shall become effective on the date
of its adoption.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the Town of Flkton that a tax is hereby
assessed on all stock of branch banks located in the Town of Elkton. Said tax rate

shall be 80¢ per $100.00 of the assessed value of such stock, and on such proportion

of the taxable value of the shares of stock in the bank of which it is a branch as
the deposits through the branch or branches so located in the Town of Elktom bear
to the total deposits of the bank as of the beginning of the tax year. This tax is
imposed as provided by Section 58-476.3 of the Code of Virginia relating to the
assessment and collection of said taxes are hereby expressly incorporated herein.

The tex herein imposed shall be levied as of January lst of each and every
calendar year hereafter and shall be payable on or before the lst day of June of
said calendar year.

All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with this ordinance are

hereby repealed.
