person arrested does not refuse to permit the taking of
blood, or having refused, thereafter and within two hours
of the time of arrest requests that a blood sample be taken,
the person arrested shall be entitled to the benefit of such
test, It then shall be the duty of the arresting officer,
or whoever has custody of the person arrested at the time
such request is made, forthwith to carry the person arrested
to a person gualified under this section to withdraw the

' (¢) Only a physician, registered professional nurse

or graduate techniclan, using some type of a cleanser or
sterilizer for the instruments use& and for the part of the
body from which the blood is taken, other than alcohol or
other substance which might in any way affect the accuracy

of the test, shall withdraw blood for the purpose of determ-
ining the alcoholic content therein; where practicable,

the physielan of such person's choice shall withdraw the
blood, The blood sample shall be placed in each of two
sealed containers provided by the Chief Medical Examiner

of the State of Virginia, Uponm completion of taking the
sample, the containers shall be regealed in the presence

of the accused after claaing the fact to his attention,

The containers shall be especiially equipped with a sealing
device, sealed so as not to allow tampering, labelled and
identified showing the person making the testi, the name

of the accused, the date and time of taking. One sample
shall then be delivered by the person who withdrew 1t to

the police officer for transporting or mailing to the

Chief Examiner of the State of Virginia; and the other

sample shall be delivered to the person accused, or if he

is unable by reason of physical or mental disability to
receive 1t, to the accused or the attorney for the accused
within a twenty-four hour period following the withdrawl of the
blood, and the accused, or the attorney for the accused, shall
deliver by transporting or by amiling the same t1o a lab-
oratory supervised by a pathologist or a laboratory approved
by the Health Commissioner of the State of Virginia as

one having sufficient equipment and personnel competent

to make such test for testing in the same manner as here-
after set forth as procedure to be followed by the Chief
Medical Examiner of the State of Virginia, and provided further
that all procedures established herein for use in transmittal
testing and admission of results in trial of the case for the
gample sent to the Chief Medical Examiner of the State of
Virginia shall apply to sample sent by or on behalf of the accused
to an approved testing laboratory, Upon the receipt of the
blood sample, the Chief Medical Examiner of the State of

shall be returned to either the police officer making the
arrest, the department from which it came, or to the clerk

of the court in which the matter will be heard; and the
certificate attached to the container forwarded by or on
behalfof the accused shall be returned to the clerk of

the court in which the matter will be heard, and such
certificate shall be admissible in evidence with attested
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by the pathologlst or by the supervisor of the laboratoey
approved by the Health Commissioner of the State of Virginila,

(d) Upon the request of the person who has given a chemical
test of blood, the results of each test shall be made
available to him.

(e) An amount not to exceed five dollars to cover
the costs of taking blood and making analysis thereof shall
be taxed as part of the costs of the criminal case; provided
further that all costs incident to analysis made by a
laboratory other than that of the Chief Medical Examiner of
the State of Virginia shall be paid by the accused,

(f) If the person arrested refuses to permit the taking
of blood for such test, the provisions of this section
shall not otherwise limit the introduction of any competent
evidenee hearing upon any questlion at issue before the court.
The fallure of the accused to submit to such a blood test
for the determination of alcoholic content thereof is not
evidence and shall not be subject to comment in the trial
of the case, but when the person arrested within two hours
of the time of his arrest requests or consents to the taking
of a blood sample for chemical analysis, 1f the rcsult
of such chemical analysis of the blood sample taken is not
received in evidence at the trial for any reason whatever,
including but not limited to the failure on the part of
any person, except the person arrested, to comply strictly
with every provision of this section, then the rights of
the person arrested shall be deemed to have been prejJudiced, and
he shall be found not guilty of any offense under Section
7.38 and his license shall not be revoked under any provision
of this section, .

In.the event that the Commonwealth or Town fails to
comply with any of the requirements of this gsection, then
this faillure shall be deemed a reasonable doubt of defend-
“ant's guilt,

(g) If a person, after being arrested and after having
been advised by the arresting officer that the law of
Virginia recguires a person accused of the violation of
Section 7.38 to permit a sample of his blood to be taken
so that a test may be made of his blood to determine the
alcoholic content thereof and that refusal to do so con-
stitutes grounds for the revocatlon of the privilege bf
operating a motor vehicle upon the highways of this State,
Then refuses to permit the taking of blood for such a test and
foes furhter so refuse upon being taken before a warrant justice

certify such fact and that the warrant justice advised
the person arrested that such refusal or failure, if found
to be unreasonable, constitutes grounds for revocation of such
person's license to drive upon the form and sign same, *‘he
warrant Justice shall forbhwith issue a warrant charging’
the person refusing to take the test to determine the alcoholic
content of his blood, with violatlon of this section, which
warrant shall be executed as any other criminal warrant,

R. B. Hutton moved, seconded and passed that the following weed ordinance
be adopted:

—

CUTTING WEEDS ON VACANT LOTS AND REMOVING TRASH,
GARBAGE, REFUSE, LITTER AND OTHER SUBSTANCES

(A) Between May 29 and June 20, and between August 1 and September 1
of each year, every owner of vacant real estate situated in the
Town of Elkton shall cut the grass, weeds and other foreign growth
on such property or any part thereof at such time or times as the
Town Superintendent shall prescribe; or may deem it necessary,
after reasonable notice, at his sole expense, cause to be cut
therefrom such grass, weeds, or other foreign growth. If the

owner of any such real estate is unknown when the Town Super-
intendent deems it necessary, after reasonable notice, have such
grass, weeds, or other foreign growth cut by its own agents or
employees, in which event, the cost and expenses thereof shall be
chargeable to and paid by the owner of such property. That

every charge authorized by this section with which the owner of
any such property shall have been assessed and which remains
unpaid shall constitute a lien against such property.

(B) Every owner of property situated in the Town of Elkton, shall, at
such time or times as the Town Superintendent deems necessary,
remove therefrom any and all trash, garbage, refuse, litter and
any other substances which might endanger the health of other
residents of the Town of Elkton, or the Town Superintendent,
after reasonable notice, deems it necessary, have such trash,
refuse, litter and other substances which might endanger the health
of other residents of the Town of Elkton, removed by its own
agents or employees, in which event the cost of expenses thereof
shall be chargeable to and paid by the owners of such prpperty.

That every charge authorized by this section with which the owner
of any such property shall have been assessed and which remains
unpaid, shall constitute a lien against such property.

(C) Any owner of real estate who shall fail to cut from his real estate
the weeds, grass, and other growth, or failing to remove such trash,
refuse, litter and other substances after having been notified to
do so by the Town Superintendent, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor
and upon conviction therefor shall be fined not less than $5.00
nor more than $50.00 for each offense, and for the purpose of
this section, each seven day period that such grass, weeds and

vegetation growth remain uncut after notice to cut same shall be
deemed a separate offense. Any notice required to be given the
real estate owner by this section shall be served by the Police
Department of the Town of Elkton, and the officer serving the
notice shall make a return thereon.

(D) All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with this ordinance
are hereby repealed.

This ordinance shall be inforce and effect on and afther the 9th
day of November, 1962,
M. W. Lough moved, secnnded by R. B, Hutton and passed that the safety
committee contact the Virginia Fire Marshall to request an inspection of
the old Downey building on Lewis Avenue.

Emory Lamb ask council for permission to operate a taxi cab in town.
