Mre. A. R, Thompson moved, seconded by Mr, H, A, Workman and carried
to approve the minutes of the Executive Session December 9, 1966 with the
following change: $10,00 Christmas Bonus to employees with service under
six years and $15.00 to those employees who have been with the town over
six years,

Mr, E, F. Garber moved, seconded by Mr., A, R. Thompson and carried
to approve the Finance Report,

Mr, E, F. Garber reported that the Finance Committee were looking
into the new changes proposed for our Bookkeeping System and had meetings
set up with the McBee & Acme Systems to present their programs,

The proposed form for the application for Town Corporation License
was presented and Mr, Garber reported it would be printed shortly,

Mr, He &, Workman reported he had observed quite a number of Christmas
Decorations during the holidays and would be working toward decorations for
the town this coming year,

Mr, H, &, Workmen moved, seconded by Mr, E, F, Garber and carried
to appropriate $400,00 for a new transformer to supply additional current
to the Shop Building at the Elkton Elementary School,

Mr, A, R. Thompson reported that he did not have any prices, as yet,
on garbage cans nor had he received any information from the Highway Dept,

Mre Io Le Flory 111 reported that the town needed a Roter Rooter,
Mr, Liskey was asked to obtain bids and present them at the next meeting,

Mr, W, H, McGahey moved, seconded by Mr, John McAllister and carried
to give Curtis Mitchell a $25.00 a month raise,

Mro Sager asked that a list of licensed taxil's be given to him as soon
as possible,

Mre McAllister reported that he had received permission on several
of the lots for parking and that Mrs, Louise Kite's lot at the corner of
Rt, 33 & 340 could probably now be obtained for parking, He also reported
that the majority of the Street Repairs had been completed,

Mre Me A, Simmerman and Mr, Bert Fidler, representatives from the
Fire Department were present and a discussion was held concerning the
need far more space for the Fire Company, Mr, McAllister, Chairman of
the committee appointed to look into this matter, reported that after
studying the possibility of repairing and expanding the old buildings;
the Committee recommends a further study be made into a new building and
a new location for the Fire Company.

Mr. Hensley reported that the Board of Zoning Appeals has elected

to reappoint Mre. W. R. Horne to the Board of Zoning Appeals,

Mr, E, F, Gerber was asked to check into a sign for the Treasurer's
Office and Council Chambers whic¢h would have the Library Hours on it,

Mre We He McGahey moved, seconded by Mr, E, F, Garber and carried to
appoint Mr. Jack F, Depoy as Substitute Judge.

Mre I. L. Flory 111 moved, seconded by Mr, A, R. Thompson and carried
to sign agreements on the following lots for parking: Mrs, Louise Kite's
lots on the corner of Rte 33 & 340 with the agreement to pay her the
amount of taxes on this land; Mrs. Eula V, Leap on her property next to
the bank with the agreement to pay her the amount of taxes on this land;
and post 2 hr, parking limits, Herbert L. Miller (Miller Sister's) property
next to the bank with the agreement to pay the amount of taxes on this
property; and the Elkton Improvement Company on a portion of their land
(225 x 125) on Wirt Ave, for the amount of $65,00 per year,

A report was given on the two systems from Acme and McBee and it
was agreed that a further study should be made to determine which of
these systems would best meet our needs,

As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned,

Mr, E, F, Garber moved, seconded by Mr, 4, R, Thompson and carried
to grant Mr, Herbert L, Baugher's request for a building permit for
B & C Enterprises for an automatic car wash on Wirt Avenue, ~///4(INSERT)

Mr, Liskey reported he had not asked for any bids on paving North
Street but estimated it would take approximately $10,000,

Mr, Jo No McAllister moved, seconded by Mr, I. L, Flory 111 and
carried to purchase a snow plow blade to mount on the Dump Truck for
£250,00 and to appropriate $75.00 to $100,00 to have the blade mounted,

A letter was read from Mr, T. W, Mundy requesting an extension on
his lease to remove the remainder of the sand and gravel agreed upon in
the original lease and any more the town would like to sells, Mr, J. N,
McAllister moved, seconded by Mr, E, F., Garber and carried to renew
Mr, Mundy's contract for a period of one year for the removal of the
remaining portion of the original 50,000 tons which was agreed upon in
the original lease, Council agreed that if Mr, Mundy needed more material
at a later date, they would consider this at that time,

Mr, Jo No McAllister moved, seconded by Mr, W, He McGahey and carried
to set aside two parking spaces for Mrs, Eula V, Leap on the new parking
lot by the bank which the town is leasing from Mrs, Leap and to send her
a letter to this effect to be attached to the lease,

It was reported that Katherine and Eloise Miller have signed their
lease and it has been sent to Mrs, Hedrick for her signature, Mrs, Leap
will sign her lease in the next day or so and the lease for Mrs, Kite's
land is ready to be signed,

Mr, We He McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory 111 and carried
to purchase an extra radio for the police department for $200 from the
Je He Childs Electronic Service,

Mr. Sager was asked to check on a contract for the radio service.

Mr, Hensley stated-that he thought Mr, Sager should be commended on
his work the past several weeks,

Mr, E, F, Garber reported that signs have been installed on the
front and back of the Municipal Building.
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Mr, E, ¥, Garber moved, seconded by Mr, W, H, McGahey and carried
to place ordinance books in the school & public libraries and to have two
copies available to loan from the Treasurer's Office to be returned within
72 hours or a charge of $1,00 per day will be charged until returned,

Maps of the town for citizens and tourists were discussed,

Mr, Garber reported that his committee were still working on a new
bookkeeping system,

After a discussion on the problem of gas being taken from the town
pumps by those not authorized to do so, Mr, E. F, Garber, Mr, W, H, McGahey
and Mr, H, A, Workman were asked to check into this matter,

The town water situation was discussed and visitors were encouraged
to ask questions and the council explained what they felt caused the
trouble and what was being done to correct it,

Mr, H, A, Workman reported that three more transformers had been
ordered but it will be at least six months before they will be shipped,

Mr, Workman presented information from the National League of Cities
on Federal Aid to Local Governments,

Mr, H, &, Workman moved, seconded by Mre I. L. Flory 111 and carried
to subscribe for one year to a Manual on Federal Aids and the supplements
to it at $20,00 a year,

Mr, A, R Thompson reported that he had written another letter to the
Highway Department and should have an answer within the next week or two,

Mr. Thompson was asked to check into a campaign for a Spring clean
up and paint upe

Mr, I, L Flory 111 reported that all efforts possible were being
made to clear up the water system,

Mr, W, He McGahey asked that the committee appointed to look into
more room for the fire company try to come up with suggestions and plans
as soon as possible,

Mr. We Ho McGahey moved, seconded by Mr, I, L. Flory 111 and carried
to donate $500,00 to the Fire Company,

Mr, Hensley stated that he, on behalf of the council, would like to
commend Mr, Long and Mr, Arbogast of the Elkton High School for the type
of entertainment they are bringing into the community,

Mr, E, F, Garber moved, seconded by Mr, W, He McGahey and carried
to donate $200,00 to the Elk Run Cemetery Improvement Committee,

It was recommended that markers be put up along the main drive way
in the cemetery to help when it snows to plow the road opens

Mr. E, P, Garber opened the meeting with prayer,

Mr, Irvin Shifflett, acting as spokesman for a group of citizens from
the so called "Chicken Hill" area (Fairfax, Wash., Spring, & Marshall
Avenues), came before the council to present the problems they are having
with sewage and asking that the town extend their sewer lines to take in
their area, The matter was turned over to Mr, Flory and the Water and Sewer
Committee to get estimated cost and recommendations to bring back to the
next meeting, Mr, Shifflett was asked to present to the council a list
of those citizens in his area who will commit themselves to the sewer
hookup if it is made available,

Mr, Lloyd Meadows came before the council in regards to the water
problem he is having around his house since Mr, Dean built his new building.
Mr. Hensley informed Mr, Meadows that the town was checking into the
situation. Mr, Meadows asked if some gravel could be put at his house
to help relieve the mud situation,

Mr., R, L. Cave came before the council in regards to people parking
their cars all day on Warren Avenue, Mayor Hensley reported that the towm
has leased four lots for parking which will be made into parking lots
as soon ag the weather breaks and the council feels this will relieve
the parking problem,

Mr, Bert Fidler, acting as spokesman for the Fire Company, came before
the council asking the council to give them an answer to the request by
the Fire Company for more room, Mr, McAllister, chairman of the committee
%o look into this matter, reported he had received some opposition on the
location which had been discussed for a new fire hall and felt the matter
would take more considerations After some discussion it was decided
preliminary drawings and several different building sites and costs should
be obtained and a public hearing would be set to give the citizens of the

Recreation Program, No action was taken.

Mr, Je C, Painter asked that a Dead End sign be placed on Washington
Street where it comes down to their shope

Mr, E, F, Garber moved, seconded by Mr, H, A, Workman and carried
to not have the reading of the Minutes and Finance Report as everyone
present had copies of these,

Mr, E, F, Garber moved, seconded by Mr., W, H. McGahey & carried
to approve the Finance Report and Minutes of the regular meeting February
10, 1967,

Mr, McAllister reported that the lots being considered for parking
had been leased and when the weather breaks, they will be made ready for
parking,

Mr, L. P, Hale came before the council to ask if the town while they
were paving some of the streets would pave beside his house and he would
pay half of the expense, No action was taken,

Mr, H, A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr, E, F, Garber and carried
to sell the town tags for the same fee as last year., $3.,00 for automobiles
& trucks, $1.50 for trailers, and $1.00 for Outside of Town Fire Company
Members, The Treasurer was instructed that no fire tag is to be sold
unless the person has a 1967 Membership Card,

The Treasurer was instructed to renew the Certificates of Deposit
which are coming due April 4, 1967,

Mr, He A, Workman reported that we had received another bill & letter
from Westinghouse Electric Corporation in the amount of $1,300,00 for a
recloser which had exploded because it had no oil in it., Mr. Workman
explained to those members of the council who were not on council at the
time of the explosion the circumstances and that letters had been written
to Westinghouse last May stating that the town felt that the explosion was
through no fault of the town's and thus we do not owe this bill, Mr,
Workman asked that he be given permission to write a letter and receive
a reply before the council takes any further action, The council agreed,

Mr, He A, Workman reported he had talked with Mr. Harold Baumes,
Executive Secretary of the Virginia Municipal League on the subject of
what other town's are doing in regards to Corporation License and that
many are following the same procedure we are,

It was reported that Mr, Baumes had sent out a questionnaire to the
members of the league gathering information for a new report on license
taxes in Virginia towns. The Treasurer was instructed to send the information
requested and also to send one of the Town Ordinance Books,

Mr, 4+ R. Thompson reported he had received a reply from his second
letter to the State Highway Department and that plans on the highway
through Elkton are still not available but to write again in 60 to 90 days,

Mr, Thompson also reported he had the following quotes on garbage cans:

Lowe's- 20 gal, cans $2,08 ea,
Tidewater- 20 3/4 gal. cans 2,10 ea,
Moore's Wholesale - 20 3/4 gal.

cans, 2425 ea,

Mr, Thompson stated that he is trying to find an organization interested
in selling the cans,
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Mayor Hensley announced that May 15 will be Clean Up Week, Mr,
Hensley asked Mr, Thompson to meet with Rev, Thomas Johnson and his
committee from the Citizen's Action Committee who are also working on
some ideas along this line,

Mr, I, L, Flory 111 moved, seconded by Mr, A, R, Thompson and
carried to purchase a Roter Rooter from Tidewater Supply for $1,076.75.

The Municipal Electric Power Association will hold their annual
State Convention April 13 and 14 at Manassas, Those wishing to attend
should contact Mr, Liskey,.

Mr, He A, Workman moved, seconded by Mr, J. Ne McAllister and
carried to approve a building permit for the Humble 0il & Refining
Company at the Elkton Esso,

A report on the water line needed to hook up the B & C Car Wash
plus putting in a Fire Plug which has been needed in that area was
given and the cost would be approximately $1,521,50. Mr, I, L. Flory 111
moved, seconded by Mre E., F, Garber and carried to install the water
line,

Mre Liskey reported that it had been quite awhile since the
electric meters had been checked and he recommended that this be done,
He had received a price to check the meters at $11,00 each for Power
Meters and $1.50 each for residential meters,

Mr, H, A, Workman moved, seconded by Mr. W. He McGahey and carried
to have all the power meters checked and to spot check the residential
meters,

Mayor Hensley reported that Clarence Peno, due to the fact that
he is leaving Elkton, had resigned from the Board of Zoning Appeals,
Mr., W, He McGahey moved, seconded by Mr, A, R, Thompson and carried to
appoint Mr., S,P,H. Flick to replace Mr, Peno on the Board of Zoning
Appeals,

Mr, W, He McGahey moved, seconded by Mr, J. N, McAllister and
carried to appoint Mr, Charles H, Smith to the Planning Commission,

Mayor Hensley reported that the theatre is being remodeled and
with the help of the Police Dept. the rough crowd had been eliminated,
The theatre extended an invitation to the council & the town employees
and their wives to see the Ten Commandments showing March 17, 1967
free of charge to help promote attendance again and to show the
improvements that have been mades

Mayor Hensley reported that someone had reported to him of hearing
a member of the Park Service speak at a meeting and it seemed as
though there is a possibility that the town could receive some of the
money taken in for Park entrance fees for the purpose of recreation
in the town, The Finance Committee was asked to look into this matter,

Mayor Hensley reported that he had received a request by the
High School that the town allow the students to run the town for one
day in April, Mr, I, L. Flory 111 moved, seconded by Mr, H., A, Workman
and carried that the Council grant permission for the High School
students to run the town for a day in April,

Mr., E, F. Garber moved, seconded by Mr, W, H, McGahey and carried
to take a half page ad in the high school annual,

Mayor Hensley reported that in commeration of Arhor Day the
Garden Club had planted five dogwood trees on the lawn at the Municipal
Building and one other tree will be planted later, The Mayor, Mr.
Workman and Mr, McAllister were present when the trees were planted,

A letter from Mr, R. Jo Lough requesting that the remaining
$70400 be paid to him for the use of the pump he loaned to the town
while in office, The matter was turned over to the Finance Committee
to bring back recommendations to the next meeting,

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held April 14, 1967
at 8:00 P,M, with the tlayor Welty H, Hensley presiding, The following
council members were present: I, L. Flory 111, E, F. Garber, J. N,
McAllister, W. H, McGahey, Alan R, Thompson and H. A, Workman, The Town
Attorney, Marvin C, Hillsman, Jr., Town Superintendent, David C, Liskey
and Chief of Police, Jesse J, Sager were present,

Mr. E, F, Garber opened the meeting with prayer,

Mr., E, T, Garber presented the following proposal for financing a
new fire hall: The town furnish the land for a new fire hall, donate
$3,000,00 every 6 months to the Fire Company not to exceed $30, 000,00
to build a new fire hall, The building would become town property.
The Town would continue to furnish fuel oil, lights, water, telephones
and gasoline but eliminate the yearly donation until such time as the
$30,000,00 is paide. The method suggested to finance the $3,000,00
every 6 months was to decrease the $1,000,00 placed in the Elkton Electrie
System Fund as a sinking fund each month to $500,00 a month and place
the other $500,00 a month in a fund to pay to the Fire Company every
6 months,

lre We I, McGahey moved, seconded by Mr, J. Ne McAllister and carried
unanimously to place the new fire hall on the lot adjacent to the
Munieipal Building facing Spotswood Avenue,

Mre £, F, Garber moved, seconded by Mr, W, H. McGahey and carried
unanimously to approve the following Tirst Reading on a new fire halls
The town will furnish the land and donate $3,000,00 every 6 months
not to exceed $30,000,00 to the Elkton Fire Co. They will continue to
furnish fuel oil, lights, water, telephones and gasoline but will eliminate
the yearly donation until such time as the $30,000,00 is paids The
building when completed will become property of the town, The $30,000,00
will be financed by decreasing the $1,000,00 a month placed in the
Elkton Electric System Fund as a sinking fund to $500,00 each month and
placing the extira $500,00 a month in a fund to pay the obligation to the
Fire Company.

Mr, He 4. Workman moved, seconded by Mr., W, H. McGahey and carried
that the plans for the new fire hall be approved by the town council,

Mr, Simmerman, on behalf of the Fire Company, thanked the town for
their interest and pledged help toward a new fire hall, Mr. George
Crump also expressed his feelings that the town will be proud of the
Fire Co.

Mre, Bert Fidler gave a report on the number of calls (emergency
& fire) and on the donations from the town and county., (Copy Attached)

Mr, Lynnwood Shifflett came before the council in regards to his
not being allowed to pick up taxi passengers inside the town limits while
others without licenses did so. The matter was turned over to Mr., W, H,
McGahey and Mr, Marvin Hillsman to check and give Mr, Shifflett an answer
in writing.

The Rev, Thomas Johnson reported that they had a good turn out at
the meeting of the Community League in regards to a Spring Clean Up
and that Mr, Alan Thompson would present the League's requests in regards
to this matter.

The Rev, Johnson also reported that the Commmity League plans to
provide volunteer service to help the youth who need summer jobs find
enployment, He asked that a room be provided in the lMunicipal Building
for this worke The council approved the request and asked Mr, David
Liskey to take care of this matter,

Mr, E, F, Garber presented a proposal for financing the new sewer
installation in the Washington, Fairfax, Spring and Marshall Avenue area,
Mre. Garber suggested that funds amounting to approximately $13, 000,00
which are available be used and that the remainder needed be borrowed
to be paid off in about fifteen yearss Mr. Garber pointed out that the
bonds being paid off on the old Electric and Water System under the
Town of Elkton, Inc. Sinking Fund would be completed this year and suggested
that the $370,00 set aside each month in this sinking fund be used to
retire the new debte
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The council decided to call a special meeting Thursday, April 27, 1967
at 8:00 P,M, and bids be obtained on the sewer project to be presented
at this meeting,

Mr, W He McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. I, L. Flory 111 and carried
to have lir, Liskey obtain bids on the cost of labor, material & equipment
for the new sewver project by April 27,

Mr, H, A, Workman moved, seconded by Mr, I, L. Flory 111 and carried
to dispense with the reading of the minutes as everyone present had copies
of the minutes,

Mr., W, H, McGahey moved, seconded by Mr, E, F, Garber and carried
to approve the minutes of the regular meeting March 10, 1967,

Mre. We Ho McGahey moved, seconded by Mre. E, Fo Garber and carried
to approve the second reading to black top North Avenue by Fainter &
Mundy for $8,969.60 and pave Lewis Ave, from Spotswood to "C" Street,
"C" Street from Clark to North, Clark Ave, from "C" to North, Fifth St.
from Marshall to Railroad and Fifth Street from railroad to South Corp,
Limit (100#) at a total estimated price of $3,452,40,

Mrs, Leap was instructed to send a letter to Painter & Mundy accepting
their bid on the paving of the streets.

Mre. He A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr, W, H, McGahey and carried
to approve the Second Reading on the installation of the new water line to
hook up the B & C Car Wash at $1,521.50,

Mr, He 4, Workman moved, seconded by Mr, &, Re Thompson and carried
to approve the Second Reading to have all the Power Meters checked and to
spot check the residential meters which would cost approximately $700,00,

Mre Ies L. Flory moved, seconded by Mr. W, H, McGahey and carried to
approve the Second Reading to purchase a Roter Rooter from Tidewater
Supply for $1,0764754

Mro, E, F. Garber moved, seconded by Mr. W, H, McGahey and carried
to accept the Finance Report as it was printed,

Mro Liskey reported that the "Welcome to Elkton' signs needed painting,
He reported he had received a price from Hensley's Sign Service at $55400
a signe Mr, Liskey was asked to get another price from some other sign
painting company and award the job to the lowest bidder,

Mr, Liskey presented a request by Mr, Jeddie Hensley to place several
signs in the town limits. The council asked Mr, Liskey to have Mr,
Jeddie Hensley present exact location, type of sign and for whom it is
to advertise and present this at the next meetinge

Mr, We H, McGahey moved, seconded by Mr, E, F, Garber and carried to
buy a dehumidifier for the Municipal Building,

Mr, Liskey reported he had received a request from Mr, Garland Davis
who operates Dr. W, H, liicholson's farm to purchase town water for the
farm, This water to be transported by trucks Mr, I. L. Flory 111 was
asked to check into the matter of selling town water to water trucks,

Mpr, Liskey and Mr. Sager were instructed to review the men in their
departments and to present their proposals in regards to raises to Mr,
E. F. Garber to be considered for next year's budget.

Mr, David Liskey and Mr, H, A, Workman attended the Municipal Electric
Power Association meeting at Manassas and Mr, Workman gave a report on
the meetinge.

Mre He A, Workman moved, seconded by Mr, W, H, McGahey and carried
to write a letter to our congressmen stating that the council is opposed
to any legislation that would abolish the Federal Power Commission or limit
its powers.

Mr. Workman reported that Mr, David Liskey was elected Vice President
of the Municipal Electric Power Association for the coming year,

Mro. Workman reported that Manassas had changed their electric system
and that approximately 15 used transformers were available for us to
buy at about & price and they would be guaranteed,

Mr, He A, Workman moved, seconded by Mr, I. L. Flory 111 and carried
to appropriate a $2,000,00 Capital Outlay for the transformers.

Mr, Jo N, McAllister reported that the street paving had been completed
and looked very good.

Mr, A. R, Thompson reported that Mr, Charles Shuler had mentioned the
problem of parking in front of the post office, It was suggested that the
police could patrol during the busy hours or possibly if the mail box was
moved into the parking lot it might eliminate the problem,

Mr. Thompson reported that the Community League had set the dates
of May 22 thru the 27th as the week for their clean-~up compaign. The
League asked that the town contribute $30,00 to be used for prizes and
that a dump truck and several town men be available to haul trash the
27the

Mre A, Re Thompson moved, seconded by Mr, E, F, Garber and carried
to donate the $30,00 for prizes and furnish the dump truck and men as
the Community League requested,

Mr, Thompson also stated he had not found any organization as yet
to take charge of the sale of garbage cans,

Mr, Wo Hes McGahey moved, seconded by Mr, E, F, Garber and carried
to give permission to Mr, McGahey and Mr, Sager to attend the State Crime
Clinic in Norfolk, April 21 and 22 and to my their expenses,

Mre. E, F, Garber reported that he had checked into the funds available
to towms from the National Park for recreation and found that we do not
qualify as it would require a full time recreation program and directors,
Most of these funds are used to acquire land,

The council again considered the bill of $70.00 from Mr, Re J, Lough
for the use of his water pump from May 1964 to August 1965, The council
felt that as a ruling had been given finding it contrary to the town code,
their decision would have to remain the same as the previous councils,

Mayor Hensley presented a letter from Mr, Victor Bert tendering his
resignation from the Town Planning Commission, Mre. Bert agreed to remain
in the capacity of consultant to the Commission for an indefinite period
depending upon his health,

Mayor Hensgley reported that suggestion had been made that the town
use windshield stickers rather than town tags, This suggestion was turned
over to Mr, E, F. Garber to look into,

The annual convention of the Virginia Municipal League will bo held
September 17, 18 and 19 in Norfolk, Virginia at "The Golden Triangle',
The council decided to write now for reservations for 6 rooms as they could
be cancelled if not needed,

Mr., E. F, Garber and Mr, A, R, Thompson were asked to work with the
Community League to see what can be done to help improve the recreation
in our towns

Mayor Hensley suggested that a meeting of all the town councils of
towns our size be arranged to have a general discussion on the problems
and their solutions which arise in small towns,

Mayor Hensley reported that sites and plans for a new dump were being
checked,

The council decided to obtain prices on Citizen Band Radio's and bring
them back to the next meeting,

Superintendent, David C, Liskey, Chief of Police, Jesse J. Sager and Town

¥r. E, I, Garber opened the meeting with prayer,

Bids for the proposed sewer line in the Fairfax Ave, area were presented
to the council by &, B, Torrence and Monger Bros. The bids were as follows:

Mr., Whit Berry came before the council to ask about sewer connections
on fifth street and the Gochenour property. The council stated that no
plans were made at the present for these connections but asked Mr. Berry
to see if 811 the residents in this area were in favor of a sewer connection
and if so; the Water & Sewer Committee would study the proposal to see
what could be done,

E, F. Garber moved, seconded by 4., R, Thompson and carried to let
Jeddie Hensley paint the "Welcome to Elkton" signs in the amount of
$220,00,

E, F. Garber moved, seconded by I. L. Flory and carried to put in
the McBee Bookkeeping System; payment effective September 1, 1967,

Mr, Simmerman presented the plans for the new Fire Hall to the council,.
The building which would be 80! by 60! would have a brick front and 1/3
of the West side would be brick; the South and East side would be metal,.
The location was also discussed for this building and it was suggested
that the Fire Co, look at the site on Rockingham Street,

Mr. McGahey moved, seconded by E, F, Garber that the council accept
the plans for the type of building proposed by the Fire Co, and nothing
definite was decided about the location, I. L. Flory 111 and H, A,
Workman did not vote,.

Mayor Hensley said that he had met with the highway people concerning
the new highway and its affect on the town. Mr. Hensley stated that
Smith Ave, and the town dump will be affected, He also stated that he
was to meet with Mr, Harnesberger Monday, May 1, 1967 to discuss buying
his property for the relocation of the town's dump.

Ay R. Thompson moved, seconded by John McAllister and carried to pay
Painter & Mundy an additional amount of $954.63 for the paving of the alley
on North Street,

H, A, Workman moved, seconded by I, L. Flory and carried to charge
each resident in the Fairfax Ave, area $75.,00 for the sewer connection which
is to be paid within 30 days after the project has been finally approved
by the council at the regular meeting May 12, 1967,

He A, Workman moved, seconded by I. L. Flory and carried to sell the
television antenna which is at the present on the Municipal Building to
William T, Herring, No price was quoted.

Mr. Hensley stated that there will be a special meeting May 8, 1967
at 7:¢30 P,M, with the Planning Commission and Mr, H, S, Marsh of the State
Division of Planning will be present at this time, A&lso, on June 30, 1967
there will be another special meeting with the other Town Councils in the
surrounding area,

With no further business, the meeting adjourned.

Mr. E, T, Garber moved, scconded by Mr. H, &, Workman and carried to
close out the Town of Elkton Inc. Sinking Fund by no later than September
1st and place the balance in this account in the Sanitary Sewer System
Sinking Mund Account to be used on the TFairfax Avenue Sewer Project,

Mr, E, F, Garber moved, seconded by Mr. I, L. Flory 111 and carried
to take the Certificates of Deposits on the Town of Elkton Inc. in the amount
of $9931,66 when they become due and put them in the Sanitary Sewer System
Sinking Mund to be used for the IFairfax Avenue Sewer Projecte

Mr, E., T, Garber moved, seconded by Mr. &, R. Thompson and carried to
borrown $50,000 from the Virginia National Bank at 3 3/4% interest in 10
$5,000 notes, payable annually., The interest will be paid semiannually,
The money will be borrowed as it is needed on the sewer project,

Yr. E. T, Garber moved, seconded by Mr. H., &, VWorkman and carried to
stop depositing 370 each month in the Town of Elkton Inc. Sinking Fund
and to deposit %1100 in the Sanitary Sewer System Sinking Fund instead
of $600, the extra $500 to go toward retiring the debt on the new sewer
project, This change is to take place immediately,

Mr. I, L. Flory 111 moved, seconded by Mr, E, F, Garber and carried
to negotiate the contract with Monger Brothers for the new sewer line in
the Tairfax Avenue Area,

Yre Jo No McAllister moved, seconded by Mr, F, I’y Garber and carried
to approve the Second Reading for the additional appropriation of $954.63
for the paving of the alley on North Street by Painter & Mundy.

¥re Jo N, Mcillister moved, seconded by Mr, V, I, McGahey and carried
to approve the Second Reading of $1874.,80 for the street work on Summit &
Sixth Streets,

Vre Ie Lo Flory 111 moved, seconded by Mre. H, 4, VWorkman and carried
to approve the Second Reading on 65,000 appropriated for the sewer project
in the Fairfax Avenue Area,

lire Re Jo Lough came before the council in regards to the $70,00 for
the use of his water pump from May 196 to August 1965, Mr, Lough stated
that he felt this to be a fair request and just debt, Mr. Liskey stated
that Mr. Lough had been asked by him to loan the pump to the Town and had
been most generous, he felt, in doing so. Mr, Liskey also stated that if
this debt was not taken care of, it would create a hardship on his department
for it would involve his taking equipment out of town to be repaired if
we are going to abide by the ordinance as it is stated that no one on the
council can do business for a profit with the Towne. Mre Lough offered
to sell the Town his pump for $250.00 and buy it back for $140,00 but
this offer was declined, Mr. Garber again read the letter which had been
received ruling this payment as being contrary to the Town code., After
musch discussion, Mr, Lough stated that all he was interested in was being
paid the $70,00 which he felt was due him and if they did not wish to pay
this he could charge rent for the sign which the Town has on his property

&

at a rate of 25,00 a year and he could go back for 3 years,
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Mr. H. A, Yorkman moved, seconded by Mre I. L. Flory 111 and carried
to have Mr, Lough submit a bill in the amount of $75,00 for 3 years rent
on the sign the Town has on his property and it will be discussed at the
next meeting,

Mre Te Lo Johnson came before the council asking that the installation
of a telephone on the second floor for the Youth Employment Service be
approved,

Mr., W. Ho McGahey moved, seconded by lMre. &, R, Thompson and carried
to approve the telephone installation for Y,F,S.

Yr, Lewis Workman came before the council in regards to the need for
straightening the street in front of his house, He stated he had requested
this be done before the paving was done, Mr, Liskey reported it would have
involved more money to have straightened the road and that the street is
on Town right-of-way, Mr. Hensley asked that Mr, McAllister and lMr, Liskey
check this street,

Mre Loring Cook came before the council asking that Madison A&venue
eagt of Route 340 be closed, The council asked that Mr, Cook obtain a
letter from the W, E, Kite Estate stating that they would not oppose the
closing of this street and the council would then consider the matter,

The second reading on the fire company buillding was brought on the
floor, Mayor Hensley stated that whatever decision the council made, let's
live with it, Mr. E, Iy Carber stated that after being with Mr, Fitzwater
his sugrestion was that the Town borrow the 30,000 in 5 £6,000 notes, as
they could borrow it at 3 3/4% interest while the Fire Company could
nots This money would be turned over to the Fire Company and they would
be responsible for the interest. He suggested reducing the deposit to the
Tlkton Electric System of 51,000 per month to $500 and the extra $500
be placed in a fund to retire these notes,

Mr, H, 4, Workman gtated itwo plans which he felt should be considered,
The first plan would be if the building be placed on the lot beside the
Municipal Building that a Triple "A" building be built on which a second
floor could be added if desired at a later date, The second plan would be
to tear down the old Uyant building and build the type building purposed
by the Fire Company on this location. This building could be built larger
and the back could be used by the Maintenance lUepartment far their eguipment.
Mr, Workman purposed that the £30,000 be financed through the Electric
Systems

Mayor Hensley asked how the Fire Company felt about the proposals.
Mr, Simmerman speaking for the Fire Company said he felt that this was a
decision for the council to make, 411 the Fire Company had asked for was
additional space but if they had a choice they preferred the location
beside the Municipal Building and that they felt the purposed building
was ~uite adequate,

Mr, Liskey said he felt sure there would he room enocugh for the
building downtowm or that the buildings downtown could be remodeled,

layor Hensley asked each member of the council how they felt concerning
this matter,

Mry Ie L. Flory 111 stated that he felt it would be more economical
to put the steel building on the property on Terrace A&venue rather than
build a Triple "A" constructed building on the lot beside the Municipal
Buildinge.

Mr, Alan Thompson stated he would prefer the Terrace Avenue location,

Mr, McAllister stated he would accept the Fire Company's proposal
for the building and the lot beside the Municipal Building,

lre. We i, McCahey moved, seconded by Mr, E, F, Garber to build a steel
building on the lot adjacent to the Municipla Building, facing North, brick
according to Town Council specifications, plans to be approved by council
and the building to be approximately 80! by 60!, The vote was recorded
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as follows: In favor of the motion - E, F., Garber, J, N, McAllister and
We He McGahey; 4gainst the motion - I, L. Flory 111, &lan R, Thompson, and
H, &, Uorkman.

The Reve T, L. Johnson stated that speaking as a resident and tax
payer in the Town he appreciated the time and effort spent on the part of
the council deliberating and studying to find the best location, He
personally felt that another location other than the lot near the lMunicipal
Puilding would be more desirable,

Mr, Jack Davis stated that he felt the place for the new Iire Company
building was on the lot next to the Municipal Building.

Ur, Lewig Workman stated that in Harrisonburg they are tearing out
0ld buildings and placing all the Municipal Buildings in one section of
Town and he felt that this was a move in the right direction.

Mayor Hensley read a letter from P, J, Lough, Mayor of the Town, dated
fpril 21, 1964, to Merck & Co, Inc., attention of S, &, Lancaster, The
letter stated some of the uses the Town would make of the property on which
the Merck Club louse was located i they could acquire it, The letter read
as follows pertaining to the grounds, The ground area would be used for
public recreational facilities. The present tennis court would be retained,
and in the near future, we would hope %to be in a position to add a Hunicipal
