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Regular Meeting ;i]
January 10, 1969

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held January 10,
1969 at 8:00 P.M. with the Mayor Welty H. Hensley presiding., The following
council members were present: Mr, I. L., Flory 111, Mrx, E. F. Garber, Mr.
R. G, Harman, Mr. E, O, Karow, and Mr, A, R. Thompson. Mr, H. A, Workman
was absent. Mr. Marvin C. Hillsman, Jr., Town Attorney, Mr. David C.
Liskey, Town Superintendent and Mr., Thomas R. Stevens, Chief of Police
were present.

Mr. E. F. Garber opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr, S.P.H. Flick was present to ask if the council planned to take
any steps to correct the sand in the water., Mr. Flory explained that
several things have been done to help correct the problem but that there
is nothing in the budget this year to allow any big project like filters
but that he hoped to correct this next year. Mr. Karow reported that he
had received complaints in regards to the sand. Mr, Flory stated that
Mr. Liskey has been flushing the plugs regularly to help eliminate some of
this but that it was the general feeling that the problem is not acute
enough to take any immediate action in regards to any major installation
to help correct the sand.

Mr,., A. R, Thompson moved, seconded by Mr, E. F. Garber and carried
to approve the minutes of the regular meeting December 13, 1968 as presented,

Mr. E. F, Garber moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory 111 and carried
to approve the Finance Report,

Mr. Garber reported that he had reviewed the Sinking Fund Accounts and
that $7,000,00 had been taken from the Sanitary Sewer System Sinking Fund
Account and placed on Certificate of Deposit for six months and that
$3,000.00 had been taken from the Town of Elkton Water & Sewer Account and
placed on Certificate of Deposit for three months. He stated that he felt
this was all we could place on deposit now due to previous obligations.

Mr. Garber reported that the typewriters in the Town Office are in
bad condition and that money had been set up in the budget to purchase
a new typewriter, He requested that the council approve the purchase.
Mrs. Leap presented the following prices:

Royal 660 (16 in,., carriage) $441.00
Adler (16 in. carriage) 455,00
Adler (18 in. carriage) 481,00
I.B.M., Model D (16 in. carriage) 468,00

Mr. E., O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman and carried to
purchase a new typewriter and to leave the decision to Mrs, Leap as to
which one she prefers.

Mr, Garber also reported that the calculator in the Town Office is
not working and that Miss Berry stated that the last time the repair man
was in, he seemed to think that if a part goes bad on the calculator, it
would not be able to be fixed as they are not making parts for the older
model now,

Mrs. Leap reported that Price Business Machines Co, had brought a
Victor Calculator down to be tried. This machine can be purchased or
leased. After some discussion, it was decided to check into prices ofr
a new calculator and also into leasing one. It was suggested that we
wait until we get prices on the calculator before purchasing a typewriter
as it might be that we would want to place both on a lease.

Mr. Karow requested that the council approve the purchase of two new
police cars through the State Department of Purchases and Supply for
delivery in March. He explained that the Police Committee felt that with
the placing of the present police cars out for bids, they could realize
enough from these two cars to pay for one of the new cars and that the
money for the other new car had been placed in the budget.

Mr, E. O, Karow moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman and carried to
purchase two 1969 Plymouth PK 21 Police Cars, 4 door in lieu of 2 door,
for March 29, 1969 delivery at a price of $4,163,76 and to advertise
the two present police cars for sealed bids for a bid opening March 14, 1969,
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Mr. A., R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to
approve the First Reading to appropriate $2,679.75 for transformers
purchased from Manassas,

Mr. Flory presented a request for sewer to the Methodist Parsonage
which is being built out of the corporate limits. He stated that he did
not feel this would be fair to the citizens to install the extra lines
required at the town's expense and would not consider it unless the connection
fees would pay for the line. Mr. Hensley stated that he felt the council
needed to have Mr. Higgs back and to go over the entire North Avenue
Project but Mr, Higgs had been unable to attend the council meeting due
to illness but would set up a meeting as soon as possible.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr., I. L. Flory, 111 and carried
to have keys made to every room in the Municipal Building to be kept
in the Treasurer's office in case of emergencies,

Mr. Liskey reported that the garbage truck has caught on fire several
times so it will be necessary to enforce the garbage ordinances and that
his crew will not be able to pick up any cans which have been used to
burn in.

Mr. E. FP. Garber moved, seconded by Mr., A, R, Thompson and carried
to approve a building permit for Randall and Marguerite Dean for additions
to their property on Rockingham Street,

Mr., I, L. Flory, 111 moved, seconded by Mr., A. R. Thompson and carried
to approve a building permit for Dr, C., C. Rush for additions to his
property on Water Street,

Mr. A. R. Thompson reported that Mr. Jeddie Hensley had completed
the repairs on the street signs.

Mr. Liskey reported that Mr. Frank Evans of the State Highway Department
had inspected the streets and that all of our 25 M,P.H. speed limit
signs will have to be changed to meet state standards.,

It was reported that the water leak in the Police Department would
be fixed but it would require turning off the water for a short period
of time.

Mr. R, G. Harman moved, Seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory, 111 and carried
to adopt the following Uniform Closing Law Ordinance:

34
Section 19-23, Businesses not to be open to public during specified
hours,

It shall be unlawful for the owner, operator, manager, Superintendent,
employee, agent, or any representative of any place of business, whatever
its nature, to allow said establishment to be open to the public, or to
assist in the operation of the business in any way, between the hours of
midnight and the following 5:00 a.m. unless the Chief of Police has issued
a written permit to the owner, operator, manager or superintendent of
said business allowing it to be open to the public during said period of
time., The question of the issuance of such permits shall in all cases
rest within the sole discretion of the Chief of Police,

Every person convicted of a violation of this ordinance shall, for
a first conviction thereof, be punished by a fine of not less than ten
dollars nor more than fifty dollars, or by confinement in jail for not
less than one day nor more than ten days, or by both such fine and confinement;
for any subsequent such conviction within one year such person shall be
punished by a fine of not less than twenty dollars nor more than two
“hundred dollars or by confinement in jail for not less than one day nor
more than six months or by both such fine and confinement. Each day of
operation in violation of this ordinance shall give rise to separate offenses,

THE COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA HEREBY DECLARES AN EMERGENCY
TO EXIST AND THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BE IN FULL FORCE AND EFFECTIVE FROM THE
10th DAY OF JANUARY, 1969.

Mr. R. G. Harman moved, seconded by Mr., E, O. Karow and carried to
adopt the ordinances which are listed at the end of the minutes,
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Mr. R. G. Harman announced that the School Board will meet January
27, 1969 and the matter of playground equipment for the park would be
considered,

Mr. Stevens reported that bicycle tags will be sold during the same
period that town license stickers go on sale and they will be $.50 a tag,
It was decided to have the bicycle tag green with black, the same color
as the town license sticker this year.

Mr, Hensley announced that the Rockingham ILeague of Municipalities
will meet January 23, 1969 at 6:30 P.M. at the Belle Meade Restaurant.

Mayor Hensley read a letter from the Elkton Volunteer Fire Company
listing the officers for the Fire Company and the Emergency Squad for 1969,
Mr. E. F. Garber moved, seconded by Mr, A. R. Thompson and carried to
accept the following list of officers as presented:

Council Meeting
February 14, 1969

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held February
14, 1969 at 8:00 p.m. with the Mayor Welty H. Hensley presiding. The
following council members were present: Mr, I, L. Flory, 111, Mr. E. F.
Garber, Mr. R. G. Harman, Mr. E. O. Karow, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A.
Workman. Mr. Marvin C. Hillsman, Jr., Town Attorney, Mr. David C. Liskey,
Town Superintendent and Mr. Thomas R. Stevens, Chief of Police were present.

Mr. E. F. Garber opened the meeting with prayer.

My. D. Latham Mims of the Daily News Record was present to present
name plates to the council in token of appreciation for the important
work that is done by these public officials.

Mr. E. F. Garber moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried
to approve the minutes of the regular meeting January 10, 1969 with two
corrections: in paragraph 12 where it reads 4 drive in lieu of 2 drive, it
should be 4 door in lieu of 2 door and in the last paragraph the word
gas be changed to gasoline.

Mr. E. F. Garber moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to
approve the Finance Report.

Mr. I. L. Flory, 1lll reported that the surveys of the North Avenue
sewer are not completed but should be ready by next week. He also reported
that the water situation is getting worse and that Mr., Liskey has been
asked to talk with Mr. Simmerman about possible solutions.

Mr. Randall Holland came before the council to request permission to
cut down two trees which he believes to be on Town property on Sixth and
Washington Avenue and to level the bank. The council gave Mr. Holland
permission to do this.

Mr. E. F. Garber reported that he had spoken with Mr. Fitzwater in
regards to the financing of the North Avenue Sewer Project and that it
can be worked by borrowing the money and paying interest until the well
is paid and then pick up the retiring of the notes after this.

There was some discussion on security for the employees and retirement
plans. Also, Mr., Workman reported that several insurance companies are
still making studies on hospitalization plans for the town and will submit
their plans as soon as they are finished. He also stated he had an annalist
working on this insurance problem for the town. After all the plans and
information has been submitted it will be narrowed down to the best
plans for the town.

Mr. Liskey reported that Mr. Carl Brill had asked about the fence
in front of the Municipal Building again and that if the council ever
decided to remove it, he would like to have the first chance at purchasing
it. :

Mr. Liskey reported that the Municipal Electric Power Association
of Virginia convention will be held at Belle Meade in April. The banquet
will be April 3, 1969 at 6:30 p.m. and the council is invited to attend the
banquet and the meetings.

There was a discussion on a parking problem at Hillman's Elkton
Restaurant and the Valley Banner. Mr. Liskey and Mr., Stevens were asked
to contact Mr. Levinson and come up with the best solution to the problem.

Mr. Liskey reported that the Rockingham Construction Company has
completed the relocating of the electric lines on the Route 33 Project and
that the surplus material which is removed must be auctioned and should be
done as soon as possible. Mayor Hensley said he would meet with Mr. Liskey
the first of the week and take care of the arrangements for the auction.

Mayor Hensley reported that we had received our first check from the
Highway Department for administration and Supervisory Cost on the Route
33 Project.

Mr, H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory, 111 and carried
to place this money in a separate account until the Route 33 Project is
closed and then the money can be transferred to other accounts.

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Mr. Thompson reported that there is no street sign on Roland Avenue.
Mr. Liskey stated that they have the sign but just had not gotten aronnd
to replacing it. Mr. Thompson and Mr. Liskey were asked to check the
streets and give a report to the council on the streets needing repairs.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr., I. L. Flory, 111 and carried
to approve the Second Reading to pay $773.58 to Monger Brothers Contractors
for repairing the Front End Loader.

Mr., Harman reported that work is still being done toward the playground
equipment and when final plans are formulated they will be presented to the
council.

Mr. Harman reported that some of the citizens are upset over the trash
collection and also about the alleys being torn up by heavy trucks. He
suggested possibly passing an ordinance to keep trucks out of the alleys
from September to May or maybe having garbage pick up on the streets all
year around. After some discussion on these problems, it was suggested
that Mr. Harman's committee and Mr. Liskey discuss these situations and
possible solutions.

Mr, E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to
approve the Second Reading to purchase two 1969 Plymouth PK 21 Police Cars,
4 door in lieu of 2 door, for March 29, 1969 delivery at a price of $4,163.76
and to advertise the two present police cars for sealed bids for a bid
opening March 14, 1969.

Mayor Welty Hensley read a letter from the Chief of Police, Thomas
R. Stevens requesting the council to accept his resignation effective
the 28th day of February, 1969 and stating that he had enjoyed excellent
cooperation from the members of the Town Council and other Department heads
and wanted to take this opportunity to express his appreciation to all of
these persons.

Mayor Hensley announced that the town would be accepting applications
for this position.

Mayor Hensley reported that we no longer have a disorderly conduct
ordinance as they have been declared unconstitutuonal. Mr, Hillsman was
asked to check into this and prepare an ordinance to cover this change.

Mr. H., A. Workman asked that the council make a special effort to
attend the meeting at the Belle Meade of the Municipal Electric Power
Association of Virginia. The Harrisonburg Electric Commission is the host
this year. He stated that membership in this organization has meant much
to the town and that we would realize many adwantages in the future from
this association.

Mr. Workman reported that the Route 33 Project is completed except
for the removal of several poles on which the Harrisonburg Telephone Company
still have their lines mounted. He stated that due to this relocation,
our lines have been upgraded and this should help us in the future in
regards to annexation.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr., I. L. Flory, IITI and carried
to approve the Second Reading to appropriate $2,679.75 for transformers
purchased from Manassas.

Mr. I. L. Flory ITI moved, seconded by Mr. E. F. Garber and carried to
accept the following proposal by Higgs & Shumate:

This office proposes to conduct the following work:

1. Field stake the sewer lines without connection wyes.

2. Provide 5 sets of cut sheets on sewer lines.

3. Design and prepare Construction Plans of pump station and furnish
5 sets of plans.

4., Field stake force main where necessary.

5. Attend necessary meetings with Town of Elkton Personnel.

The estimated fee for the above work is $2,200.00. Payment will be

made monthly for all work conducted, at our standard fees.

Work in connection with Specifications, Contracts, Field Supervision,
obtaining approvals or easements, and obtaining Bids is excluded from
the above estimate but these services are available if requested.
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Mr. E. F. Garber moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to
donate $105.75 to the Society of the Fine Arts for the purchase of new
band uniforms for the Proud Elks Marching Band.

Mayor Hensley read the following letter from the Board of Zoning
Appeals:

For the record and for your information, The Board of Zoning Appeals
for the Town of Elkton held its annual meeting on Monday, January 13, 1969
at 7:30 p.m. in the Town Council Chambers.

The following business was conducted:

1. Mr. G. B. Henry was elected Chairman.

Special Meeting
March 6, 1969

A special meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held March 6, 1969
at 8:00 p.m. in the council chambers. The following council members were
present: Mr. I. L. Flory, 1lll1l, Mr. E. F. Garber, Mr. R. G. Harman, Mr.

E. 0. Karow, Mr. A, R. Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman. Mr. Marvin C.
Hillsman, Jr. Town Attorney and Mr. D. C. Liskey, Town Superintendent were
also present.

Mr. E. F. Garber opened the meeting with prayer.

Mayor Hensley reported that Mr. Lanny Hiday, a representative of the
Micanopy Group Companies-Cable T.V. called to say he would be unable to
attend the meeting due to bad weather conditions.

Mr., Liskey presented a building permit for Mr. B. W. Gooden to build
an apartment house (4 apts.) on Lewis Avenue between D & C Streets. Mr.,
Gooden had put a 10 ft. set back from the streets on his application. There
was a discussion on the set back and after checking the Zoning ordinance,
the council felt the set back would have to be 15 feet.

Mr, E. F. Garber moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman and carried to
approve the building permit for Mr. B. W. Gooden provided the set back
on the application was changed to 15 feet.

Mr. B. W. Gooden stated that he would like to go on record in regards
to the new Zoning Ordinance which the town is considering and ask that the
new ordinance be withdrawn and given a closer study.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried
to approve a building permit for Loring R. Cook to build a laundromat
on Stuart Avenue between Route 33 and Rockingham Street.

A copy of the meeting held February 26, 1969 at 1:00 p.m. in the
council chambers with Mr., Kurtz and Mr. Valz of the Highway Department
was given to each councilman. Mayor Hensley explained the situation in
which the state will not run the proposed two inch water line on the South
side of Route 33 back to our main as the town was under the impression
they were going to do.

Mr. Workman stated that the council had discussed this before and
had said they would not sign the agreement with the Highway Department
on this project unless the two inch line connected with our main from the
reservoir.

Mr. I. L. Flory, 111 moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried
to reject the proposal by the Highway Department and return the unsigned
contracts to Mr. Ambler with a letter stating that they have not confirmed
their verbal proposal in regards to the two inch line and enclose a copy
of the February 26th meeting. A copy of this letter and meeting would
also be sent to Mr. Douglas B. Fugate, Commissioner.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried
to waive notice of the discussion on the property owned by the School
Board of Rockingham County in the Town of Elkton,

Mr., Hillsman informed the council that the School Board will be
constructing a new elementary school between the two existing buildings.
He explained that there is a restriction in favor of the town to not
allow building between the schools. Mr. Hillsman asked permission to
execute the necessary deed to release this restriction.

Mr. E. F. Garber moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory 11l and carried
to remove the restriction content in regards to construction on real estate
in the Town of Elkton owned by the School Board of Rockingham County and
execute such deed as necessary to release same.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried
to adjourn the special meeting.

James Hammel, Mr. Hirem Monger and Mr. A. H. Louderback. Mr. Charles
H. Smith, Chairman and Mr. C. V. Bert were absent. Members of the Town
Council that were present are as follows: Mr. I. L. Flory, 111, Mr.

Edward Karow, Mr. Alan Thompson, Mr. Rodney Harman and Mr. Harold Workman.
Mr. Edward F. Garber was absent.

Mayor Hensley called the meeting to orxder.

Mr. H. S. Marsh representing the State Planning Commission was
present to present the second draft of the proposed Zoning Ordinances.

Mr. Marsh stated that there would be two residential districts
namely Residential, Limited R-1 which would be basically limited to single
-dnit dwellings providing homes for the residents plus certain additional
uses such as schools, parks, churches, and certain public facilities that
serve the residents of the district. The other is the Residential, General,
District R-2 which is a district composed of certain medium to high concen-
tration of residential uses, ordinarily located between residential and
commercial areas, plus certain open areas where similar development appears
likely to occur. The regulations for this district are designed to stabilize
and protect the essential characteristics of the district, to promote and
encourage, insofar as compatible with the intensity of land use, a suitable
enviorment for family life composed of an adult population with some children,
and to permit certain commercial uses of a character unlikely to develop
general concentration of traffic, crowds of customers, and general outdoor :
advertising.

In Section 3-2-2 in the second part it was decided that it should
read: Two dwelling (2) units instead of Two (2) units.

Mayor Hensley asked Mr. Marsh what would the owners of the lots
with 50 foot frontage do? Mr. Marsh stated that if they wished to build
they would have to go to the Board of Zoning Appeals and they would have
to decide what to do. Then if the Board turned them down and they were
not allowed to build, they would have to take the case to court. Mr. Marsh
stated that maybe this ordinance could be waived but this might create some
problems.

In Section, General, Business, District B-2, Mayor Hensley brought
to the attention of Mr. Marsh that Banks and Coal Yards were not provided
for in the list of businesses to be allowed in the B-2 Business District.

In the B-2 District in Section 5-1-36, the council and the commission
discussed the ordinance which pertains to signs. The ordinance reads
as follows:

5-1-36 WNo sign shall project to within one (1) foot of the

curb line. No sign except those suspended from buildings shall be erected
or placed between street line and the building line in any Commercial or
Manufacturing District. The bottom of any sign suspended from any building
shall be not less than ten (10) feet above the finished grade of the sidewalk.
Only one projecting sign shall be permitted for each building.

Mayor Hensley suggested that a joint hering of the Town Council and
the Planning Commission could be held May 19, 1969 providing that the
council and the commission would have the maps and copies of the proposed
ordinances by May 1, 1969.

With no furtbker business, the meeting adjourned.

Regular Meeting 49
March 14, 1969

The regqular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held March 14, 1969
at 8:00 p.m. with the Mayor Welty H. Hensley presiding. The following
council members were present: Mr, I. L. Flory 111, Mr, E., F. Garber, Mr.
R. G. Harman, Mr. E. O. Karow, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A, Workman.
Mr. David C. Liskey, Town Superintendent was present.

Mr., E. F. Garber opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr, Jack Painter and Mr. Gerald Levandoski were present representing
the Touch Down Club. Mr. Painter asked permission from the council to
develop the section of Memorial Park which was used for a track field into
a football field with lights. Mr. Painter explained that if the town gave
their permission, the Touch Down Club was going to bid on the surplus poles
which the town had advertised for sale March 17, 1969.

Mr. E. F. Garber moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman and carried to
allow the Touch Down Club to develop a midget league football field with
lights in Memorial Park.

Mr. E. F. Garber moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to
approve the minutes of the regular meeting February 14, 1969.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried
to approve the minutes of the special meeting March 6, 1969.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. E., O. Karow and carried to
approve the minutes of the special meeting March 10, 1969,

Mr. E. F. Garber moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to
approve the Finance Report.

Mr., E. F. Garber reported that the I.B.M. typewriter for the office
had been purchased at $466.50, and that the Finance Committee had decided
to lease the Victor calculator and adding machine at $84.65 per quarter.

Mr. Garber stated that his committee had studied some material on
taxes and other sources of revenue and had made notes on the material which
had to be returned right away. Mr. Garber stated that due to the increased
cost of running the town, his committee felt other sources of revenue should
be considered. The Finance Committee did not feel or even consider raising
the utility rates but had investigated utility taxes and garbage collection
fees. There may be other sources of revenue which have not been considered
as yet but his committee is exploring all possibilities for the future.

Mr. Ed Higgs of Higgs & Shumate was present to discuss plans on the
North Avenue Sewer Project. Mayor Hensley asked Mr. Higgs if the Highway
Department had contacted him on the problem with the two inch water line
and Mr. Higgs said he had met with Mr. Kurtz and that he seemed to be
rather upset. Mr. Higgs said he told Mr. Kurtz that during the field
inspection he remembered that the sole criterion as to how the lines would
run was cost. Mayor Hensley explained to those present the problem between
the State Highway Department and the Town in regards to this two inch line on
the Route 33 Project East of Elkton.

There was a discussion on the proposed plans for the North Avenue
Project and the following questions were discussed and Mr. Higgs was asked
to consider these changes: manhole outside pump station, rearranging at
Route 340, wet well design - cover top, and rough grade Lee Avenue. Mayor
Hensley asked Mr. Higgs what the approximate cost would be if he prepared
contracts on this project. Mr, Higgs said it would cost approximately
$200.00 for both or about $30.00 less for just the pump station. Mr.
Flory stated that he felt we ghould have Mr. Liskey get the necessary
information together and present it to the contractors and eliminate
formal contracts. The council informed Mr. Higgs that they would discuss
this project further and notify him after they had madeé-a decision.

Mr. Liskey reported that there was not a water line that would handle
the apartment house which Mr. B. W. Gooden had been given a permit to
build at the previous meeting. Mr, Liskey suggested that they tie on
to the line at Jackson Avenue and run a new four inch line up "D" Street
to Lewis Avenue to handle this building and future connections. He gave
the following breakdown on the cost to run this line:
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600 ft. pipe (4") $870.00
Fire Hydrant 175.00
2 Four Inch Valves 120.00
Digging 400.00
$1,565.00

Mr. I. L. Flory 111 moved, seconded by Mr. E. F. Garber and carried
to install this new water line along "D" Street at a cost of $1,565.00.

Mr. I. L. Flory 1lll moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried
to approve a building permit for Mr. ILeroy Hitt to build a storage building
at 215 Washington Avenue.

Mr. E. 0. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman and carried to
approve a building permit for Mr. Harry M. Reid Jr. to build a utility
building at 610 W. Spotswood Trail.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. E. F. Garber and carried to
approve a building permit for Mr. B. W. Gooden to build two apartment
buildings, 4 family dwellings each, on "D" Street between "D" and "C"
Streets.

Mr. H. A. Workman reported that more study would have to be given
to the VEPCO agreement before bringing it before the council.

Mr. A. R. Thompson reported that the Street Committee had made a
survey of the streets in town and had an estimate from Painter & Mundy on

the ones needing repairs:

Shenandoah Avenue
From Rt. 33 to Wirt Avenue (310 x 18) $ 395.00

Wirt Avenue
From Shenandoah Ave. to Fifth St. (685 x 18) 865.00

Sixth Street
From Sixth to Railroad (265 x 18) 336,00

Summit Avenue
From Sixth to Railroad (335 x 18) 420.00

Water Street

From Railroad to Rt. 33 (715 x 18) 900.00
"F" Street
From Lee to Corp. Limits (755 x 20) 1,058.00

Ashby Avenue

From "B" to "C" St. (440 x 18) 555.00
"C" Street

From Ashby to Lee (235 x 18) 302.00

$4,831.00

These estimates are based on furnishing, hauling and applying an
average of 150#, (1%") per square yard of Type I-2 Bituminous Concrete.

After a discussion on the proposed paving, Mr. Liskey and Mr.
Thompson stated that the last three items, "F" Street from Lee to Corp.
Limits, Ashby Avenue from "B" to "C" St. and "C" Street from Ashby to Lee
could be held over until fall.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. E. F. Garber and carried
to approve the paving of the proposed streets with the exception of the
last three listed for an estimated cost of $2,916.00.

Mr. R. G. Harman reported that arrangements have been made to dispose
of the o0ld automobiles around town. Any interested citizens who have old
automobiles which they would like to Have hauled away should contact Mayor
Hensley or Mr. Harman.

Mr. I. L. Flory 11l moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to

approve the Second Reading on the proposal by Higgs & Shumate on the North
Avenue Sewer Project at the estimated fee of $2,200.00.
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Mr. Fred Davis asked the council why some program wasn't set up for
additional sidewalks in the town. It was explained to Mr. Davis that
improvements to the sidewalks had been made last year. Mr, Davis stated
that he was aware of this but felt that some program should be set up to
add additional sidewalks each year or so. Mayor Hensley said that he
agreed with this but that adding additional sidewalks involved quite a
bit due to state regulations which require curb and gutters now.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory 111 and carried
to go into Executive Session,

There was a discussion on the Police Department and the personnel in
that department.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory 11l and carried
to go back into Regular Session.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to
hire Mr. John W. Adams as a dispatcher in the Police Department at a salary
of $2,652.00 per yvear effective April 1, 1969.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory 11l and carried
to accept the resignation of Ralph H. Kee Jr. as a Police Officer effective
March 31, 1969.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman and carried to
hire Mr. Thomas R. Stevens as a parttime patrolman at a salary of $2.00
per hour.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to
hire Mr. Lyle E. Williams as Chief of Police for a 90 day probation period
at $5,300.00 per year and an increase to $6,000.00 per year at the end of
90 days if he proves himself satisfactory and to provide $100.00 for moving
expenses when he moves his family.

As there was no further business, Mr. E. F. Garber moved, seconded by
Mr. I. L. Flory 111 and carried to adjourn.

March 21, 1969

A special meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held March 21, 1969
at 8:00 p.m. in the council chambers with the Mayor, Welty H. Hensley
presiding. The following council members were present: Mr, I. L. Flory 111,
Mr. E. F. Garber, Mr. R. G. Harman, Mr, E. O. Karow, and Mr. A. R. Thompson.
Mr. H. A. Workman was absent. Mr, Marvin C. Hillsman, Jr., Town Attorney,
was present.

Mr. E. F. Garber opened the meeting with prayer.

Mayor Hensley explained that the purpose of the meeting was to discuss
the difference of opinion between the Highway Department and the town in
regards to the two inch water line on Route 33 Project 6033-082-106, C-501.
He explained that Mr. Connie Kurtz of the State Highway Department had
asked to meet with the council to try to clear up any misunderstandings.

Mr. Kurtz thanked the council and Mayor Hensley for giving up their time
to meet with him in order that there might be a better understanding between
the Highway Department and the Town. He stated that the Highway Department
had acted in good faith and had tried to do what was right on this project
and he hoped that the situation might be improved by him presenting the
facts as he knew them. He explained that what he would have to say would
be based on facts and correspondence in regards to this particular project.

Mr. Kurtz stated that on Marxrch 21, 1969 a utility field inspection was
held on this project with Mr. Higgs the consultant engineer and members
of the town council present. The only facility owned by the town that was
involved was the eight inch line and as this was to be disturbed by the
new construction, the town chose to go to a 10 inch line for future
improvements. It was understood the cost of the improvement would be at
the town's expense. Mr. Higgs was instructed by Mr. Kurtz to locate the
services which would be affected, and to formulate plans.

Mr. Higgs had considered three plans: the service could be replaced
in kind with three crossovers, it could be replaced with one crossover
and a two inch line parallel on the South side, similar to the plan
as it is now except for the location of the crossing or else plan to run
the line completely on the South side to connect with the ten inch main;
but Mr. Higgs had only considered this briefly as it had not proved to be
economical.

Mr. Kurtz stated that this replacement of services could have been
handled as a right-of-way item or a utility item. On April 18 he wrote
a letter to Mr. Johnson of the Highway Department saying this would be
handled as a utility item.

On May 2, 1968 Mr. Kurtz received tenative plans from Higgs & Shumate
and they were forwarded to the Richmond Office for approval. Approval on
these plans was received on May 8, 1968 and Mr. Kurtz instructed Higgs &
Shumate to proceed with formulating the final plans.

Mr. Kurtz stated that as early as June the plans were available and
the only question was whether to locate on private property or state
right-of-way. Mr. Kurtz stated that in a letter from Mayor Hensley on June
4, 1968 the two inch line and its location was mentioned, but nothing was said
about extending the two inch line back to the ten or to give the state any
idea that the town was under this impression.

The final plans were completed by October 28, 1968 and ready to be
formulated in the Highway Department's plans.

Mr. Kurtz went on to explain that not until December 4, 1968 did he
have any knowledge that the town was under the impression that the two inch
line was to run back to the ten inch main and this was when Mayor Hensley
called him and asked to meet with him. WNo further action was taken until
February 26, 1969 when a meeting was held here in the council chambers
with Mayor Hensley, Mr. Flory, Mr., Higgs and Mr. Liskey. Mr. Kurtz stated
that he did not feel that the Highway Deparment had misled the town.
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The Highway Department had never considered running this line back to the
main, but the consultant had considered it briefly but it had not proved

to be economical. He stated that he felt that the situation with Mr. Mose
Hensley was beyond the Highway Department's authority. Mr. Valz had checked
with Mr. Flory in regards to connecting Mr. Hensley, Mr. Flory had stated
that the town would connect him if the two inch line went by Mr. Hensley's
house, Mr. Valz had checked with Mr. Kurtz to see if there would be a two
inch line in front of Mr. Hensley's house and had informed Mr. Hensley that
there would be a line there.

Mr. Kurtz stated that he felt the town was benefiting to some degree
by this plan with the two inch line parallel on the South side and with
the opportunity to run this line back to the main in the future.

Mr. Karow asked what would happen to the existing crossing.
Mr. Kurtz stated that it would be abandoned.
Mr. Thompson asked if there would be just one crossing.

Mr. Kurtz stated that there would be one crossing which is a two inch
steel line and this line would be encased.

Mayor Hensley stated that Mr. Kurtz had taken the time to come down
and explain this on hig own time and that he did not receive pay for this
extra effort.

Mr. Garber stated that he felt the town was going to have as much as
they had before, if not more.

Mr. Kurtz stated that they would have more pipe line but the same
amount of water. The Department has not burdened the capacity; the
burden came from adding a customer.

Mayor Hensley stated that he had sent the letter mentioned by Mr.
Kurtz on June 4, 1968 but that Mr. Higgs had sent the letter and asked that
he have it typed on town stationery and return to him immediately. Mayor
Hensley stated that he had no idea where the staion's mentlonéd were
located and that as the letters had to be back by June 5, he didn't have the
time or the plans available to find out where these stations were loeated.

Mr. Kurtz stated that the knowledge was available, but probably not
the understanding. He explained that he was not here to be critical but
just wanted to create a better understanding between the town and the
Highway Department.

Mr. Kurtz stated that if the services had been handled as right-of-way
items the state would have only dealt with the town on the eight inch
main.

Mr. Karow asked if the two inch line on the far end, which would be
paralled by the two inch on the South side, would remain.

Mr. Kurtz stated that it would as it would still be used to feed
several houses on that side.

Mr. Harman stated that he did not understand how five or six men
could have all been misled.

Mr. Kurtz said that there had been five or six men too many, as he
honestly felt with so many around and talking, going back to the main
with the two inch line had been discussed among themselves, but had not
been discussed with him.

Mayor Hensley read the summary of the Field Inspection which was
held March 21, 1968, but which did not go into any details in regards
to the water lines.

Mr. Kurtz said that the state knows that when working with a town
the size of Elkton it is usually a one shot deal and it is a burden to
the town. Thig is why they go beyond what is expected or necessary to
settle problems as a preventative method.
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Mr. Flory said he definitely felt it had been a misunderstanding on
both sides.

Mr. Kurtz said he did not feel that the Highway Department had
contributed to this misunderstanding.

Mr. Flory stated that maybe when Higgs & Shumate mentioned going
back to the town's main the town should have been warned then that this
was not practical on the part of the state.

Mr. Kurtz stated that he did not know Mr. Higgs had even briefly
considered this plan until after he found out there was a misunderstanding
and Mr. Higgs said he had briefly considered it, but could not justify it.

Mr, Schumacher of the Valley Banner asked Mr. Kurtx what was going
to happen to the Clark's in regards to their lwo water pressure.

Mr. Kurtx said he did not know as this was a problem of the town, and
the Highway Department would have no authority in regards to this situation.

Mr, Harman asked if this hasg not been a problem previously.

Mr. Flory stated that adding Mr. Hensley would increase the low
pressure and compund the problem,

Mr. Cockran of the Daily News-Record asked if he understood it right
when they stated that the plans were available as early as June but that
the town did not see the plans until December 4, 1968 and had assumed
that the two inch line would br run back to the town main.

Mr, Flory stated that Mr. Valz had come to see him in regards to
the two inch line going by Mr. Hensley's house and that he had told Mr.
Valz that if the two inch line went by Mr. Hensley's house, the town
would be glad to give Mr, Hensley a water connection and that the next
thing he knew Mr. Hensley was already hooked up to the town water.

Mr., Kurtz stated that Mr. Valz had told the truth, as he had checked
with him and found that the two inch line would go in front of Mr. Hensley's
house. He stated that he felt the problem was in the break down in
communications between the town and the consultant. He also stated that
he felt Mr. Higgs had done a good job in regards to the plans and that
the town had access to the knowledge as early as May 2, 1968.

Mayor Hensltey stated that the town did not know until December 4, 1968
that this line would not run back to our main and that he had contacted
Mr. Kurtx immediately.

Mr. Kurtz said that the first knowledge he had that the town was
under this assumption was when Mayor Hensley called.

Mr. Kurtz explained that unless the town signed the agreement the
Highway Department would not have the authority to bill the town for the
3.1% improvement and would have no other choice but to recall the plans
and put the eight inch line back in a 24" encasement rather than the
ten inch line in a 32" encasement.

Mr. Kurtz explained that this improvemant had been recommended by
the consultant for future use.

Mr. Schumacher asked if it would be cheaper to have one crossing or
to replace service for service.

Mr. Kurtz explained that it would probably be cheaper, as the plans
are drawn up with the one crossing and it will probably be done this way
even if the town does not sign the agreement; but he felt that the town
and Highway Department both would benefit if the agreement was signed.

Mr. Harman asked Mr. Flory what was going to be done about Mr. Clark.

Mr. Flory said he did not know what could be done at the present as
there is no money in the budget for improvements at this time.

Mr. Hillsman asked Mr. Thompson what his understanding in regards
to this two inch line had been at the Field Inspection.

v)
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Mr. Thompson stated that he had been under the impression that the
two inch line would run back to the town's main but that he could have been
mistaken.

Mr. Kurtz stated that when the field inspection was held that he had
not made any decigions as to these lines but had left the door open for
Mr. Higgs to explore methods of adjustments. He said he had some ideas
in regards to the lines but had not dictated to Mr. Higgs not tried to
establish any method of adjustment. This had been left solely to the
consultant to come up with the best method.

Mayor Hensley stated that he remembered asking about the six inch line
and the fire plug when they were at the Field Inspction.

Mr. Flory asked where Mr. Hensley is getting his water at present.

Mr. Rion stated that the state had given Mr. Hensley a temporary
permit to make use of their right-of-way to make a temporary water connection
with the town before construction. He showed Mr. Flory on the diagram
where he had tied him in to town water.

Mr. Kurtz explained that the state did not have the authority to give
Mr. Hensley permission to tie in to the town water line, but only permission
to use the state right-of-way and that is all they did. The town granted
the permission for the hookup.

Mr. Karow stated that he flet Mr. Higgs had not kept the council
informed in regards to this project.

Mayor Hensley informed the council that Mr. Valz could not increase
the payment for the dump property so it would now be handled between Mr.
Hillsman and Judge Graves.

Mr. Karow stated that he felt this to be a real mess and that there
had been a complete misunderstanding. He flet that Higgs & Shumate had
not informed the town of what was taking place or maybe the town had given
him complete authority but he did not feel this was true.

Mayor Hensley asked that if the town rejected this proposal would this
whole thing become the state's responsibility.

Mr. Kurtz stated that he did not really know but was glad Mayor Hensley
had brought this up and probably that if the state would be responsible for
the additional line they would have to go back to replacing service for
service.

Mr. Schumacher asked what would happen to Mr. Mose Hensley if the state
replaced service for serxrvice.

Mr., Kurtz stated that the state would give him a permit to cross
the road if he requested it and then it would be up to the town whether
they wanted to connect him or not.

Mayor Hensley asked if the state could not give the line to the
town at a later date.

Mr. Kurtz said the state would have to have a commitment by the town
that they would accept the responsibility for the line.

Mayor Hensley explained that they would not be able to take any
action in regards to rescinding the action by the council to reject the
proposal by the state, as all council members that voted on the motion
must be present in order to rescind it and Mr. Workman was absent. He
stated that it would be necessary to have another meeting in order to
settle the problem.

As there was no further business, Mr. I. L. Flory 11l moved, seconded
by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to adjourn.

It was the general opinion of the council that there was nothing else
to do but offer an alternate proposal to the State as the motion to rescind
the rejection of the State's proposal did not pass.

Mr, H. A, Workman moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory 1lll to request
that the Virginia Department of Highways construct a two inch steel pipe
from the present eight inch main to the Earl Clark property on the South
side of proposed Route 33. This two inch line would eliminate the present
three crossings and would also eliminate the proposed two inch crossing
and encasement that the Virginia Department of Highways now has on their
plans.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held April 11, 1969
at 8:00 p.m. with the Mayor Welty H. Hensley presiding. The following
council members were present: Mr. I, L. Flory, 111, Mr. E. F. Garber, Mr.
R. G. Harman, Mr. E. O. Karow, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman.
Mr. Marvin C. Hillsman, Jr., Town Attorney, Mr. David C. Liskey, Town
Superintendent and Mr. Lyle E. Williams, Chief of Police were also present.

Mr. E. F. Garber opened the meeting with prayer.

Mayor Welty H. Hensley read the following bids on the police cars:

Turners Auto Sales - 1968 Chev. 1,266.00
1967 Ford 866.00

Mr. E. F. Garber moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory 111l and carried
to sell the two police cars to Turners Auto Sales for $2,132.00.

Mr. George Bennington was present to inquire as to how soon the town
planned to start the new sewer project on North Avenue.

Mr. I. L. Flory, 111 informed Mr. Bennington that the bid openiﬁg would
be during this meeting and he hoped the project could be started within the
next few weeks.

Mr. Patrick Carr was present to check into where the town line was
located on Fairfax Avenue and to obtain permission from the town to put
in a driveway on the West side of his house to connect with Fairfax Ave.
and to grade his lawn out past the town line. He also brought out the
parking situation in front of his home.

After much discussion, Mayor Hensley explained to Mr. Carr and Mrs.
Walter Comer that he and several members of the council had checked into
this problem and that if he put in a driveway on the West side of his house,
the fill would cause water to back across the road onto other property
owners but that the town had no objections to him placing a driveway on
the East side of the house. He also explained that the town could not
allow him to grade beyond his property line as this would also cause a
water problem. He explained that the houses above Mr. Carr had been allowed
to grade out to the road as they were level with the road and thus
created no problem. Mr. Carr was instructed that the two piles of dirt
which he had placed on town property must be moved and also the ruts caused
by moving his house must be filled either by him or the mover. It was
suggested that the dirt could be used for this purpose. The council also
explained to Mr. Carr that it was most important that Mr. Liskey be available
whenever he is needed by the town and so his vehicles must not be blocked.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory, 111 and carried
to give Mr. Carr permission to put a driveway on the East side of his
house under connecting supervision of Mr. Likkey and parking space be
left for Mr. Liskey on the West side of the center of the house.

Mr. John McCune requested permission from the council to purchase 15
ft. of the town right of way on Henry Avenue beside his house or if this
was not possible he would like permission to level to the existing street
level and to put in a driveway to the street which will be eventually
black topped. Mr. McCune was instructed to meet Mr. Thompson and Mr.
Liskey who would take care of his request.

Mr. R. B. Hutton was present to ingquire if the council had any
knowledge of the rumor that a light industry was planning to rent a
building in the present business district which would not be permissable
under the present Zoning Ordinances. None of the council had heard any
rumor to this effect.

Mr., Fred Davis asked about the entrance from Brown's parking lot onto
Rockingham Street which has been widened. He stated that this was a
dangerous entrance before and felt it even worse now. Mr. Liskey explained
that this entrance had been widened due to the construction and resurfacing,
but that the lower section which had been the entrance was to be closed

and would help eliminate the danger.

Mr. Liskey reported that when Superior Concrete is in operation it
takes all the water from the sewer plant and puts the chlorinator out of
operation. He feels that the only solution will be to run a four inch
line to the Sewer Plant. This matter was turned over to the Water Committee.

Mr. Liskey reported that the boiler which heats the Maintenance
Dept. & Police Department had boiled dry again and was at the point of
blowing up when discovered. He suggested that the council consider
changing to electric heaters this fall.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory, 111 and carried
to approve the second reading for the street paving in the amount of
$2,916.00 by Painter & Mundy on Shenandoah Avenue from Route 33 to Wirt
Avenue, Wirt Avenue from Shenandoah Avenue to Fifth Street, Sixth Street
from Sixth to Railroad, Summit Avenue from Sixth to Railroad, and Water
Street from Railroad to Route 33.

A special meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held April 18, 1969
at 8:00 p.m. in the council chambers with the Mayor, Welty H. Hensley
presiding. The following council members were present: Mr. I. L. Flory,
111, Mr. E. F. Garber, Mr. R. G. Harman, Mr. E. O. Karow, Mr. A. R.
Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman. Mr. David C. Liskey, Town Superintendent
and Mr. Lyle E., Williams, Chief of Police were present.

Mr. E. F. Garber opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. I. L. Flory, 111 presented a cost break down on the contracts
from Monger Brothers and A. B. Torrence and Company, Inc. for the North
Avenue Sewer Project showing Monger Brothers Contractors as the low bidder.

Mr. I. L. Flory, 111 moved, seconded by Mr. E. F. Garber and carried
to employ Monger Brothers Contractors as the prime contractors on the North
Avenue Project.

Mayor Hensley reported to the council that T. W. Mundy is still
interested in purchasing the sand in the dump at the same rate as before.
He also stated that he had talked with Moore Brothers, the contractors for
the state on the Route 33 Project, and they are also interested in buying
some fill material for this project. Thwy would like to put back on the
dump what the V.D.H. has taken from the town and will pay 10¢ a yard
for what they take out and put back on the town. He explained how they will
improve the looks of the dump and that they would also run the two inch
water line on the south side of Route 33 out of town if the V.D.H. approves.
They will also need sewer and water connections for their trailer. It
was decided that before any decision is made to sell any of the dump
material, it would be best to see what can be arranged with Moore Brothers
and the state.

The following proposal was presented to the Jr. 0.U.A.M. for the purchase of
a piece of their property for the pumping station:

(1) The Town of Elkton proposes to purchase from the Jr. 0.U.A.M. a piece
of property at the junction of Route 340 and Shenandoah Avenue for the
sum of $300.00. The size of said property being 30 ft. by 35 ft.

(2) The Town of Elkton will furnish, the Jr. 0.U.A.M., two free sewer
connections which cost $75.00 a piece. If, however, the Jr. O.U.A.M.
would prefer the $150.00 in lieu of the two free connections the
Town of Elkton would make the exchange.

The Jr. O.U.A.M. will have to furnish it's own materials and labor to
the Town of Elkton's pumping station, if the Jr. O.U.A.M. wants to
join into the Town of Elkton's sewage system

(3) The Town of Elkton will not be able to furnish the Jr. 0.U.A.M. with
any free services such as electricity, water and sewage.

(4) The Town of Elkton has to have a deed to said property and easeménts
for force sewer main South paralleling Route 340 entrance to Jr.
0.U.A.M. property and right of way to the plant.

Mr. Leroy M. Leap, spokeman for the Jr. O0.U.A.M. Trustees, stated that
this proposal was not acceptable. He stated that the trustees felt that
the price which the town was offering for this piece of land would not
compensate for the damages to the property in regards to future plans for
the park or the possible sale of lots if they ever decided to sell.

Mr. Leap stated that the trustees would accept Item 1 of the proposal,
they would delete paragraph two of Item 2 and ask that the town hook up
the lodge hall, office and rest rooms to the pumping station, they would
accept Item 3 and would like to add to Item 4 that the town would assume
the expense for the deed and whatever necessary for the sale of the land.

After a discussion on this counter proposal by the Jr. 0.U.A.M. each
councilman stated that they felt the council could not accept this proposal.
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Mr. Leap asked if the proposal by the council was all the town would
offer.

Mr. Flory stated that this was the proposal recommended by the Water
and Sewer Committee and he did not think they could offer anything more.

Mr. I. L. Flory, 111 moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman and carried
to reject the counter offer by the Jr. O0.U.A.M. to accept $300.00 for the
piece of property and that the town run the sewer line hooking their
meeting rooms and rest rooms to the pumping station at an approximate
cost of $4500 and that the town pay for the deed, survey and recording.

Mr. Leap asked if the council could wait until the trustees could
present this offer to the Jr. O.U.A.M. Lodge at their regular meeting
Monday night. After some discussion, the council informed Mr. Leap that
they would be glad to talk with them again after the meeting Monday night
and if necessary could call another special meeting next week.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory, 1lll and carried
to go into Executive Session.

The council reviewed an application by Mr. Garnett Waldo Varner
for a patrolman in the Police Department and also talked with Mr. Varner.

Mr. I. L. Flory, 111 moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried
to go back into regular session.

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Special Meeting
May 7, 1969

A Special Meeting was held in the council chambers May 7, 1969 at
2:00 p.m. with the Mayor, Welty H. Hensley presiding. The following
people were present: Mr. Connie Kurtz of the Virginia Department of
Highways, Mr. R. L. Pack of Moore Brothers, Mr. H. A, Workman, Mr. I. L.
Flory, 111 and John Rion representing A. B. Torrence.

The purpose of the meeting was to discuss the dump and water lines.

Mr. Pack representing Moore Brothers stated that he submitted to the
Highway Department a proposal to build a levy to screen the dump from the
new Route 33.

Mr. Pack stated that the proposal stated that the levy would be built
out of old trash in the dump and later the town could plant trees on the
levy to screen the dump.

Mr, Pack stated that the Highway Department replied that they could
not agree to allow the town to do this using old trash from the dump but
the levy would have to be built out of solid material in order for it to
be agreeable with the State.

Mr. Liskey stated that 50% of the dump was solid material.

Mayor Hensley stated that Moore Brothers had agreed on 10¢ vyd. for
what they put in and 10¢ yd. for what they take out.

Mayor Hensley stated that unless he heard from Mr. Pack by Friday, the
idea would have to be abandoned until the meeting in June.

Mayor Hensley asked Mr. Pack if he had received any correspondence
on the water lines.

Mr. Pack stated that he hadn't received any correspondence as of yet.

Mr. Connie Kurtz stated that the plans for the water lines were being
revised.

Mr. Kurtz stated that the Resident Engineer and Mr. Pack would then
get together to make up the work orders.

Mr. Kurtz stated that the revised proposal would contain the following:

The 2 inch water line would be deleted. 8 inch water line would

be replaced with 8 inch water line with 24 inch encasement in lieu of 10
inch water line proposed originally with 3 crossings. This was done when
the town regused to sign the agreement so they were forced, Mr. Kurtz
stated, so to speak to revert back to the almost identical way they were
before. Those crossings would serve William Comer, Wayne Dunbrack and
William Clark.

Mr. Flory asked Mr. Kurtz if he knew if these plans were definite.

Mr. Kurtz stated that as far as he knew these plans would be the final
ones.

Mr. Kurtz stated that Mr. Mose Hensley could still hook on to the
lines if he obtained a permit to cross under the highway and make a
connection.

Mr. Workman asked if Mr. Kurtz realized that the town couldn't allow
any other connection to the two inch line for it was already loaded.

Mr. Rurtz stated that the Highway Department had studied all aspects

and in connection with cost, the Department couldn't see spending approximately

$2,000 additional cost to take the two inch line all the way back to the
main.

Mayor Hensley stated that he had a proposal to make to the Highway
Department concerning the 2 inch water line. The proposal would be as
follows:

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That the town would assume the original proposal, install the 2 inch
water line back to the main by taking the money that was allotted to the
contractor to do the work and then the town would sign the agreement to
let the Highway Department take care of the 10 inch line.

Mr. Kurtz stated that he would have to present this proposal to the
Department and he could not give any answer on this at the present.

Mr. Kurtz stated, however, that he had talked with Mr. Alexander and
he made it clear to him that the Highway Department wished to make an
agreement that would be feasible with the town.

Mayor Hensley stated that this would have to be agreed upon by Moore
Brothers and the Highway Department before anything could be done.

Mr. Pack stated that he thought this should be put in letter form
and submitted to the Highway Department & Moore Brothers.

Mayor Hensley stated that actually the town would be the sub-contractor
with Moore Brothers.

Mr. Kurtz stated again that he could not give an opinion or make a
statement until he presented the proposal to the Highway Department.

Mr. Pack stated he couldn't say whether they would be interested until
the town would make plans to let Moore Brothers know exactly what the town
wanted and then maybe something would be worked out.

Mayor Hensley stated that the town couldn't get the Telephone Company
to finish their work and Mrx. Kurtz also stated that he had asked the
Telephone Company to make haste in finishing their work.

Mayor Hensley stated that the town needs their money and wondered if
Mr. Kurtz could do anything to expedite payment.

Mr. Kurtz stated that if the town would send the bill and explicitly
state in a letter that it was the Fimal billing, the Department would
process the bill.

Mr. Leroy Kite came before the council asking for a decision on his
letter in which he requested permission to construct and operate a Trailer
Park within the corporate limits of the town. He stated that Mr. Harman
had instructed him to go to the Board of Zoning Appeals, which he had
done and Mx. G. B. Henry, Chairman of the Board of Zoning Appeals had said
they could take no action until he had been refiused by the town.

Mr. Hillsman explained that the Town Superintendent was the one who
was to act on building permit requests, not the council, and that it would
be his duty to refuse Mr. Kite's request as it was in violation of the
provisions of the Zoning Ordinance. Mr, Kite's request could then be
appealed to the Board of Zoning Appeals and that from the decision of the
Board recourse shall be had to the courts as provided by law. He further
explained that section 14 part 4 of the Zoning Ordinance also states that
the duties of the Town Council in connection with the Ordinance shall not
include the hearing and passing upon disputed question that may arise in
connection with the enforcement thereof, but that the procedure for
determining such questions shall be as hereinbefore set out in this section;
and that the duties of the council in connection with the ordinance shall
be only the duty of considering passing upon any proposed amendment or
repeal of the ordinance as provided by law.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory 1lll and carried to
approve the minutes of the regular meeting April 11, 1969 as presented.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to
approve the minutes of the special meeting April 18, 1969 as presented.

Mr. I. L. Flory 111 moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried
to borrow the noney needed for the North Avenue Sewer Project up to
$50,000 from the Virginia National Bank at 5%% interest, payable semi-
annually, and up to 10 years to pay.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory 1lll and carried
to approve the needed statements or forms to negotiate the loan with the
Virginia National Bank.

Mr. Liskey reported that the two piles of dirt across from his house
which had been placed there by Mr. Carr has not been moved. Mr. Liskey asked
Mayor Hensley to send a letter to Mr. Carr putting a time limit on the
moving of the dirt or the town will move it at Mr. Carr's expense.

Mr. Liskey reported that the school is not mowing the park as they
were suppose to do. Mr. Harman was asked to look into this matter.

Mr. E. O. Karow reported that the air conditioner in the Police
Station had finally given out.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried
to purchase an air conditioner for the Police Station not to exceed the
cost of $225.00.
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Mr. Williams reported that he had obtained permission to use one of
the target ranges in the area and he plans to start classes for his
patrolmen as soon as possible.

Mr. Thompson reported that he had checked into the request by
Dorothy Fogle to pave in front of her store which is leased by Dean's
Hardware and he suggested the town should do this. Mr. Liskey stated it
would cost approximately $100 and he would see to having it done.

Mr. I. L. Flory 111 moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman to approve
the First Reading to amend Sec. 26-23 of the Town Code to read that anyone
outside of the town wishing to use the dump may do so if they have a town
license on their vehicle.

A request from the Elkton Fire Company to put a pool table in the Fire
Hall was turned over to Mr. Karow and the Police Committee.

Mayor Hensley reported that he, Mr. Flory, Mr. Workman, Mr. Liskey
and Mrs. Nicholas had met with Mr. Kurtz of the Highway Department and
Moore Brothers Contractors to discuss the water lines affected by the new
proposed Rt. 33 east outside of town. Mr., John Rion was also present.

Mr. Kurtz stated that the state had decided to replace service for service.

Mayor Hensley had proposed that the town act as a subcontractor and lay the

A special meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held June 2, 1969
at 8:00 p.m. in the council chambers with the Mayor Welty H. Hensley
presiding. The following council members were present: Mr. I. L. Flory
111, Mr. E. F. Garber, Mr. E. O. Karow, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A.
Workman. Mr. R. G. Harman was absent. Mr. David C. Liskey, Town
Superintendent and Mr. Lyle E. Williams, Chief of Police were present.

Mayor Hensley explained to those present the purpose of the meeting
was to discuss the two inch water line which will be involved in the
relocation of Route 33 east of Elkton and to explain to the property
owners in that area what has taken place between the town and the Virgina
Department of Highways to date.

Mayor Hensley reported that he had attended the Highway Department
preconstruction conference about a week ago and at that time he had again
requested that the Highway Department allow the town to subcontract
for the two inch line which would be constructed on the south side of
proposed Route 33 from the line coming from the reservoir to the Earl Clark
property for $6,700.00 allotted in the contract for the relocation of the
lines. At this time they w.ould not give uim any answer. Moore Brothers
Contractors gave a work order bid proposal to put the lines in as revised
from the original plans for $4,259.00.

Mayor Hensley asked those present if there were any questions and there
was a discussion in regards to what had been done so far and how it would
affect the property owner's water service. The following property owner's
were present: Mrs. W. E. Clark, Mr. Charles Blankenbacker, Mr. William
H. Comer, Mr. Jeddie Hensley, Mr. Melvin McCauley, Mr. Howard L. Maiden,

Mr. Garland Meadows, Mr. John Rion for J. Mose Hensley, Mr. Elwood
Shifflett and Mr. & Mrs. Ray N. Shifflett.

Mayor Hensley read a letter from Mr. Ambler, District Engineer for
the Highway Department, in which they offered to delete the water line
services from the road contract and allow the Town to construct the 2"
line as desired by the Town for the lump sum amount of $4,259,00 pending, of
course, the proper execution of the necessary estimates, agreements,
approvals, etc. Should the Town officials refuse this proposal, then the
Department of Highways will proceed to have Moore Brothers Company, Inc.
construct the lines as called for in the revision which calls for replacing
and relocating three service lines for which the Department is responsible
on an individual basis in lieu of a single 2" line as originally proposed.

Mayor Hensley then read the following bid from Owlen W. Mowbray: We
will dig and install a two inch water line extending off the eight inch
main from reservoir to William Clark's approximately 2,700 f£ft. will be
additional cost. (Rock Clause) This does not include drilling or shooting.

Mr. Liskey explained that he had received another bid for over $6,000.

Mayor Hensley explained that this bid from Mr. Mowbray was figured
on placing the line on provate property not state right-of-way and it would
be necessary to obtain easements from the property owners involved before
the line could be constructed. He explained that it would cost more if the
line was placed on state right-of-way due to the deep cuts involved and
the town probably would not be able to run the line as they would like.

Mr. Liskey stated that most of the property owners involved had given
their verbal consent to easements and felt the rest would probably consent.

Mr. E. F. Garber moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory 1lll and carried
unanimously to accept the proposal from the Virginia Department of Highways
on the two inch water line on the south side of proposed Route 33 from the
eight inch main coming from the reservoir to the W. E. Clark property as per
the following letter from Mr. R. C. Ambler dated May 28, 1969.

This will confirm the conversation held between you and our District Utilities
Engineer, Mr. C. L. Kuxtz, on this date.

Page 2 -

We have received a work order bid proposal in the amount of $4,259.00 from
Moore Brothers Company, Inc. covering the adjustment of the three water
service lines as called for in the plan revision dated April 9, 1969. As
you are aware, the revision, in part, calls for replacing and relocating
three service lines for which the Department is responsible on an individual
basis in lieu of a single 2" line as originally proposed. As you can see,
the revision has resulted in a savings to the Department and still fulfills
its obligation to those property owners who had water connections at the
time the plans for this project were finalized and right-of-way negotiations
took place.

In a further effort to cooperate with the Town, the Department has offered

to delete the water line services from the road contract and allow you

to construct the 2" line as desired by the Town for the lump sum amount of
$4,259.00 pending, of course, the proper officials refuse this proposal, then
the Department will proceed to have Moore Brothers Comapny, Inc. construct
the lines as called for in the revision. Due to the time element now
involved, an immediate reply to our offer is requested.

It should be reiterated here that the Department has made every effort
within the bounds of its present policies to cooperate with the Town in
this matter and that the decision to revise the plans whereby each water
line service would be replaced individually was made only after the Town
refused tosign an agreement covering the original proposal.

Mr. Hillsman reported to the council that he had a problem with
high voltage in his house and asked that the council do something to
correct this.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory, 111 and carried
to give Mr. Liskey authority to trim the trees and place higher poles and
put a primary line in to lessen the amount of voltage in the Roland Avenue
area.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried
to approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting May 9, 1969.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. E. F. Garber and carried
to approve the minutes of the Special Meeting June 2, 1969.

Mr. E. F. Garber moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to
approve the Finance Report.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory, 111 and carried
to approve the Vepco Agreement which follows:

1. Town of Elkton poles to be jointly used are shown on Exhibit
"aA" dated December 24, 1968, attached hereto and made a part hereof.

2. The facilities of both parties shall be maintained in conformity
with the requirements of the National Electrical Safety Code.

3. EBach party shall maintain its facilities in a safe condition and
make transfers to new poles, when necessary, at its own expense. It shall
also place and maintain such guying facilities as may be necessary to
counteract strains caused by its attachments.

If, in the future, either party desires, for its own convenience,
to rearrange its present attachments or to place additional attachments
on any of these poles, the entire cost, including pole replacement if
necessary, shall be borne by the party requiring the rearrangement or
additional attachments.

5. No rental shall be paid for attachments to these poles.

6. In the event of liability for damage or injury arising out of
the use of the poles to which this Agreement is applicable, each party
shall be liable for (a) all such damage or injury resulting solely from
its own negligence; (b) all such damage to its property and injury to
its personnel resulting from concurrent neglignece of both parties or
resulting from causes not traceable to the sole neglignece of eigher
party and ;' (c) one-half of all such damage or injury to third parties
or their property resulting from concmrrent negligence of both parties
or resulting from causes not traceable to the sole negligence of either
party.

7. Permission hereby granted may be terminated at any time upon not
less than 90 days' notice in writing to the Virginia Electric and Power

Company .
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8. The Town of Elkton does not guarantee that it can provide space
for any specified time, and if it is required to move any of the poles
referred to above pursuant to any act of federal, state, or other authority,
it ghall not be liable in any way to the Virginia Electric and Power
Company .

Mr. Thompson stated that he and Mr. Liskey had met at the Elementary
School to see what would be the best answer to the Terrace Avenue situation.
He stated that the best thing to do would be to use moveable barricades
above Flory's lumber yard and beside Harold Leet's house.

Mayor Hensley stated that he had talked with Mr. Carl Yow representing
the School Board concerning a tunnel under Terrace Avenue and he also
stated that he was going to have his architects see if they can find a
more feasible way of getting the children to the cafeteria in a safe
manner.,

Mr. Phillip Workman came before the council in regards to the train
blocking streets which he thought for an unnecessary length of time.
He stated that it had set various times as much as 28 minutes and that
his children had been late for school several times.

Mr. Karow suggested that this situation be presented to the Police
Department and have the Chief of Police write a letter to the N. & W. -
C. & W. Railraod Company and tell them the problem.

Mr. Liskey stated that Monger Brothers had asked to work 10 hours
a day on the North Avenue sewer project. Mr. Liskey stated that it would
mean a little more money for overtime but he thinks it would be worth
the extra for Monger Brothers have a good crew of hard working men.

Mr. I. L. Flory, 111 moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried
to give Mr. Liskey authority to let Monger Brothers work 10 hours a day and
also authority to cut them back if he sees beneficial and with the stipulation
that there would definitely be no Saturday work.

Mr. Liskey asked permission for Mr. Charles Delaughter to park a
trailer which would be used for storage behind Mr. Garber's building.
The council agreed that in order to apply with the oxdinance, it would
have to be a moveable van.

Mr. E. F. Garber moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory, 11l and carried
to approve the Second Reading to borrow the money needed for the North
Avenue Sewer Project up to $50,000 from the Virginia National Bank at
5%% interest, payable semi-annually, and up to 10 years to pay; and to
approve the following statements needed to negotiate the loan.

To approve the Second Reading to borrow $48,000 from the Virginia
National Bank, the money to be used on the sewer project in the North
Avenue area.

The obligation will be evidenced by eight notes, each in the sum of
$6,000 due and payable on or before 2,3,4,5,6,7,8and 9 years after date
respectively, bearing interest from said date at the rate of 5%% per annum,
payable semi-annually.

The Mayor and the Clerk of the Council of the Town of Elkton are
authorized and directed and empowered to consummate this loan, executing
said notes evidencing the amount of money borrowed and any and all renewals
thereof.

There shall be no duty or obligation on the Virginia National Bank
to see to the application of the proceeds of said loan.

This ordinance shall be in force and effect on and after the date
of its adoption.
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Mr. E. F. Garber stated that he and the Finance Committee had met
and decided that something had to be done in order to increase the town's
revenue in sight of the higher cost of living and wages. He stated that
he had suggested a garbage collection fee which would be put in force as
the statements which follows:

Garbage Collection:
Add to 26.16-A Section (C) - Page 213

(C) Effective September 1, 1969 -- For the collection of all garbage,
rubbish and trash the following charges will be made.

(1) For residential districts $1.50 per month and when there is extra
trash, limbs or rubbish which demands extra trips to pick up there shall
be an extra charge of $2.50 per load.

(2) For Commercial businesses the fee shall be determined by the volume
of trash picked up and the type of service rendered. Some of the larger
commercial businesses will pay $5.00 monthly and the smaller businesses
where the volume is smaller; they will pay $3.50 monthly. This decision
in which class to put them in shall be decided by 'the Town Superintendent.
(3) Apartment houses and trailer courts will pay $1.50 per family unit.

(4) All residential fees for collection outside the town will be $2.50
per month per family unit.

(5) From May 1 to May 15 - To co-operate with clean-up week - no extra
charge will be made for picking up extra rubbish, trash and limbs, etc.

This was tabled for the present.

Mr. Harman stated that he thought there should be a more feasible
way to increase the revenue besides levying a garbage collection fee.

Mr. Karow read a letter of resignation from Mr. Harry H. Young, Jr.
effective June 25, 1969.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to
accept Mr. Harry H. Young's resignation effective June 25, 1969.

Mr. E. F. Garber opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr, Maurice W. Lough came before the council in regards to the proposed
garbage collection fee which had been discussed at a previous meeting,
He stated that he and his wife would like to enter a protest against
adding this fee. Mr. Lough said that the tax payers pay the salary of
the employees which collect the garbage and the garbage truck and town dump
was purchsed with tax payer's money. He felt that if the town considered
eliminating these then it might justify adding a collection fee but other-
wise he could not see where this could be justified.

Mayor Hensley explained to Mr. Lough that several means of increasing
the town's revenue had been considered: First the council had considered
not increasing any taxes or adding any fees; second, a garbage collection
fee, third, real estate tax increase, and fourth, a utility tax. Mayor
Hensley furthered explained that none of these had been decided upon and
that before anything is definately passed there will be a public hearing
August 21, 1962 on the budget for 1969-70.

Mr. Lough asked if the Mayor or any member of the council would like
to comment on the editorial in the Valley Banner in regards to an incident
which involved the police department. Mayor Hensley said that he would
not care to make any comment at this time as he had not had the time to
do anything but glance at the editorial. The other members of the council
had no comments at this time. Mr. Karow explained that he also had not
had time to read the paper before coming to the meeting.

Mrs. Lester Gooden who lives on Summit Avenue came before the council
in regards to her basement being flooded with four feet of water. She
stated that she felt most of this water had been turned on them from
Fairfax Avenue and would like for the town to try to eliminate this
problem. Mayor Hensley asked Mr. Thompson and his committee to check into
this situation and see what could be dome.

Mr. Leroy Leap who lives on West Rockingham Street came before the
council in regards to water in his basement. He stated that he had been
before the council about two years ago and that the council had agreed
at that time that water was being turned onto his property and that as
soon as the weather broke they would try to eliminate this problem and
as yvet nothing had been done to take care of this situation. This matter
was turned over to Mr. Thompson and the Street Committee.

Mayor Hensley stated that he would like to commend several of the town
employees who he flet had gone beyond their realm of duty. He explained
that the afternoon the storm came up near 4:00 p.m. when the maintenance men
leave, Homer Ageon and Red Herring had stayed on the job (without being
instructed to do so) and checked all the motors, etc. which might be
damaged by the electrical storm. They found that the starter on the main
well had been damaged and called in another electricain and exchanged
starters thus preventing the town from being without water. Also on a
sunday when a storm knocked out half the town current, the Chief of Police,
Lyle Williams located Mr. Herring immediately and he came in and saw to the
reclosure and fuse which had been knocked out due to the storm thus
restoring the current to the town.

Mr. E. F. Garber moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thomspon and carried
to approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting June 13, 1969 as presented.

Mr. R. G. Harman moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory 111 and carried to
approve the Finance Report.
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Mr. R. G. Harman moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to
pass the following ordinances:

EQUIPMENT
Sec. 17-112. BRAKES

Every motor vehicle when operated upon a highway shall be equipped
with brakes adequate to control the movements of and to stop and hold
such vehicle, and such brakes shall be maintained in good working oxrder.

Sc. 17-113. HORNS

Every motor vehicle operated upon a highway shall be equipped with a
horn in good working order, capable of emitting sounhd audible under
normal conditions over a distance of not less than 200 feet.

Sec. 17-114. TILLEGAL SIRENS, WHISTLES, ETC.; UNLAWFUL USE OF HORNS, ETC.

It shall be unlawful for any vehicle to be equipped with or for any
person to use upon any vehicle any siren or exhaust, compression or spark
plug whistle or horn, except as may be authorized in this chapter. It
shall be unlawful for any vehicle to be equipped with or for a highway
or any way open to public travel that is not of a type that has been
approved by the superintendent of State Police or for any person at any
time to use a horn otherwise than as a reasonable warning or to make any
unnecesgary or unreasonably loud or harsh sound by means of a horn or other
warning device, except that the vehicles of common carriers of extra-
ordinary large and heavy vehicles may be equipped with such type of warning
device as the supenintendent of State Police may require or permit.

Sec. 17-115 MIRRORS

(A) No person shall operate a motor vehicle upon a highway which is not
equipped with a mirror so located as to reflect to the operator a view of
the highway for a distance of not less than 200 feet to the rear of such
vehicle.

(B) No motor vehicle registered in this State designed and licensed
primarily for passenger vehicular transportation on the public highways

and manufactured for the year nineteen hundred sixty-nine or for subsequent
years shall be operated on the highways of this State unless equipped with
at least one outside and at least one inside rear view mirror meeting

the requirements of subsection (a) hereof.

Sec. 17-116¢ EXHAUST SYSTEM IN GOOD WORKING ORDER REQUIRED

No person shall drive and no owner of a motor vehicle shall permit
or allow the operation of any owned vehicle upon a highway unless such
motor vehicle is equipped with an exhaust system of a type installed as
standard factory equipment, or comparable to that designed for use upon
the particular vehicle as standard factory ecquipment, in good working order
and in consuant operation to prevent excessive or unusual noise, annoying
smoke and escape of excessive gas, steam or oil. An exhaust system shall
not be deemed to prevent excessive orxr unusual noise if it permits or allows
the escape of noise in excess of that permitted by the standard factory
equipment exhaust system of private passenger motor vehicles or trucks of
standard makes.

The term "exhaust system", as used in this section, means all the
parts of a motor vehicle through which the exhaust passes after leaving
the engine block.

Sec. 17-117 MUFFLER, CUTOUT, ETC., ILLEGAL

It shall be unlawful to sell or to offer for sale a muffler without
interior baffle plates or other effective muffling device, commonly called
"gutted muffler"”, "muffler cutout" or "striaight exhaust" or for any motor
vehicle to be equipped with or for any person to use such a "gutted
mufflexr", "muffler cutout" or "straight exhaust" while such motor vehicle is
being operated upon a highway.

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Sec. 17-118 HEAD ILAMPS ON MOTOR VEHICLES

Every motor vehicle other than a motorcycle, road roller, road
machinery or tractor used on a hichway shall be equipped with at least two
head lamps as approved by the superintendent of State Police at the front
of and on opposite sides of the motor vehicle.

Sec. 17-119 HEAD IAMPS ON MOTORCYCIES

Every motorcycle shall be equipped with at least one and not more
thn two head lamps which shall be of a type that has been approved by
the superintendent of State Police and shall be capable of projecting
sufficient light to the front of such motorcycle to render discernable a
person or object at a distance of 200 feet but shall not project a glaring
or dazzling light to persons approaching such motorcycles.

Sec. 17-120 REAR LAMPS

Every motor. vehicle, trailer or semitrailer which is being drawn at
the end of one or more other vehicles, or motorcycles, shall carry at the
rear a lamp capable of exhibiting a red light plainly visible in clear
weather from a distance of 500 feet to the rear of such vehicle and such
rear lamp shall be constructed and so mounted in its relation to the rear
license plate so that the same may be read from a distance of 50 feet to the
rear of such vehicle; or a separate white light shall be so mounted as
to illuminate and make visible such rear license from a distance of 50
feet to the rear of such vehicle, such rear light or special white light to
be of a type that has been approved by the superintendent of State Police.

Sec. 17-121° /LAMPS ON OTHER VEHICLES; REFLEX REFLECTORS
pTS \E\ JRE Py

(a) All vehicles or other mobile equipment not heretofore required to
be equipped with specified lamps shall carry one or more lamps or lanterns
capable of projecting a white light to the front and a red light to the
rear visible in clear weather from a distance of not less than 500 feet
to the front and rear of such vehicles.

(b) 1In lieu of or in addition to the lamps or lanterns a reflex
reflector of a type, size and color approved by the superintendent of
State Police may be permannently affixed to the rear and front of such
vehicle.

Sec. 17-123 SPOTLIGHTS AND DITCH LIGHTS

Any motor vehicle or motorcycle may be equipped with not to exceed
two spotlights or two ditch lights which when lighted shall be aimed and
used so that no portion of the beam will be directed to the left of the
center of the highway at any time or more than 100 feet ahead of the
vehicle and shall be of a type that has been approved by the superintendent
of State Police. No such spotlights shall be used in conjunction with or
as a substitute for required headlights, except in case of emergency.

Sec. 17-124 OTHER PERMISSIBLE LIGHT; POLICE AND FIRE DEPARTMENT VEHICLES,
EMERGENCY VEHICLES, ETC,.

Any motor vehicle may be equipped with not to exceed two fog lights,
one passing lamp, one driving lamp, two side lamps of not more than 6
candle power; vacant or destination signs on vehicles operated as public
carriers, and signal Jamps.

Any police vehicle, fire department vehicle, school bus, vehicle owned
or operated by a member of a volunteer fire company, ambulance, any rescue
vehicle, whether publicly or privately owned, used for emergency calls,
and any vehicle used for the principal purpose of towing disabled vehicles
or in constructing, maintaining and repairing public highways orx utilities
on or along public highways, may be equipped with flashing, blinking or
alternating warning lights of a type approved by the superintendent of State
Police. The superintendent of State Police may limit the number of vehicdles
to be equipped with such warning lights owned by any one department, association
or person.
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In addition to the foregoing, the superintendent of State Police
upon application of the chieéf of any volunteer fire company shall authorize
the issuance of permits to members of any volunteer fire company, designated
by the chief in such application, to equip one privately owned vehicle
each with warning lights for use in emergency calls; provided, however,
that any such device, which may be approved by the superintendent of
State Police for use by members of a volunteer fire company on private
vehicles, shall be installed on only one vehicle of such member and used
by him only in answering emergency calls of the fire company. It shall be
unlawful for any member of a volunteer fire company to install such a
light without first obtaining a permit or to use the light for any other
purpose than answering a fire call of his company. Any person violating
the provisions of this section shall be guilty of a misdemeanor.

No motor vehicle shall be operated on any highway which is equipped
with any lighting device other than lamps required or permitted in this
article or required or permitted by the superintendent of State Police.

Sec. 17-125 WHEN LIGHTS TO BE LIGHTED; NUMBER OF LIGHTS TO BE LIGHTED AT
ANY TIME; USE OF WARNING LIGHTS

(a) Every vehicle upon a highway within this Town shall display
lighted lamps and illuminating devices as required by this article from
a half hour after sunset to a half hour before sunrise and at any other
time when, due to insufficient light or unfavorable atmospheric conditdons,
persons in vehicles on the highway are not clearly discernible at a distance
of 500 feet.

(b) Not more than four lamps used to provide general illumination ahead
of the vehicle, including at least two head lamps and any other combimation
of fog lamps, passing lamps, driving lamp or other auxiliary lamp approved
by the superintendent of State Police shall be lighted at any time;
provided, however, this limitation shall not preclude the display of such
warning lights as may be authorized in Sec. 7-95, nor such lights as may
be authrized by the superintendent of State Police for purpsoes of identi-
fication, or other warning lights.

(c) Vehicles equipped with warning lights authorized in Sec. 17-124
shall dispaly such lights at all times when engaged in emergency calls, and
if engaged in towing digabled vehicles or in constructing, repariing and
maintaining public highways or utilities on or along public highways,
such lights shall be displayed during the period prescribed in paragraph
(a) of this section.

Sec., 17-126 LIGHTING EQUIPMENT REQUIRED OR PROHIBITED

Every vehicle operated or moved upon a highway within this town
shall at all times be equipped with such lamps as are required by these
ordinances for different classes of vehicles, which lamps shall at all times
be capable of being lighted, except as herein otherwise prowided (and which
shall be installed and aimed as set forth in such laws); but this section
shall not apply to any vehicle for transporting well-drilling machinery
licensed under Sec. 46. 1-156 of the Code of Virginia (1950), when operated
only between the hours of sunrise and sunset.

Sec. 17-127 LIGHTS ON PARKED VEHICLES

Whenever a vehicle is parked or stopped upon a highway, whether
attended or unattended, during the period from a half hour after sunset
to a half hour before sunrise there shall be displayed upon such vehicle one
or more lamps projecting a white or amber light visible in clear weather
from a distance of 500 feet to the front of such vehicle and projecting
a red light visible under like conditions from a distance of 500 feet to the
rear.

32-39 of the Town Code.

Mr. Flory reported that the North Avenue Sewer Project is progressing
nicely and that the relocation of the water line on Route 33 has been
completed and the bill forwarded to the State Highway Department.

Mr. Thompson reported that Painter & Mundy would begin black topping
the streets in the morning.

A request from Mr. Hershall Lam to black top Harnesberger Street
while the town is doing the street near by was turned over to Mr. Thompson.

Mr. Liskey reported that Mr. Kenny May would like to rent the building
located on the parking lot behind the Cook Burger's to open a fruit and
vegetable stand. This matter was tarned over to Mr/ Thompson and his
committee with the stggestion that Mre. Kite shotld be contacted befpre
any decisions weze mdde.

Mr. Flory reported that the sewer connectinn fee for the residence's
in the North Avenue area who have not had sewer available before will be
$75.00 and that a deadline will be set up after the completion of the:.new
sewer addition to pay this fee and to hook on to the sewer.

Mr. Garber was asked to contacE Bosserman, Alt and Stickley in regards
to doing the audit and to request that the reports be available for the
October meeting.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory 111 and carried
to rent a float for the Queen in the Field Day parade August 9, 1969 at
a cost not to exceed $85.00,

Mayor Hensley reported that Mr. Jack Davis, the parade chairman for
the Field Day parade had requested that the Mayor and Councilmen ride in
the parade.

Mr. E. O. Karow reported that Mr. John Adams would resign as Police
Dispatcher effective August 10, 1969. Mr. Karow explained that Mr. Adams
can only work a certain number of hours and still draw full social security
benefits.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. E. F, Garber and carried to
hire Mr. Harry House as a dispatcher in the Police Department at a salary
of $2,652.00 a year beginning August 10, 1969.

Mr. Karow reported that the police radio in one of the cars is about
gone. Mr. E. O, Karow moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory 1lll and carried
to approve the First Reading to purchase a new police radio through the
State Purchasing Agency at a cost of $579.55.

The regular council meeting for August was changed from August 8, 1969
to August 14, 1969 at 8:00 p.m.

A public hearing on the budget for 1969-70 was set for August 21, 1969
in the Council chambers.

Mr. Williams read a letter from Mr. Robert Y. Cooke, Vice President
and General Manager of the Chesapeake Western Railway in which he thanked
Mr. Williams for his letter of July 7 informing-him of the condition
existing alongside Fifth Street, thence between Marshall and Washington
Street, due to trains blacking this crossing and stating that he would
personally get into this matter and would see that the condition was
corrected.

Mayor Hensley reported on some of the figures from the report on the
recent traffic count on the streets in town.

Mr. R. G. Harman stated that due to the fact of the recent criticism
of the police department in the papers and the fact that Mr. Willjiams'
sixty day probation period was now up, he felt the council would have to
consider whether they felt Mr. Williams to be satisfactory as Chief or
if they wanted to have him contineu with the force as a patrolman and
hire a new chief.

at 8:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Welty H. Hensley presiding.

The following council members were present: Mr., I. L. Flory 1ll1ll, Mr. E.
F. Garber, Mr. Rodney G. Harman, Mr. Alan R. Thompson and Mr. Harold A,
Workman. Mr. David C. Liskey, Town Superintendent and Mr. Lyle E.
Williams, Chief of Police were present. Citizens present were Mrs. Neil
Hillsman and Mr. Douglas Cockran of the Daily News-Record. Mr. E. O.
Karow was absent.

Mr. Alan R. Thompson opened the meeting with prayer.

Mayor Hensley reviewed some of the things which had been accomplished
during the year and expressed his appreciation to the town employees, town
council and the citizens for their fine cooperation during the year.
Several of the major accomplishments were: 1. Two inch water line-South
side Route 33. 2. New Chief of Police and new police cars. 3. Started
North Avenue Sewer Project. 4. Christmas Party for Town Employees and
their families.

Mrs. Neil Hillsman came before the council as a representative of the
Blue Ridge Garden Club and presented a drawing of their plans to beautify
the lot across from the Municipal Building at the intersection of Route
33 and Rockingham Street which is owned by the town. Mrs. Hillsman asked
that the town give the Garden Club permission to plant these shurbs, as
shown on their plans, to help prepare the land for the planting and assist
in the planting and to share a portion of the cost which would be very small
as many of the plants will be donated.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman and carried to
accept the plan presented by the Blue Ridge Garden Club, to give them
permission to plant the shurbs and trees and to help clean the area and
plant the shurbs.

Mr. E. F. Garber moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman and carried to
approve the minutes of the Special Meeting July 31, 1969.

Mr. I. L. Flory 11l moved, seconded by Mr. A, R. Thompson and carried
to approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting August 14, 1969.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory 111 and carried
to approve the minutes of the Special Meeting August 21, 1969.

Mr. E. F. Garber moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory 111 and carried
to approve the Finance Report for August.

Mr. Liskey reported that there had been some misunderstanding in regards
to the lights at the Junior Order Park in regards to the town furnishing
the current for the Little League. Mayor Hensley requested Mr. Workman,
Mr. Harman and Mr. Liskey to arrange a meeting with Mr. Bobby Gooden, Mr.
Whit Berry and Mr, Leroy Leap to correct this misunderstanding.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman and carried to
contract Mr. George Collier to supervise the dump at a fixed rate of $75.00
per month from September 1, 1969 thru August 31, 1970.

Mayor Hensley reported that he had received numerous complaints in
regards to the fumes from the town dump when the trash is burned. After
much discussion, this matter was turned over to Mr. R. G. Harman and his
committee to see if there is some way to eliminate this problem,

A letter from Mr. Tim W. Haden was presented in which he requested
permission to erect a 25 ft. wide incline sidewalk on Rockingham Street
70 ft. west of the present incline sidewalk which is on the east side of
his residence. He will need to make a parking area between his residence and
his apartment house to park his vehicles as he sold the property on the
west side of his furniture store on Spotswood Avenue to the Southland
Corporation of Texas and was unable to reserve a right-of-way across the
property to get to this proposed parking area.
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Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman and carried to
give Mr. Tim W. Haden permission to install a 25 ft. incline sidewalk
driveway off of Rockingham Street at his own expense and under the super-
vision of the Town Superintendent.

Mr. H. A. Workman reported that he had been giving some consideration
to placing meters on all the buildings, etc. used by the town in order
to have a record of what is being consumed by each department and what is
being sold to the citizens. There was also a discussion on the rates
charged by VEPCO and filing with the F.P.C. to try to receive better rates.

Mr. H. A. Workman requested Mrs. Leap to place $5,000.00 from the
Elkton Electric Fund on Certificate of Deposit.

Mr. I. L. Flory 111 moved, seconded by Mr, H. A. Workman and carried
to appoint Mr. Porter R. Graves as Judge at a salary of $1800.00.

Mr. I. L. Flory 111 moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried
to appoint Mr. Beverly Bowers as Substitute Judge.

Mr. I. L. Flory 111 moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried
to appoint Mr. R. K. Babington as a Warrant Justice.

Mr, Theodore R. Shifflett was employed as a patrolman at an annual
salary of $4800.00.

Mr. I. L. Flory 111 moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carxied
to allow Mr. Douglas Cockran to accompany Mr. Williams during his shift of
duty October 3rd as Mr. Cockran is gathering material for an article on
police work. Mr. Cockran was asked to present a written statement releasing
the town of liability.

Mr. R. G. Harman moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory 111l and carried
to employ Mr. Marvin Hillsman as Town Attorney at an annual fee of $400.00.

Mr. Thompson reported that the last paving done by Painter & Mundy had
run over the estimated cost $1,229.66. Mr. Thompson stated that Mr. Painter
said they had found it necessary to increase the thickness at places thus
raising the cost.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory 11l and carried
to approve payment of $229.,66 to Painter & Mundy for extra work requested
by the town in front of Dean's Hardware & Sporting Goods but to hold the
$1000.00 until it can be discussed further with Mr, Painter.

Mr. I. L. Flory 111 moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried
to purchase six water meters.

Mr. R. G. Harman moved, seconded by Mr. E, F, Garber and carried to
contract for gasoline and service on all the town vehicles with Grimsley's
Esso who was the low bidder from September 1969 to September 1970.

Mayor Hensley read a letber from the secretary of the S.C.A. of
Elkton High School in which they stated that they were very much interested
in opening the lines of communication between the town and the school and
that they would like to have a Junior Town Councilman. The council instrtcted
the clerk to write the S.C.A. secretary a letter inviting them to attend the
next council meeting.

As there was no further business, Mr. I. L. Flory 11l moved, seconded
by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to adjourn.

REGULAR MEETING
October 10, 1969

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held October 10, 1969
at 8:00 P.M, in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Welty H. Hensley presiding.
The following council members were present: Mr. I. L. Flory III, Mr. E. F.
Garber, Mr. Rodney G. Harman, Mr. E. O. Karow, Mr., Alan R. Thompson and Mr.
Harold A. Workman. Mr., Marvin C. Hillsman, Jr., Town Attorney, Mr. David C.
Liskey, Town Superintendent and Mr., Lyle E. Williams, Chief of Police were
present. Visitors present were Mr. Berkley Brooks, Mr. Douglas Cochran,

Miss Loretta Dean, Mr. L. P. Hale, Mr. Michael Hammel, Mr. Randall Holland
and Miss Vickie Mundy.

Mayor Hensley welcomed Miss Dean, Miss Mundy and Mr. Hammel who were
present on behalf of the S.C.A. of Elkton High School. Mr. Michael Hammel
will be the regular representative from the S.C.A. to attend the council
meetings.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to
approve the minutes of the regular meeting September 12, 1969.

The audit report was presented and reviewed. Mr. E. F. Garber moved,
seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory III and carried to accept the audit report.

Mr. E. F. Garber moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to
charge off the 1965 Taxes in the amount of $968.55 and to record the real
estate portion of the taxes at the Court House in Harrisonburg.

Mr. E. F. Garber presented a letter of resignation from Mrs. Francis
B. Nicholas effective October 24, 1969. Mr. E. F. Garber moved, seconded by
Mr. I. L. Flory III and carried to accept Mrs. Nicholas' resignation.

Mr. E. F. Garber moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory III and carried
that the Finance Committee be empowered to hire a clerk typist at $1.75
an hour.

Mr. R. G. Harman reported that he had met with Mr. Liskey in regards
to the complaints due to burning at the dump. He stated that the possibility
of an incinerator had been discussed but this would be quite expensive.
There was also discussion on land fill. The question was raised as to the
possibility of working something out between the county and the towns. Mr.
Harman stated that he felt there could be no immediate solution to our problem
due to the expense.

Mr. I. L. Flory III reported that the town had received a copy of a letter
to Mr. Ned Higgs from Mr, E. H., Bartsch, Regional Engineer for the State
Department of Health stating that they require complete plans and specifications
for the collection system and force main as well as the plans for the pumping
station which have been previously submitted. They also require information
concerning the design population of the pumping station as well as the expected
population density of the area served. The preliminary report which was
provided by Mr, Liskey was not sufficient to act in lieu of detailed plans and
specifications. They also pointed out that the construction of the additions
on the sewerage system on North Avenue is in violation of the law unless plans
and specifications are submitted and approved by the State Health Department
and the Water Control Board. Mr. Flory stated that it would cost at least
another $1000.00 to have Higgs and Shumate prepare the plans and specifications
on the collection lines and force main and did not know what Mr. Ewing would
charge to do the job. Mr, H., A, Workman suggested that the town present the
cut sheets and specifications for the pumping station and tell the State that
we see no necessity for specifications on gravity feed. He also suggested
that if it become necessary we send Mr, Liskey and Mr. Flory to Richmond.

Mr. I. L. Flory III moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to brick
the pumping station.

Mr. Flory reported that he had discussed the deed with the Jr. 0.U.A.M. and
there is a possibility the deed has been surveyed wrong and that is what is
holding up the closing of the transaction.

Mr. E. O. Karow reported on a letter received from the Director of the
Division of Corrections in regard to the check made on the Town of Elkton
Lockup on September 17, 1969 and suggested that the town place security screens
on the windows in the lockup. He also reported that all of the police officers,
Mr. Harman and himself were taking police courses at Blue Ridge College.
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Mr. Karow and the council complimented Mr. Cochran of the Daily News
Record on the article he wrote on the police department.

Mr, Liskey reported that Moore Brothers had asked for a Sewer Connection
and that this would be at the outside rate of 3$300.00 per connection. He also
reported that the Baptist Church wanted a Sewer Connection and that their
water for the parsonage would feed through the present meter at the Church.
The sewer would require an outside sewer connection, the outside minimum
rates per quarter. Mr. Liskey stated that he had called a man from Roanoke
to work on the loader and did not know as yet what it was going to cost to
repair the loader.

Mr. A. R. Thompson stated that the only matter he had pending was the
$1000.00 balance on Painter and Mundy's bill. The council decided to hold
this bill and negoiate further with Painter and Mundy.

Mr. Hillsman was asked to be working on introducing a bill to enable the
town to change the charter in regards to meeting nights.

Mr. H., A. Workman reported that we would use the same Christmas Decorations
this year but would start in January on decorations for next year. There was
discussion on the possibility of renting decorations and maybe the merchants
joining with the town in a joint effort to improve our Christmas lighting.

Those attending the Virginia Municipal League in Williamsburg in September
reported on the convention and all felt it to be one of the best conventions
they had attended.

Mr, E. F. Garber moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman and carried to reduce
the price of car license to half price after October lst. each year.

Mr. H., A. Workman reported on the Virginia Highway Conference. He stated
that he had presented the desires of the town to have Route 340 curbed and
guttered from the intersection of Spotswood Avenue and Route 340 to the
intersection of Route 340 and Route 33 which would do away with the open drains
presently located in this area. Mr, Workman stated that it would be necessary
for Mayor Hensley to send a letter through the proper channels in regards to
this request.

Mayor Hensley reported that he had talked with Frank Evans of the Highway
Department and that the state will probably give old Route 33 to the town after
new Route 33 is completed. Mayor Hensley told Mr., Evans that the town would be
glad to receive old Route 33 after the state has repaired and black topped it.

Mayor Hengley reported that there would be a joint meeting with the
Shenandoah CqQuncil October 21, 1969 at 7:30 P.M. in the Council Chambers to

discuss cable T.V,

As there was no further business, Mr. I. L. Flory III moved, seconded by
Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to adjourn.

10. Ten year limit, town would have right to cancel if non-service
or unsatisfactory service at anytime.

11. Would post rates when the franchise is begun. Would review
any changes in rates.

12. $5,000 performance bond.

13. Ten free hook-ups for each town.

14. $3.50 per pole per year.

15. Tape recorder and camera could be furnished to the town for
taping and playing back on the TV. (No personnel furnished,
only equipment.)

16, Completion date is maximum of one year after awarding the franchise.

17, Office and maintenance man will be available for the two communities.
One antenna for both towns.

It was felt this would
need considerable study before any decision could be made as to whether this
would be what we need.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr, H. A. Workman and carried to accept

Mr. Karow reported that the security screens have been installed on the
town lockup.

BY-LAWS
ELKTON COMMUNITY
PARKS AND RECREATION COMMISSION

ARTICIE 1 - OBJECTIVES

A, This commission has adopted the following Articles in order to
facilitate its powers and duties in accordance with the provisions
of the Code of Virginia to include towns.

B. The official title of this commission shall be the "Elkton Community
Parks and Recreation Commission".

ARTICIE 2 - MEMBERS

A, The commission shall consist of 7 members, 5 appointed members,
1 representative of the Rockingham County Recreation Commission
and 1 representative of the Elkton Town Council. Said members
shall serve without pay. Two members appointed by the town to
serve for a period of two years and the R.,C.R.C. shall appoint
3 members to serve for a period of 1 year.

B. Their successors shall be appointed for terms of two (2) years.
Any vacancy in membership shall be filled by appointment by
the Town Council and R.C.R.C. It shall be for an unexpired
term only. Any appointed member may be removed by the commission
for inefficiency, neglect of duty or malfeasance in office.

ARTICIE 3 - OFFICERS AND THEIR SELECTION
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The officers of the recreation commission shall consist of a
chairman, a vice chairman and a secretary-treasurer.

Nomination of officers shall be made from the floor at the
regular September meeting in even years only. Election of
officers shall follow immediately.

A candidate receiving a majority vote of the entire membership

of the commission shall be declared elected. He shall take office
immediately and serve for two (2) years or until his successor
shall take office.

Vacancies in office shall be filled immediately by regular election
procedures.

ARTICLE 4 -~ DUTIES OF OFFICERS

A.

The Chairman shall:

1. Preside at all meetings.

2. Appoint committees, special and/or standing,

3. Rule on all procedural questions (subject to a reversal
by a three-fifths (3/5) majority vote of the members

present).

4, Be informed immediately of any official communication and
report same at the next regular meeting.

5. Carry out other duties as assigned by the commission.

The Vice Chairman shall:

1. Act in the absence or inability of the chairman to act.

2. Have the powers to function in the same capacity as the
chairman in cases of the chairman's inability to act.

The Secretary-Treasurer shall:

1. Keep a written record of all business transacted by the
commission,

2. Notify all members of all meetings.

3. Keep a file of all official records and reports of the
commigsion.

4, Certify all maps, records and reports of the commission

5. Give notice of all hearings and public meetings.

6. Attend to the correspondence of the commission.

7. Keep a set of minutes and furnish a copy to each member
of the commission and one copy to the Town Council and

R.C.R.C.

8. Prepare and be responsible for the publishing of advertise-
ments relating to public hearings.

9. Prepare and present a formal report of the action of the
commission at the first of each quarter to the Town Council
and R,C.R.C.

10. Receive and care for and disburse all funds entrusted to the
commission.

11. Be bonded in accordance with standard procedure.
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12, Xeep an accurate record of all receipts and disbursements
and be audited annually.

ARTICLE 5 -~ MEETINGS

A,

Regular meetings of the commission shall be held on the third
Wednesday of each month at 7:30 P.M., When a meeting date falls
on a legal holiday, the meeting shall be held on the day
following unless otherwise designated by the commission.
Regular meetings can be changed with 3/5 of the members

voting affirmative.

Special meetings shall be called at the request of the chairman
or at the request of a quorum of the membership. Written notice
of meetings shall be given to each member at least five (5)

days prior to such meetings. It shall state the time and place
of the meeting.

All regular meetings, hearings, records and accounts shall be
open to the public.

A majority of the membership of the commission shall constitute
a quorum. The number of votes necessary to transact business
shall be a majority of those persons constituting a quorum.
Voting may be by roll call, in which case a record will be

kept as part of the minutes.

ARTICIE 6 - ORDER OF BUSINESS

A,

The order of business for a regular meeting shall be:

1. Call to order by chairman.

2. Roll Call,

3. Determination of a quorum.

4, Reading of minutes.

5. Report of the secretary-treasurer.

6. Report of standing committees.

7. Report of special committees.

8. Unfinished business.

9. New Business.

10. Adjournment.

Motions shall be restated by the chairman before a vote is
taken. The names of persons making and seconding motions
shall be recorded.

Parliamentary procedure in commission meetings shall be governed
by the adopted rules of order, namely, Robert's Rules of Order.

The commission shall keep a set of minutes of all meetings,
and these mihutes shall become a public record.

The secretary shall prepare a set of minutes for all regular,
and special meetings.

The secretary shall sign all minutes, and at the end of the
year shall certify that the minutes of the preceding year
are a true and correct copy.
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ARTICLE 7 - HEARINGS

A. In addition to those required by law, the commission, at its
discreation, may hold public hearings when it decides that a
hearing will be in the public interest.

B. Notice of a hearing shall be published in a newspaper of general
circulation in the area at least ten (10) days before the time
of public hearing.

C. The case before the commigsion shall be summarized by the
chairman or other member delegated by the chairman. Interested
parties shall have the privilege of the floor. Records or
statements shall be recorded or sworn to, as evidence for any
court of law, only after notice is given to the interested
parties.

D. A record shall be kept of those speaking before the hearing.

ARTICLE 8 - CORRESPONDENCE

A. It shall be the duty of the secretary to draft and sign all
correspondence necessary for the execution of the duties and
functions of the commission.

B. It shall be the duty of the secretary to communicate by telephone
or telegraph when necessary to make communications that cannot
be carried out as rapidly as required through direct correspon-
dence.

C. All official papers and plans involving the authority of the
commission shall bear the signature of the chairman or vice
chairman together with the certification signed by the secretary
and chairman,

ARTICLE 9 ~ AMENDMENTS

These rules may be changed by a recorded three-fifths (3/5) vote of the
entire Commission after thirty (30) days prior notice.

Mr. E., F. Garber moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to approve
the Second Reading to approve borrowing two extra $6000.00 notes for a total
of $12,000.00 if needed on the North Avenue Sewer Project.

Mr, E, F., Garber moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory III and carried to
present Christmas Bonuses this year as usual. Employees with over six years
of service $15.00 and under six years $10.00.

Mr. E. F. Garber moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman and carried to give
turkeys to Mr. Hugh T. Frey, Mr, Avis Burke and Mr. George Collier.

Mr. E. F. Garber moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to
accept the resignation of Mrs. Tappy S. Gooden effective December 24, 1969.

Mr. E. F., Garber moved, seconded by Mr, I. L, Flory and carried to employ
Mrs. Betty H. Engle as Assistant Treasurer and Clerk.

Mayor Hensley brought to the councils attention the fact that Governor
Godwin had declared the Friday after Christmas as a legal holiday and asked if
the town wanted to do the same.

Mr. I. L. Flory III moved, seconded by Mr. H. A, Workman and carried to
declare the Friday after Christmas as a legal holiday.

Mr. Liskey announced that trash will be picked up at businesses and
residences on Wednesday, December 24th.

Mr, Liskey announced that the State has inspected the streets in town and
that the stop signs will have to be changed to meet state specifications

that they be reflectorized. This matter was turned over to Mr. Thompson and
Mr. Liskey.
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There was a discussion in regards to many of the stop signs not being
observed.

Mr. Brooks stated that there was some concrete on Lewis and Spotswood and
asked that it be removed. Mr. Liskey said he felt it could be knocked off and
he would check into this.

A letter was read from Mr. R. P. Mason, Jail Superintendent, Department
of Welfare and Institutions in regards to the routine inspection of the town
lockup. He noted that the security screens had been installed and that the
cleanliness and sanitation were good.

Mayor Hensley reminded the council of the town Christmas Party December
18, 1969.

It was announced that the Planning Commission will have their Public
Hearing on the new zoning ordinances December 19, 1969 at 7:30 P.M. and the
council was asked to be in attendance. The council will have their Public
Hearing on these ordinances on January 9, 1970 if all difficulties are ironed
out by the Planning Commission and they have made their final acceptance of
the ordinances.

Mayor Hensley reported that the holdup in regards to the franchise for
cable T.V. was due to the legality of an exclusive franchise and that Mr.
Hillsman is working on this matter.

Mayor Hensley reported on the Rockingham League of Municipalities meeting
December 1, 1969 at which time the Harrisonburg Telephone Company had repre-
sentatives present to discuss their proposed rate increase. The League voted
to hire Mr. Donald D. Litten to represent them at the State Corporation
Commission Hearing December 15th. and each town agreed to share the expenses.
Mayor Hensley stated that the bill would be approximately $1000.00 and that
the Board of Supervisors had agreed to pay $500.00 of the bill, the rest to
be prorated to the towns.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman and carried to
pay our prorated share of the legal fee for representation before the State
Corporation Commission in regards to the proposed rate increase by the
Harrisonburg Telephone Company.

Mayor Hensley read a letter from W. J. Osborne, Resident Engineer,
Department of Highways in regards to the letter the town had written November
16, 1969 requesting the widening of Route 340 from Route 33 (Business) to
Spotswood Avenue. Mr, Osborne stated that he had forwarded the request through
proper channels in the Richmond Office for consideration and suggested Mayor
Hensley contact him in the early spring and he would find out the date of the
Highway Commigsion Public Hearings so the town could present their request to
the Commission at that time as all primary projects have to be authorized
by the Commission.

Mayor Hensley reported that he had talked with Frank Evans of the Highway
Department in regards to the present Route 33 and that the State plans to
keep this and it will be Route 33 Business.

A letter from Mr. Carl A. Schumacher was read which requested the Elkton
Town Council adopt a resolution urging the Virginia General Assembly to take
action which would repeal the "Sunday Blue Laws" now in effect in this town,
county and state and that a copy of this resolution be sent to the proper
authorities in the General Assembly. The council's decision was to take this
request under advisement.

There was a discussion on the changing of the town code in regards to
meeting nights.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried that
the meeting night of the Elkton Town Council be designated at the regular
September meeting of each year and the town council will meet on a regularly
monthly scheduled night.

Mr. E, F. Garber moved, seconded by Mr. H. A, Workman and carried to
approve the Second Reading to pay Bosserman, Alt, James and Stickley $1235.00
for the audit.
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Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory III and carried
to approve the Second Reading to pay Painter and Mundy the extra $1000.00
for the street work.

Mr, I. L. Flory IITI moved, seconded by Mr,., H., A. Workman and carried to
approve the Second Reading to hire Higgs & Shumate to draw and submit the required
plans and specifications for the Virginia Department of Water Resources not to
exceed $1150,00,

The matter of the school merger involving Elkton and Montevideo was
brought before the council. There was a lengthy discussion which also included
the statement in the paper by one of the members of the Rockingham County
School Board stating those opposed to the merger were grandfathers, riffraff
and those without children. It was felt that the council should take a stand
on the merger and also go on record asking for an apology by the School Board
member. The council did not feel they should become involved as a council but
after much discussion, Mayor Hensley appointed the following study committee
as was requested to look into this merger: Mr. E, O, Karow, Chairman, Mr.

Alan R. Thompson and Mr., I. L. Flory III.

Mayor Hensley stated he would check into the statement in the paper and
see what could be done.

As there was no further business, Mr., E. F. Garber moved, seconded by
Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to adjourn.
