COUNCIL MEETING
January 10, 1972

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held January 10, 1972
at 8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Edward F. Garber presiding.
The following council members were present: Mr. E. O. Karow, Mr. H. A. Leet,
Mr. W. H. McGahey and Mr. A. R. Thompson. Mr. R, E. Davis and Mr. H. A. Workman
were absent due to illness. Mr. C. B. Knott, Chief of Police, Mr. Marvin
Hillsman, Town Attorney, Mr. D, C. Liskey, Town Superintendent and Mrs. Norma
R. Leap, Clerk were also present.

Mr. L. P. Hale opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to
approve the minutes of the regular meeting December 13, 1971.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to
approve the Finance Report.

Mr. Earl Sutherland of Martin, Clifford & Associates was present to
discuss and explain the proposed plans and specifications for the filtering
system. No action was taken as the plans have to be approved by the State
Department of Health.

Mr. Liskey presented a petition which he had received opposing the
building of a church on the corner of Fairfax Avenue and Sixth Street.

Mr. Irvin Shifflett, speaking on behalf of those signing the petition,
stated that they had no objections to the church but felt there were plenty
of churches within the town. They felt this location would cause a problem
with people using the residents driveways to turn around as Fairfax ends in
a deadend at the railroad.

Mr. Hale stated that the church plans to have ample parking in order to
avoid any parking or turning problems.

This matter was turned over to Mr. Liskey, who stated he would issue
the church a permit as they have met all the requirements.

Mr. A. R. Thompson reported that he had talked with Mr. Garrett about
the Scout Hut and that the only thing needed was several windows replaced.
Mr. Liskey was asked to check into this.

Mr. E. O. Karow reported that Chief Knott is working toward a new Highway
safety Grant to get the things needed which the recent grant did not cover.

Mayor Garber reported that there would be a joint meeting of the Rockingham
County Planning. Commission, Rockingham County Board of Supervisors, and Mayors
and Councilmen of the Towns in the County January 20, 1972 at 7:00 P.M. at the
Court House. The purpose of the meeting is to review the Comprehensive Water
& Sewer Survey. Mayor Garber asked that as many as possible attend this
meeting.

Mayor Garber reported that he had written a letter to the Bureau of Solid
Waste & Vector Control, State Department of Health informing them of the
Councils decision to tie in with the County's disposal plan.

Mayor Garber reported on a letter received from the U. S. Department of
Agriculture in regards to the loan which we had applied for when we applied
for a grant on the water improvements. Mayor Garber stated that he had sent
a reply to Mr. R. R. Brown that we would finance the water improvements ourselves
as the grant was turned down.

Mr. Liskey reported that the fence in Memorial Park had been repaired.

As there was no further business, Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by
Mr, W. H. McGahey and carried to adjourn.

February 14, 1972

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held February 14, 1972
at 8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Edward F. Garber presiding.
The following council members were present: Mr. R. E. Davis, Mr. E. O. Karow,
Mr. H., A. Leet, Mr. W, H. McGahey, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman.

Mr. C. B. Knott, Chief of Police, Mr. Marvin Hillsman, Town Attorney, Mr. D. C.
Liskey, Town Superintendent and Mrs. Norma R. Leap, Clerk were also present.

Mr. Alan R, Thompson opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr, E., O. Karow and carried to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting January 10, 1972.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to
approve the Finance Report.

Mr. W. H. McGahey noted that there has not been any amount set up to pay
the notes borrowed on the Town of Elkton Filteration, Reservoir & Spring Account
and this should be taken care of immediately.

Mrs., Leroy Hitt came before the council in regards to the water problem
at her home and asked the council to take steps to eliminate this water from
running on her property. Mr. R. E. Davis and Mr. Liskey were asked to look
into this situation and give Mrs. Hitt an answer as soon as possible.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to approve
the Second Reading to appropriate $1608.00 to purchase a new radio, radar and
walkie talkie.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to approve
the Second Reading to purchase a new Plymouth Fury at a cost of $3,322.67
through the State Purchasing Department.

Mr. Leet's committee was asked to check into a Solicitors License.

Mr. Karow read a letter which had been sent to Chief Knott from Carroll
K. Jones, Principal, Elkton High School expressing appreciation for the efficient
way the bomb threat January 28, 1972 at Elkton High School was handled.

There was a discussion on the problem with the chlorinator at the well.

Mr, W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to
purchase a hypochlorinator from Wallace & Tiernan at a cost of $305.00 to be
installed immediately.

Mr. McGahey reported that he had visited Martin, Clifford & Associates
office last Tuesday and they had not received the approval from the Health
Department on the filtration plans for the Town of Elkton.

There was a discussion on the problem with excess water causing the sewer
to back up into some of the homes in the western section of town. Mr. Liskey
suggested the council consider running a 24 inch line from First Street directly
to the Sewer Plant to eliminate this problem. Mr. Liskey was asked to get
prices on the cost to run this line.

The council agreed that Sec. 32-33 of the Town Code which states "no
downspout or surface drain from any building or area shall be connected to any
sanitary sewer" would have to be strictly enforced and set a deadline of April 1,
1972 for property owners to take their downfalls out of the sewer system.

Mr. Thompson reported that Mr. Liskey has not been given any prices to
repair the roof leading to the jail. He also reported that the windows of the
Scout Hut have been repaired and the building is being used again.

Mr, Thompson reported that he had been contacted by Mr. Tim Haden in regards
to the sidewalk in fron of the old Baugher Store Building being in such bad shape.
Mr, Garber stated that the sidewalk is also in bad shape in front of his building
at 212 Spotswood Avenue. Mr, Davis and his committee was asked to look into this.
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Mr. Liskey reported that Mr. Robert A. Hamm of 816 Fourth Street is planning
to open a Rest Home. Mr. Liskey had received a copy of a letter written by
Edwin W. Davisg, Chief of the Elkton Volunteer Fire Co. to Mr. James C. Shipley,
District Fire Protection Engineer reporting on the preliminary fire inspection
of the Hamm property made by Mr. Davis, Mr. Fidler and Mr. Hutton of the Elkton
Fire Company and Fire Chief William Humes, City of Harrisonburg, Va. and listing
the discrepancies they found plus their suggestions. It was pointed out that
the town has no ordinance setting any restrictions for rest homes or a license
fee.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to
draw up an ordinance before the next meeting setting a license fee for rest
homes and restrictions including the suggestions of the Fire Company.

Mr. Davis brought to the councils attention the agreement between the
Town and the Rockingham County School Board in regards to a sidewalk at the
new Elementary School and other items which had been discussed. Mr. Davis
stated that these things would have to be considered in the near future as
the school is due for completion this fall.

Mr. H. A. Leet reported on the meeting of the County Parks & Recreation
Commission which he attended. There was a discussion in regards to requesting
the County School Board to save the present cafeteria at the Elementary School
to be used for recreational purposes.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. E., O. Karow and carried to go on
record urging the Rockingham County School Board to retain the present cafeteria
at the Elkton Elementary School when they tear down the 0ld building.

Mr. Hillsman reported that we had not received any bids on the T.V.
franchise and that the town could reopen for bids. No action was taken.

The following minutes of the annual meeting of the Board of Zoning Appeals
of the Town of Elkton, Virginia held January 28, 1972 were presented:

Mr. Levandoski
was transferred by his employer before serving and Myr. Harold O.
Baugher was appointed by the Town Council. Mr. Baugher was present at
tonights meeting but has not as yet been sworn in. Mayor Garber
stated that a letter from the town's attorney would be provided

Mr. Baugher and upon presentation of said letter to the Clerk of the
Circuit Court he would be sworn in.

Mayor Garber reported that he had received a letter from the Town of
Broadway asking all the towns in the County to attend a meeting February 16,
1972 at 7:00 P.M. in the Community Park Building at Broadway to discuss
landfill operation.

Mayor Garber reported that the Emergency Flood Insurance Program has been
extended until December 31, 1973.

Mayor Garber read a letter which he had received from Charles W. Wampler Jr.
inviting him to attend the Third Annual Virginia Poultry Festival Grand Parade,
Friday, May 19th. at 5:30 P.M,

Mayor Garber reported on the joint meeting he attended of the Rockingham
County Planning Commission, Rockingham County Board of Superivisors and
Town Mayors and Councilmen. The purpose of the meeting was to review the
Comprehensive Water & Sewer Survey. The Town of Elkton will not have to have
the Secondary Sewer Treatment until at least 1977.

Mayor Garber contacted Mr, Moyers, Ex. Sec. of the Rockingham County Board
of Supervisors in regards to the breach between the City of Harrisonburg and
the Board of Supervisors on the land £ill operation. Mr. Moyers said this
would not affect the towns.

The council was reminded that the deadline for filing to run for office
is March 7, 1972.

As there was no further business, Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr.
E. O. Karow and carried to adjourn.

COUNCIL MEETING
March 13, 1972

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held Marxch 13, 1972 at
8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Edward F. Garber presiding.
The following council members were present: Mr. R. E. Davis, Mr. E. O. Karow,
Mr. H. A. Leet, Mr. W. H. McGahey, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman.
Mr. Marvin Hillsman, Town Attorney, Mr. D. C. Liskey, Town Superintendent, and
Mrs. Norma R. Leap, Clerk were also present.

Mayor Garber opened the meeting with prayer.

The Council agreed to change the deadline set at the last meeting for
taking the downspouts or surface drains out of the sewer from April lst. to
May 1lst.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to
approve the minutes of the regular meeting February 14, 1972 with the noted
corrections.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to approve
the Finance Report.

Mayor Garber suggested that the town continue to operate on the present
12 month budget and then set up a 10 month budget in September to complete the
year,

Mr. Welty Hensley was present to see what plans the council had for correcting
the excess water problem in the western section of town which was causing the
sewer to back up into his mother's home. Mr. Hensley said he would wait until
this came up in the proper committee.

Mr. R. B. Hutton came before the council asking that the council and
those running for re-election state their intentions before the elections in
regards to a garbage collection fee and the landfill operation with the County.
Mr. Hutton asked how much the town had obligated themselves to the County in
regards to the proposed landfill and how much it was going to cost the tax
payer. He also wanted to know if the council plans to put a garbage collection
fee into effect. Mr. Hutton stated that he was opposed to both of these and
felt that if the town was short on revenue they should take a closer look at
the budget to see if they can't cut in some areas before taking any action.

If it is then necessary to have more revenue, he felt real estate taxes should
be increased as these can be deducted from the tax payers income tax.

Mayor Garber explained that the auditor's had indicated at the last audit
that the town needed to find additional revenue but that the council has not
decided on any definate way of raising the extra revenue. He also explained
that landfill was quite an expensive operation and he did not feel the town
could handle it on their own.

Mayor Garber apologized to Mr. Berkley Brooks for the article in the paper
stating that Mr. Garber was endorsing Mr. Leet, Mr. McGahey and Mr. Dean for
Council. Mayor Garber explained that when he talked with the news reporter
he did not know anyone else was running for council and stated that he would
have no trouble endorsing the three candidates but would not have done so if
he had known anyone else was running.

Mr. H. A. Leet read the following proposed ordinance on Agents and Solicitors:
Section 15-45 Agents and solicitors generally.

Each person who, for compensation, solicite or offers for

sale or acts as agent or solicitor, in making such sales,

or acts as such agent or solicitor in any business not otherwise
herein classified and licensed, shall pay a license tax of
$15.00 for the privilege of conducting such business or acting
as such agent or solicitor in the town. If such person is

not a resident of the town the license tax shall be $50.00.

For the purpose of this section, soliciting or offering for

sale shall include telephone as well as door to door contact.

After discussing this ordinance, the council decided to make a further
study before taking any action.
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Mr. Leet read the following proposed ordinance on convalesent homes:
Section 15-58 Boardinghouses and rooming houses.

The license tax for keeping a boardinghouse or rooming house
shall be as follows: For from three to five boarders or roomers,
$5.00; for any over five boarders or roomers, $1.00 each. The
license tax shall be computed upon the average number of boarders
entertained daily throughout the year.

For the purpose of this section, "Boardinghouses and rooming houses"
shall include convalesent homes, rest homes and homes for the aged.

The council felt this ordinance should also include restrictions in regards
to rest homes, etc. and suggested contacting the Virginia Municipal League to
see what information they had along these lines. The matter was tabled for
further study.

Mr. Leet reported that the Planning Commission has reorganized and is
under way again.

Mr. Leet reported that in the area of recreation a Ping Pong Tournament
has been scheduled for the weekend.

Mr. Liskey reported that he estimates it will take approximately $4000.00
to remove the water from the area of Mr. Leroy Hitt's home and solve his water
problem. Mr. George Williams asked that the town also consider the people on
the opposite side of the street who have water problems and include them in
this project. The matter was then turned back to the Street Committee for
further study.

Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. H. A, Workman and carried to sell
the old riding mower to Mr. William T. Herring for $50.00.

Mr. R, E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to repair
the bridge on Fifth Street at a maximum cost of $1600.00.

Mr. Liskey reported that it would cost approximately $20,000.00 to replace
the sewer line from First Street to the Sewer Plant. The council decided to
wait until all the downspouts were taken from the sewer and surface water has
been redirected before taking any further action.

Mr. Alan R. Thompson told Mr. R, B. Hutton that the Finance Committee has
been considering ways to increase the revenue but have not made any decisions
as yet. He assured Mr. Hutton that they would take a closer look at the budget
to see if it could be trimmed in any area and that a public hearing would be
held before any increase went into effect.

Mr. Thompson reported that the Finance Committee had met and during the
meeting it was pointed out that the first note on the Town of Elkton, Filtration,
Reservoir and Spring Sinking Fund would be due in April and no amount has been
set up to retire this debt.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to
transfer $2,100.00 from the Sanitary Sewer System Sinking Fund to the Town of
Elkton, Filtration, Reservoir and Spring Sinking Fund to retire the notes.

Mr. Liskey reported that he had not received any quotes as yet on repairing

the roof leading to the jail.

Mr. Thompson was asked to check further on the Retail and Wholesale
Merchant's License.

Mr. Karow read a letter from Blue Ridge Community College in regards to
the shortage of funds for police officer's courses. State funds are available
but have to be applied for by the officers.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to
authorize the Treasurer to advance tuition for the officers with the understanding
that the officers will apply for State funds and that the officers will
reimburse the Town of Elkton when they are reimbursed by the State.

Mr. Karow suggested that the town begin requiring physical examinations
before employment. Several of the council members who have served for quite

awhile stated that this was the practice at one time and agreed that the town
should begin to do this again.
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Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to
have the Ordinance Committee study Section 32-9, to amend or repeal this
ordinance and draw up a new ordinance to allow the sale of water and sewer
outside of town by permission of the council.

Mr, A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. E., O. Karow and carried for
the town to continue Mr. Frank Rodger's insurance and retirement payments
while he is ill.

Mr. H. A. Workman reported on some of the progress being made in the fight
against electrical rate increases and that he feels there is some relief in
sight.

Mr. Workman suggested that the town again approach the state in regards
to widening Route 340 from the intersection of 0ld Route 33 and 340 to the
intersection of Route 340 and Spotswood Avenue. Mayor Garber reported that
he has written several times in regards to this matter but has received no
results.

Mr. Workman suggested that the council make some arrangements to reserve
parking on the nights of council meetings.

Mayor Garber reported that a training program in techniques of laboratory
procedure for sewage treatment plant personnel will begin April 3, 1972 at the
Moore's Creek Sewage Treatment Plant, Charlottesville, Virginia.

Mayor Garber reported that he had received a questionnaire in regards
to sewer and he had forwarded it to Martin, Clifford and Associates to complete.

As there was no further business, Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr.
A. R. Thompson and carried to adjourn.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held April 10, 1972 at
8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Edward F. Garber presiding.
The following council members were present: Mr. R, E. Davis, Mr. E. O. Karow,
Mr. H. A. Leet, Mr. W. H. McGahey, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman.
Mr. Marvin Hillsman, Town Attorney and Mrs. Norma R. Leap, Clerk were also present.

Mayor Garber opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting March 13, 1972, -

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr, H. A. Workman and carried to approve
the Finance Report. '

Mr. Dan B. Todd, President and Mr. O. D. Thompson, Vice President of the
Farmers and Merchants Bank of Timberville, Inc. were present to discuss and
answer questions on the branch bank they plan to build on Rockingham Street,
and ask the councils cooperation in their new venture.

The council welcomed Mr. Todd and Mr. Thompson and stated they would cooperate
wherever possible.

Mr. Berkley Brooks told the council that he had attended the Board of
Supervisors meeting on taxes and had put in a pitch for the town in regards
to revenue sharing with the county.

Mr. Leroy Hitt asked what progress had been made on the water problem at
his home. Mr. R. E. Davis reported that he had received an estimate of approxi-
mately $4000.00 to carry the water away from that area and that he did not have
the money in the budget. He told Mr. Hitt that he would get with Mr. Liskey
and make a further study to see if they could find a cheaper way to solve the
problem and inform him before the next meeting.

Mr. Workman reported on the Municipal Electric Associations annual meeting
at Natural Bridge which he and Mr. Liskey attended. He also reported that he
had attended the tax rate hearing in Harrisonburg.

Mr. W. H. McGahey reported that he and Mr. Herring had called the State
Health Department in regards to the new plans for the hydrofiltering system
which Martin, Clifford and Associates had presented and that the Health Department
had informed them that the plans have been approved and a letter was in route
to the town. Mr. McGahey said that the committee will proceed as soon as
possible after receiving the letter of approval.

Mr. E. O. Karow reported that the new 1972 Police Car has been delivered
and that the o0ld 1270 car will be advertised for bids at the June meeting.

Mr. Karow reported that the new Motorola radio has been received and
installed. He also stated that Officer Rodgers will report back for duty on
April 15th. pending doctor's approval at his April 12th. checkup.

Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to approve
the Second Reading to repair the bridge on Fifth Street at a maximum cost of
$1600.00.

Mr. Thompson reported that there had been a request to purchase the old
mimeograph machine. This matter was turned over to Mrs. Leap.

Mr. Thompson stated that he still had not received a price on the roof
at the jail.

Mr. R. E. Davis reported that he had received a reply from the State Highway
Department in regards to the request the town had made for a traffic study at
the intersection of Route 340 and 0Old Route 33 and at the intersection of Spotswood
Trail and Spotswood Avenue. The Highway Department stated that they had conducted
the traffic study and the volume of traffic at no time justified signal lights
at these intersections. -They agreed to leave the traffic lights that are already
installed.
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Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. A. R, Thompson and carried to approve
the First Reading to amend Section 15-45 to read as follows:

Section 15-45 Agents and solicitors generally.

Each person who, for compensation, solicits or offers
for sale or acts as agent or solicitor, in making such sales,
or acts as such agent or solicitor in any business not
otherwise herein classified and licensed, shall pay a license
tax of $15.00 for the privilege of conducting such business
or acting as such agent or solicitor in the town. If such
person is not a resident of the town the license tax shall
be $50.00.

If no compensation is to be received by such person no
license shall be required. However, such person shall contact
the Police Department for varification of proper credentials
or authorization for such solicitation. (G.0. 1961, 12-6.)

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to approve
the First Reading to amend Section 15-58 to read as follows:

Section 15-58 Boardinghouses and rooming houses.

The license tax for keeping a boardinghouse or rooming
house shall be as follows: For from three to five boarders
or roomers, $25.00; for any over five boarders or roomers,
$5.00 each. The license tax shall be computed upon the average
number of boarders entertained daily throughout the year.

To obtain and hold a license in the town, boarding houses
and rooming houses must adhere to all state requirements in
regard to fire prevention, safety and health laws.

Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to
approve the Finance Report.

Mr. Gerald Monger came before the council to obtain permission to place
portable rest rooms down next to the Little League Field during the ball season
and also in the upper field during the Fireman's Carnival as the Jr. Order is
having trouble with their septic system.

The council gave permission for the portable rest rooms to be placed in
the Jr. Order Park, as requested.

Mr. Berkeley Brooks offered congratulations to the newly elected councilmen
and mayor and suggested that the mayor consider when appointing his new committees
that two councilmen and one private citizen be placed on each committee giving
the councilmen more time for their other duties and this will also bring more
ideas.

Mr. Lurty Taylor came before the council in regards to the trash blowing
in his yard. He stated that he had been to the council over a year ago to ask
their assistance in correcting this situation but as nothing had been done he
had found it necessary to swear out a warrant against those responsible. He
stated that he did not want to have to do this again and would like the council
to get behind this problem and see that it is corrected.

June 12, 1972

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held June 12, 1972 at
8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Edward F. Garber presiding. The
following council members were present: Mr. R. E. Davis, Mr. E. O. Karow, Mr.
H. A. Leet, Mr. W. H. McGahey, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman. Mr. Marvin
Hillsman, Town Attorney, Mr. Charles Knott, Chief of Police, Mrs. Norma R. Leap,
Clerk and Mr. David Liskey, Town Superintendent were also present.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting May 8, 1972.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to approve
the Finance Report.

Mr. Irvin Shifflett speaking for a group of citizens in his area came before
the council asking that they reconsider the request by the council for Mr. Liskey's
resignation. Mr. shifflett said that they felt Mr. Liskey has done a good job in
his thirteen years with the town and should be given a chance to correct the existing
problems. Others present speaking on Mr. Liskey's behalf were Mr. Bill Hitt, Mr.
Donnie Davis, Mr. Ray Morris, Mr. Ben Snyder, Mr. Lloyd Meadows, Mr. Ernest Shifflett,
Mr. Zean Shifflett and Mr. Henry Thomas. The council told Mr. Shifflett that they
could not discuss personel problems in open session but would take their request
under consideration if they went into closed session.

Mr. Ben Snyder came before the council in regards to the problems he is having
getting out from his place of business with the alley behind his property being one
way. This was tabled until later in the meeting.

Mr. Ray Morris came before the council requesting them to extend his permit
to have a trailer in town for another six months. He stated that he is in the
process of negotiating with Dean Lumber Company and hopes to begin rebuilding
in the near future. This was tabled until further in the meeting.

The Judy Brothers of Luray Trans-Video, Inc. were present to discuss Cable
T.V. They told the council that due to the new F.C.C. ruling they would only be
able to give the town five channels. They also indicated that they would probably
be interested if the town advertises for bids again on the T.V. Franchise.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to continue
the discussion on a new T.V. Franchise until the next meeting and to have Mr. Hillsman
revise the present Franchise Ordinance to correspond with the new F.C.C. rules.

Mr. Kenneth Golliday came before the council asking for a water connection
outside town.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet to give Mr. Kenneth Golliday
a water connection. The motion carried with all the councilmen voting in favor of
the motion with the exception of Mr. E. O. Karow. Mr. Karow explained to Mr.
Golliday that this was nothing personal but felt he should uphold his stand against
outside water connections.

Mayor Garber read a letter from Martin, Clifford & Associates in regards to
the sole bid received on the filtration system for the well from Riddleberger
Brothers, Inc. Contractors in the amount of $49,990. They stated that although
the bid submittal was in proper order and that they have no reservations about the
qualifications or reliability of the contractor, the bid was far in excess of the
- originally estimated cost of the project and they recommended that the Town explore
the possibility of solving its water problems by alternate means. Specifically,
they suggested that the Town consider the drilling of a new well, possibly located
east of the Town in the vicinity of the high school. It was pointed out that the
Town has until June 17, 1972 to decide whether or not to accept the bid.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to accept the
resignation of Theodore R. Shifflett as a patrolman for the Town of Elkton.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to accept
the resignation of Wallace M. Bradley as a patrolman for the Town of Elkton.
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Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to hire
Alan Junior Kibler as a patrolman for the Town of Elkton on a temporary basis
until July 1, 1972 at a rate of $2.00 per hour and on a full time basis beginning
July 1, 1972 at $5,100.00 per year. Mr. Kibler will be on probation for three
months at which time upon recommendation by the Chief of Police his salary will
be increased to $5,400.00 per year with a review by the Chief of Police every
three months thereafter, with an increase of $300.00 per yvear upon recommendation
by the Chief of Police until he reaches the maximum salary.

Mr. Karow reported that Patrolman Frank Rodgers is critically ill.

Mr. Karow reported that Chief Knott has received applications for two taxi
license, Malcolm Ray Morris and Ray Earl Ware. Chief Knott will issue certificates
for these.

Mayor Garber read a letter from Chief Charles B. Knott stating as of July 1,
1972, Mr. Knott would no longer be in the employment of the Town of Elkton as
he could not work a job where everybody is boss.

Mr. E. O, Karow moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to accept
the resignation of Chief Charles B. Knott with regrets.

The problem of Mr. Ben Snyder's getting out from behind his place of business
was discussed and turned over to the Police Committee to make a further study.

Mr. Liskey reported that Mr. Welty Hensley had contacted him in regards to a
new sidewalk in front of the new bank being built on Rockingham Street and that
the bank will go 50/50 on a new sidewalk. This matter was turned over to the
Street Committee.

There was a discussion on the contract received from the N. & W. Railroad
asking for a fee of $120.00 a year. This matter was turned over to Mr. Hillsman
to check.

Mr., A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to approve
the Second Reading to have Dean Lumber Company repair the roof at the jail at
a total cost of $1906.40.

Mr. Thompson reported that the Finance Committee had met and decided to buy
the adding machine and calculator which we had been leasing and have put a maintenance
contract on them.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to draw
up an ordinance to give a refund on Auto License if they are returned within the
first six months or less.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to have
the R.N.B. Computer System do our real estate and personal property tax tickets
ggfin this year. The tax rate will remain the same, $0.75 on each $100.00 Assessed
alue.
Mr. H. A. Leet presented the following recommendations proposed by the committee
which was appointed at the last Rockingham County League of Municipalities meeting
to study the matter of collection of trash and garbage:
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1. That the responsibility for collection, if any, of trash
and garbage within the corporate limits of a Town will
be the responsibility of the town.

2. That the responsibility for disposal of trash and garbage from
the corporate limits of the Towns will be that of the County.

3. That County assessments, if any, should be the same for
individuals living within the Towns as for those living
outside corporate limits.

4. It was further recommended that any taxation levied by
the County be made on a per capita basis as necessary
to finance the operation of the Land Fill Operation.

It was regquested that Mrs. Leap make copies of these recommendations for
each councilman to study until the next meeting.

Mr. Leet reported that Mr. Bill Davis who is now a representative for the
Town on the Elkton Parks and Recreation Commission is moving out of town and
will become a representative from outside the corporate limits leaving a vacancy
for a representative from the town.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. E. 0. Karow and carried to appoint
Mrs. Neil Hillsman to serve on the Elkton Parks and Recreation Commission as a
representative from the Town.

Mr. Leet reported that his committee has met in regards to the trash problem
Mr. Lurty Taylor has regarding the I.G.A. but that they did not come up with an
immediate solution and asked for suggestions from the council. After some discussion,
Mr. Leet stated that his committee would meet again to try to work out some solution
to the problem.

The council agreed to extend Malcolm Ray Morris' permit to keep a trailer in
town for another thirty days.

Mayor Garber reported on a copy of a letter he had received which was written
by Mr. C. J. Taylor, Mayor of Pearisburg, Virginia, to Delegate C. Jefferson
Stafford regarding recent legislation (H.B.665) which established the basis upon
which maintenance funds are allocated for secondary roads within the Highway
Department System. Maintenance payments were increased to towns of 3500 or over,
and to cities and counties, but not to towns under 3500 population. Mr. Taylor
states in his letter according to a memorandum from Mr. H. G. Blundon,

Director of Programming and Planning, Department of Highways, dated April 21, 1972,
that Section 33.1-80 of the Code of Virginia should have been changed from $1100
to $1500 per mile for annual maintenance secondary roads for those towns under
3500 which perform their own maintenance. Further, according to a letter from

Mr. Douglas B. Fugate, Highway Department Commission, dated May 3, 1972, the
situation cannot be corrected without further legislation. Mr. Taylor was writing
to Delegate Stafford requesting that he sponsor legislation in the January 1973
session of the Virginia General Assembly to increase the maintenance allowances to
towns under 3500 to $1500 per mile and make the legislation effective as soon as
possible in order to lessen the extra financial burden that the eight towns which
are affected are carrying.

Mayor Garber was asked to write letters to our representatives making a
similar regquest in regards to the increase in maintenance fund allotments.

Mayor Garber reported that there has been some question as to when the newly
elected councilmen and mayors would take office. It seemed to be the opinion of
Mr. Kemper, Clerk of the Court, Rockingham County, and the State and County Electoral
Board that unless the charter has been changed to state that they take office on
July 1, 1972 they will not take office until September 1, 1972. Mayor Garber
stated that he had written for an opinion from the Virginia Municipal League and
had received the following reply:

"I have your letter of June 3, 1972 in which you requested information
regarding the date councilmen-elect take office. I regret to inform

you that councilmen elected in May will take office on September 1, 1972.
The Clerk of the Court is correct since your charter states that
councilmen elected will take office on the first day of September.
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If you would like to change the date that councilmen take office,
as I assume you do, I would suggest that you instruct your town
attorney to make arrangements with your Member of the House of
Delegates or Senate to submit your proposed charter change before
the cutoff date. Every legislative session the General Assembly
establishes a cutoff date after which it will not consider any
bills to amend local charters."

It was decided that the council will operate as is until September 1, 1972.

Mayor Garber reported on a copy which he had received and is on file in the
Treasurer's Office on an act by the General Assembly of Virginia to create a
commission to continue a study begun by the Virginia Advisory Legislative Council
in 1968, concerning the disposal of solid wastes and to appropriate funds.

Mr. H. A. Workman reported that he had attended a State Highway meeting in
Roanoke June 7, 1972 and had again brought it to the attention of Mr. Ambler and
others about the need to widen Route 340 from the intersection of 0ld 33 to
Spotswood Avenue. Mr. Workman said he was told that the Highway Department has
a "handsoff approach" toward Elkton due to the fact that they felt the town had
made an unreasonable request for the price of the dump property taken by the
State. Mr. Workman stated that he had explained to them that the town had no
knowledge of such an unreasonable request and that he had been assured that the
Highway Department would take another look at this problem on Route 340, and
that he had already begun to take pictures and prepare some facts to present
to the State Highway Department.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow to approve the First
Reading to place a 15% Utility Tax on the municipal owned electric bills and the

corporate limit telephone bills.

COUNCIL MEETING
July 5, 1972

A special meeting of the Elkton Town Council was called by the Mayor Edward
F. Garber July 5, 1972 at 8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers. The following council-
men were present: Mr. R. E. Davis, Mr. E. O. Karow, Mr. H. A. Leet, Mr. W. H.
McGahey, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A, Workman. Norma R. Leap, Clerk was also
present.

Mayor Garber explained the purpose of the meeting was to discuss the 15%
Utility Tax which had passed on a First Reading at the June 12, 1972 regular
council meeting.

Mr. Thompson stated that the Finance Committee had met and discussed the
tax and setting limits on the amounts to be taxed.

The following citizens were present and took part in the discussion: Mr.
and Mrs. Berkely Brooks, Mrs. Margaret LaConia, Mrs. Anita Lambert, Mr. Edgar
Jenkins, Jr. and Mr. Hudson of the Daily News Record.

Mr. Thompson presented an ordinance which the Finance Committee recommended
to levy a tax on purchase of utility services, fixing the amount of tax, providing
for its collection and prescribing penalties for the violation of this ordinance.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey to amend the First
Reading to place a 15% Utility Tax on the municipal owned electric bills and the
corporate limit telephone bills to read as follows:

AN ORDINANCE LEVYING A TAX ON PURCHASE
OF UTILITY SERVICES FIXING THE AMOUNT OF
TAX, PROVIDING FOR ITS COLLECTION AND
PRESCRIBING PENALTIES FOR THE VIOLATION
OF THIS ORDINANCE.

WHEREAS, it is necessary that provision be made to levy
the tax hereinafter set forth and provide for the collection
thereof for the purpose of providing funds for municipal
purposes,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE TOWN
OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA;

Section 1. The following words and phrases when used in
this ordinance shall for the purposes of this ordinance have the
following respective meanings, except where the context clearly
indicated a different meaning.

(a) PERSON. The word "person" shall include individuals,
firms, partnerships, associations, corporations and combinations
of individuals of whatever form and character.

(b) UTILITY SERVICE. The phrase "utility service®™ as used
in this ordinance, shall mean and include local telephone service
(excluding long distance messages), electric service and gas
service (excluding bottle or liquid gas), whether generally termed
a utility service or not, furnished in the corporate limits of the
Town of Elkton, Virginia.

(¢) PURCHASER, The word "purchaser" shall include every
person who purchases a utility service.

{(d) SELLER. The woxrd "seller" shall include every person,
whether a public service corporation or not, who sells or furnishes
a utility service.

(e) RESIDENTIAL USER. The term "residential user" shall mean
the owner or tenant of private residential property or tenant of
an apartment who pays for utility service in or for said property.

(f) COMMERCIAL OR INDUSTRIAL USER. The term "commercial or
industrial user" shall mean the owner or tenant of property used
for commercial or industrial purposes, including the owner of
master metered apartment buildings, who pays for utility service
for said property.

Section 2. There is hereby imposed and levied by the Town of
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Elkton, Virginia upon each and every purchaser of a utility service,
a tax in the amount of Fifteen Per Centum (15%) of the charge
(exclusive of any Federal Tax thereon) made by the seller against
the purchaser with respect to each utility service, which tax in
every case shall be collected by the seller from the purchaser and
shall be paid by the purchaser unto the seller for the use of the
Town of Elkton, Virginia at the time the purchase price or such
charge shall become due and payable under the agreement between the
purchaser and the seller. Provided, however, that in the event any
monthly bill submitted by any seller for any residential utility
service shall exceed Ten Dollars ($10.00) for a residential user,
there shall be no tax computed on so much of said bill as shall
exceed Ten Dollars ($10.00); in the event any monthly bill submitted
by any seller for a commercial or industrial user of any utility
service shall exceed One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) there shall be

no tax computed on so much of said bill as shall exceed One Hundred
Dollars ($100.00); except that there shall be no tax computed on
bills submitted for electric service for heating water and space
heating where a separate meter is used solely for water heating

and space heating service or on bills submitted for unmetered electric
service. In the event bills are submitted by any seller for service
for two months there shall be no tax computed on so much of said
bill as shall exceed Twenty Dollars ($20.00) for a residential user
of electric utility service, or Two Hundred Dollars ($200.00) for a
commercial or industrial user of electric utility service.

Section 3. It shall be the duty of every seller in acting as
the tax collecting medium or agency for the Town of Elkton, Virginia
to collect from the purchaser for the use of the Town the tax hereby
imposed and levied at the time of collecting the purchase price
charged therefor and the taxes collected during each calender month
shall be reported by each seller to the Town Treasurer and each seller
shall remit the amount of tax shown by said report to have been
collected to the Town Treasurer on or before the last day of the
second calender month thereafter, together with the name and address
of any purchaser who has refused to pay his tax. The required reports
shall be in the form prescribed by the Town Treasurer. The tax levied
or imposed under this ordinance with respect to the purchase of any
gas or electric service, shall become effective on bills rendered on
meter readings, on and after August 1, 1972, and with respect to local
telephone service on charges first appearing on bills rendered August
1, 3972, and thereafter.

Section 4. Each and every seller shall keep complete records
showing all purchases in the Town, which records shall show the price
charged against each purchaser with respect to each purchase, the
date thereof, and the date of payment thereof, and the amount of tax
imposed hereunder, and such record shall be kept open for inspection
by the duly authorized agents of the Town at reasonable times, and
the duly authorized agents of the Town shall have the right, power
and authority to make such transcripts thereof during such times
as they may desire.

Section 5. The United States of America, the State of Virginia,
and the political subdivisions, boards, commissions and authorities
thereof, are hereby exempted from the payment of the tax imposed
and levied by this ordinance with respect to the purchase of utility
services used by such governmental agencies.

Section 6. The tax hereby imposed and levied on purchasers
with respect to local exchange telephone service shall apply to all
charges made for local exchange telephone service, except local
messages which are paid for by inserting coins in coin operated
telephones. The term "local exchange telephone service" shall mean
any service taxable as local telephone service according to federal
laws in force and effect at the time of the enactment of this
ordinance.

Section 7. Any purchaser failing, refusing or neglecting to
pay the tax hereby imposed or levied and any seller violating the
provisions hereof, and any officer, agent or employee of any
seller violating the provisions hereof, shall upon conviction,
be subject to a fine of not more than One Hundred Dollars ($100.00).
Fach failure, refusal, neglect or violation and each day's con-
tinuance thereof, shall constitute a separate offense.

COUNCIL MEETING
July 10, 1972

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held July 10, 1972 in
the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Edward F. Garber presiding. The following
council members were present: Mr. R. E. Davis, Mr. E. O. Karow, Mr. H. A. Leet,
Mr. W. H. McGahey, Mr. A. R, Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman. Mr. Marvin Hillsman,
Town Attorney, Mr. Charles Hammer, Chief of Police, Mrs. Norma R. Leap, Clerk
and Mr. David Liskey, Town Superintendent were also present.

Mr. A. R. Thompson opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting June 12, 1972.

Mr. W. H, McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to approve
the minutes of the special meeting July 5, 1972.

Mayor Garber explained the guidelines to be followed during the public
hearing on the proposed Utility Tax.

Those speaking in opposition to the Utility Tax were Mrs. Anita Lambert,
Mrs. Berkley Brooks, Mrs. Margaret LaConia, Mrs. Leroy Hitt and Mrs. Putnam.

Mrs. Lambert stated she felt the council had misled the people in saying
that the town was putting the tax on to keep the county from doing so and that she
had investigated and found that the county cannot tax the town's electric customers.
She also felt the town could find a better means of taxing.

Mr. Workman stated that he did not feel that the council had been misleading.
The town needs additional revenue due to VEPCO rate increases and he felt this
was the best means to obtain the needed revenue.

Mrs. Ruth Brooks stated that this Utility Tax cannot be deducted from Income
Tax but that Real Estate Tax can.

Mr. Karow explained that the town had not sold the electric system years
ago when they had an offer but had kept the system to make money to finance the
operations of the town.

Mrs. Margaret LaConia ask if the council was considering putting on a
garbage collection fee also. The council explained that they had talked about
this but had made no decision.

Mr. Leet and Mr. Davis both stated they were under the impression that if
the town did not put the utility tax on the electric bills the county could.

Mrs. Putnam stated that she did not know where widows were going teo get the
money to pay these taxes.

Mr. Fred Davis asked what increase could be expected if they raised the
electric rates rather than put on a utility tax. Mr. Workman stated that he
would anticipate about a 13% increase.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. E, O. Karow to approve the Second
Reading of the Ordinance Levying a Tax on Purchase of Utility Services Fixing
the Amount of Tax, Providing for its Collection and prescribing Penalties for
the Violation of this Ordinance, a copy of which is in the minutes of the Special
Meeting July 5, 1972.

The vote was recorded as follows:

Davis - nay McGahey - vyea
Karow - yea Thompson - yea
Leet - yea Workman - yea

Mr. Davis stated that he voted against the motion, not because he was opposed
to the tax, but because he felt that there has been some misunderstanding in the
fact that if the town did not put on the tax the county could.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to
table the proposed T.V.Franchise.
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Mr. Leet read the following recommendations proposed by the committee which
was appointed at the last Rockingham County League of Municipalities meeting to
study the matter of collection of trash and garbage:

1. That the responsibility for collection, if any, of trash and
garbage within the corporate limits of a Town will be the
responsibility of the town.

2. That the responsibility for disposal of trash and garbage from
the corporate limits of the Towns will be that of the County.

3. That County assessments, if any, should be the same for individuals
living within the Towns as for those living outside corporate
limits.

4. It was further recommended that any taxation levied by the
County be made on a per capita basis as necessary to finance
the operation of the Land Fill operation.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried that the council
go on record as backing these proposals to be sent back to the League of Municipali-
ties.

Mr. H. A. Leet presented the following amendment to be added to Section 15-121
of the Town Code:

If for any reason prior to October 14 the licensee is no longer
required to license said motor vehicle, a refund of one half the
license tax can be obtained by the licensee by proper application
to the town treasurer.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to amend
Section 15-121 to read as follows:

Section 15-121. Period for which license tax imposed.

The motor vehicle license tax shall be imposed on each motor vehicle
from April fifteenth of each calender year to and including the
fourteenth day of April of each succeeding year.

If for any reason prior to October 14 the licensee is no longer
required to license sald motor vehicle, a refund of one half
the license tax can be obtained by the licensee by proper
application to the town treasurer. (G. O. 1961, 12-61)

Mr. R. E. Davis reported that the material to repair the bridge on Fourth
Street has been received and the work will begin soon. He also reported that
his committee will try to have the recommendations for street work ready for the
First Reading at the August meeting.

Mr., George Hensley came before the council in regards to the water problem
affecting about seven homes in his area which has increased greatly since the
new elementary school has been built.

Mr. R. E. Davis was asked to check with the School Board as some felt the
School Board had promised to run the excess water over the hill into Memorial Park.

Mrs. Leroy Hitt asked what the council intended to do about the water on
Washington Street as her family had been forced to move out for four days during
the last hard rain.

Mr. Davis said that the Street Department>did not have the $4000.00 which it
was estimated it would cost to take care of this problem in the budget, but would
try to do something if the money became available.

Mrs. Brooks stated that she felt something should be done about the way water
is pumped from some peoples basements and then it runs into other peoples basements.

Mr. A. R. Thompson reported that the Finance Committee is working on the budget.
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Mr. Thompson reported that Mr. I. F, Sandridge has applied for a Wholesale
Business ILicense rather than a Retail Merchants License. This matter was turned
over to Mr. Hillsman to check in to.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. A, R. Thompson and carried to
approve the First Reading to appropriate $600.00 to extend the Sewer Line on
Prospect Avenue.

Mr. Liskey reported that he would be on vacation next week.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to hire
Charles Hammer as Chief of Police at a salary of $7,200.00 on three month's
probation, at which time the police committee shall recommend him for a permanent
position at such salary as it specifies.

The request by Mr. Ben Snyder to be given some relief to the problem he is
having getting out from behind his place of business was turned over to Chief
Hammer to check and have recommendations for the next meeting.

The following bids were received on the 1970 Plymouth Fury:

Jerry L. Simmons $1,010.10
Floyd Garrison $1,005.00

Mr., W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to accept
the high bid of $1,010.10 by Mr. Jerry L. Simmons for the 1970 Plymouth Fury.

The council agreed to extend Mr. Ray Morris's permit to have a trailer in
town for one month.

Mayor Garber reported that he had written letters to our representatives in
the House and Senate in regards to their introducing a bill at the 1973 Session
of the General Assembly to increase mileage pay by the Virginia Department of
Highways for maintenance allowances from $1100 to $1500 in those towns of less
than 3500 population and had received a letter from Senator George F. Barnes
saying he would be happy to introduce the bill. Senator Aldhizer said he will
co-sponsor the bill.

Mayor Garber read a letter from Mr. C. A. Gearhart, Industrial Representative
of the Norfolk and Western Raillway Company in reference to the ground lease
covering the 0.16 acre parcel of Railway right of way on Terrace Avenue which
is being used by the general public for parking and as a throughfare between
Spotswood Trail and the lane south of Noel Frazier's Hotel. He wanted to know
if the town plans to accept the lease agreement.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to lease
the 0.16 acre parcel of Railway right of way on Terrace Avenue from the Norfolk
and Western Railway Company at a cost of $120.00 per year.

Mayor Garber reported that Mr. Osbourne had been down and they had looked
over the water problem at the intersection of Route 33 and 340 and along the
creek. Mr, Osbourne suggested that widening the creek at spots might correct
the situation but that he will send his engineers to make a further study. He
also toock a look at the two blocks between Spotswood Avenue and the Intersection
of 33 and 340 which the town had requested the state widen. He admitted there
was a problem and should be studied.

Mayor Garber reported that the next meeting of the Rockingham League of
Municipalities would be August 2th. at Bridgewater.

The council discussed some of the questions submitted by the Concerned
Citizens Group with those present.

As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned.

The following
council members were present: Mr. R. E. Davis, Mr. E. O. Karow, Mr. H. A. Leet,
Mr. W. H., McGahey, Mr. A. R, Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman. Mr. Marvin Hillsman,
Town Attorney, Mr. Charles Hammer, Chief of Police, Mr. David C. Liskey, Town
Superintendent and Mrs. Betty Engle, Assistant Clerk were also present.

Mayor Garber opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting July 10, 1972.

Mr, A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to
approve the treasurer's report.

Mr. Workman reported on the Rockingham League of Municipalities Meeting
held in Bridgewater on August 9, 1972 which he and Mayor Garber attended. The
main topic discussed was the garbage problem. There were 22 in attendance from
the seven towns represented. It was passed and went on record as requesting a
meeting with the Board of Supervisors. The next meeting will be held in Elkton,
Wednesday, November 8, 1972.

Mr. Workman also stated that he will meet with the Electric Committee, and
they will submit proposed increases to each councilmen.

Mr. and Mrs. Leroy Hitt were present in regards to the water problem at
their home. They were told by Mr. Roy Davis that he had a letter that would be
of some concern to them that he would read later in the meeting.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. E, O, Karow and carried to approve
the Second Reading to appropriate $600.00 to extend the Sewer Line on Prospect
Avenue.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to approve
to repeal Section 17-69 of the Town Code to take effect immediately.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and approved to put in
an emergency clause to take effect immediately Section 18.1-57.

18.1-57. Presumptions from alcoholic content of blood. In any
prosecution for a violation of 18.1-54, or any similar ordinance of
any county, city or town, the amount of alcohol in the blood of
the accused at the time of the alleged offense as indicated by a
chemical analysis of the accused's blood in accordance with the
provisions of 18.1-55.1, shall give rise to the following presumptions.
(1) If there was at that time 0.05 percent or less by weight
by volume of alcohol in the accused's blood, it shall be presumed
that the accused was not under the influence of alcoholic intoxicants;
(2) If there was at that time in excess of 0,05 percent but
less than 0.10 percent by weight by volume of alcchol in the accused's
blood, such facts shall not give rise to any presumption that the
accused was or was not under the influence of alcoholic intoxicants,
but such facts may be considered with other competent evidence in
determining the guilt or innocence of the accused;
(3) If there was at that time 0.10 percent or more by weight
by volume of alcohol in the accused's blood, it shall be presumed
that the accused was under the influence of alcoholic intoxicants.
(Code 1950 (Suppl.), 18-75.3; 1956,c.557; 1960,c. 358; 1964, c. 240;
1966, c. 636; 1972, c. 757.)

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr, H. A, Leet and carried to hire
Cornelius Hart at a yearly salary of $5,200.00 with raises at 3 month intervals
upon recommendation of the Police Chief.

Chief Hammer told the council that he had been asked by Mr. Rodney Harman
of the 7-11 Store to remain open 24 hours a day. Chief Hammer was told that it
was the opinion of the council not to allow this at this time, but Mr. Harman
was welcome to come before the council.

The council requested that the trailer used by Mr. Ray Morris be moved
immediately, or action be taken.
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Mr. Marvin Hillsman stated that the ordinance book should be brought up to
date. Since this will require time othexr than regular office hours, the council
agreed to pay Mrs. Leap extra for this time.

Mr. Roy E. Davis read a letter from A, Kenneth Robinson concerning the water
problem in town, in which he stated that he is contacting three places on
assistance from water damage, and hopes to have a reply by the next meeting.

Mr. Davis stated that they had asked for bids from three different contractors
on the road work from the 01d High School to the bottom of the hill. They received
only one bid and that was from A. B. Torrence Co. for $4,975.00.

Mr. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. Karow and carried to approve the First
Reading for A. B. Torrence Co. to do the road work at a cost of $4,975.00.

Mr. Garber stated that he had been advised that at least two bids were
needed on the radar in order to receive a matching grant from the government.
Mr. Karow advised that at least two or three bids were received.

Mr. H. A. Leet stated that the Parks and Recreation Committee is planning
to have a meeting.

Mr. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. McGahey and carried to approve the
Second Reading to amend Section 15-121.

The following
council members were present: Mr. R. R. Dean, Mr. H. A, Leet, Mr. W. H. McGahey,
Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman. Mr, Charles W. Hammer, Chief of Police,
Mrs. Norma R. ILeap, Clerk and Mr. David C. ILiskey, Town Superintendent were also
present.

The Rev. James B. Martin opened the meeting with prayer.
Mayor Garber welcomed Mr. R. R. Dean, newly elected councilman.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting August 14, 1972,

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to approve
the minutes of the special meeting August 28, 1972.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H. A, Leet and carried to approve
the Finance Report for the month of August.

The Rev. James Martin expressed his appreciation and thanks for the work
the council had done the past year.

Miss Lambert and Miss Martin, students of Elkton High School, ask permission
to have a Homecoming Parade Thursday, September 1l4th. Mayor Garber explained that
the State had set new regulations that must be followed. Chief Hammer was asked
to check with the Highway Department to get permission and to inform the students
of the required regulations they will have to follow.

Mr. Robert Lough presented a petition signed by citizens and merchants on
behalf of Mr. ILiskey. Mr. Lough stated that Mr. Liskey's good record and
performance of duties in the years he had been with the town should be considered
and that he would very much like to see him retained as Town Superintendent. Mr.
Lough also commended the council for the good job they have done.

Mayor Garber gave his annual report on the problems and accomplishments
during the past year and listed some of the major concerns facing the council
in the coming years. Some of the things mentioned were:

1. The ecology problems - sewer- air pollution.
The money from the government for Secondary Treatment will
not be available until about 1976.

2. Burning at the dump.
Permit for limited scale buring expired September lst.
and it will be necessary to go before the Board to get
an extension for any long period of time. All dumps must
be closed by July 1, 1973.

3. Garbage disposal.
The town has filed the required 20 year plan, the first
five of which had to be in complete detail. As the dumps
must be closed by July 1, 1973 the details of merging with
the county must be completed before this date.

4. Cleaner water.
The Spring and Reservoir have been covered but the filtering
system was not installed due to the excessive cost. A study
will need to be made into the suggestion by the engineers to
drill a new well at another location.

5. Annexation.
A committee was appointed to study annexation and they
suggested having qualified engineers to make a complete
study and suggestions as to what steps should be taken
in this direction.
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6. Town ordinances.
Plans are in process to bring the town ordinances up to
date.

7. Business license.
Finance Committee has been asked to review these licenses
and suggest changes where needed.

8. Audit report.
If audit indicates that the town has a deficit, there should
be a further study on the budget for the coming vear.

9. Garbage collection.
As this department has been short in years previous, it will
be necessary to look into the cost of operating this department
due to extra expenses which will be incurred when we go in
with the county land fill program.

Mr, H. A. Leet reported that Robert Duff and Lawrence Gentry had resigned
from the Elkton Parks and Recreation Commission.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr, W. H. McGahey and carried to appoint
Mr. Gerald Monger and Mr. Raymond Mowbray to serve on the Elkton Parks and
Recreation Commission.

Mr. Liskey reported that the two "Welcome to Elkton" signs are in bad need
of repair. He had received a price from Hensley's Sign Service of $140.00 a
sign to repair and repaint them.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to have
Hensley's Sign Service repair and repaint the two signs at a total cost of
$280.00.

Mr. Robert Lough offered some of his land on Route 33 to erect another
"Welcome to Elkton" sign. This was turned over to the Street Committee.

Mr. Liskey reported that the repairs to the bridge on Fifth Street has
been completed.

Mr, H. A. Workman reported on a letter received from Mr. A. W. Wood, Acting
Executive Secretary of the Municipal Electric Power Association of Virginia in
which he reported on recent developments which indicate that VEPCO definitely
plans to file for a wholesale rate increase to the Co-ops and municipalities
in the very near future. Last week VEPCO told a meeting of the Co-ops that they
(acting on a recommendation by the Attorney General at a recent hearing before
the SCC), were planning to file for a wholesale rate increase with the FPC in
an amount sufficient to raise their rate of return to 8.5%. In the case of the
Co-ops this will amount to a 51% increase. In view of this pending development,
the Municipal Electric Power Associafion of Virginia is scheduling a meeting
of officials from the seven municipalities served by VEPCO at 11:00 a.m. on
September 19, 1972 in the Virginia Municipal League offices, Richmond, Virginia
and urgently requests the mayor, councilmen, manager and attorney to attend
this meeting.

Mr. Workman also reported that the annual fall meeting of the Municipal
Electric Power Association of Virginia will be held in Charlottesville, October
19, 1972.

Mr, McGahey reported that the deed to the land at the pumping station had
been signed and turned the deed over to the clerk.

Mayor Garber had a copy of one of the first agreements drawn up in regards
to the pumping station with the Jr. Order and Mr. G. W. Berry had asked to have
this agreement signed by the Town as it had some agreements in it which are not
included in the deed. This was turned over to the clerk to check with Mr, Hillsman
and Mr. Davis.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr, H. A. Leet and carried to hire
Donald Lee Denman as a patrolman at a salary of $5,200.00 a year and a three
month probation period. Raises will be left to the recommendation of the Chief
of Police.

The Treasurer was authorized to order 900 Town Tags for 1973 from Plastic
Services & Supply Company.

A report on the latest proposals in regards to the County Land Fill Operation
was given. Each town would share the expenses of operations and also share in
the cost of setting aside funds to replace the equipment. Tnis would cost the
town approximately $1575.00 a year as estimated at this time.
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Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. W, H. McGahey and carried to join the
county land fill operation on the share basis as purposed if all the other towns
go along with this.

Mr. McGahey reported that he had contacted Warren Brown in regards to whether
there could be a problem of interference caused by cable television. Mr. Brown
will give the town a letter stating the laws and his opinion regarding this for
$150.00. This matter was tabled.

A report was given on a letter received from the Board of Supervisor's which
states that the rates for jail boarders have been increased from $1.80 to $2.10
per prisoner per day.

Mayor Garber reported on a letter received from the United States Department
of the Interior in regards to garbage in the National Park. They are interested
in discussing with the town the possibility of some agreement in regards to using
the same disposal facilities. The council felt this would be a matter to come
before the Board of Supervisors rather than the town.

Mayor Garber read a letter from M. S. Williams, Reg. Director, State Air
Pollution Control Board acknowledging the receipt of Mayor Garber's letter
requesting an extension of the variance granted the Town of Elkton to permit
disposal of a limited amount of solid waste by open burning at the site of the
Town Dump. Mr, Williams stated that he had forwarded the request to William
R. Meyer, Executive Director, State Air Pollution Control Board for appropriate
action.

A letter from Mr. John B. Boatwright, Jr., Director, Division of Statutory
Research and Drafting was read. The letter calls to the town's attention that
the General Assembly convenes in January 1973 and the deadline for filing charter
bills and so-called government bills has been reduced from the first ten days
to the first seven days of the Segsion. If any locality has charter bills or
other bills for special forms of government, they are urged to arrange to have
them drawn and approved locally forthwith. When so approved they should then
be prefiled. Bills which are prefiled are referred to committees and, under
the new Constitution, standing committees may begin consideration of such
measures immediately upon receipt of printed copy from the Clerks of the Houses.
The Commission hopes that if a locality desires to amend several sections of
its charter or form of government that they all be incorporated in one bill.
This letter was referred to the Town Attorney.

As there was no further business, Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by
Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to adjourn.

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COUNCIL MEETING
October 16, 1972

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held October 16, 1972
in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Edward F. Garber presiding. The following
council members were present: Mr. R. E. Davis, Mr. R. R. Dean, Mr. H. A. ILeet,
Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman. Mr. Charles W. Hammer, Chief of
Police, Mr. Marvin C. Hillsman, Jr., Town Attorney, Mrs. Norma R. Leap, Clerk
and Mr. David C. Liskey, Town Superintendent were also present.

The following citizens were present in regards to their water and sewer
problems: Mr. and Mrs. A. M. Meadows, Mrs. Rosa Walton, Mrs. Randall Holland,
Mrs. George Williams, Mrs. Larry Horne, Mrs. Leroy Hitt, Mr. Harry Reid, Mr.
Charlie Mowbray, Mr. Russell Morris, Mrs. Barbara Shifflett, Mr. Joe Haney, Mr.
Garland Williams, Mrs. Virginia Hitt and Mr. Theodore Pence. Other interested
citizens were Mrs. Anita Lambert, Mrs. Mary Johnson, Mr. Ed Jenkins, Mr. Donald
Berry, Mr. Wayne Davis, Mr. Henry Morris, Mr. Leroy Kite and Mrs. Charles Hammer.

Mr. Workman reported that he and Mr. Liskey had been in contact with various
sources from which aid may be available to help with the damages and that several
agencies would be sending their engineers and co-ordinators into the area to look
over the damages.

Mrs. Larry Horne expressed her appreciation to Mr. R. R. Dean for his help
on the night of the high water. ‘

Several of the citizens felt that their water problems had increased since
new Route 33 had been built.

Mrs. Leroy Hitt presented a petition signed by approximately seventy citizens
which read as follows:
"The water situation on Washington Avenue could be cleared up
without too much cost if the Town of Elkton would cooperate."

It was brought out that the town had furnished and installed some old obsoclete
pipe which they had on hand to some citizens in another area of town to help with
their drainage problem. These citizens had assumed the responsibility and cost of
having the ditch dug for the pipe. Mr. R. E. Davis suggested that this might be
an answer in the area around Washington Avenue.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean to table the Television
Franchise.

After some discussion, Mr. Workman and Mr. Dean withdrew the motion and
reserved the right to bring this matter up at a later date.

Mr. Hensel Baker of Bosserman, Alt, James & Stickley was present to explain
and answer any questions on the audit.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to accept
the audit report.

Mr. Leet reported on the meeting October 1llth. between the Board of Supervisors
and the representatives of the seven towns in the County. Mr. Leet explained that
the towns will be charged on a percentage based on the number of dwellings within
the town and businesses and industries will be charged per volume of garbage. The
towns will be billed and it was agreed that each town will bill the businesses and
industries. There will be regulations set on what can be put in the dump and items
that must be separated. It was estimated that our share of the cost will be approxi-
mately $3,500.00 for original Capital Expenses and $1,600.00 for Operation Expenses.
Cost for Business and Industries will be over and above these charges.

There was some discussion in regards to it probably becoming necessary to put
on a garbage collection fee to help offset the extra expenses.

It was reported that our permit for limited burning at the dump has been
extended to November 1, 1972, The new County dump plans to be open by November 1lst.

Mr. R. E. Davis commended the town employees for the long and hard hours which
they worked to restore water to those customers whose water service was discontinued
during the high water.
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Mr. R. E. Davis reported that he and Mr. Liskey have been in contact with
Sydnor Hydrodynamics, Inc. in regards to the filtering system for the well. Snydnor
feels that they may be able to install a filtering system near the original price
estimated by our engineers. The Water & Sewer Committee will look into this and
have recommendations for the next meeting.

Mr. Liskey reported that Mrs. Ethel Wyant had asked him to speak for her at
the meeting. She has had so much damage from water and sewer that she would like
to move out and place a trailer on the lot. WNo action was taken.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to appropriate
$500.00 to purchase small transformers.

Mr. Workman reported on the meeting he attended September 19th. in which the
new proposed VEPCO rate increase was discussed and reported that the Fall Meeting
of the Municipal Electric Association would be held in Charlottesville, October
19th.

Mr. Liskey presented a redquest by Mr. Randolph (Hobby) Robinson to name the
alley beside his place of business "Ben Yehuda". This request was tabled until
the next meeting.

Mr. R. E, Davis moved, seconded by Mr. H. A, Workman and carried to approve
the First Reading of $2,869.60 for the cast iron pipe for the new water line which
was installed after the flooding.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to approve
the First Reading of $1,112.70 for pipe and headwall of concrete to replace the
pipe which was washed out on the Orewash Road.

Mr. Liskey reported that the roof on the fire hall is leaking, and it was
suggested that the contract should be checked to see if this would be covered in
the contract.

Mr. Liskey presented a bid from J. S. Mathers, Inc. of $3,135.00 for the
sidewalk in front of the new bank on Rockingham Street. The bid was rejected as
it was felt the job could be done much cheaper.

Mr. R. R. Dean presented several problems which would come under his committee.

1. Water in alley behind Mr. and Mrs. Larry Horne. Mr. Dean felt
this could be corrected by extending the ditch or enlarging
the present ditch.

2. Mrs. George Hensley on Ashby Avenue - water. This may be
corrected when the School Board and Town get together on the
water in that area.

3. Water on Washington Avenue. Mr. Dean felt town should do
something to correct this and not leave it to individuals.

Mr. Dean Presented a proposal from Mr. Ziegler, Principal of Elkton Elementary
School, to change "B" Street to one way from Ashby to Terrace to help correct the
traffic problem. This was turned over to the Street and Police Committee to check
and bring suggestions back at the next meeting.

Mr. H. A. Leet reported that a ping pong tournament has been scheduled.

Mr. Leroy Kite presented a letter to the council asking permission to place
a trailer park on the o0ld Jarman property which he owns and is in within the
corporate limits. This would require an ordinance change. This was referred to
the Ordinance Committee to study and bring back to the next meeting.

Mr. Donald Berry came before the council requesting an ordinance change which
would allow 15, 16 and 17 year olds to shoot pool. Mr. Berry has recently opened

a game room and does not have alcoholic beverages on the property.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to amend Section
16-1 to read as follows:

Sec. 16-1 Minors in public poolrooms or billiard rooms.

No minor shall frequent, play in or loiter in any public
poolroom or billiard room operated in conjunction with any
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establishment licensed under the state Alcoholic Beverage
Control Act;3 nor shall any minor under fifteen years of

age frequent, play in or loiter in any other public poolroom
or billiard room; nor shall the proprietor of any public
poolroom or billiard room or his agent permit any such minor
to frequent, play in or loiter in any such place in violation
of the foregoing provisions of this section.

Any such minor or any such proprietor or agent violating
the provisions of this section shall be punished by a fine
of not less than five dollars or by impriseonment in jail not
more than six months or by both such fine and imprisonment.

But nothing in this section shall apply to military or
naval personnel in uniform in any poolroom or billiard room.

Mr. A. R. Thompson reported that the Finance Committee plans to review the
Business License's.

Mayor Garber reported that the Rockingham League of Towns will meet here in
the Council Chambers, November 8, 1972 at 7:30 P.M.

Mayor Garber reported that there will be a meeting of the State Water Control
Board in Richmond at 10:00 A.M. in regards to secondary treatment for sewer systems
and the deadlines for each area. The Town of Elkton is scheduled to have theirs
completed December 1977. The meeting will be October 17, 1972.

Mayor Garber reported on a letter he received from Harold Baumes, Executive
Director of the Virginia Municipal League urging mayors and other appropriate
officials to urge voters to vote "yes" on the amendment to the Constitution which
changes the definition of a city which will be on the ballot November 7, 1972.

Mayor Garber read a letter from Gilbert W. Clifford & Associates, Inc. asking
the Town to sign an "Assignment of Contract” letter which was mailed to the Town
in July and has not been returned. The purpose of the Assignment letter is to
acknowledge the new name of the firm Gilbert W. Clifford & Associates, Inc. following
the partnership of Martin, Clifford & Associates having been dissolved on June 30,
1972 and assigning Contract No. 7010-8 between Martin, Clifford & Associates and
the Town of Elkton to the firm of Gilbert W. Clifford & Associates, Inc.

Mayor Garber reported that the 25th. Annual Virginia Highway Conference will
be held October 26th. and 27th. at VMI in Lexington, Va.

Mayor Garber read a letter from Paul A. Roth, President, Valley Enterprises,
Inc. in which he was inquiring as to what steps they should follow in order to get
a reduction in both town and county taxes on their Elkton Theatre property.
Secondly he wanted to know what suggestions the town might have for using this prop-
erty. Would the town be interested in acquiring it for use as offices, a meeting
hall, recreation center, potential development for retail or manufacturing use,
etc.? No action was taken on the letter.

Mayor Garber reported that the Daily News-Record had new names put on the
name plates for the new councilman and chief of police.

As there was no further business, Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. R. E.
Davis and carried to adjourn.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held November 13, 1972 in
the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Pro Tempore Harold A. Workman presiding. The
following council members were present: Mr. R. E. Davis, Mr. R. R. Dean, Mr.

H. A. Leet, Mr. W. H. McGahey and Mr. A. R. Thompson. Mr. Charles W. Hammer,
Chief of Police, Mr. Marvin C. Hillsman, Jr., Town Attorney, Mrs. Norma R. Leap,
Clerk and Mr. David C. Liskey, Town Superintendent were also present.

The Rev. James Martin opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting October 16, 1972 as amended.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr, W. H. McGahey and carried to approve
the Finance Report.

Mr., Lewis Jolly, attorney tor Mr. Leroy Kite, presented two requests: a
letter requesting permission for Mr. Kite to place a trailer park within the town
limits on the old Jarman property between Shenandoah Avenue and the Norfolk and
Western Railway right-of-way and a request that the ordinance prohibiting trailers
within the town limits be amended to allow a trailer park.

These requests were set aside to later in the meeting.

Mr. H. A. Leet stated that he felt the council would first have to decide if
they want to change the ordinance, then have a First Reading on the change and
after the change act on Mr. Kite's request to be allowed to open a trailer court
in town.

Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to approve
the Second Reading of $2,869.60 for the cast iron pipe for the new water line
which was installed after the flooding.

Mr. Liskey reported that he needed new tires for the front end loader. They
would cost approximately $600.00 each. He felt an appropriation of $2,100,00 would
cover the cost.

Mr. Randal Dean suggested possibly recapping the old tires.

Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to approve
the First Reading to approprieate the maximum of $2,100.00 for tires and to instruct
Mr, Liskey to check on recaps and to purchase the most economical.

Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean and carried to approve
the First Reading of $2,400.00 to drain the water on Washington Street.

There was a discussion on naming alleys. Mr. H. A Leet moved, seconded by
Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to name the alley beside Robinson's Department Store
"Ben Yehuda Road".

Mr, R. E. Davis suggested the naming of the alley behind Mr. Joe ILucas be
turned over to the Street Committee to look into and suggest a name.

There was a discussion on the water in Memorial Park. It was suggested that
possibly Monger Brothers had not replaced the tiles which were broken when they
ran the water line through the park, and this should be checked. Mr. Leet reported
he had talked with Gerald Monger and he felt they had replaced all the tiles they
knew were broken but could have missed some. It was suggested that possibly the
town should consider putting in new tile to the main, Mr. Leet and his committee
were asked to look into this situation.

It was reported that Mr. B. W. Gooden was having problems with water coming
down North Avenue on to his land. Tnis would probably need a pipe installed to
drain the water in another direction. Mr. Liskey and the Street Committee were
asked to look into this problem and geét some prices for correcting it.

Mr. Workman reported on the meeting of the County Towns Wednesday. As yet,
no concrete agreements have been reached in regards to the land fill operation.
Tnere will be a meeting Thursday, October 16th. of the Board of Supervisors and

the group appointed by the County League of Municipalities on the landfill problem.

Mr. A. R, Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to approve
the First Reading of $1,413.50 for the audit by Bosserman, Alt, James and stickley.

Mr. Thompson reported that Mrs. J. C. Black had presented a request by the
Woman's Club to have the library painted. They nad an estimate of $120,00 trom
Mr. Howard Breeden. There is a leak in the fron east corner which needs to be
repaired. Tne council felt the leak should be checked out before taking any action
on this request.

Mr. Leet reported that about 80 had entered the Ping Pong Tournament and it
had been very successful.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean and carried to grant the
Elkton Parks and Recreation Commission permission to place £ill dirt at the spot
laid out on the master plan for a ball diamond for the Senior League.

Mr. Leet read a proposed ordinance change which would allow trailer parks
in the town limits.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to approve
unanimously the First Reading to amend Section 30-1 as follows:

Sec. 30-1. Limitation on placing, etc., trailer used for
living or sleeping quarters, et., on public
or private property -- Generally.

With the exception of trailers located or parked in
trailer parks which are licensed and approved by the Town
Council, no trailer which is used or which is intended to
be used for living or sleeping quarters or purposes shall
be placed, located or kept on any property, private or "
public, or on the streets within the town for a period of”
more than two weeks. The Council may terminate and revoke
any license issued hereunder if the operation or existance
of such trailer park is deemed to be detrimental to the
health, safety or welfare of the citizens of the Town, pro-
vided, however, that no such termination and revocation
shall be effective unless the licensee has received written
notice at least six months prior to such termination and
revocation.

The owner of any lot, tract or parcel of land in
the town, the agent of such owner, if the owner be a
nonresident and an agent is acting for the owner, and
all persons occupying any trailer found in violation of
the first paragraph of this section shall each be regarded
as violating this section and shall be so charged jointly
in any warrant issued for the violation thereof and conviction
of the owner, or the agent of the owner, shall not preclude
conviction of the occupants of such trailers for the violation
hereof. (G. O. 1961, 14-1.)

Mr. Jolly asked when the council could consider a petition on behalf of
Mr. Kite's request for a trailer park. The council told Mr. Jolly this could be
considered after the Second Reading which would be at the next meeting.

Mr. Leet's committee was asked to prepare and present an ordinance setting
a License Fee for Trailer Parks.

The Water and Sewer Committee was asked to check on running sewer lines to
the section Mr. Kite would want his trailer park.

Mr, R. R. Dean moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to approve
the Second Reading of $1,112,.70 for pipe and headwall of concrete to replace the
pipe which was washed out on the Orewash Road.
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Mr. Dean presented the following list of problems with water - cemetery east
of Cook's, water front of cemetery, water on North Avenue - B. W. Gooden and
Frances Offenbacker, water - J. C. Black, ditch - Wirt Avenue and North Avenue -
pipe under 340 stopped up. Mr. Dean was asked to get with Mr. Liskey and check
these.

There was a discussion on Mr. Ziegler's proposal to change "B" Street to
one way from Ashby to Terrace. It was pointed out that a safety barricade on
the West side of Terrace Avenue where "B" Street enters needs to be erected before
there is an accident.

Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson that "B" Street from
Ashby to Terrace be made one way west to help eleviate the traffic problems.

Tt was brought to the councils attention that people parking on the Methodist
Church parking lot will not be able to come back out on Warren but will have to go
around Terrace.

Mr. Davis withdrew his motion and Mr. Thompson his second. The changing of
"R" Street to one way was tabled for further study and Mr. Dean was asked to talk
with the Methodist Church to see what their feelings would be.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to accept
the resignation of Donald L. Denman effective October 30, 1972 as patrolman in the
Police Department.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to employ
Thomas Painter at $5,400.00 a year as a patrolman on a ninety day probation period.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to increase
Cornelis Hart's salary from $5,200,00 to $5,400.00 a year retroactive to November
1, 1972,

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr., H. A. Leet and carried to increase
Charles Hammer's salary from $7,200.00 to $7,600.00 a year retroactive to November
1, 1972.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to have the
last six parking spaces on the North end of the parking area on Terrace Avenue

marked off for Emergency and Fire Company parking.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to approve
the Second Reading to amend Section 16-1 to read as follows:

Sec. 16-1, Minors in public poolrooms or billiard rooms.

No minor shall frequent, play in or loiter in any public
poolroom or billiard room operated in conjunction with any
establishment licensed under the state Alcoholic Beverage
Control Act;3 nor shall any minor under fifteen years of age
frequent, play in or loiter in any other public poolroom or
billiard room; nor shall the proprietor of any public poolroom
or billiard room or his agent permit any sucua minor to
frequent, play in or loiter in any such place in violation
of the foregoing provisions of this section.

Any such minor or any such proprietor or agent violating
the provisions of this section shall be punished by a fine
of not less than five dollars or by imprisonment in jail not
more than six months or by both such fine and imprisionment.

But nothing in this section shall apply to military or naval
personnel in uniform in any poolroom or billiard room.

A letter from Governor Linwood Holton was read inviting those interested to
meet with Governor Holton and his Cabinet Secretaries on December 14th. at the
Ingleside Hotel in Staunton, Virginia to offer comments and suggestions for improving
the operation of Virginia's government.

A letter from Elizabeth Grigg, Secretary, State Board of Housing was read in
which notice was given that the State Board of Housing will hold a public hearing
in the auditorium of the State Hichway Department, Richmond, Va., at 10:00 A.M.
on December 4, 1972, for the purpose of developing a Statewide Building Code.
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Mr. Workman reported on the latest developments in the requested VEPCO rate
increase. He had figures from Mr. Northcutt Ely in respect to required fees to
represent the Municipalities and Co-ops in their fight against this increase. A2
copy of a proposed contract was also enclosed and a proposedresolution. No action
was taken on either.

As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned.

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COUNCIL MEETING
December 11, 1972

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held December 11, 1972
in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Edward F. Garber presiding. The following
council members were present: Mr. R. E. Davis, Mr. R. R. Dean, Mr. H. A. Leet,
Mr., W. H. McGahey, Mr, A. R, Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman. Mr. Charles Hammer,
Chief of Police, Mr. Marvin C. Hillsman, Jr., Town Attorney and Mrs. Norma R. Leap,
Clerk were also present.

Mayor Garber opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr., H. A. Leet and carried to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting, November 13, 1972 as amended.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey to approve the Finance
Report.

) The Second Reading of $2,100.00 for tires for the front-end loader was deferred
until Mr. Liskey could give a report on recaps.

Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean and carried to approve the
Second Reading of $2,400.00 to drain the water on Washington Street.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr, H. A. Workman and carried to approve
the Second Reading of $1,413.50 for the audit by Bosserman, Alt, James & Stickley.

The Second Reading to amend Section 30-1 regarding trailers in town was
brought before the council. A petition signed by 46 voters was presented to the
council objecting to any change in the Town Ordinance which would allow the
establishment of trailer parks within the town limits.

Those present' opposing the ordinance change were Mrs. Charles Miller, Mr.
R. B. Hutton and Mr. L. P. Hale.

Mayor Garber stated that the Health Department had been contacted but stated
that they could not take any steps or make any decisions until they receive an
application for a trailer park at a definite location.

Mr, R. B. Hutton felt the proposed ordinance change would leave the citizens
at the mercy of anyone wanting to place a trailer park in town, would decrease the
value of real estate in the vicinity of any trailer park and hasten the deterioration
of any area in which they are allowed. He further stated that the proposed ordinance
did not place any restrictions or spell out exactly what constitutes a trailer park.

Mr. Hale felt that if this change is made, people will be trying to place
single trailers on lots and this would be hard to stop. He felt the present
ordinance should continue.

Mr. Tom Hammer came before the council stating that he presently owns a trailer
and travel trailer which are not parked in town. He plans to move into the town
limits and felt that if he will not be allowed to park his two trailers beside
his home, neither of which will be lived in, then he felt trailer parks should not
be allowed in town.

Mr. lLewis Jolly, an attorney for Mr. Leroy Kite, spoke in behalf of allowing
trailer parks in town. He pointed out that no trailer park could be placed in town
without councils permission and pointed out the terms and conditions his client
would agree to if allowed to place a trailer on his land in the town limits.

Mr. Leet reported that he had received numerous calls since last council
meeting., He had felt at first that the council could control trailers in town but
after further study and talking with others who have been involved with these
situations, he has become convinced that the council would be foolish to open
the door at all. Mr, McGahey said he agreed with Mr. Ieet.

Mr. Thompson and Mr. Workman both stated that they felt the change should
be given further study.

Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman to vote on the Second
Reading to amend Sec., 30-1, (copy of proposed ordinance in Nov. 13th. minutes).
The vote was recorded as follows:

Davis - nay McGahey - nay
Dean - nay Workman - nay
Leet - nay Thompson - nay
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Mr, Dean reported that he has not talked with the Methodist Church about
the suggestion to make "B" Street, from Ashby to Terrace, one way. This was
tabled until the next meeting.

Mr, R, E. Davis reported that midway between "C" & "D" Street there is a
storm drain emptying an excessive quanity of water into the sewage system which
should be removed. The estimated cost to do this would be $850.00.,

Mr. R. E, Davis moved, seconded by Mr., H. A. Leet and carried to approve the
First Reading of $850.00 to remove the storm drain between "C" & "D" which is
emptying into the sewage system.

Mr., Leroy Leap pointed out that there is another storm drain on Hill Avenue
which is putting a great amount of water into the sewage system. Mr. Davis said
that his committee is aware of this and others but plan to remove the biggest
contributors first.

Mr, Workman said he would not ask the council to sign any agreement as yet as
all the co-ops and municipalities have not approved the purposed agreements which
he read at the last meeting. He reported that the VEPCO rate increase is in the
hands of the attorneys for further study and there should be a meeting the first
of the year to make some final decision.

Mr, Workman reported that Mr, Liskey is out of the hospital but will be unable
to return to work until the first of the year. He also presented a price of
$4,575.00 from Shaffer Equipment Company for a chipper. This price will go up
after December. He felt the council should give some though to purchasing a
chipper. No action was taken on the chipper.

Mr. Dean reported that he had turned his list of water problems over to
Mr, Liskey and he had said he would get to them as soon as possible. He also
reported that the safety barricade on the West side of Terrace Avenue where "B"
Street enters has been erected.

Mr. Leet reported that he had checked the drainage in the park and the last
time he had freed the end of the tile and water is gushing from it and he did
not feel that the present tile could handle anymore water. He suggested the council
consider additional drainage using 12 inch rather than 8 inch.

Mr., McGahey reported that he has received numerous questions in regards to
our building codes and the issuing of building permits which violate the codes.
There was considerable discussion on how to correct this problem. The council
decided to study this for thirty days.

Mr. Thompson reported that as Mr. Liskey isn't working, he had ask Mr. Ageon
to check the leak in the library.

Mr., Hillsman reported that if the council wishes to change the charter now
it would be necessary to have a public hearing the last week in December but they
could wait until next December. The council decided to wait until next December
as there may be other changes by then.

A letter from Bosserman, Alt, James & Stickley who did the audit was read
in which they made the following recommendations:

1. That the town continue to make monthly deposits to a
Reserve Fund for emergency repairs to the electric
system, and this fund be converted into Certificates
of Deposits as the money is available.

2. That the amount of utility deposits required for service
from the Town be studied and increases be made for same.
A provision should also be made to return deposits to
customers after some satisfactory period of paying accounts
promptly.

3. That purchase orders be used by all departments in purchasing
materials and supplies.

They also suggested that the town make the necessary arrangements
to purchase their gasoline and oil in bulk gquantities.

No action was taken on these recommendations.
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December 11, 1972

A letter was read from Mrs. John W. Adams, Chairman of the Beautification
Committee, Blue Ridge Garden Club, stating that the Garden Club is undertaking
the beautification and landscaping of the Elkton Elementary Schoel Groundss -
Approximately $3,000,00 will be needed to complete the plans which were drawn
by the landscape architect which was consulted. The cost makes the project
prohibitive without the financial help of the various organizations, civic groups
and local city government and the club ask the towns cooperation.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to donate
$75.00 toward the beautification and landscaping of the Elkton Elementary School

Grounds.

As there was no further business, Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr,
R. E. Davis and carried to adjourn.
