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REGULAR
COUNCIL MEETING
January 8, 1973

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held January 8, 1973 at
8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor Edward F. Garber presiding. The
following council members were present: Mr., R. E. Davis, Mr. R. R. Dean, Mr.
H. A. ILeet, Mr. W. H. McGahey, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman. Mr.
Homer Ageon and Mr. William Herring, Acting Superintendents, Mr. Charles W.
Hammer, Chief of Police, Mr. Marvin Hillsman, Town Attorney and Mrs. Norma R.
ILeap, Clerk were also present.

Mr. Alan Thompson opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting December 11, 1972.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to approve
the minutes of the special meeting December 18, 1972.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean and carried to approve
the Finance Report for the month of December.

Mr. Herring reported that the tires for the front end loader have been taken
care of. Three of the tires could be recapped at a cost of $198.27 each and it
was necessary to purchase one new tire at $502.30.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to approve
the Second Reading to appropriate the maximum of $2100.00 for tires for the front
end loader.

There was a discussion on the recommendations by the auditors. The matter
of increasing utility deposits was turned over to the Electric, Water & Sewer

Committee to study and have recommendations for the next meeting.

After a discussion on a purchase order system and buying gasoline and oil

in bulk, the following committee was appointed to study these and make recommendations:

Alan R. Thompson, Chairman
R. E. Davis

R. R. Dean

H. A. Workman

There was a discussion on Building Permits. Two applications for building
permits, one from Norris V. Shifflett and one from B. W. Gooden were presented to
the council. Mr. Herring stated he did not wish to act on building permits.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to approve
a building permit for Norris V. Shifflett on Roland Avenue.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to approve a
building permit for B. W. Gooden on Morgan Avenue.

Mr. Thompson reported that the Christmas Bonuses have been paid to the
employees but there should be a motion on the books to cover these.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to approve
the Christmas Bonuses and the two turkeys, one which went to Mr. Frey and one to
George Collier.

Mr. Thompson reported that the town has received two checks on the Revenue
Sharing totaling $19,159.00. It was decided to put this money on Certificate of
Deposit for 60 days and then deposit it in a separate account with Mr. Alan R.
Thompson as a co-signer on this account.

Mr, H. A. Leet reported that his committee plans to have a meeting this month
to discuss the dump, county landfill and other matters pertaining to this committee.

Mr. Leet reported that the water in Memorial Park is frozen and there is a
lot of skating activities in progress. He also reported that the activity at
Community Hall has increased since ping pong tables have been placed there.

Mr. R. R. Dean reported that he had talked with Rev. Floyd of the Methodist
Church and he had said the church would have no objections to making "B" Street
one way during school hours only. No action was taken.
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There was a discussion on renewing the permits for the two "Welcome to
Elkton" signs. As the sign now located on the Kite property cannot be seen,
it was decided to renew the permit for the sign located on the L., E. Miller
property and to ask permission to relocate the sign on the Kite property.

Mr. Dean reported that he had talked to Mr. Herring about the list of water
problems which had been given to Mr. Liskey and Mr. Herring had said he would
get to them as soon as possible.

Mr. Herring presented a request by Mr. Ziegler, Principal of the Elementary
School, asking the town to put gravel on each side of Henry Avenue from "B"
Street to "A" so people can park there. This matter was turned over to the
Street Committee.

Mr. Herring asked if the town wanted to continue their agreement with the
State Highway Department for the Town to clean the snow on 0ld Route 33 from
Elkton High School to the bypass West of Town. The Council decided to continue
this agreement.

Mr. Herring reported that it had been necessary to hire a front end loader
for 21 hours at $16.00 an hour to put out the first fire at the dump and that
there had been another fire this morning. The council suggested putting up
"No Trespassing Signs". ©No further action was taken but the Garbage Committee
said they would discuss this in their Committee Meeting.

Mr. Workman reported that the proposed VEPCO increase is still under
negotiations.

Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to approve
the Second Reading of $850.00 to remove the storm drain between "C" & "D" which
is emptying into the sewage system.

Mr. Davis reported that further studies are being made in regards to a
settling tank at the well. This tank and the sewage problem on the lower end of
Town will be discussed at their Committee Meeting this month and recommendations
presented at the next meeting.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to increase
Allen Kibler's salary $200.00 a year effective January 1, 1973.

Mr. McGahey reported on a Federal Aid Program which is available to communities
and suggested the town try to obtain aid in putting in a dual frequency communications
systems.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to apply for
the Federal Aid of 75% for a complete communications system - Dual Frequency at
a cost to the Town of $1249.00.

A letter from R. P. Mason, Jail Superintendent, State Department of Welfare
and Institutions was read stating the Town Lockup was inspected and the conditions
of cleanliness and sanitation was good.

A letter from Lawrence D. Gentry was read in which he stated that the State
Highway Department has agreed to accept the streets of the Liberty Heights
Subdivision into the State Secondary Road System. The State Highway Department
has requested signed permits from all utility owners in the subdivision. Mr.
Gentry asked the town to please fill out the proper permit and send it to him
as soon as possible. The council did not know what type of permit Mr. Gentry
was requesting and ask Mrs. Leap to check into this.

A letter from Mr. C. J. Taylor, Mayor of Town of Perisburg, Va. in regards
to the towns under 3500 trying to get their Highway Maintenance increased. He
reported that if the towns hope to have this increased they are going to need
the support of the State Highway Department and a meeting is being arranged to
meet with the Highway Department to present figures to show that there is a need
for this increase. He enclosed a suggested expense breakdown to be used as a
guideline and ask the town to prepare detailed figures for the last three fiscal
years showing the amount of money actually spent for the support of secondary
road maintenance, send a copy to Mr. Taylor and be prepared to bring our copy
to Richmond for the meeting with the State Highway Department.

A letter from Elizabeth Grigg, Secretary of the State Board of Housing was
read informing the Town of a public hearing in the auditorium of the State
Highway Department, Richmond, Va. at 10:00 A.M. on January 29, 1973 for the
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purpose of adopting BOCA Code (Building Officials and Code Administrators
International, Inc.) with amendments as the Statewide Building Code. All
parties are invited to attend and make presentations to the Board.

Mr. Herring reported that there is a trap door on Terrace Avenue used to
get under the Elkton Restaurant building and is in bad need of repairs. The
council told Mr. Herring it would be Mr. Levinson's responsibility to have this
repaired.

Telephone bills for Mr. Liskey were presented and discussed. The Treasurer
was instructed to pay these bills and have the service disconnected.

Mr. Leet stated he felt the council was going to have to assure Mr. Ageon
and Mr. Herring that something is being done to relieve the Superintendent
situation. It was decided that each councilmen turn their suggestions over to
Mr. Garber and he would call a meeting to act on these suggestions.

As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned.

REGUILAR
COUNCIL MEETING
February 12, 1973

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held February 12, 1973
at 8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor Edward F. Garber presiding.
The following council members were present: Mr. R. E. Davis, Mr. R. R, Dean,
Mr., H. A. Leet, Mr. W. H. McGahey and Mr. H. A. Workman. Mr. A. R. Thompson
was absent. Mr. Homer Ageon and Mr. William Herring, Acting Superintendents,
Mr. Charles W. Hammer, Chief of Police, Mr. Marvin Hillsman, Town Attorney and
Mrs. Norma R. Leap, Clerk were also present.

The Rev. Johnny Hensley opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean and carried to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting January 8, 1973.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr., H. A. Workman and carried to approve
the Finance Report for the month of January.

Mr. Norris Shifflett came before the council in regards to getting permission
for a water and sewer connection for the house he is building in the Liberty
Heights subdivision. This was deferred until later in the meeting.

Mrs. Carol McCune came before the council in regards to the parking on Henry
Avenue. She stated that she and Migs Furry would like to know if the town is
going to continue to allow parking as they keep this area mowed and cars are
cutting it up quite badly. Mrs. McCune also wanted to know if something could
be done to do away with these hi-rise signs being used by service stations as
she feels they are an eyesore. This matter was turned over to the Ordinance
and Public Health Committee.

Mr. L. P. Hale came before the council wanting to know if there was any truth
to the rumor that Spotswood Avenue in front of his store was going to be four
lane and also Rt. 340 to the Post Office. Mayor Garber told Mr, Hale that he
was not aware of any plans of this nature.

Mayor Garber presented a Certificate of Appreciation to Mr. Edward O. Karow
for his four years service on the council.

Mr. McGahey reported that the 1971 Police Car is in bad shape and presented
two bids on a new car.
Myers Ford Company, Inc. $3,446.00
Hensley's Sales & Service Inc. 3,478.94

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to approve
the First Reading to accept the low bid by Myers Ford Co., Inc. of $3,446.00 for
a new 1973 Police Car.

An application by Mr., Charles Hawkins of 101 M Street for a Business License
to keep three elderly women in his home was turned over to Mr. McGahey's Committee
to process through the proper channels.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to increase
Thomas R. Painter's salary $200.00 a year. Mr, McGahey also reported that Mr.
‘Painter will move into the area as previously agreed upon.

Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to grant Mr.
Norris Shifflett permission to hook on to the Towns water and sewer lines for
the house he is building in the Liberty Heights subdivision at his own expense,
according to Town sgpecifications, under Town supervision and becoming the
property of the Town. Mr. Workman opposed the motion.

Mr. Davis reported on letters which have been received from the Health
Department. The one letter was pertaining to surface water going into the sewer
system. Mr, Davis reported that after investigating enlarging the line on the
lower end of town, it is felt this would not cure the problem of sewers backing
up as the sewer plant could not handle the volume of water that would enter
the plant at one time. Surface drains are being removed and the committee is
checking into the large amounts of surface water which is running into the North
Avenue Pumping Station.

There was also a letter pertaining to the Town's future use of the Spring
and Well and suggestions as to future sources of water supply. Mr. Davis reported
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that his committee have been investigating settling tanks and new wells but
feel it would be unwise to make any decisions before contacting the State further.
Their committee hopes to have some suggestions in the near future.

There was some discussion on Building Permits and the council agreed that
they would not need to act on permits as Mr. Herring as Acting Superintendent
would have the authority to sign these.

Mr. Herring reported that as the feeling was that the present garbage truck

could not hold up for very long under the increased trips to Pleasant Valley,
he had been asked by the Sanitation Committee to secure prices on a new truck.
He received the following prices from Truck Equipment Corporation of Richmond,
Va.:

18 cu. yd. (size of present trk.) $12,700.00

23 cu. yd. 15,500.00

27 cu. yd. 18,500.00
Diesels would cost approximately $3,500.00 more but are not recommended for small
towns. They would guarantee $3,000.00 for our old truck or more if that is what
it brings. This matter was tabled and taken under advisement.

Mr. Herring was asked by the Sanitation Committee to secure bids for grading,
moving the high bank and leveling at the dump. The bids were:

Junior Dean's Excavating $13,350.00
Iam Brothers Contractors 10,900.00
Owlen Mowbray 10,192.00
Monger Brothers Contractors 9,152.80

Mr. Herring explained that the Town has an agreement with the State Highway
Department in regards to the bank screening the dump and will have to send a
letter of intent before this can be removed. No action was taken on the bids.

There was a discussion on the new sidewalk which the Farmer's & Merchants
Bank wants the town to help install on a 50-50 basis.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean and carried that the
Town of Elkton offer to go to the extent of removing the present sidewalk if
the bank would replace it at their expense. Mr. Davis opposed the motion as
he felt that there is a sidewalk there now in fairly good condition and the
Town is not obligated any further.

Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to purchase
water meters to replace old ones at a cost of $210.00 and Sewer Compound at
$290.00.

Mr. Herring reported that we have the State's okay to move the "Welcome
to Elkton" sign east of town and it will be placed 499 feet this side of the
Elkton Motel.

Mr. Herring reported that two of the "Welcome to Elkton" signs have been

painted and the other needs it badly. This was turned over to the Street Committee.

Mr. Herring was instructed not to give anyone permission to fish after no
trespassing signs have been posted on the dump and at the sewer plant. This may
be changed after the dump is closed.

The council dropped the action on Mr. Zieglers request to make "B" Street
one way as it was felt this is not necessary for traffic control.

Mr. Ziegler requested that gravel be placed on each side of Henry Avenue to
allow for parking. The council felt the school has plenty of parking area
available and decided to place "No Parking" signs on Henry Avenue.

Mr. McGahey reported that buses are blocking "B" Street and creating a
safety hazard. The Public Safety Committee was asked to meet with Mr. Ziegler

to try to correct this problem.

There was a discussion on the parking situation on West Rockingham Street.
This was turned over to the Street Committee.

Mr. Ziegler had requested that the town consider widening the sidewalk in
front of the school. This matter was tabled.

Mr. Workman reported that we have received the new rate schedule from
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VEPCO which would amount to a 17.3% increase retroactive to January 1, 1973
if passed by the FPC. Harrisonburg and Manassas have not signed to agree to
this schedule and the town decided not to sign either.

Mr. Workman reported that he is working on several reports which have
come in since Mr. Liskey resigned and is answering them as quickly as he can
gather the necessary information.

Mr. Workman also stated that he is going to write to the S8.C.C. & F.P.C.
stating our feelings in regards to VEPCO having a monopoly in our area and
asking they take our case as an example.

Mr. ILeet stated he felt the council should make provisions to pass rate
increases on to the customers whenever the town rates are increased rather than
having to discuss them each time.

Mr. Workman reported that Mr. Thompson had asked him to bring the purchase
order system before the council.

Mr. Workman moved to put a three copy purchase order system into effect
and each department be given consecutive numbers. After discussion on these
purchase orders, Mr. Workman withdrew his motion.

Mr. Leet reported on his committee meeting concerning garbage and trash.
The committee felt that we should not be picking up garbage f£rom people out
of town. This will discontinue after this week and a notice to this effect
will be published in the paper. They are also stopping all trash from being
hauled into the dump from people out of town. The town is hauling their
garbage to the county landfill but some trash is still being taken to our dump.

There was some discussion on the area around the boat landing and the
problem with trash. It was decided we should check to see what the agreement
is on this landing.

Mr. Leet stated he felt we were going to have to consider a new garbage
truck and that his committee would have recommendations ready for the next
meeting.

Mr. Leet reported that plans are being made for a ping pong tournament in
March.

Mr. Leet reported that he had been checking on Government Aid to drain
the park and it looks as if about 50% is all that is available.

A copy of a letter to Mr. Fugate, Commissioner Department of Highways,
from Mr. C. J. Taylor, Mayor of Pearisburg, Va. thanking Mr. Fugate for listening
to the eight towns in regards to an increase in road maintenance allowance was
read. He also requested Mr. Fugate to direct the Highway Department to study
the financial support situation for towns under 3500 population which maintain
their own secondary roads; first, to determine financial support needs for the
towns which maintain their own secondary roads; secondly, to determine from
which fund this money should come; and thirdly, that legislation be drafted
for the 1974 General Assembly which would implement the conclusions made in
the study.

Mayor Garber reported that the Rockingham County Municipal ILeague will meet
February 16, 1973 at 7:30 P.M. at the Town Hall in Grottoes, Virginia.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to write
off $1,471.84 Electric and $467.83 Water & Sewer Old Accounts.

As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned.

SPECIAL
COUNCIL MEETING
March 1, 1973

A special meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held March 1, 1973 at
8:00 P.M. in the Coumncil Chambers with the Mayor, Edward F. Garber presiding.
The following council members were present: Mr. R. E. Davis, Mr. R. R. Dean,
Mr. H. A. Leet, Mr. W. H. McGahey, Mrx. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman.
Mr. Charles Hammer, Chief of Police and Mrs. Norma R. Leap, Clerk were also
present.

Mayor Garber opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to approve
the Second Reading to accept the low bid by Myers Ford Company, Inc. of $3,446.00
for a new 1973 Police Car.

Mr. McGahey read a letter of resignation from Cornelis Hart as a patrolman
for the Elkton Police Department effective March 1, 1973.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to
accept Mr. Cornelis Hart's resignation.

Mr. Leet reported on the prices for filling, grading and leveling at the
dump. It was the feeling of the Sanitation Committee that we could not get any
better prices and that they had talked with Monger Brothers, the lowest bidder,
and they had agreed to contract for the job or do it on time and machine basis,
whichever is cheaper. Mr. Leet said some of these bids had been submitted with
the idea of doing the work now but these bids would not stand after their busy
season begins.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to approve
the First Reading to accept the low bid by Monger Brothers Contractors to do the
dump work at $9,152.80.

Mayor Garber was requested to write a letter to the State Highway Department
stating our intent in regards to the bank of dirt screening the dump.

Mr. ILeet reported that since discontinuing garbage pickup for people living
outside of town, he has been receiving numerous complaints. He felt this should
not have been done in the beginning. The Sanitation Committee feels that garbage
should only be collected from town residents and unless there was some objection
by other members of the council, the committee would continue on this basis.
There were no objections.

Mr. Leet reported that there has already been some expense on the garbage
truck and that it is Mr. Herring's and others in the Garbage Departments opinion
that the truck is in bad shape and will not hold up under the increased load.

Mr, Herring is getting prices from several other dealers. This matter was tabled
until further information is obtained.

Mr. Dean brought to the council's attention that Mrs. John Fridley and Mrs.
Arthur Shifflett both of Fourth Street are having some parking problems between
them. Both ladies operate Beauty Shops and want parking restricted for their use.
Mr. Dean stated he was not sure what the solution should be but that Mr. Herring
had suggested asking the ladies to try to settle the problem among themselves.
This matter was turned over to the Street Committee.

Mr. Dean reported that Mr. Herbert L. Baugher had been to see him in regards
to the parking on Wirt Avenue. For several years the Town has had a lease with
The Elkton Improvement Company for lots 6,7,8,9,10,11,12,13, and 14, Block 14,
Section 1 on Wirt Avenue for parking at a cost of $65.00 annually. A mistake
was made by the Town when putting gravel on the lots and the gravel was placed
on Mr. Baugher's lots rather than the ones we have been leasing. Mr. Baugher
feels he should be receiving the money for leasing the lots. The Street Committee
was asked to study this and have recommendations for the next meeting.

Mr. Herbert I. Baugher also wanted to know what kind of agreement, if any,
the Town has on the water lines through the old Gable's Property which he now
owns. Mayor Garber and several of the veteran councilmen said they were sure
there was an agreement with the Methodist Conference when they owned the land.
Mayor Garber said he would check with Mr. Bill Wharton to see if he would have
a copy of this agreement.
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Mr. Dean reported that West Rockingham Street is being heavily congested
with out of town parkers and felt something is going to have to be done about
this situation. This problem was turned over to the Street Committee to have
recommendations for the next meeting.

Mr. Welty Hensley was present to represent the Farmers & Merchants Bank
in regards to the sidewalk in front of their property.

Mayor Garber read a letter from Mr. Todd, President of the Farmers &
Merchants Bank, in which he stated that Mr. Hensley and Mr. Liskey had informed
him that it was a policy of the Town to share one-half of the cost of constructing
new sidewalks. He stated that he had now been informed that the Town of Elkton
is only willing to remove the o0ld sidewalk and is not willing to share in any
other expense. He felt that the $3,100.00 figure from J. S. Mathers to construct
the sidewalk is excessive and the bank is now contacting other contractors as
to the price of the sidewalk construction and Mr. Todd stated that he feels that
because of the Town's policy concerning the construction of sidewalks the Town
should share one-half of the cost.

Mr. Hensley stated that when the sidewalk matter first came up, he talked
with Mr. Davis and Mr. Liskey and it was agreed on a 50-50 basis. Mr. Liskey
had felt the town forces could put the walk in at an approximate cost of
$1,200.00. He stated that he has since talked to J. S. Mathers about their bid
and they may be able to reduce their figure and he also talked to another con-
tractor who could do the job for $1,500.00. It was figured it would take
another $600.00 to remove the old sidewalk. No action was taken but the council
felt they could possibly go along with $2,100.00 total cost but this would be
the maximum they could consider.

The council agreed to listen to Mr. L. P. Hale, Mr. Randall Holland, Mr.
James King and Mr. George Williams in regards to their problem with the church
they are building on the ocrner of Fairfax and Sixth. Mr. Herring has stopped
them working on the church as it is not laid off according to the sketch on the
Building Permit. The council was in sympathy with Mr. Hale and his group but
explained that they do not have the power to help them. Mr. Davis explained
he felt Mr. Hale had three choices, get Mr. Herring to change his mind, apply
for a new building permit or appeal to the Board of Zoning Appeals.

Mr., Dean asked the council to be considering the problem of water running
off of North Street on to other people's property. Mr. Dean stated that patch
work is not going to help but that this is going to require pipe to carry the
water off.

As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned.

Mr. Alan R. Thompson opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. A, R. Thompson and carried to
approve the minutes of the regular meeting February 12, 1973 as corrected.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean and carried to approve
the minutes of the special meeting March 1, 1973,

Mr. Arthur Shifflett and Mr. and Mrs. John Fridley of Fourth Street were
present to discuss the parking situation in front of their homes. This was
deferred until later in the meeting.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to
approve the Finance Report for the month of February.

Mr. A. R. Thompson presented a quote from Dodson Brosg. Exterminating for
$442.00 to eliminate the pigeons at the Municipal Building. It was felt this
was rather high and Mrg. Leap was asked to try to get another quote from some
other company.

Mr. Thompson stated that it would be necessary to decide from which fund
the money for leveling the dump would be taken. As Mr. Davis was absent, no
action was taken on this matter.

Mr. Thompson stated that he would not request any action on purchase orders
at this time. He also reported that due to fuel shortage nothing can be done
in regards to the suggestion from the auditors to purchase our fuel oil in bulk.

Mr. Thompson reported that he had contacted Berlin Eye in regards to the
leak in the library, but Mr. Eye has not been able to check the situation yet.

Mr. H. A. Leet reported that there could not be a Second Reading on the
leveling of the dump due to the absence of Mr. Davis,

Mr. Leet reported that the Sanitation Committee has bids from two companies
but would like to get another bid before making any decision on a new garbage
truck. He felt it might be necessary to have a special meeting to act on these
bids as some have dates by which the bid would have to be accepted in order
to get the reduced price.

Mr. Leet reported that he had checked the ordinances in regards to heights
of signs and could not find anything restricting the hi-rise signs.

Mr. Leet reported that the Recreation Department had sponsored a Dribble
and Shoot contest last Saturday and that there would be a Ping Pong Tournament
this Saturday.

Mr. Herring requested the council consider revising the ordinance pertaining
to keeping lots mowed in the town as he feels the present ordinance is hard to
enforce. This matter was turned over to the Ordinance Committee.

There was a discussion with Mr. and Mrs. John Fridley and Mr. Arthur
Shifflett in regards to their parking problems on Fourth Street which they
had been unable to dissolve between them. After considerable discussion,
Mr. Hillsman pointed out that Section 17-6 of the Town Code delegates the
authority to regulate the operation and parking of vehicles within the corporate
limits to the Chief of Police. This matter was turned over to Chief Hammer.

Mr. Dean reported that all three of the "Welcome to Elkton" signs have
been painted and repaired. He £felt there should be one more sign erected on
Route 33 West. Mr. Jeddie Hensley will make an 8 x 16 sign to place on
Route 33 West at a cost of $287.00. Mr. Dean stated it would also be necessary
to find some area to erect the sign that it could be seen from the highway.
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This matter will be studied further and recommendations will be brought back
at the next meeting.

There was some discussion on the parking problem on West Rockingham
Street. It was felt that possibly one of three things could be done to
correct this problem. One was "Two Hour" parking signs be erected, two was
"Four Hour" parking signs and three was "Residential Parking Only". This
matter was turned over to Chief Hammer.

Mr. Fridley stated that he would like to object to the Town placing a
"Welcome to Elkton" sign at the end of Marshall Avenue behind his house
before the council takes action on this matter.

Mr. Dean explained to the council that the Town had placed gravel on land
belonging to Mr. Herbert L. Baugher rather than on the lots which they are
leasing from the Elkton Improving Company by mistake and that Mr. Baugher feels
that if people are going to continue to park on his land he should be receiving
the rent for a parking area from the Town. Mr. Baugher's offer to rent his
land is $25.00 a month or $300.00 annually. This matter was tabled for further
study and the council told Mr. Baugher they would give him an answer within
two weeks.

Mr. Ageon reported that it was going to be necessary to do some tree
trimming on Route 33 and 340 and that due to the red tape involved plus some
danger he did not feel the Town could do this themselves. He has contacted
Rockingham Construction Company for prices to do this job.

Mr. Adgeon also reported that due to the installation of improper equipment
at the well and North Avenue pumping station there had been some problems and
it would be necessary to make the needed corrections.

Mr., H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean and carried to make
the needed adjustments at the North Avenue Pumping Station and the Well at
a maximum cost of $500.00 and this will be charged to the Water and Sewer
Departments.

Mr. Herring reported that he has been having some problems with people
living outside the corporate limits bringing their trash and leaving it at
the home of friends or relatives for the Town to pick up. He has stopped the
ones he knows about and where the people complaining have been willing to
act as witnesses but in the areas where those complaining are not willing to
be a witness, he does not know what to do about the problem. There was some
discussion but no decision was made as to how to correct the problem.

Mr. Herring reported that Mr. Garland Davis's property on North Avenue
is partially in town and partially out, and wanted to know what should be
done about garbage collection. The council instructed Mr. Herring to check
to see if the corporation line takes in any part of his house and if so to
give him a garbage pick up, but if not we would not be able to pick up the
garbage.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to
accept Patrolman Thomas R. Painter's resignation effective March 14, 1973.
Mr. Painter resigned to accept another position.

Mayor Garber reported that he had had a long discussion with Mr. Herring
and that Mr. Herring had stated that with all the other work he has to do he
would like to be relieved of his position as Acting Superintendent. Mayor
Garber stated that he has written ads to be placed in the local papers for
a Town Superintendent. There was some discussion as to whether the duties
of Town Superintendent should be increased to include duties of a Town Manager
or going to a Town Manager type government which would require a change in
the Town charter. It was also brought to the council's attention by Mr. Herring
and Mr. Ageon that there was a need for extra help.

Mr, H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean and carried to give
Mr. Herring and Mr. Ageon permission to hire a man for the Maintenance Depart-
ment to help in all areas where needed.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to set
the starting salary for this position at $2.10 an hour.

Mayor Garber reported that he had written to the State Department of
Highways in regards to removing the bank around the dump but had not received
a reply.
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Mayor Garber reported that he had written the State Health Department in
regards to the water situation at Leroy Kite's chicken houses. He had teld the
Health Department that as Mr. Kite's chicken houses are out ot town, he did
not feel that we were involved in any way. Mr. Herring stated that he felt
we would be responsible as there was a possibility that the town system could
be contaminated under unusual circumstances if Mr. Kite does not meet the
State Health Department specifications.

Mayor Garber reported that he had received a call from Mr. Jim Moyers
and that our financial aid for flood damage had been approved except for
$500.00 for a flood gate. Mayor Garber stated that there were some reports
which Mr. Moyers has not received and will be necessary before payment can
be made. Mr. Workman stated that he had mailed the required papers but would
make copies and mail them again.

Mayor Garber reported that he had been contacted by Mr. Price in regards
to the building code which requires each locality by September lst. to have
a building inspector to inspect buildings periodically. It has been suggested
that possibly the towns may want to go in with the county. This was turned
over to Mr., Hillsman.

A letter from Mr. Roy E. Davis, President of the Elkton Parent-Teacher
Association, was read which contained the following resolution passed by the
PTA February 19, 1973:

"Whereas recent developments have caused considerable
discussion regarding parking at the Elkton Elementary
School, and since the solution of this matter rests
with the Elkton Town Council, the P.T.A. would like
to ask the Town Council to give consideration to
solutions which would be as favorable as possible

to the faculty at Elkton Elementary School".

Mayor Garber reported on a letter from the Virginia Municipal League
stating that the league has been notified by the Office of Revenue Sharing
that the U. S. Treasury Department will recompute the Federal Revenue Sharing
allotments for Virginia's localities. The reason is because the original
calculations did not allow for the fact that Virginia had dependent school
districts. This means that since monies for school expenditures are drawn
from general fund revenues, it is not always clear what proportion of locally
raised taxes are allocated to education. It is understood that Virginia's
total share was correctly computed. This means that the recomputation of
the local entitlements will result in some locality shares being increased
while others will decrease. The adjustments will most likely be made in
the revenue sharing checks due in April.

Mayor Garber reported that he had a letter announcing that Virginia's
first Conference on Public Transportation will be held on March 28th. at the
John Marshall Hotel in Richmond, Virginia.

A letter from the Daily News-Record was read in which they requested
notice in advance of each of the council's special meetings, and asked that
their letter be treated as a continuing request for notice of all special
meetings, including informal gatherings work sessions and similar events.

Mayor Garber reported that he had received a notice that the State Water
Control Board will convene a series of hearings for the purpose of receiving
testimony as to whether or not the Board should amend present water quality
standards. A copy of this notice which contains the admendments proposed
for adoption and a list of the scheduled hearings is on file in the Treasurer's
office.

Mr. Workman reported that there will be an electric meeting April 4th.
and 5th. which he plans to attend.

Mr. Herbert L. Baugher asked the council if there was any ordinance which
would prohibit his putting some calves on his property behind his house as he
would like permission to do so. Mr. Baugher was told that they knew of no
ordinances which would keep him from doing this,

Mr. Herbert L. Baugher also stated an interest in allowing overnight
campers to park on his lots near the river. This matter was tabled for further
study.
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As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned.

March 29, 1973

A special meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held March 29, 1973 at
8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor Edward F. Garber presiding.
The following council members were present: Mr. R. E. Davis, Mr. R. R. Dean,
Mr. H. A. Leet, Mr. W. H. McGahey, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A, Workman.
Mr. Homer Ageon and Mr. William Herring, Acting Superintendents, Mr. Noah Helsley,
Town Sergeant, Mr. Marvin Hillsman, Town Attorney and Mrs. Norma R. Leap, Clerk
were also present.

Mayor Garber opened the meeting with prayer.

Mayor Garber reported that Mr. Frank Evans of the State Highway Department
called him Tuesday in regards to the dump. The town can level the dump and use
the bank of dirt screening the dump, provided the Town discontinue the use of
the dump and reseed the area.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. H. A, Workman and carried to approve
the Second Reading to accept the low bid by Monger Brothers Contractors to do
the dump work at $9,152.80 or on a time basis whichever is cheaper.

The dump will close March 31, 1973.

There was some discussion on Mr. Herbert L. Baughers offer in regards to
a parking lot. It was felt that $25.00 a month or $300.00 annually was
excessive.

Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson to improve the lots
now under contract with the Elkton Improvement Company and if the use of the
lots indicates the need for extra lighting this can be done later. There was
some discussion on the motion and Mr. R. R. Dean offered the town the use of
his lots on Spotswood Avenue across from the Municipal Building until such
time as he would have a buyer for this land. Mr. Davis and Mr. Thompson
withdrew the motion and second.

Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to enter
into a verbal agreement with Mr. & Mrs. R. R. Dean on their land across £from
the Municipal Building on Spotswood Avenue, to improve same for a parking lot.
This agreement can be terminated with a thirty (30) day notice.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to
continue our lease with the Elkton Improvement Company for the lots on Wirt
Avenue.

There was a discussion on the fact that there is nothing in the ordinance
which prohibits cattle in town. Mr. Dan Goodson, Mr. and Mrs. Bill Holt, Mrs.
Linda Life and Mrs. Linda Stevens were present to voice their objections to
Mr. Herbert L. Baugher being allowed to have cattle in their area. Mr. Garber
had also received a letter from Carl Schumacher in which Mr. Schumacher stated
he could not see where permitting landowners to keep cows would create any
less of an ordor, fly or noise problem than would horses, mules or donkeys,
all of which are prohibited in the ordinance. He continued to say that several
years ago the council passed an ordinance prohibiting chickens from being
kept in town and it seems that in an effort to be equitable the council might
consider an all encompassing ordinance about livestock.

Mr, H. A, Leet moved to amend Sec. 5-1 to include cattle. After some
discussion Mr. Hillsman was asked to try to work up an ordinance in regards
to prohibiting cattle to be acted on later in the meeting.

The citizens present were also interested in whether Mr. Baugher had
applied for overnight campers and a building permit for an apartment house.

The council informed them that the Zoning Ordinance would prohibit campers
but that apartment houses are permissable.

Mr. Goodson inquired as to the councils plans in regards to opening ILee
Avenue where it deadends at "F". The council stated that there are no plans
at present to do this.

There was some discussion in regards to keeping lots clean and the
ordinances pertaining to this. '

Mr. Leet stated he felt it would be wise to look toward a bigger truck and
recommended the 27 cu. yd. from Truxmore Industries, Inc.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried unanimously
to the approve the First Reading to accept the bid from Truxmore Industries, Inc.
for $15,500.00 for the Int. Harvester 27 cu. yd. Truxmore Pakker.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to change
Mr. Leets previous motion on Sec. 5-1 to alter Section 5-1 as printed below and
the Council of the Town of Elkton, Virginia hereby declares an emergency to
exist and this ordinance shall be in full force and effective from this 29th.
day of March, 1973:

Sec. 5-1 Keeping horses, mules, donkeys, ponies, goats, hogs, livestock
and cattle.

It shall be unlawful for any person to keep a horse, mule, donkey
or pony in the town; provided, however, that this section shall not
apply to the owner or custodian of any such animal who had such animal
in the town on or before November 1, 1960, but in the event such animal
is not maintained within the town for a period of thirty days, then
this section shall also be applicable to such owner or custodian.

It shall be unlawful for any person to keep cattle, goats, hogs
or livestock of any nature in Town; provided, however, that this
provision shall not apply to the owner or custodian of any such
animal who had such animal in Town on or before March 29, 1973, but
in the event such animal is not maintained within Town for a period
of thirty days, then this provision shall also be applicable to such
owner or custodian.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A, Leet and carried to repeal
Section 5-3 and the Council of the Town of Elkton, Virginia hereby declares
an emergency to exist and this ordinance shall be in full force and effective
from this 29th. day of March, 1973.

Mr. Ageon explained to the council that Mr. John Huddle had been on
Residential Electric Heat Rate since February 16, 1970 but is still not completely
electric and that effective January 16th. billing he had been taken off the
electric heat rate. Mr. Huddle had talked both to Mr. Ageon and Mr. Workman
and felt he should have been given thirty days notice. Mr. Ageon felt Mr.

Huddle had been given ample time to complete his installation of all electric.
The council agreed with Mr. Ageon that Mr. Huddle would have to be totally
electric before he can be put on the Residential Electric Heat Rate.

Mayor Garber reported that he had received a reply to his letter to the
State Department of Health in regards tothe chicken houses at Leroy Kite's.
The letter stated that the purveyors of water for public use is responsible
for the system down to the last faucet attached to the water supply line,
and that it is the responsibility of the locality to insure that the public
water supply system does not become contaiminated. The letter further stated
that as owner and operator of a public water supply the Town has a responsibility
under the Code of Virginia, Title 62.1, Chapter 4, Section 62.1-53, to make
the ordered changes in their system as per the letter from the State Health
Department February 12, 1973,

Mr. Herring was asked to check into this situation and report back to
the Mayor.

Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to go into
Executive Session to discuss two applications received for Town Superintendent.

There was a discussion on the two applications received by Mayor Garber.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to go
back into Regular Session.

As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held April 9, 1973 at
8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor Edward F. Garber presiding. The
following council members were present: Mr. R. E. Davis, Mr. R. R. Dean, Mr.
H. A. Leet, Mr. W. H. McGahey, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman. Mr.
Homer Ageon and Mr. William Herring, Acting Superintendents, Mr. Charles Hammer,
Chief of Police, Mr. Marvin Hillsman, Town Attorney and Mrs. Norma R. Leap, Clerk
were also present.

Mr. R. R. Dean opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carrxied to approve
the minutes of the regqgular meeting March 12, 1973.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean and carried to approve
the minutes of the special meeting March 29, 1973 as corrected.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to approve
the Finanaee-Report for the month of March.

Mr. Hammer presented a letter of resignation from Officer Kibler effective
April 15, 1973.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to accept
Allen J. Kibler's resignation effective April 15, 1973.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to increase
Chief Hammer's salary $300.00 a year as agreed in terms of employment.

Mr. McGahey asked what is being done about those who have not paid their
Business License. Mr. Workman suggested that no action be taken until after the
Finance -COmmittee meets next week and they will have suggestions as to what action
to take after their meeting.

Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to appropriate
a maximum of $300.00 to cover a water line which was exposed during the high water
with cement.

Mr. Workman reported that he attended a Municipal Electric Association Meeting
in Bristol last week and it was a very good meeting. He plans to mimeograph a
report of the meeting for each councilmen.

Mr. Ageon and Mr. Herring both reported that the town needs to purchase a
chipper as it was proving too expensive to haul all the brush to the county landfill.
Mr. Herring gave a report on the following gquotes he had received:

Shaffer Equipment $4,575.00 (This price good thru Dec. only,
do not have current price.)
Tidy Corporation $4,100.00
$4,350.00

$4,650.00 (The difference in price is due
to size timber each will take care of)

This matter was deferred until the next meeting and Mr. Herring was asked to
check to see if any of the dealers will give demonstrations.

Mr. Dean reported that the Tastee Freez would like to extend the sidewalk on
Spotswood Avenue to the corner of Stuart Avenue. He stated that he and Mr. Workman
had indicated that the town would probably go 50-50 on the sidewalk but had asked
for an estimated cost before they could make a final committment.

There was some discussion on the present ordinance covering sidewalks.

Mr. Dean reported that Mr. H. L. Baugher does not wish to allow the town to
place a sign on his property so the town will have to look for another location
to place the new "Welcome to Elkton" sign.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to approve the
Second Reading to accept the bid from Truxmore Industries, Inc. for $15,500.00 for
the International Harvester 27 cu. yd. Truxmore Pakker.

Mr. Leet reported that Monger Brothers are well along on covering the dump

but he does not know the final cost of this project as yet.
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Mr. Leet reported that the Recreation Commission had held the planned Ping
Pong tournament and approximately sixty people participated.

Mr. Thompson reported that the money for covering the dump by Monger Brothers
will be paid out of the General Fund. The Finance Committee will discuss paying
for the new garbage truck at their committee meeting next week.

Mr. Thompson reported that he did not have another bid on controlling the
pigeons as yet.

Mr. Thompson reported that the town had received another revenue sharing
check in the amount of $4,502.00.

Mr. Dean had a letter from Mr. J. G. Ripley, State Urban Engineer of the
Department of Highways informing the town that the 1973 General Assembly had
amended Section 33.1~80 of the 1970 Code of Virginia to establish a fixed rate
of $1,600 per mile per year for maintenance to towns under 3,500 population that
maintain their streets effective April 1, 1973. Towns receiving funds will be
required to make quarterly reports accounting for all expenditures and certifing
that none of the money received has been expended for other than the maintenance,
improvement, construction or reconstruction of the streets in such town and it
will be necessary that sufficient reocrds be kept for an audit of these expendi-
tures. A supply of forms for the quarterly reports were also received.

Mayor Garber reported on a special letter he had received from the Virginia
Municipal League with information on the Distribution of ABC Funds, Conference on
Public Transportation, Water Quality Standards, etc. which will be placed on
file in the Treasurer's Office for those interested in reading the entire report.

Mayor Garber reported on a letter from Mr. John E. Zigler, Principal, Elkton
Elementary School in which Mr. Zigler expressed his concern about some conditions
that exist which require council action and approval. To fully explain these
existing conditions and need for change, Mr. Zigler asked to meet with the council
or appropriate committee and stated that he felt the committee should cobserve
the condition in normal operation. The matters he wished to discuss are: traffic
flow and pattern, parking and widening of sidewalks. This matter was turned over
to the Public Safety and Street Committees.

A letter from W. J. Osborne, Resident Engineer, Department of Highways was
read in which Mr. Osborne advised that the Department has no objections to the
removal of the earth dike adjacent to Route 33 in the Town of Elkton as the need
for screening no longer exists due to the closing of the town dump. The approval
is conditioned on the fact that the area be properly graded, top-soiled, seeded,
revegetated and reclaimed.

A letter from E. W. Davis, Fire Chief, Elkton Volunteer Fire Company, was
read informing the town that a preliminary fire inspection was made February
26, 1973 at 101 M. Street and Mr. Charles Hawkins was informed of the discrepancies
which were found. On March 28, 1973 the same building was re-inspected and found
all items pointed out and listed in the letter had been corrected.

Mayor Garber reported on a letter received from Mr. Robert S. Gay, Rates
Manager, VEPCO in regards to sending a copy of their monthly memorandum which
will advise of the fossil fuel adjustment factor to be applied to bills of their
resale customers. They plan to begin this practice after they receive an order
from the Federal Power Commission.

Mayor Garber reported on a letter received from the Virginia Municipal
League in which they stated their plans to publish a report of dog control
provisions in Virginia Municipalities and asked that the questions listed on
an attached sheet be answered and returned to the League. Mayor Garber completed
the questions and returned them to the League.

As there was no further business, Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr.
W. H. McGahey and carried to adjourn.

The following council members were present: Mr. R. R. Dean, Mr. H. A. Leet,
Mr. W. H. McGahey, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman. Mr. Roy E. Davis
was absent. Mr. Homer Ageon and Mr. William Herring, Acting Superintendents,
Mr. Noah Helsley, Town Sergeant, Mr. Marvin Hillsman, Town Attorney and Mrs.
Norma R. Leap, Clerk were also present.

Mr. Thompson opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting April 9, 1973.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to
approve the Finance Report for the month of April.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey to appropriate
$1031.45 for work done by Dean Lumber Company at the Police Station. Mr.
Hillsman pointed out that this was a conflict of interest. Mr. Dean offered
to donate the work rather than be involved in a conflict of interest. The
motion was withdrawn and the matter tabled.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to
approve the First Reading to appropriate $15,500.00 from the Revenue Sharing
Account to pay for the new garbage truck.

Mr. Leet reported that the work at the dump has been completed except for
fertilizing and seeding at a total cost of $9,152.80. He also reported that this
is Clean Up Week.

Mr. Leet presented a proposed ordinance change in Sec. 26-16 which would be
amended to read as follows:

Sec. 26-16. Schedule for the collection of and charges for hauling
garbage, etc.

The schedule for collection of garbage, trash, refuse and other
similar matter shall be as follows:

(a) Commercial or business areas: On Monday and Thursday of each week.
(b) Residential area: On Friday of each week.

(¢) Starting July 1, 1973 the following charge per month will be
assessed for the collection and hauling of garbage, trash, etc.

Residences

$1.50 where generally no more than 2 containers per week.

$2.50 where generally more than 2 but no more than 5 containers per week.
$5.00 where generally more than 5 containers per week.

Businesses

For purposes of garbage collection the businesses shall be

classified and charged by size based on the approximate time

required to collect and load their garbage.

$5.00 small business generally requiring no more than 5 minutes

per pick up.

$10.00 medium business generally requiring no more than 15 minutes
per pick up.

$25.00 large business generally requiring more than 15 minutes per
pick up.

The town superintendent shall determine the charges to individuals
and businesses based on past experience. He may change these classifications
over periods of time if the guantity or arrangement of the pick up warrants
it.
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(d) Trash requiring special handling primarily because of regulations

at the land fill are as follows: (1) Concrete chunks, large rocks, old
stoves, furnances, metal pipe, etc; (2) Tree limbs and trunks over 3
inches in diameter but not to exceed 8 feet in length; (3) Stumps: (4)

Other large and heavy solid objects.

These items will be picked up normally on the third Wednesday of
each month upon notification by individuals to the town office. A
minimum charge of $1.00 will be made for each pick up. Where the quantity
is large an additional charge will be determined by the superintendent.

(e) Items not allowed by the land fill will not be picked up.
Some of these items are as follows: hazardous materials such as poisons,
acids, explosives, etc.; dead animals or parts there of; tree trimings
over 3 inches in diameter and more than 8 feet long.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean and carried to have a Public
Hearing, May 29, 1973 on the proposed amendment ordinance Sec. 26-16 to include a
charge for picking up garbage, trash, refuse and other matter.

Mr. Leet reported that Mr. Herring had been approached by Mr. Celdon Kite in
regards to draining the water in Memorial Park and had indicated they would grant
the town an easement across their land to drain the area. Monger Brothers has
unofficially been contacted to give an estimate on the cost of this project.

Mr. Dean reported that he has not received any prices on the sidewalk at
the Tastee Freez as yvet. He also reported that he had been contacted by several
residents on East Rockingham Street who would like the town to limit parking to
one side on E. Rockingham Street from Stuart Avenue to Jackson Avenue.

Mr. R. R. Dean moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to limit
parking to one side only on East Rockingham Street from Stuart Avenue to Jackson
Avenue with the choice of side left to the Police Department.

Mr. R. R. Dean presented quotes from the Elkton Paving, Inc. on paving
fifteen streets at a total cost of $23,076.00.

Mr. R. R. Dean moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to approve
the First Reading to appropriate $13,261.00 to have the Elkton Paving Company pave
the following streets with plant mix:

Mr. Dean presented a request from Mr. Ziegler, Principal of the Elkton
Elementary School, asking the town to share half of the cost of widening the present
sidewalk in front of the elementary school and constructing of a new sidewalk from
the present sidewalk west to near Terrace Ave.

Mr. Ageon reported that Mr. Herring and him feel the Town should purchase
a chipper and that after reviewing the different chippers they feel the Wayne
Chipper from Shaffer Equipment Company at a cost of $5100.00 would be the best one
to purchase.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to
approve the First Reading to purchase a Wayne Chipper from Shaffer Equipment
Company at a cost of $5100.00 to be paid from the Revenue Sharing Account.

Mr. Workman reported on tree trimming and that we have received the first
electric bill from VEPCO with the new rate increase and retro-active charge.
He also reported that he has received rate schedules from different municipalities
and a decision will have to be made on what needs to be done in regards to our
electric rates.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to hire
George R. Jarels at $6,200.00 a year, Roy G. Farmer at $6,400.00 a year, and
Joseph T. Neylon at $6,400.00 a year as patrolmen in the Elkton Police Department
on a ninety day probation period.

Mayor Garber read the following bids on the 1971 Plymouth police car:

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to
accept the bid of $1,250.00 by Kenneth D. Taylor for the 1971 Plymouth police
car.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean and carried to appropriate
$499.00 for transformers.

Mayor Garber reported on a copy of a letter to the clerk of the Circuit
Court of Rockingham County he had received advising that the term of Mr. S. P.
H. Flick as a member of the Board of Zoning Appeals of the Town of Elkton expired
March 19, 1973 and that Mr. Flick will not consider reappointment for another
term. The Board went on record as recommending Mr. Beverly Wolfe as a candidate
to f£ill this vacancy. It was the council's opinion that as Mr. Wolfe is a
member of the Elkton Planning Commission they should appoint someone else on
the Board of Zoning Appeals. This matter was tabled until the next meeting.
The councilmen were asked to submit their suggestions of someone to f£ill this
vacancy.

Mayor Garber reported on a letter from the Virginia Municipal League in
regards to the Uniform State Building Code, training sessions, etc. which he
was placing on file in the Treasurer's office.

Mayor Garber reported on a letter from the State Water Control Board notifing
the Town of a hearing at 10:00 A.M., June 7, 1973 in the Meeting Room, 4010 West
Broad Street, Richmond, Va. for the purpose of receiving testimony relative to
the Boards adoption of a "Priority System for Determination of Construction Grant
Recipients, Water Quality Management Plan Completion and Issuance of Discharge
Permits; and Rules of Procedure for Submittal and Approval of Applications for
Federal and State Construction Grants."

Mayor Garber read a letter from Mr. and Mrs. Berkeley Brooks in reference
to the Town Ordinance Sec. 26-6 Storage of trash, etc. and Sec. 26-15 Removal
of containers, etc. They brought to the councils attention that there are containers
remaining on the street on Clark Avenue at all times and requested the council to
act on this matter. The council decided to publish Sec. 26-15 to remind people
of their obligations to remove their trash cans from the streets within a certain
period of time.

Mayor Garber reported that there would be a joint committee meeting of all
councilmen to discuss the hiring of a Town Superintendent.

As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned.

PUBLIC HEARING
May 29, 1973

A public hearing was held May 29, 1973 at 8:00 P.M. in the council chambers
with Mayor Edward F. Garber presiding. The following council members were present:
Mr. R. R. Dean, Mr, H. A. Ieet, Mr. W. H. McGahey, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H.

A. Workman. Mr. R. E. Davis was absent. Mr. Homer Ageon and Mr. William Herring,
Acting Superintendents, Mr. Marvin Hillsman, Town Attorney and Mrs. Norma R. Leap,
Clerk were also present.

Mayor Garber opened the meeting with prayer.

The following town citizens were present: My, Lurty Baugher, Mr. Joseph
Early, Mr. Ralph Hutton, Mrs. Juanita Jenkins, Miss Diane Jenkins, Mr. Chancelor
Lough, Mr. Maurice Lough, Mr. Carl Schumacher, Mr. and Mrs. Frank Shomo and Mr.
Lloyd Winegard. A representative from the Daily News Record was present along
with Rev. Charles Kindred, who lives outside the corporate limits and Mr. Kindred's
father.

Mr. Leet read the proposed amended ordinance which the Ordinance Committee
had drawn up at the request of the council to amend the present Sec. 26~16 to
include a charge for picking up garbage, trash, refuse and other matter. Mr. Leet
explained that the cost of handling garbage has steadily increased over the past
three years and since we have been required to close our dump and take all garbage
and trash to the county landfill there has been an even greater increase in cost.
The council feels that with such an increase it has become necessary to start charging
a fee for garbage collection.

Mr. Maurice Lough expressed concern over whether the ordinance as written will
be enforceable. He also felt it left a lot to the discretion of the Superintendent
and it made no provisions for billing, collection, etc. He raised the question
as to whether the Garbage Department needs the expected $20,000.00 increase which
is anticipated from the collection fees.

Mrs. Juanita Jenkins raised the question of the older citizens on fixed incomes
and how they were going to be able to afford all these increases in cost of living.
She also wanted to know what would be done about people ocutside of town placing
their trash in trash cans within town without the owners knowing it. Her daughter
questioned the council as to whether you would be assessed a collection fee if you
hauled your own garbage to the landfill.

Mr. Ralph Hutton stated that he had been the only citizen to attend the Public
Hearing on the Budget in the fall and had pointed out to the council at that time
that the budget did not include anything to cover the cost of going in with the
county on the landfill. He felt the proposed ordinance had too many gaps and that
a collection fee was not necessary. He further stated that if the town would use
the sources available such as passing the electric increases from VEPCO on to the
consumers, taxing school property and policing the town only rather than surrounding
counties they would not need a garbage collection fee. Mr. Hutton asked that a
breakdown of what is needed in the garbage department budget be given the public.

Mr. Joseph Early felt that $5.00 for small businesses was excessive as for
example in his business there would only be a small bag of trash per week.

Mr. Frank Shomo and Mr. Chancelor Lough both felt the purposed rates to be
unreasonable and questioned whether they were necessary. Mr. Lough also ask why
the council did not publish a more detailed account of the budget needs.

Rev. Kindred asked the town to consider picking up garbage outside of town for
those people on town water, sewer and electric as they would be more than willing
to pay for this service.

Mr, Hillsman stated that he had not drawn up the ordinance but he felt the
ordinance as written was enforceable and Mayor Garber explained that the ordinance
had been modeled after Harrisonburg's present ordinance. The council discussed
and answered questions on the ordinance.

Mr. A. R. Thompson gave a brief report on the Revenue Sharing.

As there was no further business Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr.
R. R. Dean and carried to adjourn.

Mayor Garber assured Mrs. Brooks that the
council would take care of this problem and would have Chief Hammer inform those
in violation of the ordinance prohibiting the containers remaining on the streets
at all times to remove them.

Mayor Garber explained that no action could be taken on Second Readings
due to the absence of Mr. Thompson.

A memo from the Rockingham County Board of Supervisors listing the portions
of capital outlay expenditures on the landfill to be assumed by each town was
presented. Elkton's portion is $3,480.00.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to approve
the First Reading to pay the $3,480.00 which is our share of the capital outlay
expenditures on the county landfill.

The first billing for Elkton's share of the operational cost at the County
Landfill from December 1, 1972 thru May 31, 1973 in the amount of $820.75 was
presented.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to approve
the First Reading to pay the $820.75 which is our share of the Operational Cost
of the County Landfill from December 1, 1972 thru May 31, 1973.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to recommend
Mr. Calvin Jackson Davis be appointed to the Board of Zoning Appeals to f£ill the
vacancy left by Mr. S. P. H. Flick who would not consider reappointment.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to table
the proposed ordinance change to Sec. 26-16 for further study.

Mr. McGahey presented a request on behalf of the Elkton Volunteer Fire Co.
for the Mayor and Councilmen to take part in the Fireman's Parade on Thursday
evening.

Mr. McGahey reported that Joseph T. Neylon had resigned as a patrolman in
the Police Department.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to hire
Thomas Roland Phibbs at an annual salary of $6400.00 on a ninety day probation
period.

Mr. W. H. McGahey stated that he felt the council should go for a Town
Manager type government and for a Town Manager. Mr. Davis supported Mr. McGahey's
feelings that the town needs a Town Manager. He also stated he felt Mr. Ageon
and Mr. Herring had been doing a good job and should be compensated for their
extra work the past six months.

Mr. Workman reported that there will be a F.P.C. hearing June 26, 1973 in
regards to VEPCO.

Mr. Ageon reported that he and Mr. Herring would like to raise Stephen
Hensley's salary $.15 an hour after his ninety day probation period is over.
It was reported that William Floyd Shifflett had been hired to replace Mr. Zean
shifflett who retired. Mr. William Shifflett had been employed at $2.10 an
hour and Mr. Herring and Mr. Ageon would also like to increase him $.15 an hour
after his ninety day probation period is over.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to raise
Mr. Stephen Hensley and Mr. William Floyd Shifflett $.15 an hour after their
ninety day probation periods are over.

Mr. W. T. Herring reported that he had replaced the fire hydrant on
Shenandoah Avenue as it had been damaged by a vehicle and he would need to
purchase a new hydrant for stock. Mr. Herring contacted a hydrant dealer and
they will cost $240.91 each and will take 33 weeks to get them.

Mr. Herring requested permission to order 6 new water meters at $38.00
each and 6 cans of sewer cleaner at $28.00 a can. The council told Mr. Herring
these could be taken care of on purchase orders without council action.

Mr. Herring also reported that the Continental Telephone Company would like

the town to move the fire hydrant on the eastern corner of Rockingham Street

and Stuart Avenue and will be willing to go 50-50 on moving it. Mr. Herring
felt it would be to the town's advantage to move this hydrant 225 ft. east

to get it off the street. It would be necessary to replace this with a new
hydrant as the old one does not work and suggested also putting in another

new hydrant on the northern corner of W. Rockingham Street and Stuart Avenue

at the Post Office.

Mr. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean and carried to appropriate
$490.00 to purchase two new fire hydrants for stock.

The decision to move the fire hydrant requested by the telephone company
on a 50-50 basis was left to the Street Committee.

Mr. Herring reported that he will be on vacation next week and Mr. Ageon
reported he will be on vacation beginning August 10, 1973 for two weeks. Mr.
Workman is arranging for a standby while Mr. Ageon is on vacation.

Mr. Buddy Price was to be at this council meeting but couldn't make it
due to a prior committment.

Mayor Garber had received a letter in regards to Mr. Robert ILoughs request
to the county to put in a trailer park on his land adjacent to the town. The
county wants to know if the Town will furnish Mr. ILough water and sewer, would
this be compatible to town zoning laws and is the land subject to flooding.

Mr. Lough was also present to ask the town if they wanted to furnish him
services. He felt a good trailer park would benefit the town. He also would
like to know if the present four inch sewer line coming to his property at this
location on Spotswood Trail could be increased to a six inch line at the owners
expense.

This matter was tabled and tumed over to the water and sewer committee
to study.

As of September 1, 1973 it will be necessary for the town to have a qualified
inspector to inspect buildings, etc. Mr. Moyers has informed Mayor Garber that
the county is going to hire a man and the towns, for a fee, may use his services
if they like. The council felt they would need a firm price before making any
committments. This was tabled until the next meeting.

Mayor Garber turned a Survey of Training Needs in Public Personnel Area
Form from V.P.I. over to Mrs. Leap to complete and return.

Mayor Garber also placed a copy of a 1973 survey of needs for Municipal
wastewater treatment facilities with Mrs. Leap to keep on file in the office.

A letter from the Department of Welfare and Institutions was read in regards
to the routine inspection of our jail. They stated that the conditions of

cleanliness and sanitation was very good.

As there was no further business, Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by
Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to adjourn.

The regular meeting of Elkton Council was held August 13, 1973 at 8:00 P.M.
in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Edward F. Garber presiding. The following
council members were present: Mr. R. E. Davis, Mr. R. R. Dean, Mr. H. A. Leet,
Mr. W. H. McGahey, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman.

Mr. Alan R. Thompson opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting July 9, 1973.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to approve
the Finance Report for the month of July.

Mr. George Wylie of Trans-Video Cable T.V. came before the council to present
what his company has to offer in Cable T.V. Service. He stated that they have
the existing facilities to serve the town on a micro-wave system. He estimated
that they could have Cable T.V. in within a year. He was given a copy of the
town's franchise ordinance to complete and return before the next regular meeting.

There was some discussion on the questions posed by Mr. Buddy Price of the
Rockingham Planning Commission in regards to a request for a trailer park by
Robert Lough on land adjacent to the town. It was felt the council could not
definitely say if Mr. Lough's land is in a flood area. They did not feel any
decision was necessary as to whether the town would furnish water and sewer until
we see if the county gives Mr. Iough a permit for a trailer park and this definitely
is not compatible to town zoning laws. The council decided to wait to see what
the county decides before taking any action.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to adopt a
resolution for Mayor Garber to contract with Rockingham County to furnish inspection
services pursuant to the uniform statewide building code of the State of Virginia.

A form for such agreement dated July 27, 1973 being incorporated into this resolution
by reference.

It was reported that Mr. Osbourne, State Highway Department, had called in
regards to the town granting the necessary permission forms in regards to our facilities
before the State can take over the upkeep of the roads in the Liberty Heights Sub-
division. The council left this to Mr. Herring, with the help of Mr. Hillsman.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to make the
Finance Chairman responsible for the Revenue Sharing reports and information.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean and carried to accept
Thomas Phibbs resignation.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to employ
William H. Traylor, Jr. as a patrolman in the Police Department at an annual salary
of $6,200.00 and on a twelve month probation period.

A letter from Ralph K. Babington was read in regards to the state doing away
with the fee system for J.P.'s and stating he would like to remain in the capacity
as Magistrate for the Town at a salary of $300.00 a month beginning September 1,
1973.

There was some discussion on this new court system. Mr. Hillsman stated that .
J.P.'s can be paid a fee or a salary and the State J.P.'s will remain on the fee
system until 1974.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey to accept R. K. Babington
on a salary basis at $300.00 a month for four months until January 1, 1974. The
motion was defeated. The vote was recorded as follows:

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to give the old
police car radio to the Elkton Fire Company.

Mr. R. E. Davis reported that his Committee has contacted a company in regards
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to sealing leaks and are also working on the new prospect of a water filter at the
well which the town will be able to justify.

Mr. H. A, Workman moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to appropriate
up to $500.00 but not to exceed this amount for two transformers.

Mr. Herring ask the council if they want the sidewalk at the Farmer's & Merchants
bank put in at State Specifications or not. This sidewalk will be a three way
proposition between the Town, Bank and Continental Telephone Company. This was left
to the Street Committee.

Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to authorize the
Street Committee to spend up to $1000.00 on the sidewalk in front of the Farmer's
& Merchants Bank.

Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean and carried to replace the
six inch water line which crosses Elkt Run Creek and was washed out during the flood
at an approximate cost of $1200.00 This will be reimbursed by the Federal Government.

Mr. Herring reported that Mr. A_eon had requested him to ask the council if
they want any vapor lights placed on the parking lot by The Valley Banner. This
was turned over to the Electric Committee.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to place
the chipper under our blanket insurance coverage.

Mr. R. R. Dean reported that he had received a bill from the Montgomery
Construction Company Inc. for the sidewalk at the Tastee Freez. The total cost was
$1163.00. The town's sharxe of this is $581.50. The Tastee Freez also asked the
town to consider sharing the cost of the sidewalk from their building to Silco.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to approve
the First Reading to appropriate $581.50 for one-half the cost of the sidewalk from
the Tastee Freez to Route 340.

The council stated that they are not interested in sharing the cost of the
sidewalk from Tastee Freez to Silco.

Mr., Swortzel requested the town consider a sidewalk in front of his house.
Mr. Herring was asked to get some prices before the next meeting.

Mr. R. R. Dean moved, seconded by Mr, W. H. McGahey and carried to approve
the First Reading to extend the sidewalk in front of the Elkton Elementary School
west on "B" toward Terrace approximately 15 feet.

Mr. H. A. Leet reported that the Garbage Collection load increases steadily.
In the area of recreation, he reported that there is quite an increase of interest
in tennis and possibly they should consider another tennis court. Also work has
started on hauling dirt into Memorial Park to build up the area for the proposed
Senior League Park.

Mr. A. R. Thompson reported that he had received the Planned-Use Reports for
the entitlement period July 1, 1973 to June 30, 1974. It seems we will only receive
$10,756.00 in Revenue Sharing for this period. This report must be filed by
September 14, 1973 and the budgeting of this amount will be included in the planned
special meeting for the regular budget.

Mr. Thompson stated he would like to go into Executive Session after the
completion of the regular business to discuss the budget.

Mayor Garber presented a letter from the Virginia Federation of Humane Societies,
Inc. in regards to an opinion of the Attorney General, dated May 1, 1973, Section
29-199, of the Code of Virginia prohibits dog wardens from selling dogs. They
request that all agencies responsible for carrying out animal control laws confirm
that their local animal wardens are in compliance.

A letter from Bosserman, Alt, James & Stickley asking for authorization to
perform the audit for the Town of Elkton was presented.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to have
Bosserman, Alt, James and Stickley perform the audit for the Town of Elkton for
the fiscal year ended August 31, 1973.

Mayor Garber had a letter from the American Revolution Bi-Centennial Committee
with forms to complete. It will be necessary to find someone to work on this.

Mr. R. B. Hutton was suggested as a good person to work on this project.

Mr., R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to appoint
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Mr. R. B. Hutton to represent the Town in regards to the Bi-Centennial Celebration.
Mayor Garber reported that Mr. Franz of the Harrisonburg Electric Commigsion
has been contacted and he would be willing to come down and help the town review

their electric rates if all the council agrees.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean and carried to have Mr.
Franz come down and help with an electric study.

Mayor Garber reported that the town has been asked to provide sexrvices to
register eighteen year olds through our Treasurer's Office. No action was taken

as most of the council opposed adding this service.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to go into
Executive Session.

There was a discussion on the Budget.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean and carried to go back
into regular session.

Mr. A. R. Thompson read and explained the purposed budget. He pointed out
that the budget as presented was for ten months and shows a deficit of $35,861.00.

Mr. R. E. Davis pointed out that Taxes and Licenses would not be on a ten month
period so this would increase the revenue. He suggested that the budget be gone
over item by item and each department be cut as much as possible.

Mrs. Brooks suggested Business License be increased. Mr. Brooks wanted to
know why the property tax rate was not increased and a garbage collection fee
imposed in order to raise the needed revenue.

It was pointed out that in Public Safety the Warrant Justice fee could be
reduced approximately $1000.00 and the amount budgeted for Blood Tests could be
dropped entirely.

After a lengthly discussion, the budget was deferred.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried unanamiously
to pass a resolution appointing R. K. Babington as Justice of the Peace, Town of
Elkton, Va. to be compensated at the usual and prevailing fees paid to the Justice
of the Peace in Rockingham County of Virginia.

Mr. R. R. Dean moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried unanamiously
to approve the First Reading to amend Section 26-16 to include a Garbage Collection
Fee and read as follows:

Sec. 26-16 Schedule for the collection of and charges for hauling
garbage, etc.

The schedule for collection of garbage, trash, refuse and other
similar matter shall be as follows:

(a) Commercial or business areas: On Monday and Thursday of
each week.

(b) Residential area: On Friday of each week.

(¢) Starting September 1, 1973 the following charge per month
will be assessed for the collection and hauling of garbage,
trash, etc.

Residences
A charge of $1.50 per month will be assessed each household.

Businesses

The businesses will be divided into two (2) categories and
charged as follows:

$5.00 small business generally requiring no more than 5
minutes per pick up.

$15.00 large business generally requiring more than 5
minutes per pick up.

(d) Trash requiring special handling primarily because of
regulations at the land fill are as follows: (1) Concrete
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chunks, large rocks, old stoves, furnances, metal pipe, etc;
(2) Tree limbs and trunks over 3 inches in diameter but

not to exceed 8 feet in length; (3) Stumps; (4) Other

large and heavy solid objects. A charge of 25¢ for automobile
tires and 50¢ for truck tires will be made. These items

will be picked up normally on the third Wednesday of month
upon notification by individuals to the town office.

(e) Items not allowed by the land fill will not be picked up.
Some of these items are as follows: Hazardous materials
such as poisons, acids, explosives, etc; dead animals or
parts there of; tree trimmings over 3 inches in diameter
and more than 8 feet long.

There will be a Special Meeting Tuesday, August 21, 1973 to have the First
Reading on the budget.

There will be a Special Meeting Friday, August 24, 1973 to have the Second
Reading on the budget.

As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned.

The following citizens were present: Mrs. Ruth Brooks, Mr. Richard Brown,
Dr. and Mrs. Downey, Rev. Martin and Mr. Carl Schumacher. Mrs. Charles Hammer,
Mr. William Traylor, Mr. Gamlin of the Daily News Record and Mr. Taylor of The
Valley Banner were also present.

Mr. Wylie of the Harrisonburg Trans-Video, a division of Warner Cable, was
not present in regards to their interest in cable television for Elkton.

Mr. Earl Judy and two other representatives of Iuray Trans-vVideo, Inc. were
present in regards to furnishing cable television for Elkton. Mayor Garber read
the letter he had received from Mr. Judy prior to the meeting in which Mr. Judy
had stated that they had completed the cable system for Woodstock, Virginia and
were in a position to build cable television systems in other communities and
were interested in discussing cable television with our council. Mr. Judy
explained that they were still interested in obtaining the franchise rights in
Elkton. The system would be micro-wave and they would provide the three major
channels (ABC, NBC and CBS), one Independent Channel, one Education Channel and
one Local Time and Weather Channel. Mr. Judy indicated they would request
permission from the FCC to provide more channels but would not guarantee that
the request would be granted. They gave an approximate completion date of eight
months. Rates would be $10.00 for installation, $5.00 per month for one set
and $1.00 per month for each additional set. The town would receive a percentage
of their gross revenue.

Mayor Garber stated that the town is still interested in cable television but
he is not definite what steps the town will have to take but probably they will
have to advertise again for bids.

Mr, Loring Cover of R. Loring Cover Insurance Adency, Inc. was present to
review the town's insurance. He commended the town on the fact that they are
now enjoying a credit on some of their policies due to the good safety practices
by the town employees. Mr. Cover recommended the following changes be made in
our insurance coverage:

1. Increase fire insurance approximately 10%.

2. Increase the limits of bodily injury liability from $100/300,000.
to $250/500,000. on the automobile policy.

3. Increase the comprehensive general liability policy limits on
bodily injury to a single limit of $500,000. per occurrence.

4. Change collision coverage on personal and police cars from $50.00
deductible to $100.00 deductible.
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Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to
approve the recommendations for insurance changes by Mr. Cower.

Mr. Workman requested Mr. Cover to submit another quote to the town on the
substation.

Mayor Garber reported that he had contacted Mr. Hillsman to see if he would
reconsider the position of Town Attorney but he did not feel he could. Mayor
Garber had then talked with a Mr. Bruce Walinger, who is presently working in
the law firm of Wharton, Aldhizer & Weaver. He would be interested in acting
as our attorney at a retainer fee of $600.00 a year and $15.00 an hour for
extras.

Mr. Workman felt the men should come before the council
before hiring anyone. This was deferred until the next meeting. Mayor Garber
asked the council to contact anyone they think might be interested or to give
him the information and he would contact the person.

Mayor Garber reported that due to a number of the town employees being
dissatisfied with the benefits received there had been an informal meeting of
the majority of the council members and they had unofficially agreed to give
the employees the following benefits:

Veteran's Day

Sick Ieave - increase the number of days you can accumulate to
45 days.
Vacations - change to:
1l year - 1 week

3 years - 2 weeks
5 years - 3 weeks
10 years - 4 weeks

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried unanamiously
to grant the employees the following extra benefits:

1. Two extra holidays - Easter Monday and Veteran's Day.

2. Allow a maximum of 45 days accumulated sick leave.

3. Vacations as follows: one year - one week, three years - two
weeks, five years - three weeks and ten years - four weeks.

Mayor Garber gave his annual report. The following highlights of the year
were mentioned:

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Mayor Garber read a letter from Mr. Richard T. Brown, Chairman of the
Advisory Committee, in which the committee recommended that necessary steps
be taken to change our present form of government to the Town Manager form of
government. They strongly recommended that proper methods be taken to secure
a qualified person to act as Town Superintendent until the present form of
government can be changed, at which time this individual would assume the duties
of Town Manager. The advisory committee had recommended the same basic steps
in January and they stated that they felt that little or no real action had been
taken along these lines. They feel that this would result in a savings to the
Town through proper management of the Town's affairs.
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Mayor Garber assured Mr. Brown, who was present at the meeting, that the
council would take their suggestions under advisement and see what they could do.

Mr. Thompson reported that he had contacted Mr. Berlin Eye again about the
spouting on the Municipal Building and he promised he would check it as soon as
possible. He also reported that the fence in front of the Municipal Building is
in bad shape.

Mr. Thompson reported that the town still owes Mr. Dean for the work done at
the police station. He stated that he would talk with the new attorney when we
appoint one to see what can be done. Mr. Workman suggested that those going to
the convention see if they can find some answer to the problem.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean and carried to approve
the Second Reading to appropriate $581.50 for one half the cost of the sidewalk
from the Tastee Freez to Route 340.

Mr. Herring reported that he figured the sidewalk in front of Mr. Swortzel's
will cost approximately $450.00.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean and carried to extend
the sidewalk in front of Mr. Swortzel's on Spotswood Avenue at an approximate
cost of $450.00, the town assuming the entire cost.

Mr. Herring presented a bill from Stockhouse, Inc. for the sidewalk in
front of the Farmers and Merchants Bank on Rockingham Street in the amount of
$1024.50. The town's share is 1/3 totaling $341.50.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carxried to approve
$341.50 for the sidewalk in front of the Farmers and Merchants Bank.

Mr. Herring reported that all the paving had been completed and he would
like to see more done before winter.

Mr. Herring reported that the Elkton Volunteer Fire Company had requested
the town furnish the paint and they will furnish the labor to color code all the
fire hydrants in town.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to grant
permission for the Elkton Volunteer Fire Co. to color code the fire hydrants in
town under Mr. Herring's supervision and the town furnishing the paint.

Mr. Herring reported that all the materials had been received to replace
the water line washed out during the flood and he hopes to finish the project
this week.

Mr. Herring reported he had received several requests from individuals to
reopen the boat landing. Mr. Leet suggested we reopen this on a trial basis and
if no problems arise we can leave it open. The council agreed.

Mr. Herring reported that applications for building permits should be picked
up at the town office. He will still have to approve the applications as to
whether they meet the town's zoning laws before they are submitted to the county.

Mr. Ageon reported he needed a reel of overhead and underground triplex
which would cost approximately $508.00 a reel.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to appropriate
$1000.00 for two reels of triplex.

Mr. Davis reported that information had been sent to the State Health Department
in regards to the new proposed water filter but it has not been approved due to
what the committee considers a misunderstanding in reading the information. A
letter has been written in regards to this. He also reported that the committee
is working on the North Avenue water problem.

Chief Hammer read letters of resignation from Patrolmen Farmer and Jarels.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to accept
Patrolmen Farmer and Jarel's resignations.

Mr, W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to employ
Iester B. McGuire as a full time dispatcher.

Charles F. Coe Jr. and John J. Denman Jr. as patrolmen in the Police Department.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held October 8, 1973 at
8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Edward F. Garber presiding.
The following council members were present: Mr. R. R. Dean, Mr. H. A. Leet, Mr.
W. H. McGahey, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman. Mr. Homer Ageon, Acting
Superintendent and Mrs. Norma R. Leap, Clerk were also present.

Mr. A. R. Thompson opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean and carried to approve the
minutes of the regular meeting September 10, 1973.

Mr. Norris Shifflett introduced Dr. Asa Talbot who is the new scout master
in Elkton. They reported on the existing conditions at the Scout Hut and asked
the council to appropriate funds to repair the hut. They suggested windows of
an almost undestroyable material be installed in order to discourage more
vandalism and cut future repair cost. They estimated the cost of repairs to
be approximately $800.00.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to turn
the matter of scout hut repairs over to the Finance Committee with the authority
to do what they feel necessary within reason.

Mayor Garber reported that he had advertised the T.V. Franchise Ordinance
but had not received any answers. The council decided to advertise the deadline
and bid openings for the Nevermber 12, 1973 meeting.

Mayor Garber reported that he had talked with Mr. W. W. Wharton in regards
to our needing an attorney and that Mr. Wharton was extremely upset that the
council questioned the man he suggested and said he would not allow him to serve
as an attorney for the town. Mr. Dean was asked to talk with Mr. Wharton to
see if he might change his mind.

There was a review and discussion of the audit report.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to
accept the audit report as presented.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to
remove the 1968 and 1969 Taxes and record them on the Court House records.

Mr. H. A. Leet reported for Mr. R. E. Davis that they are still having some
problems with getting an approval from the Health Department for the water £filter.
The health department requires detailed specifications and drawings by professional
engineers and they are trying to get some help to get this done without excessive
cost.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to appropriate
funds for six water meters at $28.00 each.

Mr. Ageon reported for Mr. Herring who was absent that the flood projects
are all complete and the sidewalk on the North side of Spotswood Avenue has been
completed.

Mr. Ageon reported on a request from several citizens for 190 feet of sidewalk
on East Rockingham Street. This was turned over to the Street Committee with a
request for them to study the sidewalks in town and make recommendations as to
which need repair and those which should be done first.

The council instructed the Treasurer to bill the garbage fees on the electric
bills.

Mr. A. R. Thompson reported that extra funds will be needed in the Sanitary
Sewer System Sinking Fund to meet the note payment when it comes due. This fund
has not been receiving monthly allotments from the General Fund for over a year.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to
appropriate $150.00 a month from the General Fund for the Sanitary Sewer System
Sinking Fund for the next nine months.
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The Treasurer was instructed to order 900 Plastic Auto Stickers for 1974
in the color of yellow.

Mr. Thompson reported that he had talked with Berlin Eye again and he has
promised to put the larger down spouts on and he feels that will correct the
problem of water leaking into the library.

There was a discussion on the request from Mr. Bennie Carr to allow the
women in the Treasurer's Office to register eighteen year olds for the selective
service board.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to allow
the registering of eighteen year olds in the Treasurer's Office.

Mayor Garber reported that he had answered a letter from a serviceman in
Texas who plans to retire in 1974 and wanted information on Elkton and the
surrounding areas.

A letter from Mr. John E. Zigler, Principal Elkton Elementary School, was
read thanking the town for the improvements made on B Street in front of the
Elementary School.

Mayor Garber also reported on a letter from the Woodstock Chamber of Commerce,
Inc. informing the town of their 10th. Annual Christmas Parade on December lst.
and asking if the town has a float or some feature they would like to enter.

Mayor Garber reported on a letter he received from Walter L. Hodges, Sr.,
Mayor of Bridgewater, Virginia, extending an invitation to Mayor Garber and his
wife to attend the Bridgewater Town Council's Open House on Sunday, September 23rd.
and picnic following the open house. Mayor Garber was unable to attend and sent
his regrets.

A letter from James A. McDonough, Chairman, Local Committee, was read which
informed the council that the Twenty-sixth Annual Highway Conference will be held
at VMI in Lexington, Virginia on October 25th. and 26th. Those planning to attend
were asked to notify Mrs. Leap so she could send in the reservation card.

As there was no further business, Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr.
A. R. Thompson and carried to adjourn.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held November 12, 1973
at 8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Edward F. Garber presiding.
The following council members were present: Mr. R. E. Davis, Mr. R. R. Dean,
Mr. H. A. Teet, Mr. W. H. McGahey, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman.

Mr. Homer Ageon and Mr. William T. Herring, Acting Superintendents and Mrs.
Norma R. Leap were also present.

Mayor Garber opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean and carried to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting October 8, 1973.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to approve
the Finance Report for September and October.

Mr. George Hensley and Mr. C. J. Davis were present in regards to a street
light which had been installed on Ashby Avenue. They felt there was enough
light without this light being placed in the middle of the block. They found
it to be very annoying by shinning in the windows at night. Mr. Hensley asked
that the light be removed and Mr. Davis agreed, but felt if the council wouldn't
remove the light they could at least put a smaller bulb in it. This matter was
referred to the Electric Committee.

The question was asked if it wasn't a Town Policy to place street lights
on corners only. Mr. Workman explained that he knew of no such policy and that
the light in question on Ashby Avenue had been requested by two of the residents
on that street.

Mrs. Berkley Brooks was present and commented that they would be happy to
have the extra light in her area as it was quite dark.

Miss Sharon Workman, a representative from the Elkton Combined Schools
S.C.A. was present in regards to the request she had made by letter to Mayor
Carber for a sign to be placed on the road to the school with the name of the
street on it. Mayor Garber told Miss Workman this would be taken up later in
the meeting.

Mr. C. J. Davis stated that he felt there was a need for a heavier transformer
on Ashby Avenue as his lights dim when the furnace comes on. Mr. Ageon said he
had tested and that there is enough voltage there.

Mayor Garber reported that he had advertised for a bid opening at this
meeting on the TV Franchise. The only bid came from Skyline Cablevision, Inc.
The bid is as follows:

Skyline Cablevision will pay to the Town of Elkton three (3%) per

cent of the gross income per year as per Federal Communications
Commission regulations of March 31, 1972. The installation charge

for residents will be Ten ($10.00) Dollars and the Monthly rate will
be Five ($5.00) Dollars. Additional installations will be Eight
($8.00) Dollars each and One ($1.00) Dollar more per month. Commercial
rate (businesses selling television sets) will be Ten ($10.00)

Dollars for installation and Eight ($8.00) Dollars per month. F.M.
Installations will be Ten ($10.00) Dollars, with no additional monthly
charge, if television installation is made.

Skyline Cablevision will construct a cable television system using
equipment and technigues that are the latest in the state of the
art. We will provide as many channels of television as the Federal
Communications Commission will allow under its present regulations.
All-band F.M. will also be offered.

Per your cable television ordinance printed in the Valley Banner
of October 4, 1973, we wish to amend Section 6 (a), paragraph D
to read "the company agrees to provide service to any person in
the town limits within eighteen (18) months after the system has
been energized, provided that such service is economically feasible.

Section 13: The company agrees to pay the Town of Elkton a rental
of Three and 50/100 ($3.50) Dollars per pole per annum for the use
of any utility poles by the company which are the property of the
Town.
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Section 11, paragraph F: The Federal Communications Commission
cable television rules provide that cable television systems be
constructed within five (5) years from the grant of the franchise
at the rate of twenty (20%) per cent of the total plant per year.
The company agrees to complete its cable television plant in Elkton
within thirteen (13) months following receipt of the certificate

of compliance from the Federal Communications Commission.

Section 14: The Federal Communications Commission prohibits the
payment of any initial fees, sums, etc. to a municipality, from the
recipient of a cable television franchise to serve that municipality.

The bid acceptance was deferred until the December meeting to allow the
council to meet with the Skyline Cablevision, Inc. representatives and discuss
several items.

Mr. Dean reported that he had talked with Mr. Wharton in regards to an
attorney and he definately would not reconsider. It was reported that there
is a man interested but he wants to talk with the council in regards to salary,

etc.

Mr. Thompson reported that Mr. Eye has installed the new downspout on the
Municipal Building but it will probably be necessary to put on some sealer before
the painting is done in the library. Mr. Herring was askeéd to check into this.

Mr. Thompson reported that the repair work is being done on the Scout Hut.
The windows will run approximately $250.00 and the bars will cost approximately
$190.00. Some of the labor will be furnished by parents of the scouts.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to
approve the First Reading of $1550.00 for the audit bill from Bosserman, Alt,
James & Stickley.

Mr. H. A. Leet reported that he had received from the county a proposed
ordinance which would establish the landfill and the laws governing the use of
the landfill. Also enclosed was a proposed contract for use between: the county
and the towns. WNo action is called for at this time. :

Mr. ILeet reported that there will be a decision to make as to whether we
will want to pay on the total or net cost of the operation of the landfill,
but a further study should be made before making any decision.

Mr. Leet reported that some complaints and some unusual cases have been
brought out in the refuse collection fees. He wanted to know if the council
wishes to act as a whole on these or if they want to leave it to the Public
Health Committee. Mayor Garber stated that he felt the committee should meet
and bring back recommendations for the council as a whole to decide.

Mr. Dean reported on a number of sidewalks which need repairs. The council
suggested that the Street Committee meet to set up a priority list, obtain costs
on each job and secure forms so the town will not have to borrow them and they
will be available when needed.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to
appropriate $500.00 to secure sidewalk forms. The choice of forms will be
left to the discreation of the Street Committee.

Mr. Herring reported that he had advertised in the paper that garbage will
be picked up on the streets until further notice. He also reported that he had
received complaints that the men on the garbage truck are not cleaning up the
trash. He stated that people are putting their trash out in plastic bags and
dogs are tearing them open. He has instructed the men to get the biggest up
but they do not have-the time to do more. - . 3 :

Mr. Workman reported that he doesn't know exactly what will be needed in
demand meters but there will be a man in here to run a check as soon as he has
time avallable

Mr. W..H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to hire
E. Ray Nesselrodt as a full time patrolman effective November lst.

The following hids were.received on.a 1974 Truck for the Maintenance
Department.

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Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to accept
the low bid of $3,582.00 from Myers Ford Company, Inc.

Mayor Garber reported that the telephone contract and VEPCO contract had both
been removed from the office and not returned so he had requested and received
duplicates. These contracts may be reviewed in the office but must not be
removed from the office.

Mayor Garber stated that due to the present energy crisis the town should
cooperate fully with President Nixon's requests to help conserve energy.

Mayor Garber reported that he has received only two applications for the
position of Town Manager, one woman and one man, neither of which have any
engineering background. There will be an ad in the November edition of the
League magazine.

Mayor Garber requested the Electric Committee to get busy on a rate study
and call a committee meeting to act on some of the suggestions they have received.

Mr. W. H. McCGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to appropriate
$500.00 toward purchasing demand meters.

The letter from Miss Workman requesting a sign be placed on the road to the
Elkton Combined School which would read "Blue and Gold Drive - Home of the Mighty
Elks® was discussed. This was turned over to Mr. Herring to look into and use
his own judgement in the matter of erecting a sign.

Mayor Garber read a letter from C. W. Gibbs, Supt. of Jails Section, Dept. of
Welfare and Institutions in which he commented on the recent inspection cf-the town
lockup on October 30, 1973. No changes were noted to the building since the last
inspection. The condition of cleanliness and sanitation was very good. He commended
Chief Hammer and the members of his staff for the good job they are doing and
adhering to the rules and regulations established by the Dept. of Welfare and
Institutions.

Mayor Garber read a letter from Paul F. Cecchini, Dist. Engineer, Dept. of
Highways in regards to the discussion they had at Natural Bridge concerning
proposed construction on Route 340. He stated that in checking the records there
does not appear to be any proposed project on the two block section of Route 340 o
in the Town of Elkton which crosses the creek but he felt sure the Highway Commission
will certainly acknowledge and give consideration to a formal request from the Town
that a project be set up on the section we discussed. The section of Route 340 on
which was referred to as being surveyed as part of a long range program for further
improvement on Route 340, he stated that they will certainly keep the Town advised
upon request of highway projects that would affect the Town of Elkton and the
surrounding area.

Mr. H. A. Workman reported on several letters in regards to the Town of Elkton ——
request that Rt.

Mr. McGahey and Chief Hammer reported that they felt the Town should pay
Mr. Hillsman a small fee for the help he is giving until we hire an attorney and
if he doesn't present a fee, the Town should send him one anyway.
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Mr. Dean reported that he did not have anything yet on sidewalks.

Mr. Dean presented a request from the attorney representing Mr. and Mrs.
Lambert who own property on the corner of Shenandoah Avenue and Spotswood Trail.
The Lamberts purchased the property from J. L. Farren and are trying to sell the
property but f£ind the building is twenty feet over into the right-of-way on
shenandoah Avenue and would like the Town to sell them this twenty feet of land.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to deny
this request.

Mr. Gerald Monger ask the council what they plan to do when the Lamberts come
back and ask what they are to do about this problem.

The council stated they felt they have the right to not act on this or to
force the building to be removed.

Mr. Workman reported that he is working on the electric rates and that a
letter has been written to Mr. Franz authorizing him or whoever he sees fit to
help with this.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to approve
the First Reading to appropriate $700.00 for triplex cable.

Mr. Workman reported there has been some controversy with the Fire Company
in regards to cutting wires in case of fire. Mr. Ageon has tried to explain to
the Fire Company the danger and that they should not take this responsibility.
Mr. Workman stated he would like to write a letter to the Fire Company to
absolutely not cut any lines. The council took no action but stated they would
look into this.

Mr. Leet made the following report on questions and recommendations in
regards to the garbage collection fees.

1. There has been a request for separate billing from electric.

Recommend not make separate billing but would be willing to
give a receipt at the end of the year.

2. Some say they have no trash, what if individual hauls their
own and what about residents who are away during winter months,
vacations, etc.

Recommend stick to original billing. The service is provided
and must be paid even if not used. Must keep things uniform.

3. Requested that where Non Profit Organizations are involved
they not be billed on Small Business rate.

Recommend the Non Profit Organizations be billed $1.50 per month.

4. Businesses in households and businesses with very little trash
felt they were being discriminated against when having to pay
$5.00 a month.

Recommend that if it is a business, regardless of how small,
they should pay the business rate.

5. What should be done with those refusing to pay.

Recommend cutting off their electric service if they don't pay
their garbage.

It was felt by some that you could not cut off peoples electric if they
didn't pay their garbage fee.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to accept
the first four of the above recommendations.

Mr. Leet reported that the Parks and Recreation Committee felt there is a
need for an additional tennis court and ask if the council would approve the
North End Parking Lot for a basketball court so the present court could be
converted into another tennis court. The committee is not asking for money.
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There was no strong opposition on the part of the council, but they asked that
there be some measurements made and plans set up to prevent kids from being too
close to the street.

Mr. Thompson reported that there could not be a Second Reading on the audit
bill as all the councilmen voting on the First Reading are not present.

it was reported that all the windows are in the Scout Hut but the bars
have not been installed yet.

The town Christmas lights will be turned on for two hours each night beginning
December 19th. and continuing through December 25th.

Mayor Garber read letters from Governor Linwood Holton in regards to the
energy crisis in which the speed limit has been set at fifty-five miles per
hour on any highway and another letter in which suggestions were made on ways
to reduce energy uses.

Mayor Garber read a report on the meeting of the Towns of Rockingham County
at Bridgewater. ©None of our council were in attendance. The next meeting will
be the second week in February at Broadway.

Mayor Garber reported that it is too late to make a change in our charter
in regards to Town Manager but we can make the change in regards to election
and time of taking office in regards to the council. Prefiling begins November
13th. and must be in by January 15, 1974 to meet the deadline for Local Bills
1974 General Assembly.

Mayor Garber reported he has written a letter to Delgate Nathan Miller to
see what steps are necessary to have this charter change enacted. If necessary

to have legal assistance, he will ask Mr. Hillsman if he will help for a fee.

There will be a special meeting December 19, 1973 at 8:30 P.M. to take up
matters of business which need to be taken care of before the January meeting.

As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned.

A special meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held December 19, 1973 at
8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Edward F. Garber presiding.
The following council members were present. Mr. R. E. Davis, Mr. R. R. Dean,
Mr. H. A. Leet, Mr. W. H. McGahey, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman.
Mr. Homer Ageon and Mr. William T. Herring, Acting Superintendents were also
present.

Mayor Garber opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. Herring reported that the testing required at the sewerage plant by
the State Water Control Board, which is mandatory, will cost $217.00 per month.
This price is from Mr. Ed Forrester of Harrisonburg.

Mr, R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried unanimously
to accept Mr. Forrester's bid to do the required testing.

Mr. Joe Early was present and stated his dissatisfaction with the charge
on his office for garbage collection. He recommended special charges for
businesses in his classification where there is no stock merchandise, boxes,
garbage, etc. As this was not on the agenda, no action was taken but the
council told Mr. Early that the committee would consider this matter.

A request from Mr. Raymond Gooden, who was not present, for water and
sewer connections to his property on Barkman Avenue was presented. No action
was taken on this request.

A request from Mr. Buddy Lam, who also was not present, for water and
sewer connections to his proposed apartments, East of Sixth Street, was presented.

Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr, W. H. McGahey and carried unanimously
to grant water and sewer connections to Mr. Lam if he picks up at our existing
lines at his expense and provided no pumping is required.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried
unanimously to approve the Second Reading of $1550.00 for the audit bill from
Bosserman, Alt, James & Stickley.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried
unanimously to give Christmas bonuses, the same as in the past.

Mayor Garber reported that it will be necessary to have a Public Hearing
on December 29, 1973 at 7:15 P,M. followed by a special council meeting in
order to pass the necessary reolution to present to the General Assembly for
the charter change on changing the time of councilmen taking office, the change
of our fiscal vear and the change of election date.

A Public Hearing followed by a Special Council Meeting was held December
29, 1973 at 7:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor Edward F. Garber
presiding. The following council members were present: Mr. R. R. Dean, Mr.
H. A. Leet, Mr. W. H. McGahey and Mr. H. A. Workman. Mr. R. E. Davis and Mr.
A. R. Thompson were absent. Mr. Homer Ageon and Mr. William Herring, Acting
Superintendents and Mrs. Norma R. Leap were also present.

The purpose of the Public Hearing is in order that the citizens of the
Town of Elkton, Va. may be heard to determine their views and opinions with
reference to a proposed amendment to the Charter of the Town of Elkton, whereby
the following language will be added to Section 3(a) of said Charter:

"Subsequent to January 1, 1974, the regular municipal election
shall be held on the first Tuesday in May of each year. All
persons elected thereby shall commence their terms of office on the
first day of July, next following."

There were no town citizens present to voice their opinions.
Mayor Garber opened the Special Meeting with prayer.

Mayor Garber stated the purpose of the meeting to be to act on a resolution
requesting Delegate Nathan H. Miller to introduce a bill in the General Assembly
at its January 1974 session to change our town charter in regards to changing
the election date to the first Tuesday in May of each year and setting the time
of elected persons to commence their terms of office on the first day of July,
next following.

Mayor Garber read the proposed resolution.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean and carried unanimously
to adopt the following resolution:

Whereas notice of a public hearing was duly advertised as
required by law, and

Whereas said hearing was conducted on December 29, 1973 to
determine the views and opinions of the citizens of the
Town of Elkton with reference to the hereinafter proposed
amendment to the Charter of said Town, and

Whereas at a duly called meeting of the Town Council of
the Town of Elkton held subsequent to said hearing, upon
motion duly made and seconded,

It is hereby resolved by unanimous vote of the Town Council

of the Town of Elkton, Virginia this 29th. day of December, 1973
that Nathan H. Miller of the House of Delegates of the
Commonwealth of Virginia be and is hereby requested to

introduce a bill in the General Assembly at its session

in January, 1974, amending the Charter of the Town of Elkton,
Virginia, by adding to Section 3(a) of said Charter the
following language: Subsequent to January 1, 1974, the

regular municipal election shall be held on the first Tuesday

in May of each year. All persons elected thereby shall commence
their terms of office on the first day of July, next following.
Dated this 29th. day of December, 1973.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to discuss
briefly the water situation which has come about due to the closing of Bear
Lithia Springs and the request of those persons operating water trucks to
purchase water from the town.

Mr. George Grimsley was present to request purchasing water from the town
on a permanent basis.
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Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to allow
those asking to purchase water to haul in their trucks permission to purchase
water on a temporary basis until the next meeting at $0.75 a thousand. Mr.
Herring is to take charge of this.

As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned.
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
