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REGULAR
COUNCIL MEETING
January 14, 1974

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held January 14, 1974
at 8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Edward F. Garber presiding.
The following council members were present: Mr. R. R. Dean, Mr. R. E. Davis,
Mr., H. A. Leet, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman. Mr. W. H. McGahey
was absent. Mr. Homer Ageon and Mr. William Herring, Acting Superintendents,
and Mr. E. Ray Nesselrodt, Patrolman were also present.

Mr. A. R. Thompson opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. R. R. Dean moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting December 10, 1973.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to approve
the minutes of the special meeting December 19, 1973.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to approve
the minutes of the special meeting December 29, 1973.

There was no Finance Report due to the illness of the Treasurer.

Mr. Harold Berkey of Harrisonburg was present to see if utilities could be
given to a planned development on the Grimsley property north of Town. Mr.
Davis stated water and sewer would be given if possible but Mr. Workman stated
that the electric was the VEPCO area.

Mr. R. B. Hutton was present to represent the Elkton Volunteer Fire Company.
There was a question in regards to the right of the fire company to maintain
order at fires and direct fire and traffic. There is also a question in regards
to the right of the Fire Chief to destroy property to prevent the spread of
fire. They ask for a recorded vote to affirm state regulations or record of
deviation from state regulations. The specific question was asked, "can the
Fire Company cut electric wires if necessary?" Mayor Garber will write the
Virginia Municipal League attorney to clear up this question and will advise
the Fire Company as to the answer received.

Mr. A. R. Thompson reported that the Finance Committee will review Business

License fees.

Mr. lLeet reported that in regards to Mr. Joe Early's request for special
refuse charges for businesses in his classification where there is no stock
merchandise, the Public Health Committee recommends that there be no changes
in this regard. The committee recognizes some unfairness but there can be
no way to eliminate all cases of this nature.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis to approve the First
Reading to amend Sec. 26-16 by adding the following to enforce the garbage
collection fee:

Failure by any person firm, or corporation to pay the assessed
fee within 10 days following date due shall constitute a
violation of this ordinance. Such person, firm or corporation
shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon conviction shall

be fined not less than $15.00 nor more than $50.00 for a first
conviction, and not less than $25.00 nor more than $500.00 for
each subsequent conviction.

Each day any person, firm, or corporation continues to violate
— the provisions of this ordinance shall constitute a separate
offense.

The vote was recorded as follows:
Davis - yea Thompson - yea
Dean - yea Workman - yea

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried
unanimously to approve the Second Reading to appropriate $700.00 for triplex

cable.

Mr. Workman reported that work is progressing on possible rate changes.
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Mr. Homer Ageon, in reply to Mr. Hutton's reference, sited the Town Charter
which states only a town designated official has authority to cut electric wires.

Mr. George Grimsley requested an answer as to the town's position on selling
him water. It was reported that Bear Lithia Springs should be cleared by
mid-week.

Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried unanimously
to extend the right of water haulers to buy town water until the next regular
council meeting.

Mr. R. R. Dean reported that he has had complaints on the flooding on
North Avenue and asked for permission to get prices on correcting this problem.

Mr. R. R. Dean moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried unanimously
to have the Street Committee get prices on correcting the flooding on North
Avenue.

Mr. W. T. Herring reported that the State has made their bi-annual inspection
of the streets under the street maintenance program and except for some
recommendations to replace stop and yield signs, everything was approved.

Mr. Herring has submitted a request to add several more streets to this program.

Mr. Herring also reported that the State will salt Spotswood Avenue from
Route 33 Business to Route 340 in bad weather.

Mr. Herring also reported the following: Mr. Forrester will begin his
testing soon, the State Water Control Board has been at our station for the
past two days and that we are still having trouble with the sewerage flooding
on the lower end of town.

Mr. R. E. Davis stated that he will contact a Richmond firm about the
flooding of our North Avenue pumping facilities.

Mr. Garber reported that there had been one gentlemen express an interest
in the Town Manager's position on a four hour a day basis at a salary of $7,000.00
a year.

Mayor Garber reported that he had received a letter from fourteen citizens
living near the Billhimer residence registering a complaint about the drums
and loud speakers used by a musical group practicing there. No person complaining
is willing to file a formal complaint. The police have answered calls received
on this complaint but have not found at the time of their investigation any
excessive noise. The council discussed the possibility of making the Community
Hall available at certain times for this group to practice.

Mayor Garber read a letter regarding the Central Shenandoah Planning District
and copies of a land development plan were distributed. The following planning
committee was appointed: R. R. Dean, H. A. Leet and W. H. McGahey. Meeting
dates for the Central Shenandoah Planning District will be February 5th. and
6th. Mayor Garber requested that these meetings be attended if possible.

Mayor Garber reported on a letter from Delegate Nathan H. Miller stating
that he had received our copy of the resolution related to the amendment of
the Elkton Town Charter and is in the process of having the bill drafted. He
added that he would need confirmation from the Daily News-Record that the
proper public notice has been given on this matter. Mayor Garber has already
received this confirmation and forwarded it to Delegate Miller.

Mayor Garber reported on a letter from VEPCO asking the town to take steps
to reduce power consumption and requesting our customers to aid us in this
endeavor. The town was requested to report the steps they plan to take to
achieve a 10% reduction.

A report was given regarding a training program from January through May
for two day workshops planned by the Virginia Municipal League at various
locations throughout the State.

Mr. R. R. Dean reported that the attorney he has contacted can meet with
the council January 24, 1973 at 7:30 P,M. A special meeting will be called
for this date.

As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned.

COUNCIL MEETING
February 11, 1974

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held February 11, 1974 at
8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Edward F. Garber presiding. The
following council members were present: Mr. R. E. Davis, Mr. H. A. Leet, Mr. W. H.
McGahey, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman. Mr. R. R. Dean was absent. Mr.
Homer Ageon and Mr. William Herring, Acting Superintendents, Mr. Charles Hammer,
Chief of Police and Mrs. Norma Leap, Clerk were also present.

Mayor Garber opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to approve the
minutes of the regular meeting January 14, 1974 as altered.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to approve
the Finance Report for January 1974.

Mr. J. H. Early Jr. was present in regards to the garbage collection fee. He
stated that he feels very strongly that the fee charged at his business is unfair.
He stated that he had been somewhat assured at the December 19th. meeting that
something could be done and asked why his letter had not been read at the December
meeting. Mr. Leet stated that although he had not read the letter he had presented
Mr. Early's problem and that it had been the committee's decision to leave the fee
as orginally set as they felt this to be as fair as possible. Mayor Garber asked
the Committee if they would be willing to reconsider Mr. Early's request and they
agreed to review his request again.

Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to enter into
the following agreement:

In pursuant of a request from Harold Berkey asking for the Town of Elkton

to furnish water and sewer service to a housing development North East

of Elkton, the Elkton Town Council voted on February 11, 1974 to agree to
supply these utilities to this development subject only to their availability
and such restrictions as may be imposed beyond the control of the Town

of Elkton. :

Be it further understood that the expense of these installations beyond
existing lines will be the sole responsibility of the developer.

If within one year from the date of this agreement no progress is made on
the above mentioned development, this agreement shall be terminated and
the town's obligation to furnish these utilities will be ended.

There was a discussion in regards to annexation and what was necessary if you
wished to be annexed by the town. It was suggested by Mr. Herring that those wishing
to be annexed could petition the court. Mr. Workman stated that he felt the town
should go ahead with annexation.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to approve the
Second Reading to amend Section 26-16 to add the following section to enforce the
garbage collection fee:

Failure by any person, firm, or corporation to pay the assessed fee
within 10 days following date due shall constitute a violation of this
ordinance. Such person, firm, or corporation shall be gquilty of a
misdemeanor, and upon conviction shall be fined not less than $15.00 nor
more than $50.00 for a first conviction, and not less than $25.00 nor
more than $500.00 for each subsequent conviction.

Each day any person, firm, or corporation continues to violate the
provisions of this ordinance shall constitute a separate offense.

Mayor Garber reported that Luray Trans-Video Inc. could not start on our cable
television system until the town has signed the franchise contract. There are some
points which need to be taken care of by an attorney.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to have
Mayor Garber contact the attorney the town is hoping to employfas Town Attorney to
see if he will take care of the T.V. contract.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to approve
the Second Reading to pay the $1,042.52 still outstanding on the floor at the Police
Department damaged by flood.
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Mr. Herring reported that he had filed a request with the State Highway
Department to add additional mileage to our Street Maintenance Program. He has
received a letter asking for additional information and informing of the need for
a resolution from the council in regards to the request.

Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to approve
the following resolution:

Be it resolved that the Elkton Town Council at its regular council
meeting February 11, 1974 requests the Virginia Department of Highways
to add the following 2620 feet of additional streets to the Street
Maintenance Program:

F Street Lee to Jackson 374°
B Street Heard to Terrace 272!
Marshall 6th. to 7th. Street 648"
Roland 4th. to Park 5781
Sixth St. Summitt to Prospect 322"
Prospect 6th. to Dead End 426"

Mr. Herring reported that necessary forms have been completed in regards to
a grant on the North Avenue Pumping Station and the town is in line for a grant.

Mr. Herring reported on requests to gravel alleys in town and he stated he
felt it was necessary for the council to take a stand on whether they are going
to gravel alleys or not. This matter was referred to the Street Committee.

Mr. Herring reported that we need a new roter rooter. He has received a quote
of $895.00. He also reported that the new truck has arrived.

Mr. Herring reported that we are now complying with all State Water Control
Board requirements in regards to our Sewage Treatment Plant.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to approve
the First Reading to purchase a new roter rooter at a cost of $895.00.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to have Mr.
Herring secure bids on street work.

Mr. W. H. McGahey reported that information has been received in regarxds to
being able to purchase Police Cruisers through the State again this year. He feels
it is necessary to purchase a new car to replace the 1972 Fury as it is in bad
condition. The cost of a new car through the State would be $3609.35. Money for
a new car was deleted from this years budget.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to approve
the First Reading to purchase a new pq}ice car through the State at the cost of
$3609.35.

It was reported that the attorney is still interested in the town but cannot
meet with the council at this time.

Mr. R. E. Davis reported that a Richmond firm has been contacted in regards
to the North Avenue filtration problem but no answer has been received as yet.

Mr. Workman reported that steps have been taken to curtail energy as per VEPCO
requests and that he feels we are complying with the 10% cutback.

Mr. Workman reported that work is progressing on compiling the information
needed for a rate study and also on the Grade School electric rate which will be
retroactive to include the increases.

Mr. H. A. Leet reported that the Recreation Department has sponsored one ski
trip and plans another one this week. Plans for a ping pong tournament are in
progress. '

Mr. A. R. Thompson presented a bid from Mr. Owen Hensley to tile the ceiling
in the library for $200.00 and to do the work in the Treasurer's Office to enlarge
the working space for $200.00.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to have
Mr. Hensley do the purposed work in the library and office at an approximate cost
of $400.00 for both.

Mr. Bill Davis has requested the town consider water proofing the Community Hall.
Mr. Herring was asked to get some prices on this.
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Mr. Thompson reported that according to a booklet from the Virginia Municipal
League the town seems to be very much in line with other towns in regards to their
Business License. It is too late to make any changes this year but that he feels
all licenses should be considered not just some.

Mayor Garber read a letter from the First Baptist Church of Elkton requesting
annexation into the Town of Elkton. Mr. Charles F. Kindred, Pastor of the church
was present to ask that the council act on this request. Mr. Kindred was told
this would be considered in the annexation program, and the annexation matter was
turned over to the newly appointed Planning & Land Use Committee.

Mayor Garber presented a letter from H. H. Summers, Jr., Assistant Chief Fire
Marshall in regards to firemen cutting electric lines. Mr. Summers suggested that
the fire chief, the electrical department, the mayor and some outside authority
meet and discuss all the problems involved to see if a solution could not be
arrived at that would be satisfactory to all parties.

Mayor Garber reported that the joint meeting of town mayors and councilmen
would be held Wednesday, February 13, 1974 at Broadway at 7:30 P.M. in the Broadway
Community Center Building.

Mayor Garber reported on a letter received from the State Water Control Board
in regards to the flood insurance program. Copies are being made for distribution
to all councilmen in regards to the changes in the program and effects and penalties
for non-participation in the flood program.

Mayor Garber reminded the council of the coming town election and the need
for a full slate of candidates. Mayor Garber reported that he would not be running

for reelection.

As there was no further business, Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. A. R.
Thompson and carried to adjourn.

COUNCIL MEETING
March 11, 1974

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held March 11, 1974 at 8:00 P.M.
in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Edward F. Garber presiding. The following
council members were present: Mr. R. R. Dean, Mr. R. E. Davis, Mr. H. A. Leet,

Mr. W. H. McGahey, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman. Mr. Homer Ageon

and Mr. William Herring, Acting Superintendents, Mr. Charles Hammer, Chief of Police
and Mrs. Norma R. Leap, Clerk, were also present.

Mr. R. R. Dean opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean and carried to approve the minutes
of the regular meeting February 11, 1974.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to approve the
minutes of the special meeting February 26, 1974.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to approve the
Finance Report for February 1974.

Paul Talbot came before the council in regards to some of the historical landmarks
in the area. He has been making a study of these and has found many to be in bad
condition and ask if anything could be done to improve these conditions. The
council took the matter under advisement.

Mr. Ward Suitor of 302 North Stuart Avenue came before the council in regards to
Route 340. He stated that he had been informed by a councilman that the State
Highway Department does not intend to widen the two blogks requested by council
from Business 33 to Spotswood Avenue only, but if any widening is done Route 340
through the entire corporate limits of Elkton from Business 33 North to Shenandoah
will be done. Mr. Suitor presented a petition signed by 215 taxpayers opposing the
widening of North Stuart Avenue or Highway 340 North.

Mr. George Hensley was present in regards to the light which was placed across the
street from his house and he had come to council three months ago asking that it
be removed. The matter had been turned over to the Electric Committee and he asked
if any report had been made and if not he would be interested in their report.

Mr. Workman stated that he has met with those involved. The light was requested

by two of the residents on the street and this was the first complaint he has ever
received for too much light. There had been some consideration given to darkening
one side of the light. The Electric Committee was asked to study this problem again.

Mr. Robert Lough came before the council in regards to the hiring of a Town Manager.
He stated he felt there is some misunderstanding on the part of the town citizens.
Many think we have gone to a Town Manager type government when in fact we have
merely given a new name to what was previously titled Town Superintendent. Mr.
Lough felt this should be clearly stated and the council should take immediate
steps in the direction of a Town Manager government.

Mr. Leet pointed out that there is little differnece as in both type governments,
the manager is answerable to council.

Mr. Davis stated that council had studied the recommendations made by the Advisory
Committee but had more or less decided this is not the way to go.

Mayor Garber stated that the council had not been able to get anything done in
regards to changing the type of government as we have not had an attorney.

Mayor Garber reported that he contacted an attorney in regards to the T.V. Franchise
and he has made the necessary changes. It now has to be typed and should be ready
by next week.

Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to approve the
Second Reading to purchase a new roter rooter at a cost of $895.00.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to approve the
Second Reading to purchase a new police car through the State at the cost of
$3609.35.

Mr. Thompson reported that Mr. Owen Hensley has completed the work in the Treasurer's
Office and is working on the tile in the library.
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Mr. Thompson reported that Mr. Ayers was going to need an office and had indicated
the small room off the kitchen on the first floor would be suitable. The Women's
Club had become concerned about this, and the possible need for additional space.
Myr. Thompson and Mr. Dean met with Mrs. Hutton in regards to this. There apparently
is no written agreement in regards to the rooms on the first floor and the Womens
Club would like the council to go on record as to how long they can use the rooms

or at least to agree to giving them 30 days notice if the town £finds they will need
the rooms. This was turned over to the Finance Committee.

Mr. Herring reported that he is still trying to get bids on water proofing the
Community Hall. Someone from Zirkle Paint Company had been down but had missed
Mr. Herring so he i1s coming back next week.

Mr. Thompson presented the following quotes on the following office equipment.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried unanamiously
to approve the First Reading to accept the bid of $1053.50 from Service Stationers

for office equipment.

Mr. Thompson reported that he would soon be starting on the budget and asked that
the various departments turn in their requests as soon as possible.

Mr. Leet reported that the Public Health Committee had met again in regards to the
garbage collection fee for small businesses. The following change was proposed.

Sec. 26-16
(C) Businesses

The businesses will be divided into three (3) catagories and
charged as follows:

$2.50 small businesses generally having no more
than 2 containers per week.

$5.00 medium businesses generally having more than
2 containers per week but requiring no more than 5
minutes per pick up.

$15.00 larger business generally requiring more
than 5 minutes per pick up.

Mr. Dean stated he felt that the small businesses who would receive a break on
the change in the garbage fee were already receiving a break in their business

license and he did not feel the fee should be changed on garbage.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis to amend Sec. 26-16 Item (c)
to»read as follows:

Sec. 26-16
(C) Businesses

The businesses will be divided into three (3) catagories and
charged as follows:

$2.50 small businesses generally having no more than 2
containers per week.

$5.00 medium businesses generally having more than 2
containers per week but requiring no more than 5 minutes
per pick up.

$15.00 larger business generally requiring more than
5 minutes per pick up.
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The vote was recorded as follows:

Davis - yea McGahey - yea
Dean - nay Thompson -~ yea
Leet - yea Workman - yea

Mr. Leet reported that after checking the parking area on Spotswood Avenue in
front of the present basketball and tennis courts, the Recreation Committee has
found that the proposed basketball court would not interfere with the tree and
would be twenty five feet from the street line. He ask the council to be
considering the proposal in regards to another court.

Mr. Leet reported that a Ping Pong Tournament will be held March 15th. and 16th.
at the Elementary School Gym. Sixty five people have already signed up for this
event.

Mr. Workman reported that half of the information required for the electric rate
study has been completed and expect the remainder this week.

Mr. Workman stated that he did not tell Mr. Suitor that he was going to Richmond
in regards to the widening of Route 340 but as a committee member on one of the
Virginia Municipal League Committees. He stated that he has worked for the past
years in regards to the widening of Route 340 from Route 33 Business to Spotswood
Avenue.

Mayor Garber stated that at no time has the town asked for any widening of Route
340 except for the two blocks from Route 33 Business to Spotswood Avenue and that
according to information he and several other councilmen had received, the State
would not consider this unless requested by the town.

Mr. Suitor requested that the petition he presented be forwarded on to the proper
State authorities.

Mr. Herring reported that the mulch pile at the river has caught on fire and that
several people has asked for some of thigs mulch. The council gave Mr. Herring
permission to give this mulch to those who want it.

Mr. Davis reported that they are still working on the filter system for the well
but the Health Department is still the holdup. They hope to have this soon.

Mr. Davis reported that they have been in contact with several firms in regards
to the infiltration into the sewerage system on North Avenue. There is a local
firm in Waynesboro which is interested. The sewer backing up on the lower end of
town is still presenting problems also.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean and carried to authorize
Mr. Davis to contact the Waynesboro firm to get fixed prices on the infiltration
problems.

Mayor Garber reported that he had met with Mr. Robert N. Greathead of James C.
Wilkins & Assoc. Inc. of Harrisonburg, Virginia, who would be interested in providing:
the engineering services if we do any annexing.

Mr. Dean reported that they had been unable to do any work on the sidewalks due
to the weather but hope to get started next month. He also reported that they
had been able to receive only one bid on the proposed street work.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to open the one
bid.

Mr. R. R. Dean moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to approve the
First Reading of $19,818.90 from Elkton Paving, Inc. for the following street
work:

Mr. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey to withdraw their motion.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean to adopt into record the
petition presented by Mr. Ward Suitor. The vote is recorded as follows:

A note from the Secretary of the Elkton S.C.A. was read thanking the council and
Mr. Herring for the "Blue and Gold Drive" sign.

Mayor Garber reported on a copy of a letter he had received from Edwin W. Davis,
Fire Chief of the Elkton Volunteer Fire Co. to Ms. Jane G. Valentine, Supervisor,
Homes for Adults in regards to the inspection of Elkton Rest Haven, licensed
under the names of C. B. and Alice G. Hamm. Mr. Davis states in the letter that
his inspection found some discrepancies and that he did not recommend that the
state renew their license. The town treasurer was instructed not to issue town
license to Mr. and Mrs. Hamm until a letter is received stating that they meet
the required standards and regulations to pass inspection.

Mayor Garber read a letter from Mr. C. B. Hamm asking for permission to clean up
and use the strip of land behind his barn on "M" Street belonging to the town.
He has no intentions of building anything, but may plant some peach trees and
possibly some grape vines. The council denied Mr. Hamm's request.

Mayor Garber presented the following bid from Mr. H. R. Breeden to paint the
library rooms.

We will furnish all labor, equipment, insurance and material to paint
the subject rooms as follows:

1. Do all necessary prepatory work such as cleaning, sanding, covering

and minor patching.
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2. Apply the best grade of paint as manufactured by the Sherwin-
Williams Company to all previously painted surfaces to your
satisfaction for the sum of $366.00.

3. If ceilings are replaced a deduction of .12 per sq. foot will
be made.

4. If texture is desired an additional charge of $22.00 per room
will be added.

If accepted this work can be done at your convience and in type and
color of your choice.

There was some discussion on paneling the rooms rather than painting. This was
turned over to the Finance Committee to get prices.

Mayor Garber presented a notice from the Virginia Municipal League in regards to
room reservations for the annual convention to be held in Roancke in September
and asked Mrs. Leap to make reservations for six rooms.

Mayor Garber reported on a letter from Governor Godwin in regards to Executive
Order No. Two putting into effect a mandatory gasoline distribution plan. He
cited paragraph VI of the order which leaves the part of the plan relating to
the hours of operation of service stations to local initiative. He also ask
that each locality would designate one of their local public employees ox
officials to coordinate all activities in this field and maintain contact with
the State Fuel Allocation Office in Richmond.

Mayor Garber reported that the town has met with the local service station operators
and have helped establish hours of operations.

Mayor Garber reported on a letter from the State Water Control Board in regards
to a Survey of Needs for Municipal Wastewater Treatment Plants in 1974. The
purpose of the survey is to determine long-range requirements for wastewater
treatment facilities and to serve as a basis for Virginia's share of the Federal
grant program in fiscal year 1976. The survey will be coordinated through the
Planning District Commissions.

Mayor Garber reported on a letter from the Virginia Municipal ILeague in regards

to a recent decision in a case involving several localities and VEPCO where it

was decided that sale of electricity to local governments does not fall under

the jurisdiction of the SCC for rate setting. The letter is on file in the office.

Mayor Garber commented on his terms in office and made some suggestions of ways

to raise additional revenue. One suggestion was raising the tax rate from $0.75
to $1.35 on Real Estate and Personal Property, and the electric rates. He also

pointed out that we have been losing revenue due to VEPCO's increases which have
not been passed on to the consumer.

Mr. Herring suggested the town be thinking about a sub-division ordinance. He
suggested we ask other towns for copies of their ordinance.

As there was no further business, Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. E.
Davis and carried to adjourn.

Mr. H. L. Baugher ask if the proposed development North of town would be discussed
in the business meeting and was told it would be.

Mr. A. R. Thompson reported that the Finance Committee has met and has prepared a
written agreement in regards to the rooms occupied by the library and women's club.
Mr. Thompson said he felt they are doing a fine job and are a big asset to the
town. He felt that if the new manager needs more room the porch could be enclosed.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to enter into
the following agreement:

This agreement made and entered into on the 8th. day of April
1974 by and between the Town of Elkton, Inc., Elkton, Va. and
The Elkton Woman's Club, Elkton, Va. It is agreed that the
Town of Elkton shall furnish a room in the town municipal
building for the use of a public library. It shall also
furnish another room for a meeting place of the Elkton Woman's
Club.

Mr. Ayers introduced Mr. Robert N. Greathead of James C. Wilkins & Associates,
Inc. who presented a proposal for an annexation feasibility study for the
Town of Elkton. The fee for the services proposed is $4,750.00.

Mr. Leet asked Mr. Greathead if this would include their help when and if the town
goes into annexation and Mr. Greathead indicated that this would mainly include
the study needed by the town prior to deciding if annexation is feasible. Mr.
Leet stated he felt a study of this type should be made.

Mayor Garber suggested turning the proposal over to the Planning Commission for
their suggestions and this could be included in the Special Meeting when called.

Mr. Ayers presented a copy of a letter to Mr. Gene Hensley, Sears, Roebuck Catalog
Sales, from W. J. Osborne, Resident Engineer, Department of Highways. 1In the

letter Mr. Osborne states "I believe it would be a good time to determine the
eligibility of the new street for maintenance by the Town of Elkton and maintenance
payment by this Department. I would suggest that the Town of Elkton make a written
request to this office concerning whether or not the street would be eligible for
maintenance payment." Mr. Ayers was asked to work with the Street Committee on
this.

Mr. R. R. Dean moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to approve the
Second Reading of $19,818.90 from Elkton Paving, Inc. for the proposed street work
as listed in the March 11, 1974 minutes.

Mr. R. R. Dean presented a letter from Dr. Garner H. Downey and S. Hillman Levinson
regarding the curb at the parking area in front of Downey's building at 302-306 W.
Spotswood Avenue and in front of Levinson's Elkton Restaurant. They ask permission
to construct a curb of routine measurements (6" x 6" with usual beveled edge)
extending from power line post even with last corner of Downey building to power
line post on line with west corner entrance of Levinson's Restaurant. Width of
strip from south edge of existing sidewalk to curb to be 27 inches. This was
turned over to the Street Committee and Mr. Ayers to get a cost estimate and bring
back to the Special Meeting.

Mr. Lurty Taylor, speaking for the Elk Wood Subdivision, came before the council
asking for a firm committment on the part of the town to furnish water and sewer
to the subdivision. Mr. Taylor pointed out that the option on the land is up
April 27th. and without a firm committment they would not want to exercise their
option.

Mr. R. E. Davis quoted portions of a letter from the State Water Control Board which
indicated the town has the capacity to furnish services to approximately 225 homes
at the present and the capacity would increase when the infiltration into the

sewer lines is corrected.

Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman to grant to Elk Wood Subdivision
water and sewer connections according to the capacity of our existing facilities
at the time of their connections. The vote was recorded as follows:

Mr. H. L. Baugher questioned the council's granting facilities without the annexation
or water and sewer study.

Dr. Talbot pointed out that this new subdivision would involve more than furnishing
water and sewer. There would be the problem of schools, recreation, etc. and
wondered if Elkton could handle this.
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Mr. Workman stated that the town must annex if it is to grow.

Mr. H. L. Baugher asked Mr. Wiles if he could define conflict of interest and pointed
out that Mr. Dean is involved with the new subdivision.

Mr. Dean stated he was abstaining from voting on any issues involving the proposed
subdivision but if there was any indication of conflict of interest, he would

sell his interest in the subdivision. He also stated that he had been elected by

the people and if the people decided they wanted his resignation he would resign.

Dr. Downey asked for an explanation of the infiltration problem as he was not
familiar with the problem. Mr. Davis and Mr. Herring explained the problem.

Mr. H. A. Workman stated that he would report by letter to each councilman on the
Municipal Electric Power Association of Virginia Meeting he attended.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to designate 60 x
120 feet in the area north of the present basketball and tennis courts, which
is presently a parking area, for a new basketball court. The court will be 25
feet from the curb and will not interfere with the tree.

Mr. ILeet reported that the ping pong tournament was quite successful.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to approve the
Second Reading to accept the bid of $1053.50 from Service Stationers for office
equipment.

Mr. Thompson stated he would like to meet with the Finance Committee and Mr. Ayers
on the budget.

Mayor Garber reported on a letter from the Board of Zoning Appeals. Mr. C. Z.
Hisey, whose term expired March 1, 1974, declined any further service on the Board.
Mr. William Madren was suggested as a likely candidate. Mr. C. J. Davis had been
appointed to a term with the board. However, he has not yet been sworn into office
as the town is without an attorney to prepare the necessary forms. Mr. I. L. Flory
Jr. was appointed chairman for the coming year and Mr. John Hostetler will be the
secretary.

Mayor Garber stated that we would have our new attorney take care of Mr. C. J.
Davis' appointment immediately.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to recommend
Mr. William Madren to be appointed to fill the vacancy on the Board of Zoning Appeals.

Mayor Garber reported that letters have been received from Mr. Fugate and Mr. Osborne
in regards to the State Highway Departments' plans in regards to Route 340. The
plans have been published in the local paper.

Mayor Garber reported on a letter from Paul F. Cecchini, District Engineer, Department
of Highways, in regards to a seminar to be held on April 25, 1974 at the Staunton District

Office on paving surfaces relating to street safety.

Mayor Garber asked Mr. Herbert L. Baugher if he is operating a used car lot in Elkton.
He has received a telephone complaint in regards to this.

Mr. Baugher stated that the land has been leased by the Rockingham National Bank
for parking facilities only.

A special meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held April 25, 1974 at 7:30 P.M.

in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Edward F. Garber presiding. The following
council members were present: Mr. R. R. Dean, Mr. H. A. Leet, Mr. W. H. McGahey,
Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman. Mr. R. E. Davis was absent. Mr. W. E.
Ayers, Town Manager, Mr., Homer Ageon and Mr. William Herring, Acting Superintendents
and Mrs. Norma Leap, Clerk were also present.

Mayor Garber opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. Robert N. Greathead of James C. Wilkins & Associates, Inc. was present and
presented their proposal for an Annexation Feasibility Study for the Town of Elkton.
Mr. Greathead reported that he had met with Mr. Gooden, Chairman of the Planning
Commission.

Mr. Leet asked if this would include any mapping other than the area map showing
the proposed annexation area. Mr. Greathead stated it would not and suggested the
town invest in topo's.

Mr. B. W. Gooden, Chairman of the Elkton Planning Commission, reported on the Planning
Commissions suggestions regarding annexation.

Mr. Gooden ask for Mr. Ayers qualifications. Mr. Ayers stated that he is a Civil
Engineer. Mr. Gooden reported that it was the feeling of the Commission that the
Town has recently hired an engineer and he should be able to make the proposed
study. As to the suggested Town Map showing accurate contours, the Commission

felt these were necessary but suggested getting other quotes and give further study.

Mr. Leet asked Mr. Ayers if he would have the time to make the study. Mr. Ayers
stated he had neither the time or staff. -

A report was given on the proposed development North of town. The subdivision will
put in their own water and sewer lines even if annexed and would turn these lines
over to the town at no cost. They feel there is little chance of the subdivision
growing so fast as to cause problems.

Mr. Gooden stated that the Commission felt guidelines should be set up regarding
the subdivision and possible limits set on hookups per year to guard against too
rapid a growth. He ask that the council give the Planning Commission the authority
to followup on the annexation of the Elk Wood Subdivision before any action is
taken by the County Planning Commission and suggested steps be taken to settle with
VEPCO on the electric before the development begins. He pointed out that the
Planning Commission had not forgotten the people requesting annexation in the other
areas but certain procedures must be followed and that there must be 51% of the
people in the area wanting annexation to procede without too many problems.

After much discussion, Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. MaGahey to
approve the First Reading to employ James C. Wilkins & Associates, Inc. to procede
immediately to make an Annexation Feasibility Study for the Town of Elkton at a
cost of $4,750.00. The vote was recorded as follows:

Mr. Arthur Beard of Arthur Beard Engineers, Inc. was present to discuss their
proposal on the Development of Comprehensive Plan for Water and Wastewater Systems
for the town.

next regular meeting as all councilmen were not present and this would give the
council time to review the budget and the money available for studies.

The following report was given in regards to the curb in front of the Downey building
and Elkton Restaurant:

Dr. Downey will pay for the full cost of the curb but ask the town to pay for the
drain.

Mr. Dean stated he felt the town should assume part of the curb cost as this is
their problem as well as Dr. Downey's.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held June 10, 1974 at
8:00 P.M. with the Mayor, Edward F. Garber presiding. The following council
members were present: Mr. R. R. Dean, Mr. H. A. Leet, Mr. W. H. McGahey and
Mr. H. A. Workman. Mr. R. E. Davis and Mr. A. R. Thompson were absent. Mr.
Homer Ageon and Mr. William Herring, Acting Superintendents, Mr. William Ayers,
Town Manager, Mrs. Norma R. Leap, Clerk, Mr. E. Ray Nesselrodt, Patrolman and
Mr. R. Bruce Wiles, Town Attorney were also present.

Mayor Garber opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H., A. Leet and carried to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting May 13, 1974.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean and carried to approve
the minutes of the special meeting May 29, 1974.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to approve
the Finance Report for May 1974.

Mr. Ayers requested the council to adopt the "Personnel Rules & Regulations”
which he had prepared as this has been set up by the State of Virginia and must
be in effect by July 1, 1974. There was some discussion on the number of days
vacation that can be accumulated each year.

The following resolution was prepared by Mr. Ayers:

A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING GRIEVANCE PROCEDURE & PERSONNEL
POLICY FOR EMPLOYEES

WHEREAS The Code of Virginia, Article 2, Section 15.1-7.1
Establishment of grievance procedure for employees. "Not-
withstanding any other provision of law to the contrary,

the governing body of every county, city and town which

has more than fifteen employees shall establish by June
thirty, nineteen hundred seventy-four, a grievance procedure
for its employees to afford an immediate and fair method

for the resolution of disputes which may arise between such
public employer and its employees and a personnel system
including a classification plan for service and uniform pay
plan for all employees including the employees and deputies
of constitutional officers, excluding division superintendents
of schools."”

WHEREAS a proposed personnel rules and regulations for the
employees of the Town of Elkton was presented to each member
of the Council on May 29, 1974,

WHEREAS after due consideration and discussion on June 10,
1974,

NOW THEREFORE be it resolved that the Council of the

Town of Elkton hereby approves the Personnel Rules and
Regulations and hereby instruct the Town Manager to issue

an administrative order establishing the procedure and policy.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to adopt the
"Personnel Rules and Regulations" as presented and to pass the foregoing resolution.

Mr. Ayers ask permission to buy pipe for Lee Avenue at an approximate cost
of $3,000.00. The council decided to leave this for the new council to take action.

Mr. Avers reported that the lady representing VPI at the special meeting
had been in contact with him and they, along with the County, would like to
develop Memorial Park according to the Master Plan which the County had presented
some time ago. They would be responsible for obtaining the Federal Grant. The
grant would cover 75% of the cost, the County 12%% and the Town would have to
assume 12%% of the cost. The Town would also have to give the County a 25 vear
lease on the park. The council felt this should be checked into further.
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Mr. McGahey reported that as of May 1, 1974 the Fair Labor Standard Amendments
of 1974 not only raised the minimum wage in a three-step process but significantly
expanded coverage of the Fair Labor Standards Act to include agricultural
workers, domestic service workers, and all non-supervisory employees of federal,
state, and local governments. Effective May 1, 1974 public employees are
covered by a minimum wage of $1.90 which increases to $2.00 on January 1, 1975,
$2.20 on January 1, 1976 and $2.30 on January 1, 1977. Public employees are now
subject to the overtime requirement of "time and one-half" for any work in
excess of forty (40) hours per week with the exception of Public Safety employees
remain exempt from the overtime provisions of the law until January 1, 1975.

Mr. McGahey explained that the policemen work forty (40) hour weeks but
their overtime pay is based on a forty-eight (48) hour week and at straight time.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to set the
work week for policemen at forty (40) hours with overtime to start after forty
(40) hours at time and one-half.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to raise
the dispatchers rate to $1.90 an hour for a forty (40) hour week and time and
one-half after forty (40) hours.

Mrs. Leap reported that effective June 1, 1974 Blue Cross rates increased.
The cost to the town will be $2.02 higher on each employee with the exception
of those over 65 which did not increase.

Mr. Leet ask how the rate study on electric was progressing.

Mr. Ayers stated that he has worked up the figures on the rate for the Elkton
Elementary School and there will probably be $6,000.00 difference coming to the
town. Mr. Green of the Harrisonburg Electric Commission plans to have the rate
study completed by July 1, 1974.

Mr. Workman reported that there have been some demand meters already installed
and work is continuing along this line.

Mayor Garber reported that he had received a complaint from Mr. Joe Lucas
in regards to a tree limb going through his barber shop window during a recent
storm. He asked the town to put pressure on Mr. Louderback to trim this tree.
As this involves private property the council was not sure how much authority
they have but ask Mr. Ayers and Mr. Herring to check into the situation.

Mayor Garber reported that he had received a call from E. Wayne Davis,
Fire Chief, inviting all councilmen and councilmen-elect and Mayor-elect to
ride in the Firemen's Parade Friday evening at 6:30 P.M.

Mayor Garber reported that the annual Institute for City and Town Councilmen,
Mayors and Administrators is scheduled August 26, 27 and 28 at the University
of Virginia, Charlottesville. The Institute is part of the Local Government
Officials' Conference which is cosponsored by seven Virginia local government
associations, including the Virginia Municipal League, and the Institute of
Government at the University of Virginia. Special attention will be given to
newly elected councilmen and mayors by providing a sufficient amount of basic
instruction including such areas as municipal government organization and
functions, powers and duties of councilmen, personnel policies, etc.

Mayor Garber thanked all the citizens and town employees for their indulgence,
cooperation and helpfulness shown him during his terms in office. He stated
that he had tried to do his best. He pointed out that our finances are good and
he feels we have a good incoming council. He offered his help at anytime and
stated he has nothing but praise for our town.

Mr. Workman stated that as Chairman of the Electric and a member of the
Finance Committee, he feels we have reached a maximum on the budget. The electric
is the backbone of the town and he hopes it will continue. He thanked the
Harrisonburg Electric Commission for their work, help and advice over the years
and stated that it has been a pleasure to work with Mrs. Leap and all the
councilmen. He plans to make a statement to thank the citizens later on.

Mr. Leet, on behalf of the council, thanked Mayor Garber and the outgoing
councilmen for their service to the town. They were given a standing vote of
thanks.

Rev. S. E. Madren was present to ask council if they had made any decision
on the refuse collection. This was deferred to later in the meeting.

Mr. Iurty Taylor, Mr. Lewis Jolly and Mr. M. L. Monger were present in regards
to the British Wodds Corporation. Mr. Lewis Jolly, spokesman for the group,
deferred any comments until after reports from Mr. Ayers and Mr. Nickerson.

Mr. Ayers introduced Mr. Tom Lewis, Representative from Enviromental Systems
Service of Culpepper. The group was shown slides of a Package Type Pre-Fab Sewage
Disposal Plant. This unit had a 300,000 gallon a day capa01ty The estimated
cost of this unit completely installed was $668,000.00.

Mr. Gary Nickerson, representing Arthur Beard Engineers, gave a possible
location for the new Sewage Plant. He explained that this could be delivered
in approximately 16 weeks if passed by The Enviromental Protection Agency. This
plan would include Primary and Secondary Sewage System. This unit is flexable
and could be expanded to take increased flow.

Mr. Lewis Jolly asked the council if they could not find a way to meet the
sewer problems they are facing. He stated that due to the high rate of interest
they are paying they will need a firm committment soon, or sell the land in 5
acre parcels, which would stop the growth of the town to the north. He further
stated that if this sub-division developed it would double the size of Elkton.
Also that British Woods Corporation would not open more land than was approved
by the State at one time, and would cooperate with the town in every way possible.

Mayor Flory told the group the town was very much interested and concerned,
and he and the council would meet and see what alternatives they could present
to the state.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held Monday, September
9, 1974 at 8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the President Pro Tempore
William H. McGahey presiding. The following council members were present:
Mr. C. E. Dean, Mr. R. R. Dean, Mr. H. A. ILeet, Mr. R. J. Lough and Mr. W. P.
Suiter. Mr. William Ayers, Town Manager, Mr. R. Bruce Wiles, Town Attorney,
Mr. Homer Ageon, Co-Superintendent, Mr. Charles Hammer, Chief of Police and
Mrs. Norma R. Leap, Town Clerk were also present.

Mr. R. R. Dean opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. W. P. Suiter and carried unanimously
to accept the minutes of the regular meeting August 12, 1974.

Dr. Asa R. Talbot came before the council in regards to Boy Scout Troop
No. 46. He reported on the troop's growth and accomplishments and presented a
letter to each council member which summerized his report. The letter included
thanks to the town for their support and requested their continued support.

RE: FLOOD INSURANCE -- LEGISIATIVE ACTION TO APPLY FOR FEDERAL FILOOD
INSURANCE

WHEREAS, certain areas of the Town of Elkton, Virginia, are
subject to periodic flooding from streams and rivers and their
tributaries causing serious damage to properties within these
areas; and

WHEREAS, relief is available in the forms of Federally subsidized
flood insurance as authorized by the National Flood Insurance Act of
1968 as amended; and

WHEREAS, it is the intent of the Town Council of Elkton, Virginia,
to require the recognition and evaluation of flood and/or mudslide
hazards in all official actions relating to land use in the f£lood
plain and/or mudslide areas having special flood and/or mudslide
hazards; and

WHEREAS, this body has the legal authority to adopt land use
and control measures to reduce future flood losses pursuant to
Sections 15.1-839, 15.1-863, and 15.1-466 of the Code of Virginia
of 1950, as amended, and pursuant to Section 51 of the Elkton Charter
of nineteen hundred and fifty-four;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that this Council hereby:
1. Assures the Federal Insurance Administration that it will

enact as necessary, and maintain in force for those areas having
flood or mudslide hazards, adequate land use and control measures
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with effective enforcement provisions consistent with the Criteria
set forth in Section 1910 of the National Flood Insurance Program
Regulations; and

2. Vests the Town Manager of Elkton, and in his absence the
Mayor of Elkton, Virginia, with the responsibility, authority, and
means to:

(a) Delineate or assist the Administrator, at his request,
in delineating the limits of the areas having special flood (and/or
mudslide) hazards on available local maps of sufficient scale to
identify the location of building sites.

(b) Provide such information as the Administrator may request
concerning present uses and occupancy of the flood plain (and/or
mudslide area).

(¢) Cooperate with Federal, State, and local agencies
and private firms which undertake to study, survey, map, and
identify flood plain or mudslide areas, and cooperate with
neighboring communities with respect to management of adjoining
flood plain and/or mudslide areas in order to prevent aggravation
of existing hazards.

(d) Submit on the anniversary date of the community's
initial eligibility an annual report to the Administrator on
the progress made during the past year within the community in
the development and implementation of flood plain (and/or mudslide
area) management measures.

3. Appoints the Town Manager of Elkton, and in his absence
the Mayor of Elkton, Virginia, to maintain for public inspection
and to furnish upon request a record of elevations (in relation
to mean sea level) of the lowest floor (including basement) of all
new or substantially improved structures located in the special
flood hazard areas. If the lowest floor is below grade on one
or more sides, the elevation of the floor immediately above must
also be recorded.

4. Agrees to take such other official action as may be reason-
ably necessary to carry out the objectives of the program.

RE: FLOOD INSURANCE -- APPROVED PLAN FOR BUILDING PERMIT REVIEW

WHEREAS, the Town of Elkton is subject to the Virginia Uniform
Statewide Building Code promulgated by the State Board of Housing
pursuant to Sections 36-98 and 36-99 of the Code of Virginia of
1950, as amended; and

WHEREAS, the Virginia Uniform Statewide Building Code requires
building permits before the erecting, constructing, enlarging, altering,
repairing, improving, moving or demolishing of any building or
structure; and

WHEREAS, by contract with the Town of Elkton, the County of
Rockingham is enforcing the Virginia Statewide Building Code within
the incorporated area of the Town of Elkton; and

WHEREAS, Section 873.5 ("Floodproofing") of the Virginia Uniform
Statewide Building Code requires:

"Where a structure is located in a 100-year flood plain,
the lowest floor of all future construction or substantial
improvement to an existing structure (the cost of which
equals or exceeds 50% of the actual cash value of the
construction), must be built at or above that level, except
for non-residential structures which may be floodproofed

to that level. 1In the absence of data on the 100-year
flood, the local government shall require structures to

be designed to resist or overcome anticipated flood conditions
in riverine and coastal areas based upon historical data,
soil maps, flood flow, flood elevations or other approved

requirements that must be satisfied:

(a) Either elevate structures and/or design
same to assure protection from hydrostatic
or hydrodynamic loadings from anticipated
flood levels.

(b) Design all structures to be safeguarded from
collapse and/or flotation.

(c) Provide for adequate protection of all heating
and mechanical equipment of structures subject
to flood damage.

(d) Provide protection of electrical installations
of structures subject to flood damage as called
for in Article 15.

(e) Provide adequate sewerage and water system
protection of structures subject to flood
damage as called for in the Plumbing Code
Sections of Article 17.

(£) All existing structures which are scheduled
to undergo major improvements, repairs and/or
rehabilitations shall, to the maximum extent
practicable, provide floodproofing protection
as described in this section."

WHEREAS, pursuant to the aforesaid contract, the Rockingham County
Building Official must examine all plans and specifications for the
proposed construction when application is made to him for a building
permit; and

WHEREAS, by Resolution adopted at a meeting held on 4/29/74,
the Rockingham County Board of Supervisors provided that the Rockingham
County Building Official" in reviewing all applications for construction
in flood hazard locations within Rockingham County, including its
incorporated towns shall require that any such proposed construction
must:

"(a) Provide adequate drainage in order to reduce
exposure to flood hazards.

(b) TILocate public utilities and facilities on the
site in such a manner as to be elevated and
constructed to minimize or eliminate flood
damage, such utilities and facilities including
sewer, gas, electrical and water systems."”

WHEREAS, this body has the legal authority to regulate subdivisions
to provide for adequate drainage and flood control pursuant to Sections
15.1-839, 15.1-466 of the Code of Virginia of 1950, as amended, and
pursuant to Section 51 of the Elkton Charter of nineteen hundred and
fifty-four;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Town Council of the Town of
Elkton, Virginia, as follows:

1. That the Rockingham County Building Official has the authority
to review all building permit applications for new construction or
substantial improvements to determine whether proposed building sites
will be reasonably safe from flooding; and, if a proposed building
site is in a location that has a flood hazard, to require that any
proposed new construction or substantial improvement (including
prefabricated and mobile homes) (i) be designed (or modified) and
anchored to prevent flotation, collapse, or lateral movement of the
structure, (ii) construction materials and utility equipment be used
that are resistant to flood damage, and (iii) construction methods

and practices be used that will minimize flood damage; and

2. That the Town Manager of Elkton, Virginia, or in his
absence the Mayor of Elkton or his designated appointee, shall

review subdivision proposals and other proposed new developments

to assure that (i) all such proposals are consistent with the need
to minimize flood damage, (ii) all public utilities and facilities,
such as sewer, gas, electrical, and water systems are located,
elevated, and constructed to minimize or eliminate flood damage,
and (iii) adequate drainage is provided so as to reduce exposure to
flood hazards; and

3. That the Town Manager of Elkton, Virginia, or in his
absence the Mayor of Elkton or his designated appointee, shall
require new or replacement water supply systems and/or sanitary
sewage systems to be designed to minimize or eliminate infiltration
of flood waters into the systems and discharges from the systems
into flood waters, and require on-site waste disposal systems to
be located so as to avoid impairment of them or contamination from
them during £looding.

As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held Monday, October
14, 1974 at 8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, H. Ditman Flory
presiding. The following council members were present: Mr. C. E. Dean, Mr.
R. R. Dean, Mr. H. A. Leet, Mr. R. J. Lough, Mr. W. H., McGahey and Mr. W. P.
Suiter. Mr. W. E. Ayers, Town Manager, Mr. Homer Ageon, Co-Superintendent and
Mrs. Norma R. Ieap, Town Clerk were also present.

Mr. R. R. Dean opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting September 9, 1974.

Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean and carried to approve
the minutes of the special meeting September 12, 1974.

Mrs. Larry Horne was present in reference to the Town Manager. She felt
that she had been very rudely treated when calling Mr. Ayers over the weekend
about an emergency which occured at her home. Mayor Flory assured Mrs. Horne
that action would be taken in regards to her problem and for her to feel free
at anytime to call any member of the council or Mr. Ayers as they were there
to help the citizens with their problems.

There was a discussion in regards to the property on West Spotswood Trail
and Shenandoah Avenue which extends on the town property. This matter had come
before council at a previous meeting with a request to purchase footage from
the town but council refused. Council took no action at the previous meeting
to make the owner remove the building from the street. As. Mr. Hatmaker
did not come before council as he had requested the matter is considered tempor-
arily closed.

Mr. Ayers ask council's permission to write a letter to James C. Wilkins
& Associates, Inc. approving the preliminary plans for the water and sewer
layout for British Woods as generally meeting the town's water and sewer
requirements; with the exception of lines crossing private property will have
to be relocated on public property.

Mr. C. E. Dean moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to give
Mr. Ayer's authority to write a letter to James C. Wilkins & Associates Inc.
stating that the preliminary plans for the British Woods Subdivision water and
sewer layout meets with council's approval as long as lines across private
property are relocated on public property.

Mr. Suiter questioned Mr. Ayers if lines would be installed from these
plans and Mr. Ayers stated these were only preliminary plans and lines would
not be installed without approval of final plans.

Mr. W. P. Suiter moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey to approve the First
Reading to purchase a reel of No. 2 Triplex Entrance Cable at a cost of $517.00.

Mr. Suiter reported that his committee has met in regards to the request
to purchase 25 poles and felt that these many electric poles are not needed
at the present time. The town has twenty-five 40' to 45' poles on hand.

Mr. W. P. Suiter moved, seconded by Mr. R. J. Lough to approve the First
Reading to purchase ten electric poles at a cost of $525.00. Five 30' poles
and five 35' poles. The vote was recorded as follows:

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Mr. Suiter reported that his committee has collected electric rates from
the adjoining communities and electric companies and plan to have something
in regards to rates at the next meeting.

Mr. Leet questioned the possibility of adopting temporary rates until
we can get permanent rates set. Mayor Flory stated he felt the Electric Committee
would have something ready within the next two weeks.

Mr. R. J. Lough asked to make his report and suggestions last.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. W. P. Suiter and carried unanimously
to approve the bill in the amount of $361.75 from Hugh D. Whitlow for one siren
and one warning light and bar.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. J. Lough and carried unanimously
to hire Edward J. Kirk as a patrolman on a three month probationary period.

Mr. C. E. Dean moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried unanimously
to approve the Second Reading to amend Section 26-16 as follows:

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the Town of Elkton
to amend the Refuse Collection Ordinance Section
26-16 by adding the following:

Any house or apartment may be exempt from the refuse
collection fee if the owners of such property notify
the Town Treasurer in writing that it is unoccupied
and creating no refuse. It shall then become their
responsibility to again notify the Town Treasurer

in writing when it is re-occupied. Failure to obey
the latter clause shall result in the same penalty
as provided for in the ordinance for non payment of
this fee. This resolution shall not be retroactive
but only in effect after its passage date by council
vote.

Mr. C. E. Dean moved, seconded by Mr. R. J. Lough and carried unanimously
to approve the following resolution:

BE IT RESOLVED that the Elkton Town Council hereby
authorizes the Virginia National Bank to collect the
Town of Elkton's electric, water, sewer and refuse
bills and to deposit these in the Town of Elkton
General Fund.

Mr. C. E. Dean moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet to approve the following
resolution:

Approval of the Recreation Commission for the development
of the Memorial Park.

WHEREAS the Council of the Town of Elkton agree to the
operation of Memorial Park by the Elkton Community Parks
and Recreation Commission and,

WHEREAS the Elkton Community Parks and Recreation Commission
being desirous to establish a framework of operation for the
development of Memorial Park according to the master plan.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Elkton Community
Parks and Recreation Commission has the authority to develop
the Memorial Park according to the master plan by Charles M.
Graves Organization dated January 1972. And,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that all funds received as revenue from
the operation of Memorial Park, buildings and improvements
thereon, and activities conducted within the park shall be

under direct control of the Elkton Community Parks and Recreation
Commission. And

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this resolution does not conflict
nor nullify the lease agreement now in effect with the
Rockingham County School Board.
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Mr. W. P, Suiter questioned the fact of what would happen to the money if
the Elkton Community Parks and Recreation Commigsion dissolved.

The following amendment was added and the resolution was unanimously approved.

If for any reason the Elkton Community Parks and Recreation
Commission is dissolved the money that the Commission has
will revert to the town to be used for recreation.

Mr. R. R. Dean moved, seconded by Mr. W. P, Suiter to approve the Second
Reading to purchase a Good Roads Model 701 One Way Snow Plow from Capital
Equipment Co. Inc. at a cost of $1,343.00. The vote was recorded as follows:

Mr. Ayers reported that the meter for the spring has been received and
is in the process of being installed. He also reported that he had contacted
the firm we ordered the smoke machine from and they will not have the parts
to make the machine for at least a month.

Mr. R. J. ILough reported that he had discussed the audit report with Mr.
Stickley and the only suggestions he made were that the town when preparing the
budget separate as to operating expenses, capital outlay and debt retirement
so it can be compared with the annual audit and the town secure detail statements
from the court on fines and costs to support the check received each month.

Mr. Lough stated that the auditors were unable to make any comparisons this
year due to the fact we only operated on a ten month budget.

Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey to accept the audit
report as prepared by Bosserman, Alt, James & Stickley. The vote was recorded
as follows:

Mr. Lough reported that he had a discussion with the auditors, Mr. Baker
and Mr. Stickley and they had recommended we discontinue the monthly $500.00
deposit into the Electric System Fund as we have approximately $50,000.00 in
this fund and as our system is now insured this is enough to carry as a sinking
fund.

Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. W. P. Suiter to discontinue with-
drawing $500.00 monthly from the Town of Elkton Inc. General Fund for the
Elkton Electric System Fund and that the balance in the Elkton Electric System
Fund be put in a Certificate of Deposit. The vote was recorded as follows:

Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. W. P. Suiter and carried unanimously
to adopt the following procedure for purchasing:

1. A written requisition be submitted to the Town Manager (or the
town's designated agent) for the things needed by the Department
Head under which department it is required.

2. The Town Manager (or agent) will then issue a purchase order in
quaduplicate. One copy for the Department Head, one for the town
files, one for the Committee Chairman affected, and the original
for the Treasurer who will do the ordering. After approval and
upon receipt of goods or services, no further signing will be
needed for the Treasurer to pay the invoices.
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3. If the amount is less than One Hundred Dollars ($100.00), or
an emergency exists, the order may be placed for immediate
delivery with the approval of the Town Manager (or the Town
Treasurer, or the Chariman affected in case the Town Manager
is away or absent).

4. If the amount exceeds One Hundred Dollars ($100.00), but less than
Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00), and no emergency exists, it shall
come before Council for a first and only one reading. If approved
it shall then be ordered as outlined in Section 2. If the amount
exceeds Five Hundred Dollars ($500.,00), and no emergency exists,
it must come before council for a first, and a second reading.

If then approved, by a majority Council vote, it shall then be
ordered as stated in Section 2.

5. All purchases, or contracts, or bids in excess of Five Hundred
Dollars shall be presented to Council with three price quotations
in writing, if feasible, before they are acted on or approved by
Council vote.

6. Normal office supplies for the Treasurer's Office, or cleaning
supplies for the Custodian or Janitor, will not fall under these
regulations, and may be purchased as needed.

7. The Department Heads, along with the Town Manager, shall anticipate
their normal stock needs one or two months ahead of time so
council can act upon these requests, and thereby keep our inventory
up to normal needs.

8. Should an emergency arise, which requires immediate action, the
Town Manager (or agent) jointly with the Mayor (or in the Mayor's
absence, it shall be the Mayor Pro Tempore, or Chairman of the
Committee so affected) shall have the authority to act at once
on necessary purchases and/or repairs and process the requisitions
and purchase orders at a later time. No price ceiling shall be
placed on this action since it is impossible to anticipate
emergencies that can, and probably will, happen. The requisitions
shall then be handled as outlined in the previous sections and
purchase orders at a later time be approved by council action.

Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. W. P. Suiter and carried unanimously
to incorporate the British Woods contract in the minutes of this meeting.

WHEREAS, British Woods Corporation, a Virginia corporation,
intends to develop a tract of land adjoining the Town of Elkton,
Virginia, to be called Elkwood Subdivision; and

WHEREAS, the Town Council of Elkton, Virginia, has RESOLVED
to furnish water and sewer of the Town to said subdivision; and

WHEREAS, Town Council and the Developers have orally agreed
to cooperate on other matters and desire to set forth such
agreements formally,

NOW, THEREFORE, THIS AGREEMENT dated this 25th. day of
September, 1974, by and between the TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA,
hereinafter referred to as "TOWN" and BRITISH WOODS CORPORATION,
a Virginia corporation, hereinafter referred to as "DEVELOPERS,"

WITNESSETH:

That for and in consideration of the mutual covenants and
agreements herein contained, the parties hereto agree as follows:

(1) TOWN agrees to furnish to DEVELOPERS hookups to the
TOWN'S water and sewer facilities. Said hookups shall be limited
to 113 living units of each the first year; 62 of each the second
year; and 61 of each for the third year, and thenceforth according
to the master plan hereinafter referred to. It is agreed that the
first year shall begin when DEVELOPERS ask TOWN for the first
hookup and that the succeeding year shall begin one year from said
date. It is further agreed that this provision shall not be altered
without the written consent of the parties hereto, and that any
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hookups not used in the year designated shall carry over and be
useable by DEVELOPERS in the next year in addition to the ones
allocated for that particular year. The hookup or tap fee charged
by TOWN shall be at the prevailing rate at the time the hookup is
sought; and said tap fee, less a credit of 1/8 for the water and
sewer laterals installed by DEVELOPERS as set out in Paragraph (2)
below, shall be due and payable to TOWN as each lot is sold.

It is understood and agreed by the parties hereto that
DEVELOPERS are on a first-come, first-serve basis of available
hookups with others in the service area of Elkton seeking said
hookups.

(2) TOWN agrees, at its own expense, to bring its existing
water and sewer lines, in a size sufficient for the purposes of
DEVEIOPERS, to the property line of DEVELOPERS at the southwest
corner of the Elkwood subdivision.

It is further agreed that DEVELOPERS will put in water
and sewer laterals to the property line of each lot in the sub-
division, and that in consideration therefor 1/8 of the tap fee
will be retained by DEVELOPERS.

(3) DEVEIOPERS agree to install, at their own expense, water
and sewer lines, to be approved by TOWN, throughout the develop-
ment, which shall become the property of the Town of Elkton. It
is understood that the development will be staged and that the
water, sewer, and road system will not be built at one time.

(4) TOWN has expressed interest in annexing the approximately
300 acres of land owned by DEVELOPERS, and DEVELOPERS hereby con-
sent to be annexed and agree to cooperate in every reasonable
manner with TOWN in its annexation effort whenever they shall be
asked to do so by TOWN.

(5) DEVELOPERS plan to leave considerable acreage of thisg
tract as "open space." To this end, DEVELOPERS agree to convey
to TOWN any areas designated as "open space" in development plans
approved by the appropriate governing body and implemented by
DEVEILOPERS. The foregoing is conditioned upon TOWN annexing this
property; TOWN'S agreement to maintain such property as "open
space"; TOWN'S agreement not to sell any of such property; and
TOWN'S agreement to give to Rockingham County, Virginia, or the
governing body thereof, sufficient acreage from said "open space"
for the construction of a public school and appurtenances if said
County deems it desirable to construct a school on that property.

(6) DEVELOPERS agree to comply with all of the regulations
set forth in the "Subdivision Ordinance of Rockingham County,"
incorporated herein by reference, provided that in the event said
development is annexed to TOWN, said regulations shall be applic-
able to this development mutatis mutandis, reflecting the Town
Council of the Town of Elkton, Virginia, as the "Governing Body,"
the planning commission of Elkton, Virginia, as the "Commission,"
and an appointed representative of the Town Council as "Agent."

(7) A copy of the master plan for said development showing
nine sections of staged development is attached hereto and incor-
porated herein by reference. DEVELOPERS agree that said plan
accurately reflects their intended development and further agree
that any changes in said plan will be made only with the mutual
consent of both parties to this agreement.

(8) 1In the event that the U.S. Postal Service desires to
erect a mail station on this property, TOWN agrees to allow the
construction of a suitable structure for that purpose on its
property.

(9) Should this property be annexed to TOWN, the parties
hereto agree that this agreement, or any portion thereof, may be
embodied in the order of the annexation court.

The parties hereto generally agree to cooperate with each
other and to assist the other reasonably in its endeavors so long
as such assistance is not inconsistent with the duties and
obligations of the other.
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DATED this 25th. day of September, 1974, in Rockingham
County, Virginia.

Mr. Lough recommended the Water and Sewer Committee study new tap fees for
outside of town customers and rates for outside of town customers be increased.

before the contract is signed.

Mayor Flory stated that he will bring the contract before council to be
reviewed before he signs it.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. W. P. Suiter and carried unanimously
to have a Christmas Party for the Town Council, Town Attorney, Town Employees
and their families.

Five thousand dollars must be raised by the Elkton
community; the Harrisonburg-Rockingham County Day Care Center Board will help
raise the remaining $5,000. They ask the Town of Elkton to support this
endeavor in any way they can.

Mayor Flory ask how soon they needed to know something. Mrs. Veith said
it would take eighteen months to two years to get the project in operation.

Should a job or project be underway, and additional
supplies or materials are needed, the Town Superintendent
shall have the authority to make purchases up to $100.00.
The crew foremen shall have authority to make purchases as
needed on a job or project up to $25.00. These purchases
shall be followed up as outlined in Sections 1 and 2 above.

Mr. Lough reported that the roof at the Scout Hut had been completed at
a cost of $283.00.

It was reported that the roof at the Police Department and Jail is leaking
and should be repaired. As Mr. ILough was extremely busy at present, the Public
Safety Committee was ask to take care of this.

Mayor Flory reported that silver plates have been purchased for the two
former police dispatchers, Mr. Davis and Mr. McGuire, in appreciation for their
services. As they could not be present for the meeting, Mr. McGahey will
present the plates to them at their homes.

Mr. C. E. Dean reported that the Recreation Commission is working on a
schedule to go skiing every two weeks and that with the help of Mr. Leet they
are also working on a ping pong tournament for January.
