COUNCIL MEETING
February 9, 1976

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held Monday, February 9, 1976
at 8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, H. Ditman Flory presiding. The
following council members were present: Mr. C. E. Dean, Mr. R. R. Dean, Mr. H. A.
Leet, Mr. R. J. Lough and Mr. W. P. Suiter. Mr. W. H. McGahey was absent. Mr.

Fred Cloonan, Jr., Patrolman, Mrs. Norma Leap, Clerk, Mr. Gerald Mongér, Superintendent
and Mr. R. Bruce Wiles, Town Attorney were also present.

Mr. C. E. Dean opened'the meeting with prayer.

Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. W. P. Suiter and carried to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting January 12, 1976.

Mr. Melvin Shifflett and Mr. Norman Shifflett, along with two other men, were
present to ask if the council was considering annexation in any other areas besides
Liberty Heights and Elkwood. The Mayor stated that the council has no interest
in any other area at this time.

Mr. W. P. Suiter reported that fossil fuel for the month of February is $9.93
a thousand kwh.

Mr. Suiter reported that the police station looks excellent since remodeling.
A decision needs to be made as to what type door should be put on the front of the
police station. Mr. Suiter felt a glass door with metal frames should be used
which would cost approximately $280.00 installed. A wooden door could be purchased
for about $132.00. Council was in agreement that if the building code requires
the door to swing out a glass door should be purchased but if the door can open
into the station a wooden door would be purchased.

Mr. R. J. Lough reported that he felt council should be considering some
extra sources of revenue. He suggested an increase in water and sewer rates as
our rates are low in comparison with other communities. Mayor Flory felt taxes
should be considered rather than water and sewer.

Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. C. E. Dean and carried to approve the
Finance Report for January.

Mr. C. E. Dean reported that the Recreation Commission is doing a fine job.

Mr. Dean suggested the council consider an Qrdinance'where council could require
abutting property owners to pay up to 75% of the cost for storm drainage. Mr.
Wiles was asked to draw up an ordinance for council to consider.

Mr. H. A. Leet reportéd that his committee is still looking into the pros and
cons of flouridation of town water.

Mr. Leet reported that the engineers request for additional water samples from
three other sources had been studied further and it appears two samples will do.
It will cost only $160.00 to obtain the two samples rather than the approximate
$600.00 as reported at the last meeting.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. C. E. Dean to obtain the samples needed
to complete the water study from the two water sources as requested by Arthur Beard
Engineers at a cost of $160.00. The vote was recorded as follows:

Mr. Leet suggested the council consider the passing, in the near future, of a
good up to date ordinance for the installation of water and sewer lines.

Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean to approve the Second Reading
to purchase a reconditioned Model 191 3M Copier at a cost of $995.00, less trade-in
on our present machine of $175.00, at a cost of $820.00. The vote was recoxrded
as follows:

H. Leet - vyea
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Mr. Wiles reported he had checked the legal aspects regarding the town accepting
the ninety acres of free land Mr. Wilkins had ask if council would be interested
in accepting. Legally the town can acquire land outside the corporate limits.
Mr. Wiles suggested council might want to consider suggesting the county take
over the land for parks. Council felt further study was needed before any decisions
could be made.

There was a discussion regarding water and sewer connection fees for Elkwood
and when the town should receive their money. Several members of council felt
that the town was to receive the money for connection fees as soon as Elkwood
sold the lots. Mr. Wiles felt there were some ambiquties in the contract. Council
suggested Elkwood be contacted and the matter cleared up.

Mayor Flory brought up the point that if a person buys two lots in the
subdivision but states he is going to build only one dwelling should he have to —
pay for two water and sewer connection fees. Council felt connection fees should
be paid on both lots at time of purchase and that after construction has been
completed and the town building inspector confirms that only one connection will
be used, the cost of the other connection will be refunded to the payee. Mr.
Wiles was ask to draw up something to this effect for council's consideration at
the next meeting.

Mayor Flory read a letter from Mr. Ashby sShifflett, Principal and Mrs. Argelia
Garrett, Teacher-Coordinator, Elkton High School, inviting the Mayor and Council
to attend the ceremony dedicating a highway historical marker at the site of
the first settler in the Shenandoah Valley. The ceremony is planned for February
16, 1976 at 2:00 P.M. at the marker site one-half mile North West of Elkton on
U. S. Route 340.

Mayor Flory read a letter from Marvin Hillsman, Chairman, Community Center
Sub-Committee, Elkton Bicentennial Commission, regarding the possibility of
beginning construction of a community center in the Bicentennial year. Their
committee had concluded that such a project cauld not be successfully completed
and carried on in the future without the active participation, financial and
otherwise, of the Town of Elkton. Answers to the following gquestions were
requested:

1. Is the Town willing to apply to the U.S. Depértment of Housing
and Urban Development (HUD) for funding of such a project?

Council's Answer: Yes, if the deadlines can be met.

2. 1Is the Town willing to assume the care and maintenance of a
completed community center?

Council's Answer: The Town would be willing to help with
maintenance and care but not operating expenses.

3. 1Is the Town willing to assist us in the acquisition of
real estate for the project, and would the Town accept

title to the property in its' name?

Council's Answer: The council does not feel it could accept
title to this property.

4. what other ways, if any, would the Town be willing to assist?

Council's Answer: There were no commitments from council.

Mr. Suiter ask Mr. Gerald Monger if he had any time schedule set for providing
water to Elkwood. Mr. Monger stated that he had none at present. The previous
plans had not been accepted by the State Water Control Board so new plans have '

to be presented for approval.

As there was no further business, Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr.
W. P. Suiter and ca¥ried to adjourn,

March 8, 1976

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held Monday, March 8, 1976
at 8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, H. Ditman Flory presiding.
The following council members were present: Mr. C. E. Dean, Mr. R. R. Dean,

Mr., H. A. Leet, Mr. R. J. Lough and Mr. W. H. McGahey. Mr. W. P. Suiter was
absent. Mr. Fred Cloohan, Jr., Patrolman, Mrs. Norma lLeap, Clerk, Mr. Gerald
Monger, Superintendent, and Mr. R. Bruce Wiles, Town Attorney were also present.

Mr. C. E. Dean opened the meeting with prayer.

.Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting February 9, 1976 as presented.

Mr. Bob Sterrett, Executive Vice President of the Rockingham-Harrisonburg
Chamber of Commerce, Mr. Ernest James, Manager of the Virginia Employment Commission,
Mr. Jack Castle and Mr. Russ Atwood were present regarding a new project the
Chamber of Commerce and Virginia Employment Commission are sponsoring.

Mr. Sterrett expressed appreciation to Mayor Flory for the valuable serxvice
he has contributed while serving on the committee for the Public Service Employment
Program. He then explained the Youth Employment Service Project they are beginning
for the purpose of bringing together youth between the ages of 16 and 22 needing
employment and employers who will use them. They are asking support from each
community in helping find employers and an appropriation of $50.00 for funds to
get the program started.

Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to appropriate
$50.00 for the YES Program.

Mayor Flory recognized Mrs. Linda Life, Mr. Maurice Lough and Mr. Bill Holt,
candidates for the town election.

The fossil fuel cost for the month of March is $9.49 a thousand kwh.

Mayor Flory reported that it would be necessary to renegotiate the engineering
"contract with Arthur Beard Engineers and to amend it to read as required by EPA
in order to be in line for payment of the $19,650.00 grant.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. R. J. ILough to approve the amendment
of the Arthur Beard engineering agreement in an amount not to exceed $2,000.00.

AMENDMENT TO ENGINEERING AGREEMENT
DATED JUNE 19, 1975

AMENDMENT NO, 1

This AMENDMENT made the 8th. day of March, 1976 by and between
the TOWN OF EILXKTON, VIRGINIA, hereinafter referred to as the OWNER,
and ARTHUR BEARD ENGINEERS, hereinafter referred to as the ENGINEER,

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the OWNER and the ENGINEER on June 9, 1975, entered
into an AGREEMENT FOR ENGINEERING SERVICES concerning preparation
of a sewer evaluation report by the ENGINEER.

WHEREAS, the parties thereto now wish to amend the AGREEMENT
FOR ENGINEERING SERVICES to delete in their entirety SECTION II -
PERIOD OF SERVICE and SECTION III - PAYMENTS TO THE ENGINEER and
replace them with the following sections.

SECTION II - PERIOD OF SERVICE

The ENGINEER shall submit the report to the OWNER for subsequent
submission to the appropriate State and Federal regulatory agencies
no later than 60 days after receipt of all necessary field data
gathered by the field sewer inspection contractor and TOWN employees.
The ENGINEER will thereafter coordinate all additional efforts required
until approval is obtained.
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SECTION IIT - PAYMENTS TO THE ENGINEER

For services described in this Agreement under the previous
paragraphs the OWNER shall pay the ENGINEER a lump sum of $2,000.
Payment shall be made as follows:

- $1,000 upon presentation of an invoice 30 days after
initiation of report.

-~ $1,000 upon delivery of the report to the OWNER for
submittal to the regulatory agencies.

Except as modified by this AMENDMENT, the June 9, 1975 AGREEMENT
FOR ENGINEERING SERVICES is reaffirmed by the parties.

This AGREEMENT shall be in full force and effect only when it has
been approved by the Town Council of the Town of Elkton, Virginia, and
when executed by the duly authorized Town officials.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the parties have executed this AGREEMENT on
March 8, 1976.

Mr. Lough reported that the work at the police station has been completed and
looks very nice. He stated that the $4000.00 set up in the budget for repairs
to town property has been used and that the carpenter will have to be used for
repalirs requiring very little materials for the remainder of the fiscal year.

Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried that no future
remodeling projects not specifically budgeted be instigated until set plans and
cost have been presented to council for approval. ‘

Mr. Charles Dean gave each councilman a copy of a purposed ordinance to impose
taxes or assessments upon abutting property owners for the construction, replacement,
or enlargement of storm water sewers, which had been prepared by Mr. Wiles, to
study and discuss at the next meeting.

Mr. Randal Dean reported that he had discussed the sidewalk at the elementary
school with Mr. Ziegler and he was talking in terms of replacing the whole sidewalk
and hopes to get it in the next budget. Gerald Monger presented the following
quotes on prices.

The school wants the town to share one-half the cost. This will have to be
considered in next years budget.

Mr. Leet reported that the original plans when connecting water to Elkwood
Subdivision was to cap each line going into each lot. After further study, Mr.
Gerald Monger suggested the town go ahead and put the valves in at the same time
as it would be more economical and would eliminate shutting off service to large
areas at a time. The cost would be approximately $640.00.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. R. J. Lough to approve the First Reading
to appropriate $650.00 to buy cut-off valves to install at each property line
in the Elkwood Subdivision. The vote was recorded as follows:

Mr. Leet reported that Mr. Gerald Monger has drawn up a Manual for Construction
of Water and Sewer Lines. After it has been approved by the State, it will be
presented to council.
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Mr. Lough asked if anything had been settled regarding the connecting fees
for property in Elkwood and when we would be receiving the money. Mayor Flory
reported they are delaying until we can give them a date when they will have
water. No date can be given until we receive approval from the State.

Mayor Flory reported that he had discussed the triangle area downtown, on
which the telephone booth is setting, with the owner, Mr. John Hostettler, and
he is willing to rent thirty-three feet of the property to the town. Mayor Flory
reminded the council this is the area the Garden Club had been interested in
helping beautify with the town's help. He felt this would be a good place for
flags to be erected. The telephone booth will be moved to another location.

Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to rent
thirty-three feet of property from Mr. John Hostettler for various organizations
to beautify at a rate of $1.00 per year for five years and an additional five
years at a rate not to exceed $2.00 per year. There will be no charge to the
organizations.

Mayor Flory reported that he had visited the Shenandoah Valley Travel Agency
in New Market and picked up some samples of brochures from several communities
listing points of historical interest in their communities. He felt it would be
a benefit to the town to place a brochure at the agency. This would be a good
project for some organization to undertake or the town might be interested in
helping fund the project.

A tenative date of March 18, 1976 at 7:30 P.M. has been set for a Special
Meeting.

As there was no further business, Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr.
H. A. Leet and carried to adjourn.

A special meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held Wednesday, March 17,
1976 at 7:30 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, H. Ditman Flory presiding.
The following council members were present: Mr. C. E. Dean, Mr. R. R. Dean,
Mr. H. A. Leet, Mr. R. J. Lough, Mr. W. H. McGahey and Mr. W. P. Suiter. Mrs.
Norma Leap, Clerk, Mr. Gerald Monger, Town Superintendent and Mr. Bruce Wiles,
Town Attorney were also present.

Mrs. George Hensley was present regarding the purposed ordinance to assess
abutting property owners for construction, replacement or enlargement of storm
water sewers. Mrs. Hensley stated she did not feel the present ordinance was
fair. She pointed out that she, along with other neighbors, at their own expense,
had put in a drain pipe to help correct their water problem. This pipe had been
satisfactory until the new elementary school was built and had run their water
on them. Mrs. Hensley felt the school should not be allowed to run water onto
those living around the school.

After much discussion, Mayor Flory asked if the council wanted an ordinance
of this type. The council unanimously agreed that they would like an ordinance
provided the proposed ordinance was reworded to amend item "c¢" so council could
not assess property owners for work which they had not requested done except as
stated in "a"™ and "b". Also item "h" would be changed from three-fourths of the
total cost to one-half of the total cost. Mr. Wiles was asked to redraft the
ordinance.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to recommend
the reappointment of Mr. I. L. Flory Jr. to the Board of Zoning Appeals.

Mr. Lough presented new budget appropriations for the various departments.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. W. P. Suiter to approve the First
Reading to appropriate in accordance with the following new budget requests:

A special meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held Monday, March 22, 1976
at 7:30 P.M. with the Mayor, H. Ditman Flory presiding. The following council
members were present: Mr. C. E. Dean, Mr. R. R. Dean, Mr. H. A, ILeet, Mr. R. J.
Lough, Mr. W. H. McGahey, and Mr. W, P. Suiter. Mr. Charles Hammer, Chief of
Police, Mrs. Norma Leap, Clerk, Mr., Gerald Monger, Town Superintendent, and
Mr. R. Bruce Wiles, Town Attorney were also present.

Mr. C. E. Dean opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. Wiles read the purposed ordinance to assess abutting property owners for
construction, replacement or enlargement of storm water sewers.

Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. C. E. Dean to approve the First Reading
of the following ordinance:

AN ORDINANCE TO IMPOSE TAXES OR ASSESSMENTS UPON ABUTTING
PROPERTY OWNERS FOR THE CONSTRUCTION, REPLACEMENT, OR
ENLARGEMENT OF STORM WATER SEWERS

WHEREAS, by act of the General Assembly of Virginia
as provided in Title 15.1, Chapter 7, Article 2, Section
15.1-239 et seq. of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended,
the governing body of any county, city, or town may impose
taxes or assessments upon the abutting property owner or
property owners for the construction, replacement, enlargement,
or use of storm water sewers including retaining walls, curbs
and gutters;

THEREFORE, be it ordained and enacted by the Town
Council of the Town of Elkton, Virginia, that the following
procedures for the imposition of taxes or assessments
uypon abutting property owners for the construction, re-
placement, or enlargement of storm water sewers including
retaining walls, curbs and gutters, are hereby adopted:

Whenever it is desired to construct, replace, or
enlarge any storm water sewer including retaining walls,
curbs and gutters, the same shall be done and the cost
thereof shall be borne in accordance with the provisions
of this ordinance and the same shall be ordered done only
as hereinafter set out:

(a) Such work may be ordered done in pursuance of
any agreement entered into between the Town and the abutting
property owner or property owners, whereby such abutting
property owners shall agree to bear the expense, or a
portion of the expense, of such construction or improvement
to be apportioned among them.

(b) In the absence of such agreement, such improvement
may be ordered if the council shall have received a petition
from not less than three-fourths of the property owners to
be affected thereby.

(c¢) In the absence of such agreement or such petition,
no such improvements will be ordered.

(d) When the assessment or apportionment is not £ixed
by agreement, notice thereof, and of the amount so assessed
or apportioned, shall be given each of the then abutting
owners and he shall be cited thereby to appear before the
council not less than ten days thereafter, at a time and
place to be designated in said notice, to show cause, if
any he can, against such assessment or apportionment.
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(e) The notice required by the preceding section (d)
may be given by personal service on all persons entitled
to such notice, except that notice to an infant or insane
person may be served on his guardian or committee and
notice to a nonresident may be mailed to him at hig place
of residence or served on any agent of his having the
property in charge, or on the tenant of the freehold,
or in any case when the owner is a nonresident, or when
the owner's residence is not known, such notice may be
given by publication in some newspaper published or
having general circulation in the town once a week for
four successive weeks. Or, in any case, in lieu of such
personal notice on the parties or their agents and of
such publication, the notice to all parties may be given
by publishing the same in some newspaper published or
having general circulation in the Town of Elkton once
a week for two successive weeks, the last publication
to be made at least ten days before the parties are cited
to appear. Any property owner wishing to make objections
to an assessment may appear in person or by counsel and
state his objections.

(£) If the objections of any property owner to the
assessment or apportionment are overruled, and if he shall
not within thirty days thereafter take an appeal to the
circuit court upon the action of council, the council may
direct that the work be proceeded with. If an appeal is
taken, the clerk of the council shall immediately deliver
to the clerk of the court the original notice relating to
the assessment, with the judgment of the council endorsed
thereon.

(g) The cost of any work done under the provisions
of this ordinance, when the same shall have been ascertained,
shall be assessed or apportioned by the council between the
town and abutting property owners in accordance with the
terms of any agreement between the town and such abutting
property owners, or, in the absence of such agreement, in
accordance with such terms as are fixed by council; provided,
however, such taxes or assessments shall not be in excess
of the peculiar benefits resulting from the improvements
to such abutting property owner or owners; and no assessment
for retaining walls shall be imposed upon any property owner
who does not agree to such assesggent.

(h) The amount assessed against the abutting property
owner or property owners under the provisions of this ordinance
shall not exceed one half of the total cost of such improvement.

(1) The amount assessed against each abutting property
owner or for which he is liable by agreement shall be reported
as soon as practicable to the town treasurer, who shall enter
the same as provided for other taxes.

Mrs. Linda life was interested in knowing if the ordinance allowed for the
town making improvements in areas where they have created the problem, without
assessing the abutting property owners. Mayor Flory explained to Mrs. Life that
only in cases where the natural flow of water was altered would the town be
obligated in any way.

Mrs. Life asked why the council assumed full responsibility for the Jackson
Avenue Project if the State Code allowed them to assess the property owner. Mayor
Flory explained that this problem had existed for a long period of time, previous
councils had promised a solution and so the present council had felt a moral
obligation to take care of this matter.

Reading to appropriate $1,300.00 to purchase and install a new short engine block
for the Case 580 Backhoe to be split among the four departments as when purchased.

R. Dean - vyea W. McGahey - vea

Mr. W. P. Suiter moved, seconded by Mr. C. E. Dean and carried unanimously
to waive notice thereof to introduce new business regarding the Rockingham County
School Board.

Mr. Suiter reported that he had talked with Mr. Carl Yowell who requested
that the Rockingham County School Board be allowed to place three nonmobile
classrooms on the parking lot behind the elementary school. These units will
be placed on footings and anchored. No water or sewer will be needed. They
will need electric service as they will be totally electric. These units will
meet all the requirements in the building code. The School Board will furnish
electricity from the present building or if the town prefers, 100 amp services
can be run to each unit. These units are needed to eliminate the overcrowed
school situation.

Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. W. P. Suiter to grant permission to
the Rockingham County School Board to locate three nonmobile units at the Elkton
Elementary School as stipulated by Mr. Carl Yowell.

Mr. Monger asked if there had been any reference made to the mobile unit
next to the Shop Building at the Elementary School. This was to be a temporary
situation. Mr. Monger was asked to chéck into this.

Mr. Leet stated he did not want to prevent the placing of the mobile units
at the school but he did feel this was not a good direction and should be frowned
upon as a permanent solution to the problem. He suggested a undefined time
limit and that the units be kept as close to the existing building as safe and
practical.

Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. W. P. Suiter to amend the motion to
include on a temporary basis, not a permanent situation. The motion, as amended,
was unanamiously approved.

Mr. Leet reported that 32-27 of the town code states that the town will run
all sewer service lines to the applicants property line for a distance not to
exceed one hundred feet. If the distance exceeds one hundred feet the applicant
shall pay all costs in excess of one hundred feet. The Water and Sewer Committee
has been approached by a person considering purchasing several lots in town for
building homes to sell and although the lots are in well developed areas the
sewer will run beyond 100 feet. It is the committee's opinion that the town
should amend the ordinance so that if a person buys within a well developed
area they should be able to expect sewer run to their property line at no expense.

Mr. Suiter felt the town should encourage people to build in town and this
change in the ordinance would help. Mr. Lough felt it would be a mistake to
change the ordinance but that the council could consider each individual case.

After much discussion, the matter was tabled for further study until the
next meeting.

Mr. Bill Holleran came before council and explained the merit personnel
program he had prepared for the town.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean and carried unanimously
to go into Executive Session to discuss the personnel policy program.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. W. P. Suiter and carried to go out
of Executive Session back into Reqgular Session.
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Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. W. P. Suiter and carried to
adjourn.

Mr. C. E. Dean opened the meeting with prayer.

Mayor Flory introduced all the candidates.

Mrs.George Hensley was present to see if the council plans to do anything
about the drainage problems in her area and if so, what and when? Mrs. Hensley
was told that Mr. Monger is working on cost estimates and will have figures ready
to present for the next budget.

Mrs. Ruth Brooks was present in regards to the water problem she has resulting
from drainage from North Street. She wanted to know what the town's plans are
regarding her area. Mayor Flory stated that the town had applied for a HUD grant
for drainage in this area but had been refused. The town will reapply for a grant
but without help this is too big a problem for the town to finance.

Mr. Gerald Monger gave an estimated price of $1280.00 to remodel the Treasurer's
Office to give more working space. The committee on remodeling was ask to meet
and make a decision.

Mr. Monger reported that Pipe Lines Inc. has completed the root removal and
television work. Mr. Monger was asked to set up a meeting date to see the films
and go over the reports.

Mr. Suiter reported that the fossil fuel cost for the month of April is $8.94
a thousand kwh.

Mr. R. J. ILough moved, seconded by Mr. C. E. Dean and carried to approve the
Finance Report for March.

A request was presented by Mr. Lough from Rev. Johnny Hensley, Minister of the
Church of the Upper Room to place two non-movable trailers on their church property
to be used as supplemental class rooms for a period of approximately one year. They
are planning to build a larger church out of town. They would need electricity but
no water and sewer.

Mr. R. J. Iough moved to grant the Church of the Upper Room permission to
place two trailers on their property for supplementary class rooms for a period
of approximately one year until they can make better arrangements. The motion died
for lack of second.

Mr. C. E. Dean, Mr. R. J. Iough and Mr. W. P. Suiter were asked to talk with
Rev. Hensley regarding portable class rooms such as the school uses.

Mr. Lough ask if anything was being done regarding the problem being caused by
the Citizens Band Radio Shop at the lower end of town. Mayor Flory said they are
looking into the problem.

Mayor Flory asked that the town release the $450.00 left in the Revenue Sharing
Account for Bicentennial projects to the Bicentennial Commission to help finance
their work. Mr. Lough and Mr. Suiter felt this was intended for town projects.

Mayor Flory pointed out that the Commission was set up to coordinate all the projects
in the Elkton Area.
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Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to release
the $450.00 from Revenue Sharing for Bicentennial Project to the Elkton Bicentennial
Commission.

Mr. Robert Lough congratulated Mayor Flory and Mr. Randal Dean on their election
to council.

Mrs. Stephen shifflett, President of the Woman's Club, was present to ask
permission for the Woman's Club to place a plagque on the front of the Municipal
Building which designates it as the Jennings House, built in 1825 and used as a
hospital during the Civil War.

Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to grant the
Woman's Club permission to install a plagque on the front of the Municipal Building
and commended them for their dedication to the community.

Mr. Gerald Monger reported that the plans for the water line on North Avenue to
furnish water to Elkwood have been changed to install a 10 inch line rather than 8
inch and will increase the cost from $9,000.00 to approximately $11,457.00.

Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to approve the
First Reading to appropriate an additional $3000.00 to install a 10 inch water line
to service Elkwood. The vote was recorded as follows:

He felt the town should
join as the dues are just a small part of the money ElectriCities has saved the
town. The 1976-1977 dues are $568.57.

Mr. W. P. Suiter moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean to approve the First Reading
to pay the 1976-77 dues to ElectriCities in the amount of $568.57 to become an
Agsociate Member.

Mr. Lough objected to paying the dues out of this year's budget as the money
is not available and felt it should be considered in next year's budget.

If we traded for a rebuilt 1966 model the cost would be $7500.00 and
a new truck would be $20,000.00 or better. Mr. Monger was asked to get quotes from
other dealers.

Mr. Lurty Taylor reported to Mr. Lough that Elkwood had approximately six to
seven thousand dollars in escrow for the town which they will be turning over to the
town before too long.

Mr. McGahey requested the town pay the Fire Company the gasoline money for the
year which is to come from the Revenue Sharing EP-6 Account. The next item was a
police car but as one has not been ordered the Treasurer was instructed to pay the
$1200.00 for the Fire Company gasoline and the $2000.00 for the Recreation Commission.

Mr. C. E. Dean was given permission to go ahead with getting prices on updating
the town ordinance book.

Mr. Leet reported that Arthur Beard Engineers have completed the Water Study
and those who were not at the informational meeting will find their copies of the
report in their mail boxes. He stated that it is important for the council to
study this report thoroughly and it will be brought up at the next meeting. There
was an extra cost of $624.52 for the study.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey to approve the First Reading
to appropriate an additional $624.52 to cover the completed expenses on the contract
for the water study from Aythur Beard Engineers. The vote was recorded as follows:

AMENDMENT TO ENGINEERING AGREEMENT
DATED JUNE 19, 1975

AMENDMENT NO. 2

This AMENDMENT made this 10th. day of May, 1976, by and
between the TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA, hereinafter referred to
as the OWNER, and ARTHUR BEARD ENGINEERS, hereinafter referred
to as the ENGINEER.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the OWNER and the ENGINEER on June 9, 1975, entered
into an AGREEMENT FOR ENGINEERING SERVICES concerning preparation
of a sewer evaluation report by the ENGINEER.

WHEREAS, the parties thereto now wish to amend the AGREEMENT
FOR ENGINEERING SERVICES to include SECTION V - ACCESS TO RECORDS,

as follows:

SECTION V - ACCESS TO RECORDS

(1) The ENGINEER shall maintain books, records, documents
and other evidence directly pertinent to performance
on EPA grant work under this agreement in accordance
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with accepted professional practice, appropriate
accounting procedures and practices and 40 CFR 30.605,
30.805 and 35.935-7. The United States Environmental
Protection Agency, the Comptroller General of the
United States, the United States Department of Labor,
the OWNER, and the state water pollution control agency,
or any of their duly authorized representatives shall
have access to such books, records, documents and other
evidence for the purpose of inspection, audit and copying.
The ENGINEER will provide proper facilities for such
access and inspection.

(2) The ENGINEER agrees to include in all his contracts and
all tier sub-contracts directly related to project
performance which are in excess of $10,000 the five
items of this clause.

(3) Audits conducted pursuant to this provision shall be in
accordance with generally accepted auditing standards
and formally established audit regulations, procedures
and guidelines of the reviewing or audit agencies.

(4) The ENGINEER agrees to the disclosure of all information
and reports resulting from access to records pursuant to
paragraphs (1) and (2) above, to any of the agencies
referred to in paragraph (1) above. In those cases
where the audit concerns the ENGINEER the auditing agency
will afford the ENGINEER an opportunity for an audit exit
conference, and an opportunity to comment on the pertinent
portions of the draft audit report. The ENGINEER will
be provided copies of the formal draft audit report
at the time of its transmission. Such transmission
will include the written comments, if any, of the
audited firm.

(5) Records under paragraphs (1) and (2) above, shall be
maintained and made available during performance on
EPA grant work under this agreement and until three
years from date of final EPA grant payment for the
project. In addition, those records which relate to
any "Dispute" appeal under an EPA grant agreement, or
litigation, or the settlement of claims arising out
of such performance, or costs or items to which an
audit exception has been taken, shall be maintained
and made available until three years after the date
of resolution of such appeal, litigation, claim or
exception.

Except as modified by this AMENDMENT, the June 9, 1975, AGREEMENT
FOR ENGINEERING SERVICES including previous amendments is reaffirmed
by the parties.

This AGREEMENT shall be in full force and effect only when it has
been approved by the Town Council of the Town of Elkton, Virginia, and
when executed by the duly authorized Town officials.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the parties have executed this AGREEMENT on
May 10, 1976.

Mr. R. J. Lough pointed out that there is a provision in the budget for
councilmen expenses for up to $20.00 per councilmen per month.

Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. B. B. Holt and carried to increase
the cost for replacing town auto stickers from $0.25 to $0.50.

Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean that our Schedule of Electric

Mr. H. D. Flory reported that Mr. Kenneth Kite is building a house on
Shenandoah Avenue across from Gene Hensley's land and would like 'a water cornection.

property under the town's water and sewer ordinances.

He pointed out that there are several lots in town that
are not being mowed. He ask the council if something couldn't be done. The matter
was referred to Mr. Monger.

Mr. R. J. Lough reported there would be no Finance Report due to the audit.

Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. H. D. Flory and carried to appropriate
$125.00 for a float for the annual Field Day Parade.

Mayor Lough reported that the council is invited to ride in the Field Day
Parade, Saturday, August 14, 1976 at 5:00 P.M.

Mr. C. E. Dean moved, seconded by Mr. R. J. Lough to approve the First Reading
to amend Section 32-40 of the Town Code to read as follows:

Sec. 32-40. Reconnection of service after disconnection

(a) If the water sexvice is disconnected on the
application of a customer, a service connection charge
of $5.00 shall be assessed for the reconnection of or
turning on water service on the application of said
customer, or on the application of a new customer.

(b) If the water service is disconnected for
nonpayment of bills as stated in sections 32-42 and 32-43,
the water service shall not be reconnected until after the
person responsible for the payment of the bill has paid the
same in full including penalties, and has paid, in addition
to the bill, a reconnection charge of $5.00 for each meter.

Mr. Dean reported that the committees are still working on the brush grinding
problem.

Mr. Flory reported that the Water and Sewer Committee met prior to the council
meeting to consider water and sewer problems and recommendations to present to
council.

The original plan had been to connect him with a
4" line. If a 6" line was installed from Fourth Street up the alley between
Marshall and Spring at an approximate cost of $1224.00 the other four or five
lots in the area could be added to the line when they need sewer service. Mr.
Flory's committee recommended a 6" line rather than a 4" line be installed.

Mr. H. D. Flory moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean to approve the First Reading
to appropriate $1224.00 to install a 6 inch sewer line from Fourth Street down the
alley between Marshall and Spring. The vote was recorded as follows:

Mr. Flory reported that they have filed for Public Works monies in several
areas and that he and Mr. Monger will be going to Washington Thursday and Friday
to see about other funds which may be available.

Mayor Lough ask Mr. Monger to pursue the complaint about the mowing of vacant
lots according to the town code.

Mayor Lough presented a letter from Mr. Henry Leap of his resignation from
the Elkton Planning Commission. Mr. Leap's resignation was accepted with regret.

Mayor Lough ask council to have suggestions for a new member to the Planning
Commission by the next meeting.

Mr. Holt reported that he met with the Planning Commission and that they are
studying the Comprehensive Plan, the Proposed Subdivision Ordinance and considering
new by-laws. A special meeting has been set for August 23rd.

Mr. Holt reported that in checking into expenses for the Fire Company building,
he has found there is no written agreement between the Fire Company and the Town.
The 1967 minutes do state that the town has full and complete responsibility
for the maintenance of the new Fire Hall Building, utilities and a designated
amount of gasoline. The Public Safety Committee suggests that expenses for the
maintenance of the Fire Hall should be approved. They suggested that the Fire
Company should contact the Chairman of -the Public Safety Committee ) :
when repairs are needed and he in turn would approve the expense with the Finance
Chairman.

Mr. Holt stated that he felt the Purchasing Procedures should be reviewed as
the Town was operating under a Town Manager when these were set up. Mr. Robert
Iough felt the system was working fine. Mayor Lough suggested the procedures be
looked into before the next meeting.

Mr. Holt reported that they have tried to contact the Elkton Milling Company
regarding their request to install an overhead pipe to transport grain from one
building to another but had not been able to do so. This will be considered a
dead issue until the Elkton Milling Company raises the question again.

9, 1976 at 8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Maurice W. Lough
presiding. The following council members were present: Mr. C. E. Dean, Mr.
H. D. Flory, Mr. B. B. Holt, Mr. H. W. Leap and Mr. R. J. Lough. Mr. R. R. Dean
was absent. Mr. Charles Hammer, Chief of Police, Mrs. Norma Leap, Clerk and
Mr. Gerald Monger, Superintendent and Mr. Bruce Wiles, Attorney were also present.

The meeting was opened with prayer.

Mr. H. D. Flory moved, seconded by Mr. R. J. Lough and carried to approve
the minutes of the August 9, 1976 regular meeting.

Mr. Holt reported that his committee had met regarding the controversy on
the stop signs at A Street and Terrace Avenue. The Resident Engineer for the
State Highway Department and one of his co-workers met with the committee but
they did not give the committee as much help as they would have liked to have.

Mr. Holt also reported that the "No Thru Traffic" sign on the alley
between Snyder's and the Maintenance Buildings are being replaced by signs
indicating "Loading Zone - Thru Traffic May Be Delayed". A sign will also be
placed on "B" Street and Terrace Avenue indicating "Stop Sign Ahead".

Mayor Lough gquestioned if the Engineers from the Highway Department were
not ask about the removing of just one stop sign on Terrace as the Public Safety
Committee recommended and they didn't recommend doing this. Mr. Holt stated
he did not remember this. Chief Hammer also stated he did not remember this
when questioned by the Mayor.

Mr. Flory reported that there will be a meeting September 21, 1976 at 10:00
A.M. with an official from the F.H.A. regarding preliminary grant application
money for the sewerage treatment plant. There will also be a public meeting at
7:30 P.M. on the 2lst. on Cross Connections and Backflow.

Mr. Flory reported that he had talked with Dr. Miller about the land the
town needs to purchase for the sewerage treatment plant. Dr. Miller agreed to
sale the land if the town would agree to the following:

1. The town take an option of $100.00 until 1978 for two
acres of land at $5,000.00 an acre.

2. A chain link fence be installed by the town around the
sewerage treatment plant.

3. The town maintain the fence for the life of the project.

4, Dr. Miller be given a right-of-way to have access to his
land.

Mr. H. D. Flory moved, seconded by Mr. R. J. Lough to execute an option to
purchase from Dr. Miller two acres of land at $5,000.00 an acre for the sewerage
treatment plant, said option to run until January 1, 1978 at a cost of $100.00
which will be applicable to the purchase price. The town will place a chain
1ink fence around the sewerage treatment plant, the town will maintain the fence
for the life of the project and give Dr. Miller the requested right-of-way. The
vote was recorded as follows:

However, in those cases where
a Department Head considers that due to a
critical work situation he is entitled to paid
overtime, he will obtain written approval from
the Mayor.

My reasoning is that your Department Heads occupy Executive
positions and are expected by the very nature of the position
they hold to be available twenty-four hours a day if necessary.
In both Industry and Government it is standard policy not to
pay Executives for overtime work. I consider this to be a
sound management practice and I strongly recommend that the
Town Council adopt this policy.”

Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. B. B, Holt to approve the Personnel
Position Program and to add the policy statement as suggested in Mr. Holleran's
letter. The vote was recorded as follows:

Mr. Flory said he was willing to cooperate and suggested it be worded "in
the event that the Mayor and council do not agree on hiring a Department Head
or Police Officer, the council vote would supersede the Mayor's vote". Mr.
Holt stated he would be willing to go along up to a point. It was agreed that
the Mayor should have a voice but not veto power,

Mr. H. D. Flory moved to place the following wording in the Personnel Policy:
"in the event the Mayor and Council do not agree on the hiring of a Police
Officer or Department Head, the will of the council prevails".

There was a discussion regarding definition of the word council. Does it
include the Mayor or mean just councilmen?

Mr. Wilson Gaynor was given permission to speak and he stated he didn't
understand what was going on. It was explained that the Town Charter dees say -
that the police force shall be under the control of the Mayor for the purpose
of enforcing peace and order and executing the laws of the state and ordinances
of the town but it gives the power or authority to hire to the town council.

Mr. Flory recended his motion as no agreement could be reached.

Mr. H. W. Leap stated he felt the conflict was in the Personnel Manual not
the Charter.

Mayor Lough suggested Mr. G. W. Berry be appointed to the vacancy on the
Planning Commission.

Mr. H. D. Flory moved, seconded by Mr. H. W. Leap and carried to appoint
Mr. G. W. Berry as a member of the Elkton Planning Commission.

Mrs., Leap reported that the town has received a bill from Rockingham County
for $2000.00 for planning services during fiscal year 1975-76. The council has
approved $3750.00 as the town's share. The remaining $1750.00 will be billeé
upon completion of the Comprehensive Plan during the current fiscal year.

Mrs. Leap presented a letter from the District Court stating there has been
a new change in Virginia law directing all District Courts to pay their money to
the Circuit Court Clerk. He will then disburse payment to all towns and the
City of Harrisonburg. The Circuit Court Clerk is authorized to take 5% of the
monies for this service.

Mr. Flory pointed out that the auditors have said for the past several years
that there should be some form of audit or report given to the town's from the
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court so they know what they are receiving and for what cases. The Mayor and
Mrs. ILeap were ask to look into this.

The Virginia Municipal League Convention will be September 12-14 in Richmond,
Virginia.

Mr. R. J. Lough moved to adjourn.

Mr. Earl Judy came before council requesting the franchise rights granted
to Bauce Cable Associates be transferred to his company, Commonwealth Cablevision,
under the same terms and conditions. They have purchased all the assets and
franchise rights of Bauce Cable Associates as of October 1, 1976.

Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. C. E. Dean to grant the transfer of
the franchise rights from Bauce Cable Associates to Commonwealth Cablevision subject
to Section 10 of the franchise ordinance and including the extension of time
resolution.

COUNCIL MEETING
December 13, 1976

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held Monday, December 13,
1976 at 8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Maurice W. Lough presiding.
The following council members were present: Mr. C. E, Dean, Mr. R. R. Dean, Mr.
H. D. Flory, Mr. B, B, Holt, Mr. H. W. Leap and Mr. R. J. Lough. Mr. Charles
Hammer, Chief of Police, Mrs. Norma Leap, Clerk, Mr. Gerald Monger, Superintendent
and Mr. Bruce Wiles, Attorney were also present.

Mayor ILough opened the meeting with prayer.

Rev. Johnny Hensley came before council requesting the council to grant The
Church of the Upper Room a variance allowing them to place a trailer beside the
church to be used for Sunday School class rooms. This would be a temporary solution
to solve their overcrowded conditions. This request was tabled until later in the
meeting.

The council went into a Public Hearing regarding obtaining HUD grant monies.

Mr. Radigan of the Community Development Assistance Group explained the
services his group provides in helping obtain HUD funds and gave brief explanations
of the funds which are available from HUD. There would be no charge for their
services unless we receive a HUD grant and then their fees would be included in
the grant request and would not exceed 10% of the grant. After a tour of the
town and reviewing possible projects which he felt HUD would favor, he presented
the following for consideration:

1. Sewer Trunk Line on the lower end of town.
In this area there are two twelve inch lines
emptying into one twelve inch line. This
results in creating sewer backups, during
times of wet weather, in the homes in this
section.

2. Two block area on Wirt Avenue (Boardwalk).
This area has homes which would be considered
substandard and funds could possibly be
received for renovation of these properties.

(a) Land for recreation use in this area.

(b) Improvement of alley and storm drainage
in this area.

3. Acquisition of two acres of land for expansion of the
sewer plant.

4. Acquisition of land on which the Frazier
Apartments are now located for the purpose of
clearing the land for possible use at a later
date for housing for the elderly.

Mr. Radigan reported that applications must be in to HUD by January 7,
1977 and the council would have to have another Public Hearing before applying.
The first thing council must decide is if they want to obtain the services of
Mr. Radigan's group and list the projects in order of priority.

After giving those present the opportunity to present views or ask questions
regarding this subject, council went into regular session.

Mr. H. D. Flory moved, seconded by Mr. R. J. Lough to have Mr. Radigan of
the Community Development Assistance Group represent the Town of Elkton in trying
to seek HUD grant monies with the understanding that there will be no cost to
the town for Community Development Assistance Group's services unless HUD approves
a grant to the town and then the fees for services will not exceed 10% of the
grant. Fees paid to Community Development Assistance Group will be for services
rendered. This action will be subject to approval of the contract by the Town
Attorney. The vote was recorded as follows:

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The council listed the projects in order of priority as follows:

1. Acquisition of twq acres of land for
expansion of sewer plant.

4. Acquisition of land on which the Frazier
Apartments are now located.

The council set December 27, 1976 at 7:30 P,M. as the date for the next
Public Hearing on the HUD grants.

Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. H. W. Leap and carried to grant the
Church of the Upper Room permission to place a trailer, for a period not to exceed
one year, on their church property within the framework of the zoning laws.

The newly annexed citizens were welcomed. Mr. Ditman Flory, Mr. Gerald Monger,
Mr. Bruce Wiles, Mr. Robert Lough and all those who worked behind the scenes for
the annexation were commended on the fine job that was done.

Mr. Ray Smith stated that although he was not a citizen by choice, now that
he would become a citizen January 1, 1977 he would work with the Mayor and Council
to make Elkton grow and that he will be pleased to have Mr. Maurice Lough and the
councilmen as his Mayor and Council. He expressed concern to Mr. Flory that he
might be trying to act as mayor and councilman both and this was not right.

Mr. Carl Lee Smith stated that he also had not become a town citizen by
choice but would work with the Mayor and Council in any way he could. He said
he would like to see the council get along together, work together and stop their
squabbling.

Mr. Richard Strickler also expressed his concern for the publicity the town
is receiving because of the bickering among the Mayor and Council. He felt this
should be stopped.

Mr, Flory pointed out that he had not gone after Liberty Heights but this
had been a joint decision. He said he was happy to have the new citizens and
felt they could work together for the good of the community.

The minutes of the regular meeting, November 8, 1976, and special meetings.
November 15, 1976 and December 3, 1976 were approved as presented.

Mr. Holt reported that the Planning Commission recommends the Subdivision
Ordinance with the following changes:

(1) Providing for lot size restrictions as suggested
at the hearing.

(2) Deletion of references to responsibilities of the
Highway Engineer as requested by Mr. Evans of the
office of the Resident Engineer, Harrisonburg.

(3) Deletion of direct reference to extension of the
ordinance authority to two miles beyond the town
limits in order to be able to place the ordinance
in effect by January 1, 1976 without county approval.

(4) ILeave designation of the agent to council action
rather than designating the Planning Commission as
agent.

(5) Providing an opportunity for the council to approve,
disapprove or modify any final subdivision action
made by the Planning Commission.

(6) Several changes in phraseology to clarify meaning
but without changing substance.

Mr. B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Mr. C. E. Dean to approve the Second Reading
of the Subdivision Ordinance with the proposed changes. A copy of this ordinance
is attached to the minutes. The vote was recorded as follows:

Mr. Randal Dean reported that the town had received notice from the Miller
sisters that they are selling Lot 12, Block 77, Section 2 which the town presently
has leased and is using as a parking lot.

Mr, Randal Dean also reported that he had received word that the Board of
Supervisors had voted to request the School Board to seek a new location for the
proposed school by a vote of four to one abstaining.

Mr. Flory pointed out that one of the weak points in our annexation suit was
that the town does not have a capital improvement program. Mr. Flory suggested
we have Mr. Lawrence Wales of Municipal Advisors Associates come in and work
with Mr. Monger a day or so to offer suggestions. Council agreed this would be
a good idea.

Mr. Holt stated he felt a big vote of thanks was due Mr. Wiles for the job
he did on the annexation case.

Mr. Holt reported that if the town feels there is still a need for the
caution light on B Street at the Presbyterian Church, the State has instructed
the town that they will have to place another light there also to meet state
specifications. Council agreed to leave the decision to Chief Hammer.

Mayor Lough presented the following remarks:

"There is a problem of the area of responsibility over the Police
Department within the town government. The problem is not one

that was started in my tenure of office, but has been evident all
the time and has surfaced more or less according to who the mayor
was and how faithfully he wanted to perform his obligations as mayor.

I felt when I took office that it was time to settle the hassle
and that the best way to settle it, in fact the only apparent way
to permanently settle it was through an opinion from the Attorney
General's office. The route of changing the charter is too long
and too cumbersome to solve such a problem.

So I undertook the solution of the problem knowing that there was
going to be a long struggle and that there would be quite a hassle,
ofter very painful.

I tried the route through the Attorney General's Office early in
the game after going to the Virginia Municipal League's Office in
Richmond for advice.

I found out that there is a new state law which denies the Attorney
General the right to make an opinion to any official below the
state level.

So, with the help of a few friends, I found that Senator Natham Miller
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would help me. He did so, but it took three months of begging
and pleading and calling back and forth to Richmond, But I did,
through him, finally get the opinion.

I am going to read it to you now, but first I beg your indulgence
in allowing me to make a few explanatory remarks. They are apropo
to the problem and the solution, and I would greatly appreciate it
if you would listen most carefully.

First of all, since the situation has been so muddled I cannot

10

blame our Chief of Police for not knowing who to go to for instructions

when he has to. I have little quarrel with the way the Chief is
handling the Department. Our town is as well, or perhaps better
policed than any town in the valley.

Secondly, I have little quarrel with the manner in which the
Chairman of the Public Saftey Committee is now handling the Police
Department. Our Public Safety Committee Chairman is an intelligent
man and does any job he takes on in a manner befitting a man of
intelligence.

The fault I do find is in the concept in which the entire operation
exists.

That concept is that the Police Department should be operated
through the Public Safety Committee, to the Mayor and thence to
the Council. This is wrong.

The concept of the town government in Elkton is that the council,
as a whole, makes the laws and by-laws and rules and regulations

governing the town, with the Mayor as the chief executive officer,
acting as Chairman of the Council and as tie-breaker when needed.

The council has no power to delegate this authority to anyone
including the Public Safety Committee Chairman. This is what the
hassle has been all about.

It has been suggested that the Chief of Police feels he can work
better through the Chairman of the Public Safety Committee than he
can with the Mayor. I won't argue that point. But, then, you see,
we have never been given a really good chance to try that out, the
Chief and I.

It has been said that the Public Safety Committee feels that in the
best interests of the town and all concerned, that it should control
the police department and the Mayor should work through it.

Perhaps the council itself actually feels that way...that it would
be better for the Police Department to be run by a committee, or
committee chairman. I don't know, how the council feels for sure,
that is...because as one councilman has said, it has never really
come up in council meetings.

Well, regardless of how the Chief of Police might feel, and regardless

of how the Chairman of the Public Safety Committee might feel, and
how the council would want the situation to be...one fact remains...
and that fact is that the mayor is responsible.

And until and unless the laws are changed, it must absolutely be
this way.

And as I, now, read to you the Attorney General's opinion, please

keep in mind that in the eyes of the law his opinion is law until

and unless changed by an act of the Virginia Legislature or by the
Circuit Courts.

His opinion is as follows and I quote...
"...I am of the opinion that the mayor has control over the police

department for the purpose of ensuring that the laws of the
Commonwealth and the Town of Elkton are enforced;

for all other purposes and in all other respects, the police
department is under the control of the town council.”

=

€
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In light of this opinion from the Attorney General as given to
Senator Natham Miller, it is obvious that control of the Police
Department is a matter of team work between the mayor and the
council as a whole.

Since he has definitely drawn this line without doubt, I respect-
fully ask the council to make the following resolution:

1. The Chief of Police and whoever is in charge in
his absence shall report to and receive general
instructions from the mayor regarding law enforcement
under the terms of the Attorney General as given
to State Senator Nathan Miller.

Individual members of the town council, including
chairmen of committees, shall refrain from giving
any instructions to and from interfering with the
mayor and/or any policemen in the legal discharge
of his or their duties, or any other employee of the
police department.”

The Mayor asked Mr. Wiles for his opinion. Mr. Wiles pointed out that the
statement from the Attorney General was an opinion only and not a ruling. He
also stated that it may need interpretation. Mr. Wiles further stated that the
Mayor, according to the charter, is responsible to see that the laws are enforced
and the police are performing their duties and the council legislates and sets
the rules.

Mr. Holt ask Mr. Wiles if the Mayor could legally work through the Public
Safety Committee and Mr. Wiles said he could. Mr,., Holt stated that he felt the
letter was an interesting piece of paper and that he appreciated Mayor Lough's
bringing it to the council's attention.

Mr. Leap ask if the Mayor sees something wrong does he come back to council
for disciplinary action. Mr. Wiles pointed out that this is covered in the
charter also.

Mr. Robert Lough stated he felt the Mayor should have control but he felt
the Mayor's requests and the opinion from the Attorney General needed further
study befare any action could be taken.

Mayor Lough stated that unless council does clarify this, that in all due
respect to Mr. Holt, he could not see sharing responsibility of the Police
Department with the Public Safety Committee. He could not do this. Mayor Lough
stated he had done all in his power to try to clarify this situation.

Council took no action on Mayor Lough's requests.
Mr. C. E. Dean moved, seconded by Mr. B. B. Holt to go into a short
