COUNCIL MEETING
January 10, 1977

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held January 10, 1977 at
8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Maurice W. Lough presiding. The
following council members were present: Mr. C. E. Dean, Mr. R. R. Dean, Mr.
H. D. Flory, Mr. B. B. Holt, Mr. H. W. Leap and Mr. R. J. Lough. Mr. Charles
Hammer, Chief of Police, Mrs. Norma Leap, Clerk, Mr. Gerald Monger, Superintendent
and Mr. Bruce Wiles, Attorney were also present.

Mr. Randal Dean opened the meeting with prayer.
Mr. Will Marshall of the Daily News-Record introduced himself to council.

Mr. Marshall Graham who had requested to be on the agenda did not come to the
meeting.

Mr. Holt reported that he had forgotten to bring the minutes of the Public
Hearing which he had taken but that they contained mostly who was present and the
purpose of the hearing. Mr. Holt will give a copy to Mrs. Leap to record.

Mr. H. D. Flory moved to approve the minutes of the December 13, 1976 meeting
as presented. There were no objections.

Mr. Holt read a letter from Dr. Asa Talbot thanking the council for the
donation to Scout Troop 46 for their trip to New York.

Mr. Holt reported that the Planning Commission has received a letter of
resignation from Mrs. Jerrie Brown. Mr. Holt stated that he had no suggestions
at this time for a replacement and ask council to consider this and bring in their
suggestions at the next meeting.

Mr. B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Mr. R. J. Lough and carried that Mr. Gerald
Monger, Town Superintendent, be made a full voting member of the Planning Commission
as he is now a resident of the town.

Mr. Holt pointed out that the council needs to appoint an agent as outlined
in the new Subdivision Ordinance. Council had been in agreement at the last meeting
to appoint the Planning Commission as agent after the ordinance had been changed
to place the final approval with the council.

Mr. Holt presented a letter which he had drafted, subject to council approval,
for Mayor Lough to send to the Chairman of the Planning Commission regarding the
council designating the Planning Commission as the agency to act as "agent" as
outlined in the subdivision ordinance.

Mayor Lough reported that he has written letters to the Mayor's of all the
county town's and will follow up with a telephone call to each regarding the
County Hearing on the Land-Use Plan and Policy Statement. The Mayor had a letter
from Wayne Miller, Chairman of the Rockingham County Municipal ILeague, to the
Board of Supervisors, stating that on Wednesday, November 10th. the membership
moved to strongly oppose creation of a growth center in the McGaheysville,
Keezletown, Penn Laird, Massanutten, Montevideo area.

Mr. Henry Leap reported that some other things have come up that should be
included when setting up rates for underground entrance, so they will put off any
action until the next meeting.

Mr. ILeap reported on a letter from VEPCO which stated the fuel adjustment
portion of our electric bill will show a significant increase for the next several
months. The main reason for the increase is that nuclear generation decreased in
the months of October, November and December causing a corresponding increase in
the use of higher cost fossil fuel generation and several units were out for
scheduled maintenance. Mr. Leap had given each councilman a copy of the letter.

Mr. Flory reported that he and Mr. Monger had met with Mr. Terry Radigan of
the Community Development Assistance Group on Thursday and have filed the grant
request with HUD.

Mr. Flory reported that EPA has approved the Step II request in the amount of
$53,920,00 for the plant design.
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Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. B. B. Holt and carried to approve the
Finance Report as presented.

It was reported that the Police Department has eight bicycles, all of which
have been there for over a year and not been claimed. Mr. Wiles was ask to check
into the procedure of selling the bicycles and if it would be legal. Mr. Robert
Lough suggested that the town sell the 3/4 ton truck at the same time.

Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. C. E. Dean and carried that the 3/4 ton
truck be sold at auction along with the eight bicycles, if legal.

Mr. Robert Iough presented the Maintenance Service Contract for the NCR machine.
The cost is $1,875.00 for the year. Mr. Lough pointed out that this is a considerable
increase in cost and suggested we not renew the contract.

Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. H. W. Leap and carried to cancel the
NCR Service Contract.

Mr. Robert Lough presented some recommendations from Mr. Bill Holleran regarding
residency requirements for police officers and replacement for Page 4 in the
Personnel Program.

Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. C. E. Dean and carried that Page 4 as
presented be adopted to replace Page 4 in the Personnel Program.

Mr. Wiles questioned if the council had taken any official action regarding
the appointing of an agent as set forth in the subdivision ordinance.

Mr. B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Mr. R. J. Lough and carried to designate
the Elkton Planning Commission to act as "agent" as outlined in the Town Subdivision
Ordinance and authorized the Mayor to write a letter to the Planning Commission
notifying them of this action.

Mayor Lough stated he would like to go on record as commending the three
departments in town for the beautiful job they did during the adverse conditions
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during the holidays and thank them for their cooperation.

Mayor Lough reminded council that we would host the Rockingham County Municipal
League the second Wednesday in February. The council was ask to let Mrs. Leap know
if they plan to attend by February 4th.

Mr. Monger invited the Council, Treasurer and Attorney to attend the annual
supper of the Elkton Fire Company January 21, 1977 at 7:30 P.M. at the Elkton

Elementary School.

February 14, 1977

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held February 14, 1977 at
8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Maurice W. Lough presiding. The
following council members were present: Mr. C. E. Dean, Mr. R. R, Dean, Mr. H. D.
Flory, Mr. B, B. Holt, Mr. H. W. Leap and Mr. R. J. Lough. Mr. Fred Cloonan,
Police Lieutenant, Mrs. Norma R. Leap, Clerk, Mr. Gerald Monger, Superintendent
and Mr. Bruce Wiles, Attorney were also present.

Mr. Charles Dean opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. and Mrs. Carrol Campbell, Mr. Densel Lucas and Mrs. Frances Stevens were
all present regarding their electric bills. They were very concerned with the
sharp increase in the fuel adjustment costs and questioned why the town did not
refund to their customers the refund the town received from VEPCO. Mr. Henry Leap
handed out copies of an explanation as to how the town arrives at the fuel adjustment
cost each month and explained that according to the minutes, the reason the town
did not give any refund to their customers is that the town absorbed the fossil
fuel costs for well over a year before passing them on to the customer at a loss
of approximately $40,000.00 and the rebate was less than $27,000.00.

The minutes of the Januwary 10, 1977 meeting were approved as presented.

Mr. Holt reported that Officer Cleveland Babb has completed his schooling and
probationary period and that Chief Hammer recommends he be taken on as a permanent
employee.

Mr. B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Mr. H. D. Flory that Officer Cleveland F. Babb
be taken on as a permanent employee and be raised to Step I of the pay schedule.
The vote was recorded as follows:

Mr. Holt reported that the Public Safety Department has gone over the budgeted
amount for Overtime and suggested that $1000.00 be transferred from the amount
budgeted for Regular Pay to Overtime Pay. The Finance Committee and Council had
no objections to this suggestion.

Mr. Holt reported that the State Highway Department has notified the town
that their recent study at the intersection of Rockingham Street and Stuart Avenue
does not justify a stop light.

Mr. Holt reported that a grant in the amount of $1912.00 from the Division
of Justice & Crime Prevention has been approved for the Public Safety Department.
The town will have to match this grant in the amount of $101.00. The funds are
to be used to purchase two portable radio units and one desk set and one 35mm
camera.

Mr. Holt reported that the Planning Commission has met and discussed the
zoning for the newly annexed area. There will have to be a joint hearing with
the Council and the Planning Commission. Mr. Holt was ask to advertise the hearing
for 7:30 P.M., March 14, 1977 before the regular council meeting at 8:00 P.M.

Mayor Lough ask Mr. Holt, Mr. Monger and Chief Hammer to make a survey of the
street lights in the Liberty Heights area. Mr. Leap reported that this study is
already in process.

Mr. C. E. Dean moved, seconded by Mr, B, B. Holt to approve the First Reading
on the following ordinance:

AN ORDINANCE TO PROVIDE FOR THE DISPOSITION OF UNCLAIMED BICYCLES

WHEREAS, by act of the General Assembly of Virginia as
provided in Title 15.1, Chapter 3, Article 1, Section 15.1-133
of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended, the governing body
of a town is authorized to provide for the public sale of any
bicycle which has been in the possession of the town police
department, unclaimed, for more than thirty days;

THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL
OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA, AS FOLLOWS:

Sec. 17- . Disposition of Unclaimed Bicycles.

Whenever any bicycle has been in the possession of
the police department of the Town of Elkton for more than
thirty days, unclaimed, the same may be sold at public
auction, and the proceeds deposited to the general fund
of said town, after advertisement and notification as
follows:

(a) If there is a license tag affixed to the
bicycle, the record owner shall be notified directly.
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(b) Notice of public sale shall be published once
a week for two successive weeks in a newspaper of general
circulation within the town, which notice shall indicate
the location and description of any bicycles to be sold;
the second publication shall be made not less than six
days prior to the date of sale.

Mr. C. E. Dean moved, seconded by Mr. B. B, Holt to approve the First Reading
on the following ordinance:

AN ORDINANCE RESTRICTING THE KEEPING OF INOPERATIVE MOTOR VEHICLES
ON RESIDENTIAL OR COMMERCIAL PROPERTY AND PROVIDING FOR THE
REMOVAL OF SUCH VEHICLES

WHEREAS, by act of the General Assembly of Virginia as
provided in Title 15.1, Chapter 1, Article 2, Section 15.1-11.1
of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended, the governing body of
a town is authorized to restrict keeping of inoperative motor
vehicles, trailers or semitrailers, on residential, commercial,
or agricultural property, and to remove and dispose of such vehicles;

THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED BY THE TOWN COUNCIIL OF
THE TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA, AS FOLIOWS:

(a) It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation

to keep, except within a fully enclosed building or structure,
on any property zoned for residential or commercial or agricultural
purposes any motor vehicles, trailer or semitrailer, as such are
defined in 8 46.1-1 of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended,
whose condition is such that it is economically impractical to
make them operative; provided, however, that the provisions of
this ordinance shall not apply to a licensed business which on
June twenty-six, nineteen hundred seventy, was regularly engaged
in business as an automobile dealer, salvage dealer or scrap
processor.

(b) The chief of police shall send written notice by registered
or certified mail, return receipt requested, to the owners of
property on which such vehicles are kept not within a fully
enclosed building or structure, requiring the removal of such
vehicles within ten (10) days. Whenever the owner of the
premises, after such notice is sent, shall fail to remove any
such inoperative motor vehicles, trailers or semitrailers

within the prescribed period, the chief of police, or an agent
or employee of the town at his direction, may remove such
inoperative vehicles from the premises of the owner.

(¢) In the event the Town of Elkton, through its own

agents or employees, removes any such motor vehicles, trailers
or semitrailers pursuant to such notice, the town may dispose
of such vehicles by public or private sale, to a demolisher
or otherwise, provided that additional written notice ten (10)
days in advance of any such sale be given to the record owner
of such vehicle or vehicles, and to all lienholders of record,
by registered or certified mail, return receipt requested.

(d) The cost of any such removal and disposal shall be
chargeable to the owner of the vehicle or premises and may
be collected by the town as taxes and levies are collected.

(e) Every cost authorized by this ordinance with which the
owner of the premises shall have been assessed shall constitute
a lien against the property from which the vehicle was removed,
the lien to continue until actual payment of such costs shall
have been made to the town.

Mr. Wiles reviewed the agreement from Michie Company. Several items he felt
should be cleared up before the agreement is signed.

He also felt council should be aware of
extra cost due to the involvement of the town attorney at certain points in the
process of bringing the ordinances up to date.

Mr., C. E. Dean moved, seconded by Mr. B. B. Holt that when our attorney Mr.
Wiles is satisfied that the contract from Michie Company is in agreement with our
understanding of their obligations and that the work can be completed at a cost
not to exceed $4,200.00, the Mayor is then authorized to sign the contract and
the Treasurer authorized to pay the $1,400.00 due at the signing of the contract.
The vote was recorded as follows:

Mayor Lough reported that Mrs. Jerrie Brown has resigned from the Planning
Commission and nominated Barry Ream to fill this position.

Mr. B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Mr. H. D. Flory to appoint Mr. Barxry Ream
to replace Mrs. Jerrie Brown on the Elkton Planning Commission. The vote was
recorded as follows:

It was explained to the
citizens present that the town would abide by the covenant when okaying building
permits but if someone appealed the Superintendents decision, the town would have
to abide by the A-1 zoning and the property owner would be the one responsible
for taking it to court.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held March 14, 1977 at
8:00 P.M. with the Mayor, Maurice W. Lough presiding. The following council
members were present: Mr. C. E. Dean, Mr. R. R. Dean, Mr. H. D. Eloryj Mr.
B. B. Holt, Mr. H. W. Leap and Mr. R. J. Lough. Mr. Charles Hammer, Chief of
Police, Mrs. Norma Leap,Clerk, Mr. Gerald Monger, Superintendent and Mr. Bruce
Wiles, Attorney were also present.

Mayor Tough opened the meeting with prayer.
Mrs. Gentry ask about plans for street lights in the Liberty Height's area.

Mr. Monger explained that the light behind Robert Duff would be moved to the
corner of Chestnut and Virginia and two new lights would be installed, one at
Davis and Virginia and the other at F and Chestnut.

Mr. Carroll Campbell was present and ask about why the town did not refund
to their customers the $26,000.00 refunded from VEPCO. Mr. Leap stated he could
give no further explanation than the one given at the last meeting. Mr. Flory
statedhe felt the town to be justified in not refunding the money due to the
obligations the town had and this refund prevented raising taxes or other services
to take care of the obligations.

Mrs. Hazel Crider stated she felt the town should have informed the people.

Mrs. Ruth Brooks ask the council if the communities or Municipal Electric
Association were doing anything to try to investigate this high electric fuel
cost. Mr. Leap stated that they would be attending a Municipal Electric Association
meeting in April and would find out something then.

Mr. H. D. Flory moved to accept the minutes of the regular meeting February
14, 1977 as presented. As there were no corrections, the minutes were approved.

The Elkton Planning Commission met between meetings and Mr. Gooden stated
that the Planning Commission unanimously recommends that the newly annexed area
be zoned A-1 Residential.

Mr. B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Mr. H. D. Flory to approve the First Reading
that the town zoning ordinance and map be modified to include the area annexed
January 1, 1977 and to zone this area A-1 Residential.

Mr. Holt reported that the Public safety department received bids on a new
police car from Sheets Chevrolet, State Purchasing, Myers Ford and Highway Motors.
Myers Ford had the lowest bid and an order has been entered with Myers Ford for
the new car. The car should be in around April lst.

Mr. Holt brought to the council's attention the condition of the flags on the
triangle. It was reported that the Garden Club has contacted the V.F.W. and they
are donating a new United States flag and the Ruritans are going to give a new
state flag. There was a discussion regarding a contest to come up with a town
flag to be used after the Bicentennial flag comes down. Mr. Robert Lough said
we already have an official town flag.

Mr. Flory reported on an article he had read which he felt had merit. There
is a movement on regarding sewer charges being included as a tax deductible item
as this is really a form of tax. He felt this program should be endorsed and
letters should be written to our Senators and Congressmen to endorse this program.
The council had no objections to letters being sent and Mayor Lough told Mr. Flory
he would be glad to countersign the letters.

Mr., Flory reported that he is on the Chambers' Highway Committee which presents
suggestions to the State Highway Department for needed projects in the City of
Harrisonburg and County of Rockingham. One of the five projects they have included
in their plan is widening Route 340 from Dean Lumber Company North to Spotswood
Avenue at the Elkton Dry Cleaners making it four lane. The committee would like
the town's approval of their plan.
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Mr. Robert Iough questioned the possibility of the town having to assume a
portion of the cost if they put in curb and gutter. It was suggested that the
council include a clause stating the town approves of the project but would not
assume any of the cost of curb and gutter.

The council agreed to endorse the widening of Route 340 from Dean Lumber
Company North to the Elkton Dry Cleaners but to insert a clause stating the town
would not assume any cost regarding curb and gutter.

Mr. Henry Leap reported that the fuel adjustment cost is down this month.
It is .02089 per kwh.

Mr. Randal Dean reported that the sidewalks are very bad in some areas and
hopes council will give strong consideration to repairing some of the sidewalks
this year. Mr. Monger stated he has a list of those needing work and they are
listed according to priority.

Mr. C. E. Dean moved, seconded by Mr. H. W. Leap to approve the Second Reading

on the Ordinance to Provide for the Disposition of Unclaimed Bicycles. The vote
was recorded as follows:

Mayor Lough reported on a letter from the Board of Zoning Appeals stating
that Mr. H. 0. Baugher's term expired as of March 1, 1977 and recommending Mr.
Roy E. Davis to fill the vacancy.

Mayor Lough stated he had tried to contact Mr. Davis but had not been able
to do so. The last time he had talked with Mr., Davis he had indicated he was not
interested in taking any more jobs. The Mayor suggested the council consider Mr.
Harold TLeet for the vacancy.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held April 11, 1977 at
8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Maurice W. Lough presiding.
The following council members were present: Mr. R. R. Dean, Mr. H. D. Flory,
Mr. B. B. Holt, Mr. H. W. Leap and Mr. R. J. Lough. Mr. C. E. Dean was absent.
Mr. Charles Hammer, Chief of Police, Mr. Charles Lawhorne, Patrolman, Mrs.
Norma ILeap, Clerk, Mr. Gerald Monger, Superintendent and Mr. Bruce Wiles, Attorney
were also present.

Mayor Lough opened the meeting with prayer.

Mayor Lough gave a brief statement of the circumstances preceding his stopping
Mr. Sam Cubbage's placing a trailer on the lot he rented for a Used Car Business.
According to the Mayor, Mr. Cubbage claimed to have a permit but it was not
posted nor could he present one when he was requested to do so by the Mayor.
Thus Mayor Lough halted work at the location until the matter could be resolved
at the next council meeting.

Mr. Humes Franklin Jr., Attorney and a colleague from Waynesboro, Virginia,
were present representing Mr. Sam Cubbage. Mr. Franklin pointed out that Section
30-1 of the town code does not prohibit Mr. Cubbage's installing a trailer for
business use and ask that Mr. Cubbage be allowed to proceed as he stands to
lose considerable money.

Mrs. Charles Miller reminded council that approximately three years ago,
she along with others, presented a petition to council against trailers in town
and that at that time council assured them that the town code strictly prohibits
trailers for any purpose within the town limits. Mrs. Miller felt the town
should not allow trailers in town for any purpose.

Mr. Elmer Lawson stated that he felt trailers should not be allowed in town
and that if they were it would devalue everyone's property.

Mr. Bill Life questioned if Mr. Cubbage would have to pay a water and sewer
connection fee as he was being furnished water from an adjoining connection. Mr.
Monger explained that he had not brought this before council as yet but that he
had planned to run the lines this way so the town would not have to tear up the
streets thus resulting in more expense to the town.

Mr. Holt reported that he has been getting a good deal of reaction against
a trailer in town for any purpose and felt this would be very unpopular with the
majority of the citizens. He also felt it was most unfortunate that the matter
had not come before the council, as had been the practice in the past, before
any applications for permits were approved. He stated he hoped some solution
could be worked out with Mr. Cubbage.

Mr. Flory felt the ordinance on trailer's was vague and wondered if council
could amend the ordinance to eliminate the ambiquities. Mr. Wiles stated council
can always do this if they so desire.

Mayor Iough ask Mr. Cubbage if he would be willing to meet with council to
try to work out some solution to the problem.

Mr. Cubbage stated that he had gone through every aspect needed to place the
trailer on the lot he had rented and would first like Mr. Wiles to tell him if
there is anything prohibiting trailers in town for business purposes.

Mr. Wiles pointed out that council has nothing to do with building permits
and that if there is a question regarding a building permit it goes before the
Board of Zoning Appeals.

Mr. Chancellor Lough stated he felt council has only two choices, either
go by the present ordinance or amend it.

Council delayed any action until the business session.
Mr. H. D. Flory moved to accept the minutes of the regular meeting March 14,

1977, including both Public Hearings, as presented. As there were no corrections,
the minutes were approved.
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Mr. H. W. ILeap moved to accept the minutes of the special meeting March 29,
1977 as presented. As there were no corrections, the minutes were approved.

Mr. Holt reported that he had drafted for the Mayor a letter to send in
response to the letter from the Virginia Department of Highways and Transportation
regarding movement of l4-Foot Wide Manufactured Housing Upon Public Highways.

The letter stated that the town reluctantly authorizes the Department of Highways
to igsue hauling permits for such movements subject to the following restrictions:

(1) Movement will be permitted only on US 33 (not Business 33) and US 340.

(2) Any movements on routes other than those listed in subparagraph (1)
will require specific approval of the Elkton Chief of Police.

(3) If such movements should occur on other than an occasional basis,
the mover will compensate the town for any necessary police escort.

(4) The town will be fully protected against any damage which occurs
within the corporate limits as a result of such movement.

Mr. Holt reported that the Board of Supervisors are holding the second hearing
on the Modified Land Use Plan tonight and Mayor Lough sent a letter stating that
the town officials were unable to attend the hearing due to the meeting's conflicting,
but would like to submit the following comments:

"The Town of Elkton is pleased by the decision to reduce the Urban
Growth Center along the Route 33 corridor to reasonable proportions.
The new plan, we feel, provides for reasonable growth without
subtracting from the potential of the existing incorporated towns.

Elkton has serious reservations about Policy Objectives 24 and 25
which effect extension of utility services beyond the limits of the
incorporated towns into areas of county responsibility. Obviously
this sort of extension will require major capital outlays. Therefore
any support which Elkton extends to these policy objectives is given
with the understanding that necessary capital investment and operating
costs are primarily the county's responsibility.

Overall the Elkton Council feels that the new proposal is a decided
improvement over the plan previously agreed upon by the County Planning
Commission, and should provide the basis for orderly development of
Rockingham County.

The Town of Elkton appreciates your consideration and requests that
this letter be read aloud at the hearing April 11, 1977."

Mr. B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Mr. R. J. Lough to approve the Second
Reading that the town zoning ordinance and map be modified to include the area
annexed January 1, 1977, and to zone this area A-1 Residential. The ordinance
will read as follows:

Map of Elkton, Va., of the Zoning Ordinance of the Town of Elkton,
Virginia, be amended to include the annexed area of 331.94 acres
in the classification "A-1 Residence District.”

Mr. B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Mr. H. D. Flory and carried to approve
the First Reading to amend Chapter 30 of the code of the Town of Elkton by adding
the following section:

AN ORDINANCE TO REGULATE THE LOCATION, CONSTRUCTION, AND OPERATION

OF TRAILERS, MOBILE HOMES, AND INDUSTRIALIZED BUILDING UNITS IN

THE TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA, FOR THE PURPOSE OF PROMOTING THE HEALTH,
SAFETY, MORALS, AND GENERAL WELFARE.,

BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN
OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA, AS FOLLOWS:

No trailer, mobile home, or industrialized building unit
which is used or which is intended to be used for other than living
or sleeping quarters or purposes shall be placed, located, or kept
on any property, private or public, or on the streets within the
town, without the owner or operator thereof first obtaining a permit
so to do from the town council.

Mr. H. W. Leap reported that the fuel adjustment factor for April is
$.00921 per kwh.

Mr. Leap reported that he and Mr. Ageon had removed the flags on the triangle
but have not received the replacement flags as yet. He suggested a committee be
set up to consider a town flag.

Mayor Lough suggested a committee from the citizens be set up rather than
council.

Mr. R. J. Iough moved, seconded by Mr. B. B. Holt and carried to approve the
Finance Report for March.

Mr. Wiles stated that there are some ambiquities in the Grievance Procedure
regarding who selects the third member of the panel to hear an appeal and felt
this should be resolved. This was referred to the Personnel Consultant.

Mayor Lough read the following letter from Peggy K. Hisey:

"Would you please bring this up at the next council meeting and
give me a reply? It was my understanding that Elkwood which was
annexed to Elkton, January 1, 1977 was all zoned residential.

A TV-cable tower and an industrial building is now being built on
an acre of land in Elkwood joining my property. This is a
business and not a residence. I would appreciate knowing why
this is permitted as it will detract and depreciate my property."

Mr. Monger pointed out that at the time this land was purchased to place
the tower the town had not annexed the area. When construction was begun on the
tower the town had no zoning in the area and at the present time A-1 Zoning
which has been adopted for this area would not prohibit this type of construction.

Mayor Lough reported on a letter from the Virginia Department of Highways
and Transportation approving an additional 1.24 miles of streets eligible for
maintenance payments at the rate of $1,600 per mile annually in the Town of Elkton.
This addition is effective beginning the third quarter, January 1, 1977, for
payment due after March 31, 1977. This increases the total mileage in town to
12.91 miles of approved streets.

Mayor ILough read a letter from Mayor Barrett R. Bryant of Shenandoah thanking
Mayor ILough, the Town Council and Town Employees for the assistance in supplies,
manpower and equipment loaned to the Town of Shenandoah during the severe weather

crisis of January and February. He stated that their job would have been a lot
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more difficult were it not for the fine cooperation received from Mr. Gerald
Monger and his personnel and with council's approval.

Mayor Lough reported we have received the check for $1,912.00 for the Public
Safety grant from the Division of Justice and Crime Prevention.

Mr. B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Mr. H. D. Flory to go into Executive Session
to discuss possible pending litigation. The vote was called for and Mr. R. J.
Lough abstained. Mayor Lough stated that due to Mr. C. E. Dean's absence and
Mr. R. J. Lough abstaining, the council would not have the needed two-thirds
affirmative vote. Several council members did not agree on the number needed
for a two-thirds affirmative vote. Mr. Wiles stated he felt the section of the
charter which refers to the two-thirds affirmative vote is not clear and that
it would be in line for the Mayor to make a ruling.

After some discussion on this matter, Mr. H. D. Flory moved, seconded by Mr.
B. B. Holt to continue with the vote on the motion to go into Executive Session.
The vote was recorded as follows:

Mayor Tough ruled that the council did not have a two-thirds affirmative vote
to go into Executive Session but council overruled the Mayor's decision.

Mayor Lough made the following statement:

The bid given
by Myers Ford for a police car was for $4,725.00. If an air conditioner is added
it will cost an additional $475.00. Mr. Myers stated that when Chief Hammer called
about the bid on the car he did not request air conditioning. He also stated that
Chief Hammer requested the color green but when checking the color chart the green
was so flashy Mr. Myers changed the color to blue. Mr. Myers admitted he did not
contact Chief Hammer regarding the change in color.

Mr. Holt ask Mr. Myers if it was standard procedure to change the color of a
car without contacting the customer and he admitted it was not. Mr. Holt also
questioned if air conditioning is not standard equipment in a police package. Mr.

Mr. Robert Iough pointed out that the town had received three other bids which
included air conditioning as standard equipment. The additional cost by Myers Ford
for the air conditioner places them above Highway Motors' bid.

The council thanked Mr. Myers for coming to the meeting and told him this matter
would be taken up under the proper committee.

The following letter from the Elkton Planning Commission was read:

Reference to the closing of Fourth Street between "O" Street and
the Chesapeake & Western Railway rightaway.

At the May 23, 1977 regular Planning Commission meeting, the
members of the commission visited the site at "O" Street and
Fourth Street. After weighing the pros and cons for leaving
open against closing that portion of Fourth Street; the Planning
Commission by a Four to One vote, recommends the following:

1. Fourth Street exact boundaries be established and
remain open as a street for future gridging across
the tracks and connection to Fourth Street on the
other side. Thus also leaving open the town's
rightaway for utilities.

2. That a variance be granted on the side yard so a house can
be designed to accomodate the corner lot in question.

The general feeling of the Commission was; if the street is closed,
it would set a precedent for all deadend streets and alleys in town.

Mr. Welby C. Showalter, Attorney for Mr. and Mrs. Stephen Sigafoose, presented
several copies of plats. According to Mr. showalter the street was opened in 1895
but no public use has been made of this section since 1903. One of the copies shows
the street as closed but there is no record of any official action taken to close
the street. Mr. Showalter pointed out that the street has not been used publicly
for many years, the Sigafooses have paid taxes on it since 1948, fenced it, mowed
it and maintained it and he feels there is no reason why the town should not take
official action to close this portion of the street. He also pointed out that the
town would be receiving additional tax revenue if the street is closed as a very
attractive house will be built there. He ask council to give their preliminary
approval for the closing so he can begin advertising.

Mr. Holt stated that he had not been in agreement with the majority of the
Planning Commission. He stated that opening this street is not shown on the
Comprehensive Plan, and felt the cost would prohibit the opening of this street.
Also Park Avenue would be the best street toopen if the need ever arises. Mr.
Holt suggested the closing of this portion of Fourth but retain a right-of-way
for utilities and possibly a bicycle path.

Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. H. D. Flory to have a Public Hearing
to consider an ordinance to close a portion of Fourth Street from "O" to the railroad
tracks with the stipulation that the town will retain a right-of-way for utilities.

- of plans and specifications for expansion of the OWNER'S wastewater
treatment plant.

WHEREAS, the parties thereto now wish to amend the AGREEMENT
FOR ENGINEERING SERVICES to include certain provisions required by the
Farmers Home Administration (FmHA). These required revisions are as
follows:

Item 1. Delete paragraph A.l, page 1 of the contract and sub-substitute.
"l. Complete contract drawings and specifications acceptable
to the TOWN, the State Department of Health, the State Water
Control Board, the Environmental Protection Agency, and the
Farmers Home Administration.™

Item 2. Add to paragraph B.3., page 2 of the contract:
"Property surveys and plots will be provided by the ENGINEER;
however, the OWNER will provide all necessary legal descriptions
and negotiations for land rights."

Item 3. Add to péragraph B.13, page 3:
"The ENGINEER will be available to furnish engineering service
and consultations necessary to correct all unforeseen project
operating difficulties for a period of one year after the date
of final inspection and acceptance of the facility by the OWNER
and FmHA without additional charge, except for travel and
subsistance costs."

Item 4. Delete, in paragraph B.22, page 4, the wording "(2) review
and approve the Contractor's request for monthly and final
payments", and substitute:
"(2) review and make recommendations concerning the Contractor's
request for monthly and final payments,"

Item 5. Add to paragraph B.23, page 4:
"One reproducable set of as-built drawings and two reference
sets will be provided to the TOWN by the ENGINEERS."

Item 6. Add the following to paragraph B, pages 2, 3, and 4:
"25. The ENGINEER will attend conferences with the OWNER
and representatives of the FmHA and other interested parties.”
"26. The ENGINEER will cooperate and work closely with FmHA
representatives."
"27. The ENGINEER will review and approve estimates for progress
and final payments."
"28. The ENGINEER further agrees to obtain and maintain, at the
ENGINEERS'S expense, such insurance as will protect him and the
OWNER from claims under the Workman's Compensation Act and from
all claims for bodily injury, death, or property damage which
may arise from the negligent performance by the ENGINEER or by
the ENGINEER'S employees of the ENGINEERS'S functions and services
required under this Agreement."”
"29. Any additional services to those required by this agreement
will be performed by the ENGINEER only on written authorization
of the OWNER and FmHA."
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Item 7. Under ARTICLE IIT: TIME SCHEDULE FOR SERVICES page 5, reword
service item A as follows:
"aA, Submit plans and specifications to State Agencies, EPA,
and FmHA for approval."”

Item 8. Under ARTICLE IV: COMPENSATION, page 6, DESIGN PHASE, reword
item G as follows:
"G. At the end of the month during which FmHA and EPA approved
final drawings and specifications for bidding."

This amendment shall not become effective until approved by FmHA.
Such approval shall be evidenced by the signature of a duly authorized
representative of FmHA in the space provided at the end of this amendment.
The approval so evidenced by FmHA shall in no way commit FmHA to render
financial assistance to the OWNER, but in the event such assistance is
provided, the approval shall signify that the provisions of this Agreement
and amendment are consistant with the requirements of FmHA.

SECTION A - LEGAL SERVICES

That the Attorney will perform such services as are necessary to
accomplish the above cited objectives including, but not limited
to, the following:

1. Furnish advice and assistance to the governing body of
said Owner in connection with (a) the notice for and conduct of
meetings; (b) the preparation of minutes of meetings; (c¢) the
preparation and enactment of such resolutions as may be necessary
in connection with the authorization, financing, construction,
and initial operation of the system; (d) the preparation of such
affidavits, publication notices, ballots, reports, certifications,
and other instruments and advice as may be needed in the conduct
of such bond elections as may be necessary; (e) the preparation
and completion of such bonds or other obligations as may be
necessary to finance the system; (f) the completion and execution
of documents for obtaining a loan made or insured or a grant made
by the United States of America, acting through the Farmers Home
Administration, U. S. Department of Agriculture; (g) entering into
construction contracts; (h) preparation and adoption of Rules and
Regulations and rate schedules; (i) such other action as may be
necessary in connection with the financing, construction, and
initial operation of the system.

2. Review of construction contracts, bid-letting procedure,
and surety and contractual bonds in connection therewith.

3. Preparation, negotiation, or review of contract with
a city, county, or other source of water supply when necessary.

4. Preparation, where necessary, and review of deeds,
easements and other rights~of-way documents, and other instruments
for sites for source of water supply, pumping stations, treatment
plants, and other facilities necessary to the system and to provide
continuous rights-of-way therefor; rendering title opinions with
reference thereto; and providing for the recordation thereof.

5. Obtain necessary permits and certificates from county
and municipal bodies, from State regulatory agencies, and from
other public or private sources with respect to the approval of
the system, the construction and operation thereof, pipeline
crossings, and the like.
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6. Cooperate with the engineer employed by Owner in connection
with preparation of tract sheets, easements, and other necessary
title documents, construction contracts, water supply contracts,
health permits, crossing permits, and other instruments.

7. When applicable, secure assistance of and cooperate with
recognized bond counsel in the preparation of the documents necessary
for the financing aspects of the system. Where bond counsel is
retained, the Attorney will not be responsible for the preparation
and approval of those documents pertaining to the issuance of
Owner's obligations.

SECTION B - COMPENSATION

Owner will pay to the Attorney fees for professional services
rendered under this agreement in accordance with the compensation
agreement whereby the Attorney serves the Town of Elkton as Town
Attorney, on the basis of time expended, which compensation and
out-of-pocket expenses will be due and payable upon submission of
bills therefor, at the hourly rate current when such services are
rendered.

Mr. B. B. Holt, Mr. H. W. Leap and Mr. R. J. Lough. Mr. Charles Hammer, Chief of
Police, Mrs. Norma R. Leap, Clerk and Mr. R. Bruce Wiles, Attorney were also present.

Mayor Lough opened the meeting with prayer.

Mayor Lough stated that he assumed the large crowd were there for the same
purpose, the support of Officer Helsley. In light of this fact, he ask those present
to select a spokesman for the group and council would hear this person. Mr. R. B.
Hutton was selected as spokesman.

Mr. Holt ask permission to bring the citizens up to date on what has been done
in regards to Officer Helsley to date. Mr. Holt explained that a little over a
year ago a letter of reprimand was placed in Officer Helsley's file by Chief Hammer
regarding his not performing his duties properly. Since that time, Chief Hammer
has found it necessary to issue oral warnings to Officer Helsley on repeated occasions.
Within the past two weeks two flagrant incidents have occurred and another letter
of reprimand has been issued. The Public Safety Committee met, advised the Mayor
of their recommendations regarding Officer Helsley, and the Mayor stated if council
agreed he would sit in on the meeting with Mr. Holt and Chief Hammer when they
talked with Officer Helsley. Council met and it was decided to offer Officer Helsley
an easier job with no deduction in pay. Mr. Holt and Chief Hammer then met with
Officer Helsley to inform him of the council's decision but Mayor Lough did not
meet with them.

Mr. Hutton ask why Mr. Holt as Chairman of the Public Safety Committee and
Chief Hammer as the Department Head took the action they did without council action.
Mr. Hutton stated he had checked the minutes of the May 25, 1977 meeting and no
official action was taken by council. Mr. Hutton went to Councilman Holt and
Chief Hammer asking to see the formal complaints against Officer Helsley and was
refused. Mr. Hutton was ask to leave at both places. At no time did Mr. Hutton
ask to see personnel records but he has been advised that complaints are public
information and is taking the necessary steps to make this information available.
Mr. Hutton pointed out that all he was interested in was the facts and that if
they could prove to him that Officer Helsley was no longer able to perform his
duty, he would have no complaints. He found it hard to understand how someone
could become incompetent over night. Mr. Hutton and the citizens he represented
felt that due to the embarrassment caused Officer Helsley and his family, a public
apology was due him.

Mr. Holt explained that the meeting had been called to hear Officer Helsley
if he wishes to be heard.

Mr. Hutton stated that when he questioned the other councilmen they admitted
they had not heard Officer Helsley's side of the story, only Chief Hammer and
Councilman Holt. He also pointed out that at no time had Officer Helsley come to
him to tell him the problem or ask his support. He had been contacted by individual
citizens who were concerned and ask him to attend a meeting to support Officer
Helsley which was held on Tuesday night.

Officer Helsley was ask if he would prefer to be heard in regular session or
executive session. Mr. Ritchie, Mr. Helsley's attorney, stated they would prefer
to be heard in executive session at this time.

A Public Hearing was held June 6, 1977 at 7:30 P.M. in the Council Chambers with
the Mayor, Maurice W. Lough presiding.

Mr. W. H. McGahey, representing the Fire Company, invited the Mayor and Council
to ride in the Fireman's Parade, Friday, June 17, 1977 at 6:30 P.M.

Mr. Robert Lough presented a brief outline on the budgets. The Revenue Sharing
Budget was in the amount of $11,233.00. Mrs. Virginia Gentry ask if the items in
the budget are up for bids. Mr. Lough stated that the town has already received
bids on the truck and our purchasing procedures are set up so that anything over
$500.00 must have three quotes, if possible.

The General Fund Budget included an expected revenue of $626,160.91 and expected
disbursements plus debt retirement in the amount of $626,134.08.

The following citizen's commented on the budget: H. L. Baugher, Ruth Brookes,
Hazel Crider, Stanley Crider, Wilson Gaynor, Virginia Gentry and B. W. Gooden. The
major concern of those present was the $76,385.00 police budget and the raising of
the tax rate, water and sewer rates and garbage collection services.

The consensus of the group was that the town needs to start curbing their
expenditures. Several suggestions were made where money could be saved to eliminate
an increase in taxes and increase in sewer rates. The suggestions were: do something
about the dispatchers, possibly utilize the employees in the Treasurer's Office;
eliminate unnecessary running of the garbage truck; charge for grinding brush and
picking up large articles of trash; wait to see what increase there will be in taxes
due to the reassessment by the county; and hold up on the sewer plant to try for a
100% funding rather than the 75% we already have.

Council assured those present that they would consider their suggestions and
expressed appreciation for their interest and concern.

Council agreed to change the regular council meeting from Monday, June 13, 1977
to Wednesday, June 15, 1977 at 8:00 P.M. due to graduation at the high school Monday
evening.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held Monday, June 13, 1977
at 8:00 P.M. with the Mayor, Maurice W. Lough presiding. The following councilmen
were present: Mr. C. E. Dean, Mr. R. R. Dean, Mr. H. D. Flory, Mr. B. B. Holt,
Mr. H. W. Leap and Mr. R. J. Lough. Mrs. Norma Leap, Clerk, Mr. Gerald Monger,
Superintendent and Mr. Bruce Wiles, Attorney were also present.

Mr. E. Wayne Davis had asked to be put on the agenda but due to the Fireman's
Carnival was unable to attend. He has met with Mr. Holt, Mr. Randal Dean, Mr.
Gerald Monger and Mr. W. H. McGahey to discuss the problem of more space needed
in the Fire Department. The Public Safety Committee will study the problem further.

Mr. G. W. Berry voiced his opposal to the closing of Fourth Street as he owns
property on Fourth Street.

Mrs. Alice ILough brought to council's attention Section 9, item 9 of the Town
zoning Ordinance which reads:

On any corner lot there shall be no planting, structure,
fences, shrubbery or obstruction to vision more than three
(3) feet higher than the curb level within twenty-five (25)
feet of the intersection of any two street lines in Residence
Districts.

Mrs. Lough pointed out that on the extension of Jackson to Rockingham Street
and on Clark and C Streets there are violations of this ordinance. Mr. Holt
stated that the lot on Jackson and Rockingham has been brought to the attention
of the police department and the property owner has agreed to cut the shrubbery.
They will look into the area on Clark and C Street.

Mrs. Ruth Brooks, Mrs. Robert House, Mrs. Geneva Baugher and Mrs. Barbara
Horne all spoke against a tax increase. One of the big concerns were the elderly
and also those raising families.

Mr. Welby Showalter gave the following reasons as to why he felt the council
should close a portion of Fourth Street:

1. Two plats on record show the street as never being opened.

2. This portion of the street has not been used by the public at
large in at least seventy years.

3. There has been no official action taken to close the street and
this should be done to clear the record.

4. The Sigafooses' have paid taxes on this for at least seventy
years, have maintained and mowed it.

5. Do not feel the town will ever open this street.

6. Master Plan does not show this street but shows Park Avenue as
the road open through the area.

7. The town will be receiving more tax revenue if a house is built.

Mr. B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean and carried to approve the
minutes as presented for May 9th., May 25th., June lst., and the Public Hearing
June 6th.

Mr. Holt ask if the portion of Fourth Street were closed, how would the property
be divided. Mr. Showalter said the Virginia Code provides that the property is
divided equally among the adjacent property owners. There was discussion regarding
setting a precedent.

REGULAR
COUNCIL MEETING
July 11, 1977

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held July 11, 1977 at 8:00 P.M.
with the Mayor, Maurice W. Lough presiding. The following councilmen were present:
Mr. R. R. Dean, Mr. H. D. Flory, Mr. B. B. Holt, Mr. H. W. Leap, and Mrx. R. J. Lough.
Mr. C. E. Dean was absent. Mr. Charles Hammer, Chief of Police, Mrs. Norma Leap,
Clerk, Mr. Gerald Monger, Superintendent, and Mr. R. Bruce Wiles, Attorney were also
present.

Mayor Lough opened the meeting with prayer.

As there were many present which were concerned with the Officer Helsley situation,
Mr. B. B. Holt announced that an agreement had been reached between Officer Helsley,
his attorney and council. Mr. Holt read the following statement which will be voted
on by council in the business session.

"The council is deeply concerned about some instances of Officer
Helsley's performance of duty; however the council recognizes
Officer Helsley's long service to the town and the instances when
his performance has been excellent. Accordingly in conformance
with the recommendation of the Public Safety Committee, the council
has decided to continue Officer Helsley in his normal police officer
duties as assigned by the Chief of Police."

Those present were still concerned as to whether Officer Helsley would receive
fair treatment without harassment. Many wondered why the charges were brought against
Officer Helsley and felt the council owed Officer Helsley and his family an apology.
Council assured them that Officer Helsley would be treated the same as the other
police officers.

Mr. R. B. Hutton presented signed petitions by residents, business people and
interested persons of the town and surrounding area supporting Officer Helsley and
requesting an apology and reinstatement to his position as policeman.

Mayor Lough ask council if anyone wished to make a motion regarding the citizens
request for an apology to Officer Helsley and his family. As there was no response,
Mayor Iough, speaking for himself, not council, apologized to Officer Helsley in
the name of the Town of Elkton. He stated he felt Officer Helsley had been unjustly
treated.

Council pointed out that they felt that as charges had been brought to the
attention of the council, they had no other choice but to investigate. Mr. Randal
Dean and Mr. Flory both agreed they had been wrong in not hearing Officer Helsley's
side of the story. At that time they felt they were acting in the best interest of
Officer Helsley. There was no intention of hurting Officer Helsley.

The following citizens spoke out against the police department, the way it is
being run, the qualifications of those now in charge of this department, the Officer
Helsley and Officer Cloonan situations, the bad publicity the town is receiving,
statements in the paper which they felt were untrue, lack of communications within
the town organization, and a desire for a State Police investigation of the entire
police department; Mrs. Linda Life, Mrs. Shirley O"Bryne, Mr. and Mrs. Sam Gentry,
Mr. and Mrs. R. B. Hutton, Mr. Carl Lee Smith, Mr. Wilson Gaynor, Mr. and Mrs. Larry
Horne, Mr. H. L. Baugher and Mr. Ray Coverstone.

Mr. Hutton brought to council's attention that he felt the Police Department is
being operated in a conflict of interest situation. He stated you have a Department
Head hiring a member of his family. Mr. Wiles pointed out that anything involving
a conflict of interest would be a matter for the Commonwealth Attorney. He also
stated that $10,000.00 or less is not conflict of interest. Mr. Robert Lough reported
that council hired Mrs. Hammer, not Chief Hammer. Mayor Lough said he would investigate
the situation.

Mayor Lough stated thatiEs on record that he has begged council to let him be
Mayor and assume his proper position regarding the police department and will not
accept any responsibility for what goes on in the Police Department until council
allows him this position.

The minutes of the Regular Meeting June 13, 1977 and the Special Meeting June
29, 1977 were approved as presented.
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Mr. Holt reported that the flag raising ceremony on July fourth was quite

successful thanks to the Garden Club, V.F.W. Auxiliary and Color Guard, Ruritans,

Vice Mayor Flory and Ginny Miller of the Valley Banner.

Mr. Holt reported that they are trying to get a patrolman and dispatcher
on the State on the job training program which will pay 25% of the salaries for
five to six months. A new dispatcher has been hired in the Police Department.

Mr. Wayne Davis was present to see what progress has been made regarding
additional space for the Fire Department.

Mr. Holt reported that the Public Safety Committee has met, are working on
the problem and have some ideas they are checking out. Mr. Davis stated they
wouldn't settle for anything less than room to store their equipment.

REGULAR
COUNCIL MEETING
August 8, 1977

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held August 8, 1977 at
8:00 P.M. with the Mayor, Maurice W. Lough presiding. The following councilmen
were present: Mr. R. R. Dean, Mr. H. D. Flory, Mr. B. B. Holt, Mr. H. W, Leap
and Mr. R. J. Lough. Mr. C. E. Dean was absent. Mr. Charles Lawhorne, Patrolman,
Mrs. Norma Leap, Clerk, Mr. Gerald Monger, Town Superintendent and Mr. R. Bruce
Wiles, Attorney were also present.

Mayor Lough opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. R. B. Hutton was present and spoke against the purposed water and sewer
rates. He ask council to reconsider and take this matter under further consideration.
He stated that regarding the sewer connection charges the town was discriminating
against the people who have been living in the corporate limits all along.

Mr. Joseph O'Byrne ask why they couldn't get copies of the purposed rates.
It was explained to him that the sewer rates were available in the town office for
those that ask for them.

Mr. Flory ask those with questions to wait until they went over the rates as
copies would be available and many of their questions would be answered at that time.

John Flory was present to ingquire about a place for young people to ride their
skate boards.

Mr. Holt explained to those present that the police had stopped the skate
boards on the streets as it was quite dangerous. Chief Hammer has been looking
over the town for possible places for the use of skate boards. One idea was to
close A Street from Warren to Ashby certain hours during the day. This will be
discussed with the Recreation Commission and suggestions be brought back to council.

Mr. Wayne Davis ask if any progress has been made on the Fire Company's housing
problem.

Mr. Holt reported that they have some possibilities in mind and would be going
into Executive Session later in the meeting to discuss possible rental or acquisition
of some property.

Mr. Bob Hammer questioned how the council had passed a balanced budget just a
few months ago without a tax increase and now say they need to increase the garbage
and sewer rates.

Mr. Robert Lough explained that these increases were included in the anticipated
revenue in order to have a balanced budget.

Mrs. Mabel House questioned how we would save money when reading water meters
monthly. -

Mrs. Barbara Horne ask how the water supply is holding up and Mr. Monger said
it was holding up well at this point.

Mrs. Venda Huffman ask if the town is going to read both meters, light and water,
at the same time. Mr. Flory stated that this is what the town plans to do.

Mr. Bob Hammer felt the bills will be too large for some people to take at one
time. The Mayor explained that on a monthly basis the bills will not be as large
and should not be a real problem.

Mr. Carl Lee Smith ask what stand the council plans to take on the school issue.
The Mayor stated he didn't know what stand the council could take. Mr. Holt stated
that he personally was very upset about the Jackson site, it would cost more money
due to preparation costs and he was very much opposed to this site.

Mrs. Mable House stated that council has said it cannot run the town on the
retiree's income and ask if they have considered giving them a break?
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Mr. R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Mr. H. W. Leap and carried to approve the
minutes as presented of the July 11, 1977 regular meeting.

Mrs. J. C. Black, Chairman of the Flag Committee, reported on the committee's
progress, their recommendations and ask council's backing and financial support.
They set a target date for the selection of the design by the end of September.
The contest will begin August 11, 1977 and will be open to an individual, groups
and organizations. Entries will become the property of the committee. The following
contest rules were suggested:

VIRGINIA: CONNECTIONS INSIDE AND OUTSIDE TOWN

BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON,
VIRGINIA, THAT SECTION 32-10 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA,
BE AMENDED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Section 32-10. Connections inside and outside town.

— Before a connection to the town water system shall be
made, the applicant therefor shall pay to the town treasurer
the following charges:

(a) With reference to water connections inside the town:

(1) For 3/4" water connection $300.00
(2) For 1" water connection $400.00

(b) With reference to water connections outside the town:

Such connection charges shall be $400.00 for a 3/4"
connection, and the applicant shall install at his
expense the connecting line to the Town of Elkton's
existing available water lines. The installation
must meet town requirements and becomes town property
when connected to town lines.

Sec. 32-27. Connection charges within town

Before a connection to the town sewer system is
made within the town, the applicant therefor shall pay
to the town treasurer a connection fee of $500.00. The
sewer department shall run all sewer service lines to
the applicant's property line for a distance not to exceed
one hundred feet. If the distance exceeds one hundred
feet, the applicant shall pay all costs in excess of one
hundred feet.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, the connection fee
with respect to existing houses in the annexed area of
Liberty Heights and Hisey Heights shall be $400.00 if
application for connection is made and such fee is paid
within thirty (30) days of the time sewer service from
the Town of Elkton becomes available. The Town Super-
intendent shall notify the owners of existing houses in this
area by certified mail as soon as sewer service is available.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTION 32-38 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON,
VIRGINIA: "RATES FOR WATER SOLD BY TOWN INSIDE AND OUTSIDE TOWN

BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF
EIKTON, VIRGINIA, THAT SECTION 32-38 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON,
VIRGINIA, BE AMENDED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Sec. 32-38. Rates for Water sold by town inside and outside the town.

Meters shall be read and billed monthly.

(a) The rates for customers inside the town shall be
as follows:

Mr. Leap reported that the town received a contract from Vepco for services
outside Elkton territory. The Electric Committee and Mr. Wiles have reviewed the
contract and feel that since we do not use any of these services there is no need
to sign the contract and suggest returning it to Vepco unsigned. The consensus
of the council was to return the contract unsigned.

Mr. Robert Lough reported there would be no Finance Report due to the audit.

Mr. Robert ILough reported that arrangements have been made for the float for
the Field Day Parade at a cost of $125.00.

Mr. Robert Iough reported that Mr. G. W. Berry had ask him to invite the
councilmen and Mayor to ride in the Field Day Parade August 13, 1977 at 10:30 A.M.

Mr. Wiles pointed out that the proper procedure was not used in adopting the
amendment to the Garbage Ordinance.

Mr. B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Mr. R. R. Dean to approve the Second Reading
of the Garbage Collection Ordinance as follows:

VIRGINIA: "SCHEDULE FOR COLLECTION OF GARBAGE, ETC."

BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF

Mr. B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Mr. R. J. Lough that Mr. H. D. Flory be
authorized to sign for council the amendment of Va. NPDES Permit Number Va. 0026 433
if and when the amendment is approved by council. The vote was recorded as follows:

COUNCIL MEETING
September 12, 1977

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held September 12, 1977
at 8:00 P.M. with the President Pro Tempore, H. Ditman Flory presiding. The
following councilmen were present: Mr. C. E. Dean, Mr. R. R. Dean, Mr. B. B. Holt,
Mr. H. W. Leap and Mr. R. J. Lough. Mayor Lough was absent. Mrs. Norma Leap,
Clerk, Mr. Gerald Monger, Superintendent and Mr. R. Bruce Wiles, Attorney were
also present.

Mr. R. R. Dean opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. R. B. Hutton introduced his attorney, Mr. John Crist and yielded the floor
to him. Mr. Crist presented a petition signed by approximately sixty taxpayers
noting their opposition to the purposed ordinance to amend Section 32-27 of the
code of the Town of Elkton entitled "Connection Charges Within Town". They felt
this ordinance would discriminate against the citizens and residents of the
unannexed portions of the town as it would require a higher connection fee to
the town sewer systems for these residents than it does to those residents in the
annexed area of Liberty Heights and Hisey Heights. Mr. Crist stated he felt these
citizens were not entitled to special favors and legislature favoring one section
is unconstitutional. He felt the council should consider the judge's order in the
annexation case that all people in the town be treated alike.

Mr. Flory stated that if they would wait until later in the meeting he felt
their request would more than be fullfilled.

Mr. B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Mr. R. J. Lough and carried to approve the
minutes of the regular meeting August 8, 1977 as presented.

Mr. Holt explained to council that when the position of Police Lieutenant was
established no pay scale was set up and this should be done.

Mr. B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Mr. R. J. Lough to accept the following pay
scale for Police Lieutenant and it be included in the Personnel Program effective
July 1, 1977:

Mr. Holt stated that the skateboard situation had been passed on to the
Recreation Commission and they have come up with some recommendations, but that
it has been brought to his attention that the town could prohibit skateboards on
the streets but it is doubtful as to whether they could prohibit them on the sidewalks.
Mr. Wiles prepared an ordinance to take care of this problem.

Mr. Holt presented the First Reading on the following ordinance:

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTION 17-92 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF

ELKTON, VIRGINIA, TO MAKE IT UNILAWFUL TO USE SKATEBOARDS OR

OTHER DEVICES ON WHEELS OR RUNNERS ON THE SIDEWALKS IN THE
TOWN OF ELKTON

WHEREAS, it has been determined by the town council
that a serious threat to the safety and health of its inhabitants
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is created by the use of skateboards or other devices on wheels
or runners on the sidewalks of the town, and that such use should
be prohibited except in certain designated areas:

NOW, THEREFORE, IN ORDER TO SECURE AND PROMOTE THE
GENERAL WELFARE OF THE INHABITANTS OF THE MUNICIPALITY AND THE
SAFETY, HEALTH, PEACE, GOOD ORDER, COMFORT AND CONVENIENCE OF
THE MUNICIPALITY AND THE INHABITANTS THEREOF, BE IT ORDAINED
AND ENACTED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA,
THAT SECTION 17-92 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA,
BE AMENDED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Sec. 17-92. Playing on streets; roller skates, skateboards,
toys or other devices on wheels or runners; persons riding
bicycles, etc., not to attach to vehicles.

No person shall play on a street within the town. No
person shall use on a street or upon the sidewalks thereof
roller skates, skateboards, toys or other devices on wheels
or runners, except the use of bicycles and motorcycles on
the streets of the town, but not on the sidewalks, shall be
permitted. The chief of police may designate areas on streets
where play is prohibited in which persons may be permitted to
use roller skates, skateboards, toys or other devices on
wheels or runners, and, if such highways or streets have
two traffic lanes, such persons shall keep as near as
reasonably possible to the extreme left side or edge of
the left-hand lane so that they will be facing oncoming
traffic at all times.

No person riding upon any bicycle, roller skates,
skateboards, toys or other devices on wheels or runners,
shall attach the same or himself to any vehicle upon a
roadway .

Mr. Charles Dean presented the following recommendation from the Recreation
Commission:

"our recommendation is that skateboarding not be allowed on

any streets other than A and C Streets when these areas are
barricaded. In addition, parking lots such as those at the

Blue Bell Plant, the Farm Bureau, Farmers and Merchants Bank,

and the long street in Elkwood Subdivision should be investigated
as possible areas.

The Commission will look into the costs and the possibilities of
ingtalling a skateboard park and will be in a position to make a
long-term recommendation after the investigation is completed."

Mr. R. J. ILough moved, seconded by Mr. B. B. Holt to adopt the Ordinance to
Amend Section 17-92 of the Code of the Town of Elkton, Virginia, to make it
Unlawful to use Skateboards or other Devices on Wheels or Runners on the Sidewalks
in the Town of Elkton on the First Reading declaring an emergency to exists. The
vote was recorded as follows:

Mr. Holt stated that the site for the new Eastside school is a real concern and
felt the town should pass a resolution opposing the Jackson site.

Mr. B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Mr. H. W. Leap to approve the following
resolution:

WHEREAS, the Rockingham County School Board has directed its
attorneys to procure a site for the new consolidated high school,

this site commonly known as the Jackson site, and

WHEREAS, this site is obviously much more costly than other
sites considered and

WHEREAS, this site is otherwise completely unsatisfactory
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from the standpoints of student safety, convenience, shape,
location and contour,

The Town Council of Elkton does hereby express its strongest
opposition to the Jackson site and further pledges, in the interests
of the citizens of the Town of Elkton and the citizens of the County
of Rockingham, to take all reasonable steps possible to prevent
erection of a County High School on the Jackson site.

The vote was recorded as follows:

Mr. Henry Leap reported that the town has received a refund in the amount of
$14,863.58 from Vepco for the Rider A Surcharge plus interest which they have been
billing us since May 1976. The Federal Power Commission denied this Surcharge
and Vepco's request for a rehearing. Vepco has appealed the decision to the
Federal Court and if they win the appeal the return of the refund could be required.
Mr. Leap suggested holding the money until a decision on the appeal is made and
if we don't have to return the money, then refund it to our customers.

Mr. H. W. Leap moved, seconded by Mr. C. E. Dean to put the money refunded
from Vepco into a savings fund until a court decision is made on Vepco's appeal.
If the ruling is against Vepco the town will return the proper share to each
customer; but if the ruling favors Vepco the town will return the refund to Vepco.
The letter from Vepco will be incorporated in these minutes. The vote was recorded
as follows:

RIDER A SURCHARGE (REFUND)
DOCKET NO. ER 76-415

"The Federal Power Commission in its Order issued June 20, 1977
denied the above reference Rider A Surcharge and ordered refunds to the
customers of the amounts collected within thirty days plus interest
at nine percent per annum from the date of payment to the Company to
the date of the refund.

Vepco subsequently filed a motion for a stay of the refund provisions
in the Order so that a request for a rehearing could be made. 1In the
motion for a stay, Vepco requested that refund provisions be modified so
that refunds, if any, could be made within 30 days from the date of an
order denying a rehearing. The stay was granted in an Order issued
July 20, 1977.

On July 14, 1977 Vepco filed an application for a rehearing. In
its Order issued August 5, 1977 the Commission denied Vepco's request for
a rehearing.

No further billing of this Surcharge will occur in the immediate
future; however, the Company intends to appeal the Commission's decision
to the Federal Court. If the Commission's decision is reversed then
the return of this refund and future billing of the Surcharge may be
required.

Enclosed is a check and a tabulation indicating the principle
and interest due.”

Mr. Leap reported that Mr, William McGahey had contacted him asking the town
to waive the electric bill for the annual Fireman's Carnival as they have each year.

Mr. H., W. ILeap moved, seconded by Mr. R. J. Lough and carried to waive the
electric bill for the Fireman's Carnival in the amount of $67.43.

Mr. Ieap reported he had received a letter September 3, 1977 on a new program
in Virginia which is designed to help the low income citizens who could not pay
all or part of their weather contingent energy bills for last winter. The program
is called Virginia Energy Payment Program. They need the town to sign the
following form before they make their first payments:
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AGREEMENT BY FUEL OR UTILITY COMPANY TO RECEIVE CSA SPECIAL CRISIS
INTERVENTION FUNDS

Town of Elkton Electric Department is desirous of receiving payment

of outstanding oxr future bills of its eligible customers from funds

made available to the Commonwealth of Virginia from the Federal Community
Services Administration Special Crisis Intervention Program Funds.

These funds will be administered by local Area Agencies on Aging or

their designees. The fuel or utility company named above agrees

that in accepting such funds it does so under the following conditions:

(1) The outstanding bill is reduced by the full amoung of
the Special Crisis Intervention Program payment;

(2) For the remaining balance, the customer is offered a
deferred payment arrangement;

(3) A reconnection charge, to be paid by the customer, is
made only where such a charge was company practice prior
to May 5, 1977;

(4) No security deposit is required to be paid except where
such a deposit was required by State Law or explicit
state Regulation prior to May 5, 1977; in such cases the
deposit is included in a deferred payment arrangement;

(5) Reconnection of service is made upon certification for
payment and satisfaction of the above requirements.

Mr. H. W. Leap moved, seconded by Mr. R. J. Lough and carried that the Electric
Committee investigate this a little further and if everything seems to be in order
with the Electric Committee and the Mayor, the Mayor be authorized to sign the form.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held October 10, 1977
at 8:00 P.M. with the Mayor, Maurice W. Lough presiding. The following councilmen
were present: Mr, C. E. Dean, Mr. R. R. Dean, Mr. H. D. Flory, Mr. B. B. Holt,
Mr. H. W. Leap and Mr. R, J. ILough. Mr. Charles Lawhorne, Lieutenant, Mrs.
Norma lLeap, Clerk, Mr. Gerald Monger, Superintendent and Mr. R. Bruce Wiles,
Attorney were also present.

Mr. R. R. Dean opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. Holt gave the Mayor and each councilman a copy of the Preliminary Elkton
Comprehensive Plan. The Planning Commission will review this plan and present
their recommendations to the council.

Mr. Holt reported that he has received some complaints from the organizations
regarding them being billed for police services during various functions they
have had. Mr. Holt ask if council wished to make any exceptions or changes.
Council was in agreement that this should be continued, but that the Public
Safety Department should make sure a representative from each organization is
notified about this procedure. This does not mean notification must be given
year after year.

Mr. Holt reported that the Public Safety Department would like to post the
tennis court area after a certain hour, preferably 11:00 P.M. Mr. Charles Dean
reported that the Recreation Commission had come up with suggestions along
this same line but had not contacted the Police Department as yet. These two
groups were ask to work together to solve the problem created at the tennis
court area.

Mr. Holt reported that at the Municipal League meeting in Timberville they
had discussed Professional Liability Insurance for the Mayor and Council. There
is a Philadelphia firm which offers the same coverage as we are now getting at
a much lower premium. While at the Virginia Municipal League Convention, Mr.
Holt had ask the VML staff to check on this firm. They have done so and found
the firm has a good rating. Mr. Lough stated he had some information on the cost
from R. Loring Cover Insurance Agency for our Professional Liability Policy this
year and some suggestions which he would present when he gave his reports.

Mr. Ditman Flory reported that he had been ask to remind council of the
Open House at the Fire Company, Sunday, October 16, 1977, beginning at 1:30 P.M.
and to urge them to attend.

Mr. Henry Leap ask if any arrangements have been made to house the new fire
truck. Mr. Holt stated he has talked with the Fire Chief and assured him they are
doing the best they can and the vehicle will be housed when it gets here.

Mr. Henry Leap reported that Vepco's rates to the town will increase on
November 28, 1977. The intentions are to increase our customers only what Vepco
increases the town. Mrs. Norma Leap was instructed to hold up on cutting the
new tapes for the NCR machine until the new electric rates are set.

Mr. Henry Leap reported that he had been approached by some citizens stating
they did not know where to go with complaints against town employees or councilmen.
They had suggested some type of complaint form for this purpose. After some
discussion, the suggestion was referred to the Ordinance Committee.

Mr. Henry Leap reported that the Fuel Adjustment Rate will be $0.01411 per
kwh for October.

Mr. Randal Dean suggested the town request the State Highway Department to
make a survey at the intersection of Route 340 and 0Old Route 33. Mr. Monger stated
he thinks they just made a study but will check into it to see.

Mr. Robert ILough suggested the town stop allowing "right hand turns on red"
on Spotswood Avenue going East and turning South at the intersection of Route 340.
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He felt this might help some with the traffic problem at the intersection of
Rockingham Street and Route 340. The council authorized the Police Department
to do this.

Mr. Charles Dean reported that the Ordinance Committee is working on charter
changes and will have them ready for the November meeting.

Mr. Robert Lough ask if Mr. Charles Dean's committee has come up with
anything on Mr. Hostetler's complaint regarding the Small Business refuse charges.

Owners of property in the town shall, at such time
or times as the council may prescribe, remove, repair or
secure any building, wall, or any other structure which might
endanger the public health or safety of other residents of
the town.

Sec. 7- . Removal by council order.

The council through its own agents or employees may
remove, repair or secure any building, wall or any other
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structure which might endanger the public health or safety
of other residents of the town, wherein the owner of such
property after reasonable notice and a reasonable time to
do so, has failed to remove, repair or secure said building,
wall or other structure.

Sec. 7~ . Costs and expenses of removal.

In the event the council through its own agents or
employees removes, repairs or secures any building, wall
or any other structure after complying with the notice
provisions of this article, the costs or expenses thereof
shall be chargeable to and paid by the owners of such
property and may be collected by the town as taxes and
levies are collected.

Sec. 7- . Liens.

Every charge authorized by this article with which the
owner of any such property shall have been assessed and which
remains unpaid shall constitute a lien against such property.
