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REGULAR
COUNCIL MEETING
January 8, 1979

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held January 8, 1979
at 8:00 P.M. with the Mayor, Charles E. Dean presiding. The following council
members were present: R. R. Dean, S. P. H. Flick, H. D. Flory, B. B. Holt and
L. C. Life. C. A. Schumacher was absent. Charles Lawhorne, Chief of Police,
Norma Leap, Clerk, Gerald Monger, Superintendent and Bruce Wiles, Attorney
were also present.

Councilman Dean opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. Jim Mooney of the Moody-Bernstein Co., operating under a sibsidiary
called The Bernstein Group, Inc., out of Columbus, Ohio, was present. The
company builds apartment buildings through the F.H.A. Mr. Mooney presented
a book with pictures showing seven projects completed by his group. He
reported that since the last meeting he has found a site on the edge of the
city limits, south on Sixth Street at the deadend at the intersection of
Prospect Avenue on the east side. The five acres of land is presently owned
by Mr. Ashby Lam. It is zoned by the county as R-3 Residential and will
accomodate multi-family dwelling. The State Clearing House still has to approve
this and then it has to go back to the Rockingham County Planning Commission
for their approval. They are thinking of 54 units at this time and will be an
open housing project, open to anyone with an adjusted gross income of $15,600.00
or less. Mr. Mooney pointed out that in regards to water and sewer service to
the site, sewer is right at the site with a six inch line and water is north
of the project about 150 feet with a four inch line. Mr. Mooney's purpose at
this meeting is to request a letter, which is required by the F,H.A. in their
preapplication, granting permission to hook on to the town water and sewer
system, subject to any requirements which the town may have at the time of
building. Mr. Monger felt there would be enough water pressure and that the
size lines in the area should be adequate. Mayor Dean stated this would be
considered under the Water and Sewer Committee's report during the meeting.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilwoman L. C. Life and
carried to approve the minutes of the December 11, 1978 regular meeting.

Mr. Monger reported that they did not go to North Carolina about the truck.
He had called and the truck has not been moved and is there if we still wish
to purchase it. Mayor Dean suggested Mr. Monger contact Mr. Schumacher to
see if he could go to look at the truck along with Mr. Monger and possibly
himself. If the truck is okay they would purchase it and bring it back.

Councilman Holt reported that there had been some discussion at the last
council meeting regarding the problems which we might have due to the cut back
in the Ceta Program and the possible effect it would have on the police department
operations. The town did receive a break in that one of the police positions
will be retained until September. We did lose our two dispatchers and if the
town plans to have around the clock coverage we need these two dispatchers.
The Public Safety Committee discussed this problem and recommends that a
temporary solution be made at this point by keeping these two dispatchers on
until the end of February at minimum wage and give the Finance Committee a
chance to look over the town's finances to see what the steps should be so far
as permanent positions for these two people. The Mayor was able to put the
two dispatchers on the payroll temporarily until council could take action
at this meeting.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilwoman L. C. Life to hire
the two dispatchers, Debbie Curtis and Hilda Meadows, at the minimum wage of
$2.90 an hour from December 29, 1978 through March 1, 1979. The vote was
recorded as follows:

R. Dean - yea B. Holt - yea

Councilman Flory stated he has some reservations regarding Mr. Mooney's
request for a letter. He pointed out that his reservations were not with the
project itself as he feels it is a good idea, but with dealing with any type of
federal government. He would like to know if we send a letter would it be

binding to the community. Mr. Mooney said it could be a letter of intent.
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Mr. Wiles stated he felt a letter of intent would probably be binding.
Councilman Flory had a concern also with one project of this type in Harrisonburg
which has been a problem and he would not like this to happen to Elkton.

Mr. Mooney stated he was aware of the project he was speaking of, but that

it was not an F.H.A. project but HUD. Councilman Flory still felt the letter
should be phrased so it would not be binding on our part in the event the
council discovers things about the program they did not like. Mr. Mooney
stated he would welcome council checking with the communities where they

have their other projects. Councilman Flick felt that as Mr. Wiles would

be preparing the letter he would safeguard the town's interest. Councilman
Holt suggested that after Mr, Wiles prepares the letter, the Water and Sewer
Committee and Mayor look over the letter and if they feel it protects the town
then go ahead with it. Mr. Wiles felt sending a letter saying the town would
be glad to authorize water and sewer to this project if they felt so inclined
when the time came would not fullfill the requirements.

Councilman R. R. Dean moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt that the
town write a letter of intent to the Berstein Group Inc. to provide water service
and sewer service to the Ashby Iam property located on Prospect and Sixth and
the developers will run their lines to our present lines. The vote was recorded
as follows:

R. Dean - yea B. Holt - vyea
S. Flick - yea L. Life - vyea

Councilman S. P. H. Flick stated he had no progress to report. His
committee has not met. Mr. Monger has been unable as yet to install the drainage
pipe mentioned at the December meeting. He reported on a letter from W. J.
Osborne, Resident Engineer for the State Highway Department, in which Mr.

Osborne reported that the maintenance of "other streets" in the Town of Elkton
is considered to be satisfactory as of December 19, 1978. For informational
purposes he also read the following paragraph of a letter from Mr. Osborne
regarding the Marshall Avenue - N & W Railroad Crossing:

"According to our latest Highway Railroad Grade Crossing
Inventory the Marshall Avenue grade crossing carries 535
vehicles per day and the N & W RR indicates a total of

14 trains per day, 10 of which are at fast speed. 1In view
of the vehicular traffic count, number and speed of trains
and sight distance at this grade crossing I recommend the
Town advise this office as to your plans for providing
flashing signals and gates to comply with the current
standard highway railroad grade crossing protection

plan being developed by this Department."

Mr. Monger estimated the cost to do this would be approximately $100,000.00,
Councilman Flick stated this was something we would have to be thinking about
sometime in the future.

Councilwoman Life presented the First Readings to amend the following
ordinances:

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTION 32-10 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON,
VIRGINIA: CONNECTIONS INSIDE AND OUTSIDE TOWN

BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON,
VIRGINIA, THAT SECTION 32-10 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON,
VIRGINIA, BE AMENDED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Section 32-10. Connections inside and outside town.

Before a connection to the town water system shall be made,
the applicant therefor shall pay to the town treasurer the
following charges:

(a) With reference to water connections inside the town:
(1) For 3/4" water connection $300.00
(2) For 1" water connection $400.00

(b) With reference to water connections outside the town:

Such connection charges shall be $400.00 for a 3/4"
connection, and the applicant shall install at his expense
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the connecting line to the Town of Elkton's existing
available water lines. The installation must meet town
requirements and becomes town property when connected
to town lines.

(¢) Provided, however, that if the Town Council determines
it to be in the best interests of the town to extend its
existing water lines partly or wholly at town expense, it
may enter into agreements with individual landowners or
developers whereby such extensions of existing water lines
shall be accomplished and the costs thereof shared as

— mutually agreed; or, in the proper case, the Town Council

may resolve to extend the town water system wholly at

town expense. In determining the best interests of the
town, the Council shall consider the number of potential
connections which such extension of the system might be
expected to facilitate; the enhancement to the value or
capability of the existing system that would result from
such extension; the value of any easements that would be
granted to the town under such agreernents; the potential for
increased employment opportunities and economic development
that might reasonably be expected to result from such
extension; and the increased revenue to the town that

could be anticipated to derive from such extension.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTION 32-27 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON,
VIRGINIA: "CONNECTION CHARGES WITHIN TOWN"

BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON,
VIRGINIA, THAT SECTION 32-27 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF EIKTON, VIRGINIA,
BE AMENDED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Sec. 32-27. Connection charges within town.

Before a connection to the town sewer system is made

— within the town, the applicant therefor shall pay to the

town treasurer a connection fee of $500.00. The sewer

department shall run all sewer service lines to the applicant's
property line for a distance not to exceed one hundred feet.

Tf the distance exceeds one hundred feet; A Provided, however,
that if the Town Council determines it to be in the best interests
of the town to extend existing sewer lines partly or wholly at
town expense, it may enter into agreements with individual
landowners or developers whereby such extensions of existing
sewer lines shall be accomplished and the costs thereof shared

as mutually agreed; or, in the proper case, the Town Council

may resolve to extend the town sewer system wholly at town
expense. In determining the best interests of the town, the
Council shall consider the number of potential connections which
such extension of the system might be expected to facilitate;

the enhancement to the value or capability of the existing system
that would result from such extension; the value of any easements
that would be granted to the town under such agreements; the
potential for increased revenue from utility service charges

and taxes that could be expected to result from future development
made possible by extension of the sewer system; and the potential
for increased employment opportunities and economic development
that might reasonably be expected to follow such extension of

the sewer system.

shall pay all
costs in excess
of one hundred
feet.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, the connection fee with
respect to houses located within the town and in existence
on September 12, 1977, to which sewer service was not available
on that date, shall be $400.00 if application for connection is
made and such fee is paid immediately upon receipt of notice by
the property owner that sewer service is available. The Town
Superintendent shall notify the owners of such existing houses
by certified mail with return receipt when sewer service shall
become available.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTION 32-28 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON,
VIRGINIA: CONNECTION CHARGES OUTSIDE THE TOWN

BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON,
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VIRGINIA, THAT SECTION 32-28 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF EILKTON, VIRGINIA,
BE AMENDED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Sec. 32-28. Connection charges outside the town.

The applicant for a connection to the town sewer
system shall pay to the town treasurer a fee of $600.00
and install at his expense the connecting line to existing
available Elkton sewer lines. The installation must meet
town requirements and becomes town property when connected
to town lines. Provided, however, that if the Town Council
determines it to be in the best interests of the town to
extend its existing sewer lines partly or wholly at town
expense, it may enter into agreements with individual land-
owners or developers, subject to state law requirements for
notice and approval by Rockingham County, whereby such
extensions of existing sewer lines shall be accomplished and
the costs thereof shared as mutually agreed; or, in the
proper case, the Town Council may resolve to extend the town
sewer system wholly at town expense. In determining the best
interest of the town, the Council shall consider the number
of potential connections which such extension of the system
might be expected to facilitate; the enhancement to the value
or capability of the existing system that would result from
such extension; the value of any easements that would be
granted to the town under such agreements; the potential for
increased employment opportunities and economic development
that might reasonably be expected to result from such extension;
and the increased revenue that could be anticipated from utility
service charges to new customers.

Councilwoman Life reported that some of the members of the Recreation
Commission are going to New Market on Thursday to meet with the Mayor and Town
Superintendent to talk about their park. Mr. Monger stated he thought the
date had been changed to Wednesday, January 17th.

Mr. Monger reported to Councilwoman Life that garbage collection this month
has been pretty rough but that a container has been brought in at the Elkton
IGA and this should help the situation.

Councilwoman Life inquired if the people who were sent letters concerning
safety hazards due to obstruction of vision on corner lots have complied.
Mr. Monger reported that one if fixed, they are going to help a man fix another
and one is going to trim the bushes to comply.

Councilwoman Life reported she plans to have a committee meeting Thursday,
January 18, 1979 at 7:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers.

Councilwoman Life ask if the town has been doing any particular remodeling
or renovation to the town in the last five months. Mr. Monger reported we have
done quite a bit and most is due to the change over to give the Fire Company
more room.,

Councilman R. R. Dean presented the Finance Report for December which
was approved as presented.

Councilman Dean reported that he had checked with NCR regarding a service
contract on the machine. The service contract would cost approximately $1800.00
a year but they would have to overhaul the machine before they would accept it.
They would not give us a maintenance contract after December 1980. Councilman
Dean suggested we continue as we have been doing the past year.

Councilman Holt reported that he had been watching the reports in the
paper about the state surplus in the amount of about $33,000,000.00 and
evidently an additional $22,000,000.00 of unexpected revenue. There is an
indication that there is a strong movement to distribute at least a portion
of this money back to the localities. Mr. Holt felt the town should encourage,
in every way they can, at least a portion of this money be returned to the
localities to help defray expenses incurred due to state and federal mandated
programs. The paper had indicated that Nathan Miller and Clinton Miller were
both opposed to this distribution but Councilman Holt had talked with Nathan
Miller and he stated that the paper had misinterrupted his position. His
concern was that the state would use all this surplus, then possibly have
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additional expenses and have to raise the tax rate. He was in favor of a
portion of the money being returned to the localities and ask Councilman Holt
to explain his position to council. Councilman Holt suggested the Mayor send
letters to all three of our representatives and the Governor encouraging them
to distribute a portion of this money, placing special emphasis on refunding
or defraying expenses on state mandated programs and point out the problems
we are running into because of our sewer system.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman H. D. Flory and
carried that the Mayor be directed to write letters to Nathan Miller, Clinton
Miller, Bonnie Paul and the Governor expressing the town's concern and support
for redistribution, especially to those communities spending money because of
state mandated programs and outlining our particular problems.

Mr. Wiles reported he has written to Michie Company to see how they are
coming along on the code revision. They stated that the project is currently
in their editorial department and when it has reached the editorial conference
stage, they will be in touch with the town. They indicated there would be
an editorial conference within eighteen months after the receipt of material.
The eighteen month period will be sometime around May.

Mr. Wiles explained that the land acquisition for the sewer plant has
gone through circuit court, the order has been entered and the only thing
left is for the deed to be prepared and signed. The cost estimate was too
low, partly due to the ownership of land being very complexed and requiring
a good deal of work. $500.00 has been appropriated for court costs. The
fees allowed by the court were $900.00, there was a $100.00 appraisal fee
and there will be expenses for recording the deed, etc. Mr. Wiles felt an
additional $600.00 appropriation should cover the cost for acquiring the land.

Councilman H. D. Flory presented the First Reading to appropriate an
additional $600.00 to cover legal expenses and cost of the suit incurred in
the land acquisition of two acres of land plus a twelve acre buffer zone for
the new sewer plant.

Mr. Wiles reported that he had written Gary Nickerson and informed him
that the land acquisition had gone through court and ask him what he saw as
the next step. He has not received a reply at this time. Councilman Flory
was ask to contact Mr. Nickerson.

Mayor Dean reported that Mr. Diehl, Principal of the Elkton Elementary
School, had contacted him on two items. One was the fixing of the fence in
Memorial Park between the railroad tracks and the park. The Mayor had talked
with Mr. Monger about this. Mr. Monger reported he talked with Mr. Diehl and
he had also ask the county to fix the fence. Mr. Monger suggested that
possibly the two groups could cooperate by the town furnishing the labor and
the county the materials. Second was that the Parent-Advisary Committee at
the Elementary School would like to have something done about the traffic
pattern of the children going to and from the park across Terrace Avenue.
They suggested Terrace Avenue be closed but Mayor Dean said he was opposed
to this suggestion along with Councilman Flick and Mr. Monger. Council was
also opposed to this suggestion. Some suggestions to help correct the
situation were repainting the lines in that area and possibly the police
patroling it more ofter.

Mr. Monger reported that the Fire Company's annual supper will be January
26th. at 7:00 P.M. at the Spotswood Cafeteria. The Mayor, Council and their

wives and husband are invited.

As there was no further business, Councilman Holt moved to adjourn.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held February 12, 1979
at 8:00 P.M. in the council chambers with the Mayor, Charles E. Dean presiding.
The following council members were present: R. R. Dean, S. P. H. Flick,

H. D. Flory, B. B. Holt and L. C. Life. C. A. Schumacher was absent. Charles
Lawhorne, Chief of Police, Gerald Monger, Superintendent and Bruce Wiles,
Town Attorney were also present.

Councilman H. D. Flory moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt and carried
to approve the minutes of the regular meeting January 8, 1979 and the special
meeting February 8, 1979.

Councilman Holt reported on the meeting held February 8, 1979 by a group
of citizens in support of the Coors Brewery. He stated that when the resolution
which was passed by the town supporting the establishment of a Coors plant
in eastern Rockingham County was read there was a great burst of applause and
many people gawve a standing ovation.

Mr. Monger reported that they had gone to North Carolina to check on the
truck for the Electric Department and decided it would be a good buy. They
have not gone to get it yet.

Councilman Holt reported that the Public Safety Committee and Finance
Committee met together to discuss the two dispatchers which were hired through
March 1, 1979. The two committees agreed that these two dispatchers should be
kept on through the end of this fiscal year in order to maintain around the
clock coverage. They will take a look at the situation again when preparing
the budget for the next fiscal year.

Councilman Holt moved, seconded by Councilwoman L. C. Life to hire the
two dispatchers, Debbie Curtis and Hilda Meadows through June 30, 1979. The
vote was recorded as follows:

Councilman B. B. Holt moved to appropriate $6000.00 for the Public Safety
Department to pay the wages of the two dispatchers through the end of the fiscal
year. This will be a First Reading.

Councilman H. D. Flory moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt to approve
on Second Reading an additional appropriation of $600.00 to cover legal expenses
and cost of the suit incurred in the land acquisition of two acres of land
plus a twelve acre buffer zone for the new sewer plant., The vote was recorded
as follows:

D. Flory -~ vyea

Mr. Wiles reported that he had thought the additional $600.00 would cover
the expenses but the final figure came to $690.00 above the original $500.00
appropriated.

Councilman H. D. Flory moved, seconded by Councilman R. R. Dean to appropriate
an additional $90.00 to cover the final expenses on the land acquisition. The
motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Flory reported that he has reviewed and discussed with several
people the proposed ordinance amendments to Section 32-10, Section 32~27 and
Section 32-28 which had First Readings at the January 8, 1979 meeting. Councilman
Flory stated the only thing he was opposed to was giving discretionary powers
to the council to have authority outside the community. Mr. Wiles reported he
had changed the section which concerned Councilman Flory.

Councilman H. D. Flory presented the First Reading to add the following
amendment to Section 32-10:

as mutually agreed; or, in the proper case, the Town Council

may resolve to extend the town sewer system wholly at town
expense. In determining the best interests of the town, the
Council shall consider the number of potential connections which
such extension of the system might be expected to facilitate;

the enhancement to the value or capability of the existing system
that would result from such extension; the value of any easements
that would be granted to the town under such agreements; the
potential for increased revenue from utility service charges

and taxes that could be expected to result from future development
made possible by extension of the sewer system; and the potential
for increased employment opportunities and economic development
that might reasonably be expected to follow such extension of

the sewer system.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, the connection fee with
respect to houses located within the town and in existence
on September 12, 1977, to which sewer service was not available
on that date, shall be $400.00 if application for connection is
made and such fee is paid immediately upon receipt of notice by
the property owner that sewer service is available. The Town
Superintendent shall notify the owners of such existing houses
by certified mail with return receipt when sewer service shall
become available.

The vote was recorded as follows:

No further action was taken to amend Section 32-28.

Mr. Monger reported that he had been in contact with Gary Nickerson and he
had planned to attend the meeting tonight but probably had changed his plans due
to the weather.

Mr. Wiles reported that we are now prepared to close on the land acquisition
as soon as he receives the checks.

Councilman Flick read a letter from Councilman Schumacher in which he
stated the reason for his absence was due to his hearing loss but hopes to be
back for the next meeting. The Electric Committee had a meeting of sorts and
had nothing that needed to come before council.

Councilman Flick reported that no progress has been made on the drainage
problem on Chestnut Street but hopes to complete this in the near future.

Mayor Dean reported that he had discussed the Terrace Avenue problem with
Mr. Diehl, Principal of the Elementary School. The signs are up and the streets
will be painted when the weather breaks. Mr. Diehl does not feel anything else
needs to be done but the Parent Advisory Committee feels the street should be
closed. Mayor Dean told him this could not be done.

Councilwoman IL.. C., Life presented the First Reading to amend Chapter 24
of the Code of the Town of Elkton to read as follows:

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 24 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON,
VIRGINIA, TO PROVIDE FOR THE REMOVAL, REPAIR, OR SECURING OF
CERTAIN DILAPIDATED BUILDINGS AND OTHER STRUCTURES, AND REPEALING
ARTICLE V, CHAPTER 7, OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA

BE IT ENACTED AND ORDAINED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF EIKTON,
VIRGINIA, PURSUANT TO AUTHORITY GRANTED IN SECTION 15.1~11.2 OF THE
CODE OF VIRGINIA, 1950, AS AMENDED, THAT CHAPTER 24 OF THE CODE OF THE
TOWN OF ELKTON BE AMENDED BY ADDING SECTIONS 24-4, 24-5, 24-6, and
24-7, AS FOLLOWS:

Sec. 24-4. Removal by owners.

Owners of property in the town subject to an order of
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abatement entered pursuant to Section 24-2 shall, at such

time or times as the council may prescribe, remove, repair
or secure any building, wall, or any other structure found
to endanger or be likely to endanger the public health or

safety of other residents of the town.

Sec. 24-5. Removal by council order.

The council through its own agents or employees may
remove, repair or secure any building, wall or any other
structure found to endanger or be likely to endanger the
public health or safety of other residents of the town,
wherein the owner of such property after reasonable notice
and a reasonable time to do so, has failed to remove,
repair or secure said building, wall or other structure.

Sec. 24-6. Costs and expenses of removal.

In the event the council through its own agents or
employees removes, repalrs or secures any building, wall or
other structure after complying with the notice provisions
of this chapter, the costs or expenses thereof shall be
chargeable to and paid by the owners of such property and
may be collected by the town as taxes and levies are collected.

Sec. 24-~7. Liens.

Every charge authorized by this chapter with which the
owner of any such property shall have been assessed and which
remains unpaid shall constitute a lien against such property.

BE IT FURTHER ENACTED AND ORDAINED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL THAT ARTICILE V,
CHAPTER 7, OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON BE, AND THE SAME HEREBY
IS REPEALED.

Councilman Holt and Mr. Wiles explained this ordinance was to further
implement the ordinance which was passed last year on dilapidated buildings,
incorporates something that we already have and makes it somewhat clearer.

Councilwoman Life reported that the garbage pickup is going better and
under Recreation all programs are going well.

Councilman R, R. Dean moved, seconded by Councilman B. B, Holt and carried
to approve the Finance Report for January.

Councilman R. R. Dean suggested that some of the surplus revenue be put on
savings. The town can receive a larger rate of interest if they place the
money in savings for six months.

Councilman R, R. Dean moved, seconded by Councilwoman L. C. Life to place
twenty or thirty thousand dollars on savings for six months to be divided
between the two local banks. The vote was recorded as follows:

R. Dean - yea B. Holt - vyea
S. Flick - vyea L. Life - vea
D. Flory - vyea

Mr, Wiles presented the proposed amended grievance procedure. He pointed
out that the law had changed July 1978 requiring certain changes in our grievance
procedure and should be changed by July of 1979 or we would automatically
operate under the state grievance procedure. There are three main changes.
First, it establishes a procedure for determining grievability. Second,
clarifies who is covered under the procedure. Department heads appointed by
council are not covered. Third, our previous grievance procedure provided
that any decision made by an impartial panel, if it involved appropriation
of funds, would be subject to review by council but this is no longer permitted.
The decision of panel must be final according to the new state law.

Councilman Holt felt there is a need for input from council. He felt
this could be done in the area where the panel selection is made. Rather than
the Mayor select a panel member, the council do this. Mr. Wiles suggested they
might want to change Step IIT and IV from Mayor to Town Council. The majority
of council agreed these changes should be made.
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Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilwoman L. C. Life that
council accept the modification of the grievance procedure subject to the
changes as outlined by the Town Attorney in Steps III and IV. The vote was
recorded as follows:

Mayor Dean reported he had written a letter to The Berstein Group on the
water hookup for the FHA apartments.

Mayor Dean reported he had written to Governor Dalton and our representatives
on the excess revenues the state has and received a reply from Governor Dalton.
He will give each councilman a copy of this letter.

Councilwoman Life reported that four members of the Recreation Department
did go to New Market and met with their people. Hopefully something can be done
with the park here in Elkton. The commission has had two special meetings and
plans are being made along these lines. It is going to take total involvement
of the whole community, our organizations, and our whole town council's interest.
The Commission hopes that by the end of March things will really be on the way
and more information will be available for a report at the next meeting.

Councilman Flory ask if the Bicentennial Commission still has some money.
Mr. Monger stated he thought they did but he thinks it has all been set aside
for entrance signs. Councilman Flory suggested that if the Bicentennial
Commission would have some extra money that they be approached by a member of
council to make a donation to Renee Meadows who has been chosen to make a
trip to Europe. Mayor Dean will look into this.

As there was no further business, Councilman H. D. Flory moved, seconded
by Councilman B. B. Holt and carried to adjourn.

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The reqgular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held March 12, 1979 at
8:00 P.M. in the council chambers with the Mayor, Charles E. Dean presiding.
The following council members were present: R. R. Dean, S. P. H. Flick,
H. D. Flory, B. B. Holt and L. C. Life. Charles Lawhorne, Chief of Police,
Norma ILeap, Clerk, Gerald Monger, Superintendent and Bruce Wiles, Attorney
were also present.

Councilman R. R. Dean opened the meeting with prayer.

Councilman H. D. Flory presented the Harrisonburg-Rockingham Chamber of
Commerce's 1979 Five-Point Primary Highway Program which they will present to
the Highway Commission's Pre-allocation Hearing later this month. The part
pertaining to Elkton is the same as was approved by council last year with the
stipulation that the town could not assume any financial responsibility for
curb and guttering. Councilman Flory read the resolution which was passed
June 13, 1978 approving the project.

Councilman H. D. Flory moved, seconded by Councilwoman L. C. Life and
carried to approve the minutes of the regular meeting February 12, 1979 as
presented.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilwoman L. C. Life to approve
on Second Reading the appropriation of $6,000.00 for the Public Safety Department
to pay the wages of the two dispatchers through the end of the fiscal year.

The vote was recorded as follows:

Councilman Holt reported that the Public Safety Committee has been considering
a replacement police officer for Officer Babb and felt it would be necessary to
go into Executive Session to consider this.

Councilman H. D, Flory moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt to approve
on Second Reading the amendment to Section 32-"10 of the code of the Town of Elkton,
Virginia: Connections Inside and Outside Town as presented in the February 12,
1979 minutes. The vote was recorded as follows:

Councilman Flory reported that the acquiring of the land for the sewer

treatment plant has been finalized.
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Councilman Flory reported that one of the things holding the sewer project
back is that they have an innovative and creative idea for disposing of the
finality of the treatment. The project is costing a lot of money and they are
seeking ways to try to hold down on the cost.

Councilman Flory read a letter from Councilman Schumacher stating that his
hearing has not returned enough so that he is able to effectively participate
in a meeting. The Electric Committee met last week to discuss a matter of
stand-by pay for weekends after being requested to do so by electric foreman,
Homer Ageon. Mr. Ageon met with the committee to explain his reasons for the
request. Councilman Flory had suggested that the matter be turned over to the
Personnel Committee. Subsequently it was turned over to Councilman Randal Dean,
Chairman of the Personnel Committee for consideration. The committee also
discussed the matter of safety in regards to employees doing electrical work,
but nothing conclusive developed. The matter will be discussed again at a
future meeting.

Councilman Flick reported that Councilman Holt had called him the other day
about some signs and it is his understanding that they were originally put up
by the Bicentennial Committee. Councilman Flick was asked to get prices on
doing them over as they badly need it. He had received the following quotes
from Mr. Jeddie Hensley:

Sign at the North Entrance

(to scale and paint the frame) $ 80.00
Sign at the South Entrance
(to scale and paint complete) 167.00
Sign at the East Entrance
(to scale and paint complete) 167.00
$414.00

Councilman Holt reported that someone had come to him complaining about the
condition of the signs. It is Councilman Holt's understanding that the Bicentennial
Commission has money set aside to do something about the signs. Mr. Monger
said the last word he had from the Bicentennial Commission was that they would
get back with him. He had drawn up a sign and they did not like it. Their plans
are to completely replace the present signs. Mayor Dean reported he had talked
with Mr. Longley after Councilman Flory's suggestion regarding Renee Meadows
and Mr, Iongley had informed him that the money had been set aside to replace
the three signs and add a fourth and would have to be used for this. The Mayor
plans to give Mr, Longley another call and see if he can meet with him and Mr.
Monger to get something started on this project.

Councilman Flick reported that the Streets & Sidewalk Committee had not
met so he had nothing to report. The drainage problem on Chestnut Street which
was promised on December 12th., has not been done. Mrs. Crider has contacted
other councilmen in an effort to get this done. Councilman Flick stated that
there is some doubt in his mind as to whether this is the complete answer to
Mrs. Crider's problem but feels it should be done as it is within the town's
capabilities and would show good faith on our part. Mayor Dean said it was
his understanding it would be done tomorrow.

Councilman Flick reported that Mr. Monger has a bid of $8,235.00 from A. N.
Johnson for "C" Street from Ashby to Terrace and that Mr. Monger recommends
that we accept it as it is the only bid he has received. This is $3,000.00
over last years estimate. Mayor Dean pointed out that last summer's estimate
did not include the grading but this price does. Mr. Monger stated the price
last summer included the town doing the grading but we do not have a grader
to do the work now.

Mr. Monger explained that thigwould be a new method. They would not use
any base stone. It would be three inches of airport mix. Supposedly it is
better. Councilman Flick stated this was number two on the list of priorities
set by council last summer.

Councilman S. P. H. Flick moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt to
accept the bid from A, N, Johnson to regrade and repave "C" Street from Ashby
to Terrace with three inches of airport mix at a cost of $8,235.00. The vote
was recorded as follows:

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Mayor Dean suggested we see if the Rockingham County School Board will
grade their entrance while we are grading the streets.

C. Life moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt to approve
on Second Reading an ordinance amending Chapter 24 of the code of the Town of
Elkton, Virginia, to provide for the removal, repair, or securing of certain
dilapidated buildings and other structures by adding Sections 24-4, 24-5, 24-6
and 24-7, and repealing Article V, Chapter 7, of the code of the Town of Elkton,
Virginia as presented in the minutes of the February 12th. meeting. The vote
was recorded as follows:

Councilwoman Life reported that the ordinance was amended to give the town
clearance to do something with the o0ld Blue and Grey Inn of which Mrs. Darlene
Roadcap is one of the heirs. Councilwoman Life did talk with Mrs. Roadcap and
told her the purpose of the ordinance change but that council was not pressing
this at this time and had no intention of running in there as soon as the
ordinance is passed and tearing the building down. The estate is in court and
hopefully the building will be put up for auction the latter part of May or
first part of June.

Councilwoman Life reported that plans are continuing for the Litter Control
Program and will coincide with the town cleanup week in May. Mrs. Virginia
Gentry will be helping with the poster contest in the Intermediate School and
Mrs., Marla Shifflett at the Elementary School. Dr. Asa Talbot has been contacted
about the scouts helping with the trash pickup. An Ecology Club is in the
process of being formed at Elkton High School.

Councilwoman Life reported that the Recreation Commission has held two
special meetings in February and has another special meeting set for Wednesday
night. A letter from the Recreation Commission was read regarding the dinner
meeting on March 22nd. They hope to obtain the support of the clubs in the
community along with the entire council in order to continue with their proposal
regarding developing Memorial Park. Councilwoman Life urged the council to
attend this meeting.

Councilwoman ILife reported that as we have received no notification it
appears that none of our four persons sending in applications were chosen to
serve on the Governor's Conference on Library and Information Services. Those
sending in applications were Mrs. Carolyn Gooden, Mrs. Helen Holt, Mr. Henry
Leap and Mrs. Jane Leet.

Councilwoman Life was concerned about the town agenda not getting in the
paper. Mayor Dean stated he would take it upon himself to call the council if
they have not contacted the clerk and get the information needed to put the
agenda in the paper.

Councilwoman Life stated that she has made a recommendation that the Personnel
Committee revise and revamp the personnel program booklet that was undertaken
in 1976 as she plans to stand behind it firmly anduntil it is revised she may
make some people unhappy.

Councilman R. R, Dean moved, seconded by Councilman H, D. Flory and carried
to approve the Finance Report for February.

Councilman Dean reported that we had placed $20,000.00 on savings certificates
for six months. This was divided between the two local banks.

Councilman Dean reported he has contacted Dr. Downey on the two twenty-five
foot lots behind the Maintenance Building on Warren Avenue. He is willing to
sell the lots at $4,000,.00 each. He would want 25% down when the deeds are
signed and the balance to be paid in one year at 9%% interest. He also stated
there is a ten foot alley there now and would like this extended to twenty foot.
Mr. Monger felt the alley was more than ten foot but will check into it.

Councilman R. R. Dean moved, seconded by Councilman H. D. Flory to purchase
two twenty~-five foot lots from Dr. Downey at a cost of $4,000.00 each, We will
pay 25% down when the deeds are signed and the balance in one year at 9%% interest.
The vote was recorded as follows:

Councilman R. R. Dean'moved, seconded by Councilwoman L. C. Life and carried
to postpone any decision on weekend stand-by pay for the town electrician which
was turned over to the Personnel Committee until after the committee has revised
the Personnel Program.

Councilman H. D. Flory moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt and carried
to adopt the following resolution approving the portion of the Five-Point Primary
Highway Program which pertains to Elkton as presented by the Harrisonburg-
Rockingham Chamber of Commerce Highway Program Committee:

RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, the Harrisonburg-Rockingham Chamber of
Commerce has proposed as part of their Five-Point Primary
Highway Program certain improvements on US 340 in the
Town of Elkton, Virginia, from the intersection of Route
33 to the intersection of Spotswood Avenue and Route 340,
including the bridge over Elk Run, and

WHEREAS, the Town of Elkton approves the suggested
improvements,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Town Council
of the Town of Elkton, Virginia, at its regular meeting
on this 12th, day of March, 1979, that:

1. Elkton agrees to pay 50% of the cost of all
new sidewalks installed.

2. Elkton agrees to pay its share of the cost of
storm drains in accordance with State Highway
Commission Policy adopted August 18, 1966.

3. Elkton agrees that parking will be prohibited
at all times throughout the limits of the above
described project.

Councilman Holt reported that the Planning Commission met on February 26th,
and made a lot of progress on the Comprehensive Plan. They have a meeting set
for March 20, 1979 to talk with the County Planner. The Planning Commission
needs another member for the commission and would like to get someone in the
Chicken Hill area. They would welcome suggestions from council or volunteers
from this area.

Mr, Wiles reported that the Clerk has received a letter from J. C. Rees,
Director of ILocal Government Management Relations, Department of Personnel and
Training, indicating that they are withholding approval on our revised grievance
procedure until the procedure is amended to include the statement that the
action of the panel at the final step of the procedure shall be final and binding.
Mr. Wiles pointed out that this statement is in our revised procedure which
apparently the personnel department overlooked and he does not feel we will have
to make any revision. The Department of Personnel will be contacted about this
matter to see if any further action is necessary.

Mr, Wiles reported he has received a letter from Michie Company stating that
in order to keep us updated on the code projects, that due to their work load
it appears doubtful that the conference will be held by April of this year. They
apologized for the delay and will keep the town informed on their progress.

Councilman Flory reported that the Town Superintendent had a question about
the trailer in Elkwood. The trailer was there before the town annexed. Councilman
Flory feels the trailer should not be allowed to stay there as there is an
ordinance against trailers in town. Mr. Hinkle called Councilman Flory today
and explained that he plans to use the trailer as a sales office and for storage
while he is building another home on the adjoining lot. He anticipates removing
the trailer by July of this year. Councilman Flory would recommend allowing
the trailer to remain until July. Councilman Holt stated he was definitely
opposed to the trailer for an indefinite period but would go along with it

until the end of July. Councilman Flick suggested having Mr. Hinkle put his
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request in writing, including the date of removal of the trailer. Councilwoman
Life stated she had contacted six of the nine residents in the Elkwood area

and they were in favor of a sales office and she had no opposition to the trailer
remaining for a period of say a year. This was left to Mr. Monger and Mayor Dean
to contact Mr. Hinkle and get his request in writing including the date he will
remove the trailer, which cannot be beyond July 31, 1979,

Mayor Dean requested that council reply to the Elkton Parks and Recreation
Commission as to whether they plan to attend the March 22nd. meeting.

As there was no further business, Councilman B, B. Holt moved, seconded by
Councilman H., D. Flory and carried to adjourn.

Councilman Randal Dean opened the meeting with prayer.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman S. P. H. Flick and carried
to approve the minutes as presented of the March 12, 1979 regular meeting.

Mr. Monger reported that John Berry, who is working on the Ceta Program as
a Laborer has received a card to report to the Employment Office. They probably
have found him a job and if the town wants to keep John we will have to put
him on our payroll.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilwoman L. C. Life to employ
John Berry at $2.90 per hour as custodian through the end of the fiscal year
effective whenever John is removed from the Ceta Program.

Councilman Holt reported that the Planning Commission met again, and met with
the County Planner.

They had hoped to have a joint
public hearing with the council prior to the next regular meeting of council but
because of the advertising requirements this is not possible.

Councilman Flory stated that laying politics aside he hopes the Seventh
District is fortunate enough to obtain another servant who will be able to f£ill
the shoes of Bonnie Paul, our delegate. She has helped our community and done
a fine job; not as a politician, butas a good servant. Councilman Holt seconded
this statement.

Councilwoman Life stated she felt the county has lost a good servant in

George Kemper.

Councilman Flory stated that he has nothing to report on the update on the
sewerage treatment plant. He has signed another paper establishing the fact
that there are no industries that will be using our sewerage treatment plant here
in Elkton. A report has been received that the State Water Control Board gave
a notice of hearing on grant and priorities list and Elkton is still number 117.
You can move up quite fast on this list as soon as you are ready to go.

Councilman Flory reported he did not know very much on the ShenElk Shopping
Center. Mr. Monger reported that plans have been received and the Jjob has been
bid, but have heard nothing from the developers. The Mayor reported that the
last they had heard from the developers was that they were 99% sure of the project
but would be back in touch when they were 100% sure.

Councilman Schumacher reported that the fuel adjustment rate was up in March.
He also reported that our town electrician, Homer Ageon, had a heart attack and
is recovering in the hospital. Mr. Monger had contacted Mr. Bill Comer to standby
and help us out. Avery Whitfield will also help if necessary.

Councilman Flick reported that the drainage problem on Chestnut Street has
been done at a cost of roughly $500.00. The work on the "C" Street contract has
been started and the grading is essentially complete. The paving should not take
long depending on the weather conditions. Hot mix is now available and hopefully
street repair, and many of the pothole repairs, should get under way in the near
future. This, of course, depends on the weather also.

Councilman Flick read a letter from the Elkton Limestone and Paving Company.
The letter stated that they were not informed last year or at any time of any
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bids being taken by the Town of Elkton for street work and were therefore unable
to bid on the work. They would like to be on the town's mailing list for any
type of construction work in the future. They would like to place a bid on

our present street work also. Councilman Flick felt it would be out of the
question for them to bid on the present work as the accepted bid had already

been published. He had sent them a letter assuring them they would be notified
of any future work by the town. Council concurred with Councilman Flick's action
on this matter.

Councilman Flick stated he had asked Mr. Monger to notify the Elkton Limestone
and Paving Company by certified mail and return receipt in the future so this
will not happen again. Council was in agreement that Mr. Monger had made every
effort to notify this company in the past but felt this would eliminate any
future problems.

Councilwoman Life reported that her committee had met and worked on an
ordinance which they are not ready to bring before council at this time. Mr.
Monger reported there have been a few complaints on the commercial garbage. They
have followed the truck and two of those complaining did not have the garbage
out when the trucks went by. The Litter Poster Contest is progressing. It
will run from April 16th. through the 30th. in the Elementary and Intermediate
schools. Mr. Norris shifflett of the Corner 5 and 10 will display the winning
posters. They hope to have the litter signs up by May 10th. Town Clean-Up
Week is May 1l4th. through the 19th. Councilwoman Life asked for volunteers to
help judge the poster contest. Councilwoman Life stated she could not really
report on the town signs. She had called Mr. Monger and he is pursuing this.
Mr. Monger stated he is supposed totalk with Mr. ILongley on this matter tonight
after the meeting.

Councilman Holt stated he did not understand how this sign project was
moving around council as he thought the Street and Sidewalk Committee was in
charge of the project. After some discussion by council, Councilman Flick was
asked to see that the sign project was carried through.

Councilwoman Life reported on the proposed development of Memorial Park.
The development will be set up in two phases. They hope to receive matching
federal funding on the project. Packets will be made available to council.
There was a dinner meeting sponsored by the Farmers & Merxrchants Bank and the
Virginia National Bank at which representatives from the various organizations
were present and the program was presented to them. The plan outline is as
follows:

Another meeting has been set for April 26, 1979 at 7:00 P.M. at the V.F.W. Hall
to see how much support they have gained. The participation required from the
Town Council would be in the matter of funding. The funding would have to be
secured through the name of the Town Council. The Commission would, of course,
be sure they have community backing and funding before going ahead with the
project, but the Council would have to stand behind the matching funds.
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Councilman R. R. Dean moved, seconded by Councilwoman L. C. Life to approve
on Second Reading the purchase of two twenty-five foot lots from Dr. Downey at
a cost of $4,000.00 each. We will pay 25% down when the deeds are signed and
the balance in one year at 9%% interest. The vote was recorded as follows:

A letter from William R. Madren, Secreatary of the Elkton Board of Zoning
Appeals, was read. Mr. Madren tendered his resignation from the Board and stated
he had enjoyed his two terms on the Board., The Board suggested the council
consider the appointment of Mr. Barry Ream to fill this vacancy. No council
action was taken at this time.

Mr. Monger had received four bids on painting the outside of the town
municipal building. The paint will be furnished by the town. The bids were:

A special meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held May 9, 1979 at 9:00 A.M.
in the council chambers with the Mayor, Charles E. Dean presiding. The following
council members were present: R. R. Dean, S. P. H. Flick, H. D. Flory, B. B. Holt,
and C. A. Schumacher. Councilwoman L. C. Life was absent. Norma R. Leap, Clerk,
Gerald Monger, Superintendent and R. Bruce Wiles, Attorney were also present.

Mayor Dean reported that the first item on the agenda was to discuss the
proposed contract with ShenElk Associates.

Mr. Mack Jones pointed out several concerns they have with the contract.
One change which came to light through Mr. Monger was regarding the request by
the highway department for an allocation for a certain amount of width along
Shenandoah Avenue for eventual dedication to either the town or highway department
however it was determined to be done in the future. Mr. Jones wanted to amend
Paragraph 9, according to indications in a letter from Mr. Frank Evans, Resident
Engineer of the Highway Department, that the width of the area to be conveyed
would be 30 feet from the center line of the road rather than 30 feet from the
property line as presently written. Another area of concern was Paragraph 3
and the ten inch line mentioned in this paragraph. He would like the town to
reconsider paying the difference between a ten inch and an eight inch line as
all the developer would need would be an eight inch line. The other area of
concern related to Paragraph 5. They would prefer not to install this line
at this time but install it when the town upgrades their lines to the town
reservoir. This would save them a considerable amount of money in interest.

Councilman Flory moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt to accept the
rewording of Paragraph 9 to include after the word property, "the southern
boundary of which will be up to but not exceeding thirty feet from the center
line of existing pavement on Shenandoah Avenue approximately 630 feet in
length.” The vote was recorded as follows:

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held May 16, 1979 at
8:00 P.M. in the council chambers with the Mayor, Charles E. Dean, presiding.
The following council members were present: S. P. H., Flick, H. D. Flory,
B. B. Holt, L. C. Life and C. A. Schumacher. Councilman Dean was absent.
Charles Lawhorne, Chief of Police, Norma ILeap, Clerk, Gerald Monger, Superintendent
and R. Bruce Wiles, Attorney were also present.

Mayor Dean opened the meeting with prayer.

The minutes of the regular meeting April 9, 1979 and the special meeting
May 9, 1979 were approved as presented.

Mr. Monger reported that he is advertising for an electrician in the
Daily News-Record and Valley Banner.

Councilman Holt reported that the town received another PSE slot for a
short period of time for another police officer. Danny Wayne Cox was hired
effective Wednesday, May 16th., to fill this position.

Councilman Holt reported that the Garden Club has made plans to replant
around the east side of the Municipal Building. The project will cost around
$500.00 to $600.00. They do not want to go ahead with the project if council
has any objections. This will be at no cost to the town. That is not to say
that later on when they are getting their money together, they might come back
to the town for a small donation as they will from everybody, but there is no
obligation at all on the town's part. They hope eventually to be able to place
shrubs on the back side of the building also. Council felt this to be a very
good project and had no objections. -

Councilman Holt reported that the Planning Commissionimet April 24th. They
were not able to complete the Comprehensive Plan as thq county people had not
been able to smooth up all the forms. They have ano;Her meeting May 21st.

Councilman Flory reported he has been in contact with Gary Nickerson. Mr.
Nickerson will be back in touch within several weeks to bring the town up to
date on how the project stands at this point. The projected dates for bids
appears to be sometime this summer.

Councilman Schumacher reported that he had some good news and some bad.
The good news was a letter from ElectriCities informing the town that the
Federal Energy Regulatory Commission has signed its approval of the "price
squeeze" agreement ElectriCities reached with Virginia Electric and Power Company
in January. The effect of the approval is two-fold. Current wholesale rates
will be reduced by 38 cents per kilowatt, effective (they assume) with the next
bills rendered. Secondly, we should, within 30 days, receive restitution of the
excess amount we have paid Vepco since last September 30th. plus nine percent
interest. This will come in the form of a billing credit. Councilman Schumacher
stated that the bad news for the consumer is that the nucular reactors are off
line and depending on the length of time they are down, the electric rates could
go up as much as 30% because of the cost of fossil fuel.

Councilman Flick reported that the contract on "C" Street is essentially
complete. A soft spot due to a water leak was found and repaired by town
employees. Hopefully the contractor will return and do whatever is necessary
to repair the soft spot but Mr. Monger reports it is repairing itself. Street
repair, chuckholes, etc. have been 50% completed and the balance will be done
as soon as time permits. As for the sign project that Councilman Flick was
asked to be responsible for, he reported that he had contacted Mr. Longley today,
May l6th., and was told by him that the next move was up to the council through
Mr. Monger. Mr. Longley stated that design changes have not been brought to
the attention of his committee and land for a sign is not available on the west
side of town. Also, lack of money might cause Mr. Longley's committee to erect
only two signs and they would probably be at the east and west entrances to town
on Route 33.

Councilman Flory suggested that invitations be sent to all members of the
Bicentennial Committee to meet with the council to solve the sign problem.
Mayor Dean stated he and Mr. Flick will talk with Mr. Longley and get the
names of the committee members so invitations could be sent out.
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Councilman Flick made the following statement and asked that it be recorded
in the minutes:

"On Monday evening April 30th., I received a
telephone call from Mr. Donald Black, a member

of the firm of Black Brothers Painting,

contractors of Harrisonburg. Mr. Black said

that it had been brought to his attention that

I had made a remark in council regarding his

bid on painting the Town's office building.

This remark was published in the Valley Banner,
issue of April 12th. and Mr. Black said that

it had hurt his business. I offered my apology

and I would like it to be made a part of these
minutes that I publicly apologised., I would

also like permission to mail Mr. Black a copy of that
part of the minutes pertaining to this apology

over Mrs. Leap's signature in order that he may
know that I did carry out my promise to him. I
would also like to say that no name was mentioned in
the remark in question. The bids that caused the
remark to be made are as follows:

Publication of the remark was unfortunate but
totally beyond my control."

Mayor Dean reported that the painting of the exterior of the municipal
building has been completed and looks real nice.

Councilwoman Life reported that she was unable to attend the special council
meeting as her son was having surgery and she is on a new job. The same applied
to her being unable to attend the services for Homer Ageon Sr.

Councilwoman Life reported that her committee had met April 17th. The Litter
Poster Contest is complete. The winning posters are displayed at the Corner
5 & 10. There were 53 entries in the contest. The winners were announced and
pictures will be in the Vvalley Banner this week. The litter signs are in place
but the posts need to be painted. The signs were more expensive than planned, but
Councilman Flory has agreed to pay the difference. The Eeology Class at the
high school has received their $50.00 and have also received $50.00 toward slides
which they have offered to take for the town, showing the local problems of
litter. Mr. Monger also kept $25.00 for slides.. $150.00 has been set aside
for trash pickup. There is some problem getting a group to do this and they
may not be able to coordinate it with Clean-Up Week but it will be carried through
another Saturday. : .

Councilman Flory suggested that as Councilwoman Life has done such a good
job with this litter program, it should be submitted to the Keep Virginia
Beautiful Program and maybe we will receive some extra money.

Councilwoman Life reported the commercial garbage pickup is fair. Garbage
pickup in the alleys will begin Friday, May 25th. She attended the Elkton United
Services meeting and they are now incorporated. 1In the area of recreation, they
now have a Recreation -Director, Chuck Farthing. His position will run from
May 11lth. through September. There has been a change on the Recreation Commission.
B. W. Gooden has been replaced by O. J. Harrison. This will require council
approval.

Councilwoman L. C. Life moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt and carried
to accept O. J. Harrison as a member of the Elkton Recreation Commission. -

Councilwoman Life reported there have been two or three meetings of the
Recreation Commission since the council last met and there will be another meeting
tomorrow night at the V.F.W. hall. They hope to appoint a steering committee

.on development ‘of the park.

Mr. Wiles reported that he had received the following letter from Michie
Bobbs-Merrill:

"As you are no doubt aware, in March of 1977 we received
an executed agreement covering the codification of the
Town of Elkton, Virginia ordinances.

Through no fault of the Town, some twenty-eight months
later we are not in a position to give you a firm
conference date. I am very frankly both ashamed

and embarrassed about our lack of performance. The
plain fact of the matter is that we have so much

work on hand that our ability to perform in a timely
manner has been severely hampered.

As a remedy to further delays and frustrations, I
would propose that by mutual consent our agreement
be terminated. If this is satisfactory we would
be willing to return your check in the amount of
$1,400.00 plus an equitable amount of interest.

I await to hear from you concerning this matter."

Mr. Wiles pointed out that the town has three choices. They can agree to
terminate the contract, consider it as a breach of contract, get the work done
by someone else and hold Michie responsible for the difference in cost or pin
them down to a completion date.

Councilman Holt expressed his irritation over this situation. Councilman
Flory suggested we see if we can get someone else do it and take the refund with
interest. Mr. Wiles was asked to get back in touch with Michie to see if
anything can be worked out and if not take it from there.

Mr. Wiles reported that copies of the revised ShenElk agreement have been
circulated. Councilman Flory stated he sees no problems with the revised
agreement. Mr. Wiles stated that ShenElk's lawyer could see no problem with
the revisions. Mr. Monger will make arrangements to have Mr. Jones come down
and get the agreement signed.

Mayor Dean reported he will be getting in touch with Dr. Downey on the
purchase of the lots. There have been some legal problems in regards to the
payments, but they should have something in the near future.

The Finance Committee has met on the budget but needs to meet again to finalize
the budget to present to council. Councilman Flory was ask to contact Councilman
Dean and set up a meeting of the Finance Committee.

A special council meeting was set for May 29, 1979 at 7:00 P.M. to discuss
the budget.

Councilwoman Life complimented Mayor Dean on his interview in the Richmond
Times-Dispatch regarding the location of a Coor's plant here. She also mentioned
the statement by Mr. McSweeney at the Public Hearing of the County Board of
Zoning in which he mentioned feeling sorry for Elkton. She stated she does not
feel sorry for Elkton, we are growing and she sees nothing but a great future for
Elkton. Councilwoman Life also complimented Councilman Holt on his presentation
at the Public Hearing.

As there was, no further business, Councilman Holt moved to adjourn.

Charles Lawhorne, Chief of
Police, Norma R. Leap, Clerk and Gerald Monger, Superintendent Were also present.

Mrs. Hilda Black presented a request to council for five new shelf sections
for the library. They have new books and no shelf space to display them. Mayor
Dean ask Mr. Monger to look into this request and the cost involved.

Mrs. Alice ILough stated that a lot of people in town are concerned with the
town budget but that she was speaking for herself. She pointed out that she was
not critizing the police department as she feels they are doing a very good job.
Her main concern is the size of the police budget. She feels too much money is
going to the Public Safety Department and the budget should be divided a little
better. She questioned several areas in which she was not clear such as royalty,
salaries in the General Government Department, overtime in the Maintenance
Department, drainage for Spotswood Avenue, etc. Council members responded to
Mrs. Iough's questions.

As there were no further questions, the public hearing adjourned.
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The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held June 11, 1979 at
8:00 P.M. in the council chambers with the Mayor, Charles E. Dean presiding.
The following council members were present: R. R. Dean, S. P. H. Flick,
H. D. Flory, B. B. Holt, L. C. Life and C. A. Schumacher. Norma Leap, Clerk,
Gerald Monger, Superintendent and Bruce Wiles, Attorney were also present.

Councilman R. R. Dean opened the meeting with prayer.

The minutes of the regular meeting May 16, 1979 and the special meeting
May 29, 1979 were approved.

Mr. Wiles introduced Mr. James V. Burgess Jr. of P.R.M. Law Publishers.
Mr. Burgess had met earlier with Mr. Wiles to discuss updating the town code.
His company would be willing to take over the present contract which the town
has with Michie Bobbs~Merrill to update the code. Mr., Burgess felt there
were some changes which could be made to improve the code at no increase in
cost and presented his ideas to council. He gave an approximate delivery
date of six months. Mr. Burgess was asked to present council with a proposed
contract and council would then review the contract and take action.

Councilman Holt reported that the Planning Commission has esséntially
accepted the comprehensive plan. The county planner's office is in the process
of preparing a smooth copy and redoing the maps. There will have to be a
public hearing with the required advertising and they suggest a joint public
hearing at 7:00 P.M. preceding the regular council meeting July 9, 1979 providing
the county gets the copies ready. Council was in agreement with this date.
Councilman Holt stated he will see to publishing the dates for the hearing
in the paper.

Councilman Flory reported that after.the last meeting Mr. Monger had
contacted the Virginia Municipal League to try to get some information regarding
bond counsel and other firms which provide this service. Councilman Flory felt
the league let us down on this particular problem. Councilman Flory contacted
Gary Nickerson and got the names of a few more firms. He has contacted
McGuire, Woods and Battle and they are sending information and prices. This
matter was tabled until Councilman Flory could receive the information from
this other firm.

i Councilman Flory presented a request from Darrell Shifflett for a water
hookup approximately 3/4 of a mile east of Elkton on the north side of Route
33, Mr. Monger has checked the pressure on this line and feels the pressure
to the other customers on this line would not be affected by another hookup.

Councilman H. D. Flory moved, seconded by Councilman R. R. Dean and carried
to give Mr. Darrell Shifflett a water hookup.

Councilman Flory reported on a letter he had received from EPA regarding
the Clean Water Act. It appears the new requirements will affeet Step I
applicants, not the town as they are past_this step.

Councilman Schumacher reported that we have received a letter from Vepco
regarding the partial settlement agreement between Vepco and its wholesale
municipal customers. The town will be credited on June 8, 1979 with $6,876.11.

Councilman Schumacher reported that they are still looking for an electrician.
Councilman Flory suggested they also advertise in the Richmond and Washington
paper as there has been no response from the ads in the local papers.

Councilman Flick gave the following report on Streets and Sidewalks:

1. The paving on Lewis Avenue, as recommended by the State
Highway Department, has been completed as of last Thursday,
June 7th. .This job took in the entire length of Lewis
from Spotswood Avenue to "D" Street. The following bids

4. Councilman Flick contacted Mr. Longley today and was told
that he was waiting on the town for action on the signs
which are to be placed at the four highway entrances to
the town.

Mayor Dean reported that he and Councilman Flick had not talked with Mr.
Longley to get a list of the committee to send out letters for a meeting as
had been discussed at the last council meeting but that they would get in touch
with Mr. Longley to get something started on this project.

Councilwoman Life reported that two checks have been issued for litter
pickup. One for $16.00 to Brownie Troop 426 and one for $40.00 to Cub Scout
Pack 181. They picked up litter in the park, on Shenandoah Avenue, Fifth
Street, on the town basketball and tennis courts and around the town hall.
There is $82.00 left for litter pickup and there are still two more groups
which are going to do this.

Councilman Flory had suggested that the town enter the Keep Virginia
Beautiful Contest and as there is a deadline to enter plus a lot of work
required, Councilwoman Life decided to send a letter requesting more information
as to the awards. She felt if the awards were recognition only, not monetary,
the work required would not be justified. Mrs. Leap has sent a letter and
Councilwoman Life is waiting for the reply before making any decision on this.

Councilwoman Life reported that the following steering committee was
appointed at the special meeting of the park:

The preliminary data has been sent to the Commission on Outdoor Recreation.

The Recreation Commission does need to have certification in writing that the
council did adopt, in theory, not monetary, a resolution in support of the
development of Memorial Park.

Councilwoman Life set a committee meeting for Wednesday, June 27th. at
7:30 P.M. They need to consider ordinances for brush grinding, sewer clean-outs,
plus other items of business pertaining to their committee.

Councilman Holt reported that the Lion's Club has adopted an area on
Fourth Street which they have been cleaning up in conjunction with the town's
cleanup and litter programs. Councilwoman Life expressed the council's
appreciation to the Lion's Club for their efforts.

Mr. Monger reported that the slide program should be ready by the end of
this week.

Councilman Flory requested that council be given a copy of the applications
regarding the development of the park. Councilwoman Life stated she would get
a copy from the Recreation Commission for council.

The Finance Report for the month of May was approved as presented.
Mayor Dean reported that we could not have the Second Reading on the budget

Hundred Thousand Dollars ($300,000,.00) pursuant to the provisions of
Article 2, Chapter 5, Title 15.1--Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended

WHEREAS, the association intends to obtain assistance from the Farmers
Home Administration, United States Department of Agriculture, (herein
called the Government) acting under the provisions of the Consolidated
Farm and Rural Development Act (7 U.S.C. 1921 et seq.) in the planning,
financing, and supervision of such undertaking and to purchasing of
bonds lawfully issued, in the event that no other acceptable purchaser
for such bonds is found by the association:

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises the association hereby
‘resolves:

1. To have prepared on its behalf and to adopt an ordinance or
resolution for the issuance of its bonds and containing such
items and in such forms as are required by STATE statutes
and as are agreeable and acceptable to the Government.

3. To provide for, execute, and comply with Form FmHA 400-4,
"Nondiscrimination Agreement", and Form FmHA 400-1, "Equal
Opportunity Agreement", including an "Equal Opportunity Clause",
which clause is to be incorporated in, or attached as a rider
to, each construction contract and subcontract involving in
excess of $10,000.
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To indemnify the Government for any payments made or losses
suffered by the Government on behalf of the association. ' Such
indemnification shall be payable from the same source of funds
pledged. to pay the bonds or any other legally permissable source.

That upon default in the payments of any principal and accrued

.interest on the bonds or in the performance of any covenant or

agreement contained herein or in the instruments incident to
making or insuring the loan, the Government, at its option may
(a) declare the entire principal amount then outstanding and
accrued interest immediately due and payable, (b) for the

account of the association (payable from the source of funds
pledged to pay the bonds or any other legally permissable source)
incur and pay reasonable expenses for repair, maintenance, and
operation of the facility and such other reasonable expenses

as may be necessary to cure the cause of default, and/or (c)

take possession of the facility, repair, maintain, and operate

or rent it. Default under the provisions of this Resolution or
any instrument incident to the making or insuring of the loan
may be construed by the Government to constitute default under
any other instrument held by the Government and executed or
assumed by the association, and default under any such instrument
may be construed by the Government :to constitute default hereunder.

Not to sell, transfer, lease, or otherwise encumber the facility
or any portion thereof, or interest therein, not permit others
to do so, without the prior written consent of the Government.

Not to borrow any money from any source, enter into any contract
or agreement, or incur any other liabilities in connection with
making enlargements, improvements or extensions to, or for any
other purpose in connection with the facility (exclusive of
normal maintenance) without the prior written consent of the
Government if such undertaking would involve the source of

funds pledged to pay the bonds.

To place the proceeds of the bonds on deposit in an account,
in a bank, and in a manner approved by the Government.

To comply with all applicable State and Federal laws and regulations
and to continually operate and maintain the facility in good
condition.

To provide for the receipt of adequate revenues to meet the
requirements of debt service, operation and maintenance, and the
establishment of adequate reserves. No free service or use of
the facility will be permitted.

To acquire and maintain such insurance coverage including fidelity
bonds as may be required by the Government.

To establish and maintain such books and records relating to the
operation of the facility and its financial affairs and to provide
for required audit thereof in such a manner as may be required

by the Government, to provide the Government without its request,

a copy of each such audit, and to make and forward to the Government
such additional information and reports as it may from time to

time require.

To provide the Government at all reasonable times access to all
books and records relating to the facility and access to the
property of the system so that the Government may ascertain that
the association is complying with the provisions hereof and of
the instruments incident to the making or insuring of the loan.

To serve any applicant within the service area who desires service
and can be feasibly and legally served, and to obtain the concurrence
of the Farmers Home Administration prior to refusing service to

such applicant. Upon the failure to provide such service which

is feasible and legal such applicant shall have a direct right

of action against the association under this agreement.

The provisions hereof and the provisions of all instruments incident to
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the making or the insuring of the loan, unless otherwise specifically
provided by the terms of such instruments, shall be binding upon the
association as long as the bonds are held or insured by the Government.
The provisions of sections 6 through 13 hereof may be provided for in
more specific detail in the bond resolution or ordinance; to the extent
that the provisions contained in such bond resolution or ordinance should
be found to be inconsistent with the provisions hereof, these provisions
shall be construed as controlling as between the association and the
Government.

Mayor Dean distributed copies of a letter from Mr. Wiles and copies of a
letter to Mr. Wiles from Michie Bobbs-Merrill regarding the code revision contract
and rate of interest: they would be willing to pay on the $1,400.00 paid them by
the town. Michie indicated they would be willing to pay the legal rate of 6%
interest as set out in the Code of Virginia, Section 6.1-330.9 and would provide
the town with a formal rescission agreement if this is agreeable. Mr. Wiles
stated in his letter that the authority cited by Mr. Satterthwaite of Michie
Bobbs-Merrill in his judgement is persuasive on the question of interest. He
pointed out that if the town could show specific damages suffered because of
the delay, that would be a separate matter and should be pursued before entering
into a rescission agreement, However, since PRM is willing to perform on
substantially the same basis, Mr. Wiles feels we would be hard pressed to show
much in the way of damages and advises taking the 6% interest and ending the
contract with Michie so that we can get moving with PRM. Council was in agreement
with Mr. Wiles suggestion. Mr. Wiles reported that he had received a proposed
contract from PRM which conforms with the representations made by Mr. Burgess
at the last meeting. The proposed agreement, however, is silent with respect
to a completion date. Mr. Wiles has written Mr. Burgess asking if he would be
willing to incorporate some timetable into the agreement, but has not yet had
a response. Mayor Dean stated that he hopes to have the rescission agreement
and the new contract, with the timetable, from PRM by the next meeting.

Councilman Holt reported that the Planning Commission had received their
maps and corrections back from the county planning-department and there were
discrepancies that they did not feel they could correct and so they did not
advertise for the public hearing. They hope to be able to have the hearing at
the August meeting.

Councilman Holt reported that the Planning Commission found a flaw in the
Subdivision Ordinance and have asked Mr. Wiles to prepare a proposed amendment.

Councilman R. R. Dean opened the meeting with prayer.

Debbie Monger, representing the Junior Order was present to ask the town
to put a float in the Field Day Parade which will be held August 4th. at 11:00
A.M. and also to invite the Mayor and Council to ride in the parade. This was
deferred until later in the meeting.

The minutes of the regular meeting June 11, 1979 and the special meeting
June 28, 1979 were approved.

Councilman Holt reported that the State Legislature passed a law providing
state aid to police departments. There will be approximately $13,000.00 to
$14,000.00 available next year. These funds are distributed on the basis of
population, not on size of the police force or area you service. Mr. Holt
stated they are working trying to get this amount increased, however they would
not turn down this aid.

Councilman Holt reported that in regards to the Comprehensive Plan, Mr.
Monger has taken the plans and corrections back to the Planning Commission and
they fully expect to have everything ready for the public hearing on August 13,
1979 which will precede the regular council meeting. These changes will be
distributed to members of council. The publishing of this is to be taken care
of by Mr. Monger and the Treasurer's Office.

Councilman Flory reported a letter has been received from the Environmental
Protection Agency awarding the Town of Elkton a grant of $888,200.00 to complete
Phase III of the waste water plant. However, there are some formalities to
accomplish, such as an ordinance to either prohibit small toxic waste in the
waste water system or apply a user charge. Mr. Flory requested that his
committee meet with him to come up with an ordinance to cover these formalities.

Councilman Flory gave an account of the time table on this; if everything
goes normal they hope to put out bids by August 1, 1979 and give the contractor
approximately two months to present their bids. After the bids are in, the
town, along with Arthur Beard Engineers, will have approximately two weeks to
decide on the lowest bidder. The bids will then be sent to EPA for approval
and they have two months. The low bidder could possibly be awarded the contract
by December 15, 1979 with ground breaking around March 1980.

Councilman Holt reported on the new dog that has been acquired from the
Staunton Police Department. He assured council that the dog would never be
used in the field until they are sure of his capabilities, and would not be
accepted by the town until the Public Safety Committee has met and agrees upon
acceptance of the dog. Mr. Holt also stated that the maintenance of the dog
is not costing the town any money at this time.

Councilman Schumacher reported the town has received a letter from Vepco
informing them of an error in billing in favor of the town which amounts to a
credit of $29.00 including 9% interest.

Councilman Schumacher also reported that Vepco feels they will be able to
handle the electric demand this summer unless there are some unforseen difficulties
even though they have part of their Vepco plants off line.

Councilman Schumacher commented on his concern of prices for electric
energy. After reading an article in Public Power magazine about low head
hydrotechnology, he wrote a letter to Congressman Robinson requesting a source
of information on the possibility of a hydroelectric plant along the Shenandoah
River. In a letter of reply Congressman Robinson informed Mr. Schumacher that
the Department of Energy has developed a grant program that is still in the rule
making stages and when the applications become available they will be sent to
the town. There will be $40,000 set aside for a feasibility study. Mr.
Schumacher said maybe someday we could be less dependent of Vepco. He stated
he and Mr. Monger have talked about this and even if they could not generate
all their power, at least part of it would cut down on the demand where a big
part of the energy cost goes. '

Councilman Flick reported on a petition from the residents of Lee Avenue
between "F" Street and North Street in regards to finishing this street. They
have withdrawn their petition after finding out they may have to share the cost.
After some discussion, it was decided that since these homes have been there
four years and the street was number three on the priority list in October,
there should be some consideration given to finishing the street as soon as
possible. Mr. Monger stated it may be possible to do some of the work this
fall, and until they do, if the residents have any problems they should get
in touch with him., Mr. Flick also suggested a deadend street sign be erected
since there is no exit or turn around at this time.

Keith Menchel, a science teacher at Elkton High School who is employed by
VEC this summer, introduced himself to council. There are three teenagers who
were hired by the summer Youth Program who are helping with some projects in
town. There are areas in town they wish to clean up and also encourage people
to be aware of litter and place it in proper containers. They want to encourage
business people to take pride in their store entrances, in keeping them clean
and in safe repair. He also informed council that if the county could obtain
land for a dumpster in this area, there is money available, as people in this
end of the county have to drive to Pleasant Valley to dispose of their trash.
Mr. Menchel also stated that due to new state laws there are some of the town
ordinances that need to be rewritten, especially the one dealing with. abandoned
cars. Also they would like to set up a place to- store papers and cardboard which
they hope to collect for recycling as there is a market for this. He hopes to
continue this program through the school year with members of the ecology club
working as volunteers, and the money from the recycling program to go into
their club treasury. Mr. Menchel stated he would like to come back to the
September meeting with slides of areas before and after this program was started.

Councilwoman Life commended Mr. Menchel and his workers on what they had
accomplished, and offered to help with this worthwhile project.
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her. tha: they do not give cash awards. She will be working with Mr. Menchel
on this project as it will require a lot of time and work and there is a
deadline of July 31, 1979.

Councilwoman Life brought up the Sunday beer issue which will probably be
brought before council next month. She stated she wanted the people of Elkton
to know that she is going to represent them in this issue. Councilwoman Life
stated she has received telephone calls on this issue and anyone wishing to
call her may feel free to do so as she will go with the majority.

Councilman Dean presented the June Finance Report and it was approved as
presented.

Councilman Dean reported on the six shelves for the library. The prices
quoted could run between $55.00 and $65.00 each. He also was asked to obtain
prices to paint the fire hall and he will bring these prices to the next meeting.

Councilman Flory brought to the attention of council that Mr. William Madren
wishes to resign as a member of the Board of Zoning Appeals, therefore they
need to be thinking of a name to submit to council. Councilman Flory volunteered
to find someone interested and bring their name to the next meeting.

Mr. Wiles reported he had received a letter from Michie Co. which included
two copies of the agreement to rescind the contract between the Town of Elkton
and the Michie Company to codify the town's ordinances.

A joint public hearing of the Elkton Town Council and Elkton Planning
Commission was held August 13, 1979 at 7:00 P.M. in the council chambers with
the Mayor, Charles E. Dean presiding.

The purpose of the hearing was to consider a proposed amendment to the
Elkton Subdivision Ordinance and the Comprehensive Land Use Plan.

Councilman Holt presented and explained the proposed amendment to the
subdivision ordinance.

Hazel Crider ask if this would in any way affect the covenants in the
subdivisions. Mr. Holt explained that the council has no control over their
covenants. The council does not enforce covenants nor can they legislate
matters affecting covenants. They can only be enforced in courts of law and
can be enforced only when a complainant takes a matter to court.

Mrs. Geneva Baugher ask if this would affect her if she wanted to sell
her entire property. Mr. Holt told her it would depend on how she divided it

and on what she intended to do. If it is already broken up into lots, this would

not affect her as she would not be subdividing. Mr. Monger told Mrs. Baugher
it would probably help her in case she wanted to sell the front and back in
separate lots.

As there was no further questions on the proposed subdivision ordinance
amendment, the hearing went on to the comprehensive land use plan.

Mr. David Frey was present regarding his mother's property and his property
located at the intersection of Furnace Road, Rockingham and the Tanyard Bridge
Road. Previous to the suggested changes this property at the intersection has
been zoned business, there is a business there now and they would like it to
remain zoned business. They also requested that the remaining property where
Mr. Frey's mother's house is located and Mr. Frey's property is located be
zoned high density rather than low or medium density in the event they wished
to develop the property for apartments or town houses.

Councilman Holt gave a brief summary on the comprehensive plan, when it
started, why it's necessary and the steps required before it is finally adopted.

Mr. D. R. Flory Sr. was present regarding his property known as the old
"tannery property" on Rockingham Street. He has been approached about buying
it to build a residence on and wanted to know how it would be zoned and could
it be utilized for this purpose. Mr. Holt explained that under the proposed
plan this would be zoned high density. It would be up to council and the
planning commission to define high density, but he could see no problem with
him being able to sell his land for this purpose.

As there were no further questions, the public hearing was closed.

REGULAR
COUNCIL MEETING
August 13, 1979

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held August 13, 1979
at 8:00 P.M. with the Mayor, Charles E. Dean presiding. The following council
members were present: R. R. Dean, S. P. H. Flick, H. D. Flory, B. B. Holt,

L. C. Life, and C. A. Schumacher. Officer Ball, Charles Lawhorne, Chief of
Police, Norma Leap, Clerk, Gerald Monger, Superintendent and Bruce Wiles,
Attorney were also present.

The council meeting was opened with a moment of silent meditation in
memory of Robert Lough, former Mayor and Councilman and Ben Snyder. Councilman
Randal Dean led in prayer.

Mayor Dean set the rules for thoge wishing to speak for or against the
sunday beer sales.

Those speaking for the sale of beer on Sunday were Marvin Hillsman,
Attorney representing the Seven-11 Store, Pizza Hut and the I.G.A. Stores,
Rodney Harman, R. B. Hutton and Jimmy Slye. Mr. Hillsman asked that the
present ordinance limiting the sale of beer on Sunday be repealed. If council
feels they cannot do this, it is too drastic a change, then he asked that they
be given a chance for one year to see if the sale of beer on Sunday would work.
Some of the reasons given in support of sale of beer on Sunday were that
during the period of 1970-72 when they were allowed to sell beer on Sunday
there were no problems; the loss of revenue to the merchants; the fact that
beer is now being sold on Sunday right on the edge of town; citizens should
have the right to choose if they want to buy beer or not on Sunday. A petition
containing 672 names of people living in the Elkton area was presented requesting
the sale of alcoholic beverages on Sunday.

The following citizens spoke against the sale of beer on Sunday: Bob Hammer,
Wilson Gaynor, Lois Gaynor, Shirley O'Byrne, Harold ILeet, Alan Thompson, Hazel
Crider, Edward Garber and Barry Ream. The main reasons these people were
opposed was the concern for safety and order, there would be a revenue factor
involved due to possibly having increased police coverage and the regligious
factor. They felt council should heed the wishes of the 476 citizens of the
Town of Elkton which signed the petition opposing the sale of beer on Sunday.

Mr. Tim Hulings ask if there could be some difference made between sales on
premises and off premises. Mr. Wiles felt this probably would not be possible.

The minutes of the July 16, 1979 regular meeting were approved as corrected.

Councilman Holt stated that the Mayor had ask that the Sunday beer issue be
brought up under his report as he felt it to be a public safety issue. Councilman
Holt briefly analyzed the issue as it had been presented. The question to be
decided is whether or not beer and wine can be sold in Elkton during an
approximately eighteen hour period on Sunday. Councilman Holt felt the following
to be things council should consider in making a decision:

1. Does it leave businesses in a competitive position?
2. How much revenue is involved?

3. what effect would it have on public safety?

4. should there be a referendum?

He felt that he personally did not have a clear view of what the majority feels
and preferred a referendum.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilwoman I.. C. Life that council
petition the proper authorities to place the question of sale of beer on
Ssunday in Elkton on the ballot in November to determine the will of the people.

Councilman Flory stated he would rather resolve the question tonight as a
referendum just tearsup a community. He stated that if Councilman Holt would
rescind his motion he would make a motion to settle the question tonight.
Councilman Holt choose not to rescind his motion. Councilman Flick and
Councilman Schumacher both felt they would rather see it settled one way or
other tonight.

Councilwoman Life stated she had received 77 calls against and 68 for sale
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of beer on Sunday. She stated that she was unable to tell from the petition
presented tonight how many of the 672 names for the sale of beer on Sunday

were registered voters but of the 479 names on the petition against the sale

of beer on Sunday, 296 were registered voters. There are 696 registered voters
in the Town of Elkton and in the last town election, 399 citizens cast a vote.
With these facts in mind and feelings being strong on both sides, she felt the
decision should be left to each person to make their mark in the election booth.
Councilman Dean also felt due to the amount of interest, the question should go
to a referendum.

Mayor Dean called for a vote on the motion. The vote was recorded as
follows:

Councilman Holt reported that they have decided from a cost standpoint that
it would not be worth keeping the dog which was donated to the town by Staunton,
so the dog has been donated to the Town of Shenandoah at no cost except a flea
collar.

Councilman Holt reported that the Planning Commission tonight did recommend
approval of the Comprehensive Plan subject to small changes in zoning in the
land-use plan as requested by Mr. David Frey. This recommendation will be
submitted in writing at a later date.

Councilman Holt reported that he had received a call regarding an annual
donation to the soil conservation district. Mrs. Leap reported that council
had voted to do this one year but as far as she could find had not voted to
do it annually.

Councilman H. D. Flory moved, seconded by Councilman R. R. Dean and carried
to donate a $100.00 to the soil conservation district.

Councilman Flory reported that we have applied.to EPA for our final payment
on Step 1I of the sewerage plant project in the amount of approximately $5500.00.
We still owe Arthur Beard Engineers, to phase out Step II, $10,500.00.

Councilman H. D. Flory moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt to approve
the First Reading to pay Arthur Beard Engineers, upon receipt of the money from
E.P.A. for our final payment on Step IL, $10,500.00 to finalize Step IT of the
sewerage treatment plant. The vote was recorded as follows:

Councilman Flory reported that he had contacted Arthur Beard Engineers and
told them that the Water and Sewer Committee would like to have Mr.® Harold ILeet
as the on-site engineer on this project and that they retain him.

Mr. Leet has agreed to this and will work out the details with
Arthur Beard Engineers.

Councilman Schumacher reported that in regards to the grant he had mentioned
at the last meeting on low head power technology power generating, they had
received the applications and unfortunately it only applies where there is
an existing dam. .

Councilman Schumacher reported they are still checking on a town electrician.

Councilman Flick made the following report: the Street & Sidewalk Committee
had not met; the "Dead End" sign authorized by council at the last meeting has
been installed at the end of Lee Avenue. Nothing further has been done towards
street repairs due to lack of time.

Councilman Holt ask what progress has been made on the town signs. Mr.
Monger stated he has not been able to get with Mr. Longley as he has been busy
but they are trying to coordinate their ideas.

COUNCIL MEETING
October 8, 1979

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held October 8, 1979
at 8:00 P.M. with the Mayor, Charles E. Dean presiding. The following council
members were present: R. R. Dean, S. P. H. Flick, H. D. Flory, B. B. Holt,
and L. C. Life. Councilman C. A. Schumacher was absent. Charles Lawhorne,
Chief of Police, Gerald Monger, Superintendent and Bruce Wiles, Attorney were
also present.

Mrs. Alice Tough was present concerning the shelves for the library. She
pointed out that a lot of money is being, or going to be spent to drain the
park yet the Women's Club has requested shelves for the library and have not
received them as yet. She felt as this benefits the entire community, council
should honor this request. She also ask council to give further consideration
before spending so much money for drainage at the park. Mayor Dean told
Mrs. Lough that steps are being taken and they should have the shelves for the
library in the near future. -

Councilwoman L. C. Life moved, the motion was seconded and carried to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting September 10, 1979 as presented.

Councilman Holt reported that all of the council has or will soon have a
copy of the Comprehensive Plan and ask that each member review them before the
next meeting in order to be prepared to proceed with the next steps necessary
toward adoption of a plan.

Councilman Holt brought up the matter of an ordinance regarding "Going Out
of Business Sales". Councilwoman Life stated they have this ready to present
tonight. Mr. Wiles explained that it is his opinion that the town does not
have the authority to propose their own requirements but that the concern was
to have something in the ordinance book to cross reference the State Code and
that is what will be presented tonight. Mr. Holt felt it should be known that
the question of the "Going Out of Business" permit did not arise in Elkton,
but that our town attorney was approached by a Harrisonburg attorney and pointed
out that the law existed and we had no option but to abide by the law.

Councilman Flory reported that Wednesday, October 10, 1979 at 1:30 P.M.
there will be a prebid conference here in the town office on the wastewater
treatment plant project.' He explained that they may run into some drawbacks
later on, but it is not the fault of the town, the federal government, E.P.A.
or the town attorney. The problem is FmHA has run into a little snag on manpower
and are not current on the situation, even though they have been answering
everything in the affirmative. There is a possibility that our 25% may not be
available as soon as we need it. It is hoped this matter can be straightened
out and we can proceed on schedule. The Water and Sewer Committee is working
on this. T

Councilman Flick reported that his committee has nothing to report as
nothing has been done due to pressure of other work but that Mr. Monger assures
him he is going to try to do something between now and cold weather. He asked
what council thought of the idea of trying to rebuild a small footage of sidewalk
each month. Council seemed to agree that this would be a good idea. Councilman
Flick was asked to get with Mr. Monger and set up priorities, maybe get some
contract prices and bring the information back to the next meeting for further
discussion.

Councilman Holt questioned if any progress has been made on the signs and
Mr. Monger stated he has no answer as yet. He is still trying to get locations.
Councilman Holt felt the signs are in such bad shape they detract from the
town and would rather see them taken down than be left up in the shape they are
in.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilwoman L. C. Life that the

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held November 12, 1979
at 8:00 P.M. in the council chambers with the Mayor Charles E. Dean presiding.

Charles Lawhorne,
Chief of Police, Norma Leap, Clerk, Gerald Monger, Superintendent and Bruce

The meeting was opened with the pledge to the flag.

Councilwoman L. C. Life moved, seconded by Councilman R. R. Dean and
carried to approve the minutes of the regular meeting October 8, 1979.

Councilman Holt reported that awhile back he had reported on State funds
which will be distributed to law enforcement systems in the State. They feel
the formula for distribution is not fair to the towns. Councilman Holt and
Chief Lawhorne have made a short presentation stating our feelings to the
Criminal Justice Advisory Committee through the Planning District Commission
and as a result will prepare a resolution going out of CJAC, then to the
Planning District Commission and if all goes well then on to the State
Department of Justice and also to the appropriate State Legislators to make
the correction so that funds can be distributed to the towns on the basis of
need rather than population. They are planning to appear before the Virginia
Municipal League Legislative Committee sometime in December to make a presentation
to them and solicit their backing.

The Planning Commission Chairman could not be at this meeting and
asked Councilman Holt to present the plan. Councilman Holt ask if council
members had any questions or recommendations. He pointed out that the plan
was so constructed to leave latitude so changes can be made by the town. It
was prepared so that the plan can be flexible enough to give guidance but at
the same time not restrict them from what they feel is best for the town. He
pointed out that the plan is for guidance only, the Zoning Ordinance is still
the ultimate authority and takes precedence over the Comprehensive Plan. If
council acts on the plan tonight it will go te:the County Planning Commission
and then on to the Board of Superv1sors.

Coun01lwoman Life asked it thlS would require one or two votes and was
told it would require only one vote. Councilman Schumacher suggested waiting
awhile until Coor's makes their decision but Councilman Holt pointed out that
action must be taken within 90 days after the Public Hearing and tonight
would be the deadline. If action isn't taken tonight, the whole procedure
will have to be started again. Several council members felt they did not
fully comprehend the plan and would rather have had more time to study it.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilwoman L. C. Life to
approve and adopt the proposed Comprehensive Plan... The vote was recorded as
follows: .

provided they meet the requirements of the Town of Elkton, EPA,
Arthur Beard Engineers and Farmer's Home Administration.

Councilman Flory reported he does not have any further information at
this point on bonds or funds from FmHA.

He reported that Mr. Monger has hired Bill Comer as
Town Electrician on a probationary period. Everything seems to be going
along pretty well. The town employees were commended on the excellent job
they did during the recent storm. =

Councilman Flick stated he had nothing to report as the Maintenance
Department has been too busy with other things. He had checked into the
possibility of repairing a sidewalk without dlgglng up the whole thing and
is on the track of something but has not received any literature as yet

Councilman Holt asked what the status is on the town signs. Mr. Menger
reported he has not taken down the old ones yet due to pressure of othe¥ work.

Councilwoman ILife reported that she has located someone that might be
interested in bidding on 51dewalks in the Sprlng and has some other names
which they might contact. »

Councilwoman L. C. Life moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt to approve
on Second Reading the following ordinance establishing procedures for the
issuance of permits to retail merchants for conducting spe01al "Going Out of
Business" sales:

AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING PROCEDURES FOR THE ISSUANCE OF
PERMITS TO RETAIL MERCHANTS FOR CONDUCTING SPECIAIL “GOING -
OUT OF BUSINESSY SALES '
WHEREAS, Section 18.2-224 of the Code of Virginia, 1950,

“as amended, requires every county, town and city to issue permits
to retail merchants who have made application to conduct special
"going out of business" sales, and to inspect the advertisement
and conducting of such sale to insure that it is being advertised
and conducted in conformity with the required permit; and

WHEREAS, said Section 18.2-224 authorizes each' county,
town and city to charge a fee for the issuance of such special
sale permit not to exceed fifteen dollars for each permit;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED BY THE TOWN
COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA, that the Code of the
Town of Elkton, Virginia, be, and the same hereby is, amended
to add the following section to Chapter 15:

Sec. 15~ .« Issuance of permits for special "going
out of business' sales.

The Treasurer of the Town of Elkton, in accordance
with the provisions of Section 18.2-224 of the Code of
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had not moved to Elkton in twenty months and would like for him to answer to
the citizens. Chief ILawhorne stated he had not been able to find a place.
Councilwoman Life read from an article in the Valley Banner dated March 16,
1978 in which Councilman Holt was quoted as saying that "Chief Lawhorne is
currently in the process of finding a buyer for his present Waynesboro house.
He plans to move to the Elkton area soon. Living far from the town is not
desireable and it is not acceptable". Councilman Holt said he felt this would
be important if Councilwoman Life could show any instance when the Chief did

a less than satisfactory job simply because he did not live in the Town of
Elkton. Councilwoman Life asked how many officers do we have living in town
now. Councilman Holt asked what difference it makes if the Chief lives in
town or not. Councilwoman Life stated that if it were so desirable in March
of 1978, why isn't it desirable now. Councilman Holt stated he could not

and this council could not asked a man to make a significant financial sacrifice.
He stated he knew that the Chief has been actively trying to find a place to
live in the Elkton area and it is not the easiest thing in the world. Councilman
Flory stated he felt the Chief is doing a fine job and until he shows ineptness
to this community and this council, if he can fly a jet in from New York and
get the job done it was fine with him. Councilwoman Life stated she has not
questioned the Chief's ability; what she was doing is relaying complaints

and questions she has received. -

Councilwoman L. C. Life moved, seconded by Councilman H. D. Flory and
carried to go into Executive Session to discuss complaints made pertaining to
the performance of certain police officers.

Councilwoman L. C. Life moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt to go
from Executive Session back into Regular Session.

Hulings and Tim Hulings. Patty Smith of the Valley Banner was also present.

The following suggestions were made for use of the revenue sharing monies:

Mr. Fred Davis felt if it could be used for sidewalks, part of
it should be. He citied the sidewalk on East Rockingham Street
as being in very bad condition. He also felt too much revenue
sharing monies go to the Public Safety Department.

Mrs. Ruth Brooks still feels the money should be used toward
storm water. She asked if anything has been done regarding

the storm water problem and if not does council intend to do
anything.

Several areas of complaints, not relating to revenue sharing, were the
water leak at the intersection of E. Rockingham Street and Stuart Avenue. This
has been leaking quite awhile and could present a hazard if the weather turns
cold and the water freezes. Another complaint was the condition of the road
on West Spotswood Avenue.

As there were no further suggestions, the public hearing was adjourned at
7:55 P.M.

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REGULAR
COUNCIL MEETING
December 10, 1979

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held December 10,
1979 at 8:00 P.M. in the council chambers with the Mayor, Charles E. Dean
presiding. The following council members were present: R. R. Dean, S. P. H.
Flick, H. D. Flory, B. B. Holt, L. C. Life and C. A. Schumacher. Charles
Lawhorne, Chief of Police, Betty Engle, Assistant Clerk, Gerald Monger,
Superintendent and Bruce Wiles, Attorney were also present.

Councilman R. R. Dean opened the meeting with prayer.

Spencer Housh spoke on treatment he received by a Police Officer and the
dog, and times he had been pulled over for registration check.

Councilman Holt stated that this matter would not be discussed at this
time, but would all come out in court.

Minutes of the regular meeting November 12, 1979 were approved as corrected.
Minutes of the Public "Proposed Use Hearing", November 27, 1979 was
accepted as presented. -

Mr. Monger reported that about 60% of the electric and about 50% of the
sewer work had been completed at Shen-Elk Plaza.

Councilman Holt commented on complaints against Public Safety. He reported
that the Public Safety Committee has met with the Mayor, and went over some of
the complaints. Mr. Holt said he felt it was only fair to tell the council and
public what developed as the result of the last meeting. He named several of

- the complaints and findings, such as the police car at Swift Run, this was upon

the request of the State Police for assistance; officer in uniform going toward
Waynesboro in police car, this officer was on his way to police school; officer
in uniform seen at an eating place in town with a girl, this was his regular
meal time while on duty and he met his reqular girlfriend there.

The most controversial case was a man complained of excessive force.
This man went to court with,an attorney and pled guilty and there was no question
about excessive force raised when the man went to court. Mr. Holt felt it was
logical to assume if the attorney had felt he had a case of excessive force
he would have made that case. There were some other charges of excessive force,
but unfortunately neither the Chief or Committee could get the names, time,
dates or places to prove or disprove these charges. Mr. Holt stated he knew
the Chief was stressing to his officers courtesy and not using force unless
absolutely necessary. He also stated he felt we had an excellent Police Chief
and Officers; he welcomed complaints to the Chief, and he will try to resolve
them. He further stated that it is not to say that the policemen are not
without fault, and they can get overzealous and make errors in judgement, but
asked that the police not always be the ones judged at fault.

Councilman Flory had nothing to report, but asked Mr. Wiles if he had
any information from FmHA as they can not do anything until they get something
to substantiate this backing. There was nothing new to report.

Councilman Schumacher had nothing to report on Electric.

Councilman Flick reported on Street and Sidewalks. He stated that
quanity-wise, not a great deal of street work has been done due to the pressure
of other work; however the places that have generated the most complaints,
namely Spotswood Avenue, have been patched and hopefully this fact will be
noted by our citizens. It is rather unlikely that we will be able to pave
Lee Avenue as we had hoped to do but we still planrto grade it and get it
ready for paving at the earliest possible time. Mr. Flick also stated that
the problem.of sidewalk repair has been considered and they are hopeful that
they will have a workable plan in the near future to present to council.

Councilwoman Life reported she had met with the Recreation Commission,
and there are two vacancies at this time, and in going over the by-laws, four
of the commissioners must be residents of the town and four members outside
in the county. They have a full commission living in town, but are lacking
two outside and will soon have another vacancy.
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Councilwoman Life made a motion, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt that
the name of Bob Necessary be approved by council. The vote was unanimous.

Councilwoman Life discussed the contract that is to be renewed with Blue
Ridge Garbage Disposal. They have had this contract one year, however they
have received a letter stating that instead of raising the 6% that was in the
contract that they would have to raise it 12%. She stated their committee
has met, and feels that this is not out of the way at all.

Councilwoman Life made a motion, seconded by Councilman Holt to accept
this contract with a 12% increase. ~ Mr. Flory questioned as to how this
increase would affect businesses money wise. A proposed rate schedule was
passed around. Mr. Flick asked the question as to whether this was cheaper
than the town could do the pick up and was told probably so. Mrs. Life said
one of the reasons was due to the loss of Ceta -‘employaes. Mr. Flory also
asked about the contract for next year, and was told there would have to be
a new contract, as there would be no verbal or written agreement as to next

year. The vote was recorded as follows:

Councilwoman Life explained that on the present business rate for garbage

the town is already losing $1.50 per month per small business, therefore it
will be necessary to raise this service. She presented to council the following
guidelines for charges which her committee came up with for businesses:

Small Business 2.50 Small Business 4,00
Small Business 5.00 Small Business 6.00
Medium Business 10,00 Medium Business 11.00
Iarge Business 25.00 Large Business 28.00

Mrs. Life put this in form of a motion, which was seconded by B. B. Holt with
the option of a customer having the right to choose if he wishes to use this
service.

Mr. Wiles explained to council that any change would have to be in a form
of a First Reading to change the ordinance, and one reading on the rates. Due
to this the motion was tabled.

Councilwoman Life moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt to approve the
First Reading to amend Section 26-16" of the "Schedule for Collection of Garbage,
Etc.”

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTION 26-16 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA:
"SCHEDULE FOR COLLECTION OF GARBAGE, ETC."
BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON,
VIRGINIA, THAT SECTION 26-16 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA,

BE, AND IT HEREBY IS, AMENDED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

26-16. Schedule for collection of garbage, etc. and

monthly charges.

Sec.

The schedule for collection of garbage, trash, refuse and other
similar matter shall be established by the Town Council and maintained
in the office of the Town Superintendent.

Monthly charges for the collection and hauling of garbage, trash,
etc. shall be as set forth in a schedule of rates and charges promulgated
and fixed by the Town Couneil, and subject to Rules and Regulations
adopted therewith. A copy of the schedule of rates and charges and
a copy of the rules and regulations shall be maintained in the office of
the Town Superintendent and in the Treasurer's Office of the Town of
Elkton available for public inspection.

Any house or apartment may be exempt from the refuse collection
fee if the owners of such property notify the Town Treasurer in writing
that it is unoccupied and creating no refuse. It shall then become
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their responsibility to notify the Town Treasurer again in writing
when it is reoccupied.

Councilman Flory reported that the Finance Committee ‘met on Saturday and
that it came up in the meeting that if the community or council had thought
in the last few years and raised accordingly with inflation that the town
would be financially better off now. Mr. Flory pointed out that to keep in
line with the rising inflation cost that perhaps the town should consider
raising each home $0.25 on garbage pick-up instead of waiting and having
to raise it all at once to a large amount, and have this money in reserve
to help with rising costs in the future.

Councilwoman Life had several things to say in reference to comments by
Mr., Holt earlier in the meeting. She stated that everyone knows she brought
complaints out in the last council meeting, and that she had not planned to
bring anything up tonight, but due to things being discussed she would do so.
Mrs, Life stated that for seven weeks she had tried to have a Public Safety
Committee meeting. She pointed out that she was not trying to bring a bad
name to our Police Department or Councilman Holt, she was just bringing in
complaints. Mrs., Life said she has been asked that when people call her to
complain that she refer them to the Chief of Police which she shall do, and
further stated that when they do call, that she wants to know the date, place
and time. Mrs. Life said that she feels, as she stated the other night,
that part of the problem is she has not been included on this committee,
she has been either overlooked or misled in some instances. She stated
that the other night the Chief had called her to ride in the police car, and
she appreciated this because she saw on the other hand what happened, and
she really agrees with this. She said she will try to work with the Police
Department, but there are some things she does not agree with, and since
some of it was in the papers and minutes, she did want to say that pertaining
to the letter about Route 33 that the radar did not bother her near as much
as the patroling of Route 33 and 340 because the citizens of Elkton pay taxes
for the Police Department in Elkton and county taxes for the Sheriff's Department
to care for out of town. She feels we have a good working relationship with
the county, which we should have, since we pay the county for this service.

Councilman Dean presented the finance report for November 1979 and it
was approved as presented.

Councilman Dean reported that the Fire Hall had been painted at a cost of
$1,193.65 and the book shelves are in the library, and all they need is some
metal on the sides. This cost was reduced to $300.00.

Councilman Dean reported that the Finance Committee had met a couple of
times, and at the last meeting they came up with the following recommendations
to present to council for the use of Revenue Sharing money in the amount of
$17,520.00;:

Fire Department $ 1,200,.00
Recreation Department 2,500,00
Landfill 2,500.00
Police Department 2,000.00

Sewer (to help problem in
lower end of town) 9,320.00
$17,520.00

There will be a Public Hearing on the Proposed Revenue Sharing Budget on
the second Monday of January prior to the reqular meeting.

Councilman Flory commended everyone that had a part in the preparation of
the Christmas Party. Mr. Flory stated he was very glad the town could do this
for the employees, and the Council had a chance to join them on this occasion.

Mr. Wiles reported on receiving notification of a Public Hearing by VEPCO
in January. Mr. Monger stated he felt that the town would probably be represented
by Electri-Cities at this meeting.

As there was no further business the meeting adjourned.
