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REGULAR
COUNCIL MEBTING
January 11, 1982

The regular meeting of the Elkion Town Council was held January 11, 1982 at
8:00 P.M, in the council chambers with the Mayor Maurice W. Lough presiding. The
following council members were present: V. L. Coock Jr., R. E, Davis, S. P. H.
Flick, T. G. Hulings, and R. L, Snow. L. C. Life was absent. Noah Helgley,
Sergeant, Norma Leap, Clerk, Gerald Monger, Superintendent and Dale Davenport,
Attorney were also present.

Mayor Lough opened the meeting with prayer.

Hazel Crider of Elkwood Subdivision came before council in regards to more
street lights in Elkwood. She stated they would like council to consider using part
of the revenue sharing funds to install more lights as it is still very dark in
Elkwood even with the two lights which have already been installed. She also remarked
on the article in the paper regarding apartments in Elkwood and stated she is
strictly against this. <She is also against an entrance into Flkwood from Newtown.

Dean Heestand, Vicki Moored, Brenda Kees, Sue Ann Sumpter and Lorraine Smith of
Flkwood all spoke in swpportof more sireet }ights-and opposed apartments and an~éntrance
from Newtown.

Mrs. Shirley O'Byrne, Chairman of the Planning Commission, stated that this talk
of apartments in Elkwood came about when a developer came before the Planning Commigsion
in June regarding apartments but he has not been back since. He has not asked for
a recommendation from the Planning Commission and she does not know whether he plans
to pursue this or not.

Councilman R. L. Snow moved and as there were no objections the minutes of the
Public Hearing and Regular Meeting December 14, 1981 were approved.

Gerald Monger reported that they thought they had lost the well pump but found out
today it was ice, so we are in better shape than it was first thought.

Councilman Flick reported that the Finance Committee met on Thursday, January 7th.
He presented the following first reading on the Committees recommendations for
disbursements of the Revenue Sharing Funds EP-13:

A Public Hearing on the proposed revenue sharing budget was set for February
8, 1982 at 7:30 P.M.

Councilman Flick read a letter from R. Loring Cover fngurance Agency Inc.
presenting a proposal for a blanket insurance policy which would supplement the
coverage limits of our present policies. This was recommended by Robert Esenberg,
Risk Management Administrator, when he analyzed our insurance coverage on November
24, 1980. The cost would be $850.00.

Councilman S. P. H. Flick moved, seconded by Councilman R. L. Snow tc accept the
proposal for the supplement insurance coverage from R. Loring Cover Insurance
Agency Inc. at a cost of $850.00. The vote was recorded as follows:

Councilman S. P. H. Flick moved, seconded by Councilman R. L. Snow and carried
to accept the Finance Report for the menth of November as presented.
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Councilman Hulings reported that the Electric Committee met January 4th and he
had distributed to each council member a list of ideas or list of options regarding
the Vepco rebates. The committee has no recommendation at this time but would be
glad to hear any feed back. They plan to make a motion at next months meeting.

Councilman Cook reported that they will be starting some work on the sewer l
project on the lower end of town in the near future.

Dale Davenport reported on the towns exchange of property with Mr. Tim Haden.
They have done a fair amount of title work and have found that they cannot certify the
title, not because of any defects in the property, but because - the nature of
the title is such that there were interests that were owned by a large number of
heirs, many of whom were outside this area. Sometime back a lawyer apparently
found out who they were and had them all sign the deed. It seems they got them all
but because some of these people and their ancestors have died in other parts of the
country there are things that simply aren't on the record. What is customarily
done in a situation like this where you believe the title i1s fine but you can't
certify it is to obtain title insurance. He has suggested to Mr. Haden's attorney
that they look into this and they have indicated that they probably will do this.
If they do obtain title insurance, then Mr. Davenport stated he could then recommend
it to the town without any reservations.

Mayor Lough reported that he has been advised by the Division of Motor Vehicles
that beginning March 1, 1982 the license examiner will be in Elkton only on the
second Wednesday of each month. He was advised that if and when the demand for
services 1lncrease the councll may appeal to the Division of Motor Vehicles for
expanded services.

Mayor Lough reminded council that the time has come again when they must begin
considering a new budget for 1982-83. He pointed out that the budget-making process is
slow and with the municipal election coming up in May we could have as many as
four members of council running for re-election and this will take some of their
time. With these facts in mind, he urged each council member and department head —
to devote as much time as possible on the budget and to set a goal of a public
hearing on the budget at the regular meeting in May and final approval at the
regular meeting in June.

As there was no further business, Councilman Cook moved to adjourn.

COUNCIL MEETING
February 2, 1982

A special meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held Tuesday, February 2,
1982 at 8:00 P.M. in the council chambers with the Mayor Maurice W. Lough
presiding. The following council members were present: V. L. Cook Jr., R. E.
Davis, S. P. H. Flick, T. G. Hulings, L. C. Life and R. L. Snow. Noah Helsley,
Sergeant, Norma Leap, Clerk and Gerald Monger, Town Superintendent were also
present.

Mayor Lough stated that the purpose of the meeting was to discuss and possibly
take action on a possible grant for the Elkton Recreation Department from the
Federal Government but funded through the State.

Councilman Davis gave a brief report regarding this grant. The Elkton Recreation
Commission would like to apply for a grant to develop the park. The funds for the
grant will be channeled through the State Commission on Outdoor Recreation. It
would be a matching funds grant and what the Elkton Recreation Commission needs
is for council to go on record that they will commit themselves to provide up
to $25,000.00 in order to qualify for a matching $25,000.00 grant.

Councilman Snow read the following proposed resolution which council would
need to pass if they agree to provide the necessary assurance of funds which is
needed to continue with this grant request:

RESOLUTION

At the last special meeting of the Elkton Town Couhcil
held in Council Chambers of the Elkton Town Hall on February
2, 1982 the following resoclution was adopted.

WHEREAS, The Virginia Commission of Outdoor Recreation
provides funds to assist political subdivisions of the State
of Virginia in acquiring and developing open space and park
lands; and

WHEREAS, there are urgent needs within the Town of
Elkton to develop park land; and

WHEREAS, this ares is deemed of high acquisition and
development priority by said Town of Elkton and shall be
referred to as the Stonewall Memorial Park Project.

WHEREAS, in order to attain funding assistance from the
Virginia Commission of Outdoor Recreation, it is necessary
that the Town of Elkton guarantee a proportionate share of
the cost thereof; and

WHEREAS, the proportionate project share is funded
fifty percent (50%) by the Virginia Commission of Outdoor
Recreation and fifty percent (50%) by the Town of Elkton.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE Town of Elkton,
that the Mayor is hereby authorized to cause such information
or materlals as may be necessary to permit the formulation,
approval and funding of the Stonewall Memorial Park Project.,

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Town of Elkton gives its
assurance that the funds needed as the proportionate share of

the cost of the approved program will be provided, up to
$25,000.00.

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town of Elkton gives
its assurance that the General Provisions of the Land and
Water Conservation Fund and the Virginia Outdoors Fund Fiscal
Procedures will be complied with in the administration of this
project;

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT THE Town of Elkton gives its
assurance that all other applicable State and Federal regulations
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governing such expenditures of funds provided by Virginia
Commission of Outdoor Recreation will be complied with in the
administration of this project;

AND, ALSO, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, .that the Heritage Conservation
and Recreation Service, U. S. Department of the Interior, and
the Virginia Commission of Outdoor Recreation is respectfully
requested to assist in the prompt approval and funding of the
Stonewall Memorial Park Project in order to enhance the standard
of recreational enjoyment for all our citizenry.

Councilman R. E., Davis so moved that the Town Council of the Town of Elkton
adopt this resolution as presented and thereby guarantee to meet our committment
obtain the funds from the Virginia Commission of Outdoor Recreation as stipulated
in said resolution.

Such funds not to exceed a total of $25,000 of which $9,000 shall come from
the Elkton Recreation Commission treasury and the balance be obtained as an advance
on money to be allocated to the Recreation Commission in the four years from July
1, 1983 thru June 30, 1987. During this period the Recreation Commission will not
receive their normal allocation of $4,000 per year, but instead each fiscal year,
this amount will revert to the sources used to obtain these funds at this time.

In the event the state funds are not received for any reason the $16,000 to be
provided by the Town of Elkton, in this agreement, will not be advanced and future
allocations will be annually at the pleasure of that present council.

Councilman V. L. Cook Jr. seconded the motion.

Councilwoman Life asked if the amount of $4,000.00 set up in the present
proposed Revenue Sharing budget for recreation which will be acted on at the
regular council meeting is included in this $16,000.00 or is this $16,000.00
plus the $4,000.00. It was explained that Revenue Sharing funds could not be
used to match this grant and that the Recreation Department feels they need the
$4,000.00 for other projects not included in the park grant request.

After much discussion, the consensus was that the Town could probably come
up with the $16,000.00 and council could hardly pass up this opportunity. Council-
woman Life stated she was in favor of the project but wanted to go on record that
she has reservations about the $4,000.00 not being included as part of the
$16,000.00. It was agreed the agent to oversee the project and be responsible
for the necessary paper work and records would be Recreation Director, Nancy Pence.

A vote was taken on the motion and recorded as follows:

Mayor Lough reported that the County Municipal Meeting will be held at Mount

to attend.

Councilman V. L. Cook Jr. moved, seconded by Councilman R. L. Snow and
carried to approve the following Assurance of Compliance:

Town of Elkton, Virginia (hereinafter called "Applicant-
Recipient") HEREBY AGREES THAT IT will comply with Title VI

of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (P.L. 88-352) and all require-
ments imposed by or pursuant to the Department of the Interior
Regulation (43 CFR 17) issued pursuant to that title, to the end
that, in accordance with Title VI of that Act and the Regulation,
no person in the United States shall, on the ground of race, color,

or national orgin be excluded from participaticn in, be denied
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benefits of, or be otherwise subjected to discrimination
under any program of activity for which the Applicant-
Recipient receives financial assistance from Heritage
Conservation and Recreation Service and Hereby gives Assurance
that it will immediately take any measures to effectuate this
agreement.

If any real property or structure thereon is provided or improved
with the aid of Federal financial assistance extended to the
Applicant-Recipient by Heritage Conservation and Recreation
Service, this assurance obligates the Applicant-Recipient, or

in the case of any transfer of such property, any transferee for
the period during which the real property or structure is used for
a purpose involving the provision of similar services or benefits.
If any personal property is so provided, this assurance obligates the
Applicant-Recipient for the period during which it retains
ownership or possession of the property. In all other cases, this
assurance obligates the Applicant-Recipient for the period during
which the Federal financial assistance is extended to it by
Heritage Conservation and Recreation Service.

THIS ASSURANCE is given in consideration of and for the purpose
of obtaining any and all Federal grants, loans, contracts,
property discounts of other Federal financial assistance extended
after the date hereof to the Applicant- Recipient by the bureau
or office, including installment payments after such date on account
of arrangements for Federal financial assistance which were
approved before such date. The Applicant-Recipient recognizes
and agrees that such Federal financial assistance will be
extended in reliance on the representations and agreements made
in this assurance and that the United States shall reserve the
right to seek judicial enforcement of this assurance. This
assurance 1s binding on the Applicant-Recipient, its successors,
transferees, and assignees, and the person or persons whose
signature appear below are authorized to sign this assurance on
behalf of the Applicant-Recipient.

Councilman Davis reported that the Elkton Area Services have contacted Mr. Monger
about renting tha back portion of the old police station. The subject of rest
room facilities came up and it was decided they could use the present rest room
in the front partuntil this front part is rented. At that time they will be
allowed to use the rest rooms in the maintenance department between the hours of
7:30 A.M. and 4:00 P.M. A price of $50.00 per month was suggested, keeping in
mind the lack of rest room facilities. This would not include utilities.

Councilman R. E., Davis moved, seconded by Councilman R. L. Snow and carried to
agree to rent the back portion of the old police station to the Flkton Area Services
for $50.00 a month, the terms to be negotiated between the Ordinance Committee
and a representative from the Elkton Area Services and brought back to the
council for approval.

Councilwoman L. C. Life moved, seconded by Councilman V. L. Cook Jr. to go
into Executive Session to discuss personnel. The vote was recorded as follows:

A Public Hearing on the proposed Revenue Sharing EP-13 budget was held
February 8, 1982 at 7:30 P.M. in the council chambers with the President Pro
Tempore Linda C. Life presiding. The fellowing council members were present:

V. L. Cook Jr., R. E. Davis, T. G. Hulings, and R. L. Snow. Noah Helsley,
Sergeant, Norma Leap, Clerk and Gerald Monger, Superintendent were also present.

The following proposed revenue sharing budget was read:

Mr. B. W. Gooden of Morgan Avenue questioned the $4,000.00 for recreation.
He stated he would like to know what they did with the $4,000.00 they were given
last year as he could not see what they have done. He stated he felt younger
children's recreation programs should be financed through the money given to the
recreation department but that adults should pay their own way; however he did not
feel the town should make money on these adult programs. He referred to the men's
basketball league this year and the fact that the entrance fee was raised to
$190.00 a team. He felt there would have been as many as fifteen teams, rather
than eix, if the entrance fee had been reasonable. He projected the town would make
$300.00 off this basketball program. He also complained that the Recreation
Coordinator had been at only one of these basketball games and questioned what she
was doing for the money being paid her,

Mrs. Life asked Councilman Snow i1f he would like to respond to Mr. Gooden.
Councilman Snow stated he had nothing to say but that if Mr. Gooden wanted the
answers to the allegations he had made he could come to any Recreation Meeting the
third Wednesday of each month.

Mrs. Life stated that she did not have the answers to Mr. Gooden's questions
but that in regards to Mrs. Pence not being at the games, she doesn't know if they
do it the same way now or not, but when she was on the Recreation Commission each
member undertook certain functions and were responsible for being in attendance at
these functions when the coordinator was not.

Councilman Snow pointed out that one of the reasons the fee for basketball
was so high this year was that they insisted on having two officials at each game
and also that they lost money on the basketball program last year. He also stated
that Mr. Gooden should be able to lock over the hill and see $7,000.00 worth of
fence on the ball fields that was not there two years ago.

Mrs. Hazel Crider of Elkwood Subdivision asked if the town knew if Vepco has
received the materials for the other street lights which are to be installed in
Elkwood. Mr., Monger stated that he was told when he called Vepco to have the
lights installed that they would contact him when the materials came in and were
ready to be put up.

As there was no further comments, the Public Hearing was adjourned.

February 8, 1982

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held February 8, 1982
at 8:00 P.M. in the council chambers with the President Pro Tempore Linda C.
Life presiding. The following council members were present: V. L. Cook Jr.,
R. E. Davis, S. P. H., Flick, T. G. Hulings, and R. L. Snow. Mayor Lough was
absent. Dale Davenport, Attorney, Noah Helsley, Sergeant, Norma Leap, Clerk, and
Gerald Monger, Superintendent were also present.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mr. Charles Taylor came before council stating he is considering purchasing
a lot across from the B & B Electric Service. Before investing in the lot, he
would like to know if there would be any problem council is aware of that would
prevent this lot being rezoned for business as he would want to use it for a store
or possibly office space.

Mrs. Life stated that council would refer a request for rezoning to the
Planning Commission and explained the procedures necessary before any action could
be taken to rezone.

Mr. Taylor stated he was not asking for rezoning at this point, only if council
knew of any reason why this lot could not be rezoned. Mr. Monger stated he knew of
no reasons and Mr. Hulings stated the same but pointed out that there is no guarantee
the vote would be there when the time came to vote on rezoning. Mr. Taylor stated
he would go before the Planning Commission and ask them the same question.

Mrs. Hazel Crider came before council again in regards to the Vepco rebate.
She stated she has asked council several times to have a public hearing on this
question. She feels this money is not the councils to toy around with and consider
ways to keep it. The money should be on the way back to the people now, but if
council is still thinking along the lines of keeping it, they should at least have
a public hearing to give the citizens the opportunity to voice their feelings on
© this matter.

Mr. B. W. Gooden stated he would like to ditto most of what Mrs. Crider said,
but he feels the best way to refund the money would be to give the refund by a
certain percentage in the form of a credit on the customers electric bill. He also
spoke in regards to developing the park. He pointed out that in the 1970's when the
town could have gotten a grant to develop the entire park with the town paying only
25% of the cost, council did not decide to do so even though times were good. Now
with the economic situation as it is, they are considering a matching grant. He
stated he felt the town should not be sinking money into a mud hole, but should
first be considering how to drain the park so it can be used at all times. He pointed
out that he is not against recreation but questioned putting money into recreaticn
at this time with the economy the way i1t is. He feels that if the town has all this
surplus because something got out of balance in the charging of water and sewer, the
town owes it to the people to go back and regulate the water and sewer as they
shouldn't be making all this money. However, since there is a surplus, he felt the
council should take a look at the electric department as the lines and all are going
down hill. If council insists on putting the money into recreation, they should
drain the field before doing anything else.

Mrs. Shirley O'Byrne asked if Mr. Davenport has come up with an ordinance on
yard sales as recommended by the Planning Commission in September. Mr. Davenport
reported that he has not.

Mr. Davis stated they would be discussing this tonight under his committee
report. His committee has found only one statutein the State of Virginia and his
committee ig not of the sentiment at this time to bring it before council.

Chancelor Lough questioned if Phase I of the park is complete. He asked if
anyone could tell him what Phase I and IT are. He felt the people should be made
aware of what is being considered in Phase II and what Phase I is. He also agreed
that drainage is the major problem in the park.

Councilman Snow stated that there hasn't been anything brought up that they aren't
aware of and again pointed out that the Recreation Commission meets the third
Wednesday of every month at 7:00 P.M. and if anyone has any concerns they are
welcome at these meetings.
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Mrs. Lorraine Smith of Elkwood Subdivision stated she personally liked
garage sales and didn't understand why anyone would complain about them. She
pointed out that everyone doesn't like ball games, she doesn't, but she doesn't
complain about them. Mrs. Life explained that the complaint was that some of the
same people were having yard sales every week and this was not fair to the
merchants and 1t also created a traffic problem.

Mrs. 0'Byrne stated she did not understand why Mr. Lough could not get
his question answered without having to go to the Recreation Committee.
This does come under the council. —

Mrs. Crider stated that one thing that is needed in the park is restrooms.
A water fountain 1s also needed. She would also like to see a swimming pool
in the town. If the town has this surplus money, this could be considered.,
However, she would go along with what Mr. Gooden said, the crunch is on, and if
the town has all this surplus money, 1t should be given a lot of thought. Mrs.
Life pointed out that they did have portable restrooms down in the park last summer
for the ball games.

Mr. Dick Strickler commented on the Vepco refund. He felt that council was
elected in good faith to handle our money and that the cost to refund the Vepco money
would be great. He felt the money should be left on high interest and the
interest money be used to make needed repairs and improvements.

Councilman R. L. Snow moved, seconded by Councilman V. L. Cook Jr. and carried
to approve the minutes of the regular meeting January 11, 1982 and the special
meeting February 2, 1982.

Mr. Monger read a proposed agreement for an erosion and sediment control
program between Rockingham County and the Town of Elkton. The new agreement
is necessary due to amendments in the State and County Ordinances.

Councilman R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Councilman R. L. Snow and |
carried to adopt the amendment as presented and continue with the program as —
before.

Councilman S. P, H. Flick moved, seconded by Councilman V. L. Cook Jr. and
carried to renew the membership in the Association of Local Government Attorneys
at a fee of $75.00.

Councilmen S. P. H. Flick moved, seconded by Councilman R. L. Snow and
carried to aporove on Second Reading to accept the proposal for the supplement
insurance coverage from R. Loring Cover Insurance Agency Inc. at a cost of $850.00.

Councilman S, P. H. Flick moved, seconded by Councilman V. L. Cook Jr. to
approve on Second Reading the following proposed Revenue Sharing EP-13 budget:

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Councilman S. P. H. Flick moved, seconded by Councilman V. L., Cook Jr. and
carried to approve the Finance Report for December.

Councilman Hulings reported that his committee has not met since the last
regularly scheduled council meeting. He has talked with the person doing our rate
schedules and the problem is that the federal government has not agreed to the out
of court settlement with Vepco as yet. We will not be able to get our electric
rate schedules until this agreement is settled so therefore he has no recommendations
at this time on the rebate money unless council wishes to dicuss it.

Mrs. Life stated she had talked with Mayor Lough before he left town in regards
to the rebate question and that he would prefer, and so would she, that this be
referred back to the Electric Committee and that they have a recommendation one
way or the other on the six ideas at the next meeting.

Councilman Davis reported that the Ordinance Committee had tried to find
something on vard sales in the state and the only ordinance they could come up with
was from Emporia, Virginia. This is a fwenty section ordinance and would be
difficult to administer. The committee 1s aware of the problems that exist but
it was the consensus of the committee not to pursue this any further at this
time. He pointed out that most of the people he contacted in the community were
not in favor of an ordinance regulating yard sales.

Mrs. Life asked Councilman Davis if he or his committee would object to Mr.
Davenport checking into this and he had no objections.

Councilman Davis reported that it would be necessary for the town to renew
their agreement with the Junior Order regarding the right of first refusal upon
sale or transfer of thelr land due to the Junior Order becoming incorporated.

Councilman R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Councilman V. L. Cook Jr. and
carried to adopt the following resolution.

COUNCIL MEETING
March 8, 1982

The regular meeting of the Zlkton Town Council was held
March 8, 1962 at 8:00 P.M. in the council chambers with the
Mayor Maurice W. Lough presiding. The fellowing council members
were present: V. L. Cook Jr., R. E. Davis, S. P. H. Flick,

T. G. Hulings, L. C. Life and R. L. Snow. Noah Helsley, Acting
Chief, Norma Leap, Clerk and Dale Davenport, Attorney were also
present. -

The meeting was opened with prayer by the Mayor.

Mr. Vernon Shifflett, Mrs. Hazel Crider, Mr. Norris dMcCune,
Mr. Bill Holt, Mr. R. B. Hutton, Mr. B. W. Gooden, Mrg, Shirley
0'kyrne, Mrs. Virginia Harman, Mrs. Dennis Mowbray and Mrs.
Lorraine Smith all spoke regarding the Vepco rebate. The general
consensus was that the rebate should be returned to the consumer.
Several options were suggested as ways of returning the money.

Mr. Vernon Shifflett also spoke regarding the development of
Memorial Park. He felt that until the drainage is corrected in
the park, the town would be throwing money down the drain if
they do anything =lse in that area.

Mrs. Hazel Crider questioned why some of Nancy Pence's time
has not been utilized in the library thus allowing the library to
be open more hours, possibly Saturday mornings, for people who
work. Councilman Snow stated that the Personnel Committee did
meet with members from the Woman's Club and attempted to work
out a schedule whereby the library could be open more and did
make an offer which was not accepted by them. It seems every
time there is a recommendation that help be offered, someone jumps
up and says we are trying to kick the Woman's Club or the volunteers
out. Mrs. Crider stated that maybe if the offer was remade something
could be worked out along these lines.

Mrs. Dennis Mowbray stated that they have a water problem on
Washington Avenue and if the town is not going to give the rebate
money back, they should consider deoing something about their
water problem.

Courcilman Cook peinted out that there was a surplus last
year in the budget but that a $50,000.00 bucket truck which was
badly needed has been purchased and will have to be paid from
that surplus. He also pointed out that there are two projects
which the town is going to have to undertake which will cost
approximately $80,000.00. One is the moving of the utility lines
on Route 340 and the other is correcting the sewer problem on
the lower end of town. If the rebate money is refunded, the
town will have to turn around and up their rates to pay for
these projects. He felt the most logical thing to do is use
the rebate money for these projects and try to hold the rates
to the customer at their present level.

Courcilwoman Life and Councilman Davis both stated that they
felt the rebate money should be returned to the consumer.

The minutes of the Public Hearing and Kegular Meeting February
§, 1982 were approved.

Councilman Davis reported that Mr. Charles Taylor wants to
improve the old "Heard" building by placing an awning over the
sidewalk similar to the one on the Farm Bureau building. Wr.
Monger has approved the plans and Councilman Davis stated he
personally felt this would be okay. Council needs to give their
okay before he can take it to the State Highway Department and
the County zoning agency.

Councilman R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Councilwoman L. C.
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Life that council approve Mr. Taylor's request to improve his
building by placing an awning on the front of the building,
subject to the other approvals necessary from the State Highway
Department and the County. This approval is granted with the
understanding that it will be without liability to the town. The
vote was recorded as follows:

Councilwoman Life reported that Officer Furr signed the
employment agreement contract. He is now in his sixth week of
basic training. The town still has twenty-four hour coverage
which is being handled by Sergeant Helsley and Officer Weaver,
with Officer Furr helping cut on weekends. Sergeant Helsley is
trying to find some help in the area of a part time cfficer. The
committee does have some applications for patrolmen and hope to
do some interviewing next week.

Councilman S. P. H. Flick moved, seconded by Councilman
V. L. Cook Jr. and carried to approve the Finance Report for
the month of January.

The Committee Chairmen were asked to have their budget figures
ready as soon as convenient.

Councilman Hulings reported that he and Mr. Monger went to
the Virginia Electric Power Association meeting in Richmond about
ten days ago. The progress on the plans of hydroelectric facilities
was discussed and preliminary reports are expected by the end of
the month or the first of next month.

Councilman Hulings reported that the Electric Committee met
on the 22nd. of February and discussed a number of things —
including the Vepco rebate money. He stated that he, as Chairman,
was prepared to make a motion, but would not suggest that it is
the committee's motion. The committee has not firmly decided
upon the best course of action. The committee decided on one
thing February 22nd. but since then, without a formal committee
meeting, the committee individually have decided not to decide.

Councilman T. G. Hulings moved that a credit of ome-half the
March electric bill be given to all subscribers of the Elkton Town
Electric System with the exception of the town council members
and the mayor. Any balance from the $85,000.00 Vepco rebate
should be placed in a capital improvement sinking fund with first
priority being the needs of the utilities department. By no
means should the credit total more than the amount refunded by
Vepco.,

Mayor Lough ruled that the motion was out of order on the
grounds that it is discriminatory.

Councilman Hulings withdrew his motion.

Councilman V. L. Cook Jr. moved, seconded by Councilman T. G.
Hulings that one-half of each customers Town of Elkton electrical
bill be refunded for the March electric bill and the rest of the
rebate money be put into capital improvements for the two projects.
The projects being moving the electrical lines and water lines
off the State Highway Department on Route 340 and the rest of it
going to the sewer project on First Street to the sewerage
treatment plant.

Councilman Davis questioned if the people who paid this and
have since moved cut of town are out in the cold, and if someone
who did not pay this and has since moved in town is going to get
it. He does not understand how we are going to solve this.

Councilman Hulings stated that when in Richmond at the meeting
about ten days ago, the seven cities represented were all faced
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with this problem. Not one of those cities that he tallked to
refunded the total amount, nor did anyone of those refund to the
original customer. They all refunded a portion of their rebate.

Councilwoman I.ife reviewed the 1978 refund and reasons she
felt the entire rebate should be refunded to the consumer. She
felt the town would have to refund to all the customers even if
they have moved out of town. She stated that she has talked to
seventy-three people or househclds in the past few days. Sixty
wanted the money returned, seven felt the town should keep the
money and six didn't care. She also talked with the manager of
Elkton IGA, one of the two largest consumers in town, and he
stated that if the town keeps the money, he would like recognition
for the donation. She had talked with three other business=as
and two were for returning the money and the other felt if the
town kept the money it should be for electrical projects only.

Councilman Snow asked how many of the seventy-three contacted
were all electric users and Councilwoman Life said she did not
break that down but didn't think it was that many.

Councilman Cock stated something had beern brought to his
attention which made good sense to him. It has been suggested
that rather than giving one-half of the March bill, give one-
half of the February kill on the Merch billing because some
people knowing they are getting half their 5ill free would rnot
care how muich they used. Ccuncilwoman Life objected to this as
the February bill is geoing to be lower due tc amount of time
between the readings. It was ther suggssted to zive one-half

of the Januery bill.
Councilman Cook withdrew his motion.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held
April 12, 1982 at §:00 P.M. in the council chambers with the
Mayor Maurice W. Lough presiding. The fellowing council members
were present: V. L. Cook Jr., R. E. Davis, 5.

T. G. Hulings, L. C. Life and R. L. Snow. Noah Helsley, Acting
Chief, Norma Leap, Clerk, Gerald Monger, Superintendent and
Dale Davenport, Attorney were alsoc present.

Mayor Lough opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. Dick Sandridge came before council to get a clarification
on the electrical refund. Mrs. Leap explained that one-half of
the January electric bill would be refunded on the March electric
bill. 1If you were not a customer in January you would not get
a refund; however, if you were a customer in January but were
not a customer during the period covered by the refund, you would
not be entitled to a refund. Mr. Sandridge questioned if the
present Elkton Gulf Station would receive a refund and was told
they would. He felt this was giving what he had paid to someone
else. He was in favor cof the town keeping the money but not
giving someone else what he had paid in. Mrs. Leap stated that
the present Elkton Gulf Station customer had been in business
for eight months of the refund period.

Councilwoman Life stated that on Page 3 of the March 8th.
meeting minutes it states she had talked with seventy-three people
regarding the Venco refund. As the paper reported this in the
same way, it was probably her fault, but she wanted to correct
the statement. She did not talk with seventy-three people. She
would like to change it to read that she had talked to households
representing the thoughts and wishes of seventy-three people.
Mayor Lough stated we could not change the minutes of March 8th.
if this is what was said but would place it in the April 12th.
meeting minutes to correct the statement.

The minutes of the regular meeting March §, 1982 and the
special meeting March 30, 1982 were approved as presented.

Mr. Monger reviewed the Harrisonburg-Rockingham Chamber of
Commerce Five-Point Highway Program. They would like a resolution
or letter stating that the council is in agreement with this
program to be presented to the Virginia Department of Highways
Pre-gllocation Hearing.

Councilwoman L. C. Life moved, it was seconded and carried,
to support the following portion of the Harrisomburg-Rockinghamn
Chamber of Commerce Five-Point Highway Program Item V which
directly affects the Town of Elkton:

Primary V. Improve US 340 from Elkton to
Shenandoah to a dual-lane. This
facility is currently carrying
approximately 5,415 vehicles per day.

Councilwoman Life reported that Dispatcher Margie Green
has left our employment to return north and is being replaced
by Sheila Conley. Officer Furr is working out his two week
notice and is leaving our employment this week on the 15th.
He has been employed by the City of Front Royal. The Public
Safety Committee has been conducting interviews and are still
accepting applications for the two positions as police officers.
Twenty-four hour coverage will be continued. Mr. Wallace Bradley
is working as a part-time officer. He is a former police officer
for the town and is now working in security at Massanutten
Development.
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Councilman S. P. H. Flick moved, seconded by Councilwoman
L. C. Life and carried to approve the Finance Report for the month
of February.

Councilman Hulings reported that Vepco has filed a request
for a wholesale price increase of 6.47 for municipal customers
and would like for this to be effective May 30, 1982.

Councilman Hulings reported on the following letter dated
April 1, 1982 from the Elkton Planning Commission:

"The Elkton Planning Commission has conducted a recent
review of the Elkton Land Use Plan for the purpose of
considering possible zoning changes. Since the Land
Use Plan was approved and adopted by the Elkton Town
Council and the Rockingham County Board of Supervisors
in the spring of 1980, any changes in the plan will
require a public hearing.

It is, thereby, requested by the Elkton Planning
Commission that a joint public hearing date be set to
enable the Planning Commission and the Town Council

to seek public input before recommendations or decisions
are made regarding rezoning of the following properties:

(1) The Garner Downey property bordered on the
south by Spotswood Avenue, on the east by
Lee Avenue, and on the north and west sides
by an alley. Property is listed on Land Map
of Rockingham County as Block 29, Section 3,
lots 23, 24, 25, 26, and 27. (This zoning
change was not requested by the owner.)

(2) The Tim Haden property bordered on the morth
by Rockingham Street and on the south by old
US 33. Property is listed on the Land Map of
Rockingham County as an acreage parcel (Insert
Section 131-B1l). (This zoning change was
requested by the owner.)

(3) The Randall Snow property at the intersection
of US 340 and the entrances to Elkwood Subdivision
and Shen-Elk Plaza. Property is listed on the
Land Map of Rockingham County as Lots 1 and 2,
Block 34, Section 3. (This zoning change has
been requested by the owner.)"

A joint public hearing by the Town of Elkton and the Elkton
Planning Commission was set for May 10, 1982 at 7:00 P.M. prior
to the regular council meeting.

Councilwoman Life asked Councilman Hulings if he has heard
anything from Gary Greene on our electric rates. He stated that
the problem is that one of the judges in the Federal Energy
Commission has not yet approved the last rate settlement agreement.

Councilman Snow spoke concerning the utilization of the day
light dispatcher. When she was hired she was asked if she would
be willing to work overtime four hours one day a week as there
is an eight hour period each week which has to be covered by
overtime. She would then be available to take utility bills
during these hours; Friday evening had been suggested by someone.
Mrs. Kite has agreed to work one evening and it was left to
Mrs. Leap and Mr. Helsley to arrange the scheduling.

Councilman Davis read and explained the following proposed
contract: °

The TOWN OF ELXTON, VIRGINIA (herein known as the Lessor),
hereby enters into agreement with TERRY HENSLEY and LISA
HENSLEY (herein known as the Lessee, and trading as Valley
Crafts), to lease to Terry Hensley and Lisa Hensley, the
front portion of the town building located at 107 Terrace
Avenue (formerly Elkton Police Station).
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The amount of the rent to bLe $160.00 per month and is
to be paid to the Town Treasurer by the 10th of each
month.

This agreement further stipulates terms and conditions
set forth regarding renovations to this building by the
Lessee and compensation to the Lessee by the Lessor for
such renovations and are as follows:

1. The Lessor shall authorize renovations to this
building up to a maximum of $1,200.00 for
matzrials. The Lessee ghall furnish all labor
and in no instance shall there be any compen-
sation whatsoever to the Lessee for any labor
involved in these renovations.

2. All material and labor shall be subject to
approval by the Town Superintendent.

3. The Lessor further agrees to deduct the cost
of said materials from the rent due by the
Lessee at the rate of $100.00 per month until
the full amount of material ($1,200.00 maximum)
has been fully compensated. When the cost of
material has been offset, the Lessee shall
commence rental payments as set forth in this
contract and shall continue payment as long
as the contract is in effect.

The L.essee if further guaranteed the right of first
refusal regarding renewal of this contract at its’
expiration subject to review of terms and rates such
as may be reasonable at that time.

The term of this contract shall begin June 1, 1982 and
terminate May 31, 1983.

A joint public hearing was held by the Elkton Town Council
and the Elkton Planning Commission Monday May 10, 1982 at 7:00 P.M.
in the council chambers.

The purpose of the hearing was to allow all interested persons
the opportunity to present their views on the following possible
zoning changes in the Elkton Land Use Plan:

County as an acreage parcel (Insert Section 131-Bl).

(3} The Randell Snow property at the intersection of
US 340 and the entrances to Elkwood Subdivision
and Shen-Elk Plaza. Property is listed on the
Land Map of Rockingham County as Lots 1 and 2,
Block 34, Section 3. (This zoning change has
been requested by the owner.)

Mayor Lough stated that they would like each person to limit
their remarks to five minutes, if possible, and there would be
no rebuttal. The Planning Commission will meet after this hearing
and present their recommendation to council at the regular June
meeting.

Hazel Crider, Bill Holt and Sue Ann Sumpter all spoke against
the request to leave the Randell Snow property zoned commercial.

Maurice W. Lough presiding. The following council members were
present: V. L. Cook Jr., S. P. H. Flick, T. G. Hulings, L. C.
Life and R. L. Snow. R. E. Davis was absent. WNoah Helsley,
Acting Chief, Norma Leap, Clerk, Gerald Monger, Superintendent
and Dale Davenport, Attorney were also present.

Mayor Lough opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. Pablo Cuevas, Vice President of Public Affairs for the
Harrisonburg/Rockingham Chamber of Commerce was present. He
presented each member of council with the informational package
which is distributed by them to new citizens in the county and
city. He thanked the council for the work they do and offered
their services whenever they are needed. Mr. Bill Holt, a
member of their board, pointed out that the town may become a
member of the Chamber of Commerce at a fee of $40.00.

Mr., Michael Liskey, Fire Chief, brought to council's attention
that there is a parking problem in front of the fire hall. As the
community hall is being used more, there are more vehicles parking
in the area. The Fire Company at one time had ten spaces marked
off for their use, but these need to be repainted so they can be
identified. He also questioned if the gravels could not be moved
to allow six or seven more spaces. Mr. Monger pointed out that
the gravel are used during snow and ice and need to be where they
are easily accessible. Mr. Liskey was told that the Public Safety
Committee and Chief of Police, along with Mr. Monger, will work
with the fire company on this problem.

Mr. Ray Smith of Virginia Avenue came before council regarding
the street in front of his home. Before they were annexed the
state maintained the street and it was in good condition. There
have been apartment houses built on this street, sewer lines have
been put in and the street is in bad shape and has been this way
for awhile. There is a hole right in front of Mr. Smith's driveway
and he would like council to see that this hole is patched and
to repair the street. He thanked council for their services which
they give the town. This request was referred to the Street
Committee and Mr. Monger.

Mr. and Mrs. George Williams came before council regarding
the water problem on Washington Avenue. They requested council
study this problem and try to come up with a permanent solution.
They pointed out that the road iced over this past winter and
was quite dangerous. The road is also in need of repair.

Mrs. Hazel Crider asked council about the ordinance requiring
property owners to mow their lots. She pointed out that this
is not being enforced and asked council to see that it is enforced.
She also pointed out that North Avenue is now a raceway. People
are not stopping for the stop sign. They have requested four or
five times in the past several months that something be done and
she would appreciate anything council could do tocorrect these
problems.

Mr. Bill Holt questioned what the status is on the ecasement
that the town has been trying to get on the Randell Snow property
at the intersection of U.S. 340 and North Avenue and how long has
the town been trying to obtain this easement. Mr. Monger stated
that the easement is at a stalemate at this time and they have
been trying for approximately three years. Mr. Holt asked if
it would be easier to get the easement if the property was zoned
commercial and Mr. Monger stated that Mr. Snow has never come to
him and stated that this is the reason he has not signed the
easement. '
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The minutes of the regular meeting April 12, 1982 and the
special meeting April 15, 1982 were approved as presented.

Mr. Monger stated that we will be receiving $10,173.08 more
in highway upkeep funds than budgeted and we will need to
appropriate this money.

The term of this contract shall begin July 1, 1982 and
terminate June 30, 1983,

Mrs., Leap reported.on the Newly Elected Officials Institule which will be held
in Charlottesville, July 7-9 and agked those interested in attending to please
notify her.

Mayor Lough reported that Mr, Harold A. Leet's term on the Board of Zoning
Appeals has expired and he is willing to accept reappointment. Council will
need to take action to recommend his reappoeiniment. Mayor Lough recommended
Mr. Leet for reappointment.

Comecilwoman L. €. Life moved, seconded by Councilman R. L. Snow and
carried to recommend the reappointment of -Mr. Harcld A. Leet to the Elkton Board
of Zoning Appeals.

Mayor Lough reported that Mr. G. W. Berry's term of office on the Elkton
Planning Commission expires July 1, 1982, Mr. Berry has indicated he would like
to serve for another four years and Mayor Lough recommended his reappoiniment.

2. We have completed the congolidation of the town's
departments intoc one building and the preliminary reports
are that things are working out well, A report should be
forthcoming scon on the savings in fuel costs and increased
efficliency of operations.

3. Due to a refund from Vepco with which 50% was
returned to the people and 50% retained by the town, several
projects have been started or completed and inelude:

a. Acquiring heavy equipment sorely needed by
the town.

b. Starting improvements on the sewer lines on
West Spotswood, and having money available
to move the utllity lines and pave sidewalks
on the 340 project. All this done without
going intn debt because of the utilization of
the Vepco refund.

We have three major studies underway at this time and
sincerely hope they will be carried forward under the new
council and administration. They are:

1. A revision of wage rates and salary limits for
town employees.

2. A perscnnel manugl update. This update has
been made at my request by the State Personnel
Department and is in the hands of the proper
conmittee.
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3. A preliminary revision of our touwn charter
to comply with present State Laws and the
Constitution is now in the hands of our
Ordinance Committee. I gincerely hope work
along these lines will continue.

In closing T want to thank all the members of the council
who have worked so hard with me. I+ hasn't been easgy, but no
one told us it would be. But we have survived and I would like
to paraphrase Mr. Winsbton Churchill in saying, seldom have so
few done so much for so many. I want to thank all the town
employees for their loyalty and to state that they have been and
are a good crew. The town has a right to be very proud of then.
And, finally, I want to thank the people of Elkton for their past
support of me and to wish the town all the very best of everyihing,

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held July 12, 1982
at 8:00 P,M. in the council chambers wlth the Mayor Charles E. Dean presgiding.
The following council members were present: V., L. Cook Jr., R. E. Davis, S. P.
H. Flick, B. B. Holt, T. G. Hulings and R, L. Snow. Noah Helsley, Acting
Chief, Norma Leap, Clerk, Gerald Monger, Superintendent and Dale Davenport,
Attorney were alsc present.

Mayor Dean opened the meeting with prayer.

Councilman S. P. H. Flick moved, seconded by Councilman B, B, Holt and
carried to approve the minutes of the regular meeting June 14, 1982 and the
special meeting July 1, 1982.

Councilman Davis stated that the rental property (the old police station)
has been delegated to him in the past and felt maybe the new council might
want to delegate this to some commitiee.

Councilman R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Councilman V. L. Cook Jr. and
carried to leave the rental property under the Ordinance Committee.

Councilman Davis reported that the Public Safety Committee has met a
couple of times and are in the process of trying to secure for the town a Chief
of Police. The committee has started over on this as Councilman Davis was nob
in on any of the interviews and he had received no recommendation from the
previous committee. Some interviews have been set up and hopefully they will
be through interviewing by the end of the month. They plan to have a recommenda-
tion at this time or will report that they have not found a sultable candidate
and will have to look further.

Councilman Flick reported that the Finance Committee has not had a formal
meeting as they did not have that much to do at this time. We are working on
programing the new billing machine but are having some problems which are delaying
the billing, Hopefully these will be resolved quickly,

Couneilman Flick reported that we have approximately $7,000,00 of old
utility kills, some close to ten years old. The auditors have in previous years
requested that these bills be written off.

Councilman S. P. H. Flick moved, seconded by Councilman B, B. Holt and
carried thal the old accounts be written off at the end of this past year and
that i+t be left to the Treasurer and Attorney to collect the ones that can be
collected.

Councilman Flick requested that council be thinking about raising the
utility deposits. His suggestion would be to raise the electric deposit
from $50.00 to $75,00 and the water deposit from §10.00 to $25.00.

Councilman Flick reported that the auditors have been in for one day
and will be back in the next few weeks to complete the audit., There will be
no finance report tonight.

Councilman Flick stated that after reviewing Mr. Monger's report regarding
ingtalling our own gasoline tank and pump, it appears that if Mr. Monger can
ohtain a 2¢ discount from a station we would be better off not to install our
own tank at this time. Councilman Snow suggested maybe we could put this out
on bids as the county does and alse look into geoing in with some others, such
as the fire company, in order to be able to purchase in larger guanities.
Councilman Holt suggested that 1f we do advertise for bids we word it so we
can refuse any or all hids if we are not satisfied with the quotes we recelve.

Councilman S. P. H. Flick moved, seconded by Councilman B, B. Holt and
carried that we go with a pump discount at this time and to leave the money
appropriated for our own tank as it is at present. '

_ Gouncilman Hulings reported that the Electric Committee met July 8th. and
discussed the current status of a number of things. They have nothing to come
before council at this time,
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Councilman Snow reported that the paving project on North Street and
Liberty Heights is completed and sidewalk repairs are in progress on West
Spotswood Avenue. The Washington Street drainage problem has come up again
and there ig in progress, hopefully, a remedy for this problem. He did not
know how soon this could be done but it does have a high priority.

Councilman Holt reported that most of what he is doing is catch up.
Councilman Davis has passed some things to him and he has one or two new
items. A new draft has been made of the Special Use Ordinance, has been
before the commitiee and they feel it should be sent back through the
Planning Commission again so they can review the new draft., It will then
be brought before counecil,

Councilman Holt reported that there is some very strong feeling that we
need gomething new in the way of an effective ordinance on mowing vacant lots.
We also need to teke a look at some way of enforecing general appearance of
lots., This is going to be difficult but they hope to work out something and
present it to council before very long,.

Councilman Holt stated that he personally in his business has had some
problems with garbage collection, that is collection from commercial and
business activity by the company that we have a contract with. It is his
understanding that other people have alsc had some problems. Our contract
will soon be coming up for renewal and he feels it behooves us to have sone
record of performance and some list of complaints and dissatisfaction. He
asked the newspapers to help with this as he would like to have any business
that has a genuine and valid complaint about the garbage collection service pro-
vided by our contractor to pass this on to Mr, Monger and he will make a record
of this.

Councilman Cook reported that his committee alsco met July 8th. We have
run into some problems on the sewer project from First Street to the sewer
plant, We are not going to be able to bore under the road. We will now have to
go back to the State and try to get permission to go through a culvert.

This means we will have to draw up a new set of plans and submit them to
the State for thelir approval so this will delay the project for awhile.

Councilman Cook reported that we do have the pipe for the water lines on
Route 340 and the electric poles but we do not have some of the hardware as yet.

Mr. Monger stated that the State had told us that they wanted us to
start the project on Route 340 July 15th, and be finished by August 1st. but
they have now delayed it for a month or so which will be sbout August 15th.
and be finished by September 1st. for the contractor to start. We don't
have a definite date and cannot start until they tell us te do so.

Mr. Monger reported that they have replaced the leaky one inch water line
which fed the Dollar General Store and the old Swortzel houss,

Mayor Dean reported that we have about 700 feet of fence to install at
the Little League Park which was donated by Merck Chemical Co. They hope to
get this up, with Mr. Monger's help, in the next month or so.

Councllman Holt reported that the American Cancer Soclety in connection
with WSVA is having a radio-thon to raise funds this Saturday, July 17th.,
at the Valley Mall from 12:00 noon to 6:00 P,M. One of the things which
is going to be done 1s 1o have the mayors of all the towns held for ransom.
The way to obtain their release is through donations to the American Cancer
Society. Mayor Dean will be taking part in this activity.

Mr. Monger reported that on Tuesday, July 20th., Mr. Bob Lank of
the Hud Flood Insurance Group will be here at 1:00 P.M, to audit us and
will explain what can be done in the flood plain, Anyone interested should
attend this meeting.
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As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held August 9, 1982
at 8:00 P.M, in the council chambers with the Mayor Charles E. Dean presiding.

Mr. A. L. Bennett was present in regards to bullding & carport at his
home on Fairfax Avenue., This was delayed until later in the meeting.

Councilman Snow moved, seconded by Councilman Holt and carried to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting July 12, 1982 as presented.

Gerald Monger asked council to set a date that 1s suitable with Mr,
Davenport and council to meet with a representative from Hall Risk, Virginia
Municipal League Insurance and will be calling council to set a date convenient
to every one. He also reported that the Rockingham Municipal League will meet
August 25th and the town will probably be getting a letter to confirm the date
and place of the meeting.

Councilman Davis reported that the Public Safety Committee had two
applications for Pollce Chief that look very promising, and after checking
in depth the job would probably be offered to the applicant the committee
feels would do the best job, and that if this decision is made there is a
possibility that a special council meeling could be called if this comes up
in the next week or so.

Councilman Flick moved, seconded by Councilman Holt and carried to approve
the Finance Report of June 30th as presented.

Councilman Flick asked if there was something that could be done about
the holes in the streets that have resulted after dipgging lines acrogs the
streets. Mr. Monger sald the town had a roller coming in and they would try
to get this work done.

He presented a bill sent to the Elkton Volunteer Fire Department
for $150.00 for electric charges at the Jr. Order Park for their carnival in
June, and had requested the town pay this bill.

Councllman Holt presented for First Reading an addition to the Zoning
Ordinance titled Conditional Zoning, which reads as follows:

Section
Conditional Zoning

(a) Purpoge. The intent of thig section is to provide
a more flexible and adaptable zoning method to cope with sit-
uations found in such zones whereby a zoning reclaggification
may be allowed subject to certain conditions proffered by
the zoning applicant for the protection of the community
that are not generally applicable to land similarly zoned as
allowed by Sections 15.1-491.1--15.1-491.6 Code of Virginis,
1950, as amended,

(b) Proffer of conditions. An owner may proffer (present)
reasonable conditions, in addition to the regulations established
elsewhere in this ordinance whereby if accepted by the governing
body, these conditions become part of the zoning repulationsg
for the parcel. No change of owners and/or title of the land
will remove any conditions accepted by the governing beody.

The proffered conditions shall be in writing and shall be made
prior to the public hearing before the board of sgupervisors,
provided that:

(1) The rezoning itself must give rise for the need
for the conditicns.

(2) Such conditions shall have a reasonable relation
to the rezoning.

{3) Such conditions shall not include & cash contribution
to the Town.

(4} Such conditions shall not include mandatory dedication
of real or personal property for open space, parks,
gschools, fire departments, or other public facilities
not otherwise provided for in Section 15.1-466 Code
of Virginia, 1950, as amended.
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{5) BSuch conditions shall not include payment for or
conatruction of off-gite improvements except those
provided for in Section 15.1-466 Code of Virginis,
1950, ag amended.

{6} No condition shall be proffered that is not related
to the physical operation of the property.

(7} A1l such conditions shall be in conformity with the
Comprehensive Plan of the Town of Elkton.

(c) Enforcemént and guarantees. The Town Council or its
designated representative shall be vested with all necessary
authority to edminister and enforce conditions attached to a
rezoning or amendment to zoning map including: '

(1) The ordering in writing of the remedy of any
noncompliance with such conditions.

{2} The bringing of legal action to insure compliance
with such conditions inecluding injunction, abatement,
or other appropricte action or proceeding.

(3) Requiring a performance guarantee, satisfactory
to the Town Council in an amount sufficient for
and conditicned upcn the construction of any
physical improvements required by the conditiocns.
Once it 1s determined that all improvemsnts have
been constructed or installed satisfactorily, the
developer ghall be released from all liability
pursuant to the conditions of the performance
guarantee.

(d) Plan of Development. Each Conditional Zoning request
chall be aceompanied by a "Plan of Development™ for the property
included in the request, and have been reviewed by the Town
Superintendent and by the Zoning Administrator, if such official
has been designated, before submission to the Planning Commission.
If the application for rezoning is granted following the public
hearing procedure required by Section 18, the Plan of Develop-
ment must be started within a period of two (2} years, and the
proposed structure or structures, parking facilitics, plantings
and other landscaping must follow the Plan of Development
introduced during the rezoning hearing. The Planning Commission
will have a rehearing if (a) the Plan of Development is not
underway within two (2) years, or (b) if any substitutions or
deviations to the Plan of Development are proposed by the
developer which would change the original intent or affect the
scope of the original proposal.

(e) Recongideration of Reguest. No request for amendment
to the ordinance, including the Zoning Map, or substantially
the same request shall be reconsidered within one year of the
date acted upon by the Town Council,

(f) Fee for Reguest for Amendment. $75.00.

Councilman Holt reperted on a meeting he attended with Mr. Monger and Mrs.
Leap on the Procursment Act spcnsored by the Virginia Municipal League held in
Charlottesville on July 28th., There will be coples of the hand out material
gent to the attorney and council.

Councilman Holt moved, ceconded by Councilman Snow and carried to glve
Rockingham County the go ahead to look in to the possibiiity of setting up
a dumpster site across from the Sewage Plant without any obligation to the
town.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held September 13,
1982 at 8:00 P.M. in the couneil chambers with the Mayor Charles E. Dean
presiding. The followlng council members were present: V., L. Cook Jr.,

Noah Helsley. Acting Chief, Norma Leap, Clerk, Gerald Monger, Superintendent,
and Dale Davenport, Attorney were also present.

Chancellor Lough was present representing the Jr. 0. U, A. M. and
the Elkton Ruritan Club in regards to a seventy-fifth birthday celebration
in 1983. He gave each council member a copy of the following letter from
the Flkton Field Day Commitiee to the Elkton Town Council:

Councilman Filick reported that the Finance Committee had met twice
since the last council mesting. On August 5th, the committee met with
Mr. Monte Hunt, a representative from Hall Risk, regarding our Workman's
Gompensation insurance and what advantags there would be if we went
into the Virginis Municipal League Group Insurance Program. The
Finance Committee had agreed to recommend to council that we go with
the Virginia Municipal League Group Insurance Program for our Workman's
Compensation Insurance. Upon arriving tonight for the meeting,
Councilman Flick was informed that Mr. Loring Cover would like to meet
with the Finance Comnilthtee regarding this insurance before council takes
any action. Councilman Flick stated he feels we owe Mr. Cover the
opportunity to meet with the committee and if there were no objections
he would wait until the next meeting before presenting a recommendation
regarding this insurance.

Councilman Flick stated that the Finance Committee had also discussed
the last Vepco rebate and it was the committee recommendation that the
town keep the money for capital improvementa.

Councilmen S. P, H. Flick moved, seconded by Councilman R. L. Snow
that the town keep the Vepco refund in the amount of $14,497.68 in the
treasury for capital improvements. The vote was recorded as follows:

Councilman Flick requested the Mayor to settle with Mrs. Leap for
the hours worked overtime in setting up the new billing machine,

Councliman Hulings reported that the Electric Committee met last week,
A settlement has been reached with Vepco on the new rate increase to the
town which will be effective September 2nd. It appears the increase will
be about 5,5%, but we do not have the exact amount as yet. The Electric
Committee recommends that the town absorb the increase from Vepco and
not increase the electric rates to our consumers for the month of September.
The rate study should be completed and new eleciric rates ready to implement
beginning October 1, 1982,

Councilman Hulings also reported that we have been discussing for
the past year the poseibility of hydroelectric facilities. Two sites
in Kentucky were considered and some money has been spent investigating
this by a number of towns and citlies in the State. It has been decided
at this time, due to the politice and economic situation, not to continue
with the sites in Kentucky. If something could be found closer to hone
this may be considered again in the future.

Counecilman Hulings apologized for the inconvenience and any problems
which were caused by the July electric bills being late. He pointed out

. that the billing for August was on time and we hope there will be no

nore problems with the new billing machine.,

Councilman Snow gave an update on the Washington Avenue project.
The project has not been started as they are waiting on information
from the County Engineer and he is waiting on information from the
people who have the technical information on the pump he wants to use.
Once he has this information he will compile it and give us a report,

Councilman Snow reported that some of the pot holes have been repaired.

Councilman Holt stated that the Planning Commigsion wrote a letter %o
the Virginia Representative of HUD with copies to each member of the Board
of Supervisgors in opposition to the County Building a sewer system in the
McGsheysville area. They felt that the County, in deoing so, is competing
with Grottoes who 1s in dire need for a sewer system and with the Town of
Elkton 1f we apply for a grant to complete the water loop in our master plan.
There are numercus reasons why this would not be in the interest of the
County or the Town of Flkton. All of the town councils in Rockingham County will
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be writing a letter similar to the one wriftiten by the Planning Commission
and it was felt the Elkton Town Council shculd write a letter in opposition
algo.

Councilman B. B, Holt moved, seconded by Councilmen V., L., Cook Jr, and
carried that the Mayor be directed to write a similiar letter in opposition
to this McGaheysville sewer system in behalf of the Town of Elkton.

Councilman Holt reported on a letter from the Bureau of Water Contrel
Management in regards to the run off problem and pollution of our water
supply. The state has adopted a voluntary system of compliance with what
they call a group of Best Management Practices in reference fto nonpoint
pollution. They are asking the town te pass a resolution in support of their
program.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman S. P. H. Flick and
carried to adopt the fellowing resolution:

RESOLUTION OF THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON

The Town Council of Elkton, Virginia in a duly called
meeting resclved as follows:

WHEREAS it is recognized that poliutants from diffuse
or nonpoint sources degrade the water quallity of streams
in Virginia, and

WHEREAS this degradation of water by nonpoint sources
of pollution can restrict the beneficisl uses of those
waters by citizens of the Commonwealth, and

WHEREAS the Commonwealth of Virginia hag adopted a
group of Best Management Practices fo abate and control
the amcunt of nonpoint source pollutants from entering
the surface and ground waters of Virginia, and

WHEREAS the Commonwealth of Virginia has endorsed
a statewide voluntary program to implement these Best
Management Practices in order tc abate and control nonpoint
sources of water pollution,

BE TIT RESOLVED that the Town Council of Elkton,

voluntary action and a non-regulatory

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4 Proposed Use Hearing on the Federal Revenue Sharing Funds
Entitlement Period 14 {October 1, 1982 - September 30, 1983} and
Entitlement Period 6 (amount to be reappropriated) was held October
11, 1982 at 7:30 P.M. in the council chambers. Mayor Dean presided
at the hearing.

Mayor Dean stated that the purpose of the hearing was to allow
the public to present their suggestions regarding the possible use
of the revenue sharing funds for Entitlement Period 14 in the amount
of $17,213.00 and the reappropriation of $1,750.00 from Entitlement
Period 6.

There was no one present to make any recommendations.

Mayor Dean stated he had received a telephone call from Mrs. Hazel
Crider with a suggestion. Mrs., Crider was ill and unable to attend the
meeting. Her suggestion was that the revenue sharing money be put into
the water and sewer fund and that rates of the sewer be reduced today.
She stated the sewer rates are approximately three times greater than
the water rates and she feels this is unfair and unjust with the present
inflation. ©She feels if the town needs more money they should use the
interest and part of the Vepco rebate to help finance the sewer depariment
that they did not return to the citizens. She would appreciate any
cansideration the town could give the elder citizens in thie matter and
thanked the councll for allowing the Mayor to present her suggestions.

Councilman Tim Hulings suggested the town consider using some of the
revenue sharing money to make our govermment ag efficient as we can.
Our dasta processing causes many more problems than it should. Both in
the time consumed and in having information available when needed.
With the continual decline of our computer, he feels we should consider
investing some of this money in updating and purchasing a computer and
the proper software so we can have g more efficient office.

As there were no further comments, the Public Hearing was adjourned.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held October 11,
1982 at 8;00 P.M. in the council chambers with the Mayor Charles E, Dean
presgiding. The following council members were present: V. L, Cook Jr.,

Mr. R. Lorihg Cover and Mr. Frank Tinsley were present and presented
a letter with the following proposal on workmen's compensation insurance:

"We propose for the coming year and are prepared to issue
in the Aetna Casualty and Surety Company a participating policy
which was just aspproved by State Corporaticon Commission three
weeks ago.

We propose a participating plan based on loss ratlo, which
means premiums written divided by paid losses, using a total
payroll of $255,450.00 applying to various claseifications with
a standard premium of $8,500.00, using an experience modification

of .94.

Standard Premium $8, 500,00
Experience Modification .94 - 510,00

$7,990.00

Deviation 15% - 1,199.00

$6,791.00

Premium Discount 2.2% - 149,00

Wet cost to town $6, 642.00

Expense Constant + 60.00

Final NWet cost to townm  $6, 702.00

Dividend based on last years losses, the town would receive
a savings of approximately 25% or $1,698.00. The dividend will
be pald to the Town of Elkton six months after the expiration
of the policy. The plan is based entirely on the Town's individual
experience, Under this plan the dividend schedule is as follows.

We have several conditions which we feel that the town should
teke into consideration.

1. Engineering and loss control, sgerviced by the
company'!s engineering department. Rehabilitation
program on c¢laims to help reduce losges which
in turn will help the experience of the Town
of Elkton, thereby, affecting a savings to the
Town.

2. Local claims serviced by our office.

3. The rates are guaranteed for one year with no
contingent liahility on the part of the Towm,
no assessments due to any deficit fund.

4o Unlimited as to the amount of medical expenses.

5. How are future liabilities assessed should members
decide to no longer participate in the self

insurance program.
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We feel our local service 1s worth a great deal in deciding
who handles your insurance program since this agency is the
only agency in the past 25 years that has kept the Town's
insurance progrsm up to date and serviced your account."

Mr. Tinsley questioned if the town went with the VML Group Insurance
Program would they recelve the same services, how the audit procedure
would be handled and how prompt would claims be paid. He felt that only
by cutting services could the VML Group Insurance be more lucrative.

Councilmaen B, B, Holt moved, seconded by Councilman V. L. Cock Jr,
and carried to approve the minutes of the regular meeting September 13,
1982 as presented.

Councilman R. E. Davis reported that Chief Ebbert started work
October 1st. and 1s living in town. ZEach councilman was presented with
a summary of the police activities for the month of September. More
appropriate forms will be set up for future reports.

Councilman Flick reported that we have received our audit report
and each member of council received a copy. He pointed out that after
taking into consideration all accounts payable and other obligations, we
have a surplus of approximately $36,000.00. Considering the size of our
annual budget of $1,175,000.00 he felt this surplus to be a reasonable
figure.

Councilman S, P, H, Flick moved, seconded by Councilwman B. B, Holt
and carried to accept the audit report as presented.

Councilman Flick reviewed the following suggestions presented by
the auditors: '

(1) Even though items may be approved in the budget, all cash
di sbursements should be approved by scmecne other than office
personnel., In the few instances where invoices are not available,
a cheek request should be filed with approval for payment as
outlined above,

{3) We recommend that council establish a policy %o require two
gipnatures on all checks igsued except payroll for amounts in
excess of $500.00 or some other nominal amount. Council may
select.

(4) We suggest that the balance in the checking account at Virginia
National Bank be kept as low as feasible {perhaps $1,000) for
daily operations and all excess funds be deposited in the
Repurchase Agreement Account, thus earning more interest for
the Town.

Mayor Dean recommended that in regards tc recommendations one and
three, we have either the Finance Chairman or the Mayor sign all invoices
over $500.00. Council had no objections to this suggestion.,

Councilman Holt suggested that in regards to recommendation four
he agreed with Councilman Flick that councll should not set an amount
but Mrs. Leap be instructed to keep the checking account at the lowest
level possible in order te earn as much inlterest as we can on our
money. Council was in agreement with this suggestion.

Councilman ¥lick reported that since the Finance Committee had met
with all members present and had recommended unanimously that we go with
the VML Group Insured Program on workmen's compensation insurance on the
basig of Mr. Monte Hunt's presentation, he feels as Chairman of the
Finance Committee he must make this proposal. This is not made to
influence anyone as he feels the entire council should make the final
decision,
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Councilman S. P. H. Flick moved, seconded by Councilman R. L. Snow
to go with the V., M. L. Group Insurance Program on workmen's compensation.

There was considerable discussion on the proposals.. Many council
members still did not feel that the V. M., L. and Mr. Cover were guoting on
the same figures and would feel more comfortable making a decision if they
had a proposal from both groups on the same payroll information. Mr,
Davenport when questioned stated he felt that the $5,000,000.00 reinsurance
which the V, M, L. program has is adequate to make the fund solwvent.

The vote was tsken on the motion and recorded as follows:

G. Dean -~ nay

Mr. Monger was asked to contact Mr. Hunt to get a new quote from him
on the payroll information used by Mr. Cover and then we will have a special
meetlng to act on this. The speclal meeling was set for Wednesday, October
20th. at 7:30 P.M.

Councilman Hulings reported that our current rate schedules are being
gonducted, the information has been given to Gary Green who is doing the
rate study and he has assured Gouncllman Hulings that he would have the rates
ready by the 25th., of October. Council needs to take action on these rates
in order to make them effective October 1st. and have them ready for the
Treasurer o bill the first of November. Mayor Dean stated he would set
another special meeting as soon as Councilman Hulings notified him that the
ratés are ready.

Councilman Holt reported that he is working with Mr. Davenport on an
ordinance to clean up the town. When they come up with some firm suggestions
he will present them %o hig committee for their recommendations to bring to

council.

Councilman Holt reported on the following letter from the Elkton
Planning Commigsion:

At its September 27, 1982 meeting, the Elkton Planning
Commission heard a request from Mr. James C, Powell, 95 Ashby
Avenue, Elkton, Virginia fto subdivide his property fronting
Stuart Avenue on the west and bordered on the south by C
Street (Block 30, Section 3, Lots 6, 7, and 8},

It is Mr. Powell's degire to subdivide the three 50 feet
wide lots into two 75 feet wide lots. One lot would then consist
of Lot & and the north half of Lot 7, and the other lot would
consist of Lot & and the south half of Lot 7. A drawing
outlining the proposed subdivision is enclosed for your
corisideration.

It is the recommendation of the Elkton Planning Commission
that Mr. Powell's request to subdivide said property as ocutlined
be approved by the Elkton Town Council.”

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman V. L. Cook Jr. and
carried to approve this request by Mr. James C. Powell to subdivide his
property on Stuart Avenue.

Councilmen Flick reported that we have some street depariment funds
from last years budget that need to be reappropriated.

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Councilman Hulings reported that the Electric Committee met November
29th, and discussed some miscellaneous matters, none of which need to come
before council,

Mrs., Leap reported that the utility bills should go out by Wednesday
if there are no further problems.

Mr. Monger reported that they are still working on the contract with
the Elkton Grade School for their electric rate.

Councilmaen Holt reported that the Ordinance Committee met prior to
the council meeting at 7:15 P,M. They have come up with some modifications
of existing ordinances which will help in the task of cleaning up the town
and keeping it clean. The modifications are to accomplish three things. One,
tighten up the requirements so far as junk, junk cars, trash, etc. are
concerned on private property or people putting them on public property as
well., Two, it will give us a handle for enforcement and three, in case of
the junk car ordinance, lay on a possibility of & substantial penalty in the
case of non-compliance of the ordinance.

Be it ordained and enacted by the Town Council of
the Town of Flkton, Virginia, that Title IV, Chapter 3, of the
Code of Ordinances is amended %o read as follows:

Sec. 4-3-1 Inspection of vacant property.

The town superintendent shall periodically inspect
the vacant property in the town to determine if grass, weeds,
other foreign growth, trash, garbage, refuse, litter and any
other like items on such vacan®t property are detrimental to the
health, safety or welfare of the inhabitants of the town.

Sec. 4-3-2 Accumulation of junk or rubblish on
premises in open view.

Wo person shall allow any junk or rubbish to be,
remain or accumulate on premises owned, used or controlled
by such person, or on any street, highway, right-of-way, or
on any other lands within this Town, except when such junk or
rubbish be in a building or enclosure which hides such junk
or rubbish from view.

Sec. 4-3-3 Hotice to cut and remove.

When he deems it necessary, the town superintendent
may cause a notice to be mailed to the owner of a vacant
property in the town (1} specifying the detrimental items
described in Section 4-3-1 and 4-3-2 which have been found
on the property and (2) directing the owner to cut and/or
remove the items from the properiy or cause junk or rubbish
to be placed in a building or enclosure which hides such
junk or rubbish from view within fifteen (15) days after
the notice is mailed, If the owner is not a resident of
the town, the notice shall be mailed to the owner's agent in
town, or if there is no agent, to the owner's last known
address.

Sec. 4=3-4 Appeal to Council.

Any property owner to whom a notice is sent may
appeal in writing to the council within fifteen (15) days
after the notice is sent and protest the decision of the
town superintendent. The counecil shall thereupon affirm,
modify or overrule the decision which was appealed. Pending
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the counecil decision of an appeal, the owner shall not be
required to cut or remove the items on his property.

Sec. 4-3-5 Cutting or removal by town.

(2} If the detrimental items. shall remain on the
property and/or not placed within a building or enclosure
which hides junk or rubbish from view, after the notice
period established through Sectlon 4-3-3, and after any
extension of that grace period through Section 4-3-4, the
town superintendent may cause items to be cut and/or
removed from the property at the owner's expense.

(b} All expenses inecurred in the cutiing of grass,
weedsg or other foreign growth and the removal of junk or
rubbish ghall be chargeable to and paid by the owners of the
property and shall be collected by the town in the same
manner and by the same process as 1s prescribed for the
collection of town taxes. In the event that the costs of
removal are not collected by November 1 of the year in which
the same accrue, the amount of costs againet owners of the
property from which grass, weeds, other foreign growth, junk
or rubbish are removed ghall be placed on the tax bill and
shall be collected with the taxes. If such costs are not
paid by the time that a penalty would be added to the bill
for real estate taxes, such costs shall be collected in the
mamner and to the extent as exists for the enforcement of
demands between . individuals. There shall be a lien in favor
of the town against the property in question for the amount
of any unpaid cogsts for the removal of such grass, weeds,
other feoreign growth, junk or rubbish in accordance with
the provisions of state law as to liens for unpaid taxes.

Sec. 4-3-6 Mowing required.

Every owner of real estate within the Town of
Elkton shall mow or cut any grass, weeds and vegetative
matter, not including ornamental flowers and shrubs and
garden plants, located on such property, at least once
during the periocd covered by the months of May, June, July,
and August each year.

Sec., 4-3-7 Penalty.

The failure by the owner of property io cut, remove
or hide items described in Section 4-3-~1 and 4-3-2, after
being directed to do so pursuant to Section 4-33 or, on
appeal, pursuant to Section 4-3-4, shall, after the explratlon
of the period of notice, constitute a Class 3 misdemeanor,
and every seven (7) day period thereafter in which there
is a continuing failure to cut or remove shall constitute
a separate offense. The failure by the owner of property
to comply with the requirement of Section 4-3-6 shall
constitute a Class 3 misdemeanor.

ANl ORDINANCE TO AMEND
TITLE 8, CHAPTER 2 OF THE
CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE
TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA

Be it ordained and enacted by the Town Councll
of the Town of Flkton, Virginia, that Title 8, Chapter 2,
of the Code of Ordinances ig amended to revise Section 8-2-1
and to include a new Seectlon B-2-5, as follows:

Sec, 8-2-1 Keeping cf inoperative vehicles prohibited;
exceptions.
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It shall be untawful for any person, firm, or
corporation to keep, except within a fully enclosed building
or structure, on any property zoned for residential or
commercial or agricultural purposes any motor vehicle,
trailer or semitrailer, as such are defined in Section 46.71-1
of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended, whose conditfion is
such that it is econonically impractical to make them
operative or which has not been substantially operated during
a period exceeding one (1) year; provided, however, that the
provigions of this chapter shall not apply to a licensed business
which on June 26, 1970, was regularly engaged in business as an
antomolile dealer, salvage dealer or serap processor.

Sec. 8-2-5 Penalty.

Violation of Section 8-2-1 shall be a Class 3
nlsdemesnor.

Chief Fbbert reported he had received & telephone call from the National
Drug Rehabilitation in Louisiana. They have three slide presentations
on drug abuse; one for Elementary school children, one for Intermediate
School and one for High School., Chief Ebbert said this seems to be
a good program which he would like to get started in our schools.
