Mrs. Hazel Crider questioned the $2,000.00 for repairs to
the council chambers. She pointed out that it was her under-
standing that with the recent changes there would not be a great
amount of further expense involved and she feels the building
looks pretty nice. With the economic situation as it is, she
felt this money could be better spent elsewhere. She asked
what repairs council planned to do.

Councilman Holt explained that one of the main changes
proposed is to relocate the air conditioner and fan so that they
can be used during the warm weather and people still be able
to hear what is taking place during meetings. As it is now,
the fan and air conditioner have to be cut off in order for
people to be able to hear.

Councilman Davis stated that there are old pipes, etc. in
the room that need to come out. A lot of people use the council
chambers besides the council. We will also be having visitors
this summer due to the Diamond Jubilee Celebration and he
persomnally feels we should have one room that looks nice and
gives a good impression. He also pointed out that with some
minor repairs, the room will be more resourceful.

As there were no other persons present wanting to present
their views, the Public Hearing was adjourned.

COUNCIL MEETING
January 10, 1983

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held
January 10, 1983 at 8:00 P.M. in the council chambers with the
Mayor Charles E. Dean presiding. The following council members
were present:; R. E. Davis, 8. P. H. Flick, B. B. Holt, T. G.
Hulings, and R, L. Snow. V. L. Cook Jr. was absent. Norma .
Leap, Clerk, Gerald Monger, Superintendent and Dale Davenport,
Attorney were also present.

Mrs. Hazel Crider came before council regarding several
areas of concern in the Elkwood Subdivision. BShe stated she
was happy to read in the paper of the town's excellent financial
status. She questioned if the town council recognized or had
any feeling at all of obligation for the residents of the
Elkwood Subdivision. She stated that the streets are starting
to break up, the water pressure 1s low and the lighting is
poor in the Elkwood Subdivision. She requested something be
done about these problems. She had also read in the paper that
Chief Ebbert plans to have periodical traffic checks. A lot
of the citizens are upset and resent this. She feels this is
okay for high speeders, improper drivers, etc. but the other
citizens do not want this harassment. She pointed out that
North Avenue is a death trap and she felt it would be more
constructive to check this area more often rather than have
periodical traffic checks. . She suggested council consider
speed bumps on North Avenue.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman S. P. H.
Flick and carried to approve the minutes of the regular meeting
December 13, 1982 as presented. -

. Councilman Flick reported that the Finance Committee met
January 6th. with all the members present, Also present were
Mayor Dean, Councilman Hulings, Councilman Cook, Norma Leap
and Gerald Monger. The committee considered a request from
the police department for a petty cash fund of $50.00. It was
decided that the present system seems to be adequate so the
decision was to continue with the present system.

_ Councilman S. P. H. Flick moved, seconded by Councilman
B. B. Holt and carried to approve the Finance Report for the
month of November.

Councilman Flick pointed out that two departments are
running behind budget at this point, the Water Department and
the Police Department. The Water Department is behind due to
projects for which funds were in last year's budget but were
not completed. This can be taken care of by reappropriating
the funds left from last year's budget. He did not know for
sure why the Public Safety Department was running behind but
felt we should keep an eye on the situation.

Mrs. Leap stated that we have some appropriations from
last year's budget which need to be reappropriated. Also we
will receive more street funds this year than we anticipated
in this year's budget and we need to appropriate this amount.
We had also agreed to use the Vepco refund on our Route 340
projects and we need to appropriate this money. The following
First Reading was presented: '

Councilman Hulings reported that the Electric Committee met
Thursday evening January 6th. with all members present. There
were two electric customers present who felt they were not being
charged fairly. ©No real conclusions were reached on either
Complaint. TIn one case the customer has an accessory building.
She is being charged on a Commercial Rate, uses approximately
1 kwh a month and has to pay $10.08 for that 1 kwh. In reviewing
this situation, the committee could not justify placing the
building on a residential rate as requested by the customer.

The possible solution discussed was to disconnect the service

from the building and allow service to be connected from an
adjacent building owned by another person. The committee was

to check to see if this was permissable in the town code and

it appears this can be done with consent of council. The committee
is not asking for any action at this time as they have not been
presented with what house this will be done from or the procedure
in doing it. The other case involved Multi-Family Unit apartments.
In our new rate schedules effective November lst., we did away
with Multi-Family Dwelling rates. One of the people being

charged on that rate pointed out that he felt it saves the

town money by having one meter rather than four and he felt

he should be given some consideration as the new rate he is

now being charged on is considerably higher. The committee

is in the process of trying to come up with some solution. They
are in contact with our rate schedule expert and do not know

for sure at this point what, if anything, can be done and still

be fair to our other customers. Before anything is done on

either case it will be brought to council's attention.

Councilman Snow reported that he has received some calls
regarding the speed on North Avenue and the committee has discussed
stop signs on that street at several points. They will have
this under consideration at their next meeting. '

Councilman Holt asked Mr. Monger if he sees any problem
with the streets in Elkwood. Mr. Monger stated they are cracking
mainly on Hillside. The streets were inspected right before
Christmas and the highway department feels safe with the streets
right now.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman T. G.
Hulings to approve on Second Reading the following ordinance
to amend Title IV, Chapter 3, Section 4-3-1 of the town code:

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND
TITLE 1V, CHAPTER 3, SECTION 4-3-1
OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE
TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINTA

Be it ordained and enacted by the Town Council
of the Town of Elkton, Virginia, that Title TV, Chapter
3, of the Code of Ordinances is amended to read as
follows:

Sec. 4-3-1 Inspection of vacant property.

The town superintendent shall periodically
inspect the vacant property in the town to determine
if grass, weeds, other foreign growth, trash, garbage,
refuse, litter and any other like items on such wvacant
property are detrimental to the health, safety or
welfare of the inhabitants of the town.
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Sec. 4-3-2 Accumulation of junk or rubbish on
premises in open view.

No person shall allow any junk or rubbish
to be, remain or accumulate on premises owned, used
or controlled by such person, or on any street, highway,
right-of-way, or on any other lands within this Town,
except when such junk or rubbish be in a building or
enclosure which hides such junk or rubbish from view.

Sec. 4-3-3 Notice to cut and remove.

When he deems it necessary, the town
superintendent may cause a notice to be mailed to
the owner of a vacant property in the town (1) specifying
the detrimental items described in Section 4-3-1 and
4-3-2 which have been found on the property and (2)
directing the owner to cut and/or remove the items
from the property or cause junk or rubbish to be placed
in a building or enclosure which hides such junk or
rubbish from view within fifteen (15) days after the
notice is mailed. 1If the owner is not a resident of
the town, the notice shall be mailed to the owner's
agent in town, or if there is no agent, to the owner's
last known address.

Sec. 4-3-4 Appeal to Council.

Any property owner to whom a notice is sent
may appeal in writing to the council within fifteen (15)
days after the notice is sent and protest the decision
of the town superintendent. The council shall thereupon
affirm, modify or overrule the decision which was
appealed. Pending the council decision of an appeal,
the owner shall not be required to cut or remove the
items on his property.

Sec. 4-3-5 Cutting or removal by town.

(a) If the detrimental items shall remain
on the property and/or not placed within a building
or enclosure which hided junk or rubbish from view,
after the notice period established through section.
4-3-3, and after any extension of that grace period
through section 4-3-4, the town superintendent may
cause items to be cut and/or removed from the property
at the owner's expense,

(b) All expenses incurred in the cutting of
grass, weeds or other foreign growth and the removal
of junk or rubbish shall be chargeable to and paid by
the owners of the property and shall be collected by
the town in the same manner and by the same process
as is prescribed for the collection of town taxes. :
In the event that the costs of removal are not collected
by November 1 of the year in which the same accrue, the
amount of costs against owners of the property from
which grass, weeds, other foreign growth, junk or
rubbish are removed shall be placed on the tax bill
and shall be collected with the taxes. If such costs
are not paid by the time that a penalty would be added
to the bill for real estate taxes, such costs shall
be collected in the manner and to the extent as exists
for the enforcement of demands between individuals.
There shall be a lien in favor of the town against the
property in question for the amount of any unpaid costs
for the removal of such grass, weeds, other foreign
growth, junk or rubbish in accordance with the provisions
of state law as to liens for unpaid taxes.

Sec. 4-3-6 Mowing required.

Every owner of real estate within the Town of
Elkton shall mow or cut any grass, weeds and vegetative
matter, not including ornamental flowers and shrubs
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and garden plants, located on such property, at least
once during the period covered by the months of May,
June, July and August each year.

Sec. 4-3-7 Penalty.

The failure by the owner of property to cut,
remove or hide items described in section 4-3-1 and
4-3~2, after being directed to do so pursuant to
section 4-3-3 or, on appeal, pursuant to section 4-3-4,
shall, after the expiration of the period of notice,
constitute a Class 3 misdemeanor, and every seven (7)
day period thereafter in which there is a continuing
fajlure to cut or remove shall constitute a separate
offense. The fajlure by the owner of property to comply
with the requirement of section 4-3-6 shall constitute
a Class 3 misdemeanor.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman T. G.
Hulings to approve on Second Reading the following ordinance to
amend Title 8, Chapter 2 of the town code as modified:

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND
TITLE. 8, CHAPTER 2 OF THE -
CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE
TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA

- Be it ordained and enacted by the Town Council
of the Town of Elkton, Virginia, that Title 8, Chapter 2,
of the Code of Ordinances is amended to revise Section
8-2-1 and to include a new Section 8-2-5, as follows:

Sec. 8-2-1 Keeping of inoperative vehlcles prohibited;
exceptions.

It shall be unlawful for any person, firm, or
corporation to keep, except within a fully enclosed
building or structure, on any property zoned for
residential or commercial or agricultural purposes any
motor vehicle, trailer or semitrailer, as such are
defined in Section 46:1-1 of the Code of Virginia, 1950,
as amended, whose condition is such that it is economically
impractical to make them operative or which has not been
substantially operated during a period exceeding one (1)
year; provided, however, that the provisions of this
chapter shall not apply to a licensed business which
on June 26, 1970, was regularly engaged in business as
an automobile dealer, salvage dealer or scrap processor.
(Ord. of 3/14/77)

Sec. 8-2-5 Penalty.

Viclation of Section 8-2-1 shall be a Class 3
misdemeanor.

A letter was presented from approximately fifteen citizens
urging council to reject any ordinance that classifies all
non-running and seldom-used cars as '""junk", and thereby
discriminates against legitimate collectors.

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Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman R. E.
Davis to approve on Second Reading the appropriation of $16,000.00
as matching funds on the park project. The vote was recorded
as follows:

Councilman Holt reported on the progress of the Diamond
Jubilee celebration. The Board of Directors are in the process
of creating a non-profit organization. It is quite likely,
but not definite, that they will retain the John Rodgers
Company, the same company that put on the celebration twenty-
five years ago. The Rodgers Company has given the board some
proposals and there are some significant expenditures, but if
the Rodgers Company's track record continues there is every
indication that the Diamond Jubilee will at least break even
and quite possibly make a significant amount of money. They
will be incurring some up front cost quite quickly and Councilman
Holt proposed that the council appropriate a sum of $9,000.00
as a loan to the Diamond Jubilee Corporation in order to help
them meet their immediate expenses.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman R. L.
Snow to approve the First Reading to appropriate $9,000.00 as
a loan to the Diamond Jubilee Corporation.

Mr. Monger reported that they are still working on the
easements for the sewer project on the lower end of town.

Councilman R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Councilman B. B.
Holt and carried to go into Executive Sesssion to discuss police
personnel.

Councilman R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Councilman B. B.
Holt and carried to go from Executive Session back into Regular
Session.

I_Councilman Davis reported that each council member has
been given a copy of the police report for the month of December.

Mayor Dean announced that there would be a special council
meeting January l4th. at 7:00 P.M. to resolve some perscnnel
problems.

Mayor Dean reported that the Virginia Municipal League has
sent a form for submitting names of those interested in serving
on one of the Virginia Municipal League's six policy committees
and asked 1if anyone interested in serving would notify him.

Mayor Dean reported that the Virginia Municipal League will
have a Legislative Day February 2, 1983 in Richmond and those
interested in attending should turn in their names to be submitted
before January 26th. '

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman R. L.
Snow and carried to approve the following resolution:

RESOLUTION

WHEREAS the year 1983 marks the 75th year
of the founding of THE TOWN OF ELKTON, and

WHEREAS this important milestone provides an
opportunity to focus our attention on the growth and
progress of our town and

WHEREAS there has been formed a DIAMOND
JUBILEE Committee to carry out plans for commemorating
this memocrable event, and

WHEREAS it is the desire of us all that this
event be a self-sustaining one financially,

BE IT HEREBY KNOWN that the DIAMOND JUBILEE
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-Committee anticipates revenue from such projects as
admissions to an Historical Spectacle and historical
program, advertising booklet, a carnival and the sale
of such novelties and souvenirs as Booster Badges,
Membership Certificates, Commemorative Coins, Hats,
Bonnets, 0ld Fashioned Wearing Apparel, plus Ties,
Plates, and similar items,

BE IT HEREBY REQUESTED that no individual,
company, or organization will sell, trade, or give
away anything that has a Celebration reference or
connotation without first obtaining written permission
from the DIAMOND JUBILEE Committee, and that no
permits, franchises, or privileges pertaining to
Celebration activities will be granted to anyone by
the Town of Elkton unless such written permission’ —
is granted by the aforementioned DIAMOND JUBTILEE
Celebration Committee.

Councilman Holt moved, seconded by Councilman Cook and carried
to approve a procedure to lease the one half acre in question to
the county within the terms of the lease except that the town

Hazel Crider of Elkwood Subdivision was present and presented
a letter signed by twenty-one Elkwood residents asking the council
to address the following issues:

(1) WATER PRESSURE - There is not enough pressure to
the homes on top of the hill and the fire hydrant
water does not provide ample water pressure to
fight a fire.

(2) STREET LIGHTS - Need more lights. We appreciate
the lights but ask that the light be directed to
shine on the streets instead of in the woods and
the vards of the surrounding area.

(3) HILLSIDE AVENUE - This roadway is in need of
resurfacing.

(4) Removal of materials and miscellaneous equipment.

Mayor Dean stated that the Streets and Sidewalk Committee
would look into the materials stored there, the construction
equipment left there and the street needing resurfacing. The
problem with the wording of the deed has been straightened out
and we should be able to correct the water problem. Additional
street lights have not been discussed but the committee will look
into this. Council will respond to the requests at the next
council meeting.

Mr. Kenneth Whittington of 100 Mapleleaf Lane in the Elkwood
Subdivision came before council regarding a problem he is having
with surface water. He presented pictures for council to review.
Street water is coming down from Hillside Avenue, down Sweetgum
Street to Mapleleaf and damming up on Mapleleaf approximately
100 feet from the corner. This water is pooling and coming
across the road into his front yard. It has washed away approxi-
mately two to three loads of topsoil and cut a huge ditch. He
asked council to look into this problem and give him an answer
as to what they can do to correct this. Mayor Dean stated that
the Street Committee will check into this and get back with him.

Mr. George Williams of Washington Avenue stated he still
has a water problem but in talking with Mr. Monger it seems they
will be able to start on this when the weather breaks.

Councilman V. L. Cook Jr. moved, seconded by Councilman R. L.
Snow and carried to approve the minutes of the regular council
meeting February 17, 1983.

Mr. Monger reported that he has a quote on a 1981 model
garbage truck. It is a demonstrator with 10,000 miles on it.
Tt sells for $67,500.00. They will allow us a $7,500.00 discount
and a trade-in of $10,500.00. The cost to the town would be
$49,500.00. He had not plamned to buy a truck at this time but
this offer has come up and it looks like a good buy. They have
a rental-purchase plan and would probably bring the truck up
for us to try out. Council asked Mr. Monger to have them bring
the truck in for us to look over and try out.
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Mr. Monger reported that we do have a Deed of Easement concerning
our water line and the Easement for our sewer line seems to be okay
but we have not been notified as yet to their acceptance. The sewer
line will be contracted but Mr. Monger is not sure at this time how
they will go on the water line.

Councilman R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Councilman V. L. Cook
Jr. and carried to go into Executive Session to discuss personnel.

Councilman R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Councilman R. L.
Snow and carried to go from Executive Session back into Regular
Session.

Councilman R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Councilman R. L. Snow
to hire Jeffrey Nadeau as Chief of Police at a salary of $14,500.00,
a one year probationary period and his residence to be within the
corporate limits as soon as convenient. His employment will be
effective no later than April 18, 1983, The vote was recorded as
follows:

Cook - yea Hulings - vyea
Davis - yea Snow - Yyea

The Finance Report for February was approved as presented.
Mrs. Leap reported that they are working on the budget.

Councilman Hulings reviewed the proposed contract with Vepco
for street lights in Elkwood. The rates will be retroactive to
July 1, 1982.

Councilman T. G. Hulings moved, seconded by Councilman V. L.
Cook Jr. and carried to accept the contract with Vepco.

Councilman Hulings repeorted that he has a letter from the
Volunteer Fire Company regarding the donation of electricity for
their carnival and he will need to get with Mr. Berry to discuss
this.

Councilman Hulings repdrted that we are still in the process
of talking with the School Board about our electric service to the
schools. :

Councilman Snow asked for clarification regarding the discussion
at the last meeting on the paying of recreation instructors from
the money left in this year's budget for the Public Service Coordinator.
Council decided the Recreation Commission should present a bill
each month for the cost of instructors for the month and they will
be reimbursed for these costs, not to exceed the budgeted amount,
up through this budget period.

Mayor Dean asked if John Berry could clean the Community Hall
at least once a month and Mr. Monger stated he thought this could
be worked cut. Mr. Monger stated he feels if the hall is going
to be rented out for just $5.00 a month the people renting it
should be responsible for leaving it clean.

Mayor Dean reported that we have received a Vepco refund of
$1,950.86. This adjustment covers the period of September 2, 1982
through November 30, 1982. We did not raise our rates to our
customers until November and this is not quite half of what we
gave back to the customers by not raising their rates September
2nd.

Dale Davenport briefly explained the Legislative Action Call
which was received from the Virginia Municipal League. The 1983
Virginia General Assembly has mandated through a last minute
amendment to S.B. 226 that all counties, cities and towns MUST
FOLLOW the exact provisions of the 1982 Public Procurement Act
when acquiring PROFESSIONAL SERVICES. This means that any
alternative policy adopted by a locality for professional services
will be VOID; and that towns under 3,500 will also have to use
the professional service provisions even though they are now
totally exempt from this section of the 1982 Act. The bill has
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an emergency clause. Thus the provisions of the bill would take
effect immediately upon signature of the Governor. The VML is
asking Governor Robb to request an amendment to S.B. 226 to delete
this new mandate and is asking localities also to send a letter

or call the Governor to support their request.

Mayor Dean reported that the Virginia Municipal League has
scheduled two town meetings. The first will be held on March 30,
1983 in Williamsburg at the Fort Magruder on Route 60 just east
of Williamsburg. The second meeting will be held on April 20,
1683 in Roanoke at the Hotel Roanoke. Both meetings will begin
with registration at 10:00 and adjourn at 3:30 P.M. Those wishing
to attend should notify Mrs. Leap.

Mrs. Leap reported she will be attending a Clerk's Meeting
April 14, 15, and 16 in Manassas, Virginia.

As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held
April 11, 1983 at 8:00 P.M. in the council chambers with the
Mayor Charles E. Dean presiding. The following council members
were present: V. L, Cook Jr., S. P, H. Flick, B. B. Holt, T. G.
Hulings and R. L. Snow. Councilman R. E. Davis was absent.

Norma Leap, Clerk and Dale Davenport, Attorney were also present.

Mr. Kenneth Whittington of 100 Mapleleaf Lane in the Elkwood
Subdivision came before council regarding the problem he is
having with surface water. He had come before council at the
last meeting asking council to see what could be done to correct
this problem and was told by council that they would lock into
his request and give him an answer by the next meeting. As of
this date nothing has been done and no one has contacted him
concerning what will be done, 1f anything. He is still having
problems, he feels this is a town responsibility and he would
like te have something done. Mayor Dean stated that the Street
Committee has been up to look into the problem and will respond
to his request when they give their committee report.

Mr. and Mrs. George Williams of Washington Avenue were present
regarding the water problems they are having. Mr. Monger had
told them that as soon as the weather breaks they were going to
start on this and they were wondering what is being done at this
point. Mayor Dean stated this would come under the Street Committee
also.

Loretta Lantz of Mapleleaf Lane was also present. She stated
that she would prefer they cement the diteh in question but that
if the town decided to reditch and seed she would be more than
happy to water it every day as it does look pretty bad now and
reseeding would be a big improvement.

The minutes of the regular meeting March 14, 1983 were approved
as presented.

Mayor Dean reported that our new Chief of Police will report
for work April 18th.

Councilman §. P. H. Flick moved, seconded by Councilman R. L.
Snow and carried to approve the Finance Report for the month of
March.

Councilman Snow reported that the Street Committee has inspected
the drainage problem at Mr. Whittington's and can see that something
needs to be done. The committee has made no firm decision as yet
as to what they will do. It seems that once a problem is recognized
there is too much lag time between recognizing the problem and
getting something done about it and this situation is going to be
addressed tonight. Councilman Snow assured Mr. Whittington that
they are working on the problem and have not forgotten it. 1In
regards to Mr. and Mrs. William's problem, the committee knows what
they want to do but it is a matter of getting the engineering done
and getting someone over there to do it. They are going to address
this later tonight also.

Mr. Whittington stated that he realizes that this drainage
problem that exists is the result of an oversite by the developers
of Elkwood. There should have been a storm sewer put in or the
drain cemented and if council wants to put in a storm sewer he
is perfectly willing to have it run across his property. It has
been thirty days however since he came before council and he
feels that has been plenty of time to get something dome.

Councilman Holt reported that his committee had made tenative
plans to tour the town regarding junk, junk cars, etc. but did
not want to do this without Mr. Monger with them. Until Mr.
Monger's situation with his father being ill is resolved, they
will sit tight for awhile. They hope to get this done in the

near future.
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Councilman Holt reported on the Board of Supervisor's meeting
which he and David Frey attended today. The Board of Supervisors
had agreed at their last meeting to discuss a joint County/Town
Committee to work on common problems. They had sent an invitation
to all the towns to attend today's meeting although there was
some misunderstanding as to what was actually going to happen.

The Mayor could not attend and had asked Councilman Holt to
represent the town. There was a discussion on what they hope

to accomplish but the Board was unable to decide on how many
members from each town and the Board should serve on the committee.
The main area of concern in the Elkton area which was discussed
was the sewerage problem across the river on old Route 33. There
were several county citizens from this area present regarding
their problem. The Board has agreed to study this situation and
possibly work out something with the Town of Elkton. Councilman
Holt stated he did express to the Board of Supervisors that the
Town of Elkton is delighted by the recent expression of interest
in the welfare of the town by the Board of Supervisors.

Councilman V. L. Cook Jr. moved, seconded by Councilman B. B.
Holt and carried to go into Executive Session to discuss personnel
problems.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman V. L. Cook
Jr. and carried to go from Executive Session back into Regular Session.

Councilman Cook reported that we now have a proposed Deed of
Easement from Dr. and Mrs. C. I. Sease Sr. which we need to put
the sewer on the lower end of town. The specifications on this
line have been worked up and Bill Wise is looking them over.

Councilman V. L. Cook Jr. moved, seconded by Councilman B. B.
Holt and carried to accept the Deed of Easement with Dr. and Mrs.
C. I. Sease Sr. and to authorize the Mayor to sign the easement.

May 9, 1983

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held May 9,
1983 at 8:00 P.M. in the council chambers with the Mayor Charles
E. Dean presiding. The following council members were present:
V. L. Cook, Jr., R. E. Davis, S. P. H. Flick, B. B. Holt, T. G.
Hulings, and R. L. Snow. Gerald Monger, Superintendent and Dale
Davenport, Attorney were also present.

Mr. George Williams was present and stated that he knows Mr.
Monger has been over on Washington Avenue, has done some surveying
and they are still waiting to have their water problem corrected.
Councilman Holt reported that while the committee was surveying
the town regarding the weeds, junk, etc. they took another look
at Mr. William's water problem and Mr. Monger has come up with
a more economical way to drain this area and solve this problem.

Mr. Kenneth Whittington of Elkwood was present and expressed
his appreciation for having the drainage problem on Mapleleaf Lane
resolved.

Mayor Dean presented a letter from Mrs.Carolyn Gooden of the
Blue Ridge Garden Club requesting permission to place tubs of
flowers in appropriate places on the streets of Elkton.

Councilman Holt reported that he had received a telephone call
from Mrs. Crider of Elkwood asking him to again raise the matter
of the three things she is concerned about in Elkwood; the water
pressure, the deterioration of the road structure and the lighting
situation. Councilman Holt asked that these request be addressed
under the appropriate committee reports.

Councilman Holt stated that he would like to make a remark
regarding the report in the minutes of April 14, 1983 on their
attendance at the Board of Supervisors meeting. He would like
to make it quite clear that while the town is of course interested
in helping the people across the river, so far as sewer and water
are concerned the inquiry about town and county cooperation was
initiated by the county. It was not something that the town
asked for in the event something should arise about this in the
future. He wanted this clarification as a matter of record.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, the motion was seconded and
carried to approve the minutes of the regular meeting April 11,
1983.

Mr. Monger gave the following report:

1. The sewer project on the lower end of town is
being advertised at present and bid opening
is set for May 27th.

2. They have been doing some work on the Washington
Avenue Project and a quick estimate on cost would
be approximately $16,000.00 unless they find they
can make some changes.

‘3. Paving has been advertised and bid openings will
be May 20th.

4. They are getting some sidewalk prices but don't
know when these will be in.

Mayor Dean asked Mr. Monger what priorities have been set for
the street paving. Mr. Monger listed them as follows:

1. Shenandocah Avenue from Kite's Trailer Park to
Spotswood Trail.

Spring Avenue from Sixth Street to the Railroad.
"D" Street from Jackson Avenue to North Street.
If Route 340 is finished, we will pave Spotswood
Avenue from where the State stops paving back to
the West side of Hill Avenue.

£l
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Sidewalks were listed as follows:

l. From the Dry Cleaners to '"D" Street.
2. From High's Ice Cream back to Lucky Sigafoose's
house.

Mr. Monger reported he has been looking at rollers and has one
he feels we should buy at a cost of $7,800.00.

Councilman Davis reported that the Publie Safety Activity Reports
have been distributed to council. They will be coming out in the
near future with some new reports which will give comparative figures.
He also reported that the officers are in their new uniforms.

Councilman R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Councilman V. L.
Cook Jr. and carried to go into Executive Session to discuss personnel —
matters.

Councilman R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt
and carried to go from Executive Session back into Regular Session.

Councilman Flick presented the Finance Reports for March and
April.

Councilman S. P, H. Flick moved, seconded by Councilman B. B.
Holt and carried to approve the finance reports as presented.

Councilman Flick presented the following First Reading on the
1983-84 Budget:

There was some discussion regarding employee rate increases.
The Finance Committee when preparing the budget included a 5% —

increase for pay raises. This was to include a 3.4% cost of living
increase across the board for all employees and increases (including
cost of living) up to 67 on merit. Some council members felt that
in light of some job performances by some of the employees they
could not endorse an across the board increase. It was decided
that each Department Head would be allowed a total of 57 for
increases and would prepare Job Performance Rating sheets with
their recommendations of increases for each employee. The Mayor
would prepare the ratings for the Department Heads. These ratings
and recommendations would be reviewed by the Finance Committee and
approved before the Second Reading is taken on the budget.
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Mayor Dean reported that we have received a bill from Larry
Hoover for representing the towns of Broadway, Elkton, Grottoes,
Mt. Crawford and Timberville in their opposition to adoption by
the Rockingham County Board of Supervisors of McGaheysville Community
Service Area Plan in the amount of $200.00.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, the motion was seconded and carried
to approve the payment of $200.00 to Lawrence Hoover.

A Public Hearing on the proposed 1983-84 Budget was set for
June 6, 1983 at 7:30 P.M.

Councilman Hulings reported that we are in communications with
Vepco as to their upcoming rate increase but have no specific amount
at this time as the amount has not be approved as yet by either the
SCC or FERC.

Mr. Monger stated that ElectriCities will be fighting this rate
case but this will be the last time they will do this. In the event
they do not fight according to the way we think they should, the
Virginia Municipal Electric Association No. 1 is going to step in
and take up that battle.

Councilman Snow stated he would like to wholeheartedly endorse
the Blue Ridge Garden Club's beautification project and asked if
council needed to take any action on this. Mayor Dean stated a
motion was not necessary as everyone on council was in agreement
with the project.

Mr. Monger was given permission by council to purchase the
roller at a cost of $7,800.00.

Councilman Snow reported that the Street Committee did observe
the cracking up of streets in Elkwood as requested by Mrs. Crider
and decided that although it is a little unsightly, it is not an
alarming structural problem at this time. At present it is a low
priority item as far as the committee is concerned.

Mr. Monger reported that as far as street lights in Elkwood,
all he has done is contact Vepco, not in regards to any more lights,
but to try to find out who told them what kind of shades can be
used, or how you can change bulbs, to make the lighting brighter.
Vepco as yet has not given him an answer. Mr. Monger felt the
only way this could be done is to change globes and this might
require changing the whole light. Avery Whitfield verified that
you would have to change the whole light to get a prism effect.
Councilman Snow felt maybe we should try changing the lights on
the old ones before putting any more street lights up. It was
decided that the committee would look into the possibility of
putting in two more lights, one at the corner of Mapleleaf at
Mr. Whittington's and one going up the hill into Elkwood.

Councilman Holt reported that the Valley Banner had pretty well
covered in the paper the inspection tour made by Councilman Davis,
Councilman Holt, Mr. Monger and Chief Nadeau. This committee drove
through almost every street and passable alley in town. In so far
as junk spots are concerned, they came up with between thirty and
forty different citable instances and approximately a page on a
legal sheet of what we would classify as "junk" automobiles. Some
of these will not qualify as they looked first at those automobiles
not having current license plates, which does not necessarily mean
they would fall within the provisions of the ordinance. They feel
that the citizens have been aware of this and have had every
possible opportunity to voluntarily comply, so they are going
ahead with enforcement of these ordinances. They will start with
the most flagrant violators first. After making the inspection,
they felt it should be brought to the attention of the people who
may have forgotten that Section 9-1-1 of the town code provides
that it shall be unlawful for any person to keep any of the following
animals in the town: horse, mule, donkey or pony; cattle, goat,
hog, or other livestock of any nature. This is not a new ordinance
and there are some instances of violation of this code. People
are keeping livestock within the town boundaries and they will
have to be removed. Also Section 9-1-3 says it shall be unlawful
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for any person to keep or maintain in the town any chicken, turkey,
duck, goose, guinea, or poultry of any description whether or not
such fowl is penned or confined. They noticed quite a few fowl in
the town. It is a violation of the ordinance and the violation has
to be stopped.

Councilman Cook reported that as far as water pressure in
Elkwood, we are still working on a loop which would come across
the road at the Little League Ball Park and connect to a water line
on North Street. Two things we need yet is an easement first and
then we will have to bore under the highway. This will probably
have to be done by a private contractor. Mr. Monger stated he
feels the water pressure in Elkwood is no worse than in some other
areas. It seems some people in Elkwood have water pressure problems
and others do not, but the loop would help. Councilman Snow stated
that the easement can be signed at any time.

Mayor Dean stated he has a request from the Blue Ridge Garden
Club for a water hydrant down at the triangle. Mr. Monger stated
that putting in a hydrant there would be a problem. When the
plants were put in at the triangle there was an agreement with
John Hostetler to get water from the hydrant there at the little
service station. Mr. Monger did not know if anyone has talked with
Rodney Harman about this since he took over, but felt that Mr.
Harman would probably let us get water as it does not involve that
much., Mr. Monger stated he would contact Mr. Harman if the Mayor
wanted him to.

Carolyn Gooden stated she wasn't aware of the request at the
triangle but thought they were asking for a faucet to get water
on the outside of the Municipal Building so they could water the
plants out front.

Mayor Dean asked Mr. Monger and Councilman Cook to get with
Carolyn Gooden and try to solve the problem at the triangle and
see what they can do here at the Municipal Building.

Councilman Snow requested that should we put a hydrant or
something on the outside of this building, if it would be possible
to put a drinking fountain nearby. Mr. Monger stated they would
look into this.

Councilman Davis stated that one thing that bothers him and
numerous other citizens of the town is the lights burning on the
tennis and basketball courts hours on end on bad nights when no
one is around. He does not object to using this for recreation
but he feels this is wasteful to burn lights when the courts are
not in use. He recommended a committee, or some other method, be
set up to study this problem and come up with an effective solution.
He stated that he feels strongly enough about this that if we
haven't implemented something within the next sixty days or by
the July meeting, he will bring a motion on the floor at that
time to discontinue the use of the lights on the courts until some
efficient manner can be made to use them.

Mr. Monger stated that they were discussing this last week and
decided the best thing to do is put a switch in the dispatcher's
office and let her cut off the lights when the courts are not in
use.

Councilman Davis suggested something be done so that we can
cut off the lights on the tennis courts as they are not used during
the winter months. Mr. Whitfield stated it would cost approximately
$100.00 to separate the lights on the tennis court from those on
the basketball court. Councilman Hulings stated that he has played
out there and the present lighting system is lousy, as well as the
court itself. He is surprised the town hasn't been sued. There
are pipes sticking up that you can not see due to the shadows. He
feels if we are going to the trouble to put a new switch out there
we should put a couple more lights as it is not a good situation
as much as it is used. Mayor Dean requested the Electric Committee
to meet with Mr. Monger and Mr. Whitfield to try to work something
out on the light situation by the next council meeting.
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Mayor Dean asked Mr. Monger, that as people come in to give
him prices on the paving of the streets, to get prices on what it
would cost to put an inch of S5-5 on the courts.

Mayor Dean stated he had made a mistake when presenting the
bill from Larry Hoover for $200.00 and did not include the bill from
Bill Wise who also helped in opposing the adoption by the Rockingham
County Board of Supervisors of the McGaheysville Community Service
Area Plan. Mr. Wise's bill is for $200.00 also.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman T. G.
Hulings and carried to pay Mr. Bill Wise the $200.00.

As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned.

Welty Hensley, President of the Elkton Diamond Jubilee Inc. was
present to report on the jubilee progress and to thank council for
their loan and donation. He presented a request to council for free
electric, water, sewer and trash collection for the jubilee head-
gquarters until September lst. and at the Jr. 0.U.A.M. Park until
after the pageant in August. This request was referred to the
appropriate committees.

George Williams was present and asked how the Washington Avenue
project is progressing. Mr. Monger stated he has received prices
from one contractor and is waiting on a price from another. He
hopes to have the project started by July 1lst.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman R. L. Snow
and carried to approve the minutes of the regular council meeting
May 9, 1983 and the public hearing June 6, 1983.

Councilman Holt reported that the response to our clean up
ordinances has been most favorable, They have found it necessary
to write an official letter in only one case. Mr. Monger had
contacted this person several times and gotten no response. They
hope they will not have to take any further action but letters
are ready to go out if those which have not cleaned up as yet
fail to do so.

Snow and carried to grant the request by Mr. Welty Hensley for
free electric, water, sewer, and trash collection for the Diamond
Jubilee headquarters and their various functions scheduled at
the Jr. 0.U.A.M. field.

Mr. Monger reported that the room on the third floor which was
given to the library for use as a children's library is now being
prepared for use. They are going to have shelves installed for
the books and are going to need additional lights. It looks as
if we will have enough left under property repairs in the budget
that we could put in a drop ceiling before they start putting in
shelves, if this is agreeable with council. Councilman Snow
stated he felt if we were going to put in a drop ceiling in this
room we should do the room set aside for public use also. Council
had no objections to this.

Mrs. Leap suggested that if there are any surplus funds at
the end of the year, we consider putting carpet on the steps and
in the hallways. With little children going up and down the stairs,
she felt it would help in case of a fall.

Mr. Monger reported that R. Loring Cover would like to know
if council wants our insurance to be changed to have the expiration
date on June 30th. This will not cost the town any more money to
change the expiration date. Council was in agreement as long as
there is no price increase.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held
July 11, 1983 at 8:00 P.M. in the council chambers with the
Mayor Charles E. Dean presiding. The following council members
were present: V. L. Cook Jr., R. E. Davis, S. P. H. Flick,
B. B. Holt, and T. G. Hulings. R. L. Snow was absent. Norma
Leap, Clerk, Gerald Monger, Superintendent, Jeffrey Nadeau,
Chief of Police and Dale Davenport, Attorney were also present.

Mr. George Williams was present to inquire on the progress
of the Washington.Avenue project. Mr. Monger reported that the
contractor is suppose to move in July 18th. to begin work on
this project.

Mr. Kenneth Whittington was present and pointed out that
last January Mrs. Crider had come before council with some prints
of abandoned road machinery which had been left in Elkwood
Subdivision., Mr. Whittington stated he would like to resubmit
the prints. He pointed out that each week the Valley Banner
reports how much progress is being made on clean up in Elkton,
but conditions remain the same in Elkwood. He asked what the
status is on having this equipment removed and the status on
any additional lights which may or may not have been approved.
Mr. Monger has talked with Monger Brothers regarding the
equipment and they said they would remove it. Councilman Holt
stated he sees no real problem with getting it removed and
assured Mr. Whittington this equipment will be taken care of.
Councilman Hulings stated that they are still waiting on Vepco's
response regarding the lighting. Mr. Monger stated he had
talked to Vepco today and they do not feel changing the globes
will help anything. As far as putting in two additional lights,
Mr. Monger stated they are waiting to see what kind of price
Vepco will give us on changing them out. This will be discussed
further later in the meeting.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman V. L.
Cook Jr. and carried to approve the minutes of the regular
meeting June 13, 1983 and the special meeting June 27, 1983.

Mr. Monger reported that the street paving is completed
at a cost of approximately $20,000.00 and the sewer project
is going well. Most of the pipe should be in within the
week.

Councilman Holt stated that he feels that if those people
who complain about the town forces, and how little they do,
would make a tour of the town they would be amazed, as he is,
how the town force, as small as it is, does as much as it does.

Councilman Hulings questioned if the Big Wheel truck has
gone to Broadway for their use. Mr. Monger stated he notified
Bill Wise and had also tried to call Mr. Lohr but has not
heard whether they still want to use the truck or not.

Councilman Hulings asked about going under Route 340 with
the water line and Mr. Monger stated they have not started
that project as yet. This will be started as soon as they
get the Washington Avenue project going.

Mr. Monger reported on the work which has been completed
in the municipal building. Drop ceilings and lights have been
installed in the children's library and the meeting room on
the top floor. The small room at the front on the top floor
which is used for filing has been paneled and the ceiling
dropped. Nothing has been done on carpet as yet.
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Mayor Dean reported that the ball parks have been seeded,
a few light poles have been installed and the community center
has been painted on the inside. Mr. Monger reported that they
will probably start building stage for the jubilee in the next
week.

Councilman Cook reported that people are starting to mow
their lots. Mr. Monger stated they had made telephone calls to
most of the people rather than send letters.

Councilman Davis reported that the Public Safety monthly
reports have been distributed and they are taking applications
for possibly hiring a fifth officer. The decision has not been
made to actually hire one but they are taking advantage of the
opportunity to screen what is available while they are not
pushed to hire and have a full four man force.

Councilman S. P. H. Flick moved, seconded by Councilman
B. B. Holt and carried to approve the Finance Report. '

Councilman Hulings reported that he and Mr. Monger are
scheduled to appear before the school board on Wednesday
afterncon to discuss the electric rate for the elementary
school.

There was some discussion regarding the lighting in Elkwood
Subdivision and the possibility of installing two additional
street lights. Mr. Monger reported that a representative from
Vepco is coming down within the next day or so to look at the
lights in Elkwood again and to give us a price on changing the
present lights if he thinks it will give us more light. He
also is going to give us a proposal on sodium vapor lights
which put out more light. Council felt we should wait until
we get more information from Vepco before making a decision
on the installation of two additional lights or changing the
present lights.

Councilman Holt reported on a survey which was done last
summer by the University of Virginia School of Nursing on the
Town of Elkton. They interviewed some ninety residents and
some fifteen town leaders regarding what they thought about
Elkton. A copy of the summary of the findings will be filed
in the Clerk's office.

Councilman Holt brought to council's attention that our
next regular council meeting is August 8th. and that is the
first night of the Jubilee pageant. He suggested we postpone
the council meeting until the next Monday in order to not be in
conflict with the pageant. Council decided to postpone the
August council meeting until Tuesday, August 16th.

August 16, 1983 at 8:00 P.M. in the council chambers with the
Mayor Charles E. Dean presiding. The following council members

T. G. Hulings and R. L. Snow. R. E. Davis was absent. Norma
Leap, Clerk, Jeffrey Nadeau, Chief of Police and Gerald Monger,
Superintendent were also present.

Two representatives from the new repair ship the U.S.S.
Shenandoah were present to have a slide presentation and answer
any questions on this new ship. The ship is named after the
Shenandoah Valley and the Shenandcah National Park and will be
dedicated in Norfolk, Virginia on December 17, 1983.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman V. L.
Cook Jr. and carried to approve the minutes of the regular
meeting July 11, 1983.

Gerald Monger, Town Superintendent gave the following
report:

1. Sewer is now flowing through the new lines on
the lower end of town. The project is not
completely finished but there have been no back-ups
during the last few rains.

2. Part of the curbing is finished on Washington
Avenue. Contractors were suppose to come in
today to put in the pipe but did not show up.

If they do not come in within the next day or so,
the town crew will start on this.

3. The Department of Highways would like the town
to stop the parking on the left side of Stuart
Avenue North from Spotswood Avenue to "B" Street
and on the right side from Spotswood Avenue to
the alley. Gouncil felt that as this is the
Department of Highways decision they should put
up the signs. Mr. Monger was asked to notify
the citizens in this area and to make them aware
that this was a decision made by the State not
the town.

4, Mr. Monger reported that our highway maintenance
payments have been increased effective July 1,
1983 approximately 13Z.

5. The new sidewalk on Stuart Avenue has been
completed.

The monthly reports for the Public Safety department were
distributed to the council members for their review.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman R. L.
Snow to approve the First Reading to borrow $30,000.00 from
the Virginia National Bank at an interest rate of 6.75% for
a period of 36 months for the purchase of a Case Model 580 D
Series Loader Backhoe. The treasurer will be authorized to
sign the note. All council members present voted yea.

Councilman Hulings reported that, as the Mayor could not
attend, he had represented the town last night at the Valley
Mall's 'Meet the Mayors" night. He also reported on a meeting
which the Electric Committee and several members of the council
had attended to listen to a proposal by R. W. Beck and Associates
regarding a proposed study they are making for at least two
cities in Virginia, Manassas and Franklin, to explore the
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purchase of electricity from some source other than Vepco. If
other sources of electricity can be found this would help lower
electric costs for the towns. They would like to include the

gown of Elkton in this study. The cost to the town would be
4,000.00.

Councilman T. G. Hulings moved to approve the First Reading
to go ahead with the study by R. W. Beck and Associates at a
cost of $4,000.00.

Councilman Heolt stated he was not prepared to make any
decision tonight as he felt more information was needed and
suggested this be reviewed by our attorney before we have a
Second Reading on the motion.

Council instructed Mr. Monger to contact our attorney and
to inform R. W. Beck and Associates where we stand at this point.
A tenative date of Tuesday, August 23, 1983 at 8:00 P.M. was
set for a special meeting to have a Second Reading on the proposed
study.

Councilman Hulings reported that he had received notification
of Vepco's intent to increase our electric rates effective
October 31st.

Councilman Hulings presented a request from the Elkton
Volunteer Fire Company and Emergency Squad for the town to donate
electricity for a country music show at Blue Ridge Park on
September 10, 1983.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held
September 12, 1983 at 8:00 P.M. in the council chambers with the
Mayor Charles E. Dean presiding. The following council members
were present: V. L. Cook Jr., S. P. H. Flick, B. B. Holt,

T. G. Hulings and R. L. Snow. R. E. Davis was absent. Norma
Leap, Clerk, Jeffrey Nadeau, Chief of Police, Gerald Monger,
Superintendent and Dale Davenport, Attorney were also present.

Councilman V. L. Cook Jr. moved, seconded by Councilman B. B.
Holt and carried to approve the minutes of the regular meeting
August 16, 1983 as presented and the minutes of the special
meeting August 23, 1983 as corrected.

Mr. Monger reported that the sewer project on the lower
end of town is completed but that the Washington Avenue project
is not completed as yet.

Councilman Flick reported that he has asked Mr. Monger to work
up a monthly cost report on the "freebies"" given by the town. As
most council members were in agreement with this request, Mr.
Monger will start presenting a monthly report.

The monthly police reports were distributed and reviewed
by Chief Nadeau.

Councilman Flick reported that there would be no finance
report as we still have not received our audit report. The
auditors have indicated the report should be ready in about
two weeks.

Councilman Hulings reported that our attorney has received
a letter regarding the electric contract with the school board.
The Electric Committee will need to meet to discuss their
response. A meeting of the committee was set for Thursday,
September 22nd. at 7:30 P.M.

Dale Davenport reported that the magistrate had brought
to his attention that the town does not have an ordinance on
being drunk in public. Anyone arrested in town on this charge
is written up on a State warrant and the State receives the
revenues rather than the town.

Councilman Holt presented the following First Reading to
add a new section to the town code regarding being drunk in
public:

AN ORDINANCE TO ADD A NEW SECTION 9-3-102
TO THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA

9-3-102. Drunk in Public. 1If any person be drunk
in public he shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon
conviction thereof shall be fined in an amount not to
exceed $100.

Councilman Holt stated that when several citizens had first
suggested the town consider a yard sale ordinance he did not
feel we needed one at that time. However, after observing the
situation this summer, he feels we do need to come up with an
ordinance that will control those people who are making a
business out of yard sales and yet not put a hardship on those
who want to have an occasional yard sale. Councilman Holt will
work with Mr. Davenport on this ordinance. He stated he would
welcome any ideas members of council might have on this.
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Councilman Holt asked what the status is on the dumpster
site. Mr. Monger stated the county is still waiting on the
fence.

Welty Hensley came before council to thank everyone for
their help on the Diamond Jubilee celebration and the loan.
He reported that they have approximately $600.00 in the bank
and if they sell all their cookbooks, commemorative books, ete.
they should have about $3,000.00. The Diamond Jubilee committee
intend to continue functlonlng and plan to have several money
raising projects. Plans are being made to possibly have a
fall festival day with apple butter boiling, butchering, horse
show, ete. The committee may be asking for free utilities
again. They also plan to continue the Jubilee Ball in the
spring and Horse Show in the summer.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman V. L.
Cook, Jr. and carried to go into Executive Session to discuss
possible acquisition of property.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman V. L.
Cook, Jr. and carried to go from Executive Session back into
Regular Session.

Mayor Dean read the following letter from Virgil L. Cook,
Jr.:

"As my family and I will be moving from the Town of
Elkton in the near future, please accept my resignation
as a Member of the Council, effective September 30,

Councilman Hulings reported that he met with representatives
from the County School Board to discuss our contract on the
Elkton Grade School. Mr. Monger and Mrs. Leap also attended
the meeting.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held
November 14, 1983 at 8:00 P.M. in the council chambers with the
Mayor Charles E. Dean presiding. The following council members
were present: R. E. Davis, 8. P. H. Flick, B. B. Holt, T. G.
Hulings, H. A. Leet and R. L. Snow. Norma Leap, Clerk, Jeffrey
Nadeau, Chief of Police, Gerald Monger, Superintendent, and Dale
Davenport, Attorney were also present.

Mrs. Alice Lough was present and requested that council
consider the water problem on East Spotswood Avenue when they
begin budget preparations next year. She complimented council
on the good job done on Washington Avenue.

Mr. Bobby Satterfield from the Phoenix Development Company
was present to discuss the 40 unit apartment complex which they
hope to build just outside the town limits on Sixth Street. They
would like an agreement from the town to furnish them water and
sewer service. Council agreed to bring this up later in the
meeting.

Councilman R. L. Snow moved, seconded by Councilman H. A.
Leet and carried to approve the minutes of the regular council
meeting October 10, 1983 as presented.

Gerald Monger reported that the Diamond Jubilee Committee is
sponsoring two buses to attend the commissioning of the U.S.S.
Shenandoah in Norfolk on December 17, 1983. Those interested
in attending should contact Welty Hensley or Linda Life. Most
of the towns in the area are sending flags, plaques or resolutions
to place on the ship that day and Mr. Monger suggested we have
a flag made up to send along with a resolution. Jeddie Hensley
has agreed to prepare the flag.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman H. A.
Leet and carried to authorize the expenditure to create a flag
to be sent to Norfolk for the commissioning of the ship and that
a resolution be drawn up to accompany the flag.

The monthly police reports were distributed and reviewed.

Councilman Davis reported that they have advertised for a
dispatcher and will be reviewing the applications.

Councilman Leet asked if the town has any control over the
traffic light at the intersection of Route 340 and 0ld Route 33.
He feels this light could revert to a blinking light at night as
there is very little traffic late at night. Mr. Monger stated
that the State controls the traffic lights but we could make this
suggestion to them. Mr. Monger was asked to look into this.

The Finance Report for the months of July, August and
September was approved as presented.

Councilman S. P. H. Flick moved, seconded by Councilman
B. B. Holt to approve the audit report. The vote was recorded
as follows:

Councilman Flick pointed out that we did end the year with a
surplus of approximately $49,000.00.

Councilman Hulings reported that we have received a letter
from R. W. Becks Associates, the people doing our available power
supply study, and they hope to have the report ready by mid
December.

Councilman Bulings reported that we are scheduled for an
electric rate increase from Vepco effective October 31lst. but
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still have received no word from Vepco as to what percentage
increase we can expect.

Councilman Hulings pointed out that in reviewing the audit
report with the auditors, they mentioned that the electric surplus
is what carried the town last year and allowed us to do some of
the projects that were accomplished.

Councilman Hulings stated that it would be necessary to go
into Executive Session later in the meeting to discuss the
electric contract with the school board.

Councilman Snow reported that Mr. Monger had asked Frank Evans,
Assistant Resident Engineer for the State Highway Department, to
review and make recommendations of the surface drainage situation
at the intersection of Sweet Gum Street and Maple Leaf Lane in
the Elkwood Subdivision. Mr. Monger has received a reply from
Mr. Evans in which he states that it appears to him that the
pavement and shoulders are draining exactly as designed. He did
point out that it was important that the shoulder and ditch on
the southeast corner of the intersection be maintained in such a
manner as to not allow any overflow. He strongly recommended
that Mr. Monger not allow any change in the handling of the surface
water by non-standard methods.

Mr. Monger reported that some patching has been done and that
they have about another day of patching to be done.

Councilman Leet reported that the Water and Sewer Committee
are working on information regarding providing sewer service across
the river.

Councilman Leet reported that he has visited and looked over
the sewer plant. The structure is holding up beautifully and he
commended Mr. Monger and Mr. Herring on the job they are doing.

There was some discussion on the request by the Phoenix
Development Company for an agreement to provide water and sewer
service to a proposed apartment complex. Councilman Davis stated
he was not necessarily opposed to the project but he did not feel
he had enough information at this time to act on the request.

Councilman H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Councilman Holt to
agree to supply water with a four inch water line and sewer with
a six inch sewer line. This agreement will be in effect for a
period of 12 months. The vote was recorded as follows:

December 12, 1983 at 8:00 P.M. in the council chambers with the
Mayor Charles E. Dean presiding. The following council members
were present: R. E. Davis, S. P, H. Flick, B. B. Holt, T. G.
Hulings, H. A. Leet and R, L. Snow. Norma Leap, Clerk, Jeffrey
Nadeau, Chief of Police, Gerald Monger, Superintendent, and
Dale Davenport, Attorney were also present.

Councilman H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Councilman B. B.
Holt and carried to approve the minutes of the regular council
meeting November 14, 1983 as presented.

Councilman Davis reported that each council member has
received a copy of the Public Safety activities for the month
of November.

Councilman Davis reported that the Public Safety Committee
is investigating the possibility of going with central dispatching
entirely. The Fire Company and Rescue Squad have already gone
to central dispatching. The committee has no concrete proposal
at this time as they want to investigate thoroughly before making
any recommendation.

Councilman Holt stated he hoped the committee would inform
each business of their intentions before any action is taken.

Councilman S. P. H. Flick moved, seconded by Councilman B. B.
Holt and carried to accept the Finance Reports.

Councilman Hulings reported that the Vepco rate increase
effective October appears to be 8.267 but they are not sure what
the January amount will be. It will probably be about 127. Our
representatives are negotiating with Vepco and hope to reduce
these increases. He reported that at this time it looks very
favorable that our total increase should be about 7Z. The Electric
Committee felt it might be better to wait until January before
passing on any increase to our customers. We would have a shortage
for the first few months but we should recover this.

Councilman Holt and Councilman Davis both felt it would be
better to pass on part of the increase now rather than waiting
until January.

Mr. Monger reported that we should know something within a
week so council decided to wait until we hear something definite
and have a special meeting.

Mr. Monger reported that he had asked R. W. Becks and Associates
to give us a quote on what they would charge to study our contract
with the Rockingham County School Board regarding the rate on the
Elkton Elementary School and supply us with the necessary facts
and figures to support raising this rate. The fee they proposed
was 54,500.00. The fee seems to be teo much to justify going
ahead with this study at this time.

Councilman Holt pointed out ‘to couneil that Councilman Leet
has been a member of the Board of Zoning Appeals but had submitted
his resignation when he accepted the appointment to council. He
stated it would be necessary to submit a suggestion to the court
for someone to replace Councilman Leet on the Board of Zoning.

Mrs. Leap reported. that she had talked with Mr. John Hostetler
before the meeting and he had indicated to her that the Board of
zoning Appeals would be meeting on January 3rd. and at that time
would have a suggestion as to someone to replace Mr. Leet on the
board.
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Councilman Holt presented an invoice from the Harrisonburg-
Rockingham Chamber of Commerce for our 1984 Membership Investment
in the amount of $40.00.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman H. A. Leet
and carried to maintain our membership in the Harrisonburg-Rockingham
Chamber of Commerce by paying the $40.00.

Councilman Leet reported that the Water and Sewer Committee
had met and they have a proposal which they would like to present
to council but due to the nature of the proposal they feel they
should go into Executive Session to discuss it before taking any
action.

A request from Mr. Marvin Deavers of Spring Avenue for a water
hook-up was presented. This section of Spring Avenue is east of
Route 340 out of town. Councilman Leet stated he had discussed
this with Mr. Monger and he did not feel there would be any problem
with water pressure.
