An emergency meeting of Council was held January 8, 2003 in the Council Chambers at
6:30 P.M., with Mayor Wayne E. Printz presiding. The following Council members were present:

Attorneys J. Burns Earle and Lauri Sigler, Faye Vickers, Treasurer, and Richard Carey,
Clerk of Council, were also present.

Mrs. Vickers brought before Council a request from Family Dollar to waive a $10.00
penalty for personal property. Council unanimously denied the request.

Mrs. Vickers sought Council’s guidance for paying unbudgeted debt, which included a
Ross invoice for $820.00 to pay for the Town Christmas meal, the purchase of tables and chairs
from COSTCO for $1,360.00, and piano rental for the Christmas dinner from Gary’s Piano for
$200.00. The installation of telephone service at the Kite mansion will be paid from the regular
utility budget.

Reappropriations - First Reading

Council member Snow moved, second by Council member Dean, and carried to
reappropriate $2,380.00 from General Government Supplies to General Government
Special Events to pay the Ross, COSTCO, and Gary’s Piano invoices.

Business and Industry Rate Structure, Water and Sewer

Effective July 1, 2002, Council raised rates which included commercial accounts East of
Town. While entering the most recent water and sewer rates passed by Council on December 16,
2002, Mrs. Vickers discovered that six commercial rates would actually be lower than what the
customers had been paying since July 1, 2002.

Vice Mayor Murphy stated she believed the intent of the July 1 increase applied to
residential customers, although the motion did not specifically state that.

Council member Dean was requested to work with Mrs. Vickers to rectify the
discrepancy.

2003 Prjorities

Each Council member will present his/her priorities at a future committee or council
meeting.

Yice Mayor Murphy moved, second by Council member Dean, and carried to go
into closed session under Virginia Code 15.2-2907D to discuss annexation and 2.2-3711 to
discmss personnel issues, land acquisition, and golf course financing as related to land
acquisition.

Vice Mayor Murphy moved to go from closed session back into regular session and
that each member, to the best of his or her knowledge, certified that only public business
matters lawfully exempted from an open meeting requirement under Chapter 21 of Title
2.1 of the Code of Virginia were heard, discussed, or considered. Council member Pence
duly seconded the motion.

Mayor Printz set a Public Safety Committee meeting for Tuesday, January 14 at 6:00 P.M.
The other standing committees are tentative. After a meeting with Mike Breeden, Mayor Printz
will determine if a Special Council meeting to discuss annexation will be necessary.

Golf Course

Council member Snow presented the development, status, and mission of the Park
Authority. He listed $230,000.00 as a yearly Town liability, with assets being all the acreage of
the Kite property. The liability of the Park Authority was approximately $50,000.00 created by
two loans from the Town. He stated the mission was to develop a plan for the use of the 200 plus
acres.

The feasibility study will result in a master plan which, when approved by Council, will be
used as the basis to sell bonds which will pay for the construction of the golf course. Council
member Snow hoped the Park Authority would be able to relieve the Town of a large amount of
the Town’s debt. As the building lots sold, a percentage of the sales would remain with the
Authority for its operating and development requirements, and a percentage would be paid to the
Town.

The only property the Town would convey to the Park Authority would be the actual need
to develop the golf course. All the other land would be retained by the Town. It may be
necessary to use the golf course land as security to obtain the bond. The Park Authority may sell
100 memberships at $6,000.00 each to give it up-front money and the selling of building lots
would assist with the financial needs of the golf course until such time the golf course produced a
profit.

Concerned that if the golf course land had to be used as security for the bond, Council’s
option of leasing the land to the Authority would be eliminated. If the golf course failed, the
Town would inherit a liability under a lease agreement, which Council considered a deviation
from their original goal of protecting the Town from any golf course failure.

Future discussions will be held, pending the Town attorney’s findings.

As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned.

Committee Meetings
February 20, 2003

The Standing Committees of the Elkton Town Council met at 6:00 P.M., on Thursday,
February 20, 2003 in the Council Chambers. The following Council members were present:

Faye Vickers, Treasurer, Richard Pullen, Chief of Police, Todd McCoy, Director of Public
Works/Zoning Administrator, and Richard Carey, Clerk of Council, were also present.

Mayor Printz was contacted by the Dry Run Property Owners Association and was asked
to reserve the Council Chambers for their meeting. Council expressed no objection to the
request.

A resolution will be required to reduce the Bond interest rates from 5.0% to 3.8%.
Farmers and Merchants and Rockingham Heritage agreed to match the terms offered by Sun
Trust. Mayor Printz stated the terms with the two local banks remain the same, meaning no
additional paper work, choosing a new plan, nor a Public Hearing would be required. Mayor
Printz stated the yearly payment of $180,000.00 - $190,000.00 would drop to $140,000.00 per
year saving the Town approximately $400,000.00 over a ten-year period. A discussion followed
in which the terms of 15, 20, and 25 years comparisons among the banks raised questions about
actual savings for the Town. Mayor Printz stated he would have Mr. Miller present the plan to
Council at the Council meeting.

A lengthy discussion regarding electric connection rates ensued as a result of an inquiry
from the McDaniels Group, which needs service to nine suites in ShenElk Plaza. The current
$2,000.00 connection fee rate was considered to be too high by the McDaniels Group. Council
was divided as to maintain rates or to lower rates. Mayor Printz stated he would assemble
additional information for Council.

QOut-of-Town Water and Sewer Connection Fees/Rates

Council was confused by a fax from Miller & Earle in which connection fees and water
and sewer rates were addressed. Council asked for clarification of the memo, as Council could
not recall being advised by the attorneys during the process of raising connection fees and rates
that a study should have been conducted or that its actions could be open to interpretation of “fair
and reasonable” by the courts, if their actions were challenged.

Council member Snow added that “fair and reasonable” are what Council could justify.
He stated that pulling a figure out of thin air without data to support it was not justifiable, thereby
failing to be “fair and reasonable.”

Council member Workman believed these policies were enacted by an angry Council
which was dissatisfied with the then stalled annexation negotiations, and it was, “right or wrong,”
a pressure move. Council member Snow stated, “Some of the things you guys did before, we are
going to have to go back and redo because you did not have a logical basis, and I’m talking about
water rates, out-of-town water rates. The letter I got said they won’t stand up...I’ll support
lowering them.”

Mayor Printz informed Council that the attorneys will be writing TYCO Corp., t/a Pizza
Hut, regarding some issues.
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The use of the senior citizen van should be coordinated with Lynn Meadows. Council
insisted CART’s insurance coverage be in place and proof of insurance must be presented to
Council.

Bruce Senn has offered a piano for the Kite mansion. It will cost approximately $500.00
to restore it for use. Council member Dean wanted justification to spend $500.00 restoring
something that might be used a couple of times a year. Council member Snow suggested the cost
be added to a list submitted by Council member Workman for other needed repairs at the Kite
mansion. The Town’s maintenance crew could move the piano at no additional cost to the Town.

The feasibility study for the golf course will be presented on March 5.

The Spring event at the Kite mansion was again discussed. A date around the first of May
was acceptable. Council member Snow stated the event would be of little cost, if any, to the
Town if Council member Workman’s plan of involving civic organizations materialized.

The Park Authority has a recommendation to fill the remaining term of Herb Baugher.
Council member Workman’s list of repairs at the Kite mansion was given to Mr. McCoy.

Council member Snow reminded Council that Elkton’s centennial year of 2008 was not
that far away and plans should get underway.

Council member Workman was excused from the meeting.

Abate Adelphia Cable of $318.73, which represents pieces of several accounts due as a
result of a bankruptcy filing, was requested by Treasurer Faye Vickers. Council will act on the
request at the Council meeting.

Vehicles decals for emergency personnel will be on the Council agenda.

Vice Mayor Murphy stated Town employees had not been evaluated for at least two
years. She rewrote the evaluation form and policy, which were distributed to Council. The
rewritten policy reflects the absence of a Town Administrator. Vice Mayor Murphy asked
Council to review the language and offer suggestions to her before the Council meeting, at which
time the policy could be approved.

Employee evaluations are a tool for Council to determine across-the-board increases, or
across-the-board increases with merit increases, or just merit increases. She favored getting away
from across-the-board increases because there were exceptional employees who consistently go
above and beyond what is required. A simply cost of living increase is also an option for Council.

Offering clarification on terms, Vice Mayor stated that the term “supervisory personnel”
applied to a Town Administrator and the Department Heads. A matter of importance was that
the evaluated employee would not see his/her evaluation until the evaluator and reviewer had
reached a consensus on the final rating.

Stating fairness as the issue, Vice Mayor sought a uniform policy regarding the sending of
flowers to a bereaved family. She preferred limiting the practice to Town employees and their
immediate families, and those who serve on the Town’s boards and commissions.

Council member Sigafoose requested an itemized total spent on snow removal.
Vice Mayor Murphy moved, second by Council member Dean, and carried to go

into closed session under Virginia Code 2.2-3711 to discuss land acquisition and personnel
issues.

CITIZEN COMMENTS

Lebert Roach, 516 Chestnut Avenue, spoke on behalf of the Elkton Church of God and
sought corrective action for on-going sewer backups in the church basement due to severe
storms. He stated the church has one floor drain that connects to the sewer system, but the
church would correct that problem. Council member Dean was appointed to look into the
problem.

Hazel Crider, 114 Hillside, questioned who owns the lots to be sold around the proposed
golf course, and who was liable for debts incurred with the construction and possible demise of a
golf course. She suggested cameras be placed to observe and protect Elkton’s water supply. An
invitation was extended to attend the 7:00 P. M., meeting of the Neighborhood Watch tomorrow
night at the County Inn. A video of the Elkton Police Department’s K-9 will be shown.

In response to Mrs. Crider, attorney Miller stated all the real estate associated with the
golf course is owned by the Town. “The golf course issue has not developed to the level where
there is any obligation on the Town at all,” stated Mr. Miller, whose mission from the beginning
was to protect the Town’s interest by eliminating any liability associated with the development of
a golf course. The Park Authority is now developing a plan, which includes the selling of lots and
how that would be handled if that becomes part of the plan. The information gathered to this
point has not been sufficient for the Authority to develop a plan. When the Authority has a plan it
will be presented in open forum to the community. Mr. Miller added, “There are lots of pieces to
this puzzle. One of the big pieces to the puzzle is the one that I am trying to help the Council and
Authority to put together to not expose the Town to the obligation directly. At this point, there is
no obligation out there because no land has been transferred to the Authority.”

Chief Pullen recognized officers Rodney Hensley and James Morris for receiving a Letter
of Commendation from the Commonwealth’s Attorney office.

Resolution to Lower Bond Interest Rates

Originally, two local banks, Rockingham Heritage and Farmers and Merchants, each
floated a one million dollar bond at a rate of 5% with a ten year call, over a twenty five year
period. Mayor Printz relentlessly sought a lower rate and found it with SunTrust which offered
3.8% with a ten year call, over a twenty year period. Mayor Printz calculated a $400,000.00
savings to the Town over a ten year period with the SunTrust offer. The local banks were
approached and agreed to match the 3.8% offered by Sun Trust.

The confusion appeared to be in the repayment schedule. The repayment tables among the
three banks differed and Mayor Printz was not satisfied with the information, considering all three
banks were calculating at 3.8%. Considering the possibility of exposing the Town to repeat the
process of the original bonds, Mayor Printz sought to remain with the Rockingham Heritage and
Farmers and Merchants. Mr. Miller advised that legally the Town could reissue the bonds
through other banks without another Public Hearing. Another option was to lock-in a lower rate
for a fifteen year period.

With all the additional information and options, Mr. Miller suggested that the Finance
Committee meet with Mrs. Vickers and give him direction.

Robert E. Wimer II of RBC Dain Rauscher discussed the maturing of a $50,000.00 Repo
Account CD and a $100,000.00 Recreation Center CD on March 18, 2003.

Budget

“You can’t spend what you don’t have.” With that statement Mrs. Vickers forewarned
Council of budget busters, giving attorney fees as an example. A chart was presented to Council
which supported her position that a serious, hard look had to be given to the repayment of
borrowed money.

Mrs. Vickers also questioned the record keeping of Elkton Area United Services. Two
accounts were paid by fuel assistance and EAUS paid the same accounts, thereby creating a credit
on those two accounts. EAUS paid electric bills totaling $1,553.84 in the month of March.
Considering Council recently voted a $1,000.00 donation to EAUS, Mrs. Vickers stated perhaps
it would be simpler just to credit a few electric accounts.

Council inquired if Mrs. Vickers had made EAUS aware of this situation. Her reply was
no, that she does not make it a practice to interfere in how a business operates. Mayor Printz
stated that a letter would be sent to EAUS to give them a “heads-up” regarding this issue.

Council member Sigafoose once again asked for an accounting of expenses for snow
removal.

Qut-of Town Water and Sewer Connection Fees

Council member Dean will present a motion to reduce water connection fees to $1,800.00
and sewer connections to $2,200.00, plus any costs incurred by the Town to perform the work.

VEHICLE USE
AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is entered into this day of , 2003,
between THE TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA, a Virginia municipal corporation (hereinafter
called the “Town), and THE COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION FOR RURAL
TRANSPORTATION, (hereinafter called “CART”) with principal offices at

IN CONSIDERATION of the mutual covenants and conditions in this Agreement, the
Town and CART agree as follows:

1. Use of vehicle. The Town loans to CART and CART borrows from the Town the
motor vehicle described as (hereafter the
“vehicle”) on a temporary daily basis further described herein. CART shall be entitled to use the
vehicle as back-up to their two vehicles on an emergency basis and only if the Town is not in need
of the vehicle.
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2. Fees. The Town shall not charge a fee to CART for the use of the vehicle, but
CART shall pay for the fuel it uses and shall replace any fuel that is used prior to returning the
vehicle to the Town.

3. Insurance by Town. The Town certifies it has in force primary insurance coverage
for the vehicle to be loaned to CART.

4. Insurance coverage by CART. CART certifies it has in force “Hired and Non-
Owned Auto Liability” coverage which provides liability coverage on borrowed or leased
vehicles. Additionally, CART has “Hired Car Physical Damage” coverage providing
comprehensive and collision coverage on any hired or borrowed vehicles. CART shall list the
Town as a beneficiary on its current insurance policies.

5. Operation of vehicle. CART shall not use or permit the use of the leased vehicle
in a negligent or improper manner. Further, CART shall not operate the vehicle in violation of
any law or so as to void any insurance covering the vehicle or permit the vehicle to become
subject to any lien, charge, or encumbrance.

6. Driver of vehicle must be licensed. CART agrees that when using the vehicle it
shall be driven at all times by a licenced qualified driver.

7. Risk of loss. CART shall bear all risk of damage or loss to the vehicle, or any
portions of the vehicle, not covered by insurance.

8. Indemnity. CART agrees to indemnify the Town against all claims, losses,
causes of action, and expenses, including attorney fees and legal expenses, arising from the use
and operation of the vehicle.

9. Termination of agreement. This Agreement shall terminate upon either party
giving the other party thirty (30) days’ written notice. Notice to the Town shall be to
at . Notice to CART shall be to at

10.  Choice of law. This Agreement shall be governed exclusively by its provisions and
by the laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia, as amended.

11.  Severability. In the event any provision of this Agreement be held to be void or
unenforceable, all the other provisions hereof shall nevertheless continue in full force and effect.

12. Amendments. This Agreement may be amended or canceled only by a written
agreement signed by both of the parties. The failure of either party to insist upon the strict
performance of any of the provisions of this Agreement shall not be deemed a waiver of the right
to insist upon performance of such provisions or of any other provisions of this Agreement at any
time whatsoever.

13.  Entire Agreement. This Agreement contains the entire understanding between the
parties, and there are no oral or written promises, inducements or Agreements whatsoever
between them, except as provided herein.

14.  Cooperative drafting of agreement. The parties agree that they have worked
cooperatively in drafting this Agreement. Therefore, the parties have agreed that the rule which
provides that ambiguities shall be construed against the drafter of the document shall not apply to
this Agreement.

15.  Assignment. Neither party shall have the right, power or authority to assign their
rights and obligations under this Agreement.

Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) each, respectively to Rockingham Heritage Bank and Farmers &
Merchants Bank of Timberville.

WHEREAS, the Town has now negotiated with the lenders, Rockingham Heritage Bank
and Farmers & Merchants Bank of Timberville, to obtain a more favorable interest rate and adjust
the term of repayment.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE
TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA THAT:

(1)  The term of the above-referenced outstanding Bonds issued to Rockingham
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Heritage Bank and Farmers & Merchants Bank of Timberville, Virginia, for One Million Dollars
($1,000,000.00) each and said Notes being executed on March 22, 2002, is adjusted from a
twenty-five (25) year term to a twenty (20) year amortization from the date of issue, March 22,
2002.

(2)  The rate of interest on the above-referenced outstanding Bonds issued to
Rockingham Heritage Bank and Farmers & Merchants Bank of Timberville, Virginia, for One
Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) each and said Notes being executed on March 22, 2002, hereby
be reduced from 5% per annum to 3.80% per annum for the remaining twenty (20) year term
calculated on an accrual basis for 30/360 days. The bonds remain subject to mandatory call on
July 15, 2012.

(3)  The bonds will be amortized over the original twenty (20) year term with the
interest adjustment commencing March 22, 2003.

(4)  The Mayor and such other Town officials shall take such other actions and
execute such other documents as may be required to implement this resolution and perform the
terms and conditions set out in the Bond Loan Term Sheet dated February 19, 2003 prepared by
the Lenders, Rockingham Heritage Bank and Farmers & Merchants Bank of Timberville.

(5)  Inall other respects the Town reaffirms all terms, conditions and obligations as
set out in the initial Bond documents executed by the Town on March 22, 2002.

Electric

Council member Sigafoose presented his study and recommendations regarding
commercial multi-meter electric connection rates. The current rate of $2,000.00 per meter was
considered cost-prohibitive by some members of council, thereby creating an unfriendly business
position as expressed by some developers. Although still not fully embraced by all of council, a
common ground of acceptability was achieved. Council member Sigafoose will present a motion
at the next Council meeting to lower the commercial multi-meter connection rates - interpreted to
mean a “bank™ of meters - to $2,000.00 for the first meter and $1,000.00 for each additional
meter. A single meter connection will remain at $2,000.00. Council also discussed lowering
residential connection rates, but agreed to revisit the issue at a later date.

Council member Sigafoose shared information concerning the difficulty of a local business
to contact an on-call employee during an electrical malfunction. Contact was made with the
Sheriff’s Department where the dispatcher on duty contacted the Elkton Police Department and
the officer on duty contacted Todd, who contacted the appropriate personnel. Council member
Sigafoose thought the process was tedious and time-consuming.

Vice Mayor Murphy assumed this problem had been resolved long ago by supplying the
Sheriff’s Department with a weekly on-call contact schedule. Council agreed that Mr. McCoy
should write the Sheriff’s Department and state that he is the primary contact for any after-hours
utilities problems and emergencies. The Elkton Police Department would serve as secondary
contact.

Finance

Council will correct a column error and recommend fuel rate adjustment.

Based on a recommendation from Treasurer Vickers, Council will change the business
license renewal date to June 1 and require a Schedule C.

Council member Workman sought a free-of-charge Town decal for Elkton residents who
belong to the McGaheysville Fire Department. The issue remained unresolved.

The following is verbatim:
Quote:

Council member Snow: Mayor, Monday night, are we going to restrict comments?
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Mayor Printz: I will do whatever you want. There will be rules that there will be no attacking

people; there will be rules - the Charter says 3 minutes if I’m not mistaking - I think 3 minutes is
more than enough.

Council member Snow: We don’t need to sit here and listen to people bad mouth anybody up here
or our decision regarding personnel matters.

Mayor Printz: The only thing I will say, Randell, not in defense of anybody, I think that people
have the right, that citizens have the right, to say their opinion. You don’t want to restrict that
too much.

Council member Sigafoose suggested a large group who wish to address the same topic should
name a spokesperson to present their views.

Mayor Printz: Well, you got to be real careful. Now you’re over there in Iraq fighting for
freedom and you’re telling people they can’t talk in the United States of America, so you got to
be real careful. You guys are veterans - a lot of you guys are veterans. The First Amendment
gives you the right to speak. I think the crowd should be controlled, the verbiage should be
controlled, and the time should be controlled.

Council member Pence: After they speak, and I know it’s going to happen, I want to speak.
Vice Mayor Murphy: I want to speak, too.

Council member Sigafoose: So do I, but I was going to sign up to speak first.

Vice Mayor Murphy: I don’t want to get into a position where I'm attacking someone in the
audience, but I can tell anybody sitting in this room if they’ve got plans of attacking me - which I
already know that is slated, okay? - I'm going to attack back. If they sit there and think they are
going to attack the Chief or any employee in here they’re going to get attacked back, and I’'m
telling you that now.

Mayor Print: Why are you pointing at me?

Vice Mayor Murphy: I'm pointing at you because the information I have is you have instigated
this with Mike O’Neill.

Mayor Printz: I have not instigated this with Mike O’Neill. You are wrong again. Just like you
were wrong when you did this the way you did it, Ms. Murphy.

Vice Mayor Murphy: That I did what?

Mayor Printz: That you conspired with the Chief back here to do what you did.
Vice Mayor Murphy: Did I conspire guys?

Mayor Printz: Yes, you did.

Vice Mayor Murphy: Did I call any of you and ask you how you were going to vote? You take
that accusation back.

Mayor Printz: I’'m not taking anything back. I’'m telling you that you are wrong. Mike O’Neill
was the one calling me and chewing my butt about it.

Vice Mayor Murphy: And Mike O’Neill seemed to have a lot of information that was in closed
session and Mike O’Neill made the assumption that the Chief and I orchestrated this thing.
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Mayor Printz: Well, you did.

Vice Mayor Murphy: How did I orchestrate it, Wayne? Let’s hear it. How did I orchestrate
anything?

Council member Snow: I thought all this was done.
Council member Sigafoose: I'm not going to sit here and listen to this.
Vice Mayor Murphy: That is a serious allegation, Wayne.

Mayor Printz: You and the Chief worked behind my back to do this, Cathy, and I’m very ashamed
about it.

Vice Mayor Murphy: What about these others here? Did they not go behind your back?

Mayor Printz: No, they were no involved to the level that you were involved.

Vice Mayor Murphy: What level was I involved?

Mayor Printz: As a matter of fact, if you all had given me the opportunity as Chief Executive
Officer of the Town, then maybe we could have reviewed the thing to see if it even had credibility.
Council member Dean: Alright, alright, alright. We need to conduct Committee meetings and get
them over with. If you want to argue after that, that’s fine.

Council member Sigafoose: I agree with that.

Vice Mayor Murphy: This is a Council decision on how this is going to be handled Monday night.
Mayor Printz: I am the Chair and that is one thing you don’t have control over.

Council member Dean: Give them 3 minutes. Does Council agree with that?

Mayor Printz: I will do whatever this Council tells me to do.

Council member Snow: I don’t agree that they have the right to come in here and second guess
us.

Vice Mayor Murphy: I don’t either.
Council member Dean: Well, I know that. I don’t agree with that either.
Council member Snow: And if they start that we can ask them to stop or be removed.

Council member Pence. Well, I put it like this: I know who’s going to be here. I know who’s
going to be here. I'm going to tell them I don’t know how many people setting out there voted
for me, I really don’t care, but I'm in this seat, they put me here and I’m going to tell
Neighborhood Watch you all don’t run this Town. The seven of us do. Case is closed as far as
I'm concerned.

Mayor Printz: I don’t have a problem with that, Theo. When we do things of this sort I certainly
hope in the future that we take a look at the facts before we do something like this. The facts
were not right. The proper chain of command was not followed in this particular situation and
there’s a whole lot of fallout that’s going to happen because of it.
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Council member Workman: Really it’s not. The Council voted and if they want to change
anything let them run for election. That’s their alternative.

Council member Pence: The first year I was on Council I was involved in firing two police
officers and we never went through this (expletive).

Council member Workman: How quickly they forget.

Council member Pence: Why do we have to go through it now?

Council member Workman: Because of the association.

Mayor Printz: Theodore, when we were in here, and even when that crew - we are not in private
session so I can’t say - we went through an awful lot with the officers. We brought them in here
when we found out certain things out in Harrisonburg that were not even known anything about
and, yes, we did question those officers. We questioned all the officers. You’ll remember when
we found some things we did not like and, if you remember, the lawyer was right here and he
helped them walk right through that thing.

Vice Mayor Murphy: No one got terminated.

Mayor Printz: Maybe no one go terminated through it, but the point I am making is we
investigated it.

Vice Mayor Murphy: Yes, we investigated too. Sorry you didn’t get to, we did, but I want for
the record, because you have made an accusation here - you all can choose to answer or not
answer - but, as a fellow Council person, I would like each one of you to say whether I conspired
with you to get this person fired.

Mayor Printz: Did you have a conversation with. ..

Vice Mayor Murphy: Not you. Not you. I’'m asking Council.

Mayor Printz: Did you have a conversation with the Chief prior to this?

Vice Mayor Murphy: We all did. Six of us did. I want to know from each of these people if they
feel they can answer whether I conspired.

The
next time he brought it up was when he was sitting in that chair.

Council member Snow: The Chief made me aware of the situation and I never talked to anybody
else.

CITIZEN COMMENTS

Lee Dearing, 124 North Street, read the following statement:

“I’m here tonight to present to the council the results of the five law suits that were filed
against me and the Town of Elkton. The incident occurred on February 15, 1999 and the suits
were filed on May 30, 2000. The reason that I want to address this in public is so that it becomes
a part of the official minutes of the Town records. There was a law suit filed and settled in the
80s and to this day no one was told what the settlement was. But there are many rumors. I want
to present the facts to insure that there are no rumors.

There were S people making a claim for the same occurrence. The Virginia Municipal
League (VML) Insurance referred the defense of the Town to Schaffer & Cabell, and Harman,
Clayton, Corrigan and Wells defended me as Mayor. Dave Corrigan was my attorney. Officer
Donald Dean’s claim went through all the courts to include the Virginia Supreme Court and at all
levels the courts ruled in favor of the Town and myself. All cases and claims were closed on
October 25, 2002 with none of the claimants receiving a penny. The VML did pay out
$53,643.02 for legal expenses to defend the claim. I am pleased with the outcome and believe in
the Judicial System.

There was one thing that I did learn from this whole ordeal. There are many people in
Elkton willing to tell you what is wrong and encourage you to correct all the wrongs, but when
the law suits are filed this world becomes a lonely place and very few can remember the truth or in
most cases just don’t want to get involved.

Remember that tonight many are here to speak on a subject that only you as a Council
have all the facts. As elected officials, you must do what is right for Elkton.”

Frank Meleski, 604 North Stuart Avenue, read the following statement:
“I have several questions that need to be addressed by the Mayor and/or Council or both.
First, I would like to know when the feasibility study on the golf course is going to be

released. And if it isn’t going to be released, why not? And last, is it going to be necessary to
invoke the Freedom of Information Act to have access to information that the Town paid for with
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our funds, which, in my view entitles the citizens of Elkton to this information as matter of right,
not subject to your discretion. The only reason I can think of for not making the report public is
that it doesn’t show that it is feasible at this time, and you’re trying to put a good spin on it. If
you have been reading the papers, everyone knows that Harrisonburg is saddled with what looks
to be a 500,000 dollar loss last year and with the excess of golf courses in the area, that isn’t
about to change next year and I’d bet it will take close to ten years to turn that around. If we
continue with the golf course now, we will be in the same boat, and a small town like Elkton can’t
afford that kind of expense. I know that the recreation authority would like to sell the lots off on
the site to finance the golf course, but I hope you won’t let that happen or even discuss it. Instead
of the town paying off the debt, you would be adding to the debt of siphoning off the money from
the lots and sinking it into a money pit. I don’t believe the residents of Elkton will allow that to
happen. The golf course was supposed to be self-sustaining and get its capital from selling bonds,
but in this market I can’t see any body investing in this kind of venture now. It’s time to put this
plan on hold for the immediate future and if conditions change, you can reassess whether the golf
course is a good business investment. Right now it is not.

Secondly, I would like to address the “coup” that was perpetrated in our town. I'm
referring to the matter of the firing of Officer Conley. I don’t know if there was good cause to
fire him or not, but I do know that the method that was used to make it happen was at least
bizarre and maybe illegal. Something is terribly wrong when the police chief and a member of the
town council can conspire to keep the Mayor from knowing what they were planning until he
came to a special meeting of the council, and then blind side him with the firing of Officer Conley,
with the predetermined vote.

It’s just not acceptable, when the Police Chief and a member of council do not observe the
chain of command, that we must all abide by in our daily lives. And further the people of Elkton
deserve a complete explanation of the matter and the Mayor should receive an apology from those
who were a party to this affair. T hope we’re not letting our Town slide back to where it was just
a few short years ago.

It is my hope that you will all take these matters very seriously and deal with them in the
open (not in closed session) and in a timely manner. Thank you.”

Harry Allen, 115 Lewis Avenue, expressed his “disgust” with Council for firing Officer
David Conley. He held up two packs of business night check cards. In his left hand were 110
night cards left at one business by Officer Conley over a two-year period. Mr. Allen stated that
the pack of 106 night cards in his right hand represented the efforts of eight police officers at the
same business during the same time period. Mr. Allen believed Officer Conley was denied the
right to face his accusers and respond to their charges.

Mel Kirkendall, 816 - 4™ Street, asked Council to consider lowering the utilities hook-up
rates. Mayor Printz stated his request would be assigned to the appropriate committees.

Mildred Shifflett, 112 West Spotswood Avenue, presented Council a petition with
signatures of 616 people who wanted Officer Conley reinstated. She praised Officer Conley’s
interaction with the younger and older citizens of Elkton.

Hazel Crider, 114 Hillside, presented the history of Neighborhood Watch’s coordination
with Chief Pullen to bring the K-9 to Elkton, as she remembered it. She was bewildered why
Council and Officer Conley could not resolve alleged differences so that David Conley could have
continued to serve as a police officer with the Town of Elkton.

Mr. John Bushey, attorney from the Town of Luray, objected to the proceedings as “being
out of order” by violating the Town’s Grievance Procedure.

Attorney Miller responded: “Mr. Bushey, this is a public forum, in a public comment
period now. The public is entitled to make whatever comments they want. We are notina

position to control what they say. The Mayor has tried to limit what they say. This is not a
grievance hearing, it’s not going to be.

Mr. Bushey stated he thought the comments would be “prejudicial.”

Attorney Miller replied: “T don’t think it will. One reason, Council will not be discussing
any of these comments simply because any grievance this officer may file will be a private hearing
and not in a public forum like this. T think the Mayor is trying to control comments and the
Mayor has chastised some of these folks for the comments they have made. It is a public forum
and we have done this every Council meeting we’ve had since I’ve been here. I understand your
concern.”

Mike O’Neill, 425 East Rockingham Street, stated the chain of command was violated
during the process to terminate David Conley. He stated members of Council were solicited to
terminate Mr. Conley, with the Mayor being left out of the loop. As a subordinate, Chief Pullen
failed to follow the Charter regarding notification to the Mayor. Mr. O’Neill called for the
resignation or termination of the Chief of Police.

Clarice Powell, 247 Fairfax Avenue, expressed her admiration of David Conley and asked
that he be reinstated.

Juanita Allen, 115 Lewis Avenue, supported reinstating David Conley.

Liz O’Neill, 425 East Rockingham Street, stated she “smelled a set-up” in the termination
of David Conley.

Herb and Dee Bernhard, 2957 Stoney Creek Drive, expressed disbelief with the firing of
David Conley.

Caroline Brill, 148 Sweetgum Street, stated there were no appointees on the current
Council and the citizens should appreciate how well they work together for the betterment of
Elkton. Personnel issues are discussed and resolved in closed session.

Alan Thompson, 101 Morgan Avenue, was shocked at David Conley’s termination. As a
member of Neighborhood Watch, he expressed his pleasure that Mr. Conley could have been
Elkton’s first K-9 officer.

Donnie Mowbray, 301 Prospect, spoke on Mr. Conley’s behalf by stating that Council had
dismissed the best police officer that Elkton ever had.

Bill Aikers stated for the record that he supported former Mayor Lee Dearing during his
tenure when he was followed by Town police as well as Rockingham County Sheriff’s Deputies.
Mayor Dearing’s telephone lines were tapped, the surveillance so continuous, and the threats so
severe that he offered himself to Mayor Dearing as personal security, according to Mr. Aikers.
He continued that his experience with David Conley was not as pleasant as the comments he was
hearing. He was, however, swayed by the support shown for Mr. Conley and he would keep an
open mind, even though Mr. Conley’s attitude towards him one Saturday night in Elkton was
aggressive and hostile.

Mr. John Bushey spoke on the merits of Richard Pullen.

Jason McDaniel, 112 Walking Horse Lane, spoke of the accessibility of David Conley and
his support for Mr. Conley.

Jay Zuspan I1I, P. O. Box 351, McGabheysville, spoke in support of David Conley.

Vice Mayor Murphy responded: “Thank you all for coming in tonight. We have heard
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your comments. As anyone knows, particularly Mr. O’Neill, personnel matters are not allowed to
be made public. They are confidential. You have six officials up here that you elected to do a
job. We try to do a job. I’'m not going to get into the reasons that Officer Conley was dismissed.
I heard Mike discuss chain of command. I heard Mike and some of the others discuss a
conspiracy. I know where that’s coming from. You all did not say the name, but I’m the one that
everyone is thinking conspired with the Chief of Police on this. T have been openly accused of this
at the committee meetings. It is in the record, it is in the minutes, and I hope when the minutes
come out that you will take the time to read that. Because each Council member here was polled
as to whether I had any contact with any of them prior to that dismissal. The answer was “No”
from five people here. None. Sometimes as the Personnel Chair you’re the frontline person.

You know this, Mike. Sometimes the employees come to the Personnel Chair before they do
anyone else. I don’t know whether Chief Pullen made contact before he made contact with me. 1
only know what my contact was, but to say that I solicited votes around this table is absolutely
false. Six to zero was the vote. I wish I had that kind of influence that I could set up here and
mandate all of these men to vote my way on every issue. 1’d be a very happy woman. That’s not
the way it works. On chain of command, you are correct. Maybe the chain of command is a little
shaky on this, but if I remember right, when you were over here, the same issue came up for
another situation where an officer had violated the chain of command. You defended that officer.
There are reasons and there are situations where the chain of command can be broken. I’m going
to say I don’t think the chain of command was broken. There were issues that we all knew about.
The chief made a recommendation and this Council acted upon it. As far as procedure, I will go
back to you again, Mike. You and I worked closely together on three other terminations. The
same procedure was followed to the T. Same procedure. It was not illegal for the three that you
and I worked on, so I don’t know why it is different for this one. That’s all I'm going to say. I
did not conspire and I resent that from anybody in this room. Anybody who knows me knows
that T do not solicit these Council people. They have minds of their own. They vote their
conscience. They vote based on the information they have. I have nothing to do with that. I
support the Chief on the recommendation. I did vote for David’s dismissal, but so did five other
here. That’s all I want to say.”

Council member Sigafoose stated that if he had not acted on the information presented to
him by Chief Pullen he would not have fulfilled his duty as an elected official.

Council member Dean described his decision as “one of the hardest decisions of my life.”
He asked the Chief to put the K-9 on the fast track and stated his opinion that the K-9 should go
to a settled, married officer.

Mayor Printz stated he was very disappointed in the way this situation occurred. He read
the following statement: “Ladies and gentlemen of our great Town of Elkton, last week has been
a very sad week for our great Town. When I first took over as Mayor over eleven months ago, I
had a serious decision to make in promoting a current employee. That decision was simply this:
trying to impose my will in promoting a current employee to Town Manager hoping an allegiance
from that move would give me more influence and power. I could have forced the issue because I
had the votes and the power to do so, or trust the new Council to stand on principle and hope that
they would not hire someone that potentially would have been placed as a political operative with
the sole intention of undermining my success as Mayor. I had calls and discussions with citizens
and the new Council. The debate was clear and simple. Number one, use coercion, dirty politics,
questionable ethics, unethical conduct to secure a more powerful political base or platform from
which I would operate, only thinking of myself, and surely alienating some of the citizens and the
Council’s trust, or do the honorable thing, and trust the new Council to stand on principle. T will
never regret making the right decision in going with the principle base trust. By making this right
choice, the basis of my administration would he honesty, issue-based debate, trust, and hard work
- a foundation which I felt ultimately would pull our Town employees, the citizens, and the
Council together. Our citizens expect this type of conduct out of the Town employees and the
Town representatives. Well, without question, in the last eleven months, the Town Council, the
Town employees, and the Town people were working more closely. A sense of calm and
professionalism was more prevalent in our day-to-day experiences while conducting business for
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the Town. The debate was less personal and more on issues. Because we were trying to work so
well together, the Town’s people, from whatever side of the aisle, were responding with greater
participation and positive comments. The outlying community, the County, the State
governments, were all responding with a more positive attitude and a better working relationship.
I have earned a great deal of respect for this Council for their relentless hard work with
annexation, working towards a community center, looking to secure our water supply for future
generations, saving the Town over $400,000.00 by refinancing our debt, something we were told
we could not do. Our image was uplifted dramatically with a function on September 11 in
Stonewall Memorial Park. Something which was just an emotional experience for all of us and
something we should all be proud of. The accolades were coming from everywhere in the entire
area. Council also cooperated with their positive attitude in working with me to help mold the
Town to the best it could be. It could not have gone any better.”

Mayor Printz added: “We are going to do better and we are going to work together.
That’s the right thing to do. This Town is ethical; this Town is proper. We are going to do the
right thing. This Council will ultimately do the right thing. They may take a little time to think
about it, but they will do the right thing before it’s all over. I did not have the opportunity to
participate in this debate. I had time to walk around this Town and talk to almost every person in
this Town at election time. I talked to seniors, young people, rollerskaters, and every kind of
person there is out there. It was the greatest experience of my life. I think that I had something
to add to this debate (by) checking out the issues to see if the evidence was clear and concise and
had credibility. I did not have that opportunity. I’m hoping that this Council will take a look at
that and I believe before it is over we will have the right thing done. That’s all I have to say about
it.”

Mr. McCoy stated the notice of the Public Hearing appeared in 7he Valley Banner on
May 1 and May 8, 2003.

Mary K. Hutton, 515 Chestnut Avenue, asked what person, or committee, proposed the
Code change, and what was the purpose. Although she had not researched the State Code
regarding annexation, she assumed that curbing and guttering would be required within a specified
time in the annexed areas. As a long-time resident of the Town, Mrs. Hutton stated her street did
not have curbing and guttering.

Mayor Printz answered a part of Mrs. Hutton’s inquiry by stating the Planning
Commission, after a lengthy discussion, recommended this amendment. Council member Snow
added this requirement was relatively new, having been added five to ten years ago.

Lee Dearing, 124 North Street, believed the amendment would benefit only the developers
and supported the Code as it is currently written. He named the new sub-division development
across from Roosters, the undeveloped area of Elkwood, and Chicken Hill as three locations that
would have run-off entering the Town. Mr. Dearing stated that in time the taxpayers would
shoulder the burden of run-off if sidewalks and curbing & guttering were not required in sub-
division development.

Dan Talbot, a member of the Planning Commission, stated the amendment applied only to
sub-divisions. The Planning Commission recognized an added burden for developers within
Town, as the County of Rockingham does not require curb and gutter. It was the Planning
Commission’s recommendation to maintain the sidewalk requirement to allow for pedestrian
egress. Mr. Talbot also made it clear that a developer must meet State Code.

Council member Pence, speaking as a resident of Elkwood, stated he did not have a
sidewalk or curbing & guttering, which he was satisfied not to have.

Caroline Brill, 148 Sweetgum, favored not eliminating the current requirements, but
suggested Council consider each development plan for the need for curb & gutter.

Mike O’Neill, 425 East Rockingham, spoke in favor of the current language. Mr. O’Neill
agreed with Mrs. Brill that developers will build Elkton because the Town has water and sewer.
The relaxing of the rules to accommodate developers troubled him.

Vice Mayor Murphy inquired about State Code for curb & gutter. Attorney Miller stated
he believed it was not a requirement under State Code.
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Council member Workman believed by channeling storm water with curb & gutter would
only lead to additional problems for the Town. Mr. McCoy corrected some comments by stating
that storm water does not flow into the Town’s sewer system.

Ray Knicely stated State Code mandates that more water after development cannot drain
on to adjoining properties than existed prior to development. Mr. Knicely stated that a holding
pond would be constructed at the low end of the development, with drainage pipes designed to
release the storm water at the same rate that would be experienced without the development. He
envisioned the pond to occupy approximately 1/4 to 1/3 acre in size. Most ponds are 4 to 6 feet
deep, with fencing - generally.

As there were no additional comments, Mayor Printz closed the Public Hearing.

CITIZEN COMMENTS

Frank Meleski, 604 North Stuart Avenue, read the following statement:
Points to Ponder

First I would like to express my thanks to the Park Authority for the great job they did in
getting a plan for the use of the property that the Town of Elkton has acquired. That being said, I
believe that there are some things that need to be addressed by the Council.

1. Time is of the essence, so a plan must be formulated by the Council on how to get things
moving. Along these lines, it seems that the council could use the plan that was
submitted by the Authority, but with some modifications. In order to keep control of
things, the council must resolve publically that they will not turn over any land to the
Authority to develop. I believe that selling the lots should be a function of the Town, and
when and if, sometime in the future the debts are paid, and funds become available that
are not needed for our own infrastructure and fiscal needs, you can always consider
whether a golf course is in the best interest of the town. Then you can allocate excess
funds to make a golf course happen. It would seem to me that it is a necessity for the
town to hire someone who is knowledgeable about real estate development to expedite
the plan. This could take the form of engaging a realtor (experienced in development) to
do it for commissions (which you will have to pay in any case) or hire a full time person
experienced in development.

2. Another thing to think about is returning to the original way the Authority was set up.
That is with no council members on the Authority. You have seen an example of how
omnipotent the Authority can be when they would not even share the feasibility study
with you who are on the council. And secondly, as it stands right now, there are always
two yes votes for whatever the Authority wants, even before you get to look at any
proposal or action they might want passed. In essence, it means that it would only take
two votes for the Authority to get a proposal passed by the Council. It seems to me that
council members should be council members and members of the Authority should work
at Authority business so that each can look at things objectively from different
perspective. Sure, council members should still sit on the Authority and have oversight
of it, but to be truly independent there should be full separation of the two. Then the two
entities will be truly separate and we will really be free from any possible litigation
regarding the liabilities of the golf course should it become a reality. And, whatever you
decide, please let the people of Elkton in on it. Thank you.

Mildred Shifflett, 112 West Spotswood Avenue, stated that the Town of Elkton should
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not lend the Park Authority any more money.

Mike O’Neill, 425 East Rockingham Street, stated that after having read the original draft
of the feasibility study, he found “no cause for that to have been suppressed under executive
session. That was improperly handled.” In the final draft there was reference to additional
acreage. That, to him, illustrated problems with how the Authority is operated. He referred to
page 22, 23, 14, and 27 of the Norton Consulting study. He wondered how much clearer it could
be that a golf course was not an economically viable pursuit. Mr. O’Neill agreed with Mr.
Meleski that council members should not sit on the Park Authority, due to conflict of interest.

Council member Rick Workman thanked each member of the Park Authority for their
long hours and dedicated service.

Lee Dearing, 124 North Street, referred to an article that appeared in The Valley Banner
which erroneously interpreted that he and Mike O’Neill faulted the Park Authority for doing
nothing. There is mental anguish among the Town’s senior citizens regarding the financial
condition of the Town. Mr. Dearing urged Council and the Park Authority to move where money
would be coming in instead of going out. If Council moves forward, Mr. Dearing stated two
things must happen: (1) The elected members of Council should be removed from the Park
Authority; (2) The Town Attorney should represent one body, not both. He added there must be
contracts between the Town and the Park Authority stating what will happen with the land, what
will happen with the revenue generated by the land, and what will happen seven years from now
“when some of us may not be here.” Land was the one positive in the feasibility study. Mr.
Dearing urged Council to not give away the land so someone else would profit. He agreed with
Mr. O’Neill that nothing in the study constituted protection under the Freedom of Information
Act. He believed the report was held in secrecy because of its unfavorable nature, and that
further damaged the credibility of Council and the Park Authority. He finally stated that some of
the land should be reserved as a retirement community so Elkton’s retired residents would not
have to move to Harrisonburg or out of the state.

As the conflict of interest dialogue related to him, Council member Workman stated that
his integrity was being questioned. Being discussed was what he may or may not do
“underhandedly.” He stated he was a member of Council as well as a member of the Park
Authority, and he would not do anything underhanded. He asked that the speakers made sure
they knew what they were talking about before they determined what he would or would not do.

There are a number of things that need to be done, but we should enact something that
will take care of the future placement of these towers in the Town of Elkton. One of the things
that we must make certain is that is they are consistent with federal law, the Telecommunications
Act, that’s one of the things that will not prohibit them, as long as they are consistent with that.
One of the things we can do, as far as our zoning is concerned, is make certain that they take into
consideration the least visually intrusive way to our community. We have some guidelines that
the Town takes into consideration when approving these towers. We ought to take a look at that
and start planning now.”

Mr. Earle added: “We can’t prohibit these towers from coming in based on environmental

effects of the radio frequency omission if they comply with the FCC regulation. We must be
very careful how we enact an ordinance and take into consideration what the case law is.”

Main Street Program

A Special Joint meeting of the Elkton Town Council and the Elkton Park Authority was
held on Thursday, June 19, 2003 at the Firemen’s Activities Building located at 414 South
Eastside Highway, Elkton, Virginia. Mayor Wayne E. Printz presided and the purpose of the
meeting was to receive comments from citizens regarding various topics, but, mainly, golf course
development. The following Council members were present:

Vice Mayor Murphy read the following statement:
Several Words About the Proposed Golf Course

In July 2000, I sat at my first Council meeting and listened to discussions about whether
the Town wished to pursue the idea of a golf course. Four of the sitting Council members gave a
flat answer of “no.” Two, Bobbie Horne and I, suggested a feasibility study be done to weigh the
pros and cons of such an idea. We were outvoted that evening and we both took a lot of negative
comments from the public for our suggestion. Looking back now, I do not think it was such a
ridiculous idea and had it happened at that time, we may have known our options much sooner.

The Park Authority is to be commended for their effort and time in researching this
project. The Authority consists of volunteers who give their dedication, personal time, and
determination in recommending a plan to the Council. The hours involved in the research,
meetings, and presentations would be astounding to most of us and this group deserves to be
applauded for their efforts.

In 2000 and following, the Council’s intent was always to allow the Park Authority to
pursue the golf course project, but not as a Town owned or Town operated venture. Yes, the
Town did lend the Authority funds to conduct some preliminary studies, but had the Town
wanted to do anything else with this land, these expenses would still have been realized. I do not
consider the funding loaned to the Authority as money lost. In the long run, this amount of
money may have saved us a lot of future dollars. Be it right or wrong, the Authority chose to
pursue this project in a way other than what Council had intended from the beginning.
Personally, I think this is where the Authority lost the public’s support, which I believed it had as
long as the project remained separate from the Town and posed no liability to the Town.

We have seen the feasibility study and I believe we were all quite surprised at its
projections. With all of this, however, the Authority began looking at other options to decrease
its debt load and the answer was to develop the real estate in order to offset the debt. Some say
the Town would have to give the Authority its land to do this. In return, the Authority promised
to assume the bond debt for the land - so can we really say the land was free to the Authority? I
think not.

Bruce Forbes presented an article in today’s paper about how Elkton should not pursue
this project. Is this someone who is really concerned with our Town or merely weeding out
competition? It has also been suggested that Norton Consulting had strong ties with another area
course and maybe the numbers in our study were not as they should have been. No one knows
the answer to these questions for certain, but one must consider all possibilities.
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I disagree with some of the public comments about a golf course would ruin the Town
because of increased traffic and congestion. Whether we like it or not, Elkton will grow and
successful businesses are really what support the Town’s tax base and allow the residents to
enjoy relatively low tax rates. The market for playing golf is not necessarily from Elkton
residents, but rather from a massive pool of people from surrounding areas.

In summary, even with all the controversy and negative comments, I do not believe the
idea of a golf course is dead in Elkton and I would like to see it pursued, as I believe it will work
in the long run and be an asset to the Town. However, I also believe the Authority now needs to
work this project from a different angle and keep the original intent in mind, which is to lease or
purchase the land, pursue private investors, or any other financial means that would eliminate
funding and liability from the Town itself. I wish the Authority luck and look forward to hearing
of any new developments.

Betty Fridley, 147 Sweetgum, read the following statement:

I am not here to be either PRO or CON on the golf course issue...ONLY to add some
information that may not have been carefully considered.

1. The new WOODBRIDGE subdivision off of Old 33W, just past the bridge in
Elkton, is scheduled for lot sales, hopefully in September (subject to the weather.)
You’ve already seen that clearing of the land has started for the entry way.

This subdivision is being developed by Jim Sipe & Associated Developers. This
group has done (to name 2) “SPRING OAKS” & “BARRINGTON,” so everyone

knows the QUALITY OF THEIR WORK and the restrictive covenants they
include.

According to Wed’s Valley Banner, the estimated cost for many of the Elkton lots
will be $50,000.00 and in the northern part of the project be as low as $40,000.00
with the average lot size being 12 to 15,000 sq. feet. At 12,000 sq. feet there

would be approximately 3.63 lots per acre & at 15,000 would be 2.9 lots per acre.

Lots at “Woodbridge™ will sell for about $40,000.00, be 2.13 lots per acre or
almost ! acre each.

I am not here to sell or promote subdivisions (although I am a Realtor with
Coldwell Banker Funkhouser Realtors.) BUT I DO HAVE CONCERNS:

2. The Elkton “real estate” part of the project will not be the only source of land
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sales, but will have stiff competition; FOR not only is Woodbridge to be
considered, but developers want to put in another phase of the Elkwood
subdivision. According to the Valley Banner, both the NORTON study & Mr.
Dean’s proposal would bring money into the project right away, off of the sale of
lots within the project. IS THERE A CONTINGENCY PLAN IN EFFECT IF
THAT DOES NOT HAPPEN IN A TIMELY FASHION?

The NORTON STUDY states that lot sales in established subdivision areas east
of H’burg have been at a rate of 15-20 lots per year; but the proposed Elkton
course will be RELYING on a first year sales level of 55 lots. Thatis2.75to 3
times the “NORM?” rate.

According to the Valley Banner, the cost of FLOOD INSURANCE has not been
considered and the entire area proposed for the golf course/real estate
development has been subject to flooding. One of the first questions BUYERS
ask me as a Realtor is: IS THIS HOUSE IN A FLOOD ZONE? 1 ASK YOU
THAT SAME QUESTION: IS THIS PROJECT IN A FLOOD PLAIN? & IF
NOT, THE PAPER NEEDS TO REVEAL THE SOURCE FROM WHERE THE
INFORMATION CAME.

The EDITORIAL by Bruce Forbes in today’s DNR should tell us something. 1,
personally, do not believe his purpose is “scare tactics” to keep Elkton out of “the
golf business.” I believe there are still some people left in this world who are
decent enough to “tell it like it is.”

AM I AGAINST THE GOLF COURSE? NO!

I AM, HOWEVER, INTELLIGENT ENOUGH TO BELIEVE THE CITIZENS
OF THIS TOWN NEED AND DESERVE CONCRETE EVIDENCE THAT WE
WON’T END UP WITH A DEBT LOAD THAT ELKTON’S CHILDREN AND
GRANDCHILDREN WILL INHERIT & WEEP OVER.

Sometimes, pride goeth before a fall. We need to tread lightly, to back up if
necessary & to stop, if required.

I want progress, I want growth & I want a unified town. Will this golf course
meet that criteria? Not just speculation because it seemed like a good idea at the
time it was conceived; but “proof positive” that this town will be enhanced and
not destroyed.
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Pete Bonavita did not see a comparison between what Elkton will offer with developed
lots in the proposed golf course area and lots being offered by other emerging subdivisions. He
stated the Park Authority plan offers amenities not available to other subdivisions. Mr. Bonavita
stated that the feasibility study showed that a stand alone golf course would not be recommended
and that point was “not a great shock.” He continued that we have four options: (1) Do nothing
and we have a debt; (2) We can find investors and let them do it and wholesale the property.
“But is that the best for Elkton?” (3) Build a subdivision with a green space; (4) Build a
subdivision in which a golf course could be part of the scenario.

Ron Hensley, Monger subdivision, stated that a Wall Street Journal article he had read
referred to golf as a non-growth sport. Taking into consideration Bruce Forbes’ article, the
Norton Study, and projections of the profitability of a golf course, he expressed a golf course was
not a viable option for the Town of Elkton.

Mildred Shifflett, 112 West Spotswood Avenue, stated a golf course would bankrupt the
Town. She was concerned about the exclusion of the middle class, the senior citizens, and the
possibility of tax and utility rate increases.

Margaretta Dean, 434 Wirt Avenue, stated it was very sad for Elkton when citizens
believed Council had made up their minds to go forward with the golf course without hearing the
people say they don’t want one. Ms. Dean would like the issue to go to referendum, as well as
see the land developed for mass appeal and not just golfers.

Dr. Jon Trabosh stated we need to sell Elkton “as a nice community.” A golf course was
not the only way to go. He said there were other options. The lots could be sold if we sold
Elkton as a place to live. The profits from the lot sales could build a community center, a
swimming pool, a park, or other things that everybody could use.

Hazel Crider, 114 Hillside, asked the Park Authority members if they had approached
private investors and, if so, what was their responses. David Dean responded that no one had
stepped forward so far. An investor would want to know what would be required of him. At this
time, the Park Authority does not know what the Town would require of investors.

Tammy Sipes, 105 Mapleleaf, wanted to know if any promises would be made to
potential lot buyers that a golf course would eventually be constructed. David Dean replied lots
could be sold with the promise of a green space or golf course. He added that negotiations with
Dr. Kite for purchase of additional land were unresolved at this time.

Ray Williams, 501 Davis, wanted to know what was here to accommodate tourists and
potential golfers. Would someone build a hotel and a restaurant? Mr. Williams stated a conflict

of interest for Council member Snow, Council member Workman, and Pete Bonavita to sit on
the Park Authority. Mr. Bonavita offered to resign.

Lee Dearing, 124 North Street, believe the Park Authority lost its direction because
Council was not providing any direction. Council must step forward and make something
happen.

Glenn Isom spoke in favor of a lake stocked with fish.

Penny Woodward, 314 East Spotswood Avenue, cautioned against uncontrolied growth.
Many people have moved here because of the small town atmosphere and that should be
cherished.

Mike O’Neill, 425 East Rockingham Street, stated negative remarks were coming from
within the sitting Council regarding the “old Council.”

Mayor Printz, in differentiating his interpretation of negative remarks, believed Mr.
Dearing was postulating to lay the groundwork for his desired political comeback. Mayor Printz
referred to Mike O’Neill as a “friend” who had much to offer the Town and always tried to present
a balanced view. He added he respected Mr. O’Neill and appreciated his involvement in the
affairs of the Town.

Mildred Shifflett, 112 West Spotswood Avenue, stated she was speaking for many senior
citizens who felt their needs had been forgotten, or not addressed, by this Council. She again
cautioned Council to think “long and hard” about a golf course.

Hazel Crider, 114 Hillside, praised the acquisition of a building to be developed as a
community center and congratulated Council for formulating an annexation agreement. She was
concerned, however, by the public’s opinion that if they attended Council meetings that they
would in someway be intimidated by Council. She questioned why the Park Authority strayed
from the original plan to find a developer to build the golf course on land leased from the Town.

Frank Meleski, 604 North Stuart Avenue, again questioned why it appeared to him that the
Park Authority maintained 100% of the profit from the sale of the lots.

FY 03-04 Budget

Council member Snow moved, second by Council member Dean, and carried to
approve the FY 03-04 Budget as presented in the First Reading.

Park Authority

Mayor Printz opened the discussion by saying he received more phone calls and had more
discussions regarding a golf course than any topic since he has served on Council. His personal
position was no Town owned or operated golf course.

Council member Pence stated he ran for office on a promise that no taxpayer money would
be used to build a golf course. He asked what happened to the plan that included the Park
Authority selling bonds to pay for golf course construction.

Council member Snow stated the selling of bonds depended on a favorable feasibility
study, which considered borrowing six million dollars to fund the entire development. When the
study came back “marginal” for a golf course, a new approach became necessary to avoid
borrowing a large amount of money. The debt service on six million dollars was prohibitive. The
Park Authority plan allowed the development in phases, without borrowing huge sums of money.
Lot sales would provide revenue, with a portion of the sales going into roads and infrastructure as
the project advanced. Other money would accumulate until a comfort level could be achieved to
build a golf course. The Park Authority asked Council for an additional $50,000.00 to proceed
with the engineering study, which would be required for any development of the area, plus 55 lots
to sell to generate operating capital. The Park Authority would ask Council to begin Phase I water
and sewer, at an estimated cost of approximately $200,000.00. If the Park Authority had 100 lots
to sell in Phase I the Town would realize $300,000.00 in water and sewer connections. When that
was completed, the Town would have nothing left in the project. Council member Snow stated
that only a hundred plus lots were located on the 60 acres currently owned by the Town. The
remaining lots were on Dr. Kite’s 116 acres which must be negotiated by the Town or the Park
Authority. “ The real estate is what makes this whole thing work,” stated Council member Snow.

Council member Pence wanted to know what would happen if the lots did not sell.
Council member Snow stated the Park Authority had the option to look for private investors to
finance the project. Council member Pence argued that if private investors could not be found
then the debt burden would fall back on the Town. Council member Snow asked, “What, the bond
payment? Yes, it would.”

Vice Mayor Murphy stated that this was a serious matter and Council considered it as such.
She believed public opinion was 3 to 1 against a golf course, but believed there may be room for a
compromise. She presented an idea where the Town would be responsible for the development of
the land with 10% of lots sales going to the Park Authority as “seed money, as a loan, or gift.” At
the end of five years, if the plan did not succeed, the land reverts back to the Town. The Town’s
90% would be earmarked for infrastructure, purchase of the Hiram Kite property, and a certain
percent set aside for the community center. She believed the lot sizes were too small.
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Council member Sigafoose moved not to support a golf course built by the Town.
Motion failed due to a lack of a second.
Attorney Miller responded to the golf course referendum with the following statement:

A question has arisen regarding whether a referendum question can be placed on a
ballot in the Town of Elkton regarding whether a golf course should be built and/or which golf
course plan should be adopted.

Pursuant to Section 24.2-684 of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended, “No
referendum shall be placed on the ballot unless specifically authorized by statute or by charter.”
The Charter does not specifically permit a referendum on this issue. Nor is there any statute that
would authorize a referendum for this purpose.

There is an opinion from the Attorney General construing the above referenced
code section. In that opinion, the City of Colonial Heights wanted to conduct an advisory
referendum concerning the establishment of a community center. The Attorney General concluded
that this was not permissible because there was no statutory authority to support the referendum.

In addition, the City’s Charter only permitted advisory referendum in limited circumstances.
Therefore, the referendum on the establishment of a community center was not permissible.

Based on the above, the Town of Elkton cannot hold a referendum on the issue of
whether a golf course should be built and/or which golf course plan should be adopted.

Council member Dean followed Council member Snow’s suggestion to form a “conference
committee” consisting of two Council members and two Park Authority members to meet and
come back to Council with a recommendation(s).

Council member Snow moved, second by Council member Pence, and carried to
create a conference committee consisting of two Council members and two Park Authority
members, plus the Town Attorney, to resolve the differences between the Council and the
Park Authority.

The Standing Committees of the Elkton Town Council met on Tuesday, July 15, 2003 in
Council Chambers. Mayor Wayne E. Printz was present, as were the following Council
members:

Mayor Printz announced the Elkton Field Day Parade was scheduled for August 2, 2003
and invited members of Council to ride in the parade as a group. Mrs. Vickers was authorized to
purchase candy for the event.

Council decided to hold committee meetings on the Wednesday prior to Council meeting
Monday. The time will remain 6:00 P.M.

Council member Snow has talked to a real estate broker in Northern Virginia who is
trying to market the entire 263 lots to developers of golf course communities. Council member
Snow believes this is a very strong possibility for the development of the Mary E. Kite property.
Council member Snow stated the sale of 263 lots could generate $10,500,000.00, minus 5%
broker commission, which would equal $500,000.00. Of the balance, the Park Authority would
receive 68% and the Town would receive 32%, thereby providing the money to build the golf
course and leave a million dollars or two in reserve to carry the golf course until it turned a profit.
Elkton would also receive $700,000.00 plus from water and sewer hookups to the 263 lots. This
plan will be discussed in detail once the Conference Committee has considered it. Council
member Snow stated the property must be zoned and the Town would have to guarantee water
and sewer to the lots.

Vice Mayor Murphy referred to the first meeting of the Conference Committee as
“productive and cooperative.” Three options emerged from that meeting:

1. Accepting the Park Authority’s initial plan;
2. Private development;
3. Direct sell-off of the land.

The consensus of the Committee was to not pursue the engineering study at this time,
pending additional information.

Vice Mayor Murphy was granted permission to authorize Attorney Nathan Miller to
secure the option to purchase the Hiram Kite property.
Life Well

The well is pumping in excess of 200 gallons of water per minute, according to Mr.
McCoy. Based on that information, Council member Dean authorized Mr. McCoy to offer

Granville Life $15,000.00 to purchased the well.

In Mr. McCoy’s absence, Mayor Printz reported the work at the substation was complete
and the Rockingham Street Project should be finished by Monday.

Asbestos
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Conflicting information emerged during a discussion of asbestos removal from the
recently purchased Wrangler Building. Council member Sigafoose asked who authorized the
amount of $10,000.00 to be included in the contract for the Town’s obligation to remove
asbestos if it should be required. Mayor Printz stated that was the amount Attorney Miller
included. Council member Sigafoose then wanted to know who authorized the attorney to insert
such a large amount. Vice Mayor Murphy stated she talked to Attorney Miller, who told her he
suggested including $5,000.00 in the contact, but Mayor Printz instructed him to use $10,000.00.
Mayor Printz stated that Vice Mayor Murphy must have misunderstood what Attorney Miller
told her. Council member Sigafoose was annoyed that this was another example of decisions
being made without consent of Council.

Additional discussions regarding the use(s) of the Community Center were tabled until
after the Commission on Local Governments holds the annexation Public Hearing on July 28,
2003.

The Rockingham Street Project and the subcontracting of so many Town projects
continue to be areas of contention.

Employee performance issues and expectations were discussed. Vice Mayor Murphy
expressed concern about maintenance personnel not wearing uniforms and their failure to wear
safety glasses and ear plugs. Vice Mayor Murphy will discuss VDOT and OSHA safety
standards with Mr. McCoy.

The eyesores created by local businesses were discussed. Mayor Printz stated he has been
active in this area by personally talking to various business owners/operators and letting them
know what is expected of them. He promised, with Council support, that these unsightly areas
will be cleaned up.

Council authorized Mrs. Vickers to pay Valley Engineering and Quik Copy.

Vice Mayor Murphy presented the job description for Clerk II, which was budgeted to
provided clerical help for Mr. McCoy and Mr. Meadows.

Mayor Printz will purchase fold-up canopies and window air conditioning units for use at
the Kite house - and other locations as required.

Mrs. Vickers was given tentative approval to reinvest $75,000.00 in REPO. Final
approval will be given at Monday’s Council meeting. Mrs. Vickers also sought Council
permission to abate two accounts. There were no objections and this also will be on the agenda
for Monday.

For the reasons stated above, I implore you to shelve the golf course until you have the money in
hand to build it. Go ahead with the sale of the lots, and when you have extra money you can then
reconsider it at that time, and we won’t have to worry about the ifs of the venture, and most
important of all, you will be doing the will of the people whom you represent.

Mr. Mel Kirdendall, 100 “M” Street, restated his desire to close the above described alley
and his willingness to purchase the closed section from the Town. The Kirdendalls will deed a
10’ utility easement for a sewer line which runs from Lot 8 to Lot 17.

The cost to the Kirdendalls to purchase the proposed closed area was calculated by using
the following formula as presented by Mr. McCoy:

To figure acreage and price per square foot, multiply acreage shown on tax ticket
of 43,560 (square feet per acre). Divide the land value by square feet to obtain the price per
square foot. Multiply the square feet in question by the price per square foot. The land value is a
total of $14,400.00, for combined square feet of 20,691. For the Kirdendalls to purchase 200
square feet of closed alley ( 200 sq. ft. x .70 ), they would pay $1,391.91 plus court document
charges of $300.00, which would result in a total cost of $1,691.91.

Lee Dearing, 124 North Street, spoke in opposition to closing this, or any alley, which
was laid out a hundred years ago. As most of Elkton’s utility lines run under and above our
streets, Mr. Dearing considered alleys as a green space between properties with utilitarian
purposes in their design.

Charles Berry had no objection to closing the alley, but he asked if the Town was going to
open Park Avenue. Mayor Printz replied that that had not been discussed.

As there were no additional comments, Mayor Printz closed the Public Hearing and

beenrimrastationary-position-for more-than-66-days as defined in Section 158-17B.

“K.  Vegetation exceeding +2 ( ) inches in height (exclusive of plants
and flowers within a flower bed. Shrubbery and trees) located in any front yard, side
yard, rear or vacant lot, not deemed agricultural, conversation, government or within 200
feet of any residential lot.”
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The following section is hereby added to read as follows

“Section 120-9. Abatement by the town.

If thirty (30) days elapse after written notice from a town officer to the owner, occupant,
or person in charge of the premises upon which a nuisance exists without such condition being
abated or removed, and after a hearing pursuant to 120-6, and/or after the expiration of any right
to appeal pursuant to Section 120-5, the town may abate such nuisance or remove it, charging the
costs thereof to such owner or occupant and collecting such costs in the and manner as the local
real estate tax.”

August 13, 2003

The following sections shall hereby amend and replace the existing corresponding section
of the Code:

Section 158-17. Storage of inoperative vehicles.

A. It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to keep on any property zoned for
residential, commercial or agricultural purposes, any motor vehicle, trailer or sem-trailer,
as such are defined in Section 46.2-100 of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended, which
is inoperative, uniess such motor vehicle, trailer or semi-trailer is kept within a fully
enclosed building or structure, or is otherwise shielded or screened from view.

B. As used in this section, “inoperative motor vehicle” shall mean any motor vehicle:
(1)  Not in operating condition; or
(2)  Partially or totally disassembled by the removal of tires and wheels, the engine, or
other essential parts required for operation of the vehicle, for a period of sixty (60)
days or longer; or
(3)  Not displaying valid license plates; or
(49)  Notdisplaying a valid inspection decal.

C. This section shall not apply to licensed business which on July 26, 1970, is regularly
engaged in business as an automobile dealer, salvage dealer or scrap processor.

D. Violations of this section shall be subject to a penalty, not to exceed $50.00 for the first
violation, or violations arising from the same set of operative facts. The penalty for
subsequent violations not arising from the same set of operative facts within 12 months of
the first violations shall not exceed $200.00. Each business day during which the same
violation is found to have existed shall constitute a separate offense. In no event shall a
series of specified violations arising from the same set of operative facts result in civil
penalties that exceed a total of $3,000.00 in a 12-month period.

Section 158-18. Disposition of inoperative, abandoned vehicles.
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Notwithstanding any other provisions of this chapter, or the provisions of section 46.2-

617 of the Code of Virginia, as amended, any motor vehicles, trailer or semi-trailer or part
thereof found within the corporate limits of the town which is inoperable and by virtue of this
condition is an “inoperable motor vehicle: as defined in section 158-18 of this Code, may be
disposed of in the following manner:

(1) A town officer or official shall notify the owners of property zoned for residential
or commercial or agricultural purposes, on which there is located an inoperable
motor vehicle, trailer, sem-trailer, and the owner of the motor vehicle, trailer or
semi-trailer, to remove the same therefrom within fifteen (15) days after being
given notice in writing to remove the same.

) If the vehicle has not been moved after fifteen (15) days, a town officer or official
police may remove any such inoperative vehicle when the owner of the premises
or motor vehicle, trailer or semi-trailer has failed to do so.

(3)  Inthe event that a town officer or official removes any such motor vehicle, trailer
or sem-trailer after having been given such notice, a town officer or official may
dispose of such motor vehicle after having given additional reasonable notice to
the owner of the vehicle.

(4) A town officer or official shall inform the owner of the motor vehicle, trailer and
the owner of the premises, that the cost of any such removal or disposal shall be
chargeable to the owner of the vehicle or premises and may be collected by the
town as taxes and levies are collected.

(5)  Every cost authorized by this section with which the owner of the premises shall
have been assessed shall constitute a lien against the property from which the
vehicle was removed, the lien to continue until actual payment of such costs have
been made to the town.

Section 158-19. Removal and disposition of certain unattended vehicles.

A.

Whenever any motor vehicles, trailer or semi-trailer is found on the public streets or
public grounds unattended by the owner or operator and constitutes a hazard to traffic, or
is parked in such manner as to be in violation of the law, or whenever any motor vehicle,
trailer or semi-trailer is left unattended for more than ten (10) days upon any public
property or privately owned property other than the property of the owner of such motor
vehicle, trailer or semi-trailer with the town, or is abandoned upon such public property
or privately owned property, without the permission of the owner, lessee or occupant
thereof, or whenever any motor vehicle, trailer or semi-trailer is stalled or rendered
immobile as the result of adverse weather conditions or other emergency situations on
any public roadway, any such motor vehicle, trailer or sem-trailer may be removed for
safekeeping by vehicle shall be so removed from privately owned premises without the
written request of the owner, lessee or occupant thereof. The person at whose request
such motor vehicle, trailer or semi-trailer is removed from privately owned property shall
indemnify the town against any loss or expense incurred by reason of removal, storage or
sale thereof. It shall be presumed that such motor vehicle, trailer or semi-trailer or part
thereof is abandoned if:

Q)] It lacks:
a. A current license plate; or
b. A current won sticker or decal; or
c. A valid state inspection certificate or sticker; and

(2) It has been in a specific location for four (4) days without being moved.
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Each removal shall be reported immediately to the chief of police, who shall give notice thereof
to the owner of the motor vehicle, trailer or semi-trailer as promptly as possible.

B.

The owner of such vehicle, or trailer or semi-trailer, shall pay to the town all reasonable
cost incidental to the removal, storage and locating of the owner of the motor vehicle,
trailer or semi-trailer before obtaining possession of such vehicle. Should such owner fail
or refuse to pay the cost or should the identity or whereabouts of such owner be unknown
and unascertainable after a diligent search has been made, and after notice to him at his
last known address and to the holder of any lien of record in the office of the state
department of motor vehicles against the motor vehicle trailer or semi-trailer, the chief of
police may, after holding the motor vehicle, trailer or semi-trailer thirty (30) days and
after due notice of sale, dispose of the same at public sale, and the proceeds from the sale
shall be forwarded by the chief of police to the town treasurer; provided, that is the value
of such motor vehicle, trailer or semi-trailer is determined by three (3) disinterested
dealers or garagemen to be less than one hundred fifty dollars ($150.00), it may disposed
of by private sale or junked. The town treasurer shall pay from the proceeds of sale the
cost of removal, storage, investigation as to ownership and liens and notice of sale, and
the balance of such funds shall be held by him/her for the owner and paid to the owner
upon satisfactory proof of ownership.

If no claim has been made by the owner for the proceeds of such sale, the remaining
funds may be deposited to the general fund or any special fund of the town. Any such
owner shall be entitled to apply to the town withing three (3) years from the date of such
sale, and if timely application is made therefore, the town shall pay the same to the owner
without interest or other charges. No claim shall be made nor shall any suit, action or
proceeding be instituted for the recovery of such funds after three (3) years from the date
of such sale.

Subsections A—C shall not operate to deprive any person of other remedies available
under law to obtain payment from the owner of unattended, abandoned or immobile
vehicles for towing, storage or other services rendered.

It shall be unlawful for any person to leave any motor vehicle, trailer, semi-trailer or part
thereof on the private property of any other person without his consent. Upon complaint
of the owner of the property on which such motor vehicle, trailer, semi-trailer, or part
thereof, has been left for more than seventy-two (72) hours, such motor vehicle, trailer,
semi-trailer or part thereof may be removed by or under the direction of a police officer to
a storage garage or area. The owners of private property which is normally open to the
public for parking shall post or cause to be posed signs warning that vehicles left on the
property for more than seventy-two (72) hours will be towed or removed at the expense
of the vehicle owner. The person at whose request the vehicle, trailer, semi-trailer, or part
thereof, is so removed shall indemnify the town against any loss or expense incurred by
reason of removal, storage or sale thereof.

In the case of the removal of a motor vehicle, trailer, semi-trailer or part thereof from
private property, when the same cannot be readily sold, such motor vehicle, trailer, semi-
trailer or part thereof may be disposed of in such manner as the town council may
provide.

In all other respects, the provisions of subsection A—D of this section shall apply to such
removals; provided, that disposal of a motor vehicles, trailer or semi-trailer may, at the
option of the town council, be carried out under either the provisions of subsection A of
this section or under the provisions of this subsection after a diligent search for the owner,
after notice to him at his last known address and to the holder of any lien of record in the
office of the state or motor vehicles against such motor vehicle, trailer or semi-trailer, and
after the motor vehicle, trailer, or semi-trailer has been held at least sixty (60) days.
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H. The state department of motor vehicles shall be notified of the disposition of any motor
vehicle, trailer or semi-trailer under this section.

K-9 Working and Training Activities from 8-03 thru 9-03

Since August 2003 Elkton’s K-9 has been involved in two search warrants for the Drug Task
Force. Both search warrants have been issued in the Elkton area. The K-9 has also been used in
approximately fifteen to twenty vehicle stops and five tracks for various situations. In the above
activities the K-9 has assisted with the arrest of three suspects.

Training has been conducted on an everyday basis. Obedience is done everyday for
approximately five to ten minutes. Narcotics training has been done approximately five times
from August 2003 thru September 2003. Various scenarios have been applied to our
department’s needs and usages. For instance using multiple vehicles for sniffs, building sniffs,
and book bags in a school setting. I have also conducted three scenarios for bite work. Officer
protection, building search, and suspect apprehension using another officer as the arresting
officer. The training guidelines given to me by Lawson’s K-9 only suggests training once a
month for maintenance.

Jim Crawford of Shenandoah Christian Home, formerly known as Our Shenandoah
Home, addressed Council regarding restructuring at Shenandoah Christian Home in
anticipation of reopening that facility. After introducing Linda Hiijeh, Administrator/Director of
Nursing at Qur Shenandoah Home in Timberville, Melanie A. Wiseman, Administrator and
Director of Nursing, and Theresa DeMasters, Administrator Assistant, Mr. Crawford presented
the following information:

*Slated to open November 1 as a 42 bed facility as opposed to the previous 60 bed

*Many new upgrades, including a new kitchen and new carpeting

*Support of local churches

*Mr. Crawford is still the primary owner. A previous partner, Donna King Smith, is no longer
associated with Waterfront Properties

+An original stipulation was that a new permit application would be required within 60 days of a
change of 51% or more of ownership. Mr. Crawford named Jim Wilson as his new partner and
stated he would comply with a new application

*The facility will remain an assisted living home. Within 30 to 60 days Mr. Crawford hopes to
add, after opening, a lockdown Alzheimer’s wing, which will consist of 16 beds. A doctor and
the family of an Alzheimer’s patient authorize that a patient qualifies for confinement in a
lockdown unit

+Auxiliary grant residents could be accepted if the financial health of the facility permits it
*Plans exist for emergency evacuation

*He is striving for a high-level, middle income clientele

Vice Mayor Murphy stated she was satisfied with what she heard, but believed conditions
1 and 2 of the stipulations needed changing to reflect the restructuring.

Mr. McCoy was directed to write several letters regarding nuisance properties and Home
Occupation Permits.

For audit purposes, Mrs. Vickers stated Council needs to vote to a rollover for HEC,
Lynn Meadow’s donations, and King’s Dominion Tickets accounts. These rollovers must be
approved by Council at the end of each fiscal year.

Mrs. Vickers stated that up to the Year 2001 the Cemetery debt to the Town was
$218,058.82. Prior to 2001, purchases were charged to nine different departments, thereby
creating, in her view, an inaccurate total. It would be impossible to arrive at a fair debt because
of the distribution of charges up to that time. The auditors have asked to write it off in order to
clear it from the books. The longer Council stalls on this vote, the longer the audit will remain
unfinished.

Council member Snow will work with Mrs. Vickers to try to achieve a conclusion to the
Cemetery’s debt to the Town.
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Mrs. Vickers initiated a discussion of the utilities reconnection policy. The consensus of
Council was to not tamper with a policy that has been effective for several years - at this time.

Steve Kite’s draining problem was discussed.

Water run off at 108 Water Street was discussed. Mr. McCoy’s solution was to place
culverts under the driveway and run them into the existing storm drains. Council said, “Do it.”

Council member Workman discussed his desire to create an Economic and Community
Development Committee and to grant him purchasing power as Chair.

Council looked at a draft of a rental contract for the Kite house and Community Center.

Compensatory time is now maintained on computer. Vice Mayor Murphy emphasized
that the time cards should reflect when the comp time was earned and when it was used.

Vice Mayor Murphy will present the K-9 Resolution at the Council meeting.

Vice Mayor Murphy reported the Cemetery Commission met and set a price of $400.00
per lot in the new section of the Cemetery. The preference was to start selling lots from the top
section. The Commission also decided to renew Donald Merica’s mowing contract, which runs
from April through October.

With a 3 acre addition to the Cemetery, the Commission also recommended a pay
increase for Mr. Merica from $137.50 per week to $206.00 per week. The formula used was 40
hours per week times $5.15 per hour. In addition, the Commission recommended back pay of
$616.00 for having mowed the new section this season.

Gerald Monger is willing to work with an engineering firm to resolve the draining
problem at Elk Run Cemetery. It is Mr. Monger’s wish to take a corrective plan back to the

Cemetery Commission for approval, but he will assume this project only with total support of
Council. From the discussion, Council was willing.

Mr. McCoy will get quotes to install a sewer pumping station at Riverside Park.

Council member Pence questioned why girls’ basketball didn’t have shirts when they had
played two games.

Council denied a reimbursement request from Scott Plum.

Council established a “Citizen of the Year Award.” This year’s recipients are Welty
Hensley and Bill Holt.

Mayor Printz will get a “working document” from Elkton Little League stating what and
how they will use the Community Center. Mayor Printz stated Little League will spend
$5,000.00 for equipment for their use.

Mr. McCoy was instructed to consult with the Town’s attorneys before paying the
balance due for an incident in which a lady fell and was badly bruised.

Mr. McCoy discussed vehicles being washed at the Fire Department. Council agreed that
only emergency vehicles should be washed at that location.

David Smith on Florist Road requested a water connection.

Danny Lam on Washington Avenue paid the tap fee years ago and can be connected to
Town water.
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An electric generator for the well was again discussed at length. Council member
Sigafoose insisted the generator was eliminated from the budget. Mr. McCoy believed the
generator purchase existed in the $90,000.00 Capital Projects line item.

She was also confused why no
one could give a clear answer as to the terms, especially trimming, of the Cemetery maintenance
contract.

Mary K. Hutton, 515 Chestnut, was satisfied when mayor Printz explained that the meals
tax rate was not increased, but the ordinance itself was amended to give stronger enforcement for
any violation of failure to pay the tax.

Lee Dearing, 124 North Street, spoke in opposition to a candidate for Police Officer with
the Town of Elkton. The newly negotiated and accepted refuse collection contract increased
resident billing by 12.8%, or $1.00 per customer. He believed the increase was not explained.
Mr. Dearing, agreeing with Mrs. Hutton, chastised Council for inappropriate conduct by
allocating money for various reasons while assembled for committee meetings. Mr. Dearing also
questioned Council’s wisdom of purchasing two new vehicles just five months after adoption of
the budget.

Casey Billhimer, President of the Elkton Historical Society, requested Council approval
to place a Virginia Civil War Trail sign in front of the Municipal Building on Rockingham
Street.

Ordinance for Annexation - First Reading

AN ORDINANCE TO PROVIDE FOR THE EXTENSION OF THE CORPORATE LIMITS OF
THE TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA PURSUANT TO THE PROVISIONS OF ARTICLE 2,
CHAPTER 32, SECTION 15.2-3231 OF THE CODE OF VIRGINIA OF 1950, AS AMENDED,
BY THE ANNEXATION OF CERTAIN TERRITORY IN THE COUNTY OF
ROCKINGHAM, VIRGINIA.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA:

§ 1. Formal Annexation. That the Council of the Town of Elkton, Virginia, a municipal
corporation, in furtherance of the health, safety and welfare of the Town, and acting under an
“Annexation Agreement” dated December 8, 2003, and executed between the Town and the
County of Rockingham, Virginia pursuant to the provisions of Article 1.1, Chapter 25 of Title
15.1 (recodified as Article 2, Chapter 32 of Title 15.2) of the Code of Virginia of 1950, as
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amended, hereby declares that by this ordinance it does annex certain territory lying in the
County of Rockingham, Virginia, which territory is adjacent to the present corporate limits of the
Town and which territory is comprised of four tracts of land containing approximately 183 acres,
more or less (adjacent to the western boundaries of the Town), 41 acres, more or less (adjacent to
the northwestern boundaries of the Town), 108 acres, more or less (adjacent to the eastern
boundaries of the Town), and 458 acres, more or less (lying south of State Route 33 and north of
Sapling Ridge Road adjacent to the southern boundaries of the Town).

§ 2. Metes and Bounds of Size of Area. A plat showing the territory to be annexed is attached
as Appendix A, which is also incorporated into this ordinance. The metes and bounds of the
territory acquired from the County of Rockingham by this ordinance are set forth in Appendix B,
which is incorporated into this ordinance.

§ 3. Necessity and Expediency of Annexation. The annexation of the territory is necessary and
expedient because (i) municipal services are currently and will be needed by the future residents
of the territory, (ii) the Town needs to diversify its revenue base and increase its supply of
developable land, and (iii) other reasons deemed satisfactory to the Council.

§ 4. Terms and Conditions. The terms and conditions for this annexation are as set forth in the
Annexation Agreement dated December 8, 2003.

§ 5. Provisions for Future Development. In the event that any portion of the territory is
developed commercially, the provisions planned for the future development of the territory,
including the provision of public utilities and services therein, are as follows:

(@ Sanity Sewers. To provide in accordance with the Annexation Agreement.
(b)  Water. To provide in accordance with the Annexation Agreement, or sooner.

(¢)  Refuse Collection. To extend the Town’s policies and practices concerning
refuse collection, as they may be changed from time to time, to the territory.

(d) Planning and Zoning. To extend and amend the planning and zoning functions
of the Town, including the amendment of applicable ordinances and regulations,
so as to assure the orderly development of the present Town and the area annexed
as a unified community.

(e) Streets and Street Lighting. To extend the Town’s policies and practices
concerning streets and street lighting, as they may be changed from time to time,
to the territory.

3] Police Protection. To proceed to provide personnel and equipment as necessary
to furnish police protection throughout the area annexed conforming to the
standards which may be maintained within the current Town.

(g)  Traffic Control. To extend the Town’s policies and practices concerning traffic
signs and control devices, as they may be changed rom time to time, to the
territory.

(h) General Municipal Services. To provide throughout the annexed area such other
municipal services not specifically mentioned herein as may be provided for the
present Town (except electrical) and are consistent with policies of the Town and
the needs of the businesses, industries, and residents of the entire community.

All services described in paragraphs “c” through “g” shall be extended to all persons
within the territory to be annexed as soon as practice after December 31, 2003, so as to provide

the same level of services available to the present residents of the Town of Elkton.

§ 6. Annexation Agreement. All terms and conditions of the December 8, 2003 Annexation
Agreement between the Town and Rockingham County are incorporated into this ordinance.

§ 7. Existing Land Use. The attached Appendix A, which shows the existing land use of the
territory, is incorporated into this ordinance.

§ 8. Effective Date. This ordinance - and the annexation of the territory - shall take effect
December 31, 2003.

No Class A
freestanding sign shall be closer than two feet from any right-of-way line or lot line or within 25
feet from any adjacent lot located within a residential district.

The first section of the approximately 300
acres in Elkwood was developed in the late 1970's and early 1980's. For a number of reasons,
development discontinued at that time. In 1996 or 1997, interest to resume the project surfaced.
Conflict with Town Code again stalled the project. The following Council members were
present:

Town Attorney Nathan Miller, Council member Workman, Richard Pullen, Chief of
Police, and Faye Vickers, Treasurer, arrived during the meeting.

The Dentons now wish to develop the East end of Sweetgum. Originally designed as a
school site, the new subdivision consists of 36 single family lots. Water pressure and traffic flow
stalled the project again.

Mr. Shaw now has a preliminary sketch which would have an entrance on Route 340,
North of the current entrance to Elkwood. This section would contain 56 townhouses and 33
single family lots. A booster pump would need to be installed and the sewer would be gravity
flow to a main line installed by the developer. Storm water would be channeled into a ravine.
Retention pond(s) would be required because State law forbids more water runoff after
development than existed prior to development.

It was agreed that the construction of a water loop would benefit all, thereby eliminating
the expense of the booster pump. The owners would like to revisit the Master Plan because over
a 30 year period, housing needs, VDOT standards, and water runoff, for example, have changed.

Steve Kite was very concerned about additional storm water runoff.

As there were no additional comments, the meeting adjourned.

Mr. Miller opened the discussion by saying proffers can be placed on developments while
rezoning - they cannot be added later. All of Elkwood is zoned, so proffers cannot be added. If
curb and gutter were eliminated, how would one force Elkwood developers to install the water
loop, to create another access, and to close Sweetgum? The access would be controlled by
Virginia Department of Transportation; the loop would probably be controlled, financially, by the
Town; and Sweetgum would be controlled by the Town.

If Council passed the amendment deleting curb and gutter, and if the Dentons sold the
property to someone who decided not to install the water loop, what could Council do? Mr.
Miller spoke with the Dentons’ attorney who appeared open to the idea of a covenant on the lots,
as opposed to a proffer. A convenant would address the loop, the entrance, and the closing of
Sweetgum. However, once the developer honored the covenant, how would it be removed in
order for the lots to be sold? The covenant could “run with the land,” meaning once it was
recorded the covenant existed until the requirements had been satisfied.

On the other hand, if Council is comfortable that the developers will complete a “non-
enforceable agreement,” then Council could pass the amendment. Mr. Miller stated the covenant
also would be non-enforceable, but the lots would be unable to be sold. He saw a clear title, or
lack of one, to be the enforcement key with a covenant.

Attorney Miller favored tabling curb and gutter until January’s meeting, at which time he
will have draft covenants for Council’s consideration.

Vice Mayor Murphy asked Council if they were aware that sidewalks would be
eliminated? Mayor Printz stated the intention was to eliminate curb and gutter throughout the
Town but to keep sidewalks. Mr. Miller will study the issue.

Council member Snow moved on a Second Reading, second by Council member
Dean, and carried to approve the budget amendments as presented at the last Council
meeting.

Council member Snow moved, second by Council member Sigafoose, and carried to
instruct the Town Treasurer to transfer the monies from the uncollected four years of
expenses of the Cemetery at a rate using the average of the last two previous years of
Cemetery expenses.

Mr. Miller will try to determine under what circumstances the sinking fund was created
and how it can be used.
