CITIZEN COMMENTS

Jonathan Kibler, Elkton Volunteer Fire Department Chief, read the following
statement:

Dear Council:

The Elkton Volunteer Fire Company has recently appointed a committee to investigate
the construction of a new fire station. While the current facility has served us well, we no
longer have the space to meet the needs of our organization or community. The current
station is unable (to) meet the space requirements of our growing apparatus fleet forcing
us to house some equipment outside. In addition, the current facility provides no room
for training, recreational or fitness activities. Current guidelines for equipment storage,
cleaning and disinfection can not be accommodated in the existing facility.

The station committee has been tasked with providing concept phase drawings and
estimates by early summer. The committee is headed by Roger Baugher. Current
activities include the upgrade of our existing site plan, securing utilities and preliminary
concepts. Our next step will be to hire an architect to develop concept phase documents.
At the conclusion of the concept phase, we will begin securing funding for the new
facility and determine our path forward.

The goal of the Elkton Volunteer Fire Company is to build a modern facility that will
meet the needs of the community for the next 50 years. The facility will improve the
health and safety of our members and improve our ability to meet the needs of our
community. We hope to construct a facility that will be a symbol of pride for the citizens
of Elkton.

Seth McGuffin, Executive Director of the Elkton Downtown Revitalization
Corporation (EDRC), was present and introduced himself. EDRC hopes to have Elkton
designated as a Main Street community in three year’s time. Elkton is currently
recognized as an Affiliate Member.

Greg Mowbray will soon open a diner downtown and viewed Elkton as a “ghost
town.” He spoke of his friendship and support of Mayor Printz, the youth, difficulties of
starting a business, the relationship between the Mayor and Council, and the negative
attitude of some Town employees towards Mayor Printz.

Sonny Derrer spoke for more activities for the Town’s youth and opposed pets in
Elk Run Cemetery.

Cathy Murphy, 110 North Stuart Avenue, although she subscribed to the
philosophy of majority rule, supported the right of the minority to have an opinion and to
voice that opinion. Missing from the Charter revisions were a public comment allowance
and referendum provisions. She was steadfast that the Mayor should be elected by the
voters and presented that issue as an example of a need for referendum in the Charter.
She believed voters elected Council members based on different criteria than they use to
elect a Mayor. She stated discord between Mayor and Council was a political
inevitability but, the actions of the elected body, as well as staff, are controlled and
contained in the Charter.

Vic Corbo, 248 Windsong Hills, stated that much of the discussion regarding the
Charter could have been minimized if the “new” Charter had been presented with the
State Code that replaced sections of the “old” Charter.

Lee Dearing, 124 North Street, stated, “The Charter is the only instrument that
we, as the people, have to allow you as a governing body to govern.” Mr. Dearing stated
he compared the current version of the Charter to the one that was sent to Richmond last
year. He discovered that just a single paragraph had been added. Missing from the
current version were spending limits, public comments, important and necessary Mayor
powers (other than ceremonial), and current boundaries of the Town. He commented that
recommendations for a citizen/Council committee to write a new Charter had never
materialized. Mr. Dearing now possesses an opposition petition with 729 signatures
which will be presented to Delegate Steve Landes in Richmond. He commented that
interested persons to serve on the Industrial Development Authority had not been given
sufficient response time from the date of publication of the advertisement. Even more
unacceptable to him was that five of the seven prospective members did not live in Town.
One nominee, in particular, drew his ire because the gentleman vehemently fought
annexation.

Hazel Crider, Elkwood, supported Mr. Dearing’s statements 100%. Mrs. Crider
stated the citizens were confused about the Charter changes because they had not been
given an opportunity to ask questions. The accelerated pace of the charter issue
perplexed her. “I think the right thing to do is to slow this Charter down and step back
and take a look at what you’ve revised because, from what I have read, what I have
heard, it certainly is not the Charter that is representing our Town of Elkton,” she
declared.
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Mildred Shifflett, 112 West Spotswood Avenue, had misgivings regarding the
Charter and Council. She believed Council was trying to strip the citizens of their rights
and claimed that history would remember this Council for taking Elkton into bankruptcy.

Ordinance to Adopt the Virginia Procurement Act for Purchasing — First Reading

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 31 (PURCHASING) OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN
OF ELKTON BY ADDING SECTIONS TO SET PROCEDURES FOR THE EXPENDITURE OF
TOWN FUNDS
WHEREAS, the current Charter outlines procedures for appropriation of funds by Council; and
WHEREAS, it is the intention of Town Council to update the Charter; and

WHEREAS, the current expenditure levels are outdated and too restrictive for today’s required purchases;
and

WHEREAS, the Town population will soon be at a level where it will be required to adopt the Virginia
Procurement Act standards;

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Town Council of Elkton, Virginia, that Chapter 31 (Purchasing) of the Code of
the Town of Elkton, is hereby amended as follows:
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4.

Add Section 31-3 as follows:
§ 31-3. Virginia Procurement Act(§2.2-4300 thru §2.2-4377)

The Town of Elkton hereby adopts the policies and procedures, mutatis mutandis, of the
Virginia Procurement Act.

Section 31-1 is hereby amended by changing the following wording:
§31-1. Signed purchasing order required.

No purchases for or on behalf of the town shall be made unless an order is drawn upon a
purchasing form, in duplicate, with one copy given to the Town Treasurer. The Treasurer shall
not pay any bill unless he or she has one of the copies of the purchasing order properly signed by
the Department Head and approved for final payment by the Town Manager or his/her designated
representative Chair-of the-council committee-in-question;-or-othe ho-may-have-the

authority-to-sign-it-

Add Section 31-4 as follows:

§$31-4. Spending Limits/Procedures.

Department Heads may authorize expenditures within the Department’s budget: provided such
expenditures do not exceed $5,000. The Council must approve expenditures over $5,000 unless
there is an emergency associated with the Ton’s services to its residents. In the event of such an
emergency, the Chair of the appropriate council committee may approve such expenditures and
the Council shall be notified of such emergency at its next scheduled meeting. The Council must
approve any further needed expenditures associated with the emergency.

This ordinance shall be effective immediately upon its adoption.

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission and Town Council wishes to preserve the family friendly
atmosphere of the Town; and

WHEREAS, there are currently no standards for Adult Businesses in the Code of the Town of Elkton;

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Town Council of Elkton, Virginia, that Chapter 110 (Land Development) be
amended by the addition of the following:

1. §110-303. Supplemental Definitions — Adult Businesses.

Notwithstanding any contrary provisions in this title, Adult Businesses are distinct from
and mutually exclusive of all other uses defined or referenced in this code. Accordingly,
if a use falls within the definition of an Adult Business, it cannot qualify as a “retail

store”, “restaurant,” or other use.

For the purpose of this Title, the following definitions apply:

Adult Business An Adult Business is (i) an Adult Theatre, (ii) Adult Store,
(iii) any business providing Adult Entertainment, or (iv)
any other establishment that regularly emphasizes
materials or demonstrations relating to Specified Sexual
Activities or Specified Anatomical Areas or is intended
for the sexual stimulation or titillation of patrons.

Adult Theatre An Adult Theatre is an establishment which presents for
the viewing or listening of patrons materials
characterized by (i) their emphasis on Specified Sexual
Activities or Specified Anatomical Areas or (ii) the intent
to provide sexual stimulation or titillation of patrons.

Adult Store An Adult Store is an establishment which sells or rents
a. Materials (whether printed or in electronic,
optical, magnetic, or other media) characterized
by
i Their emphasis on Specified Sexual

Activity or Specified Anatomical Areas or

. Their predominant purpose being to
provide sexual stimulation or titillation of
patrons, or

b. Toys, novelties, instruments, devices or

paraphernalia which represent human genital
organs or female breasts, or designed or
marketed primarily for use to stimulate human
genital organs.

Nevertheless, if the aforementioned items constitute only
an insubstantial portion of an establishment’s stock-in-
trade, the establishment shall not be considered an Adult
Store.

Adult Entertainment Adult Entertainment is dancing, modeling, or other live
performances in which the performance (i) is






characterized by an emphasis on Specified Sexual
Activities or Specified Anatomical Areas, or (ii) is
intended for the sexual stimulation or titillation of
patrons. Adult Entertainment also includes the
presentation of materials or images (irrespective of the
media) characterized by their emphasis on Specified
Sexual Activities or Specified Anatomical Areas or the
intent to provide sexual stimulation or titillation of

patrons.

Specified Anatomical Areas __Specified Anatomical Areas are as follows:

a____Ifless than completely and opaquely covered:
human genitals, pubic region, buttock; and the
female breast below a point immediately above the
top of the areola, and

b Irrespective of coverage: human genitals in a
discernibly turgid state.

Specified Sexual Activities Specified Sexual Activities are as follows:

He believed the
information was made available and not being informed rested with those who did not
read/study the revisions.

Mayor Printz: “I need a ruling from the Attorney on the public hearing because I don’t
fully understand it. You are going to have to give us some guidance on this thing because
it is my understanding under the State Code that we have to have another hearing
anyhow.”

Attorney Miller: “We’ve already had the public hearing (inaudible).

Mayor Printz: “That’s what I’m saying. After the change, it is my understanding that we
have to have another public hearing, but I’m not the attorney, you are.”

Attorney Miller: “I’m not going to make a ruling on it here right tonight (then inaudible).
If you want to have a Special Council meeting I will have that answer for you tomorrow.”

Much of what Attorney Miller spoke was inaudible but he did advise Council they could
approve the Charter subject to a public hearing.

Mayor Printz asked if the issue should be sent to the Special Meeting.

Council member Pence: “Do we have to have another public hearing?”

Attorney Miller: “That is what I will answer for you at your Special Meeting.”

Vice Mayor Snow stated that many topics that people wanted included in the Charter
“already exist in the State Code and we don’t need to have it in both.” Vice Mayor Snow

favored passing the Charter “contingent on a public hearing” if one was required.

Mr. Donachy read the following statement:
MEMORANDUM
DATE: January 16, 2006
TO: Mayor and Town Council
FROM: Dennis R. Donachy, Town Manager/Zoning Administrator
SUBIJECT: Public Allegations by the Mayor of Misconduct and Other Illegal Actions

Over the past 6-8 months the Mayor has made public allegations of misappropriation of
funds, conspiracy, lying, cronyism, “irrational spending and misguided allegiances
formed with an attempt to defend less than forthright behavior”, put together “....the few
inept negotiation sessions that were hastily and unprofessionally organized.”, “using
deceptive tactics, holding private meetings, alienating duly-elected officials, and forming
allegiances with clients for our own selfish gain.”, “...you can see what a town manager
will do for debt, cronyism, higher taxes and utilities and most disappointing, the
alienation of our citizens.” and “Our town is currently under siege with uncontrolled
development, fiscal irresponsibility, deceptive business practices, cronyism, and conflict
of interests.” against me as Town Manager.

Because the above mentioned allegations were made in public (letters to the editor,
prepared statements read at Council meetings and statements made for newspaper
articles) residents of Elkton and the surrounding areas have formed opinions about my
job performance, professionalism and integrity without having all the information
required to form an informed opinion.

I request that Council hire an audit firm to conduct an investigation into the allegations
concerned with the finances of the Town. I also request Council have an attorney or
other legal organization investigate the allegations that deal with possible illegal
activities. Both these actions, if taken, will clear up any false impressions of misconduct
and/or illegal activity and allow the Council to move away from dealing with personal
feelings and be able to concentrate on the major issues facing the Town of Elkton and its
residents.

This memorandum is also to serve notice that any future public allegations of
misconduct, whether I am mentioned by name, title or implied to, will be considered as
slander and/or defamation of character and will be dealt with appropriately.

DIRECTOR OF PUBLIC WORKS

Mr. Shifflett made it know that there has been a problem for a couple of months
with reading meters on time. He explained it was a personnel issue and he has met with
the affected persons. He further explained how disputed readings were resolved.
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At his monthly VMEA meeting, Mr. Shifflett learned that the Town of Elkton will
receive a 2.5% rate increase by Virginia Power. A fuel factor charge adjustment is
scheduled for April. Mr. Shifflett requested Council action regarding the increase.

The purpose of the public
hearing was to receive citizens’ comments on the proposed Elkton Charter and the
Special Council meeting was called for the purpose of the Second Reading of a payment
of $68,000.00 to Anderson & Associates for the Preliminary Engineering Report. The
following Council members were present:

Mayor Printz: “I’m going to open this meeting and I’d like to also state at this point in
time the Council has not formally scheduled a public hearing. I’m going to open this
session for open discussion, but I do not consider this a public hearing. According to my
notes, I got Rick to check them, the Council will have to schedule a public hearing at a
later date after this discussion, after this meeting. So, with that, I’'m going to open up this
meeting for discussion.”

Vice Mayor Snow: “Point of order, Mr. Mayor.”

Mayor Printz: “Yes, sir.”

Vice Mayor Snow: “I disagree with that. I believe this is a legitimately called public
hearing. That’s why we are here.”

Mayor Printz: “According to the notes that is not correct.”
Vice Mayor Snow: “I’ll make a motion that we overrule that rule.”
Council member McDaniel: “I’Hl second that.”

There was an interruption from a citizen in the audience which was inaudible, but Mayor
Printz continued with his point of view.

Mayor Printz: “Well, it really is not in due order because according to the notes from the
regularly scheduled meeting of last month:

Attorney Miller: “I’m not going to make a ruling on it here right tonight (then inaudible).
If you want to have a Special Council meeting I will have that answer for you tomorrow.”

Much of what Attorney Miller spoke was inaudible but he did advise Council they could
approve the Charter subject to a public hearing.

Mayor Printz asked if the issue should be sent to the Special Meeting.
Council member Pence: “Do we have to have another public hearing?”

Attorney Miller: “That is what I will answer for you at your Special Meeting.”
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Vice Mayor Snow stated that many topics that people wanted included in the Charter
“already exist in the State Code and we don’t need to have it in both.” Vice Mayor Snow
favored passing the Charter “contingent on a public hearing” if one was required.

It was repeated that the motion was to table the Charter and Mayor Printz proceeded with
the roll call vote:

YEAS: C. McDaniel, T. Pence, and S. Sigafoose

NAYS: R. Snow and P. Workman

Motion carried (3-2)
So this Council did not call for a public hearing and it was told at the last scheduled
meeting that the public hearing would be called tonight. So, I don’t think that motion
would be in proper form because of what was in the notes and that is what the people go
by — what is in the notes. Is that correct the way I read that?”
Clerk: “As long as they have been approved.”
Mayor Printz: “So with that I will open the floor...”
Vice Mayor Snow: “We have a motion on the floor.”
Mayor Printz: “I don’t know that I can accept that motion because I don’t think it is in
due order because you’ve already made that commitment at the last monthly meeting.
And I would be afraid that there would be legal consequences to all of us if we did that. 1
think it would be best if we opened up the meeting and let the people talk.”

Vice Mayor Snow: “What’s the point of doing this if it’s not a public hearing? We’ve
gone through this 50 times.”

Mayor Printz: “I have a motion to adjourn?”

Council member Workman: “No. If you can’t accept my motion, how can you accept
his motion?”

Mayor Printz: “That’s different. That motion’s in due order. You have certified minutes
from the last meeting that said to the public...”

Clerk: “No, no, Mr. Mayor. They have not been approved.”
Mayor Printz: “Are these the meeting notes from the last meeting?”

Mr. Donachy: “They are an extract that was asked for from public information and they
are not approved minutes.”

Mayor Printz: “Are these going to be the minutes that were in the last meeting?”
Clerk: “Most likely.”

Mayor Printz: “So, with that, because I feel like we would be deceiving the public and 1
don’t think anyone, no matter which side you are on at this point in time, would want to
be doing that. We can fix this problem. We can do it properly and talk about the Charter,
let the people say whatever they want to say in this open forum. We’ll talk about the
Charter and then schedule a public hearing and do it in proper form.”
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Council member Workman: “Mr. Mayor.”
Mayor Printz: “Yes, sir.”

Council member Workman: “For my benefit what...why...we always want to have a
public hearing. A public hearing is for the public. This is an opportunity. It was
advertised correctly in the papers — a public hearing. Why would we not want to have a
public hearing? What purpose does it serve, other than maybe delay the Charter vote? Is
that the purpose of the whole thing?”

Mayor Printz: “First of all, it can probably be contested that it was put in the paper
properly because even though it was put in the Harrisonburg paper it was not put in The
Valley Banner. The Charter that was in the Harrisonburg paper we never voted on. That
Charter was tabled.”

Vice Mayor Snow: “We don’t have to vote on a public hearing. When have we ever
voted on having a public hearing?”

Mayor Printz: “I’m not saying that you have to vote on a public hearing. I’'m telling you
you voted that the public hearing would be notified at this meeting. That’s what it says
right here in these minutes. I’m not lying to you, they’re right here.”

Vice Mayor Snow: “Can I see that?”

Mayor Printz: “There’s a copy here for everyone.”

Clerk: “There is a conflict in those minutes because at one point Attorney Miller said ‘I
will have the answer for you tomorrow.” Then on Council member Pence’s question the
answer was Tuesday, or this meeting.”

Mayor Printz: “We can settle this legal issue later. It is my suggestion we open this to an
open forum for the public to speak. At that time, we’ll go into our regular session and we
can discuss it then. So, with that, I need a copy of the people who would like to speak.”
Council member Pence: “Mr. Mayor, what is the use to let the public talk if it’s not
going to amount to anything? You only have to have it in one paper anyway. It was in
the Harrisonburg paper.”

Mayor Printz: “I am just telling you that I think we will be in a problem, a legal problem,
I consulted with my attorney. I would be concerned that it would come back on us. All
we would have to do is, if you guys want to discuss the Charter tonight...”

Council member Pence: “Run that by me one more time. What you just said.”

Mayor Printz: ‘Okay.”

Council member Pence: “Alright, say it.”

Mayor Printz: “If you are going to discuss the Charter tonight then just like the minutes
said we will schedule a public hearing.”

Council member Pence: “That’s not what you said. You said something about an
attorney. Your attorney or our attorney?”

Mayor Printz: “I discussed it with my attorney.”
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Council member Pence: “Okay, we are going by that man (pointing to Attorney Miller).
That’s the man we pay.”

Attorney Miller: “Apparently the issue is what the minutes of the last meeting said.
Those minutes have not been approved yet. My recommendation, in order to stay on
some kind of a track to get the matter before council, would be to adjourn the public
hearing until after the Council meeting. We have these Council meetings already called.
At that point, the Council can approve the minutes of the previous meeting — and
whatever Council determines the previous minutes are then you can make the
determination on whether or not you go forward with the public hearing.” He added,
“You can adjourn a public meeting if necessary. It appears to be necessary because there
is controversy among the Council members on what the minutes of the last meeting
(inaudible). My recommendation is that you do that.”

Council member McDaniel: “And I make that motion.”

Council member Dean: “Second.”

Mayor Printz: “I have a proper second. Any discussion on the motion?”

Mayor Printz: “Mr. Pence, how do you vote?”

Council member Pence: “Yes.”

Vice Mayor Snow moved, second by Council member Dean, and carried to
use the money in that fashion to get the Preliminary Engineering Report started.

Motion carried ( 6 — 0 roll call )

Further consultation with Attorney Miller resulted in a review of the extracted
document of the unapproved minutes of the January 16, 2006 Council meeting. Due to
inaudible sections of the Council meeting’s audio/video equipment, Attorney Miller
offered his recollection of the issue. Attorney Miller stated, ‘One of the questions posed
to me was do we, in fact, need to have an additional public hearing? At that point I was
unable to answer directly and suggested that I would research that and have the answer
the next day, which I did. If you did have an affirmative answer that you had to have
another public hearing that it would have to be done immediately because there was a ten
day window that had to be met. My instructions to the Council, the way I recollect at that
time, was that I was to research that and if that was the case then I was to prepare the
order and have it run in order to do that. I don’t recall that there was a special motion
made to do that.”

Mayor Printz stated he didn’t recall the Council instructing anyone to publish the
Charter and “call tonight a public hearing.”

Attorney Miller responded, “That was done by me because the direction from
Council was to determine if we needed a public hearing. If we did, run the notice.”

Mayor Printz asked to hold the public hearing ten days from now. Council
member Pence wondered why “all these people are here is this is not a public hearing?”

Council member Sigafoose wanted to know if the Town Attorney could call a
“special council meeting or hearing without the Council?”

Mayor Printz believed that was a Mayor/Council discretion.
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Vice Mayor Snow and Council member McDaniel agreed that Attorney Miller
had the proper authorization and acted accordingly by publishing the Charter and
announcing the public hearing.

Council member Sigafoose disagreed.

Mayor Printz read the following extract:

Mr. Donachy requested Council action on the Charter revisions.

Council member Sigafoose: “I’d like to make a motion. It might settle it. I say we
table this thing until the citizens know exactly what they are going to get.”

Council member Pence seconded the motion.

Council member Workman: “What constitutes the public knowing?” He believed the
information was made available and not being informed rested with those who did not
read/study the revisions.

Mayor Printz: “I need a ruling from the Attorney on the public hearing because I don’t
fully understand it. You are going to have to give us some guidance on this thing because
it is my understanding under the State Code that we have to have another hearing
anyhow.”

Attorney Miller: “We’ve already had the public hearing (inaudible).

Mayor Printz: “That’s what I’m saying. After the change, it is my understanding that we
have to have another public hearing, but I’m not the attorney, you are.”

Attorney Miller: “I’m not going to make a ruling on it here right tonight (then inaudible).
If you want to have a Special Council meeting I will have that answer for you tomorrow.”

Much of what Attorney Miller spoke was inaudible but he did advise Council they could
approve the Charter subject to a public hearing.

Mayor Printz asked if the issue should be sent to the Special Meeting.

Council member Pence: “Do we have to have another public hearing?”

Attorney Miller: “That is what I will answer for you at your Special Meeting.”

Council member Workman speculated that Attorney Miller’s instructions from
Council and the “intent” of his response could exist in the inaudible sections of the tape.
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Attorney Miller stated, “In order to meet the deadline, that’s why I immediately got back
to the Council because we had to give a ten day notice. We have met the requirements
for the notice, we’ve met the requirements for publication. Council can adopt and
approve the publication now because it’s been done. That would make it effective.”
Speaking of “substantial changes to the Charter,” Attorney Miller offered the need for
another public hearing could be argued. He decided not to make a judgment call
regarding the public’s right to speak. He took the “conservative” approach and
proceeded with a “subjective call” to hold another public hearing.

Mayor Printz made the point, with agreement from Attorney Miller, that the draft
Charter in Richmond was not the same document published in The Daily News-Record.

Mayor Printz reiterated the points of his argument:

1. The Charter in Richmond was not the Charter published in 7he Daily News-Record.

2. The Charter published in The Daily News-Record was tabled.

3. The extracted minutes contained wording that the date for the public hearing would be
announced at tonight’s meeting.

Council member McDaniel summarized the opposing view. He stated, “Mr.
Mayor, I have sat here for over a year and nothing we have done has met your
satisfaction with this Charter. How much of the Town people’s money are we going to
spend by continuing to delay what this Council needs to do? This Council, in my view,
needs to pass this Charter, get it to Richmond, and if we don’t do that, the citizens need to
remove every Council member here.”

The Mayor asked what he was to do with the minutes. As Attorney Miller was
explaining, Mayor Printz interrupted him, challenging Mr. Miller’s advice. Council
member Dean immediately presented a motion:

Council member Dean moved, second by Council member Sigafoose, to hold
a public hearing on February 9.

Council member Workman was concerned how the timing would affect the
Charter process. Attorney Miller believed the “crossover date” was around February 14
but, he was unsure how that fit into the Committee structure. He was also unsure how
that “met Delegate Landes’ schedule” (if a public hearing was held on February 9).

As has been stated repeatedly, Attorney Miller, responding to an explanation
request from Vice Mayor Snow, specified, “The only purpose the previous Charter
language that went in, which is not substantially different than this, was to preserve the
slot, as I indicated to you in previous meetings. The General Assembly requires
legislators to introduce their legislation before the session because there are 3,000 to
3,500 bills that must be introduced. What was happening was all the bills were being
introduced the day of...”

Mayor Printz called for a vote on the motion.

YEAS: J. Dean and S. Sigafoose

NAYS: C. McDaniel, T. Pence, R. Snow, and P. Workman
Motion failed (4 — 2 roll call )

The next matter was to approve, reject, or amend the extracted portion of the
January 16, 2006 meeting.
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Council member McDaniel and Council member Workman concurred that they
left the previous meeting believing that Council had instructed Attorney Miller to
determine if another public hearing was needed. “That was the sole reason I voted to
table the Charter. So the minutes need to reflect that. That’s clearly what I recollect,”
stated Council member McDaniel.

Vice Mayor Snow moved, second by Council member McDaniel, and carried
to approve the minutes, as amended, that Attorney Miller was authorized to
determine if a public hearing was to be held or not, and to schedule such.

Motion carried (4 — 1 with 1 abstention on a roll call )

With the issue of the minutes resolved, Attorney Miller recommended that
Council “suspend” the Special Council meeting now underway, reconvene the public
hearing for public comments, close the public hearing, and reconvene the Special Council
meeting.

Council member Dean moved, second by Vice Mayor Snow, and carried to
suspend the current Special Council meeting and to re-enter the public hearing, and
then reconvene the Special Council meeting.

Public Hearing
Re-Opened
January 30, 2006

Lee Dearing, 124 North Street, as he has stated many times before, defined the
Charter as the people’s constitution. The Mayor and Council are controlled by the
Charter and great care should be taken when changing the document. Mr. Dearing asked
for an explanation of the “emergency clause.” His opinion was the “new” Charter, if
approved, should not take affect until July 1, 2006. He disagreed with the “boundaries”
description. Other concerns were the absence of a public comments section, limitations
on non-appropriated spending, and 2/3 vote of Council to amend the Charter. He wanted
clearly stated responsibilities for the Mayor and Council, the Town Manager, the
committee chairs, and their limitations. Mr. Dearing recommended tabling the Charter
until additional changes were made.

Mike O’Neill, 425 East Rockingham Street, also asked what the “emergency”
was? He stated the May 2006 election would be voided by the “emergency clause”
because the Charter, if approved, would be in effect immediately. Mr. O’Neill
questioned the “wisdom” of a Council, whose members were not all elected, changing a
document without voter consent. That raised a question of referendum and Mr.
McDaniel’s Council seat, which was filled after four other candidates had followed the
rules and Mr. McDaniel surfaced after the advertised deadline.
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Attorney Tom Miller, Harrisonburg, speaking as Mayor Printz’s personal
attorney, was present to offer another point of view regarding the Charter process. He
expressed his high regard for Mr. Miller and stated he was not completely comfortable
disagreeing with him. Mr. Miller cited sections of State Code that related to amending
charters.

Hazel Crider, 114 Hillside, submitted that the people did not elect the Council “to
change the Charter to their advantage.” She called for direct election of a Mayor who
would serve as head of Town government. A public comment period was another
primary concern of hers. She commented on the absence of available State Code books
for reference. She sought Attorney Miller’s help, as “attorney to the people,” to delay a
Charter with which the people were dissatisfied.

Mildred Shifflett, 112 West Spotswood Avenue, was frustrated with Council. Her
opinion was some members of Council feared not being re-elected and that was what
constituted the “emergency” with the Charter.

Margaretta Dean Isom, Wirt Avenue, hoped that all the agreed to changes would
be reflected in the final Charter. She appreciated the many months devoted to Charter
issues but, she considered there was still much to be done and, perhaps, more time should
be dedicated to this divisive issue.

Mary K. Hutton, 515 Chestnut Avenue, presented questions:

Why has “Vice Mayor” become a special section?

“Clerk of Council” not listed as an appointed position.

Burial place for the dead unchanged. Is it adequate language?

She, too, took exception to the “emergency clause” as it affected this May’s election.

Greg Mowbray shared utility problems with Council before he was reminded this
was a public hearing to receive comments regarding the Charter. His comment was the
Mayor had no support on Council and the Town was being “bought out.”

Vic Corbo, 248 Windsong Hills, observed the controversy was a power struggle
between the Mayor and the Town Manager.

Steve Kite, North Eastside Highway, acknowledged Council’s hard work then
stated that the majority of the “people here” opposed the Charter.

Gene Kite, 337 West Spring Avenue, said he observed Council and believed they
had already made up their minds. There have been many times when he did not agree
with Council but he would stand behind them when they “did the right thing.”

Mayor Printz closed the public hearing at 7:40 P.M.

After a ten minute break, Attorney Miller recommended to continue this public
hearing rather than adjourn. Council will consider the opinions expressed tonight. In
addition, the public will be give until noon on February 6 to submit written suggestions,
questions, concerns, or recommendations to be considered for inclusion or exclusion
to/from a final Charter.

Mayor Printz scheduled a work session for Council on February 6 at 6:00 P.M.
Tonight’s public hearing will be suspended until February 8 at 6:00 P.M. Following the
public hearing, Council will meet in Special session.
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Council member Dean moved, second by Council member Workman, and
carried to suspend this public hearing until February 8, 2006 at 6:00 P.M.

8. Term limits for Mayor/Council — either or both could be included. (No support).

9. Cemetery funds held in separate account for perpetual care and upkeep of the
Cemetery only.

10.  Spending limits on non-appropriated funds based on State Code (currently
$500.00) and the Elkton Code will reflect two required readings, with a minimum of
three (3) days between the First and Second Readings.

Attorney Miller reviewed four issues from his notes of Council discussion:
1. Define majority of Council
2. Eliminate Emergency Clause

3. Section 6.4 will reflect the Laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia

4. Limits on non-appropriated funds
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Vice Mayor Snow moved, second by Council member Dean, to approve what
was presented to us before, with the corrections that Nathan has.

After discussion of the motion, which included the pending public hearing, the
motion and the second were withdrawn.

A reconvened public hearing was held on February 8, 2006 in Council Chambers
to receive comments regarding the proposed Elkton Town Charter. Mayor Wayne E.
Printz presided and the following Council members were present:

Town Manager Dennis R. Donachy, Chief of Police Richard Pullen, and Clerk of
Council Richard Carey were also present.

Lee Dearing, 124 North Street, advised that Senator Hanger introduced the draft
of the Charter containing the emergency clause. He stated on January 30 “it passed the
full Senate, which means there will be no election in May if it goes farther. It has now
been referred to the House Committee and will be heard at 8:00 A.M., on Friday
morning.” Mr. Dearing declared the information was provided by Delegate Landes’
office and he could not comprehend how the Charter was advanced to this point.

Mr. Donachy stated that even though it had passed the Senate, that did not mean
the document could not be changed.

Mike O’Neill, 425 East Rockingham Street, lamented that Attorney Miller was
not present to hear his comments, just as before. He has searched for an answer to the
“urgency” to pass the Charter. He read Section 3.2 Vacancies of the proposed Charter
and compared the language to that of the current Charter. He concluded, “Gentlemen, we
have a document here that basically is extending Mr. McDaniel’s term, as an appointee,
to 2008.” From that he determined:

1. Council was sponsoring a document they did not understand, or
2. We do not have an attorney who knows how to write a Charter

The will of the people was being “circumvented.” Mr. O’Neill stated that what he
viewed as “irregularities” in the appointment of Mr. McDaniel. Four people applied and
met the deadline for consideration for appointment to Lucky Sigafoose’s seat. “Council
then accepted Mr. McDaniel’s application for the position without having re-advertised,
or re-notified the public, that they had rejected the four candidates who had applied for
Lucky’s seat and proceeded to seat him,” spoke Mr. O’Neill.

Mr. O’Neill had additional concerns:

Sec. 3.3 — Council as a Continuing Body. He wondered if the new language was added to
tie the hands of future Councils for deals made by previous Councils.

Sec. 3.4 — Mayor. Mr. O’Neill stated the Mayor “works for the people of the Town of
Elkton.” He elaborated the Mayor has specific duties, does not work for Council, and is a
member of Council. A destruction of checks and balances was not acceptable to him.

Sec. 3.5 — Vice Mayor. Does the Vice Mayor forfeit his/her vote when serving in the
Mayor’s absence?

The budget was an unknown impact on those Council members who would be
seated on January 1 (after the November 2008 election ). Mr. O’Neill wrote Delegate
Landes and Governor Kaine expressing his concerns.

Frances Dovel, 103 Virginia Avenue, expressed her opinion that the proposed
Charter was a “snow job” and a piece of “crap.” She considered the Council “arrogant”
for not listening to the people and wanting to empower a Town Manager at the expense
of an elected Mayor.

Hazel Crider, Elkwood, asked that the revisions that were made to the Charter be
shared with the public at this time. She was “disturbed” with figures she read in the
paper. Her conclusion was, “Don’t blame the citizens.” She stated the citizens did not
agree with the “buy out” of the Town and they wanted to keep their “small town.” She
stated, “You all did it. We didn’t.” Referring to the Cemetery dispute, she said, “Our
families can not rest in peace up there because of what has occurred. Why did that
occur? It was because of money for Town control.” She viewed the Charter as
“dishonest and unfair.” Council reviewed the revisions made at Monday night’s meeting.

Mildred Shifflett, 112 West Spotswood Avenue, called the Charter “the worst
piece of garbage I have ever read.” She reiterated her position for May elections and
citizen comments.

Cathy Murphy, 110 North Stuart Avenue, was “flabbergasted and ashamed” with
what she was hearing. She thought Mr. Miller’s absence was “unprofessional,” in that he
was not there to hear the comments. “This whole procedure has been a mishmash of
legal mistakes. The document should never have made it to Richmond until you all
passed it by final vote. It should not have been sent as a draft to hold a spot,” was her
opinion. She wanted to know who requested Senator Hanger to present it to the Senate.
She said, “They just don’t do that. Someone has to request it.” She believed Council had
taken action to make the Charter better, but it still was not “suitable.” She agreed with
Mr. O’Neill on the “Vacancies” section and wanted an appointee appointed only until the
next election. She recalled a ruling by Nathan Miller that the Vice Mayor does not forfeit
his/her vote when serving in the Mayor’s absence. She recommended that “reasonable
notice” for Special Meetings be defined. Should the fiscal year be changed when the
Town goes to November elections? Her closing remark was, “I’m not satisfied with this.
I think this is another rush job. We paid a lot of legal money for this. Doesn’t cut it.
Somewhere along the line our legal counsel has undermined this Council and undermined
the citizens of this Town and done what he thought was appropriate. That’s not what we
pay Mr. Nathan Miller to do. He serves the public and he serves the Council.”

Gene Kite, 337 West Spring Avenue, agreed with Cathy Murphy. He said he, too,
was listening to the people but didn’t believe everyone was hearing the same thing. Mr.
Kite reviewed what previous speakers observed and agreed the document needed another
“overhaul.”

Nathan Miller arrived at 6:45 P.M.

Vic Corbo, 248 Windsong Hills, asked if the proposed Charter included the new
boundaries of the Town.

Janet Eppard, Quail Run, was concerned about Town debt and made some
personal observations regarding staff and Council.

Diane Johnson, 903 — 6™ Street, asked that people in the audience declare their
position on the Charter — for or against.

Attorney Miller addressed the history of the Charter re-write and the legislative
process. His presentation was clear and informative. He explained the process was
intentionally tedious and methodical in order to catch and stop unwanted or incomplete
legislation. He alleviated all fears of not being able to stop the action taken by the
Senate, which he was at a loss to explain. Mrs. Crider thanked him for his presentation.

Attorney Miller responded to questions, among those were:

1. Margaretta Dean Isom, 423 Wirt Avenue, asked the difference between the draft and
the actual Charter.

2. Richard Lam, 137 High Street, questioned the amount of money spent-to-date for
revisions.
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3. Bobby Shifflett, 301 West Summit, wanted to know what the “danger” was that was
printed in the paper.

To Mr. Shifflett, Attorney Miller stated “dangerous” was a term used by Delegate
Landes and he wasn’t sure “where that came from.” His opinion was, “The Town will
survive on its existing Charter.”

As there were no additional comments, Council member Workman moved,
second by Council member Dean, and carried to close the public hearing at 7:52
P.M.

Council member Dean offered the Invocation.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

CITIZEN COMMENTS

Mike O’Neill, 425 East Rockingham Street, researched previous minutes as they
related to Robert Hall and his hiring as an investigator with the Elkton Police
Department. He believed Mr. Hall’s employment was inconsistent with Section 45 of the
Elkton Charter and Sections 27-4 and 27-5 of the Elkton Code. He found no record of
authorization to set Mr. Hall’s salary and he was curious if the hiring violated EEOC
requirements. Mr. O’Neill stated employees should be audited to ascertain who was
following procedures and adhering to the Charter and Code. Mr. O’Neill was disturbed
that more of Attorney Tom Miller’s presentation at the January 30, 2006 public hearing
was not recorded in more detail. Was it due to censorship or was someone’s personal
agenda threatened by Attorney Tom Miller’s arguments regarding procedures to amend
Charters? In his summary, Mr. O’Neill questioned the benefit of an “undercover
officer”; accused Council of doing “too much too fast”; stated the errors in the Charter
discovered by the public should have been corrected by the Town Attorney and Council;
named Council as the culprits in the on-going struggle with the Mayor; and cautioned
Council not to renegotiate or extend the current Town Manager’s contract before the
election.

Seth McGuffin was present to represent the Elkton Downtown Revitalization
Corporation (EDRC). The office is located at 405 West Spotswood Trail, with an e-mail
address of edrc@verizon. Net. EDRC follows a four step approach as developed from
the Virginia Main Street Program. He briefly described organization, economic
restructuring, promotion, and design.

Bobby Shifflett, 301 West Summit Avenue, made Council aware of high electric
bills.

Hazel Crider, 114 Hillside, asked the status of the Charter. She read on the
Internet that the House had acted, but could not find where the Senate had done the same.
She also hoped to have a hard copy of the final Charter. It was rumored that all the locks
in the Municipal Building were changed. If so, why? When was it discussed? Who
authorized the project and at what cost? She requested, for safety concerns, that all new
police vehicles be marked.
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Bill Wilson was present to speak for Lorraine Smith who lives at 214 West
Spring. Mrs. Smith has an on-going sewer problems and she sought relief and assistance
from the Town.

Lee Dearing, 124 North Street, commented on the recent property reassessments.
Mr. Dearing inquired if Town employees were required to submit a disclosure form. He
was suspicious of possible conflicts of interest involving some Town employees.
Attorney Miller stated he is required annually to submit elected officials only to
disclosure forms, but he did advise Mr. Dearing that the Town could commence its own
regulations for Town employees. He was concerned with the Town’s association with
Angler, whose Board members were unknown because it was, and is, a private company.
This led Mr. Dearing into the Resolution between the Town of Elkton and the County of
Rockingham regarding boundary line adjustments, specifically Voluntary Monetary
Contributions, paragraphs 4, 5, and 6. He submitted the agreement was simply “tax
evasion” for Angler because the Town of Elkton was channeling Anger money to the
County. His personal experience was the Town did not “help all contractors this way by
helping a private developer get his building permits.”

Margaretta Dean Isom, 434 Wirt Avenue, accused Council of being “too forward
looking” by concentrating on the population to come at the expense of the life-long and
long-term residents of the Town. As she has campaigned, people want answers to why
Council has approved so many millions of dollars in loans and put the Town deeper and
deeper in debt. She agreed with Bobby Shifflett that there must be problems with the
reading of electric meters or the billing for usage of electricity. She stated the “Town
was willing to go the distance for Angler to buy up the Town” but could not act to assist
the residents who faced disconnection of service because they could not pay increased
electric costs. She questioned the “urgency” of a select group of Council members who
attended the Charter consideration in Richmond. She also asked why an expensive four-
wheel drive Tahoe was purchased for the Police Department.

Larry Baugher, 116 Hill Avenue, represented EPIC and requested the closing of
“B” Street from Ashby to Terrace, a portion of Henry Avenue, all of Warren, and the
paved alley at the Elementary School for Autumn Days.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 31 (PURCHASING) OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN
OF ELKTON BY ADDING SECTIONS TO SET PROCEDURES FOR THE EXPENDITURE OF
TOWN FUNDS

WHEREAS, the current Charter outlines procedures for appropriation of funds by Council; and
WHEREAS, it is the intention of Town Council to update the Charter; and

WHEREAS, the current expenditure levels are outdated and too restrictive for today’s required purchases;

WHEREAS, the Town population will soon be at a level where it will be required to adopt the Virginia
Procurement Act standards;

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Town Council of Elkton, Virginia, that Chapter 31 (Purchasing) of the Code of
the Town of Elkton, is hereby amended as follows:

1. Add Section 31-3 as follows:
$ 31-3. Virginia Procurement Ac t(§2.2-4300 thru §2.2-4377)

The Town of Elkton hereby adopts the policies and procedures, mutatis mutandis, of the
Virginia Procurement Act.

2. Section 31-1 is hereby amended by changing the following wording;:
§31-1. Signed purchasing order required.

No purchases for or on behalf of the town shall be made unless an order is drawn upon a
purchasing form, in duplicate, with one copy given to the Town Treasurer. The Treasurer shall
not pay any bill unless he or she has one of the copies of the purchasing order properly signed by
the Department Head and approved for final payment by the Town Manager or his/her designated
representative Ch ir-of the-council-committee-in-guestion—or-otherperson-who-mav-have-the

authority-te-sign-it:

3. Add Section 31-4 as follows:

aH-o 8-C G ee 2 Ooh; RO POrsSo e+He

$31-4. Spending Limits/Procedures.
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Department Heads may authorize expenditures within the Department’s budget: provided such
expenditures do not exceed $5,000. The Council must approve expenditures over $3,000 unless
there is an emergency associated with the Ton’s services to its residents. In the event of such an
emergency, the Chair of the appropriate council committee may approve such expenditures and
the Council shall be notified of such emergency at its next scheduled meeting. The Council must
approve any further needed expenditures associated with the emergency.

Resolution on Mary Elizabeth Kite Property

RESOLUTION TO SUBSTITUTE COLLATERAL
FOR DEBT TO MARY ELIZABETH KITE

WHEREAS, the Town of Elkton purchased 133.30 acres of real estate located in
the Town from Mary Elizabeth Kite pursuant to an agreement dated September 10, 1998;
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WHEREAS, the Town agreed to pay Mary Elizabeth Kite Six Hundred Sixty
Seven Thousand, Four Hundred Seventy-Seven and 50/100 Dollars ($667,477.50),
together with the interest thereon at the rate of Seven and One-half percent (7 2%) per
annum, said interest being payable monthly, in advance, beginning February 1, 1999 and
continuing monthly payable to the Trustees during the lifetime of the beneficiary of the
Trust and upon the death of Mary Elizabeth Kite the balance of said obligation shall be
forgiven;

WHEREAS, the annual payments were secured by a Deed of Trust dated
February 1, 1999 encumbering the 133.30 acres;

WHEREAS, the Town has now entered into agreement with Angler Broadlands,
LLC (“Angler”) to develop certain properties of the Town, including the Mary Elizabeth
Kite tract of 133.30 acres and that agreement requires the Town to convey the property to
Angler free and clear of liens;

WHEREAS, Mary Elizabeth Kite has agreed to release her Deed of Trust now
encumbering the 133.30 acres tract and accept as substitute collateral to secure the
Town’s obligation to her; the Kite house and 4.805 acres, more or less, a plat of which is
attached to and made a part of this Resolution, plus a pledge of the full faith and credit of
the Town of Elkton to honor and continue to pay the annual obligation to Mary Elizabeth
Kite;

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town of Elkton does
hereby agrees as substitute collateral to grant to Mary Elizabeth Kite a Deed of Trust on
the Kite house and 4.805 acres, more or less, subject to the stipulation that the Deed of
Trust could be subordinated to a first Deed of Trust of a reasonable amount as agreed to
by the parties, which Deed of Trust will secure the Town’s payment to Mary Elizabeth
Kite pursuant to the original purchase agreement; and further, the Town does hereby
pledge its full faith and credit to guarantee said payment in addition to the Deed of Trust
on the Kite house and lot.

FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town attorney is directed to prepare the
appropriate legal documents to implement the substitution of collateral in furtherance of
this resolution.

c. David A. Taylor and Margie S. Taylor desire to have water ang sgwqr service
from the Town of Elkton for the parcels shown on Exhibit A. o
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d. The County and the Town, pursuant to authority granted to each of them under
Title 15.2, Chapter 31, Article 2 of the Code of Virginia (1950), as amended, have agreed
to change the boundary line between them at the subject parcels in order that the Town
may provide water and sewer service to these parcels. The County and the Town wish to
set forth their agreement herein.

(5) New Elkwood — 367 lot subdivision located on U.S. Route 340 to be developed by
Angler.

Now, therefore, for the following mutual and sufficient considerations the Parties
agree:

1. The recitals are hereby made a part of this Agreement.

2. Angler will make available and convey to the Town of Elkton, or its
assigns, a tract of real estate for a school site which tract has been deemed acceptable by
both the County and the Rockingham County School Board upon the following
conditions:

a. The school site property shall contain approximately twenty (20) acres
located and fronting on U.S. Route 340, northwest of the Town of Elkton and
encompassed in the new Elkwood Development and more particularly described on
Exhibit “A” attached.

b. Angler will provide or have made available to the Town of Elkton, or
its assigns, up to $150,000 to be used for the construction of a retaining wall along the
school site as required by final engineering drawings and site plan approval by the Town
and Angler.

c. Angler will for the Town of Elkton, or its assigns, have the school site
graded to a six inch, plus or minus, level based on the approved site plan.

d. Angler will provide or cause to be provided to the Town of Elkton, or
its assigns, a level one environmental study of the school site prepared by
and dated

3. Angler agrees to proffer to the Town of Elkton [to be provided by Angler].

4. This Agreement has been prepared, executed and shall be construed under
the laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia, excluding conflict of laws provisions. All
rights and obligations of the Parties hereunder shall inure to the benefit of and be binding
upon their respective heirs, successors and assigns. This Agreement may not be modified
or altered in any respect except by a written agreement executed by the Parties.

5. This Agreement may be executed in one or more counterparts, each of
which will be deemed an original and all together will constitute one document. The
delivery by facsimile of an executed counterpart of this Agreement will be deemed to be
an original and will have the full force and effect of an original executed copy.

A public hearing was held on March 20, 2006 in Council Chambers with Mayor
Wayne E. Printz presiding. The purpose of the meeting was to receive comments
regarding a request by the Rockingham County School Board to close “C” Street from
Ashby Avenue to Terrace Avenue. The following Council members were present:

Town Attorney Nathan Miller, Town Manager Dennis R. Donachy, Director of
Public Works Marty Shifflett, Treasurer Clairen Sipe, Economic Development Director
Emily Burner, and Clerk of Council Richard Carey were also present.

Barry Hensley was present representing his father, George Hensley, who resides
at 203 Ashby Avenue and owns additional parcels on “C” Street. “This (closing)
considerably reduces the value of this property,” stated Barry Hensley, because closing
“C” street would deny access to two of his father’s lots.

John Kidd, County schools Superintendent, sent a letter to Elkton Council
members in which he wrote, ““ The school board, through Mr. Ed Powell, principal at
Elkton Elementary School, would probably locate three mobile units inside the present
fenced area in the back of the school, but after that, we would have to locate any
additional units near C Street. For that reason, the school board would like to request
closing C Street at the time of the location of the mobile units.”

Barry Hensley said his father would be willing to sell the two lots to the school
board. “If the school board is willing to purchase it, we think it’s an adequate solution
for the school board and my father,” stated Mr. Hensley.

If the school board plan were followed, access issues would be created, to which
Council member Dean responded, “Were not going to landlock anybody.”

Madelyn Dixon, 214 Ashby Avenue, travels “C” Street, as do many other
residents in that area. She stated she had an “affinity for closing streets” and hoped
Council would consider the importance of “C” Street and not close it.

Dan Talbot, 611 — 4™ Street, stated consideration must be given before closing
any street. Mr. Talbot’s position was the Town should make every effort to never
abandon a right-of-way. He suggested offering the school board a temporary solution
until an additional school(s) was constructed. On the other hand, if the school board
purchased the property, that would create a different condition from the one being
considered tonight.

Bobbie Rae Monger, 680 Stephen Conrad Road, stated that she and her son own a
property at 115 Ashby. She understood that the school board sought to close the street
from Terrace Avenue to the edge of the alley at the school. She favored the closing that
section in order to keep the playground and eliminate speeding in that area.

Mike O’Neill, 425 East Rockingham Street, spoke of taxes paid by Elkton
residents and stated, “It is the responsibility of the school board and the County Board of
Supervisors to provide our children with a place to be educated.” Mr. O’Neill believed
closing a Town street would not be wise and questioned if the school board had
considered other solutions.
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As an informal action, there was unanimity among the Council to send the issue
back to the Planning Commission for additional discussions with the school board.

Patrick Hensley, 305 East Rockingham Street, addressed Council regarding a lot
he purchase on Spotswood Trail. Mr. Hensley stated when he purchased the lot in
October it was zoned R4. In December, it was rezoned as B2. As the lot sits between
two residential lots, he believed a house would be more appropriate than a business.
Consequently, he sought a rezoning back to R4. Mr. Hensley’s request was sent back to
the Planning Commission.

CITIZEN COMMENTS

Pete Bonavita, 17119 Mt. Pleasant Road, enlightened Council regarding the East
Rockingham Business Council, of which he and Emily Burner are co-chairs.

Cathy Murphy, 110 North Stuart Avenue, did not agree with the $5,000.00 limit
for department heads as proposed in the purchasing policy. She believed the policy
eliminated checks and balances unless two signatures were required on a purchase order.
As for receiving goods and services at competitive and the lowest cost, she welcomed the
Town adopting the Virginia Procurement Act standards.

Mr. Donachy stated that department heads issue purchase orders for items for
which the budget has funds and he, Mr. Donachy, signs the purchase order before a check
is issued. Currently, there is no limit placed on department heads and Mr. Donachy
believed the new policy placed more limitations on them.

Ms. Murphy questioned why it has taken so long to demolish the Hutton property.
She recalled at the October meeting that Mrs. Hutton was given 30 days to have the
house brought down. It was learned that Mrs. Hutton and the contractor had recently
come to terms and the demolition began today.

She supported the optional electric payment budget plan. However, she believed
the bills should reflect the actual billed period.

As a good business practice, Ms. Murphy recommended that the Town Manager
and the department heads be required to submit conflict of interest forms to the Town
Attorney. Reflecting on the increased real estate assessments, she stated the Town could
easily decrease the tax rate from .10 cents per hundred to .07 cents per hundred and still
realize increased revenue.
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Lee Dearing, 124 North Street, spoke regarding the Town’s billing of electric
customers and compared the Town’s rate with other suppliers. He was convinced that a
problem existed with Town billing.

Proffers were negotiated with Angler. With Willow Oaks and future construction,
Mr. Dearing stated all contractors should be treated equally. He was encouraged that
Elkton hired an engineering firm, considering some sewer lines on Pentecostal Hill “are
only two foot deep.”

Barry Ecroyd, 17155 Mr. Pleasant Road, again discussed sewer problems and
asked Council to expedite his request. He asked that property owners who border the
Angler development be considered as to the type of housing constructed by Angler. He
disagreed with Council’s decision allowing Angler to switch the pre-paid hook-ups to
other locations. He believed that would lead to development in other areas before the
Mary E. Kite property.

TOWN MANAGER’S REPORT

Willow Oaks Subdivision
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The Planning Commission approved the developer’s final plan with the following
considerations:

1. Have the townhouses on North Street face-front to the street.
2. An additional entrance to the subdivision to help alleviate traffic on North Street.
3. Ask for cash proffers to help with the Town’s infrastructure.

Noting that the project is “by-right,” George McDaniel stated, “Our subdivision is
trying to address the affordable housing issue. You can’t keep piling money on and
expect to keep it affordable, and that’s our main goal.” He continued, “I’m not willing to
commit, at this point, to adding on additional costs to housing that we are struggling,
trying to keep it affordable.” Although not a Town requirement, the subdivision will
contain curb and gutter. “Affordability” was in the $170,000.00 price range, according to
Mr. McDaniel.

A unit on North Street will not be turned around because Mr. McDaniel “can’t
have the rear of the unit facing the other units.” He is working on making it “presentable
to the community coming up and down North Street.”

Even though he was not opposed to creating another entrance, Mr. McDaniel
stated that would just create additional traffic flow problems. He told Council, “I think
you ought to think about that.”

Water flow was addressed. Mr. McDaniel submitted, “We did address the water
flow, not only specifically to this particular subdivision, but we put a retention under the
ground to help collect the water and slowly disperse it out. Hopefully that will take care
of some of the water problem already in existence.”

Willow Oaks Drive will become a Town street but the parking lots will become
the upkeep of the Property Owners Association.

Mayor Printz said, “You are willing to take care of any water and sewer
improvements that need to be had to feed the property.” Mr. McDaniel responded, “I am,
provided it is not an existing condition and it is a condition that this subdivision created.

I think that’s fair. I think if we need to increase the water or sewer line to get to the
station because we’re putting 44 units on it, I think it is fair to say it is our responsibility.
But, it is not fair to say if you have a sewer line lying on the ground you want me to cover
it.”

Vice Mayor Snow requested, from a business perspective, that the agreed to terms
be submitted in writing. Mr. McDaniel had no objections to the request.

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AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 53 (ANIMALS), SECTION 53-3 (UNRESTRAINED
ANIMALS ON PRIVATE PROPERTY) OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON TO ADD
LANGUAGE TO PREVENT ANIMALS FROM ENTERING THE CEMETERY

WHEREAS, currently there is no code to prohibit animals, restrained or running free, from entering the
cemetery; and

WHEREAS, it is the intention of Town Council to maintain a clean cemetery and respect those interred
there; and

WHEREAS, currently citizens are allowing their animals to enter the cemetery and use it as their toilet
facilities;

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Town Council of Elkton, Virginia, that Chapter 53 (Animals), Section 53-3
(Unrestrained animals on private property) of the Code of the Town of Elkton, is hereby amended as
follows:

1. § 53-3. Unrestrained adnimals on private and Elk Run Cemetery property.

A. Tt shall be unlawful for the owner of any animal to go upon or remain upon the lands,

buildings or premises of another, or any part, portion or area thereof,, after having been
forbidden to do so, either orally or in writing, by the owner, lessee, custodian or other
person lawfully in charge thereof.

[&

1t shall be unlawful for the owner of any animal to allow said animal, either restrained
or running free, to enter any part of the Elk Run Cemetery property. This does not apply
to service animals or animals used for special services(seeing eye dogs, horses, etc).
When animals are allowed to enter the cemetery the owners are to ensure that no
gravesites are disturbed and they are also responsible for cleaning up after their animal.

2. This ordinance shall be effective immediately upon its adoption.

But, I’ll
guarantee you if you don’t pay this bill, I’ll spend a few more hundred dollars and have
my ads in the paper and all these truck tractors and everything around here that I’ve been
putting up with will be splattered in the paper.”

Mr. Donachy stated Mr. Gooden has failed to notify town officials in a timely
manner so that the alleged violations could be documented. In addition, Mr. Gooden has
been the only resident to complain to him about infractions or non-compliance.

Mr. Donachy reviewed portions of the Elkton Code in response to questions from
the Council. Vice Mayor Snow recalled a situation where a home occupation permit was
sought to repair TV sets in an outbuilding. The request was denied because the actual
work would not be performed inside the home. Vice Mayor Snow was curious about
when the Code changed to allow work in outbuildings. He stated, “Council should
change it back to the way it used to be.”

If violations can be proved, Council can withdraw the permit. Attorney Miller
will review the Code as it applies to grandfathering and changing the character of the
neighborhood.

P. Workman

Town Attorney Nathan Miller, Town Manager Dennis R. Donachy, Treasurer
Clairen Sipe, Director of Public Works Marty Shifflett, Economic Development Director
Emily Burner, Chief of Police Richard Pullen, and Clerk of Council Richard Carey were
also present.

Council member Dean offered the Invocation.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

CITIZEN COMMENTS

Richard McGregor, 264 Windsong Hills, presented a request to have the “local
tax bills broken down into classifications.” He asked when the budget will be discussed
and when the tax rates would be set.

Bobby Gooden, 302 Morgan Avenue, presented Council copies of the Elkton
Code relating to fences and home occupation permits. Mr. Gooden stated, “The Town
Manager and I don’t see eye-to-eye on these descriptions. I read what’s on the line. I
believe he reads in between.” He read the pertinent sections of the Code that supported
his four years of complaints.

Thomas Morris, 417 West Spring Avenue, was concerned about traffic and
speeding in the area. He presented a petition and recommendations prepared by the
Traffic Engineer for the City of Harrisonburg. “Children-at-Play” signs have been
ordered.

Connie Weyrick, 1401 Armstrong Avenue, Staunton, Vice President of the Elkton
Downtown Revitalization Corporation, was present to propose EDRC’s co-sponsorship
of an Elkton Farmers Market. She envisioned a producers only market, meaning “you
have to grow it or bake it to sell it.” No re-sale would be permitted. Initially, there
would be on-site volunteers to oversee the market from 7:00 A.M., to noon on Saturdays,
May through October. When the market became profitable, a market master could be
employed. A small fee would be charged to vendors with all fees being dedicated to the
promotion of the market. She asked for the following concessions from the Town:

1. A philosophical endorsement of the Farmers Market and co-sponsorship
with EDRC.

2. Waive Peddlers’ License fees and possible sales tax.
3. Allow temporary direction signs.

4, Permit use of Town property (possibly at the Community Center).
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Meat could be sold under “strict Department of Agriculture guidelines.” It would
be the vendor’s responsibility to obtain and present the appropriate certificate(s) by the
DOA.

Council agreed they could “conceptually” endorse the market. Attorney Miller
raised the questions regarding waiving the license fee and sales tax. A Code change and
public hearing may be necessary.

Mrs. Weyrick believed with the “conceptional endorsement” she could proceed
with a grant application.

Mary K. Hutton, 515 Chestnut, had thoughts that the Farmers Market was
presented with “a little bit of planning.” With “very poor last minute planning,” she did
not foresee a large participation of vendors. Mrs. Hutton supported promoting Elkton,
but did not want an endorsement from Council for an event that could “flop.” She
wanted Council to monitor the staff to make sure the public received information in a
timely manner. Her point was Good Friday closing.

Cathy Murphy, 110 North Stuart Avenue, addressed the electric overcharge.
After studying the chart in the packets, she questioned if the recent 2.5% increase was
applied to the first 800 KW only. Mr. Shifflett explained that the second tier figures were
a cut and paste error and the mistake was with the first 800 KW. Ms. Murphy remarked
this was the third mistake in electric billing. “You cannot continually set here and say we
made a mistake. We’ve made a mistake on how we bill; we’ve made a mistake on how it
takes; we’ve made a mistake now on the cut and paste. How many more mistakes are we
going to make on this? We have employee mistakes in employees reading the meters. Is
there any wonder that the public does not trust the electrical billing at this point?” she
asked.

Mayor Printz refused to believe there was nothing wrong with the system, based
on information he received.

Ms. Murphy stated it was important to know the contributions/donations made to
the Community Center. Acknowledging that Elkton has an “outstanding” Planning
Commission, she also believed members of the other boards and commissions performed
comparable duties. If the Planning Commission was to receive monetary compensation,
other serving citizens should receive the same consideration.

Lee Dearing, 124 North Street, made reference to the Elkton blog and found many
comments to be repugnant. Comments berating the Mayor and Town Manager were
offensive. Remarks regarding “the gray-haired old ladies” were insensitive and
disrespectful. The Town needs to keep looking for a solution for the electric issue. Mr.
Dearing asked if there would be a Spring clean-up.

Cemetery

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 53 (ANIMALS), SECTION 53-3 (UNRESTRAINED
ANIMALS ON PRIVATE PROPERTY) OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON TO ADD
LANGUAGE TO PREVENT ANIMALS FROM ENTERING THE CEMETERY

WHEREAS, currently there is no code to prohibit animals, restrained or running free, from entering the
cemetery; and

WHEREAS, it is the intention of Town Council to maintain a clean cemetery and respect those interred
there; and

WHEREAS, currently citizens are allowing their animals to enter the cemetery and use it as their toilet
facilities;

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Town Council of Elkton, Virginia, that Chapter 53 (Animals), Section 53-3
(Unrestrained animals on private property) of the Code of the Town of Elkton, is hereby amended as
follows: .

1. § 53-3. Unrestrained a4nimals on private and Elk Run Cemetery property.

A. Tt shall be unlawful for the owner of any animal to go upon or remain upon the lands,

buildings or premises of another, or any part, portion or area thereof, after having been
forbidden to do so, either orally or in writing, by the owner, lessee, custodian or other
person lawfully in charge thereof.
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It shall be unlawful for the owner of any animal to allow said animal, either restrained
or running free, to enter any part of the Elk Run Cemetery property. This does not apply
to service animals or animals used for special services(seeing eye dogs, horses, etc).
When animals are allowed to enter the cemetery the owners are to ensure that no
gravesites are disturbed and they are also responsible for cleaning up after their animal.

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 Mike Stumpo and Steve Vento were present to discuss amending the Kite contract to
extend settlement date for one year. Mr. Vento referred to incomplete town obligations.

« Mayor Printz stated there were “issues’ and “unanswered questions on the table.” He
encouraged a meeting involving the sitting Council and the Council-elect. Mayor Printz
polled Mr. Dearing, Mr. O’Neill, and Mrs. Isom regarding their desire to participate in
the discussion. All three were in the back of the room, not close to microphones, and Mr.
Dearing and Mr. O’Neill were inaudible. Mrs. Isom said, “I think extending it might be
an option to do, but being new in this I haven’t even had an opportunity to read a lot of
this information about it. So I definitely do need to be involved with what is talked
about. But I do get a feeling that we are rushing things through to try to meet that 3 1*
deadline. So, I’'m a little leery about tonight doing a yes, we are or no, we’re not.”

+ Vice Mayor Snow stated Council was not talking about making a decision tonight. The
plan was for a work session to get the Council-elect involved and discuss the options to
get the Council-elect “up to speed.”

« Steve Vento asked what the open issues were. There were no definitive answers from
the Mayor.

Pete Bonavita

* There was a discussion of correspondence from and to Mr. Bonavita. Reading from
information provided by Mr. Bonavita, Council member Dean stated Mr. Bonavita
offered proffers which were not requested. From Council minutes, Council member
Dean commented, “My feelings on this are we approved it and we ought to carry it
through.” Mr. Donachy’s research revealed that a boundary line adjustment must be
completed before the Town would provide water and sewer for his subdivision. Mr.
Donachy related a meeting in his office where sewer upgrades were discussed with Mr.
Bonavita. The meeting escalated to an adversarial level and the threat of litigation
became a promise of litigation. After that meeting, Attorney Miller stated he advised Mr.
Donachy that the situation was at a point “where it should be addressed in another form.”
The Planning Commission also had concerns and Mr. Talbot and Mr. Donachy addressed
those concerns with the County. They were presented a letter signed by Mr. Talbot,
Chair of the Elkton Planning Commission. Mr. Donachy stated we cannot stop the
project from the County, “all we can do is try to look out for the Town.” Mr. Donachy
was steadfast that “everybody has to pay for the sewer upgrade.” Council member
McDaniel commented that Council was debating an issue for which they did not have all
the information. All the information was requested for Monday’s Council meeting.

Angler

Mike Stumpo and Steve Vento returned to the table. Mayor Printz again
encouraged a meeting of Angler, the Council, and the Council-elect. Mayor Printz asked
to meet with Mr. Dearing, Mr. O’Neill, and Mrs. Isom outside the Council Chambers. As
they were leaving, Vice Mayor Snow asked, “Do you think it would benefit you to sit in
on this and learn what the situation is?” Their responses were inaudible, as they departed
the Council Chambers to meet with Mayor Printz.

* As part of the Angler contract, the Town would purchase the Taylor property, which
must be purchased by May 31, 2006 at the contract price of $152,000.00. If not settled
by that date, the purchased price will precipitously increase and the Town could forfeit its
position. Mr. Donachy suggested a First Reading at Monday’s Council meeting and to
“use REPO money to purchase the Taylor property,” then set a Special Meeting for the
Second Reading.

* Mr. Donachy had to drastically revise the budget to reflect the loss of Angler’s 4.7
million dollars. It appears another $600,000.00 will have to come from REPO to balance
the revised budget.
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» Mayor Printz returned to the table and suggested a 90 day extension. He reported that
the Council-elect desired a sit-down with Angler “to work out problems.” The Council
was satisfied with the negotiated contract and did not want a situation where the Council-
elect would seek a total renegotiation of the contract. Angler’s financial investment was
discussed and any delayed Council action would just add to their expenses. Mayor Printz
reassured Angler that the Council-elect wanted to cooperate in good faith and it was not
their goal to stall or possibly kill the deal.

e Mr. Stumpo and Mr. Vento left the room to consult with one another. When they
returned, they requested a compromise 30-day extension and the Master Plan would
proceed as scheduled. There were no objections.

CITIZEN COMMENTS

Vic Corbo, 248 Windsong Hills, commented that at the May 2006 Committee
Meetings Mayor Printz repeatedly stated there were “issues with the Angler agreement.”
When questioned, the Mayor did not elaborate on his statement. Mr. Corbo stated Mayor
Printz was one who negotiated and signed the contract. “It’s a signed contract. There
should be no issues at this point,” declared Mr. Corbo. Mr. Corbo also chastised the
Council-elect for being uninformed regarding the Angler contract and for leaving the
meeting instead of using the time to discuss and understand the terms of the contract. He
stated, “They all declined. They said they had not read the contract. How can they be so
concerned with its terms if they did not even bother to get a copy of it, read it, and
understand it? Then they all left the meeting.” That was a demonstration of a lack of
“respect for Angler and the sitting Council,” according to Mr. Corbo. Mr. Corbo also
challenged Mr. O’Neill’s statement in The Daily News-Record that he, Mr. O’Neill,
preferred the Angler contract “go south if it is not renegotiated.” Mr. Corbo affirmed
“there is nothing in that contract that allows renegotiation.” If the contract is not
honored, the Town of Elkton is liable for all incurred Angler expenses, estimated by Mr.
Donachy to be in the neighborhood of three million dollars. Mr. Corbo then addressed
Mr. Dearing’s concerns regarding the Town’s liability for an unsuccessful golf course.
The Elkton Park Authority was established as a buffer for the Town by assuming the
liability for the golf course. “If Mr. Nathan Miller did his job properly,” the Town should
be isolated from any liability was Mr. Corbo’s response. According to the contract, the
Park Authority must own and operate the golf course for a minimum of seven years.

Bill Holt, 508 — 4™ Street, was in attendance hoping to receive information
regarding the Angler development. He specifically asked to hear Council member
Workman and Councilman-elect Dearing speak. Council member Workman stated the
Council was in agreement with the contract “100%.” He believed the citizens’ concerns
had been addressed at the “six or seven public hearings.” Mayor Printz commented, “The
original contact and where we are at now are two completely different things. There’sa
volume of information differential between the original contract we agreed to and where
we are now.” Council member Workman made it clear that was the Mayor’s opinion.
The sitting Council supports the contract. Mayor Printz responded he spoke for the
Council-elect.
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Hazel Crider, 114 Hillside, addressed safety concerns in Elkwood created by
Angler trucks and heavy equipment. The streets are also cracking. She questioned who
gave permission for the construction and heavy equipment. Was a permit issued? She
wanted the traffic stopped and the erection of a “No Through Trucks” sign. Mrs. Crider
and Jenny Hansbrough had a discussion with an Angler representative who was present.
The Angler representative was not near a microphone and his remarks were inaudible.

Council member Workman, who resides in Elkwood, stated there was minimal
dirt on the roads and he was grateful to Angler for providing a well(s) to supply increased
water pressure to all Elkwood residents.

Councilman-elect Mike O’Neill, 425 East Rockingham Street, did not favor the
expenditure for the audit proposed by Mr. Donachy. He stated, “It does not go to the
heart of the issues.” He then proceeded to present a real estate advertisement in which
Mr. Donachy listed his Town-issued cell phone as a contact number. Mr. O’Neill next
read Section 1, Item C of Mr. Donachy’s employment contract as it related to his
“exclusivity “ employment with the Town, wherein an “appearance or actual conflict of
interest with the Town” was addressed. Page six, Section 15 was read as applied to Mr.
Donachy as Zoning Administrator. Mr. O’Neill believed he presented two documents in
conflict and requested that Council “resolve this and restore my trust that this Town is
operating within the boundaries of what is expected (to be) good, ethical operations.”
Addressing Mr. Corbo, Mr. O’Neill read Section 4 and Section 5 of the contract. Section
4 contained information that Mr. O’Neill was not hearing. Section 5 contained Exhibit E,
which Mr. O’Neill never received. Mr. O’Neill wanted a “dollar figure” for Sections 4
and 5. “That is what is missing,” declared Mr, O’ Neill.

Councilman-elect Lee Dearing, 124 North Street, stated he did not receive a copy
of the Angler contract and had been absent from the negotiations for four years. “Why
should I want to participate before I am on Council?” he asked Mr. Corbo. “You have a
responsibility to uphold your contract. On February 15, 2005 the Mayor did sign this
contract. You had one year to accomplish six different things on page 5,” continued Mr.
Dearing. He listed what Council had failed to fulfill under the contract. Mr. Dearing
commented, “We were not against Angler. We were against the things that you did not
accomplish.” Mr. Dearing did not believe all staff with purchasing authority were
completing the required Conflict of Interest forms. By his estimate, Angler will gross
$233,000,000.00 from Dominion Ridge. The Town will be given a golf course in
exchange for 1.5 million dollars in “free water and sewer connections,” he stated. He
firmly believed the Town maintenance crew could continue to pick up yard waste instead
of Council imposing a fee on residents to have an outside firm perform the task.

Ron Hensley, 67 Monger Hill Road, who speculated that he would one day be
within the Town limits, addressed the “mismanagement of Town funds and condoned by
the majority of Council members.” He believed some Council “had financial interests”
and others “look to the convenience of a golf course for their personal use.” Mr. Hensley
stated he addressed the feasibility of a golf course before when he credited The Wall
Street Journal for an article which stated for ten golf courses constructed per year, seven
closed. He expressed his support of Mayor Printz and the Council-elect and wished them
luck dealing with Town finances. There was too much money going out and not enough
coming in. Mr. Hensley closed by saying, “I would say that it was unfortunate that the
Town of Elkton did not have the expertise of legal counsel to advise them, as the
developers did, and to protect their interest.”

R. G. Grimsley, 16751 East Washington Avenue, had a question regarding the
placing of trailers in Town. Mr. Donachy replied that Elkton Code does not specifically
describe “trailers.” It does describe a “manufactured home” as being a structure on a
frame with wheels. A “modular home” has a frame but is lifted off and set on a
permanent foundation. A skirt can be put around a manufactured home. A property on
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East Washington was issued a permit. According to Mr. Donachy, information from
Rockingham County was if the structure meets all the requirements of the Code, “there is
nothing that can be done.”

Jenny Hansbrough, 102 Persimmon Street, wanted Council to be aware that
Angler trucks were parking in front of residences in Elkwood.

Mr. Donachy remarked that he did not own property in Town, nor did he own any
interest in any business in Town. He does have a real estate license, but his role is as a
consultant. Under the employment contract, he is permitted to act in that role. He stated
there have been 98 years of infrastructure neglect. Angler money would have addressed
that neglect. Now, instead of a three million dollar surplus as projected in a budget that
included Angler money, his revised budget shows a $600,000.00 shortage which, now,
must be take from REPO to balance the budget. There are no Capital Improvement
Projects in the revised budget. All of this is a direct result of the loss of Angler money.

Vice Mayor Snow stated that certain members of Council wanted “upfront”
money from Angler. As a result, 750 water connections were negotiated at a reduced
rate.

Audit
Mr. Donachy’s report stated:

Enclosed is a copy of a letter from Yancy, Miller & Bowman, CPA’s, PLLC outlining the
scope of work and fees to conduct an audit in response to the Mayor’s allegations of
fraud, misappropriation of funds and possible criminal activities by the Town Manager.
This audit was requested by the Mayor. Request Council action on this letter of intent.

Mayor Printz opposed the request. He said, “I’d like to say I do not support
an audit at this time. That memorandum was an interoffice memorandum to — in
personnel. That should not have went to the paper. You are the one who took it there
and as far as doing an audit we will — I think we have the resources to do a financial
analysis without spending $15,000.00.”
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Mr. Donachy disagreed with the Mayor’s statement. Mr. Donachy stated,
“That memorandum was not interoffice. It was sent to our auditors and then it had to be
brought before Council so they could vote on spending the money. Once it was brought
before Council, I received two Freedom of Information requests of that document. Once
that document becomes public, it went public. All I ask of the Council is, this is a black
mark against my name, and I know there’s individuals here who don’t care, but I do - so
I ask the Council if you could please put a letter in the minutes, or take a vote of
confidence, that you feel, that is you are not going to spend the money to find out, that
you feel comfortable that there was no misallocation of funds or possible criminal
activity by myself. If you would do that, I would appreciate it.”

Council member Dean moved, second by Vice Mayor Snow, to move
forward with the audit.

Council member Sigafoose stated, “I don’t think we ought to waste the
money. I say just let things go and be done with it. I have no problem. That’s all I can

say.
Vice Mayor Snow said, “So we need to give, somebody needs to give, Mr.

Donachy a letter saying that those things are either invalid or that they are no longer a
concern, or something, so that he won’t have a black mark on his record.”

Mayor Printz spoke, “Mr. Snow, I might want to remind you that all three of
you guys on that side of the fence came to me and complained about the deferred
compensation and said that it was not right. You told me that right out of your own
mouth. As the responsible party for oversight of the Charter at that time, I took action to
find out what was going on.”

Mr. Donachy countered that he could have provided the information, but the
Mayor chose to go public and made allegations against him.

Council member Workman recalled citizens requesting “...the same thing.
There was concern in the community about having an audit because they didn’t think
things were being done kosher also.”

Council member McDaniel did not interpret the deferred compensation as a
“fraud issue.” To him, it was a “policy issue.” He added, “Possibly the policy wasn’t
followed but that, certainly in my view, was not a reason to suspect fraud or wrong-
doing.”

According to Code, the Planning Commission had sixty (60) days to make a
recommendation from the time a plan was submitted. The Planning Commission again
reviewed the plan at the June meeting and determined the plan did meet Code. The
remaining concern was the number of townhouses and duplexes. There is no current
document in affect that would regulate the number (percentages) of townhouses,
duplexes, or single-family houses in a development. The Commission determined the
plan did meet Code and recommended approval of the plan by Council.

The Planning Commission discussed entrances and believed three entrances were
“more than sufficient for a development of that size.” There was an issue with the length
of a cul-de-sac that was resolved.

Mr. Ray Nicely and Ms. Meredith Ward with Valley Engineering introduced
themselves.

Gene Kite asked for an accounting of the numbers of townhouses and duplexes.
Mr, Talbot responded that code allows for a 10% variance in a Master Plan. As stated,
there are 214 townhouses, 376 duplexes, and 308 single-family homes.

Vic Corbo wanted confirmation that percentages were a non-issue. Mr. Talbot
answered, “That is correct.”

The plan met the curb and gutter requirements. Sidewalks are determined by
Council, interpreted by the Planning Commission as meaning one side of the road, using
Elkwood as the model.

Attorney Earle advised the Planning Commission that following the Public
Hearing, they must take a second vote on the plan.

OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON TO ADD ARTICLE VI
(CLOSURE OF STREETS OR ALLEYS)

WHEREAS, currently there is no clear procedure for the permanent or temporary
closure of streets or alleys in the current code; and

WHEREAS, there have been numerous requests to close alleys and streets; and

WHEREAS, there are alleys and streets shown on the town map that are nonexistent and
need to be improved or abandoned;

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Town Council of Elkton, Virginia, that Chapter 143 (Streets
and Sidewalks) of the Code of the Town of Elkton, is hereby amended by adding the
following Article VI:

1. ARTICLE VI Closure of Streets or Alleys

§143-36 Temporary Closure

A street or alley may be temporarily closed if the following procedures are met:

A. Request must be submitted in writing to Town Council at least thirty (30)
days prior to requested closure date.

B. The closure is for a purpose that benefits the town population.

C. The closure does not create long term impact to the adjacent property
owners.

D. There is a defined period of closure.
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Traffic is not diverted in a manner that would cause undue congestion in
other areas.

At the conclusion of the closure period the street or alley is returned to a
status that is at least as good as the original condition by the party that
requested the temporary closure.

§143-37 Permanent Closure

A street or alley may be permanently closed if the following procedures are met:

A. Request must be submitted in writing to the Town Manager, or his/her
designated representative. The request must provide information on why
the street or alley should be closed, impact on neighboring property, and
the benefit of closure to the town.

B. The Town Manager, or his/her designated representative, must certify that
the street/alley has no useful purpose to the town or its residents by nature
of current use, zoning, cost of closing, or point of origin and/or
destination.

C. Request will be reviewed by the Planning Commission for their comments
and recommendations.

D. All land owners along the right-of-way must be notified and a public
meeting must be held following the procedures set for in §15.2-2006 of
the Code of Virginia.

E. After the public meeting the Planning Commission will forward their
recommendation to the Town Council.

F. After receiving a recommendation from the Planning Commission, the
Town Council will determine if the street or alley is to be closed.

2. This ordinance shall be effective immediately upon its adoption.

4. Impose a business tax on operators of apartments, molded after the other
towns in the area — Second Reading

5. Increase water costs by 10 cents per one thousand gallons — Second
Reading

The Town Attorney notified the Mayor and Council that the cigarette tax, the
increase in water costs, and the tax on operators of apartments could not be done without
a seven day published newspaper notice and a public hearing. A decrease in a tax would
not require a public hearing.

Vice Mayor Snow referred to the water increase as a “usage fee” and disagreed
that a public hearing was required. He believed a former Council adopted a resolution

that public hearings were not required to increase rates. Attorney Earle supported it was
a tax levied against consumers. The Code of Virginia requires a public hearing.

Mayor Printz stated that this 1 1™ hour action did not benefit the Town. Council
member Dean responded that water was operating at a loss, as well as sewer.

Regarding the apartment tax, Attorney Earle stated the law is that a locality had to

have the ability to tax before 1974 and have it in effect. The Town of Elkton has the
ability to levy a cigarette tax but it must be published and a public hearing held.

Tax Rates

Vice Mayor Snow moved, second by Council member Dean, and carried to
set tax rates at 82¢ per hundred for real estate and 46¢ per hundred for personal
property, effective July 1, 2006.

Internal Control Review
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Council member Dean moved, second by Vice Mayor Snow, to transfer

made no allegations and that he submitted only questions. Council asked if Mayor Printz
was willing to issue a letter that stated “he withdraws his allegations and statements he
made.”

Vice Mayor Snow suggested the motion be modified to contract with the audit
firm and pre-pay the fee. Mayor Printz argued the money could not be taken from REPO.
Vice Mayor Snow stated take it from savings.

Council member Dean withdrew his motion and Vice Mayor Snow withdrew his
second.

Vice Mayor Snow moved, second by Council member Workman, and carried
to contract with the accounting firm, take the money from wherever we need to, and
pay them upfront and get the review done.

BE IT RESOLVED that the Elkton Town Council believes the audit not to be
under a properly executed contract and directs that payment of funds for the audit
be cancelled immediately and that if cancellation of payment is not possible, the
Council directs the Mayor and Town Attorney to pursue the cancellation of the
contract and return of funds.

AND, should it not be possible to cancel the audit and return the funds to the
Town, then the Mayor and Town Attorney are directed to negotiate the deferral of
the audit until a later date, at which, it may be used as the primary Town audit for
that fiscal year.

Council member O’Neill agreed that the Castle
is “salvageable.” He believed some of the more “blatant” issues could be overcome by
removing certain sections of the Castle, thereby allowing it to be reopened for the
remainder of the summer. Repairs could then be scheduled during the off-season.
Council member Kite commented the situation is more complex now that an inspector is
involved. He will continue to work for a satisfactory solution.

Employee Salaries

Council member O’Neill moved, second by Vice Mayor Dearing, and carried
that permanent employees’ salaries be adjusted to the pay raise listed as presented,
retroactive to July 1, 2006.

Vice Mayor Dearing stated that he and Council member O’Neill questioned the
Department Heads regarding the across- the- board 5% pay raise approved by the
previous Council. The Department Heads apparently believed across- the- board raises
were unacceptable because some employees produced more than 5% and others less.
Council members Dearing and O’Neill designed a scale of 2% across- the- board, plus a
longevity pay based on years of service added to the base pay, and, in some instances, a
merit increase. Vice Mayor Dearing stated we are still within budget.

Zoning Authority for the Mayor

Council member O’Neill moved, second by Vice Mayor Dearing, and carried
that the Mayor be granted official authority as the Zoning Administrator for the
Town of Elkton pursuant to his role as acting Town Manager.

Meals Tax

Vice Mayor Dearing stated we have six businesses which are in default of meals
tax payments. According to the Charter, it is the Treasurer’s responsibility to collect
those monies and Council must unconditionally support the Treasurer in her efforts.

Vice Mayor Dearing moved, second by Council member O’Neill, and carried
that Rick write these businesses giving them ten days to come in and show the
proper accountability of their meals taxes or we take action to close these businesses
down.

Motion carried (5 — 0 roll call )
Estimate on Tree Service

Parasitic ivy is destroying the 350 year old Burr Oak which stands stately and
majestically in the front lawn of the Municipal Building. Although sensitive to the life of
the tree, Council was very reluctant to deliver the death blow. Members have dealt with
citizens’ ire before regarding the Town’s trees and they were more than willing to avoid
that condemnation again — anyway possible. A Blue Ridge arborist submitted an estimate
to remove the ivy and the project would be completed in stages, perhaps taking as long as
two years. Treasurer Sipe submitted other conditions, such as the tennis courts, the
sidewalk, and the road, are killing the tree, in addition to the ivy. Vice Mayor Dearing
suggested that someone from Virginia Tech, and others, look at the tree and make
recommendations.

An Overview

Mayor Printz stated it will be painful at times for Council but the Town must be
cleaned up. Dealing with friends and family who do not comply with the ordinances will
not be pleasant. However, if Council acts fairly, and the residents truly care about the
aesthetic appearance of the Town, then there should be no backlash for Council enforcing
the ordinances.

Vice Mayor Dearing then addressed the Crawford structure on Wirt Avenue. He
stated Attorney Tom Miller concluded the structure met the requirements as a trailer,
thereby in violation of Town Code. The stipulations from the Planning Commission, as
stated in their minutes, were also reviewed. Mr. Crawford will receive a letter in which
he will be given X amount of days to remove the trailer on Wirt Avenue. The Crawford
trailer on Washington Avenue should also be removed.

Council member Kite suggested a face-to-face with the non-complying residents
and explain to them what they had to do and why this was being done. Mayor Printz
concurred, as did Vice Mayor Dearing but, he wanted Town staff “educated” about
permits. A case in point was two auto dealerships that he referred to as “junkyards.”
Using fence construction as an example, Vice Mayor Dearing stated an inspection should
follow the erection of the fence to make sure it was acceptable.

As for issuing permits, Council member O’Neill wanted to make certain the
Treasurer’s Office would determine if there were outstanding issues. Vice Mayor
Dearing stated that brought to the surface another problem. We have in Town various
businesses in the names of different members in the same family. The permit will be
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issued to the owner of record after the Treasurer has determined that all accounts are
current.

After discussion of the wording of the previous Policy on Delinquent Payments,
Council rescinded that action to amend the motion.

Council member O’Neill moved, second by Vice Mayor Dearing, and carried
that we implement a policy that makes it a requirement for any person or parties to
receive any service or permits from the Town of Elkton to have paid all their
delinquent taxes, either personal, property, real estate, meals tax, or any delinquent
sewer, water, or electric bills prior to receiving any of these services.

Mayor Printz presented Certification of Election plaques to new Council members
M. Lee Dearing, Margaretta Isom, Dwight “Gene” Kite, and Michael S. O’Neill. Vice
Mayor Dearing presented the plaque to Wayne E. Printz, certifying his re-election as
Mayor.

Former Council member Rick Workman presented the first annual Gerald K.
Monger Community Service Award to its namesake, Mr. Gerald K. Monger.

Council member Pence apologized to Council for his absence. He explained that
he had been in Bristol to support the Little League.

Vice Mayor Dearing stated the Town supported the Little League with a generous
donation for their expenses. He also recognized Vice Corbo, who has become a one-
man-clean-up-the-Town litter control agent. Mr. Corbo solicited other “agents” for the
cause.

Christine Michael, Director of the Harrisonburg-Rockingham County Chamber of
Commerce, was present to update Council on the activity of the East Rockingham
Business Council, which operates under its own leadership and focuses on their own
projects. Some promoted Elkton activities were an “After Hours” at Massanutten Water
Park, an event they hope to repeat in August in conjunction with the Community Center
Grand Opening, a map and directory of Elkton businesses, and a closed circuit TV ad in
Massanutten Village.

Seth McGuffin, Executive Director of the Elkton Downtown Revitalization
Corporation, introduced himself. Elkton is currently an affiliate member of the Virginia
Main Street Program. He is in the office from 9:00 A.M., to noon, Monday through
Friday.

John Yates, Blue Oval Industries, sought Council’s assistance with an Adelphia
high speed Internet connection. His is an Internet business and the connection he needs is
a line of 150 feet. A site survey was conducted at the property and Mr. Yates was told
the connection would cost $4,000.00. Marty Shifflett advised an Adelphia cable service
man would be at the location at 5:00 P.M., tomorrow.
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Hazel Crider, Elkwood, informed the audience that the next Neighborhood Watch
meeting will include a slide show of “Old Elkton,” presented by Casey Billhimer. Light
refreshments will be available at 6:30 P.M., followed by the program at 7:30 P.M.

August 1 will be the National Neighborhood Watch Night Out. The Greg Lam
Band and the Carrying-On Band will provide entertainment on the front lawn of the
Municipal Building from 7:00 P.M., to 10:00 P.M. The rain location will be the VFW
Hall.

Mildred Shifflett, 112 West Spotswood Avenue, asked, “Can the Town survive
without bringing Angler in?” She added her contacts do not want the rapid growth with
Angler and they don’t want a Town-owned golf course. She took issue with a “two-
legged watch dog.” Her suggestion to some people who are posting on the “Elkton blog”
that they should be “tarred and feathered and run out of Town on a rail.”

Tony Dean, 116 Lucas Lane, wants his home inspected by the Town due to
electrical damage by a Fed Ex truck. He wants assurances that his house is not in danger
of burning down. This also applies to 118 Lucas Lane. Mr. Dean was not responsible for
the damage and he feels his homeowner’s policy should not have to pay for repairs.
Another issue was the Lohman property at 614 North Stuart Avenue. Over a year ago the
Town did a “land swap, a right-of-way swap.” The title for the deed has not been
changed. Someone needs to speak with Mrs. Lohman to determine who should do this.

Marty Shifflett stated Fed Ex denied the claims because Adelphia’s cable line was
too low.

George McDaniel reported the Council Chambers at the Community Center is
complete except the communications. When the building is 100% secured, the
communications will be installed. The Council desk is an unfinished project. The
majority of Lantz Construction work will be completed within two weeks. The kitchen
equipment will arrive in approximately four weeks. In two weeks the gymnastics
equipment will be moved into the building. The Grand Opening, which is scheduled for
August 17, 2006, will not be delayed. Many fundraisers are scheduled and he believed
the community would generously support the activities. All agreed that this is a
Community Center by all definitions, in that citizens of all ages will benefit from it. Mr.
McDaniel then asked “Council’s blessing” for the Grand Opening.

Angler Statement

Statement on Developments Involving Angler Dominion Ridge Project
July 17, 2006
Mike O’Neill

On Thursday, July 13, 2006, five members of council arrived at the Elkton Fire
Company activities hall for a 6:00 pm meeting with one or more representatives from
Angler for a briefing on the project and a discussion of concerns and issues that remained
unresolved in the opinion of council members.

Upon arrival, the council members were informed by the mayor that Angler
would not be attending and presented with documents consisting of a cover letter from
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Angler stating that two options pertaining to the contract with the town were attached. A
bond payment of $132,300 was due by 2:00 pm the following day (July 14, 2006) and
had not been paid. The terms of the contract with Angler required Angler to make the
payment.

The first option presented was a letter that Angler would send terminating the
contract stating that the town had failed to meet conditions set forth in the contract as of
June 30, 2006 and that no bond payment would be made.

The second option consisted of signing a fourth amendment to the contract which
included provisions to defer the settlement date to December 27, 2007 (effectively
January 2008) and execute a deed of trust along with numerous provisions that the
council and town attorney did not have time to review so that an informed decision could
be made before the bond payment was due at 2:00 pm on Friday July 14",

The first option consisting of the termination letter stated that the town had failed
to meet conditions set forth in the contract as of June 30, even though the council had
voted in an additional 60 day extension to the contract at its June 19, 2006 meeting. The
agreement implementing the 60 day extension was received from the town attorney
(Nathan Miller) on June 29" signed by the Mayor and Councilman Snow, and returned
to the town attorney’s office via fax that same afternoon.

During the 6:00 pm meeting on July 13, 2006, the council reviewed the
documents with the new town attorney (Tom Miller) and determined that it could not take
action on either document in time to meet the bond deadline. The council agreed to
authorize the bond payment of $132,300 out of the town general checking account to
avoid penalties and damage to the town’s credit rating. The council also agreed to vote
the transfer of funds to cover the payment at the regular council meeting scheduled for
July 17, 2006.

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As provided in the final paragraph of Section 5.A, we are entitled to a return of
our Deposit, including the Bond Payments (as defined in Section 2 of the Contract). By
our calculation, the total Deposit is $132,300, of which approximately $101,254 is held
by Escrow Agent. We are copying Escrow Agent on this notice with request for
immediate return the sum held by Escrow Agent. The balance should be reimbursed to
us promptly by the Town.

Again, we regret having to take this action but find it necessary.

Motion to Direct Town Attorney to Settle Angler Contract
July 17, 2006
Mike O’Neill

WHEREAS the town council has received notification from Angler that
Angler believes the town of Elkton to have failed to meet the conditions set forth in
the Contract for the Dominion Ridge project:

AND WHEREAS, the only options presented to the town are 1) to accept an
amendment to the Contract that would defer settlement until December 27, 2007; or
2) to receive a letter from Angler terminating the Contract;

AND WHEREAS, the town has already made a bond payment of $132,300
scheduled to be paid by Angler under the terms of the Contract;

AND WHEREAS, the council believes the town has not failed to meet the
conditions of the Contract since a 60-day extension of the settlement date was passed
by council with the consent of Angler representatives on June 19, 2006 and
executed by the Mayor and Chair of the Park Authority on June 29" 2006;

AND WHEREAS, the council cannot accept the terms of the Contract
amendment required by Angler to continue with the project;

AND WHEREAS, the council wishes to maintain an amiable relationship
with Angler;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Elkton town council directs the
town attorney to arrange an amicable termination of the Purchase and Sale
Agreement effective February 12, 2005 by and between the Town of Elkton,
Virginia and Elkton Angler Broadlands, LLC (the “Contract”).

Attorney Miller stated, “Just to clarify, the Council member doesn’t mean we
have accepted their letter and all the assertions and allegations they make in their letter,
that they are in a position to be able to terminate or not. At this point, we will have to
study the documents and see whether they are. I don’t think that’s what you meant when
you said we’ve accepted their letter.”

Motion to Move Bond Payment — First Reading

Council member O’Neill moved, second by Vice Mayor Dearing, and carried
to move $132,300 from the General Government Account to cover the bond
payment made in that amount on July 14, 2006.

Vice Mayor Dearing explained when Council met on Thursday, they were aware
of the letter received from Angler. Being unsure if Angler would make the bond
payment, they made a decision to direct the Treasurer to make that payment if Angler did
not. The decision was made without a first or second reading in order to avoid default,
which would have affected the Town’s credit rating. The money was moved from
General Government. Council will review transferring the money from REPO to General
Government if that should become necessary.

NEW BUSINESS

Newtown Road

Under the annexation agreement, Vice Mayor Dearing stated we have two years
to extend water and sewer lines. He asked Council member Kite and Marty Shifflett to
study how the project will be done to supply those customers.

Sewer for Curtis Lawson

The main sewer line in front of Mr. Lawson’s house is so high that it would
require him to have a “sewer pumping station,” according to Vice Mayor Dearing. Vice
Mayor Dearing and Council member Kite agreed the solution was to come out of the
back of the house, which is all downhill, and “go to the next street over.” Mr. Lawson
will have his contractor run the line across his property and furnish all materials. The
Town would then complete the line at Town expense, a distance of approximately 300
feet. He wanted Council member Kite and Mr. Shifflett to work together on a time and
how to do the project.

K-9 Unit

Vice Mayor Dearing stated there is some concern in the community that the K-9
Unit is not visible enough, nor being properly used. He explained the dog is a working
canine, not a pet that can be strolled along the streets on a leash. Rainer is trained as a
drug dog, but he is also trained to protect his handler. Vice Mayor Dearing shared recent
drug arrests in Town in which Rainer was involved. He was satisfied that the K-9 was
being used properly and sufficiently.

Mayor Printz disagreed. He believed the dog needed to be out in the public and
visible. He considered the K-9 as a deterrent just by being seen.

From personal experience, Council member Isom added the K-9 does have an
impressive presence. She shared a story of an encounter with Rainer. To her, he is a
deterrent.
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Council member Pence stated the City of Harrisonburg Police Department never
walk their dogs on the streets. He said just one wrong experience with the K-9 would
lead to a lawsuit.

Council member O’Neill stated the dog is trained to be aggressive and referred to
the K-9 as a “weapon.” He believed under controlled situations the dog could have more
visibility.

There will be additional discussion regarding Rainer.

Pentecostal Hill Clean-Out

Council member Kite will work with Mr. Shifflett to correct the heights of some
clean-outs on Pentecostal Hill.

Park Clean-Up

Vice Mayor Dearing stated that Council members Kite and O’Neill submitted a
“laundry list” of problems in the Park. He called for daily attention to the Park and
Cemetery in order to look “presentable.” Council member Kite will have additional
recommendations after the Recreation Commission meeting. Council member O’Neill
suggested a routine schedule for maintaining the Parks. Mayor Printz stated Council
would have to make “personnel decisions” regarding Park maintenance. It was Council’s
consensus that Mr. Shifflett and his maintenance staff were not responsible for mowing
the Park. If that was somehow, somewhere, delegated to him, it will be corrected.
Council member Kite will investigate the “loss of a good man” who had kept the Park in
order. Council member Pence stated the upkeep had always been under Recreation.
Council member O’Neill acknowledged and thanked Mr. Shifflett and the crew for
“stepping up to the plate” to ready the area for the All Stars Game.

Personnel Handbook

Vice Mayor Dearing moved, second by Council member O’Neill, to adopt the
old Personnel Manual and a copy be issued to all employees and Council members
as soon as possible.

There was discussion comparing the former handbook to the current one.
Excessive accumulated compensatory time was one area Council found unacceptable.
Mayor Printz urged Council to first eliminate the current handbook. The motion and
second were withdrawn.

Vice Mayor Dearing moved, second by Council member O’Neill, and carried
to withdraw the new personnel manual and implement the old and that a copy be
issued to all Town employees and Council members.

Council member O’Neill remarked that former Council member and Vice Mayor
Cathy Murphy had put “a lot of time and effort” into writing the policies which were “in
the best interest of the Town.” He concluded, “We are very fortunate to have this tool.”

Vice Mayor Dearing reported that Bill Davis has been named Chair of the
Cemetery Commission. Council member Sigafoose has stepped down as Council
Representative and has been replaced by Vice Mayor Dearing.

WHEREAS, the previous town council voted in July 21, 2004 to grant water
and sewer hookups to the Elkton Plaza West and Downey Knolls Subdivision being
developed by BPML Properties LLC and notified Pete Bonavita of the approval;

AND WHEREAS the previous town council, at a committee meeting,
expressed the desire that the subdivision be brought into the town through a
boundary line adjustment but did not stipulate that a boundary line adjustment as a
condition of the approval when approval was granted;

AND WHEREAS Mr. Bonavita has expressed the desire to bring the
subdivision into the town;
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BE IT RESOLVED that the town council reaffirms its commitment to grant
water and sewer hookups to the above mentioned properties and directs that a letter
stating such be sent to BPML Properties, LLC, 14016 Spotswood Trail, Elkton,
Virginia;

AND, that the letter sent to BPML Properties, LLC contains language
expressing the desire by the town and BPML Properties, LLC that the above
mentioned properties be brought into the town through a boundary line adjustment,
but does not make a boundary line adjustment a condition of the water and sewer
approval.

Mr. Bonavita described the proposed Downey Knolls as a 55 years of age and
older community. The units will contain approximately 1,400 square feet of living space,
and Mr. Bonavita speculated the price will be $225,000.00 to $250,000.00. The residents
will pay an Association fee, which will be applied to such needs as yard maintenance and
snow removal. A Community Center is planned, as well as an area known as Elkton
Plaza West where 18 business lots will be available. When asked about proffers, Mr.
Bonavita responded that for each sold lot, $250.00 will come to the Town of Elkton for
inclusion in the police budget; $250.00 will go directly to the Elkton Volunteer Fire
Department; $250.00 will go directly to the Elkton Rescue Squad; and $500.00 will come
to the Town for infrastructure needs.

Washington Street Drain

Vice Mayor Dearing stated that five years ago money was allocated to run
additional pipe on Washington Street to eliminate drainage problems. The present pipe is
to remain in place and the new pipe will assist with water flow. Mayor Printz was
authorized to move forward with the project.

North Street Trash

Vice Mayor Dearing complained about unsightly properties and lack of
enforcement to clean them up. Mayor Printz believed the only course available at this
time was to impose the Nuisance Ordinance. Mayor Printz asked Mr. Miller to look at
the Town’s options.

Washington Street Prior to Paving

Council wanted to make sure that all the repairs on Washington Street were
completed before it was paved.

Decal Enforcement

Vice Mayor Dearing remarked that a Town decal allowed a vehicle to be parked
in the Town of Elkton. He maintained a moving vehicle without a decal was not a
requirement for a citation. He insisted a stronger enforcement. Council member O’Neill
spoke of STOP signs being ignored, especially on weekends.

Hire Police Officer

Vice Mayor Dearing moved, second by Council member Sigafoose, and
carried to appoint Jeffrey Good as a Certified Police Officer with the Elkton Police
Department at an annual pay of $26,570.00.
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Council member Pence asserted that Mr. Gooden was hired, worked for a period,
and then terminated his employment with the Town. He asked what assurances we had
that this behavior would not be repeated. Council member O’Neill commented that a
higher pay, a change in leadership, and a take-home-car were incentives to Mr. Gooden.
Council member Pence was not satisfied and strongly opposed a take-home-car for any
employee. Vice Mayor Dearing called for the question.

Junior Order Park and Elkton Town Festival

Doug Shifflett approached Council member Isom regarding a leaning electric pole
on the Junior Order grounds. It was considered a safety hazard. There was another pole
that should be moved to facilitate better electric connections for vendors. Marty Shifflett
said we could look at it and he would talk to Council member Isom.

The Elkton Town Festival will be held on August 12, in conjunction with Elkton
Field Day. The carnival part and the food will be in the Junior Order Park and the Town
Festival activities will be in Memorial Park. Considering previous commitments,
planning, and advertising, Council decided, after discussion, to help fund the skydiving
presentation.

Council member O’Neill moved, second by Council member Kite, and
carried to spend up to $800.00 to support the skydivers for the Town Festival.
Funding will be taken from Economic Development.

YEAS: M. Dearing, M. Isom, D. Kite, M. O’Neill, T. Pence, and S. Sigafoose
Motion carried (6 — 0 roll call)

Council member Pence expressed his displeasure that the sitting Council was
rescinding action taken by the previous Council. Vice Mayor Dearing responded that the
projected 4.7 million dollars did not materialize.

“We don’t know where we are going
to get the money,” he added. Council member Pence stated he was aware of future
requests and the requestor(s) expected they would be approved.

agreement with the Town and a letter to this effect be sent to Adelphia Cable.

Life Well
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Vice Mayor Dearing proposed closing the Town-owned Life Well because it was
providing untreated water to persons outside the Town limits.

The
line would be a Town cost. Mayor Printz spoke of an individual who was to be
connected to the line before the well was sold. Granville Life expressed he wish that this
would be done, but it didn’t happened before Mr. Life sold the well. Mayor Printz stated
he was sure the individual would be willing to pay.

Vice Mayor Dearing moved, second by Council member O’Neill, and carried
to close the well and hook the citizens up to municipal water.

Mr. Shifflett informed Council that when the Spotswood Trail work was done, a
six inch line, two pieces of pipe, were run uphill in anticipation of hook-ups. This will
significantly reduce the cost, he stated. He added 40 feet of line already exists. He also
stated the current service lines could be utilized.

Move Generator

Council member O’Neill moved, second by Vice Mayor Dearing, and carried
to kill the directive to move the emergency generator at the Park and kill the
lighting on the stairs to the Park.

Council member Pence was concerned that although the Park is officially closed
at dark, illegal activities do occur at night. Vice Mayor Dearing and Council member
O’Neill explained the motion did not affect Park lighting — only the illumination of the
EPIC steps to the Park would not happen.

QOdell Crawford

1. Building Permit — states the structure is not in a flood zone.

2. Zoning Permit — the structure would have to face Wirt Avenue. She
stated, “There is no way that you could get a 60 to 65 feet structure on a 50 feet lot.” She
believed that was why the structure was turned on the lot.

3. Another property showed the addition of 2 bedrooms and a living room.
She was told Mr. Crawford’s plan was to turn that into 3 apartments. Also stated to not
be in a flood zone.

4. Zoning Permit shows a septic system for the structure at the “STOP” sign.

She could not conclude that the information provided on the permits and what
was actually being constructed were the same. The 24 x 60 feet structure was to be a
modular home placed on a single lot and honor all “applicable setbacks,” The diagrams
do not reflect what is actually being done.

Vice Mayor Dearing saw the flaw in the process as no step-by-step inspection
after a permit had been issued.

B&W

There was a lengthy discussion regarding junkyards, the unappealing appearance
of downtown, and issuing business licenses. Views were expressed as to what was
acceptable. Empty houses and businesses may be taxed to such a degree that it would be
more advantageous to the owners to repair them and occupy them, or to sell them. Proper
letters will be issued once Mr. Miller determines the Town’s recourse under current code.
Some code may need to be rewritten to accomplish the various wishes of Council.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held in Council Chambers
on August 21, 2006 with Mayor Wayne E. Printz presiding. The following Council
members were present:

Town Attorney Tom Miller, Director of Public Works Marty Shifflett, Treasurer
Clairen Sipe, Sergeant Rodney Hensley, and Clerk of Council Richard Carey were also
present.

Reverend Jim Kite offered the Invocation.
Sgt. Hensley led the Pledge of Allegiance.
CITIZEN COMMENTS

Vic Corbo, Windsong Hills, questioned if a resubmission by Mayor Printz for
Greg Mowbray for water damaged cabinets in the amount of $350.00 was an attempt by
Mayor Printz to make good on a promise to get him money back on his electric bill. On
July 1, 2006, Council voted to “curtail discretionary spending.” This led Mr. Corbo to
question the paving of two alleys, one behind the Camden building and the other behind a
residence at Fairfax and 6™ Street. He presented a work order, requested by Mayor
Printz, for each project. Again he questioned if this was fulfillment of a campaign
promise, when, on election day, Randell Snow, Rick Workman, Clyde McDaniel, Jay
Dean, and Mr. Corbo heard Mayor Printz promise a citizen “two loads of stone.”

Hazel Crider, Elkwood, thanked Town employees for their assistance with the
Neighborhood Watch Night Out. Veterans Day activities are being planned for 11:00
AM., on November 11 in Stonewall Park. She asked Council for help to provide 125 to
150 medals for the veterans. The rain location will be the Elkton VFW.,

Mildred Shifflett, 112 West Spotswood Avenue, asked who would have final
approval for activities in the Community Center — the Community Center Committee or
Council. She was given notice to move her vehicle off Spotswood Avenue for the Elkton
Field Day Parade. She stated she always did that and didn’t object to the notice. She
was, however, a bit perturbed that other cars parked on Spotswood Avenue. She advised
Mr. Corbo that there were roads leading four ways out of Elkton if he found Elkton so
“apprehensive.”

Jay Dean, Lucas Lane, commented favorably on the Community Center Grand
Opening. It has been a month since Mr. Dean appeared before Council to discuss
damage to his house, as well as his neighbor’s. He has not received satisfaction. Council
member Sigafoose said he had been to Mr. Dean’s house and it was his opinion that “we
fix it.” Mr. Dean was not home and was not made aware of the visit. When asked about
the neighbor’s house, Council member Sigafoose stated he didn’t know about that house.
Mr. Dean paid his business taxes and did not appreciate his business name being
published for non-payment. He filed for an extension of federal taxes and did not have a
Schedule C. The cause of Mr. Dean’s electrical service and the house at 118 Lucas Lane
was a FedEx truck snagged an Adelphia Cable line and snapped the pole. FedEx
declared they were not at fault. “At fault” did not matter to Mr. Dean. He just wanted
the damage at the two houses repaired.
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Cathy Murphy, 110 North Stuart Avenue, acknowledged the egos sitting at the
table and it appeared to her that there was a three-man Council. She stressed that all
seven members should be provided the same information. She was concerned that some
personnel matters were “being handled incorrectly.” She was consulted regarding an
employee and his performance and was “not happy with what she heard.” Speaking of
“at will employment,” she stated if that, in fact, is accurate, then the Standards of
Conduct and the Grievance Procedure are two unnecessary sections of the Employee
Handbook. A lawsuit concerned Ms. Murphy if a position was eliminated and someone
else was hired to fill that position. She termed the re-hiring of Officers Gooden and
Harris as “illegal” because they were not in the pool of applicants when the last ad was
published three months ago. She stated EEO requires positions to be published in
newspapers or notice of vacancies posted on the bulletin board.

Vice Mayor Dearing stated that it was “inappropriate” for a Council member to
call a private citizen to discuss a confidential personnel matter. Council has got to
discuss and act on a situation that has been on-going for two weeks on the streets.

Ms. Murphy’s rebuttal was she was not “the street,” as she wrote the manual and
had insight into the policies and procedures.

Mike O’Neill, 425 East Rockingham Street, praised Council member Isom for the
many hours dedicated to the very successful Town Festival. He thanked her for the
“positive face” she gave Elkton. He recognized Council member Kite for the Park clean-
up, Vice Mayor Dearing for “spot checking” activities at the Community Center and
making suggestions, and Mayor Printz for manning the street sweeper following the Field
Day Parade.

Council member Isom noted that all Council members have been busy with
various projects that don’t get newspaper coverage.

Council member Pence’s opinion was that he has been “left out” since the new
Council took their seats.

Vice Mayor Dearing believed Council cohesiveness depended on the hiring of
someone to run the day-to-day operations of the Town.

Mayor Printz read the following prepared statement:
Touching base

Dear Elkton citizens because 1 respect you I have remained in the back ground for
some time now and not commented in the media mostly because lack of available print
space due to the syncopated beat of Mr. Corbo and Miss Jenny Jones of the Corbo
cronicles continually attacking my family and degrading myself and our great little town
with inaccurate or slighted information. Their has been approximately twelve articles
attacking myself personally or as Mayor in a two month period by either Mr. Corbo or
Miss Jones, four of those articles were front page, two of these negative depictions of
myself were in the news record on the front page on the same day. Ironically Miss Jones
incessantly attacks my credibility and then insults the public’s intelligence with a falsely
staged event of Mr Corbo on the front page of the news record picking up stones and
debree. I can assure Mr Corbo it take much more than an artificial commitment of
picking up trash to gain the citizens trust and respect.

Then last week Miss Jones printed another slighted and inaccurate article regarding
many of our very fine businesses which paid their taxes but did not actually receive the

formal document that states business license. Had Miss Jones investigated thoroughly
she would have found out that many businesses do not have a schedule “C” and that
there currently is no requirement in the code book we have at this time for this schedule.
Also that the treasurer can issue a ninety day extension provisionally for a business
license in Elkton which would allow for midigation up to September and can request
other forms of verification of income. As far as depicting my Elkton Car Wash as a as a
defacto mafia organization. Elkton car was has paid nearly $100,000 to the town of
elkton in utilities, fees, Taxes and donations in the last 22 years and I am proud of the
business I built with my own two hands as I am proud of many of our businesses which
were unfairly hurt by this inaccurate article.

It looks to me like Miss Jones as an intelligent well educated individual you may
want to realize that there is not short cut to success, sensationalism is not journalism or
professional reporting. If you would like to have the ability to be promoted to a credible
news organization in the future you may want to reconsider your posturing.

Obviously Miss Jones and Mr Corbo do not have the confidence in the Elkton citizen’s
intelligence and ability to see through a focused vendetta, ineptitude or irresponsible
inaccurate journalism.

A couple of meetings ago Mr. Printz at this very podium accused Jenny Jones and
me of attacking his family and his business. I have spent considerable time going
back over everything I have ever written both in the newspaper, here in chambers,
and on the internet blogs. I challenge Mr. Printz to present any document he may
have indicating that this is so. I do not know any of his family and know nothing

about his businesses and have no cause to comment on either.

In the newspaper article, which appeared in the DNR about my filing the
Injunction of Mandamus, Mr. Printz is quoted as saying, “He did not get the
information to Corbo in five days because he did not understand the law”. I show
you a memo, dated June 7, 2005, sent to all town employees, all of the council,
the former town attorney, and Mr. Printz. This memo outlines the procedures to
be followed by everyone concerning FOIA requests. Item 3 specifically states, If
the request cannot be honored within 5 days the requester should be given an
estimated time the documents will be available. Attached to the memo was a
form to be used for the POIA requests. Each person was also given a copy of the
VML manual outlining the FOIA process.

In my case, | submitted the request on Aug 28", When I heard nothing back by
the 31 I called Marty and asked the disposition of my request. I was informed
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that Mr. Printz had issued an edict that all requests had to go through him and my
request was on the desk of Mr. Printz. When I did not receive any further contact
by the 6™ of Sept. I sent a letter to Mr. Printz, with copies to each of the council
and Mr. Miller asking about my request, outlining the sections of the FOIA code
stipulating the 5 day requlrement and the possible penalties for fallure to comply.
It was not until the 11" of Sept that I filed the Injunction. On the 12" of Sept Mr.
Printz was scrved the subpoena to appear. The same afternoon I finally received a
call to come to the town hall and make a copy of the document. Mr. Printz’s
usual I did not know defense once again does not hold water.

In the DNR article Mr. Printz is also quoted as saying, “I didn’t have time to do it
[and] I didn’t really understand” that I had to acknowledge the request in five
days. If Mr. Printz does not understand the law and does not have time to fulfill
the duties of the position of acting town manager, maybe he should step down and
this council finally do something about getting a full time administrator who has
the time to do the job and understands the law. Or at least have the time (to)
review the law if he knows not what he is doing.

I have not abused the FOIA privilege. Since July 1, I have only submitted 3
requests for information. In the future if I am again met with the same kind of
delaying tactic I will once again file for action. I will also have a lawyer by my
side and hopefully get a judge who is interested in upholding the intent of the law.
What is the value of a law if one can flaunt it’s intent and not face the
consequences as spelled out in the law?

Mildred Shifflett, 112 West Spotswood Avenue, expressed her concern about her
ever-increasing electric bill. She scolded Mr. Corbo for the perception that he was
disruptive to Elkton’s atmosphere of love and harmony. She warned him of a “lonely
life” in Elkton if “he did not give it up.”

If Rick Carey
would do the research, it would be .50 cents per copy and $3.96 per quarter hour,
with a minimum of % hour. If Debbie Curtis is doing the project, it will be $2.80. If
Dorenda Flick is doing the job it will be $2.96; Lynn Meadows, $2.91; Donna

Vice Mayor Dearing moved, second by Council member Kite, and carried to
approve the Treasurer’s report.

20 acres of land on the south side of Mt. Pleasant Road for the construction of an
elementary school with the following provisions:

The town shall waive water and sewer connection fees for the elementary
school.

3. The town shall run water and sewer lines to the property.

4. This agreement shall fulfill all obligations to Rockingham County by the
Town of Elkton to provide a site for an elementary school as specified in
agreements between the Town and Rockingham County.

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Elkton Area Community Center Committee

Council member Kite moved, second by Vice Mayor Dearing, to accept the
Elkton Area Community Center Policies and Procedure Manual established for a
ninety day period to allow the Center to open.

Council member Kite and the Committee realized the manual would have to be
revised during the ninety day period. The budget and the Treasurer’s access to the
Foundation’s statement surfaced as concerns. Mr. George McDaniel stated the
statements are sent to the donors to show how the donations are being used. Another
problem was the Foundation received a donation earmarked for a local civic organization.
Treasurer Sipe stated Mr. McDaniel must make the request for the money to be sent to
the Town in order for her to write a check to the organization. Mr. McDaniel repeated
the Center could not open without a procedure manual or a budget. His conclusion was if
Council was uncomfortable with the budget presented then produce one of its own.
Following a lengthy discussion of “control,” Mr. McDaniel stood, resigned, and left the
meeting.

Approving a $379,000.00 budget with no controls was unconscionable for Vice
Mayor Dearing and Council member O’Neill. Council member O’Neill stated Council
would provide the resources to open and operate the Center, but he was not willing to
“turn the checkbook over” to the Committee. From the organizational chart, Council
member O’Neill could not approve that form of management. Two people could not
operate the Center. A full staff, including janitorial service, would be necessary to
protect the equipment and building, according to Vice Mayor Dearing. He has qualified
applicants for positions but financing to pay the staff is still a question.

“T do not see the control issue,” stated Council member Kite. He then explained
the donations flow from the Foundation to the Center, thereby permitting a tax deduction
for the donor. Vice Mayor Dearing again stated the Treasurer is responsible for all Town
monies and there is something wrong with a system that denies the Treasurer access to
the list of donors, which is readily available to a private citizen. Council member Kite let
it be known that the “County has not yet met on this issue.” Council member Kite
wanted a determination on who would run the Center before Council approved a
procedures policy. Vice Mayor Dearing questioned why there was a Grand Opening
when there was no staff. Vice Mayor Dearing was willing to approve the manual,
excluding the flow chart and the budget. Regarding some budget line items, Council
member Kite agreed they could be reviewed.

Council member Kite withdrew his motion and Vice Mayor Dearing withdrew his
second.

Vice Mayor Dearing moved, second by Council member O’Neill, and carried
to approve the procedures as presented, minus the proposed budget and flow chart.

A special meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held in Council Chambers on
November 14, 2006 with Mayor Wayne E. Printz presiding. Mayor Printz stated the
purpose of the meeting was a First Reading and review of the amended FY 06-07 Town
of Elkton budget, Pete Bonavita, Community Center discussion, job description for the
Public Works Administrative Assistant, zoning violations, and Greg Mowbray’s cabinets.
The following Council members were present:

Town Attorney Tom Miller, Treasurer Clairen Sipe, Director of Public Works
Marty Shifflett, Chief of Police James Morris, and Clerk of Council Richard Carey were
also present.

Review Budget — First Reading

Council member O’Neill presented an amended budget which totaled
$4,637,749.00. Some adjustments were made where Council member O’Neill calculated
high or low allocation. BPOL, as an example, had not been distributed across the various
types of taxes. He used the actual figures from last year for the projected totals in this
budget. He added debt service on the building and the 1.7 million dollar loan as
additional costs to operate the Community Center.

Included was a $70,000.00 “start-up” allocation and a “major change in staffing,”
specifically four permanent full-time positions, being a manager, a program director, an
administrative assistant, and a custodian. Four part-time positions at $9.00 an hour
totaling 120 hours per week were also designated. Council member O’Neill stated he
was not “happy with this budget” because, in order to balance it, $205,793.00 would have
to be “drawn from cash of last year.”

Vice Mayor Dearing expressed that an injustice had been done to the in-coming
Council because numbers were just “thrown into” the budget to make it balance. Council
member Kite also questioned some of the allocations in the original budget. Council
members Sigafoose and Pence championed salary increases for police officers.

A lengthy discussion followed of how the officers are paid, in addition to recent
generous increases. Salary, plus benefits, plus take-home vehicles, plus equipment must
be considered and added to the base pay to get a true picture of what each officer is truly
making. Vice Mayor Dearing argued the Town simply does not the resources of the
County and Elkton has traditionally trained officers to leave. Council member O’Neill
stated Council, as a whole, would have to find their comfort level and decide what the
final budget would be.

Community Center Discussion

The Center is now open from 9:00 A.M., to 9:00 P.M., Monday through Friday,
and 9:00 A M., to 1:00 P.M,, on Saturday. Temporary staff was hired for permanent
positions:

Allison Morris — full-time Administrative Assistant
Pam Cubbage — full-time custodian
Olivia Diehl — 30 hours temporary
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Heather Machcinski — 30 hours temporary
Casey Loker — 20 hours temporary

Elaine Senn — 20 hours temporary

Jessica Frazier — 20 hours temporary

Currently, there are over sixty one-year memberships. Coors is reimbursing their
employees for memberships. Vice Mayor Dearing recommended a Board of Directors
for the Center. Some minor problems are being corrected. Room rental was disclosed as
$25.00 for the first hour and $15.00 for each additional hour. Parents of the gymnastics
participants must have membership or pay the $2.00 fee to use the equipment.

A criminal background history will be required for all employees of the Center
and for those who will have any contact with the children. Free membership will be
given to volunteer workers, who will be utilized in the future. Bookings for the Parks’
shelters will be made through the Center staff. Due to the demand for use of the Kite
house, Vice Mayor Dearing stated a committee will be formed to oversee the Kite house.
In addition, Vice Mayor Dearing disagreed with the practice of permitting alcoholic
beverages in government buildings. He did not believe government should promote
alcohol consumption in government buildings. Presently, use is allowed as long as a
banquet license is obtained from the ABC Board. Council will write the bylaws and
regulations for the use of the Kite house, as well as set rental rates. One Council
representative will be a member of the Kite House Committee.

Job Description for Public Works Administrative Assistant

Vice Mayor Dearing presented the job description for the position and asked for
recommendations for it to be on the agenda for Monday’s meeting.

Lugene Dovel

Lugene Dovel, 407 Lee Avenue, addressed Council regarding directions from
Council to clean up his property. He stated he was in poor health and did not appreciate
the Town’s harassment. Council member Kite offered to get churchmen to help Mr.
Dovel clean his property. Mayor Printz volunteered to meet with Mr. Dovel in his home
at 5:00 P.M., tomorrow.

Greg Mowbray’s Cabinets

Council again declined the request.

Lawrence Shifflett

Mr. Shifflett also received a letter regarding the condition of his property. It was
learned that the tin cans in the yard were being gathered to be recycled.

Pete Bonavita

Mr. Bonavita discussed the proposed Downey Knolls development. The plan
now is to develop the property for the age group of 55 and older. Positives are less
impact on schools and an association would take of outside maintenance. The smallest
home would be 1,400 square feet, excluding the garage. There will be one building,
designed to look like a home, where residents will be able to meet. Curb and gutter,
sidewalks, and streetlights are all part of the design, which will enable residents to be
mobile by using golf carts. An emergency exit will exist.
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The business area will be service oriented — doctors, lawyers, etc. — in order to not
compete with existing in-Town businesses. At least one restaurant will be permitted and
Mr. Bonavita alluded to a bakery and bagel shop. Every commercial location will have a
residential look. Proper landscaping will be part of the design. In the green space, a
picnic area and walking trail are envisioned. The Rockingham Planning Commission,
although they have not approved the plan, appeared very much in favor of the
development, according to Mr. Bonavita.

Mr. Vic Corbo stated since the Town would provide the water and sewer services
that the Town should benefit from the tax base. Mr. Bonavita responded that he would
not request a boundary line adjustment prior to County approval of the project.

A letter was discussed from the Elkton Planning Commission to Rockingham
County, in which was stated the Planning Commission and the Elkton Town Council
were “not in favor of rezoning as approved.” Council member O’Neill was not aware of
such a letter until Mr. Bonavita provided him a copy. Council member O’Neill stated
that Council twice affirmed its commitment to provide water and sewer to Downey
Knolls and the Planning Commission inaccurately stated his position. Council member
O’Neill clearly wanted a policy where this situation would never happen again and he
was puzzled why this has become an issue again.

Mayor Printz stated his issues were the connections fees being paid to the County
and the possible future conflict of new businesses competing with in-Town businesses.
Another unacceptable item was the presentation to Council of the treatment plant flow
chart via the Planning Commission. The system appeared to be working in reverse.

Dan Talbot, Planning Commission Chair, was present. He stated it was
unfortunate, but there has never been good communication between the Council and the
Planning Commission. Therefore, a Council representative on the Planning Commission
serves a purpose. Mr. Talbot reminded Council that there is not a reserve of applicants
from which members can be appointed. That justified Mr. Marty Shifflett’s position as a
member of Council as well as being a voting member of the Commission.

Mr. Talbot’s history of Mr. Bonavita’s rezoning began in April/May of 2006. At
that time, Mr. Donachy provided information to the Planning Commission which, “As a
commission, we depend pretty heavily on Town representatives to give us the
background on things because we don’t have good communications with the Council.”
stated Mr. Talbot. He also acknowledged the lack of time between a request from the
County and the reply from the Planning Commission. Sometimes it is less than thirty
days.

The draft letter that led to all the contention was a letter that was written under
pressure from the County for the Commission to state their position. Ms. Henderson
needed “something” from the Planning Commission stating their position on borderline
sub-development. Mr. Talbot was told the draft would not be disseminated. By
attempting to present a unified voice — Council and Planning Commission — to the
County, Mr. Talbot, in the draft, wrote it was the opinion of the Council and Planning
Commission. He admitted his error. He was consoled, however, that if this gaffe leads to
better communication between the two bodies, then he was “glad to have penned the
letter.”

Council member Sigafoose was excused at 8:12 P.M.

A public hearing to receive comments regarding the amended FY 06-07 Town of
Elkton budget was held at 6:30 P.M., on December 18, 2006 in the Community Room of
the Elkton Area Community Center. Mayor Wayne E. Printz presided. The following
Council members were present:

Town Attorney Tom Miller, Chief of Police James Morris, and Clerk of Council
Richard Carey were also present.

Richard McGregor, 264 Windsong Hills Drive, Elkton, stated his credentials as a
retired Department of Defense budget analyst. His review of the proposed budget
produced the following response to Council:

1. No adherence to accounting principals.

2. Where is the Pentecostal Hill loan? It was a General Government
undertaking and therefore the payments should appear in the General
Government Expense Ledger.

3. The two million (golf course) bonds were also General Government
undertaking and payment should appear in the General Government
Expense Ledger, not part of it in the Community Center Ledger.

4. Real Estate Tax. The real number should be $141,975.00. Why would
you say you only expect to receive 90% due us? You have seven more
months to collect it all.

5. The same thing applies to Personal Property tax. We collected $75,172.00
last year and only $62,595.00 in this budget. I am sure that some of the
people have bought new cars. Not to mention that the rate has increased.
Don’t the decals take care of the problem?

6. M. E. Kite Trust $54,232.00 equates to thirteen payments. I think that we
are only going to make twelve payments this year $50,060.00.

7. Salary Full time in the Community Center Expense Ledger shows
$100,924.00. That is what we would pay for one year, not the eight
months they would work this year. The figure should be $65,989.00.

8. Salary Part Time in Community Center Expense Ledger shows
$56,160.00. These people will only work eight months this year. So the
number should read $36,720.00.

9. The 1.7 million bond loan has not closed yet. If it closes this month and
payments are quarterly then we will only make two payments this fiscal.
So the number should read $26,527.85 for Principal and $38,002.39 for
Interest.

10.  Due to the salary issue in 7 and 8, I must assume that all monies associated
with employment (Social Security, Group Life, Retirement) would also
require adjustments.

11.  Where is the Unemployment Taxes for Department Heads and
Community Center employees?

He continued that the budget “is far from accurate.” He added that Council was
operating under a budget “created by a novice.” He recommended that a financial
professional sit on the Finance Committee. Furthermore, anyone involved in the “fiscal
responsibility of the Town should be required to complete Accounting 101 at any local
college.”

Letter to Rockingham Planning Commission

Vice Mayor Dearing moved, second by Council member Pence, and carried
to authorize Mayor Printz to sign the following letter:

Rockingham County Planning Commission
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Dear Chairman and Commission Members,

Thank you for the opportunity to provide comment on the proposed changes to the
County’s comprehensive plan. Elkton would like to ask consideration of the following
points:

1) While this new plan no longer contains the concept of urban transition
property, there are areas outside of Elkton that are designated for future uses that do not
concur with the current zoning. We believe in the principle of having planned growth
areas in the county that align with existing water and sewer systems. We would,
however, like to propose that by allowing an area outside a municipality to use a
bordering municipality’s water and sewer system, in essence, we are establishing that at
some point in the future this area will likely become part of the municipality. Elkton is in
the process of strengthening its code to establish pre-approval procedures around the
following:

a. Requiring developers of out of town limits property greater than 5
units to meet all applicable codes of Elkton in addition to the codes of the County if they
plan to use the Elkton water and sewer systems.

b. Requiring builders of out of limits property greater than 5 units, at
their expense, to perform impact studies of proposed developments that include the
impact on the Elkton resources they plan on utilizing, and that if necessary, the developer
be required to bear all or part of the burden of any expense that may be required to
support said development.

We ask that the County be supportive of this code change especially in regard to water
and sewer lines that the County and Elkton have other agreements around that may
impact the Town’s ability to completely execute these code changes.

2) The area being considered in the Elkton vicinity came largely from a
proposed annexation map & current build out. Elkton agrees that this area is part of what
we consider to be our growth zone. We would, however, like to establish that we also
believe that additional areas are also in our 5, 10, & 20 year growth zones and should be
considered in future reviews of the County’s comprehensive plan.

3) Lastly, Elkton is concerned about the potential for developments in the
Massanutten and McGaheysville areas to spread too close to Elkton, and potentially
result in requests for utilization of Elkton’s sewer resources. While the plan on the table,
as we understand it, does not allow this, we currently cannot support any plan that has the
potential to allow this to happen.

Again, we appreciate your consideration of these points.

Motion to Amend Sewer Connection and Sewer Service Code — First Reading

Council member O’Neill presented the following on a First Reading:

§ 170-28. Application for sewer connection and sewer service [Amended 2-23-2005;
7-18-2005]

Any person or entity desiring to connect with the Town sewer line and to make
Town sewer service available to any building, including but not limited to
commercial, residential or industrial, shall make application for such service to the
Town Manager or his/her designated representative, not more than three months
prior to the intended date of connection, upon a form provided by the Town. No
individual or related activity may hold more than 5 approved unused sewer
connection applications. All approved sewer applications shall expire and payments
forfeited if the building is not connected with the Town sewer line within three
months of issuance. It shall be necessary for the expired permit holder to submit a
new application, pay an additional connection fee, and obtain new approval prior to
connecting the building to the Town sewer system. If the connection has not been
completed when the permit expires, solely because the Town has not completed its
portion of the connection, the Town shall waive the additional connection fee. The
number of approved unused sewer connections and the time limits specified in this
section may be altered through a contractual agreement approved by the town
council.

Motion to Amend Water Connection Code — First Reading

Council member O’Neill presented the following as a First Reading:
§ 170-8. Water connections; conditions [Amended 2-23-2005]

All connections to the Town water system shall be made as provided in this chapter and
only upon approval of the Town Manager or his/her designated representative. The
owner of each lot or parcel of land which abuts a street or other public right-of-way
which contains or is adjacent to an easement containing a water main or water system and
upon which a building has been constructed for residential, commercial or industrial use,
shall connect the building with the water main at the owner’s expense in accordance with
the provision of this chapter. The aforementioned shall not apply to an existing building
now having an approved well. However, the well must be tested every year to ensure it
meets Department of Health standards for drinking water, These tests must be filed with
the Town, and if the well ever fails a test the owner may be required by Town Council to
connect to public water.

I move that § 170-8. Water connections; conditions of the Town Code be amended
to include the following:

Any person or entity desiring to connect with the Town water system and to make
Town water service available to any building, including but not limited to
commercial, residential or industrial, shall make application for such service to the
Town Manager or his/her designated representative, not more than three months
prior to the intended date of connection, upon a form provided by the Town.

Water and Sewer Hook-Up Ordinance — First Reading

ORDINANCE AMENDING AND RE-ENACTING SECTION
OF THE
CODE OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA:
That Section be repealed and replaced by the following provisions:

Section

(a) The owner or his agent (the Applicant) of a parcel of land located within
or without the corporate limits of the Town of Elkton may apply to the Director of Public
Works of Elkton (the Director) for permission to connect to the Town’s potable water or
sanitary sewer systems. Prior to applying for approval from the Town, if the Applicant’s
land lies outside the corporate limits of the Town of Elkton, the Applicant shall obtain at
least preliminary approval from the County of Rockingham for his development project.
Preliminary approval may take whatever form is acceptable to both the County and the
Director, and need not commit the County to final approval. Such evidence of County
approval shall be submitted with the application to the Town. For new water
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connections, the application shall include (i) the estimated average daily demand, (ii)
peak instantaneous demand, and (iii) fire flow demands.

(b)  Where the intended use of the Applicant’s land is residential involving
fewer than ten units, the Director shall either approve or reject the application. Where
there is any other intended use the Director shall forward the application to the Planning
Commission for its recommendation. After consideration by the Commission, the
application shall be forwarded to Town Council, with the recommendations of both the
Commission and the Director for final approval or rejection.

(c) Prior to acting on the application, the Director may, and typically will,
require that the Applicant submit appropriate engineering reports or studies that
demonstrate the anticipated impact on the Town’s water or sanitary sewer system, along
with any recommendations for changes or additions to the Town’s infrastructure
indicated because of the proposed new connections. All engineering studies and reports
shall be paid for by the Applicant.

(d)  All infrastructure, whether it be an extension to a main, or a new service
line or lateral, shall be installed in accordance with the Town’s design and construction
standards at the Applicant’s expense. Once installed by the Applicant and accepted by
the Director, water lines up the meter and sanitary sewer lines up to the laterals shall be
the property of the Town. The Applicant shall provide all reasonably required easements,
at the Applicant’s expense.

(e) The Director may charge a reasonable fee to cover time and expenses of
processing the application.

® A “main” is a water or sanitary sewer line that serves more than one
customer. A “service line” is a water line proceeding from a main that serves one
customer. A “lateral” is a sanitary sewer line proceeding from a main that serves one
customer.

If he approved funding for this event he would also have to
approve “an equal amount for the other events in Town, such as Autumn Days, etc.” In
the near future a group will organize to plan the Elkton One Hundred Years Celebration
(Centennial). Council member Kite will support that event. He concluded that he would
like to see a Fourth of July Celebration, but the funding was the trouble area. Council
member Isom stated the Elkton Festival group has advertised for organizations
involvement but they have received no responses.

Vice Mayor Dearing — compared expenses to income. “Somewhere revenue has
to match expenses,” he stated. He listed expenditures that totaled over $100,000.00
tonight. “I can support it,” he continued, “but in the course of doing it we have to be able
to pay for it.”

Council member Isom stated the monetary need would “probably be less than
$2,000.00.” Council member Kite asked Council member Isom’s group to present a plan
to recover the cost.

Council member O’Neill — supported “the idea.” He was confident that funding
could be allocated from Economic Development.

Mayor Printz stated it appeared to him that Council gave a “go ahead.”
