The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held in the Community
Room of the Elkton Area Community Center on January 15, 2007, with Mayor Wayne E.
Printz presiding. The following Council members were present:

Town Attorney Tom Miller, Director of Public Works Marty Shifflett, Chief of
Police James Morris, and Clerk of Council Richard Carey were also present.

Pastor Clyde Plum offered the Invocation.
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
CITIZEN COMMENTS

Lugene Dovel, Lee Avenue, is conscientiously cleaning up his property, as his
health permits. He sought Council’s patience and asked for a time extension to complete
the task.

Vic Corbo, Windsong Hills, discussed zoning issues on Wirt and First,
Shenandoah and Wirt, and two houses on West Washington. He stated all four structures
were owned by the same person and sighted zoning violations, as he understood them.
Mr. Corbo was in possession of photographs of “junk car” locations around Town. He
asked why taxes were not levied against these vehicles. Another zoning violation was a
garage on Tamarack in Elkwood. No action has been taken for the storage building
beside EAUS. Mr. Corbo suggested that the Town hire a professional zoning
administrator. Additional violations were a house on Wirt with an addition and a fence
and a wooden deck on Warren that encroaches a Town sidewalk. A required fence at
Spotswood and Shenandoah has not been installed.

Jay Dean, 116 Lucas Lane, shared an encounter he was privileged to have had
with an American soldier who had served in Iraq. Although the young soldier was
missing an arm, he planned to return to Iraq. Then Mr. Dean stated that after eight
months, repairs had not been made to his house. Council was given two weeks to make
the repairs or Mr. Dean would involve his attorney.

Mildred Shifflett, 112 West Spotswood Avenue, spoke against any increases in
utility rates. People in the back of the room cannot hear Council.

Hazel Crider, Elkwood, favored a senior retirement development on the Kite
property. Certain areas of Town lack adequate lighting. She referred to Elkton Manor
and the entrance to the Community Center. As for utility rates, she agreed with Mrs.
Shifflett.

DIRECTOR OF PUBLIC WORKS

Virginia Power will increase electric rates by 1.83% on February 1, 2007. The
fuel factor will remain at the current level. Mr. Shifflett stated this will be the last
increase until Year 2010, the term of the current contract. Mr. Shifflett remarked this will
require a First Reading.

Mr. Shifflett termed the work of Anderson & Associates as “very good.”
Emerging from a meeting with DEQ, Council will be presented three proposals regarding
the treatment plant. Mr. Shifflett reccommended that the Town continue to employ the
services of Anderson & Associates.

CHIEF OF POLICE

Vice Mayor Dearing made Chief Morris aware of golf cart and moped traffic on
Jackson Avenue. Chief Morris responded that warnings had been issued to the offenders.

Responding to a question from Council member O’Neill, Mayor Printz affirmed
that the Angler Settlement Agreement was signed. Elkton could profit approximately 4.5
million dollars. Town Attorney Miller confirmed that this issue was “closed,” as Council
member O’Neill stated.

Mr. Shifflett received a quote of $2,400.00 each for two desk top color copiers,
which are networkable. One unit would go to the Community Center and the other to the
Treasurer’s office. Without action, Council member O’Neill termed the copiers
“expensive.”

Vice Mayor Dearing’s suggestion to expand the police department to the “old”

Council Chambers was sent to Committee by Mayor Printz. Council member O’Neill
also expressed “reservations.”

NEW BUSINESS

Hire Community Center Administrator
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Council member Kite asked that the drainage from the Chevron station to the
railroad tracks be checked.

A ditch on Spring Avenue needs repairing.

The owner of Pieces of the Valley has some parking recommendations. Vice
Mayor Dearing commented that the cabinet shop, the door company, and the mill all have
dumpsters that block the alley. These dumpsters need to set on the businesses’

properties.

Council member O’Neill moved, second by Vice Mayor Dearing, that
residential connection fees for Town water and sewer be set as follows, unless
otherwise specified by contract: water, $4,000.00 per unit and sewer $6,000.00 per
unit.

Following a discussion of commercial customers and annexed areas, the motion
and second were withdrawn.

Council member O’Neill moved, second by Vice Mayor Dearing, and carried
that residential connection fees for Town water and sewer be set as follows, unless
otherwise specified by contract: water, $4,000.00 per unit and sewer $6,000.00 per
unit. In addition, existing residences brought into Town by annexation, and did not
have water and sewer available, can connect at the prevailing rate at the time of
annexation.

ORDINANCE AMENDING AND RE-ENACTING SECTIONS
170-10 AND 170-11
OF THE
CODE OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA:
That Sections 170-10 and 170-11 be repealed and replaced by the following provisions:

Section 170-10 Water Connections inside and outside Town limits.

(a) The owner or his agent (the Applicant) of a parcel of land located
within or without the corporate limits of the Town of Elkton may apply to the Director of
Public Utilities of Elkton (the Director) for a permit to connect to the Town’s potable
water system. Prior to applying for a permit from the Town, if the Applicant’s land lies
outside the corporate limits of the Town of Elkton, the applicant shall obtain at least
preliminary approval from the County of Rockingham for the development project.
Preliminary approval may take whatever form is acceptable to both the County and the
Director, and need not commit the County to final approval. Such evidence of County
approval shall be submitted with the application to the Town. Water connection permit
applications shall include (i) the estimated average daily demand, (ii) peak instantaneous
demand, and (iii) fire flow demands.

(b)  Where the intended use of the Applicant’s land is residential involving
four (4) or fewer units, the Director shall either approve or reject the application. Where
there is any other intended use the Director shall forward the permit application to the
Planning Commission for its recommendation. After consideration by the Commission,
the permit application shall be forwarded to the Town Council, with the
recommendations of both the Commission and the Director for final approval or
rejection.
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(c)  Prior to acting on the application, for residential project of five (5) or more
units, and for all other categories of projects, the Director shall require, and for residential
projects of four (4) or fewer units the Director may require, that the Applicant submit
appropriate engineering reports or studies that demonstrate the anticipated impact on the
town’s water system, along with any recommendations for changes or additions to the
Town’s infrastructure indicated because of the proposed new connections. All
engineering studies and reports shall be paid for by the Applicant.

(d  All infrastructure, whether it be an extension to a main, or a new service
line or lateral, shall be installed in accordance with the Town’s design and construction
standards at the Applicant’s expense. Once installed by the Applicant and accepted by
the Director, water lines up the meter shall be the property of the Town. The Applicant
shall provide all reasonably required easements, at the Applicant’s expense.

(e) Any permit issued under this provision shall expire if (i) construction on
the unit for which it was issued is not commenced within three (3) months of the date of
issuance, or (ii) if the building permit issued by Rockingham County is canceled or
expires for any reason, but (iii) shall expire in any event at the expiration of eighteen (18)
months after the date of issuance if the project is not completed. Once a permit expires a
new permit must be obtained by filing a new permit application and paying all fees and
charges at the then current rates.

) Terms of this Section may be modified on a project by project basis only
by the Town council acting to approve a contract with a specific developer by ordinance.
Contracts between the Town and a specific developer already approved and signed prior
to the date of enactment of this amended Section are hereby reaffirmed and ratified as if
so approved.

(g)  Permits issued under this Section are non-transferable.

(h)  The Director may charge a reasonable fee to cover time and expenses of
processing the application.

(i) A “main” is a water line that serves more than one customer. A “service
line” is a water line proceeding from a main that serves one customer.

This ordinance is enacted and shall be effective from the 15™ day of January

(a) The owner or his agent (the Applicant) of a parcel of land located within
or without the corporate limits of the Town of Elkton may apply to the Director of Public
Utilities of Elkton (the Director) for a permit to connect to the Town’s sanitary sewer
system. Prior to applying for a permit from the Town, if the Applicant’s land lies outside
the corporate limits of the Town of Elkton, the applicant shall obtain at least preliminary
approval from the County of Rockingham for the development project. Preliminary
approval may take whatever form is acceptable to both the County and the Director, and
need not commit the county to final approval. Such evidence of County approval shall be
submitted with the application to the Town.

(b)  Where the intended use of the Applicant’s land is residential involving
four (4) or fewer units, the Director shall either approve or reject the application. Where
there is any other intended use the Director shall forward the permit application to the
Planning Commission for its recommendation. After consideration by the Commission,
the permit application shall be forwarded to the Town Council, with the recommendation
of both the Commission and the Director for final approval or rejection.

months after the date of issuance if the project is not completed. Once a permit expires a
new permit must be obtained by filing a new permit application and paying all fees and
charges at the then current rates.
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® Terms of this Section may be modified on a project by project basis only
by the Town Council acting to approve a contract with a specific developer by ordinance.

Council Meeting
January 23, 2007

A special meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held in the Community Room
of the Elkton Area Community Center on January 23, 2007, with Mayor Wayne E. Printz
presiding. The following Council members were present:

Town Attorney Tom Miller, Town Superintendent Marty Shifflett, Treasurer
Clairen Sipe, and Clerk of Council Richard Carey were also present.

Mayor Printz read the agenda:
1. Willow Oaks Sub-division
2 Smoke Test
3. 1.83% Virginia Power Increase for VEMA — Second Reading
4. In-Town Lighting
5 Fourth of July Celebration

Nathan Miller, Esq., was present and spoke on behalf of the Willow Oaks Sub-
division. Mr. George McDaniel requested Mr. Miller’s attendance “to try to work out an
arrangement on Willow Oaks.” Mr. Miller reviewed the increases in sewer rates from the
time Willow Oaks started on March 20, 2005 to the present. Mr. Miller sought to
negotiate the needs of the Town and the developer of Willow Oaks in an effort to keep
Willow Oaks viable as “affordable housing.” Nathan Miller believed Mr. McDaniel had
been caught in a “transition period.” He stated that he and Town Attorney Tom Miller
had spoken and the two believed a workable, agreeable conclusion could be reached.

Angler negotiated that each year as they purchased connections they would pay
the rate that was in the agreement as negotiated or the prevailing rate, whichever was
less. Vice Mayor Dearing recalled that Mr. McDaniel requested a six month extension in
March 2006. Then, in September 2006, Mr. McDaniel asked to pay all connections up
front, a request which did not comply with the Town ordinance. Vice Mayor Dearing
also stated that at no time did Council decide the McDaniels brothers could not proceed.

Council member O’Neill saw “timing,” as well as water and sewer capacity, as
issues. He was not “totally opposed” to viewing a proposal from the attorneys and Mr.
McDaniel. However, “significant discounting” would depend on additional sewer
capacity in the future. There lies the “timing” issue. Council member O’Neill referred to
contractual commitments and did not want to “compromise” those obligations. Due to
supply and demand, Council member O°Neill was unsure if the Town could afford to
“negotiate away discounted connections, although affordable housing was desirable.”

At the prevailing rates, Mr. McDaniel estimated additional costs of $600,000.00
to $800,000.00 for the project and questioned how he could keep the development
“affordable.” As he addressed Council, Mr. McDaniel did not request a “discount.” Mr.
McDaniel had no problem repairing the water line on North Street, even though “it
should have been repaired 10 years ago.” He then stated Council had failed to respond to
his request for water and sewer, during which time the rates increased twice. Angler was
granted 100 connection at $6,000.00 per connection and that was not termed
“discounted,” but Mr. Daniel’s request was being considered as “discounted.” He could
not comprehend why. Another of Mr. McDaniel’s points was he already had
$300,000.00 in a development for which he has not broken ground. He closed by asking
for a “level playing field.”
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Vice Mayor Dearing saw the contract with Angler as the difference between
Angler and Willow Oaks. He stated the previous Council approved Willow Oaks but, no
agreement was entered into with Mr. McDaniel regarding connections. Mr. McDaniel
responded that the proposal he submitted when the connection rates were $4,000.00 went
unanswered.

Mr. Tom Miller stated that the Code that existed in October, November, and
December 2006 permitted the purchase of 10 connections and had to be completed within
six months. So, the actual figure would be 10 as opposed to 44 connections. Council
member O’Neill stated the Code was modified to allow Council to negotiate with Angler,
a condition that was not available to them in the previous Code. Council now has the
option to negotiate a contract with Mr. McDaniel if they choose to do so.

Mr. McDaniel stated when he made his proposal he offered to pay his connection
fees up front but the Code was not changed for his situation as it was for Angler. Mayor
Printz stated the contract with Angler was a “package” that included a million dollar
water system and an unencumbered 4.5 million dollars up front. Vice Mayor Dearing
verified with Mr. McDaniel that his only issue was the rates when he applied as
compared to the current rates. Mr. McDaniel replied that that was correct.

Council member Kite was agreeable to having the attorneys “talk” and see if a
compromise could develop. Council member Sigafoose would like to hear a proposal
from the attorneys. Council member Pence concurred. Council member Isom desired to
listen to the attorneys’ proposal. Mr. Shifflett could not prognosticate a question from
Council member O’Neill about the current mains being able to accommodate 4, 5, or 6
units, as he considered that an engineering question.

Council member O’Neill’s statement was: “I’m not really interested in
bargaining on sewer capacity right now but, ultimately, once we have sewer capacity, 1
think there is significant benefit in having these lower cost units here. But, until we have
capacity for them, I’m reluctant to support significant concessions. Also, as far as the
revisions to the Code, the Council actually became aware of its limitations somewhat late
in the process of our negotiations with Anger and realized in order to ratify that
agreement we had to make changes to the Code. That also was our top priority. So, it is
unfortunate that we were not able to give more attention to Mr. McDaniel’s request. But,
the reality was we could not have legally granted it if we had wanted to at the time.
When we realized we had an issue with the Code, we addressed it.”

Mr. McDaniel stated the capacity issue should have been addressed with Angler
because it was not an issue with him until Council “signed a contract with Angler.”

Vice Mayor Dearing turned the discussion from capacity back to the issue as he
saw it, that being Mr. McDaniel’s request in September 2006 to pay all 44 connections up
front. There was no response because the old Code permitted just 10 pre-paids, with the
other regulations. Then, in January 2006, the Code was amended to allow Council to
negotiate the contract with Angler. Vice Mayor Dearing was uncertain just what the
attorneys should discuss and bring back to Council. Should Council negotiate 44 units
based on an old proposal?

Council member Kite believed “there could be circumstances that could be a point
of interest.” He did not elaborate.

Mr. McDaniel mentioned a letter from former Town Manager Donachy that the
Willow Oaks sub-division had been approved. The letter included, “The only issue that
had not been resolved was the line going up North Street.” It was then that Mr.
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McDaniel tried to lock in the water and sewer connections. There was no response from
the Town.

In the interest of time, Mayor Printz noted it appeared that at least four Council
members favored the two attorneys to meet and bring a proposal back to Council. Mayor
Printz encouraged the Council members to submit any suggestions or questions to the
attorneys in writing.

Smoke Test

Virginia Rural Water will assist with the test. Notification must be placed in the
local paper and each house will receive a mailer that will explain what will happen, what
the resident must do, and what will result from finding improper connections.

The Town is losing money by treating rain water at the treatment plant because
gutters, floor drains, and sump pumps empty into the sanitary sewer system. After a
homeowner and/or occupant is/are notified by letter of a violation, Mr. Shifflett asked
Council to determine the amount of time the occupant/owner would have to correct the
problem, and the penalty if the occupant/owner did not comply.

The Council members who spoke were willing to accept Mr. Shifflett’s
determination to his own questions.

1.83% Virginia Power Increase — Second Reading

Council member O’Neill moved, second by Vice Mayor Dearing, and carried
to pass the 1.83% Virginia Power increase.

Due to the demand for fireworks displays on July 4, bookings and deposits are
made well in advance of the event. It is also a costly undertaking. Council member Isom
was fortunate to locate a professional fireworks operator who could provide a 15 minute
program for $11,000.00. With the cost being much higher than an “off season” price, she
contacted each Council member for support before she committed for the display. She
said the support was 5 in favor and 1 not in favor. The deposit was $2,500.00.

Mr. Dennis Burton, Regional Manager with Anderson & Associates, was present
to address Elkton’s waste treatment plant. Mr. Burton recognized Project Manager Mr.
Chris Fewster, who proceeded with the presentation.

Projecting to the Year 2025, Anderson considered the population growth as well
as the projected growth to determine future gallons per day flow, as well as infiltration.
Mr. Fewster stated the plant structure has a life expectance of 40 years, but the major
equipment generally requires major rehab around 20 years.

Currently, on average, 300,000 gallons per day run through the plant. The
projected flow for the Year 2025 will be 740,000 galions. The current plant is rated for
400,000 gallons and the “logical increment up would be 800,000, which should take you
out to just beyond 2030.”

An astonishing statement was that approximately 1/3 (100,000 gallons per day) of
the flow through the plant is a result of infiltration. At times, depending on the weather,
that flow could be 2 2 times as high.

Mr. Fewster recommended:

Whatever is eventually decided, Attorney Miller suggested that if a suspension was
involved, would the suspension time be deducted from the duration of the membership,
or would the suspension time have no affect on the remaining time. Also, a length of
time to appeal should be included in a policy. Attorney Miller suggested additional
information regarding medical disclosure be researched for Center users.

Various uses of the Community Room and other areas of the EACC were
discussed. A senior lounge and a satellite training area were among the suggestions.

Payment must be made at the time of a reservation. This is a policy to assure that
requested space is used and does not set vacant when another group could have rented a
room.

Administrator Morris described additional equipment that would benefit children.
Mrs. Morris added donation could cover the cost of four new pieces of exercise
equipment.

The batting cage, supervision of children, liability, evacuation policy, training
policy, entry after hours, the use of the Center by the Red Cross as a shelter, CPR
certification, and kitchen use were additional topics of interest.

Sewer Back-Up — West Washington

Two homes were affected. One family chose to remain in their home and take
care of the clean-up. Their loss was HVAC, for which a bid has been received to replace.
The second family was removed from their home, a sanitation company was called, a
dumpster and a pod were placed at the location. Mayor Printz was certain the damage
would exceed the $10,000.00 coverage of the Town’s No Fault Policy.

Mayor Printz stated one family had no homeowner coverage and the other had
$5,000.00 coverage. Attorney Miller was concerned with Council accepting liability
when ownership of the tree and sovereign immunity had not been established.

The Town is paying for their hotel accommodations and meals. Mayor Printz
stated he told the family from this point all expenditures had to have Council approval.
Council member O’Neill considered doing what was basically expedient to get the family
out of the hotel and back into their home.

Vice Mayor Dearing reiterated the Town’s utility disconnect / reconnect policy.
Treasurer Sipe advised all employment applications to back-fill position currently
open in the Treasurer’s Office are in the process of being reviewed.

A lengthy discussion regarding the sale, development and character of the Kite
property.

Town Attorney Miller suggested the Kite property matter should be referred to the
Planning Commission.

Electric

Responding to Council member Isom, Treasurer Sipe stated that there has been an
increase in the number of cut-offs since the Town started accepting credit card

payments.
Peak generator issue discussed.

Water / Sewer

Higgins and Flores matter was discussed regarding the replacement sewer line for
$6,500.00.

Pursuant to a recommendation from the Virginia Municipal League, the Town may
use a van from Harrisonburg with an installed camera to record sewer lines. A
schedule will be developed to camera lines and inspect manholes every year.

Smoke tests complete on entire Town.

Acting Town Superintendent Shifflett stated the report from the smoke tests is in
progress and major issues were found at Spotswood Avenue, Wirt Avenue and West
Prospect.

Additional issues found in line that runs from Town office and dumps at the Exxon
station. Also, East Spotswood has a sewer line that is tied into a sanitary sewer line.
Preliminary Engineering Report, sewer rates study and wet well, will be ready April
19, 2007.

Estimates from Anderson & Associates regarding water and sewer on Mt. Pleasant
Road and Newtown Road.

A check for $264,000.00 could not be accepted by Mr. Shifflett “because connection
fees are $10,000.00.” He also had to refuse two additional connections at $6,000.00
because the connection fees are $10,000.00.

The requestors’ argument, according to Mr. Shifflett was based on the Town’s
advertising to increase the availability fees to $10,000.00. They desired to connect at
the $6,000.00 rate.

Howard Cushman, Harrisonburg, addressed Council and stated his confusion after
reading the Notice for the Public Hearing to increase availability fees for water and
sewer. He questioned why there was an increase prior to the advertisement.

Attorney Steven Blatt, council for the McDaniel Bros., was present and spoke on their
behalf. Mr. Blatt addressed to the issue of fair and reasonable rates. Mr. Blatt
continued that in his opinion, the Council, in certain instances, has shown favoritism
to one developer over another. Specifically, he addressed the Angler contract.

Vice Mayor Dearing stated that no special treatment was given to Angler. Further, he
continued, “Council set rates in advance according to what the Council thought the
progression of rates would be for that particular time.” Vice Mayor Dearing believed,
the only error made, if any, was that Council did not hold a Public Hearing.

Town Attorney Miller stated that his advice would be given to Council in Closed
Session. Council would then decide to announce any public statements.

Responding to Attorney Blatts’ comments, Town Attorney Miller stated that perhaps
Attorney Blatts’ comments were not as “cut-n-dry” as presented. He continued that
“the rates that are being used with Angler are part of an entire project and part of an
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entire agreement...we would be more that happy to consider the same arrangements
with any developer that comes along.”

Additional discussions included: purchase limited to 10 connections, the legality of
municipalities within the Commonwealth entering into an Angler-type agreement; the
date of the site plan approval for Willow Oaks; ordinance comparison passed limiting
connections to 10.

Town Attorney Miller stated, “I do not see that a rate increase negatively impacts the
right to proceed with a project. It may make it more expensive to proceed with the
project but it doesn’t impact the right to proceed with the project.”

Howard Cushman, Harrisonburg, reiterated that he was not given a fair opportunity to
purchase the connection fees at $6,000.00.

George McDaniel, of McDaniel Bros., explained the process by which developers
arrive at project costs. Mr. McDaniel stated he did not see a Public Notice regarding
a fee change from $6,000.00 to $10,000.00 and questioned Council regarding the
fairness and reasonableness of the new rates. Lastly, Mr. McDaniel stated the rates of
adjoining towns.

Mayor Printz responded to Mr. McDaniel by explaining that decisions were made
after receiving an accounting from all parties, statistical analysis, years of neglect and
low rates. In his opinion, most of the towns that Mr. McDaniel mentioned with low
rates will be in the same position that Elkton is in now in six months to one year.

Mr. McDaniel questioned what study was done to determine the rate increase.
Council member Kite responded that he perused a report from a prior month during
an Anderson & Associates presentation regarding sewer plant costs and this prompted
the increase in fees. He further stated, that he agrees with Mayor Printz that other
localities share the same burden as Elkton and they too will be forced to find revenue.
Mr. McDaniel stated that this should be a community issue and not a contractor issue.
Council member Kite prompted Mr. McDaniel to discuss the percentage he will earn
from these properties.

Mr. McDaniel responded by stating he is “locked at a fee” and cannot charge any
additional money. He continued that he cannot “absorb a $260,000.00 water/sewer
rate increase and expect to come out on a project”. He stated he had a Preliminary
Plan approved in 2003 and has letter of approval from Mr. Donachy. Lastly, Mr.
McDaniel stated the Virginia Code allows him five years to complete his
development and that the Town cannot pass ordinances that effect his plan.

Council member Kite questioned Mr. McDaniel regarding his ability to predict an
increase in his “job costs™ from 2003 to 2007.

McDaniel stated he is already paying water and sewer fees at double the cost. Again,
discussed contractor’s procedures.

Mayor Printz questioned Mr. McDaniel regarding the pricing of new homes.

Mr. McDaniel asked Council to be treated fairly and advised that he has his Final
Plat.

Benny King, Elkton, spoke to Council regarding utility connection fees, and water
and sewer rates. Mr. King stated that he understands Council has an obligation to
seek revenue for upcoming expenses. However, he believes that the contractors
should not have to carry the burden. He reminded Council that this is a community
issue and urged Council to make a decision on fees that is best for everyone in the
community. Further, he stated that potential home buyers may consider these fees
inflated and this may handicap Elkton in the home market.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held on April 16, 2007 in
the Community Room of the Elkton Area Community Center with Mayor Wayne E.
Printz presiding. The following Council members were present:

Town Attorney Tom Miller, Treasurer Clairen Sipe, Chief of Police James A.
Morris, and Clerk of Council Denise Monger were also present. Acting Town
Superintendent/Zoning Administrator Marty Shifflett was absent due to illness.

Council member Gene Kite opened the Invocation with a special Moment of
Silence for the loss suffered by the staff, faculty and students at Virginia Tech University
and a special remembrance to the victims of the tragedy.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
CITIZEN COMMENTS

Larry Lampe, 243 Kensington Drive, stated Council member Kite was to make a
site visit and make a recommendation regarding his water hook-up situation. Mr. Lampe
stated that Council member Kite had not contacted him but had made a site visit. He
continued there was a 6 — 0 vote on this matter, but there was no record of such a vote.
Mr. Lampe further stated he was dissatisfied with the cost to the Town for the use of
heavy equipment and manpower used to “make a little hole in the ground and cover it up
with dirt.” He was insulted that Council would believe him to be dishonest and further
challenged Council for not accepting his “offer”.

Council member Pence responded that Mr. Lampe failed to inform Council that
the bathhouse would contain toilet facilities. Mr. Lampe answered that a plan was
presented and approved.

Mr. Lampe again inquired as to Councils’ definition of a bathhouse. Further, he
stated that was why a water hook-up was needed.

Further discussion ensued between Mr. Lampe and Council member Pence
regarding water hook-ups for sprinkler systems and the non-existence of special meters.

Council member Pence stated that, “You told us, Larry, that you wanted to put
that meter in there just for - to fill up your pool.”

Mr. Lampe denied this claim.

Mr. Lampe addressed Council, “What’s the difference? I’ve already paid for one
hook-up, okay? The other one was a gift. That other line is coming out and going into
that bathhouse, okay? The sewer’s going back — what difference does if make where that
water goes in and comes out at? What difference does it make for sewer? If it’s coming
off the other meter that I got — if I tied into the middle of the street you’re still charging
me for the sewer by the water. Don’t you understand? That’s all you charge?”

Mr. Lampe ended by accepting the decision by Council but thought the time and
money spent on this matter was egregious.
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Council member Kite stated that he would like to meet with Mr. Lampe to discuss
this matter in more detail and hopefully come to some better understanding for all parties.
He continued that he reported to Council on this matter and would like for everyone to sit
down and talk about this “one-on-one.”

Council member O’Neill confirmed that a swimming pool was the reason that the
water connection was requested. He continued that the Town has fixed rates for water
and sewer and Council does not support any exceptions to fixed rates. That justified why
there was no vote.

Vice Mayor Dearing reiterated policy that there are no separate meters for
sprinkler systems or swimming pools. Further, he stated, that due to a previous matter
involving Mr. McDaniel, who was denied a separate meter for a sprinkler system, the
Council was merely upholding precedence from an earlier Council decision.

Council member Kite offered to meet with Mr. Lampe at his convenience. Mr.
Lampe denied the invitation.

Vic Corbo, Windsong Hills Drive, Elkton, spoke to Council regarding the zoning
matter on East Washington Street. Mr. Corbo stated that Mayor Printz had to take
responsibility for the zoning matter. He had obtained copies of various documents
including zoning permits which showed an issue date of October 13, 2006. Further, he
stated, “The minutes of the Planning Commission meeting indicate the property owner
did not appear and request a subdivision until November 8. To date, no subdivision or
variance has been issued on the property.” Mr. Corbo continued that two zoning permits
were issued with the same lot number and be believes they are “illegal.” Further, he was
told that “Mr. Printz spoke before the Planning Commission and spoke in favor of
subdividing the lot for the owners.” The owners went to the County to obtain building
permits. “When the situation with the same lot number was questioned by the Clerk at
the County offices, she called Mr. Printz and was instructed to issue the building permits
and he would take responsibility.” The owners received building permits. Mr. Corbo
ended by stating he thought this matter was a conflict of interest for Mayor Printz and a
misuse or malfeasance of office.

Mr. Corbo believed the Town should consider other alternatives regarding the
above matter and would be well within in its power by moving or demolishing one or
both of the houses. He further believed by not taking a stand on this issue, the Council
would be sending the wrong message to other developers.

Lastly, Mr. Corbo discussed derogatory comments made by Council member
O’Neill at a Committee Meeting on December 11, 2006 towards George McDaniel.

Mayor Printz stated that some of the information just given by Mr. Corbo was
incorrect and further stated that he had “made a mistake.”

Vice Mayor Dearing added that in regards to any zoning violations, the Council is
pursuing all avenues with Town Attorney Miller and he in turn is working with the other
party’s attorney to resolve all issues.

Council member O’Neill apologized for any inappropriate comments during a
very stressful time for Council and hoped Mr. McDaniel would follow suit and extend the
same courtesy for past remarks he had made about the Town Council as well.

Hazel S. Crider, Elkwood, spoke to Council regarding Stonewall Park and how
wonderful it was to see so many children use the park. Mrs. Crider commented on the
number of people using bicycles in the park and urged Council to consider installing bike
paths. Further, Mrs. Crider stated that some patchwork needs to be done at the park. If
unavailable, she suggested private organizations to donate funds. Regarding the Kite
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property, Mrs. Crider was open to many ideas that had been previously discussed and
would entertain future discussions regarding any plans.

Vice Mayor Dearing stated that the Town is going to turn over the Kite property
to the Planning Commission to determine what type of housing is desirable, from which a
master plan will be developed to satisfy the needs of our community.

Mrs. Crider urged Council to hold a Public Hearing on the matter soon.

Mrs. Crider questioned Council regarding senior volunteers at the Community
Center. Further, she questioned funding for all of the employees for the Community
Center and if the money for the current staff was budgeted for in the current budget.

Vice Mayor Dearing responded to Mrs. Crider by stating that money is being
generated and that the Community Center must have a paid staff. If anyone wanted to
volunteer they would be referred to Administrator Morris.

Mrs. Crider reiterated her question regarding the funds for the Community Center.

Council member O’Neill responded to Mrs. Crider by stating that Rockingham
County has contributed over $750,000.00 to handle operations and to assist with running
the Community Center. Further, Council will have to go back and review expenses. The
funds that Rockingham County contributes are “designated funds” and money does not
come out of the general budget, per se.

Mrs. Crider thanked Council member Kite for his beautiful and thoughtful prayer.

Mildred Shifflett, 112 West Spotswood Avenue, spoke to Council and stated she
was concerned jobs were not advertised properly. Mrs. Shifflett thanked our police
department for their hard work and gave a special commendation to Chief Morris.

Vice Mayor Dearing responded to Mrs. Shifflett by stating that all employment
positions had been properly advertised.

Ed Butler, East Summit Avenue, spoke to Council regarding a pothole at Chiefy’s
and asked for someone to address the problem.

George McDaniel, 583 F Street, Elkton, addressed Mr. Corbo and stated that he
appreciated his addressing the inappropriate comment issue. Regarding the comment that
he had made inappropriate comments about Council, Mr. McDaniel stated that was false.
Mr. McDaniel stated he appreciated Council but believed they were unfair, inasmuch the
inappropriate terminology was made when he presented a proposal to the Council trying
to address water and sewer rates on North Street. Mr. McDaniel stated he had sent in a
proposal to lock in his rates at $4,000.00 and was given approval by the Town Manager.

Mr. McDaniel continued that he had since tried to lock in his fees at $6,000.00 as
Angler had done, but Council denied his request. Council had not allowed him to protect
his investment and in his opinion had taken an unjust position towards him. Further, the
Preliminary Plat for Willow Oaks Subdivision was approved in 2003 for which he had
documentation stating such. Discussion continued regarding connection fees, actual cost
to the Town regarding water and sewer hook-up.

Mayor Printz pointed out that Mr. McDaniel had requested a delay from Council
regarding this project and received an extension. Further, Mayor Printz complimented
Mr. McDaniel on his workmanship and expressed his appreciation for the time and effort
he had put forth to benefit the Town. He stated that this effort on behalf of Council is not
personal with contractors but a responsibility to find the resources to upgrade the
treatment plant.
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Vice Mayor Dearing stated that Mr. McDaniel is represented by an attorney and
therefore this discussion should not take place at this time.

Earlier, Mr. McDaniel made the comparison between his situation at Willow Oaks
and Mayor Printz’s construction of a second car wash. Council member O’Neill recalled
that Mayor Printz simply paid the standard fees that were governed by the ordinances in
place at the time. As Mayor Printz’s car wash never came before Council, Council
neither approved nor disapproved the car wash. Further, he queried Town Attorney
Miller regarding all of the necessary documentation for Mr. McDaniel to purchase his
connections.

Town Attorney Miller agreed with Vice Mayor Dearing and suggested that this
discussion take place “in a different forum with different people.” Further, Town
Attorney Miller recommended moving on with the agenda.

Council member Kite suggested all pertinent parties restrain from making any
public comments regarding the alleged incident spoken of earlier and implored all parties
to move forward and bring this matter to a close.

Mayor Printz presented the following prepared statement:

“I would like to respectably address the Council with my representative hat on
first, and then alternate to my business man’s hat with which I have participated in this
Town for twenty-three years. 1 have been honored to be a representative of our great
Town for seventeen years now. Taking everything into consideration this Council is by
far the most independent, hard working Council I have worked with. We spend countless
hours many times up to one or two o ’clock in the morning, diligently conducting the
Town’s people’s business. Ido noft think there is a topic or word that cannot be said that
we were not able to dissect three times, look at it perspectively, overtly and at every
geometric angle known to man. We worked hard at it. Then we d pick up another topic,
go on and try to settle those issues. But no one can say we do not care, and we are not
devoted. We may not always agree. But I believe each of you is sincere, loves our Town
and I am grateful to be able to serve with you. On a side note, it is nice that this Council
allows its members to eat a dinner during these marathon sessions. Previous Councils
tried to starve us out, which quite frankly was a very good tactic.”

“On a very serious note, I would deeply and appreciatively like to thank this
Council for helping two of our families which had sewer engulf their homes
approximately two months ago. This was a devastating situation for the two families and
weighed very heavily on the Council, Mr. Marty Shifflett, our Town Attorney Mr. Miller
and staff. We had many serious discussions on this issue and we had a barrage of
conflicting information to digest from the law and from the insurance company. This was
difficult and very stressful situation. But in the end, this Council did the right thing as I
knew they would. I believe when in the political realm, if you are not sure what decision
to make, go with your conscience. Ask yourself what you would expect if it was your
Sfamily and follow what your conscience is telling you.”

“While I am on the topic of this Council, I would like to state that I went door to
door as many as three times supporting and working hard for this Council last election.
The reason I emphatically supported this Council, and still do, is because I believed the
unification of this Council brought something to the table that a number of members of
the previous Council or Councils did not. Strong diversity of thought and expertise, a
down to earth respect for Elkton’s heritage and the people, rejuvenation of religious
interjection, and being courteous, friendly and approachable. Most importantly a strong
commonality, a bond and connection with the average working family of our seniors and
our citizens. The reason we got elected so handily was not because we are good but
because the citizens wanted their Town back along with these attributes. They knew
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there was a razor thickness that almost decided the future of our Town from which the
rich capitalists almost took over complete control. This is one reason we were elected.”

“The second reason I believe is the people knew we were concerned with our
finances, developing our Town with improvements which are good for our current
residents. Keeping taxes and utility rates low, protecting our citizens and sticking up for
the underdog. That’s what I think we stand for. 1 feel we had a good, strong connection
with people on issues. We were concerned with the average working families here in our
Town and continue to feel this way.”

“This Council has along with the staff and our attorney partially cleaned up the
agenda. We have first and foremost settled the Angler controversy with a win-win and a
benefit to our Town of about 4.5 million, two wells and an aversion of a long, expensive
lawsuit. You all should be commended for this. I know how hard we worked together to
accomplish it. This was no small task. We opened up the community center, one of the
most successful endeavors ever accomplished in the Town of Elkton. I am extremely
proud of Mr. Kite, this Council and the staff for working so hard together to do
something that our people love so very much. We have staffed up, given pay raises, and
prepared to improve our waste treatment facility. We have a great new chief, acting
superintendent, great treasurer and staff. Our attorney is always there at our beck-n-call
for us and I appreciate that — from all of you. We had a great function down in the park
last year and prepared for a Fourth of July second to none all in approximately one year
to help promote our Town. I am very proud of this Council and these very important
accomplishments. Idon’t think there’s enough said in a positive light. Now, this is the
time to get back with our people, have town meetings like some of you have asked for
tonight, and return to basics of conscientious budgeting which I know we 're already
doing thanks to Mr. O’Neill. Find a way to keep our taxes, fees and rates low. And
reconnect with people to ask for help and guidance for the direction of the Town.”

“Now, I will put on my business hat here. I proudly just built a new car wash,
which is already under attack amazingly enough for me, on Route 340 across from
Liberty. All of you are invited for a free car wash, even you Mr. Corbo. As I did with
Elkton Car Wash #1 the very first thing you do is a traffic count, how may cars go by this
business in a given day, this is a standard business tactic this is not rocket science. Then
you may go into population metrics, building costs and rates, etc... But the first and the
most important is population and traffic. I purchased the Elkton Car Wash down on Wirt
Avenue from a dear friend of mine Mr. Herb Baugher. This was in 1984; that business
was there since 1966. On or about this time the car wash was dilapidated and in total
disrepair. Itook $3,500.00 and my 1978 truck, went to North Carolina and purchased
equipment. Page and Bobby Monger sat on the floor with me and we figured out how to
get this equipment working. Nobody knew and I didn’t know. Since then I have spent
hundreds of thousands of dollars remodeling and one-time laying over eighteen thousand
bricks with my own sweat and bare hands. I have sponsored basketball, volleyball,
beauty pageants and car shows. You name it and Elkton Car Wash has sponsored it;
that’s Elkton Car Wash 1. 1 have paid in thousands of dollars in taxes and over
$100,000.00 in utility payments and to my knowledge I have never been late on any one
of those utility payments. I might have been late on the taxes, but not on the utility
payment. 1 have tried to be a good neighbor. The businesses in that area park in the
grass because they don’t have another place to park and I'm trying to find some way to
help them. They have never paid me one penny for using my property. I think Elkton Car
Wash has been a good neighbor, don’t you?”

“Well starting with Mr. Corbo’s’ and Miss Jones’ inaccurate comments
regarding my business license. My business is under attack and my profits are down.
Why? A general lack of understanding of the small business environment. Small
business people need traffic, promotion, and a friendly business atmosphere. For the last
number of years, I had to defend allowing people to drive around Town in our business
zone, not just young people but people my age and all different ages. Elkton Car Wash is
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a devoted long term business. However, part of the clientele is continually harassed. As
Mr. Corbo illustrated in his comments in the paper last week about the trash, unfairly
assigning blame for all the trash on our youth. So now we can add age profiling to our
list of denigrations. Our young people need somewhere to go. Just because they have
long hair or an earring does not make them bad. I know this. Iwas on the streets near
Philadelphia as a young child. I come from a broken home with no one to look afier me.
I feel compassion for these people and the leadership of this Town which I have total
faith in; have total absolute faith in, we can turn things around by participating with
these people. When we are rude, or overbearing, falsely accuse, age profile, or the like
we chase entire families from our business environment. The people riding around Town
buy food, tires, gas and spend money in our Town. We cannot have economic
development without people. Right now, Elkton is trying to find its identity. There is no
doubt in my mind this Council will get us on the right track. Please, I ask you for your
help. Let’s get out there and help the people. Our young people need us not to alienate
but to guide them. Thank you and God Bless.”

Council member Pence stated he was not in attendance and was out of state when
Committees were chosen and will shoulder no responsibility, right or wrong, regarding
the matter.

Benny King, Elkton, asked Council to reconsider any final decision regarding an
increase in water and sewer connection fees. Further, he urged Council to look at
Elkton’s entire utility availability fee and not only at the water and sewer fees. He
continued that developers should not be asked to shoulder any more of the burden of the
Town expenses than any other citizen.

Vice Mayor Dearing expressed his appreciation to Mr. King for his comments and
assured him that Council will be reviewing all avenues concerning revenue for the Town.

Lastly, Mr. King agreed with Council regarding the need for work to be done to
various systems throughout Town. He urged Council to consider on behalf of everyone
the following: “mutually shared benefit, mutually shared responsibility, mutually shared
financial responsibility.” He sympathized with Council during this difficult process.
But urged Council to pursue outside the Town for grants and various other avenues.
Lastly, Mr. King offered to work with Council towards a different perspective regarding
this matter.

Council thanked Mr. King for his comments. Council member Kite stated to Mr.
King that Council is awaiting an engineering report from Acting Town Superintendent
Shifflett.

TREASURER’S REPORT
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Treasurer Sipe reported an ending ledger balance of $376,706.81 for General
Government for the month of March 2007. Total designated money was $337,242.15,
leaving total available cash of $39,464.66.

Vice Mayor Dearing moved, second by Council member O’Neill, and carried
to accept the Treasurer’s report as presented.

COMMUNITY CENTER ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT

Community Center Administrator Allison Morris spoke to Council regarding the
member totals of the Community Center and corrected the figure from 800 members to
1052 members as of the end of March 2007. She continued that the Center has two
volunteers and that she and her staff are in the process of organizing an Elkton
Community Fair on October 27, 2007 from 9:00 — 1:00. She will be speaking with local
businesses in the Town regarding the matter.

Lastly, Ande Banks, District Representative to Congressman Goodlatte has
requested to use the Community Center for Town Hall Meetings. He will be making
arrangements with the Center beginning next month. The Community Center will also
hold its first annual “Miss and Master Valley of Virginia™ pageant on April 29, 2007.

Vice Mayor Dearing stated he was pleased with Ms. Morris’ job performance as
Community Center Administrator as well as that of her staff.

TOWN SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT

No report. Acting Town Superintendent Marty Shifflett was absent due to illness.

Vice Mayor Dearing commended the Public Works Department for their hard
work and efficient service.

Council discussed with Ed Butler a real estate matter in which approval was
needed from all adjoining landowners in order for the Town to receive title to a right-of-
way. The Virginia Department of Transportation had approved widening of the road as
long as an easement agreement had been endorsed by all parties.

Town Attorney Miller stated he was unaware an agreement had been endorsed
and suggested he and Mr. Butler meet and review the agreement.

Mayor Printz referred this matter to Town Attorney Miller.

Vice Mayor Dearing stated that he and Council member Pence had met previously
regarding the removal of yellow lines at the intersection of Shenandoah Avenue and
Spotswood. Discussion ensued with Chief Morris regarding an issue with VDOT
specifications for this area.

Council member Isom discussed a person or persons leaving threatening notes on
the windshields of parked cars belonging to customers who patronize C & S Diner.

Mayor Printz asked Vice Mayor Dearing, Council member Pence, Council
member Isom and Chief Morris to review these issues.

CHIEF OF POLICE REPORT
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Chief Morris had no report at this time.

Vice Mayor Dearing asked Chief Morris to regulate the intersection at Burt
Blosser’s office and discourage motorists from using that particular street as a “short-cut
to 340.”

Mayor Printz thanked Chief Morris for his hard work and also thanked Council
members Sigafoose and Pence for the time and effort they put forth in assisting the police
department.

Council member Pence reiterated his concern for “no parking” at the Old River
Bridge.

NEW BUSINESS

Policies and Procedures Manual for Community Center

Council member Kite moved, second by Council member O’Neill, and
carried to accept the policies and procedures manual for the Elkton Area
Community Center which was discussed at the February meeting, revised and
approved as presented back to Council.

Council member Kite stated the only revision will be that page one will state that
the manual was accepted.

YEAS: M. Dearing, M. Isom, D. Kite, M. O’Neill, T. Pence and S. Sigafoose
Motion carried ( 6 — 0 roll call)
Farmers Market

Discussion by Council member Kite regarding the farmers market issue.
Community Center Administrator Allison Morris spoke to Council regarding the issue of
baked goods being sold at the market and if there would be a liability issue for the Town.
She contacted the Department of Agriculture and received regulations the Town would
need to adhere to. As suggested, she contacted other localities and prepared the
necessary documentation for the event to move forward pursuant to government
regulations.

Council member Kite urged Council to move swiftly due to time constraints with
the event planning.

Administrator Morris also urged Council to move swiftly due to the need for
kitchen inspections for all participants who want to sell baked goods, file an application
and participate in the farmers market.

Town Attorney Miller stated, “That inspection is pretty rigorous, the Health
Department does. I think it well worth a call to VML and say what are your
recommendations and suggestions?”

Discussion continued regarding various localities that participate in similar events
such as a farmers market.

Town Attorney Miller discussed separate non-profit business entity insurance
policies and signed indemnification agreements that other localities may utilize for a
farmers market in their area. Further, Town Attorney Miller stated, “obviously when you
sell food to the public, somebody gets sick or worse than that, you got to figure that
anybody involved is probably going to get sued. So the issue is how is it going to get
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paid for, if there is a claim that actually is successful?” Town Attorney Miller
recommended the Town notify the Virginia Municipal League and inquire “what are you
comfortable with us actually running the farmers market rather than us renting space to
an entity to run a farmers market?”

Administrator Morris inquired of Council as to liability since the paper states “not
liable.” Vice Mayor Dearing responded, “If we sponsor it, we are indirectly liable.”

Town Attorney Miller discussed the July 4™ celebration and the requirement of a
certificate of insurance from the company responsible for the pyrotechnics. He stated,
“That’s an example of what I am talking about. There you got a private entity come in,
they’re being paid to do something and they are taking the risk if something goes wrong
with that particular activity and we shouldn’t be requiring of them a certificate of
insurance if they got nothing prepared to cover what might go wrong.”

Council member Kite stated, “We are not preparing food. We are renting a space.
I know we got to cover all angles. First of all, somebody gets sick. How many people
there buy food every week from functions all over this County, state and everything. I
do.” He reminded Council to consider the farmers market is just renting spaces.

Town Attorney Miller, Council member Kite and Administrator Morris to contact
the Virginia Municipal League regarding liability issues. Town Attorney Miller is to
prepare written notification if needed.

Authorize Purchase of a Replacement Police Car at an Estimated Cost of $2,265.17 from
Capitol Equipment

Council member O’Neill moved, second by Council member Pence, and
carried for Council to authorize the purchase of a replacement police car at an
estimated cost to the Town of $2,265.17 from Capitol Equipment.

Vice Mayor Dearing inquired if the police vehicle will come fully equipped with
radio, etc... Chief Morris responded that VML will reimburse the Town for additional
equipment needed for the replacement car.

Motion to Authorize Spending of $37.957.34 Grant for the Purchase of the Police Radio
System Upgrades.

Council member O’Neill inquired if any additional funds are needed at this time.

Council member O’Neill moved, second by Council member Pence, and
carried for Council to authorize spending of grant money in the amount of
$37,957.34 for the purchase of the police radio system upgrades.

YEAS: M. Dearing, M. Isom, D. Kite, M. O’Neill, T. Pence and S. Sigafoose

Motion carried (6 — 0 roll call )

Motion to Authorize Spending of $17,000.00 for the Flores and Higgins Properties

Council member O’Neill presented the following as a motion:

WHEREAS, the Elkton Town Council is concerned about the Town’s
liability and responsibility for damages to the Higgins and Flores homes on
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Washington Street resulting from flooding in February, 2007 attributed to a clogged
sewer line on Washington Street;

The Council authorizes the spending of $10,000.00 received from Virginia
Municipal League Insurance and $17,647.00 from the Town sewer department to
cover expenses resulting from this incident including, clean-up, replacement of
damaged property, and food and lodging expenses for the Higgins family during the
time that they were displaced from their home.

The motion was seconded by Council member Sigafoose.

Council member Pence stated he was unaware of sewer issues for several weeks.
He continued that VML had stated the Town was not at fault. Therefore, he was of the
opinion the homeowner’s policy should pay and he will not vote in favor of the motion.

Vice Mayor Dearing spoke regarding his dislike of the procedure that was
followed concerning this matter. However, since promises had been made on behalf of
the entire Council, he would honor that. He continued that this case in particular should
not set a precedent for future cases presented to the Town that have sewer issues.

Mayor Printz stated that VML paid $10,000.00 on this claim and the Town will
pursue the matter since it had discovered a previous sewer issue existed. VML stated if a
previous incident existed they would extend payment for the entire claim.

Council member Pence reiterated his position regarding VML and added he
supported the decision of the Town’s foreman.

Vice Mayor Dearing spoke that he has had favorable dealings with insurance
adjusters and feels they are thorough and fair. He continued that part of their
responsibility is to add depreciation to items that have been listed on a claim. Further, he
stated, “We have never done any depreciation here, we have paid the full bill. Therefore,
a twenty-year old carpet became a brand new carpet and I think the adjusters were just
looking out for the Town of Elkton.”

Mayor Printz detailed the conditions the families had to endure due to the sewer
back-up. He implored compassion from Council but noted the only mistake he made was
not notifying Council properly and apologized for his mistake.

Council member Isom noted that she was approached by Mrs. Higgins regarding
this matter on February 14. She continued that “they had a clear understanding that the
Town of Elkton was going to help them with this problem.” She stated, “Since it was
told the Town of Elkton would help these people, I feel like we’re obligated to do it.”
Further, she stated Council should not view this situation just from a financial standpoint,
but from the standpoint of the homeowners and try to determine if adequate support had
been provided to the families. She commended Council on how the situation had been
handled.

Public Hearing
April 18, 2007

A public hearing of the Elkton Town Council and the Elkton Planning
Commission was held to receive comments regarding the farmers market, amendments to
water and sewer ordinances, Ed Butler right-of-way issues, and water and sewer
connection fees. The public hearing was held at 7:00 P.M., on April 18, 2007 in the
Community Room of the Elkton Area Community Center. Mayor Wayne E. Printz
presided.

Town Attorney Tom Miller, Acting Town Superintendent/Zoning Administrator
Marty Shifflett and Clerk of Council Denise Monger were also present.

Mayor Printz ascertained from Mr. Shifflett that the meeting was properly
advertised.

Acting Town Superintendent Marty Shifflett read the following prepared
statement as presented by Gerald K. Monger:

I am sorry I am unable to attend the hearing concerning Zoning.
Following are some things I wish you would study and take into consideration.

1. I think you should take a hard look at the prior zoning map. A lot of work
went into this, just to basically have it scrapped out. Attached is a copy that was
approved. Some changes were made at later dates, at which I think Marty has record of
in his zoning book cases.

2. Need to check subdivision ordinances to see if they require monuments in
center of street intersections. This should be required. The sub-divider should also have
to furnish computer disks that are in DXF or drawing files with all sub-division info. on
it.

3. Elkton has a set of standards and specs for sewer and water. These were
approved by the Town of Elkton and the Virginia Health Department. These should be
adhered to instead of letting the Fire Marshall tell you where the fire plugs should be
located.

4. I don’t think any amounts of fees should be spelled out in your zoning
book. If you put them with fees in your code, then it doesn’t require a public hearing to
change them. (unless the law has changed.)

5. Please notice the way the new map is changed versus the old one, where
the zoning is concerned.
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6. I think some kind of requirement should be made other than setback, side
yards and rear yards so as to limit the amount of space that can be used on a lot.

7. A paragraph should be added saying that no manufactured homes or
buildings, except for small accessory buildings, could be located in any zone except
manufactured home parks or subdivisions.

I would hope the Council or Planning Commission would not rush into changes of
the zoning just to make past mistakes legal.

Thank you, Gerald K. Monger

Town Attorney Miller stated that the record should reflect that Mr. Kite was given
a copy of Mr. Monger’s letter as read by Mr. Shifflett.

Mayor Printz and Council temporarily stepped down but remained in attendance.
Mr. Daniel Talbot proceeded to chair the Planning Commission meeting. The clerk
called the roll.

Mr. Shifflett stated he would not respond to item one except to state the old
zoning map was the basis for the new map, therefore it had not been scrapped. However,
he continued, “There were some errors - there was one error, notably on the map and that
was Randall Snow’s property across from the ballpark was not B-2.” The correction on
the new zoning map reflects a B-2 designation. The new zoning map reflects the addition
of the annexed areas.

Planning Commission Chair Dan Talbot stated the original zoning map was not
scrapped. Further, it was their intention to establish the new map which they will be
voting on. Discussion continued regarding revisions to the zoning map

Mr. Shifflett responded to item two by stating Auto-CAD is not always required
and the Town is currently using GIS. He stated, “With a PDF file we can Geo-reference
it into Auto-CAD so we already have — it’s not in ordinances but then see if you put that
in the ordinance then every time you turn around, every time a new piece of software
comes out, you’ll have to have a public hearing change. That should be in our standard
of practices not in our Code.”

Mr. Shifflett stated that regarding number four, the Planning Commission does
not set fees. Therefore, he would not address that item.

Town Attorney Miller stated that item four of the correspondence was incorrect.
He continued, “If it’s not in the Code book then you don’t have to pass it as an ordinance,
that’s not true. As a matter of State law when utility fees are going to be changed they
must be passed as ordinances and there are requirements for public notice and public
hearing. It has nothing to do with whether it is in our blue book or not.” Further, he
supported Mr. Shifflett by stating this particular matter is not a Planning Commission
matter.

Concerning item five, Mr. Shifflett stated that the current zoning map just
represented the old map with the new annexed areas.

Mr. Talbot added the color scheme had been changed to match that of
Rockingham County.

Mr. Shifflett continued that Rockingham County has graciously agreed to
maintain the zoning map for the Town and provide the Town with new maps should
revisions need to be made. Two maps will be located at the Community Center, one for
public display and the other for Council and Committees. The other two will be located
at the Municipal Building, one for public display and the other at the zoning office.
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No discussion for items six or seven.

Planning Commission Chair Daniel Talbot read the newspaper advertisement to
those in attendance.

§110-302 — Terms Defined — added the definition of STREET, PRIVATE - A
private street providing access to no more than three lots or six dwelling units and must
meet VDOT standards, but not including driveways.

If we don’t follow their standard, and we don’t have to, I
want to be clear about this, we don’t have to follow the standard, but if we don’t and
something happens we will be held to the County standard. As an example, all
subdivisions would receive a written recommendation from the Fire Marshall, if we
exceed that distance we would accept all liability,” advised Mr, Shifflett.

§170-10 — Water Connections Inside and Outside Town Limits. Rewrote this
section of Elkton Town Code to allow a process by which anyone within or outside of the
Town must apply and receive permission from the Town prior to making connection to
the water services.

§170-28 — Application for Sewer Connection and Sewer Service. Rewrote this
section of Elkton Town Code to allow a process by which anyone within or outside of the
Town must apply and receive permission from the Town prior to making connection to
sewer services.

Availability Fee Increases for Water and Sewer Services.

The proposed increase in the water availability fee is $1700.00 and the proposed
increase in sewer availability fee is $3300.00. The statutory authority to set sewer fees
and water and sewer availability fees is Virginia Code Section 15.2-2119.

All members of Planning Commission took a few moments to view the old zoning
map. Brief discussions among members took place while viewing the map.
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Zoning Map and Code Changes

Commission Member Armbruster moved, Second by Cathy Morrison, and
carried, to recommend that the Town Council approve the zoning map and
ordinances as advertised and presented.

When questioned by Mayor Printz, Planning Commission Chair Daniel Talbot
stated that the Planning Commission met at a Special Meeting and voted to recommend
approval of the zoning ordinances as read and the zoning map as presented. Marty
Shifflett abstained from the vote.

Motion carried (4 — 0 roll call )

Ed Butler Right-of-Way

Town Attorney Miller stated that Mr. Butler had spoken Monday night and said
he had a right-of-way agreement signed. Town Attorney Miller stated that no document
had been signed to date and that a deed needed to be prepared regarding this matter, He
continued that he needed to obtain particular details of the matter and further suggested
that a surveyor be hired in order to obtain a better “description” of the property.

Mayor Printz inquired as to why the Town is acquiring expenses regarding this
matter. Acting Town Superintendent Marty Shifflett explained that by this agreement,
VDOT will recognize the improved area as a road and enter it into its road system. As
such, VDOT will reimburse the Town of Elkton for the maintenance of the road.

Each property owner must relinquish ten feet of right-of-way and Virginia
Shifflett must relinquish thirty feet of right-of-way per this agreement. In exchange, if
approved by the previous Council, the Town would give one water and sewer connection
per residence with no additional free connections if subdivided. The free water and
sewer connections would be in lieu of the fair market value for the properties.

The owner of the private drive could not maintain the drive and wanted it to
become part of the public road system. At that time, a twenty-five foot right-of-way was
needed to be inspected by VDOT. Once this endeavor began, he learned the right-of-way
needed to be forty feet. The Town approached the landowners acquiring ten feet from
them and the thirty feet from Ms. Shifflett. Therefore, some of the landowners may feel
since there will be a “road” through that area that a “public right-of-way” may apply and
that gives them the right to ask for lot subdivisions.
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Mr. Shifflett was of the opinion that the landowners “jumped the gun” by doing
this since final approval had not been given by VDOT.

Vice Mayor Dearing was concerned that the Town was giving away $8,000.00 in
connection fees, making improvements to the road and only picking up three new tenants.
Mr. Shifflett stated the number of tenants would be eight.

Council member O’Neill was also concerned regarding the value of the real estate
involved in the matter. Further he was not comfortable with the Town “bartering”
connections for land.

Mr. Shifflett continued, that five families had asked the Town to take the street
into the road system because they could not maintain it. Vice Mayor Dearing responded,
“I have no problem with them asking. What we now have is they have asked us to
improve that street and we have now paid them to ask us.”

Mr. Shifflett stated, “Originally there was only going to be one connection at
$3,000.00 — one connection at $3,000.00, that’s how long this has been going on, one
connection at $3,000.00. It turned out to be four connections because of the VDOT right-
of-way issue.”

Vice Mayor Dearing asked, “But did every homeowner want that road
improved?”

Mr. Shifflett responded, “Yes, but really one person owned that right-of-way and
that was Mrs. Shifflett. Everybody else had a right-of-way from her across this property.
She was the one that said, ¢ I can’t maintain it anymore, I need it...””

Vice Mayor Dearing and Council member Kite queried Mr. Shifflett to explain
how the Town arrived at a “water and sewer give away.”

Mr. Shifflett responded, “Instead of paying her for how ever many feet it was at
the time, the Town Attorney (not current counsel) said you have three choices: you can
either pay her the cash, you can just tell her outright that you’re not interested, or the
water and sewer connection is going to be put in anyway as part of the Pentecostal Hill
Project. The connections are going to be put there.”

Town Attorney Miller inquired and it was confirmed that this area is part of the
annexation. Further, he questioned what additional actions needed to be taken regarding
the annexation agreement.

Council member Kite stated he is still unclear on the matter and would like to
visit the site before rendering any further decisions.

Further discussion ensued regarding fees under the annexation agreement; frozen
connection fees and grandfather clauses.

Council member O’Neill stated he would like to review some financial figures
and reiterated his dislike of the “bartering” aspect of this situation.

Town Attorney Miller also stated, “Doing the road improvement — taking it into
the system and then maintaining the road ever after is consideration for the land. So we
don’t necessarily have to buy the land. That could be a position that Council could take.”

Mayor Printz recommended that Council member Kite and Council member
Pence assist Mr. Shifflett with this matter.

Vice Mayor Dearing inquired if any promises had been made.
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Mr. Shifflett stated “that it needs Council approval.” Further, “I went over and
asked them what is it you would like to see?” And the grandmother said, “They want a
public street up through here. 1 can’t maintain it. I can’t clear the snow off of it. We’d
like for ya’ll to bring it into the system.”

Mayor Dearing inquired, “No money so far?”
Mr. Shifflett responded, “Nope, that’s right.”

Mr. Shifflett continued that it was twenty-five feet and compared this project to
the Hastings’ easement to the Reservoir with the exception that this project would have
been more expensive. According to Mr. Shifflett, “That’s why they offered her the
connection instead of money. It was cheaper to give her the $3,000.00 water and sewer
connection because it wasn’t going to require us to do anything because Atkins was
putting the water meter in and all we would have to do is go up there and drop the meter
into the meter pit and they would have to dig to the sewer lateral and they would have to
dig to the meter pit.”

There was additional discussion regarding subdivisions, proposed hook-ups,
public street openings and Elk Street.

Town Attorney Miller queried, “Could these folks possibly feel like the previous
Council said, if you get agreement from the neighbors to give this land the right-of-way
then we are going to waive a hook-up fee? Could they see it that way?”

Mr. Shifflett responded, “Yes, sir.”

Vice Mayor Dearing suggested the minutes be pulled and reviewed.

Water and Sewer Connection Fees

Mayor Printz stated that after speaking with Town Attorney Miller and meeting
with Council, no action will be taken at this time regarding water and sewer connection
fees. Further, he stated another Public Hearing is being planned, at which time the Town
will have received information from Anderson & Associates.

Town Attorney Miller stated there is no requirement for another Public Hearing
unless Council would increase fees above $10,000.00 or more than what was advertised.
He advised Council to continue the Public Hearing if Anderson’s report came back and
recommended more that $10,000.00. Further, according to policy, the report should be
made available to the public and have an opportunity for public comment. Therefore,
treat this as another reading to increase the fees.

Further discussion ensued regarding an additional Public Hearing. Town
Attorney Miller reiterated that if Council increased fees beyond what was in the
advertisement then this entire process should be started again. Council member O’Neill
stated that if the report comes back from Anderson & Associates and states the fees
should be increased to $10,000.00 or less, Council can vote it in on the second reading.

Town Attorney Miller stated, “That State Law says when you are going to
increase fees utilities you have to jump through certain hoops. One of those hoops is not
two readings - that’s separate. The hoops you have to jump through are advertising
requirements and public hearing requirements. And in the advertising one, there are
about four bullets you have to hit. One of them is how much we’re intending to increase
the rate by. That’s why I’m saying we’ve advertised, we’re going to increase under
$10,000.00. We’ve advertised that increase to get the $10,000.00 so if we’re going to go
to $12,000.00, we should start all over again with the advertising and the public hearing.”
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Further discussion continued regarding current water and sewer rates and a
possible solution for people who have overpaid on those connections. Mr. Shifflett
confirmed for Council that one person has overpaid on connection fees. He believed that
person be allowed a refund or apply that money toward new connections.

Council member O’Neill stated he wanted to preserve the effort that this Council
had made thus far if Council decided to increase the water and sewer connections to
$10,000.00 or less.

Town Attorney Miller stated that, “All that State law requires is that you cannot
do that until after you have the Public Hearing — you now have had the Public Hearing.”

Council member O’Neill further stated Council is awaiting the Anderson study
which may recommend even higher fees. Further, he stated, “I want to make clear that
now that we are considering the Anderson study, we may very well come back and say
we’re going to go for $12,000-$14,000.00. If the Anderson study makes a
recommendation, we’ll go through this process again.”

Council member Kite stated the number one question asked of him during this
process was, “Where did you arrive at $10,000.00 from?” He continued that Council had
pondered on this question and had given it much thought.

Vice Mayor Dearing questioned Mr. Shifflett if Anderson & Associates was
informed of the water treatment upgrades and if this would be included in the
computation of their report. Mr. Shifflett responded that Anderson would consider all
projects such as I and I, waste treatment plant, pump station upgrades, growth issues,
infrastructure testing, as well as rates.

Council urged Mr. Shifflett to contact Anderson & Associates and inquire the
status of the study. For budgeting purposes, Council member O°Neill desired to have
Anderson’s rates recommendations within three weeks.

Anderson & Associates

Council member O’Neill moved, second by Council member Kite, and
carried for Council to approve a Resolution to instruct the Acting Town
Superintendent, Marty Shifflett to officially inform Anderson & Associates to make
recommendations on connection fees and rates based on implementing sewer plant
improvements, expansion of water and sewer system on Mt. Pleasant and Newtown
Roads, including results of recent smoke tests, including estimates for the pumping
station upgrades at Elkwood and any other identifiable significant costs and for a
report be provided as soon as possible.

And there may be some lawsuits
filed against some of the engineers who said it was okay and it turns out it not being
okay. Because if you have to go back after you’ve already got subdivisions done, lots
divided, and houses built and now you have got to go add 50% capacity to your storm
run-off system, there’s going to be some money lost. And there’s going to be some
private developer whose going to at least be as unhappy as everybody else if not more
so. But Town Council doesn’t sit up there and say ‘this engineering is okay’ because
Town Council doesn’t have the certification to say that yes or no.”

No license fee or license tax can be imposed.
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* No business license if persons selling farm or domestic nursery products grow the
items themselves, but if items are shipped in they can be charged as a retailer.

= No business license is required of a manufacturer for the manufacturing and selling of
goods at wholesale at the place of manufacturing.

= A person, firm or corporation renting real estate as the owner of the property cannot
be charged for a business license.

= A business license is required for hotels, motels, travel related places, lodging houses,
rooming houses, boarding houses.

= Gross receipts for contractors would be receipts where the service is performed.

= According to state law no business license shall be issued to a contractor unless the
contractor has valid proof he is paying worker’s compensation. A written
confirmation shall be requested to review if the contractor is in compliance. If he is
not, a signed statement about worker’s compensation will be sent to the appropriate
board and an audit can be requested. This can result in a Class 3 Misdemeanor.

= 5 year statute of limitations on business licenses.

= If a contractor is paying a license tax where the principal or branch office is located
then no other locality can charge a tax unless the amount in the other locality is going
to exceed $25,000 in one year. Town Attorney Miller stated that since Rockingham
County has no business license tax the first section of this provision does not apply.

= Contractors that conduct business in Town for less than 30 days and have no definite

place of business elsewhere are subject to a business license.

A Resolution Regarding Regional Water Supply Planning and Application for a FY08
Water Supply Planning Grant

Whereas the Virginia General Assembly has mandated the development of local
and regional water supply plans throughout the Commonwealth and the State Water
Control Board has developed regulations to implement this planning process; and

Whereas, based upon these regulations, the Town of Elkton is required to
complete a water supply plan that fulfills the regulations by deadlines based on
population, specifically:

November 2, 2008 for local governments with populations in excess of 35,000

November 2, 2009 for local governments with populations between 15,001 and
35,000

November 2, 2010 for local governments with populations 15,000 or less

Whereas, local governments may elect to join one or more other local
governments to develop a regional water supply plan for which a deadline of November
2, 2011 has been established.

Whereas, the following elements must be included in all local or regional water
supply programs:

A description of existing water sources in accordance with 9 VAC 25-780-
70;

A description of existing water use in accordance with the requirements of
9 VAC 25-780-80;

A description of existing water resource conditions in accordance with the
requirements of 9 VAC 25-780-90;

An assessment of projected water demand in accordance with the
requirements of 9 VAC 25-780-100

A description of water management actions in accordance with the
requirements of 9 VAC 25-780-110 and 9 VAC 780~120;

A statement of need in accordance with the requirements of 9 VAC 25-
780-130;

An alternatives analysis that identifies potential alternatives to address
projected deficits in water supplies in accordance with the requirements of 9 VAC 25-
780-130;

A map or maps identifying important elements of the program that may
include existing environmental resources, existing water sources, significant existing
water uses, and proposed new sources;

A copy of the adopted program documents including any local plans or
ordinances or amendments that incorporate the local program elements required by this
chapter;

A resolution approving the plan from each local government that is party
to the plan; and

A record of the local public hearing, a copy of all written comments and
the submitter's response to all written comments received, and

Whereas, it is reasonable and prudent to for the following local governments to
coordinate and collaborate in the development of a regional water supply plan: Cities of
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Staunton, Waynesboro and Harrisonburg, Counties of Augusta and Rockingham, and
Towns of Bridgewater, Broadway, Craigsville, Dayton, Elkton, Grottoes, Mt. Crawford
and Timberville; and

Whereas the Virginia Department of Environmental Quality has announced the
availability of grant funds to assist localities offset some of the costs related to the
development of these plans and are encouraging localities to submit applications for grant
funds using regional water supply plans; and

Whereas, regional water supply planning is a sensible approach to developing a
water supply plan since watershed boundaries do not follow political boundaries and
since there will likely be cost savings to all jurisdictions participating; and

Whereas, for purposes of this DEQ water supply grant fund program, the Town of
Elkton will participate within a water supply region consisting of the localities of Cities
of Staunton, Waynesboro and Harrisonburg, Counties of Augusta and Rockingham, and
Towns of Bridgewater, Broadway, Craigsville, Dayton, Elkton, Grottoes, Mt. Crawford
and Timberville; and

Whereas, Central Shenandoah Planning District Commission (CSPDC) has
previously managed the development of successful regional water supply plans and other
regional plans and is a logical entity to organize and manage a regional water supply
planning process; and

Whereas, CSPDC has previously written, received, and managed DEQ water
supply grants and is the logical entity to apply for, on behalf of the communities

Whereas, CSPDC desires to manage and develop a regional water supply plan for
the region, and participating localities in the region agree with this approach, and

Whereas, the region, through the (lead agent) wishes to apply for and secure DEQ
grant funds to help offset the cost of the plan development.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Town of Elkton agrees to
participate with the Cities of Staunton, Waynesboro and Harrisonburg, Counties of
Augusta and Rockingham, and Towns of Bridgewater, Broadway, Craigsville, Dayton,
Grottoes, Mt. Crawford and Timberville in the development of a regional water supply
plan and authorizes the CSPDC to manage and develop said regional water supply plan
that will comply with mandated regulations; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the CSPDC is authorized to develop an
application for water supply planning grant funds to offset to the extent feasible the cost
of developing said regional water supply plan; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that A. Ray Griffin Jr.,, Executive Director,
CSPDC is authorized to sign the DEQ grant contract and other appropriate documents
related to the source water planning grant and the regional source water supply plan, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Town of Elkton intends to provide
matching funds (cash and/or in-kind) for the project for work performed within the
organization to meet the requirements of the regional water supply planning effort, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Town of Elkton will participate
financially for the costs of the regional water supply plan that is not covered by the DEQ
grant in an amount not to exceed $5,064.
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BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that the State Water Control Board and the
Department of Environmental Quality should consider this resolution from each of the
participating localities their Letters of Intent to participate in a regional water supply plan
with a completion due date of November 2, 2011, in accordance with 9 VAC 25-780-
50.B.4.

Rick Workman,154 Sweetgum, read the following address to Council regarding
the 2008 Centennial Celebration:

“On 14 March, 2008 the Town of Elkton will celebrate its 100" Anniversary.
Interested citizens have organized and initiated discussions to make this celebration an
event our community will be proud of. One hundred years only comes along once and we
are all fortunate it will happen during our lifetime. I was a child during the 50"
Anniversary and away in the Army during the 75" Anniversary. I1will be in Elkton, my
hometown, during the 100" and hope to do all I can to make it an event befitting our
Town. Today I ask the support of our Town government. I ask the support of the Mayor,
Council, Police, and Public Works along with all the Community Organizations and
churches. Together we can form partnerships and make our Centennial Celebration a
truly community event.

Interested citizens have met four times at advertised public meetings and recently
chosen me to lead this endeavor forward. I accepted the challenge and now challenge
other to come forward to take on important positions still vacant. The organization must
have leaders and directors for it to function and be successful. In addition to leaders,
funds will be needed to move forward. I ask the Town Council to support this
Centennial Committee with the funds needed for success. Rest assured any funds made
available will be spent wisely and accounted for properly. Additionally, any financial
reports required by the Town Treasurer will be submitted as requested on a timely basis.
I understand and insist that a full understanding of the funding, spending and reporting
process be agreed upon before we move on and receive any funds.

Taxpayer’s money is not a toy and I take spending seriously. Isubmit that a full
review, discussion and democratic process be followed by the executive board prior to
making any significant purchases or signing any contracts. After all, this is our fax
money also. For your information, one of the committees will be the Fund Raising
Committee. Their primary function will of course be raising funds. Even before the
committee is formed, plans are already brewing with endless ideas from fundraising
activities. Spaghetti suppers, dances, steak dinners, black tie affairs and the sale of
souvenir articles are a few fund raising suggestions on the burner. This Centennial
Committee will do all it can to raise its own funds and cut the need for Town funds as
much as possible. We are getting a jump on 2008 since we desire to start raising funds
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as soon as the committee groundwork is complete. Just to let you know, the major fund
raising event in 1983 was the Horse Show. Today it is conducted as the yearly fund
raising event for the Historical Society.

In closing, I again want to reiterate my desire that this Centennial Celebration be
a community event with the participation of the entire community similar to the Diamond
Jubilee in 1983. Again I ask the support of the Town government. The 100" Anniversary
in my opinion should be an event backed and enjoyed by every facet of our community.
Together we can show the region that Elktonions are proud people, we are together, and
on 14 March 2008, we are celebrating 100 years as the Gateway to the New World.
Thank you. The Centennial Committee will meet again on Tuesday.”

Mr. Workman formally nominated Welty Hensley for the 2007 Elkton
Community Service Award for his service to the community. He will submit an official
letter outlining his numerous contributions to the betterment of our community.

Mildred Shifflett, 112 West Spotswood Avenue, spoke regarding senior citizens
and young married couples being unable to pay utility bills. Mrs. Shifflett commended
the police department and Chief Morris for their hard work. Mrs. Shifflett expressed the
need to have someone at the police window to accept utility payments for those who are
unable to access or have difficulty accessing the steps to the Municipal Building.

Casey Billhimer, spoke regarding the Centennial Celebration and requested
$50,000.00 for expenses. Mr. Billhimer suggested a railroad excursion as a fundraising
idea to help raise additional funds for the event.

Hazel S. Crider, Elkwood, stated that citizen comments are an important part of
every meeting and she would like to see this process continue. Mrs. Crider agreed with
Mrs. Shifflett that an employee should be available at the police window to accept
payments from those who are unable to climb stairs. Mrs. Crider was concerned that
Council appeared to be moving forward on the development of the Kite property and
expansion on Blue & Gold Drive without first hearing from the citizens of Elkton or
holding a public hearing.

COMMUNITY CENTER ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT

Vice Mayor Dearing discussed the professional management of temporary
employees at the Community Center by Administrator Morris.

Outdoor Effects enhanced the entrance to the Community Center by providing
new flowers.
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Administrator Morris stated there were 49 new members for the month of April
making a total of 1101 members.

Further discussion continued regarding the aerobics room and the pursuit of
additional aerobics instructors.

Council member Isom inquired as to the reason for the reduction in hours on
Saturdays. Administrator Morris responded that according to her new 1.D. system, only
5% of her clientele visit the Community Center on Saturdays. Therefore, the hours were
reduced accordingly and the Center now closes at 3:00 pm. Administrator Morris further
stated, that according to the data provided to her from the new system, the Center could
close at 1:00 pm on Saturdays due to the reduction in attendance. She had produced
those statistics in the form of pie charts for Council in previous reports.

Council member O’Neill stated he had observed surveillance equipment around
the Community Center and questioned Administrator Morris if the system was active.
She responded by stating that the system was active with a total of fourteen cameras. The
system is recording 24/7.

Council member Kite stated there would be a fundraising event at the Community
Center on Saturday, May 26, 2007. The event to be held is Longaberger Bingo to help
raise money for children’s equipment.

Vic Corbo, Elkton, inquired as to the status of the Farmer’s Market.
Administrator Morris stated the Farmer’s Market had started two weeks ago and had been
advertised in The Valley Banner and The Daily News Record. She stated there should be
more participation when produce becomes more in season and when the Department of
Agriculture had completed the kitchen inspections for vendors who would sell processed
foods.

Mayor Printz commended Administrator Morris and her staff for their hard work.
DIRECTOR OF PUBLIC WORKS

No report at this time.
CHIEF OF POLICE REPORT

Chief Morris had no report at this time.

Vice Mayor Dearing asked Chief Morris to regulate the intersection at Country
Inn and discourage motorists from making u-turns in that area.

Vice Mayor Dearing urged the police department to ascertain that Town of Elkton
residents display a Town of Elkton decal. He was aware that some Town residents
purchased County of Rockingham decals instead of Town decals. Vice Mayor Dearing
requested the police department take the proper measures to ensure all motorists, who
reside in the Town of Elkton, have the correct decal.

NEW BUSINESS

Mayor Printz tabled the fire company discussion and sent the matter back to
committee.

Appointment to Recreation Commission - Jeff M. Jones
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Council member Kite moved, second by Council member Sigafoose, and
carried to appoint Jeffrey M. Jones to the unexpired term of George McDaniel,
ending January 31, 2008.

Vice Mayor Dearing inquired if the required background checks had been
processed. Council member Kite affirmed the process was complete.

Lot Subdivision for Ed & Marie Butler

Vice Mayor Dearing inquired if all documentation was complete before a motion
was put on the floor. Acting Town Superintendent Marty Shifflett responded by stating
the documentation was being reviewed by the parties’ attorneys and therefore had not
been endorsed. Vice Mayor Dearing questioned voting on the issue without the
completion of all documentation in order to avoid possible complications.

Mr. Shifflett briefly explained that VDOT had agreed to a 40’ right of way instead
of a 50° right of way. The parties had met at the site and inspections were complete.
However, Mr. Shifflett had not received the letter from VDOT stating that agreement.

Town Attorney Miller emphasized to Council the importance of receiving the
correspondence from VDOT before proceeding with the matter.

Council member Isom queried Mr. Shifflett as to the time frame regarding the
receipt of the impending correspondence. Mr. Shifflett responded by stating one or two
days.

Mr. Shifflett commended the Butlers, who were in attendance, for their patience.

Town Attorney Miller reiterated the need for some type of correspondence from
VDOT to state the acceptance of the 40° right of way since a 50° foot right of way is the
standard.

Mr. Shifflett asked Council to consider attending a Special Meeting if he received
a letter from VDOT accepting the terms as stated above and all endorsed documentation
from the homeowners. Town Attorney Miller stated that, “State Code requires real estate
to be actually accepted by the Town, so we have a signature line on there for the Mayor
to actually accept the deed.”

Mayor Printz sympathized with the Butlers and stated he appreciated their
patience regarding this matter.

Council member O’Neill inquired if the contracts addressed multiple sewer
connections and land. Mr. Shifflett responded that the contracts did address those issues,
at which time Council member O’Neill stated he was not prepared to agree to barter
sewer connections for land.

Mr. Shifflett explained the reason for the barter as, “Each one gets one water and
one sewer. Because they were part of the Annexation and when this Council (former
Council) agreed that anybody that came in under Annexation had the opportunity for the
$3,000.00 hook-up.”

Council member Kite expressed concern that this matter had not been explained
properly to Council. Mr. Shifflett stated, “When this all started, there was one lot. But
because of right of way issues with VDOT that was extended. We affected the Butlers
and their two neighbors. That’s how it went from one to four people. We looked at the
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value of the property versus the value of hook ups. It’s about §9,400.00 versus
$12,000.00; $10,000.00 versus $12,000.00. What that document states is that each
resident will get one water, one sewer hook up as payment for this 40’ right of way
through there. If they subdivide their lot, they get one water and sewer connection. They
don’t get two. If they sell that lot then whoever would buy and build a house on it would
in turn have to pay the current rate for water and sewer hook ups.”

Council member Sigafoose suggested the matter be tabled until the next Council
meeting.

Mayor Printz apologized to the Butlers.

Mr. Butler stated he felt their share of the responsibility in this matter is complete.
He now had to await all other parties to complete their part before being able to move
forward. Mr. Butler thanked Council for their time.

Lot Line Adjustment for Nick Campbell

Vice Mayor Dearing moved, second by Council member Kite, and carried to
adjust the lot line for Nick Campbell as recommended by the Planning Commission.

Council member Isom inquired if a site inspection had been performed. Mr.
Shifflett responded a Final Plat from a surveyor had been submitted to the Planning
Commission. The Planning Commission had recommended approval.

Pursuant to this action, Vice Mayor Dearing withdrew his motion on the
floor and Council member O’Neill withdrew his second.
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Set Meeting Dates for Budget Work Session

Vice Mayor Dearing stated the budget that was presented was a “bare” budget.
Money had not been allotted for EDRC or the Centennial Celebration. He requested
Council to consider the Town’s current rates.

Council member O’Neill stated this budget does not provide for any rate increases
with the exception of water and sewer connection fees which were figured in at
$8,000.00.

Council member Isom inquired as to funding in the budget for the Centennial
Celebration. Council member O’Neill responded there was no funding for this event in
the revised budget since there were no new sources of revenue being generated. Further,
he stated, the previous version of the budget had increased rates figured into the revenue
in order to demonstrate to Council possible avenues that may be taken in order to achieve
a balanced budget.

Mayor Printz stated there was a multitude of ways to achieve increased revenue.
He encouraged Council to cutback expenses and not increase rates.

Vice Mayor Dearing stated the Town had increased rates very little in past years.
Therefore, he believed the Town was providing inadequate service for the residents. He
understood the concern regarding the hardship senior citizens would face should there be
a rate increase. However, Elkton has the lowest water rates in the Commonwealth of
Virginia according to the Draper Report.

Vice Mayor Dearing requested each Department Head review the budget and
reduce expenses for unnecessary items.

Discussion ensued regarding calendar dates for the budget session. The date of
June 5, 2007 at 6:00 pm was scheduled. The meeting will be held in the Old Council
Chambers of the Municipal Building.

Easement Off Old Spotswood Trail for O’Dell Crawford

Vice Mayor Dearing stated there was a situation in the downtown area regarding a
sewer backup. The Town investigated and found the backup went across Old Route 33.
When the road was paved all of the sewer lines were capped. The line with the backup
cannot be replaced. Therefore, a new sewer line had to be installed from the back. In
order to replace the line, the Town would need access to Mr. Crawford’s property. Mr.
Crawford stated he did not want the Town on his property. At that time, the Town was
forced to cease all work. This left a sewer line exposed and unmaintained. Mr. Crawford
advised he would not allow the Town on his property until he was granted an easement.
Vice Mayor Dearing stated that the owner of record of the property is Kenneth Crawford
who gave verbal approval to Robin Dean to move vehicles on the car lot so the Town
could access the line.

Mayor Printz instructed the Town Attorney Miller, Chief Morris and Vice Mayor
Dearing to do what was legally in the public’s best interest to alleviate this issue.

The following items and issues were discussed:

Allen P. Todd, P. E., Senior Transmission Engineer, of Downes Associates, Inc.,
made the following presentation regarding a peaking generator:

The Town of Elkton is one of seven town/cities that belong to VMEA and have an
agreement with Virginia Power. The Town’s current VMEA agreement with Virginia
Power is good until 2010,

The cost of purchase power depends upon the demand charge, energy charge and the
fuel factor. The demand charge is high at $17.54/kw. The demand occurs when Virginia
Power has their peak hour each month. For March 2007, our demand was $72,953 while
the energy and fuel factor was $62,120. Therefore, the demand charge was more than the
energy charge.

Mr. Todd recommended a Caterpillar Diesel Peaking Generator. The cost is as
follows: '

Peaking Generator 293,000.00
Material required to connect 16,000.00
Elkton to the system
Construction Labor 3,600.00
Engineering, Design &
Project Management 18.900.00
$331,500.00

(Town to provide concrete pad and fencing)

Mr. Todd stated that Caterpillar does not lease generators. There may be an option to
lease with someone else, but in his opinion this would be more costly. Caterpillar offers
an installment purchase agreement with a $43,000.00 down payment. Then, three
installments of $93,726.00 are to be paid over the next three years.

If the generator is ordered in the near future, it could be operational before Christmas.
However, Caterpillar would need to give the definite date.

A maintenance contract can be purchased for the generator that is inexpensive and a
Caterpillar office is nearby that will provide service and routine maintenance.

Insurance on the generator was discussed and it was determined that the Virginia
Municipal League should be contacted.
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In the future, an emergency plan can be prepared, if desired, that would engage the
generator to run the Town Hall, Water and Sewer Plant, shelters, and any other
emergency response facility.

Town Superintendent Marty Shifflett stated that the Town will need to inform VMEA
via correspondence that the governing body is reviewing the option to purchase a peaking
generator.

Public Hearing
June 18, 2007

A public hearing of the Elkton Town Council was held to receive comments
regarding the '07-'08 fiscal budget. The public hearing was held at 6:30 P.M., on June 18,
2007 at Elkton Area Community Center. Mayor Wayne E. Printz presided. The
following Council members were present:

Town Attorney Tom Miller, Town Attorney Lauri A. N. Sigler, Chief James A.
Morris, Treasurer Clairen Sipe and Clerk of Council Denise R. Monger were also present.

Acting Town Superintendent/Zoning Administrator Marty Shifflett was on
vacation and did not attend the meeting.

The public hearing was opened and the following comments were made:

Faye Vickers, 18947 Red Brush Road, Elkton, questioned the transfer of
$140,000.00 from water designated funds and $160,000.00 from sewer designated funds.
She was unclear if the funds currently existed or would be a future source of income.

Council member O’Neill responded that a $300,000.00 payment is due from
Angler in June 2006, which Council member O’Neill identified in the budget as
designated money for water and sewer.

Mrs. Vickers questioned if the above-referenced funds would be used for
infrastructure or another expense. Council member O’Neill stated the funds would be
used for infrastructure and the water and sewer upgrade.

Mrs. Vickers questioned the $100,000.00 expense in both water and sewer funds.
Council member O’Neill stated the Town would be receiving additional water and sewer
connection fees from Angler and some of those funds would be transferred to designated
funds and carried over to the '09 fiscal budget. Mrs. Vickers stated she was unclear
regarding the matter. Council member O’Neill further explained that when money is
transferred to a designated fund he also charged the money as an expense in order for that
money to come out of the cash flow at that time. Further, he stated that under water and
sewer expenses was the Phase I Sewer Plant Expansion Project at a cost of $434,000.00.
Funds received from Angler in the amount of $300,000.00 would go towards that project
and other water and sewer capital projects.

Council member O’Neil stated additional revenues in the amount of $700,000.00
would be received during this fiscal budget. Those funds had been designated in the
budget as connection fees under water and sewer. The Omnibus Agreement, endorsed by
the Town and Angler, specified that Angler must purchase 100 connections during the '08
fiscal budget and 50 connections before the end of the current fiscal year which totals
$300,000.00. The additional 100 connections that Angler must purchase would be as
follows: 50 connections by December 2007 at the water and sewer connection rate of
$6,000.00 and following June 2008, 50 additional water and sewer connections at a rate
of $8,000.00.

Mrs. Vickers queried what arrangements were made for the next five years when
the funds previously discussed would no longer be available to the Town. Council
member O’Neill responded that funds received from the new water and sewer
connections would be deposited back into water and sewer revenue.
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Mrs. Vickers and Council member O’Neill disagreed as to the final outcome of
the balanced budget.

Lastly, Council member O’Neill stated that he had prepared the budget to show
what ongoing expenses were covered by ongoing sustainable revenue and that connection
fees were targeted to support infrastructure upgrades and not operating costs.

Mrs. Vickers stated that $300,000.00 in revenue was in the budget with
$200,000.00 in expenses being designated in the budget, however the remaining funds of
$100,000.00 was not designated. Council member O’Neill stated there were additional
projects being funded by this revenue which are listed in the budget.

Mary K. Hutton, Elkton, spoke of her trip to the Town of Bridgewater and tour of
their administrative facilities. She displayed to Council a booklet that Bridgewater
publishes yearly concerning their fiscal budget and stated it was very informative. She
compared populations and budgets between both Towns and discovered that Elkton’s
population was approximately 2,800 with a budget of $5,621,000.00 equaling a cost of
$2,007.00 per citizen. Bridgewater’s population was 5,468 with a budget of
$5,577,000.00 equaling a cost of $1,020.00. Mrs. Hutton stated her concern regarding
the size of Elkton’s budget compared to the larger Town of Bridgewater.

Mrs. Hutton queried Council as to the current tax rate. Mayor Printz responded
by stating the real estate rate is $.08 2 per $100. Upon receiving this information, Mrs.
Hutton stated the Town should reasonably raise the real estate rates to assist in
eliminating some of the Town debt.

Council member O’Neill stated that the '07-'08 budget does reflect the
$1,700,000.00 loan for the Community Center which has affected the figures.

Thomas Schroeder, 2621 Northeast Highway, Elkton, thanked the Mayor and
Council for the $10,000.00 donation [in the budget] to the Fire and Rescue Squad. He
stated there were 2278 calls run in 2006 at a cost of $500.00 per call. He asked Council
to consider a set yearly donation.

Mayor Printz thanked Mr. Schroeder and the Rescue Squad for their hard work
and dedication.

Council member O’Neill thanked Richard McGregor for his contribution and
guidance with the '07-'08 budget.

Vice Mayor Dearing stated in March of 2008 the Town of Elkton will be 100
years old. He stated that in past years more accounting information was available to
Council than in recent years. Therefore, practices of past years have been implemented
in order for Council to be more informed regarding revenue and expenses and as a result
the budget is more accurate.

Vice Mayor Dearing thanked Council member O’Neill and all of the staff for their
work on the budget.

Mayor Printz also thanked Council and commended Council member O’Neill for
all of their hard work on the budget. He further thanked Mr. McGregor for his assistance
as well.

As there were no additional business, Vice Mayor Dearing moved, seconded by
Council member Isom, and carried to close the public hearing.

CITIZEN COMMENTS

Ed Butler, 1698 East Summit Avenue, spoke regarding their lot subdivision
matter. Mayor Printz responded by stating he would visit the homeowners to acquire
signatures for the agreement.

Mayor Printz apologized to Mr. Butler for the delay in resolving the matter.

Vice Mayor Dearing stated that Council would proceed on the matter once all
signatures had been obtained.

Barry Hensley, 203 Ashby Avenue, Elkton, spoke on behalf of George Hensley,
asked Council to take action on a memorandum prepared by Roy G. Davis, a consultant
to the Town, who recommended the closure of Henry Avenue. According to Mr.
Hensley, his research showed Henry Avenue was a dedicated street on the map of the
Town of Elkton prepared by The Elkton Improvement Company. Mr. Hensley
distributed copies of a deed which indicated his father owned the real property discussed.
Mr. Hensley stated if the Town approved the closure, an ordinance in the code would
apply which stated the property would be deeded to the landowner. Additionally, Mr.
Hensley would entertain a reasonable offer to purchase the real estate.

A brief discussion followed regarding if the matter had been previously presented
to Council or the Planning Commission and tabled.

Mayor Printz referred this matter back to Committee.

Council member O’Neill inquired if Mr. Hensley would be willing to grant the
Town an easement for utility purposes. Mr. Hensley responded favorably to the request.

Mr. Hensley left the podium and approached Council for a brief discussion.
Hazel Crider, Elkwood, spoke of speed bumps in the park as a safety hazard. She

witnessed an accident by a biker due to a speed bump. She suggested that an emergency
phone be positioned in the park to request assistance for such emergencies. Further, she
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stated the markings on the speed bumps had faded and should be re-painted and/or the
color changed.

Mrs. Crider stated that the Town needed to present itself in much better condition
for the Centennial Celebration. The refuse on Sundays is especially a concern. She
asked Council to consider another day besides Monday for refuse pick up to eliminate
residents putting out their refuse on Saturdays and Sundays.

Mrs. Crider stated the Elkton Neighborhood Watch would participate in the July 4
Celebration. The Veteran’s Day Celebration will be held on Saturday this year instead of
on the calendar date of Sunday. She had advised Mr. Meadows and Chief Morris of the
change.

Mirs. Crider stated her concern regarding the budget and the Kite property. Mayor
Printz stated there will be a Town Hall Meeting on June 27, 2007 regarding the Kite

property.

Rick Workman, Elkton, stated the official name of the Centennial Celebration
event would be the “Elkton Centennial Jubilee Celebration.” The official address will be
P.O. Box 1, Elkton which is the address used by the Elkton Historical Society. Council
member Isom had been elected the Council representative for the event and Jeff Lam of
Farmers and Merchants Bank was the treasurer. The same account will be used as in the
last celebration.

Mr. Workman spoke of a Resolution given to Council regarding the Centennial
Celebration. He further spoke of copyright issues and a logo contest. The next meeting
for the committee will be held on July 19, 2007 at 7:00 p.m. The minutes from those
meetings will be provided to Council. Lastly, Mr. Workman asked Council to support
the event.

Council member Kite queried Mr. Workman regarding the logo issue and the
disbursement of funds. Mr. Workman stated the revenue committee would decide those
types of issues.

Vice Mayor Dearing stated that the entire Council supported the Centennial
Celebration and they are reviewing funding issues.

Council member Isom questioned as to when the committee meetings would be in
The Valley Banner. Mr. Workman responded he was working on the issue.

Mildred Shifflett, 112 West Spotswood Avenue, stated she had been asked to
speak on behalf of concerned citizens. She asked Council to consider employing a
dispatcher for the police department. She felt a dispatcher would assist in expediting
responses to emergencies when citizens phone in complaints.

Mrs. Shifflett commended David Comer of the Maintenance Department for his
hard work.

Mayor Printz temporarily vacated the chair to Vice Mayor Dearing and presented
the following prepared statement as a resident of Elkton:

I'was gone for 10 days on vacation, came back to a whole lot of things that I
really couldn’t believe that I was reading. 1 think that this article that Miss Jones had
written really should have been labeled a paid political ad because I don’t think the facts
were as fair as they should have been regarding my car wash.

Dear Elkton Citizens:
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Because of my respect for you, I do not respond much to the rhetoric continually
in the media berating me. I have not commented in the media mostly because of lack of
print space from the many negative inaccurate statements from a few with a vendetta
against myself, my business, my family and our great Town. As the Mayor of our Town I
am seriously concerned about the inaccurate slanted articles in the media regarding
Town business. As a 23-year veteran, I am concerned at the escalating level of attack on
our business and our family. Negative politics are a fact of life. Propaganda and
sensationalism at this level starts affecting my family and surely my business.

In response to an article in the News Record about the Mayor’s car wash — the
Mayor’s car wash not Wayne Printz’ car wash, but the Mayor’s car wash. 1was out of
Town on vacation starting May 24 and returned June 4. 1received a call within the next
few days when I came home from Miss Jenny Jones of the Daily News asking if I received
a letter about my car wash. [ was in Town numerous times up to that point and at no
time was I informed or have I yet received a letter about my car wash.

At which point in the next few days, I read another of the approximately 15 or so
attacking myself, my car wash or my family. The article was the most vicious, slanted
and most political to date. I can assure the public this is at my attorney’s hands and
under review at this time. In all of these many attacks and slants on myself and my car
wash some of the story has never been told.

The Elkton Car Wash is one of the oldest businesses in this town, starting in
approximately 1962 or 1964. I've heard both. I purchased the car wash in 1984. I have
remodeled the car wash and spent many thousands of dollars. Some of the people in this
room, Mike Powell and his mother, and a lot of people helped me do that job. I've spent
many thousands of dollars over the past 23 years. I performed most of the remodeling
myself and I am very proud of these achievements. Elkton car wash has provided jobs for
our kids, purchase of police calendars, sponsored beauty pageants, basketball, softball,
car shows, benches for the Community Center, free washes for our police cars, golf
outings probably to the tune of $30,000.00 - $40,000.00. You name it, we ve done it. 1
am currently allowing other businesses to park there fore free because of parking
shortage.

In the past 23 years, I have paid over $100,000.00 in utilities and taxes to our
Town. At no time in all these years, has a Town representative of the Town as much as
said “thank you.”

I want you to know that I am proud of the car wash and will defend it vigorously
and assuredly. 1will not be intimidated with threats of closing my car wash. I have
spoken to Chief Morris about this issue and I would like the people to know that I support
Chief Morris. He is, and Steve Sigafoose my friend. He is without question, the best
chief we 've ever had in this Town. You got that? (Applause from citizens) I will always
do what you ask me to do. We may not come up with the exact same idea but I respect
you and 1 will do what you ask me to do.

Chief Morris asked me to assign no loitering after a certain time, and that’s what
Iwill do. Signs are being processed at this time. He assured me that he did not make the
slanted and non-factual comments in the related article and I believe him. This is a
political article and not a factual one. There are many calls up in the Tannery
Apartments in Elkton. Is that Elkton Car Wash’s fault? The comments about drugs being
illicit opposite gender physical contact, finding disease transmission protection devices,
drinking beer and finding baby diapers have not been communicated to me. This is an
attempt to say that I, Wayne Printz condone these things and nothing could not be farther
from the truth. We have put cameras down there before in the past and undercover
agents at the car wash and we 've had very poor results in trying to arrest anyone. Ido
not condone drinking, drugs or any illicit activity on my car wash or any where else in
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Town. And if any officer of our Town has knowledge of these things then he needs to act
and I will support that officer emphatically.

This is a misguided effort to blame my car wash and blame me politically for the
ineptitude of dealing with social issue on how are we going to deal with our youth. |
have requested improvement and improved events at the Community Center which are
being processed right now. With the economics of what is going on the Town and the
State, what do we want our kids to do? Are we not better having them in a location like
the car wash and to control the situation? We continually vacillate from hating our kids
and using our police department to do things they should/shouldn’t?? and allowing this
problem to fester until it explodes.

We need to try moderation. Without people in our town, none of the businesses
will be successful. Let’s work with our young people, work with our police department,
Council and the Town’s people to control the situation. As they mature, they will be our
future leaders.

Second part, this is not really from Wayne Printz this more from my position as
Mayor and I see some representative issues that were out there. Mr. Carbo, again,
probably about the 20" time, put a non-factual article berating me in the Harrisonburg
paper which if he was going to berate me, Iwould appreciate it being in the The Valley
Banner. So the rest of the community doesn’t have to look at that stuff. He put in there
about Mr. Bonavita’s development. Mr. Bonavita has put on paper a beautiful
development right outside of our Town. This non-factual article by Mr. Corbo the other
week regarding Mr. Pete Bonavita’s age restricted development outside of our Town
limits. Mr. Corbo criticized me for my opposition. As usual, Mr. Corbo does not know
the facts. Until there is a boundary line adjustment, the Town will lose almost $1 million
in taxes and connection fees. This means the Town of Elkton citizens would have to pay
for this out of their pocket and receive no payback. There are 17 business units which
will bring businesses from out downtown which we already have many empty storefronts.
This is a beautiful project and it should be built sometimes in the future, when the Elkton
people do not have to pay for it.

I'd like to thank the Council and I'd like to thank you all for your time.”
Mayor Printz resumed his seat to chair the meeting.

Vice Mayor Dearing stated that Council had met with the police department to
discuss the problems within the Town. He stated this was a problem with the entire
Town and not just an issue with the Elkton Car Wash. He advised that Chief Morris and
all police officers will strictly enforce all laws and ordinances in order to alleviate this
situation. State Police Officers and Deputies will be assisting the police department
during this process.

Council member Isom discussed various problems such as racing and other
disturbances on Wirt Avenue.

Mayor Printz briefly spoke of the Water and Sewer Agreement between the Town
and Rockingham County.

Mayor Printz stated that Tom Miller had accepted the position of County Attorney
for Rockingham and will be departing as the Elkton Town Attorney. He thanked him for
his service to the Town and his legal guidance.

Town Attorney Miller spoke as to his enjoyment working with the Mayor,
Council and the staff for the Town of Elkton. He continued that the Town is a wonderful
place and the citizens are good people who are passionate about their local government.
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He had enjoyed his time with the Town and thanked everyone for allowing him to serve
as Town Attorney.

Vice Mayor Dearing said it had been a pleasure to work with Tom Miller. He
appreciated his service to the Town and the hard work put forth in the negotiations for the
new Agreement with the County and contract with Angler.

Council member O’Neill said he appreciated the many spirited debates that had
taken place with Town Attorney Miller. He continued that Town Attorney Miller had
helped the Town accomplish many things and he appreciated his service.

Lauri A. N. Sigler was presented by Mayor Printz as the new Town Attorney.
She spoke briefly that she was looking forward to working with the Town and meeting
the citizens of Elkton. She and her husband have a law firm in Harrisonburg together.
He is also an attorney and will be working with the Town.

Treasurer Sipe responded that her office would be mailing out a “second notice” to
businesses on or before July 1, 2007.

Council member Isom spoke regarding an acquaintance that would be willing to
donate computers to the Community Center provided senior citizens were involved in
their programs. Administrator Morris stated the Community Center does have programs
for senior citizens and she would be happy to receive any donation.

Council member Kite commented on an article written in the Daily News Record
concerning the Program for the Aging. He stated the article was informative and helpful
in explaining the program.

TOWN SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT

Mayor Printz stated he would assist homeowners with properties that were
overgrown or dilapidated.

That citizens who were annexed but do not have water and/or sewer service
available shall be able to purchase connections at the combined rate of $3,000.00
which was in effect at the time of annexation for a period of one year after those
services become available; and

Effective January 1, 2008 the water connection/availability fee shall become
$4,800.00 and sewer connection/availability fee shall become $5,200.00.
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Council member Kite stated he supported the motion due to the response from
citizens stating their support for a fee increase to $8,000.00 instead of $10,000.00.
However, Council is awaiting the report from Anderson and Associates for further
information regarding any additional fee increases.

Vice Mayor Dearing stated there were approximately 13 people in Town who
were given a deadline of 2002 to connect to the Town’s system or pay the prevailing rate.

for Rockingham County and/or Rockingham County Schools for the high school and

elementary school to be constructed on the School property) from connections to the
extensions.”

Vice Mayor Dearing commended Mike Breeden of the Rockingham County
Board of Supervisors for his assistance with the school project.

Mayor Printz thanked the Council for their hard work on the school project.

Council member Kite thanked Mayor Printz, Council member O’Neill and Mike
Breeden with the Rockingham County Board of Supervisors for their hard work on the
school project.

Town Hall Meeting
June 27, 2007

A town hall meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held to receive comments
regarding the Kite property. The town hall meeting was held at 6:30 P.M., on June 27,
2007 at the Elkton Area Community Center. Mayor Wayne E. Printz presided. The
following Council members were present:

Town Attorney Lauri A. N. Sigler, Treasurer Clairen Sipe and Clerk of Council
Denise R. Monger were also present.

Acting Town Superintendent/Zoning Administrator Marty Shifflett was not in
attendance.

The town hall meeting was opened and the following comments were made:

Mayor Printz spoke in reference to presentation documents given at the meeting.
He stated the documents listed addresses for Council members and listed employees of
the Town. He read the following from the presentation documents:

“This is the first of many Town Hall Meetings with our citizens and friends. We
as a Council believe the opinions of our citizens are important. Due to a host of issues,
information is not always correctly conveyed to us. This is an opportunity for face to
face answers. We are proud of you attending with us and certainly welcome you here to
our beautiful Community Center.

We will give a brief overview of what we believe to be the overall condition of the
Town, our accomplishments and our future goals. A very high priority is our waste
treatment facility and proposals of usage of Miss Kite’s property.

Our employees are our most valuable resource. Below is a list of names with
perspective job titles. We are very proud of our employees.”

Mayor Printz acknowledged Daniel Talbot and thanked him for his attendance.
He further thanked Harry Armbruster, Madelyn Dixon, Cathy Morrison, Jeremy Ream,
Marty Shifflett and Theodore Pence as Council Representative to the commission.

The accomplishments of the Town were discussed, such as: improved
relationships with the County, Water and Sewer Agreement, focus growth where
infrastructure exists or is already planned, Angler Agreement, work with the County to
build a new High School and Elementary School, Community Center, and the peak
generator.

Finance matters of the Town were discussed as follows: 11.9 million dollars in
assets, Kite property potentially worth 15-20 million dollars, approximately 5.76 million
dollars of debt and repo accounts holding $650,000.00-$750,000.00.

The highest priorities for the Town were discussed as follows: Waste Treatment
Facility upgrade, Town clean up, Kite property plan, wells in Elkwood, and the
Community Center loan paid down and the start of Phase II.

Issues regarding planning were discussed as follows: revise zoning ordinance for
a business district, balance and manage growth as to not abandon the downtown area,
focus growth where infrastructure exists or is planned, impact study, plan for affordable
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housing, new roads for access, improvement of existing roads, wetland consideration,
density, flood protection, spring protection, use of Kite House, development authority for
funding, streets and sidewalks, Waste Treatment Facility, town revitalization, Bass Pro or
Gander Mountain type businesses and a possible partnership with Massanutten.

Recreational projects possibly funded by the Kite property were discussed as
follows: pay off Community Center loans, recreational use of river with installation of
boat landings, establish bike and pedestrian paths, fund additional youth and senior
citizen programs at the Community Center and railroad would be a possibility.

Fee/Permit structures and taxes from Kite property were discussed as follows:
additional tax revenue for the Town from any new business and residence, additional
revenue for Town from permits from any new business or residence, and decision on
electrical ownership.

Administrative benefits were discussed as follows: fund and staff additional
positions with the Town such as an additional police officer, etc..., and fund additional
projects like the Community Center.

The town hall meeting continued and the following comments were made:

Pete Bonavita, 17119 Mt. Pleasant Road, Elkton, shared his ideas for the Kite
property. He would like to see a plan to benefit everyone in the community. He stated a
plan of that size may take ten to fifteen years to complete and the Town must have set
goals in mind before beginning any project. He continued that each component of the
plan must merge with the other in order for the project to be successful. He spoke in
favor of affordable housing, some type of business component, a lake being created and
the possibility of the Kite House becoming a focal point similar to the Joshua Wilton
House.

Hazel Crider, Elkwood, expressed concern regarding housing for senior citizens.
She stated that the Town has had wonderful senior citizens who had moved for lack of
accommodations and accommodations that provided maintenance to properties. Mrs.
Crider continued she would like Council to consider some type of retirement community
in the planning for the Kite property. She requested some planning be taken into
consideration for the young people of the community. Mrs. Crider suggested the
following recreational ideas: a lake, a skateboarding park, walking trails to accommodate
senior citizens and the young people of the community. She stated that Chesterfield
County has a skateboarding park and their endeavor had been a success.

Mrs. Crider stated businesses are lacking downtown. However, if Mr. Bonavita’s
project commenced, his project might bring more people into the community to support
business in the downtown area.

Mayor Printz stated that numerous developers had contacted the Town regarding
the Kite property. He stated it was the intention of Council to create a plan with the
citizens before speaking with a developer.

Mrs. Crider responded that a marketing campaign should be created to attract
possible developers to create a retirement community. Vice Mayor Dearing responded
that one developer had suggested a retirement village in the form of apartments and that
idea was unsatisfactory to Council.

Council member O’Neill stated a business district and park area should both be
high priorities regarding the Kite property. He asked Council and the citizens to ponder
if they would take less money for the land to get what everyone wanted. He continued
that he agreed with Mrs. Crider that it would be possible to attain what people want but
not at top dollar. He stated as a governing body that he felt it was Council’s
responsibility not to make profit their top priority, but to make service to the community
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their top concern. Council member O’Neill supported the idea of some type of retirement
community with progressive care.

Informal discussions took place with various audience members speaking
regarding an array of subjects from lakes, to water lines, wetlands, bicycle paths,
downtown parking, and restaurants on Blue and Gold Drive.

George Grunwald, 280 Windsong Hills Drive, Elkton, spoke in favor of
affordable housing for senior citizens, walking paths and a lake. He stated if the prior
referenced items were created, business in Elkton would increase. He agreed with Mr.
Bonavita that Council needed to develop a plan for the Kite property. He recommended
that Council consider consulting with other individuals or companies on the matter, if
needed, in order to avoid any complications. Mr. Grunwald stated he understood the
concern for the downtown area. However, there was no business in the downtown area.
He believes one reason was due to parking.

Brenda Mercer, Elkton, spoke of commercial businesses downtown and asked
Council to allow that area to benefit from any plan of the Kite property due to its
historical and sentimental value. She suggested more professional businesses be
considered for rental due to their requirement for less parking.

Vice Mayor Dearing added that downtown had a lot to offer and 60% of the
Town’s revenue came from the business district. Further, he stated that 17 stores are
empty and that revenue loss would translate to homeowners.

Pete Bonavita discussed Staunton’s Beverly Street, the need to change Elkton’s
streetscape and the possibility of applying and receiving grants to assist with that process.

Council member Pence stated that in past years, more people parked on the street
than at present. He requested Council allow the Planning Commission to study and
review the Kite property for a period of six months and return to Council with their
findings. Brief discussion continued regarding the Planning Commission’s involvement
with the project.

Madelyn Dixon stated she was in favor of advertisement in journals or other
markets to sell the property. She stated a development could be acquired and the Town
could control the project according to its Bylaws.

A brief discussion took place regarding R-8 zoning, density and the comp plan.
Mrs. Dixon reiterated that the Town could control any project. Council member O’Neill
stated that the Town would have to inform the developers of the items that would be in
the plan. Mayor Printz stated that if the Town does not specify requirements in the
project and the developer meets specifications there would be no alternative to a huge
density project similar to the previous project that was rejected by the citizens. If
requirements are put in place and the developer does not meet those requirements, then
the Town would have the option of not selling the land.

Council member O’Neill discussed the differences between a bid and a request for
proposal from developers regarding the Kite property.

Bill McDonald, Elkton, spoke briefly regarding the previous Town Manager and
his pursuit of grants for the Town. Mr. McDonald stated the Town has the option to
pursue those funds each year. Vice Mayor Dearing stated that the grant money (ISTEA)
is very restrictive with many requirements and that most jobs can be done cheaper
without the grant and the requirements. He further stated that he thought management
was an issue. Mr. McDonald agreed with Council member Pence that the matter should
be sent to the Planning Commission for review and returned to Council with
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recommendations. Vice Mayor Dearing agreed that professionals should be consulted for
the project.

Council member Isom stated she was glad that Council and the citizens have
agreed on ideas for the Kite property. She wanted to ensure that everyone would be
proud of the result of the project and that the citizens would get services out of that area.
She also stated that Council was considering components of the project that might bring
employment to the area. Council member Isom stated that she and her family love the
outdoors and would support a lake in that area. She asked the citizens to have patience
with Council as they consider all options and the best benefit for all citizens from the
project.

Vic Corbo, Elkton, asked Council to keep in mind all the components for the
project and that a developer is only interested in a return on an investment.

Council member O’Neill stated that VDOT owns the primary road through the
downtown area. Therefore, the town has no control over that area. He questioned if the
Town should consider making way for new construction. Vice Mayor Dearing suggested
the Town subsidize and assist new businesses and revitalize the downtown area.

Council member Kite stated that the debt service of the Town is approximately
$40,000.00 and Mary Elizabeth Kite is paid $50,000.00 until the date of her death.
Pursuant to those terms, there is no set end date for payments to cease. He spoke of the
lake ideas mentioned by the citizens and expressed concerns regarding flooding issues.
He continued he would support some type of retirement community. However, he was
more in favor of selling the property. He stated that Elkton was a conservative Town
with conservative people. He briefly discussed his assistance with a business in Town
that was on the verge of closure and his attempts to persuade small restaurant owners to
open new businesses in Town. He urged everyone to also consider resources while
considering different components for the Kite project.

A short discussion took place regarding the financing and purchase of the Kite
properties.

Randall Snow, Elkton, also spoke in favor of some type of plan for the Kite
property. He gave a brief synopsis of the circumstances regarding the Angler plan and
stated that density would to be an issue for Council to consider. He suggested the
following: sell the property for the most profit available, limit the restrictions imposed on
the property in order to attract a developer and sell the property as one project as opposed
to many small projects. He stated that Council needed to profit on the project in order to
alleviate as much debt as possible, pay for the community center building and begin
phase II with the pool and the basketball courts.

Mr. Snow briefly discussed various issues regarding a previous golf course plan
and the peaking generator the Town had expressed interest in purchasing.

Gene Hauze, Massanutten, stated he assisted with a project in the Massanutten
area. He advised Council not to pay a planner $35,000.00 for their assistance with the
project and do not hire one from the Northern Virginia area. He suggested Council draft
a new zoning law, if needed, to aid in the sale or development of the Kite property.

Dan Talbot, Planning Commission Chair, spoke that he agreed with the citizens
that spoke in favor of Council devising a plan before moving forward with the Kite
property. He discussed the pros and cons in contacting consultants or economic
professionals to advise the Town on various matters. He stated he would like some
direction from the Council on the matter as this would enable him to better understand
which components would be needed to begin the process.

Mr. Talbot further stated that the Planning Commission has not been officially asked to
review the Kite property. He had spoken with all of the planning commissioners and all
were amicable to the idea of creating a plan from the concepts received and producing
two or three viable alternatives for all parties to review and discuss. However, he was
uncertain of the time element involved and any specific instructions.

Mayor Printz stated that the parties should continue to meet and attempt to create
a brief summary of components to include in the plan. He suggested that Council and the
Planning Commission meet again to discuss the matter. Mr. Talbot added that if Council
wants the Planning Commission to develop a potential plan based on the ideas shared at
the meeting, the commission would do so.

Council member O’Neill stated he would like to meet with developers regarding
the matter.

Vice Mayor Dearing asked Council to review and narrow the list of components
to be included in the plan for the Kite property. He requested that Mr. Talbot and the
Planning Commission develop three plans for the Kite property within six months for
Council’s review. Mayor Printz did not concur with the idea.

Council member O’Neill favored the Planning Commission meeting with some
developers to assist with the process and entertain options.

Mayor Printz also stressed the need for Council to review and prepare the list of
components that should be included in the plan and then seek professionals to advise on
the matter.

Mr. Talbot stated the Planning Commission would advise fairly and objectively
on the Kite property once the commission had reviewed the list of components derived
from the meeting. The commission would prepare a proposal stating favorable and
unfavorable options that would also include information regarding the financial aspect of
the project. Mayor Printz stated that developers or planners should be consulted. He
continued that the developers/planners have access to statistical information for
additional services that may be required of fire and rescue squads or such items as the
number of additional sidewalks that would be needed.

Council member O’Neill stated Council should charge the Planning Commission
with presenting plans or proposals. He stated he would like for the Planning Commission
and Council to be in close contact during this process.

Vice Mayor Dearing questioned if the Planning Commission would need
additional staff in order to complete the task. Mr. Talbot stated with the influx of data the
Town may have to provide assistance. Mayor Printz stated he thought the commission
would need assistance with the project due to its magnitude and to ensure a plan was
created within a reasonable time. He suggested Council and the Planning Commission
meet, discuss which items should be focused for the plan and then seek the advice of
professionals.

Vice Mayor Dearing suggested meeting with the Planning Commission within the
next week.

Council member O’Neill stated the items he would like to see included in the plan
were as follows: business district, green space park area and/or lake area and a retirement
community.

Mr. Talbot stated the Planning Commission would need to be charged or assigned
the project by Council. Mayor Printz stated he would be involved through the entire
project.
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Council member Kite spoke of the positive effect educating the citizens and
public would have on any plan.

Mr. Talbot stated he was unclear regarding the next course of action Council
wanted the Planning Commission to take. Vice Mayor Dearing suggested a future date

be set for the Council and Planning Commission to meet. Mayor Printz was in agreement
on the matter.

Vice Mayor Dearing stated an official request would be prepared from Council to
the Planning Commission at the next Council meeting.

An additional idea was received that possibly the JMU staff may be able to assist
with the Kite project.

As there was no further business, the meeting was adjourned.

Council member O’Neill requested the matter be tabled until Council could
review documentation on the matter. He inquired if all zoning issues were in order and if
the lot line adjustment created any grandfather clauses.

Zoning.

Council member O’Neill moved, seconded by Council member Isom, and
carried to release $7,500.00 of the $15,000.00 to the Historical Society for use in the
2008 Celebration.

Vice Mayor Dearing stated he does support the Centennial Celebration. He
would like for Council to receive some type of financial statement at least once per
quarter.

Council member O’Neill stated the remaining $7,500.00 would need to be
released by Council on a separate vote. He further stated he would like a report on
additional planning for the remainder of funding.

Mayor Printz stated he thought $15,000.00 was a meager investment towards the
Centennial Celebration.

Council member O’Neill stated he did not want non-town officials to assign tasks
to Town employees.

Let me say first that it has been a privilege and a pleasure to have had this
opportunity to serve our Town in this unique capacity. I trust that these past six months
have been a benefit to the officials, managers and employees of the town as well as the
citizens. I feel many efforts have been productive and many programs begun that would
be of benefit if continued. I further feel that many investigations and projects under my
direction were only partially completed and I feel that perhaps in leaving these
unfinished I might have in some manner short-changed the people of our town, and for
that I apologize. This not withstanding, I respect the wishes of the council and will
consider my office officially vacated as of midnight today.

In order to officially end our agreement, I have been advised that we have a
couple of items that need to be addressed in order for the terms of that document to be in
compliance and properly executed.

Section 6 of the agreement states that a written notice must be delivered by the
canceling party and that such notice must stipulate the effective date of such termination.

Section 8 indicates that council action was required to effect this agreement and 1
believe it reasonable to conclude that like action would have been required to end it. 1
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assume that this has already taken place since I have been given verbal notice that the
“decision has been made.” I just need to make sure that this action is clearly stated in
the minutes of the meeting in which it occurred.

Please consider my request as expeditiously as is convenient for you. I await
conclusion of this matter and receipt of the proper paperwork so I can get on to other
offers of employment hat I am entertaining.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held on July 16, 2007 in the
Community Room of the Elkton Area Community Center with Mayor Wayne E. Printz
presiding. The following Council members were present:

Town Attorney Lauri A. N. Sigler, Acting Town Superintendent/Zoning
Administrator Marty Shifflett, Lieutenant Rodney Hensley, EACC Administrator Allison
Morris, Treasurer Clairen Sipe, and Clerk of Council Denise R. Monger were also
present.

Council member Kite offered the Invocation.
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
CITIZEN CO NTS

Hazel Crider, Elkwood, encouraged the Mayor and Council to use microphones
when speaking at the meetings as much as possible. Mrs. Crider commented that the
advertised public hearing regarding the Kite property was interrupted numerous times. In
her opinion, the public hearing should have been more reserved for citizen input toward
the project. She was unsure of how Council planned to proceed with the project after the
meeting concluded.

Mrs. Crider commented on the Harrisonburg City Council and the efficiency of
their meetings. She felt it unnecessary for Elkton citizens to endure such long meetings
and urged Council to reduce the length of the meetings.

Mrs. Crider invited all to the Neighborhood Watch sponsored event of “National
Night Out” on Tuesday, August 7, 2007. The event would be held on the front lawn of
the Municipal Building.

Mis. Crider spoke of improvements to the park and the success of the July 4™
celebration.

Vice Mayor Dearing discussed closed sessions and the length of meetings in
general. He concurred with Mrs. Crider regarding the span of time spent in meetings. He
stated he supported an open forum in order for the public to be well informed on the
Council’s views of certain issues. Vice Mayor Dearing stated he left the Town Hall
meeting with an understanding of the components to be used in developing the Kite
property as well as other information to move the process forward.

Bobby Gooden, Elkton, spoke regarding his labors to have a sidewalk installed on
Warren Avenue. He appreciated the efforts of the Town. Mr. Gooden stated when his
father signed to have Elkton incorporated, the Town was mapped off. All avenues
running north and south were named after famous people — mostly Generals. He spoke of
various avenues he would like for Council to review regarding names.

Mr. Gooden stated there was an ongoing issue with his neighbor. He stated his
neighbor had five or six businesses. He had been working with Zoning Administrator
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Marty Shifflett and hoped Mr. Shifflett’s report that evening would enlighten the status of
his current situation.

Mr. Gooden asked Council to consider having a person or organization play
“Taps” at 10:00 p.m. in the Elk Run Cemetery in honor of the five hundred veteran
soldiers buried in that location.

Mayor Printz stated the following;

“I would like to first of all warn the Town businesses and the Town citizens about
a newspaper that was sent out under false pretenses called ABE. This newsletter claims
to be for the betterment of Elkton when it is actually in my opinion a paid political
advertisement and forum for Mr. Vic Corbo, Mr. Randall Snow and Mr. Bill McDonald.
This document has no editors, no copyright information, no signatures notifying the
public who is responsible for incorrect information that is being sent out. There is a
return address of the Elkton Downtown Revitalization Corporation which deceived our
businesses and citizens into thinking that EDRC has approved this political forum when
in fact they are very upset that this address was illegally or improperly put on the
document and they very well have violated election laws regarding paid political
advertisements. Town money is also allocated to EDRC and it is not legal to use these
Sfunds for this type of ad. A few members of our Council are seriously concerned. Iam in
the process of notifying the Commonwealth Attorney and the State Election Board of this -
activity and hopefully the Town funding for EDRC will not be in jeopardy, which I
understand it is. 1 am also asking the community to reject this type of manipulative
political propaganda sent out under false pretenses.

Also there has been much misinformation already in this news article regarding
Mr. Pete Bonavita’s senior development outside the Town limits. There is not any
current agreement or previous agreement with Mr. Bonavita regarding annexing the
development into the Town of Elkton. The reason I am speaking against the development
at this time is because the Town would not have been paid hook-up fees if the
development would have been passed last month when it was before the Board of
Supervisors losing over 1 million dollars for the Town of Elkton. Also there are
seventeen or eighteen business units that, if approved, would draw from our downtown.
Because the Board of Supervisors worked with the Town and denied the application at
the time, the Town of Elkton will receive over one million dollars in hook-up fees and
other fees it would not have received if the development would have passed last month.

The family will provide plans as to the building and ensure with County of
any zoning or permit requirements. The construction will take place in Section
eleven on the right side which is the only area the commission recommended for a
mausoleum to be built. Mr. Hensley will be responsible for purchasing the
additional spaces for the project.

The motion was seconded by Council member Kite.

Glendon Hensley, Elkton, spoke regarding entombment rights and above-ground
burials. He stated he had obtained a copy of the Bylaws for the cemetery and questioned
the authority of the Cemetery Commission. Mr. Hensley was of the opinion that State
Code allowed him the ability/option to purchase a grave or entombment right anywhere
one was being offered for sale and to utilize a mausoleum crypt for the interment of any
family member.

Mayor Printz and Council member Kite inquired as to the location and time Mr.
Hensley would require for preparations.

Council member Kite stated he sympathized with Mr. Hensley. He further stated
this was not a common situation or request.

Vice Mayor Dearing stated when Elk Run Cemetery was deeded to the Town, a
commission was formed pursuant to three agreements. The requirement to maintain the
Cemetery was delegated to the commission by the governing body of the Town of
Elkton.

Mr. Hensley reiterated his position regarding the state code at which time Vice
Mayor Dearing asked Town Attorney Sigler to respond to the matter. Town Attorney
Sigler stated that the Town was exempt from the code section in which Mr. Hensley had
specifically provided.

A lengthy discussion continued regarding the matter.

Mr. Hensley thanked Council for their time.

Vice Mayor Dearing stated the commission got the above-referenced request on
Friday at 5:00 p.m. The commission met on Monday at 5:00 p.m. at a special meeting to
consider the matter. A telephonic call was placed to Mr. Hensley during the meeting and
an inquiry was made if a certain section would be adequate. Mr. Hensley phoned back
and stated he appreciated the information but was not in favor of the recommendation.

Vice Mayor Dearing stated the new section of the cemetery had been put on hold
except for the top three sections in order to create uniform burial.

WHEREAS, the Town Council would like to repeal the application of the
general requirements under the Virginia Public Procurement Act understanding
that certain mandatory provisions stipulated in Section 2.2-4343(9) of the Virginia
Code apply to the Town even without the adoption of the Virginia Procurement Act.

BE IT RESOLVED that the Town of Elkton hereby repeals in full Section 31
Article 3 entitled Virginia Procurement Act.
Council member Sigafoose seconded the motion.

Resolution to Acquire Peaking Generator

Council member O’Neill stated Town Attorney Sigler had reviewed some
documentation regarding the peaking generator. He noted a public hearing would be held
regarding the matter. Town Attorney Sigler added the public hearing would be held for
borrowing the funds. Council member O’Neill stated approximately $400,000.00 would
be needed to purchase the generator.

If the Town would choose to lease the generator, a bond council opinion would be
required. Bond council is a law firm or attorney that would review a municipal issue and
then give a legal opinion. The estimated cost to the Town for a bond council opinion
would be $6,000.00-$7,000.00. Lenders often require these opinions.

Town Attorney Sigler noted, “The financing lease option that Caterpillar gave us
was like a financing lease. The payment of interest from a locality would be tax exempt
to the lender receiving it - it can be. In order to make sure everything is done properly
the lender will usually require bond council to give an opinion. There’s other tax forms
to fill out. You have to hire another attorney to give us that opinion.”

Treasurer Sipe to request a written letter of the financial terms from the financial
institution that will execute the loan.

Further discussion took place regarding the amount of funding needed to purchase
the generator.
Mayor Printz suggested leaving financing options open.

Vice Mayor Dearing stated Council should support no reduction in electrical rates
until the debt for the generator is paid.

Council member O’Neill presented the following as a Resolution:

Council member O’Neill moved, seconded by Council member Isom, and
carried for Council to acquire a generator in the amount of $400,000.00, authorize a
public hearing, authorize advertising the public hearing, and receive funds from an
outside source either through a leasing company or borrowing from a bank.

Council member Kite stated he supported the purchase of the generator because
he believed the Town would see a “return” on their money. He concurred with Vice
Mayor Dearing regarding no reduction in electrical rates until the generator debt is paid.

Tony Dean, Elkton, queried Mr. Shifflett regarding noise abatement in reference
to the generator location. Mr. Shifflett responded the generator is a self contained unit
emitting less than 85 decibels. The generator would only run for two peak hours and
would not run at night. The unit would be inspected, have a muffler and meet all EPA
standards.

Council member O’Neill requested the Public Hearing for the generator be held
on August 20, 2007 at 6:30 p.m.

The team was in Florida to compete
in the Southern Regional Tournament. If successful, the team would participate in the
2007 Little League Softball World Series in Oregon.

A lengthy discussion took place regarding funding for little league and how to
designate funding.

Council member Kite left the meeting for a brief period of time and contacted a
member of the Recreation Commission. He was told that all donation money was
deposited into an account with the same amount written back out if receipts were
provided.

Town Attorney Sigler suggested Council send a correspondence to the Little
League organization to request some oversight regarding financial matters.

Past donations were discussed among Council members as well as reimbursement
for lodging expenses in Florida and Oregon.

Council member Kite spoke of the Virginia State 10-11 Softball Tournament held
in Elkton. He noted this event was not sponsored by the Town. He stated many
compliments were received regarding the tournament and the community.

Council member O’Neill suggested allocating funds up to a specified amount for
food and lodging. Town Attorney Sigler concurred a specified amount should be
designated. '

on their trip to Florida and authorize an additional $1,000.00 of food and lodging
expenses if they go to Oregon.

S. Sigafoose

considered. Council member Isom duly seconded the motion.

Council member O’Neill requested “Downey Knolls” be added to the agenda
since full Council was in attendance.

Ordinance to Adopt Chapter 11 ELECTIONS Sections 11.1 & 11.2 - Code of the Town of
Elkton — First Reading
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Council member O’Neill moved on a First Reading for Council to adopt an
ordinance enacting Chapter 11 ELECTIONS Sections 11.1 and 11.2 of the Code of
the Town of Elkton, Virginia which stated the following:

Chapter 11 ELECTIONS
Section 11.1 Voting precinct.

The whole of the Town is hereby established, ordained and declared
to be a single voting precinct.

Section 11.2 Polling place.

The one polling place for the Town shall be at the Elkton Area
Community Center located at 20593 Blue and Gold Drive.

Vice Mayor Dearing stated the Town Hall was not handicap accessible. He noted
there was a plan to turn the old Council Chamber at the Town Hall into part of the police
department. He stated that since the Community Center can accommodate voters the
elections should be held in that facility.

Council member Kite noted his support for the change in polling location and was
encouraged by the number of people that would be able to view the center.

Council member Isom noted that parking for all voters was more convenient at
the Community Center.

Council member O’Neill expressed concerns regarding the short time period
Council was given notice to make a change in the polling location and if there would be
any cost involved.

EACC Administrator Allison Morris stated one room would be used for voting
purposes. However, the remainder of the Community Center would still be in operation.

Resolution for Finance and Purchase of Peaking Generator — First Reading

Council member O’Neill moved on a First Reading for Council to approve a
Resolution which stated the following:

RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL OF
THE TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA TO APPROVE A LOAN IN THE
MAXIMUM PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF $400,000.00 FOR THE PURCHASE OF A
PEAKING GENERATOR AND THE ASSOCIATED COSTS FOR MATERIALS,
INSTALLATION AND THE DESIGN AND PROJECT MANAGEMENT AND
PROFESSIONAL COSTS

WHEREAS, the Town Council of the Town of Elkton, Virginia (“Town”) has
determined that it is necessary and desirable to purchase a peaking generator and to
finance the cost of the generator and the associated costs for materials, installation,
and the design and project management and professional expenses.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF
THE TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA:

1. The Town Council hereby authorizes the borrowing of funds for the
purchase of a peaking generator and to finance the cost of the
generator and the associated costs for materials, installation, and the
design and project management and professional expenses.
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2. The loan shall be in the principal amount not to exceed $400,000.00.

3. The Town may pledge its full faith and credit to secure the repayment
of the loan.

Mayor Printz questioned the option of borrowing funds by lease or loan and
queried if the motion could be revised to that effect.

Treasurer Sipe stated the lease company would request a tax exempt bond status.
Council member O’Neill added no response from the lease company had been given
concerning if bond council would be a requirement which would add additional expenses.

Town Attorney C. Sigler confirmed that if the lease option was used bond council
would be a requirement of the leasing company.

Treasurer Sipe stated the loan option would give the Town flexibility to decide if
monthly payments or a one year payment would be made. In contrast, the lease option
required payment in advance.

Council member O’Neill stated the loan terms for the generator would be four
years. The scheduled payment per year would be $110,014.00. The estimated revenue
per year would be in the amount of $150,000.00. With the exception of the first year, the
Town could expect a positive cash flow of approximately $40,000.00.

Vice Mayor Dearing expressed concern with the project cost. He stated the Town
had expected revenue from the Angler contract in the month of June. To date, that
money had not been received by the Town which would affect the budget.

A brief discussion continued regarding future revenues from the purchase of the
generator, depletion of generation, positive cash flow and electrical maintenance.

Motion to Hire Edward Barton

Vice Mayor Dearing moved, seconded by Council member Kite, and carried
for Council to hire Edward Barton, a police officer, at $32,500.00 per year.

A short discussion ensued regarding additional applicants who applied for the
position.

Resolution to Approve Downey Knolls

Council member O’Neill spoke regarding the zoning request of Downey Knolls
before Rockingham County. He stated Mayor Printz had sent a correspondence on Town
letterhead to the County in which he expressed reservations concerning the project. The
following correspondence was sent to the Board of Supervisors and Joe Paxton the
County Administrator:

“I received information yesterday that a potential vote regarding Pete Bonavita’s
development may be taken this afternoon at the Board of Supervisor’s meeting. I am
requesting that you delay any vote until your next meeting so that I may have the
opportunity to attend in representation of the Town of Elkton.
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There are three major concerns not addressed at this point:

1 The entranceway to the development and the supporting information
required to sustain that entranceway.

2. Any approval should include Mr. Bonavita’s request to have a boundary
line adjustment as he stated would be the case regarding his development.

3. Seventeen business units should be rejected due to the significant impact
this would cause to downtown Elkton. At the very least, zoning in that business part of
the development which would require singular approval by the county for each business.

These issues are extremely important to me and the citizens of Elkton. Iwould
like to request that you consider in making sure the above-referenced issues are settled
and consider my request to delay action until the next meeting which will enable myself
to attend. Endorsed, Sincerely, Wayne E. Printz, Mayor.”

Council member O’Neill and Vice Dearing noted their disagreement with the
position stated in the correspondence. Council member O’Neill noted he had a prepared
resolution pending to be brought to the floor.

Mayor Printz stated Mr. Bonavita’s project had only been approved for water and
sewer. He noted Council had never voted to support the development. Further, he stated
the Town would receive water and sewer connection fees and not the County because he
and Town’s citizens had voiced opinions on the matter.

Vice Mayor Dearing stated there was a public hearing on the Downey Knolls
project at which time all parties noted their concerns. He did not concur with Mayor
Printz on verbalizing points of concern once the hearing had concluded.

Council member O’Neill stated the resolution he had prepared would address a
number of unresolved issues. A lengthy discussion ensued regarding water and sewer
connections and fees from connections for the development.

Council member Isom questioned if the development would be within town
limits. Vice Mayor Dearing stated that matter would be decided by County. Council
member O’Neill concurred with Vice Mayor Dearing.

Council member O’Neill presented the following Resolution:

WHEREAS, per a recent agreement with the County, the Town will collect
water and sewer connection fees on the line extension west of Town; and

WHEREAS, BPML Properties has made proffers and committed to request
a boundary line adjustment to bring the property into the Town following zoning
approval;

BE IT RESOLVED, that the Elkton Town Council supports the zoning
request by BPML Properties for the Downey Knolls Project and requests its
approval by the Board of Supervisors.

Council member Pence seconded the Resolution.

Council member Isom questioned when Council would be informed the property
had been rezoned. Council member O’Neill noted a public process would take place.

Pete Bonavita noted the delay had cost him financially. Mr. Bonavita stated
Council had approved his project on two occasions. Mayor Printz differed in opinion by
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stating Council had approved water and sewer connections for the project; not the entire
project. Mr. Bonavita agreed and noted that Council had endorsed his project and had no
opposition to the development.

Mr. Bonavita stated he had made proffers which were legitimate and binding to
the County. He noted a boundary line adjustment would be requested after the zoning
approval due to a procedural process. He noted the Town’s boundary line agreement,
made during the last Annexation, stated Elkton cannot be in boundary line agreements
with agricultural land. Therefore, the land for his project must be rezoned.

Mr. Bonavita questioned the actions of Mayor Printz in regards to the
correspondence sent to the Board of Supervisors. Mayor Printz stated Council had never
voted support for the development and had only extended water and sewer connections.

Vice Mayor Dearing spoke regarding the project appearing before the Board of
Supervisors. He noted that the Zoning Commission sent a correspondence to the Town
of Elkton asking if the Town had any issues with the project. At that time, the Town
approved water and sewer for the development with no opposition presented. Mayor
Printz rebutted by noting that Council had not voted on the development and therefore
had not taken an official position. He continued by stating he would support Council’s
decision on the matter.

Further discussions took place regarding: contents of documentation in Mr.
Bonavita’s possession concerning Elkton Plaza West and Downey Knolls Subdivision,
proffers and annexation request v. boundary line adjustment.

Mr. Bonavita disagreed with Mayor Printz’ suggestion to County concerning the
business development of the project. Mayor Printz clarified that his responsibility was to
the Town of Elkton and to voice an opinion as to the impact the project would have to the
downtown area. Vice Mayor Dearing added if losing businesses in the downtown area
was a concern then Council would need to renovate and rebuild that area to entice people
to come to Elkton.

Council member O’Neill amended his Resolution to refer to both of Mr.
Bonavita’s projects. The name should read as follows: Downey Knolls Project/Elkton
Plaza West.

Vice Mayor Dearing seconded the amended Resolution.

Ordinance to Amend Chapter 143 (Streets and Sidewalks) and Add Article VI (Closure
of Streets or Alleys) to the Code of the Town of Elkton — First Reading

Mayor Printz stated the ordinance would allow Council to close some alleyways.
Various streets were discussed in association with the matter.

ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 143
AND ADD ARTICLE VITO THE
CODE OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA:
That the following provisions Article VI Chapter 143 be added:

WHEREAS, currently there is no clear procedure for the permanent or temporary
closure of streets or alleys in the current code; and

WHEREAS, there has been numerous requests to close alleys and streets; and

WHEREAS, there are alleys and streets shown on the town map that are
nonexistent and need to be improved or abandoned;

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Town Council of Elkton, Virginia that Chapter 143
(Streets and Sidewalks) of the Code of the Town of Elkton, is hereby amended by adding
the following Article VI:

1. ARTICLE VI Closure of Streets or Alleys
§143-36 Temporary Closure

A street or alley may be temporarily closed if the following procedures are
met:

A. Request must be submitted in writing to Town Council at least
thirty (30) days prior to requested closure date.

B. The closure is for a purpose that benefits the town population.

C. The closure does not create long term impact to the adjacent
property owners.

D. There is a defined period of closures.

E. Traffic is not diverted in a manner that would cause undue
congestion in other areas as verified by the chief of police.

F. At the conclusion of the closure period the street or alley is
returned to a status that is at least as good as the original condition
by the party that requested the temporary closure.

The town manager, or his/her designated representative, must
certify that the street/alley has no useful purpose to the town or its
residents by nature of current use, zoning, cost of closing, or point
of design an/or destination.

Request will be reviewed by the Planning Commission, the Elkton
Police Department and the Elkton Volunteer Fire Company for the
comments and recommendations.

All land owners along the right-of-way must be notified and a

After the public meeting the Planning Commission will forward
their recommendation to the Town Council.

After receiving a recommendation from the Planning Commission
the Town Council will determine if the street or alley is to be

closed.

Because there
is a prescriptive easement there, because it’s been used open and unobstructively by all
those businesses for all these years. Dr. Brown cannot get a delivery truck in his store
without having to use Mr. Rogers' parking lot in order to get the truck there. So
everybody has got to work together there or it’s not going to work.” Further discussion
took place regarding the matter.

They work hand-in-hand and they get a lot of
things done. I encourage these types of groups to come up with some type of dialogue
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that helps it work. But to continually say it’s a “we, they” situation, Elkton will never get

any better. So, I am saying if this group is sincere, then meet with the Town Council and
get a dialogue going where we can be a better Elkton. Thank you.”

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held on October 15, 2007 in
Council Chambers at the Elkton Area Community Center with Mayor Wayne E. Printz
presiding. The following Council members were present:

Monger were also present.

Council member Kite introduced Reverend James Martin who gave the
invocation.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
Vice Mayor Dearing spoke in remembrance of Rachel Good, who disappeared in
Elkton on October 18, 2003. Near the fourth anniversary of her disappearance, he noted

the case was still open and encouraged any citizens with information to contact the proper
authorities.

CITIZEN COMMENTS

Carla Pence, Old Spotswood Trail, Elkton, representing Roosters Restaurant and
C & S Diner, stated various reasons why the businesses did not support an increase in
meals tax.

Mildred Shifflett, 112 West Spotswood Avenue, Elkton, expressed her dismay
regarding certain Council members who had not kept their word concerning an issue.
Mrs. Shifflett spoke of her support for a name change regarding the Community Center
provided this measure would prevent an increase in taxes. She encouraged Council to
consider the difficulties a tax increase would have on senior citizens in the community.
Further, she queried if Council were contemplating a business transaction in which real
property would be bartered for Bear Lithia Spring.

Vice Mayor Dearing stated that tax rates for the Town are set in July for the entire
fiscal year. Therefore, taxes cannot be raised until the next fiscal year. Further, he stated
that no transaction or discussion had taken place regarding a trade of land for Bear Lithia
Spring nor can taxes be raised without proper notification and a public hearing.

Vic Corbo, Elkton, read the following:

“I would like to direct these questions to Mayor Wayne Printz and Councilman
Mike O’Neill and I would like responses from the other Council members.”

e Vic Corbo: “Is it true that the Council is negotiating to turn the
Community Center over to the County?”

Mayor Printz: “Absolutely not.”

e Vic Corbo: “Is it true that Mayor Printz and Councilman O’Neill met with
Supervisor Mike Breeden to discuss this matter?”

Mayor Printz: “We met to go up and get the check and we discussed many
matters regarding the finances of the Community Center.”

Council member Pence stated the entire Council and Mayor should be
involved in the process.

e Vic Corbo: “If Mayor Printz and Councilman O’Neal met with Mike
Breeden, did you, the Council members, know prior to the meeting?”

Mayor Printz: “No, you can’t have more than two people at a meeting, with
anyone, unless you have a...”

Vic Corbo: “Some things were discussed without anyone else knowing?”

Mayor Printz: “Things were discussed there and we came back and told
Council everything that was discussed.”

Mayor Printz continued that he discusses numerous issues regarding Town
business with many levels of government on a daily basis. He stated that on certain
matters, information would need to be obtained in order to inform Council of options.
Regarding the above-referenced matter, an inquiry was made regarding the status of the
check for the Community Center and a discussion of financial matters also took place.

Vice Mayor Dearing, Council member Kite and Council member Isom stated
their commitment to and support of the Community Center remaining a Town facility.

Hazel Crider, Elkwood, spoke regarding the Veteran’s Day Program taking place
on Saturday, November 10, 2007 at 11:00 a.m. in Stonewall Park. Mrs. Crider noted that
the Neighborhood Watch would sponsor the event and serve refreshments. She
encouraged everyone to attend the event.

Mrs. Crider also noted the organization was working with Chief Morris to
develop a program for “homebound person(s).” The program would allow volunteers to
“hello call” each individual enrolled in the program and have them advise of any needs
they may have. Mrs. Crider noted the need for such a program in the community and
encouraged all citizens to inform her, any watch member or Chief Morris of person(s) in
need.

Council member O’Neill spoke regarding the Community Center. He stated that
the Town had been expecting to receive funds in the amount of $250,000.00 from the
County for the Community Center for several months. The Treasurer had contacted him
on several occasions with concerns regarding cash flow and payroll for the Town. Due to
the dependency of those funds to keep the center operational, he felt as finance chair, it
was appropriate to pursue the receipt of the check.

Council member O’Neill noted that at one point it seemed the reason for the non-
payment of funds was due to a name discrepancy, pursuant to information received from
Town Superintendent Shifflett.

Council member O’Neill noted a new budget would need to be prepared in
January of 2008 and information for that purpose was also a goal at the meeting. He
noted the actions were proper and the check was secured for the Town. Additional
options were explored and that information was relayed back to the Council.

Council member O’Neill presented a financial analysis of the center in which
various scenarios were offered as solutions to increase revenue for the Town and
maintain the center. However, he stated he did not support raising taxes or utilities to
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subsidize the center. He also noted a discussion took place regarding the County
assuming operations of the center, as an option, which he presented to Council.

Council member Kite discussed other community centers in the County and noted
his commitment to the Elkton center.

Council member Isom requested all Council members meet with County to
discuss options regarding the center.

Vice Mayor Dearing stated it was never anticipated the Community Center would
make a profit. He noted some expenses were to be absorbed under general government.

Bobby Johnson, Elkton, spoke in favor of the Town’s support for the center. He
asked Council to continue efforts to keep the center as part of the Town.

Council member Pence also spoke in favor of the Community Center remaining a
part of the Town.

Mayor Printz stated he had spoken with Mike Breeden regarding numerous issues
involving the Town. He had discussed the name of the Community Center with
Supervisor Breeden and stressed the importance of the center to the people of Elkton. He
noted that Supervisor Breeden agreed to the name remaining Elkton Area Community
Center.

Mayor Printz spoke regarding the history of the Community Center and the events
that took place in order for the facility to be built. He noted the previous Council made
decisions to spend and borrow money regarding the center. He stated the finances of the
center had been an issue for some time. However, he was satisfied with the fees that
were charged. He noted his non-support to raise taxes and encouraged everyone to work
with the County for their support.

Council member Kite stated there was a bit of confusion regarding what funds
could or could not be spent while the Town was under a spending freeze.

Council member Isom stated the Railroad Caboose located near the Municipal
Building was in disarray and in need of repair. Mayor Printz asked the public for
suggestions and sent the matter back to committee.

Cemetery

Vice Mayor Dearing reported the commission met last month. He noted the
commission had named the streets in the Cemetery after prominent individuals or people
instrumental in the creation of the Cemetery. He noted the commission was reviewing
mausoleum and cremation policies.

Advisory
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Mayor Printz thanked Madelyn Dixon, Bill McDonald, Bob Hammer and Haze
Crider, Chair of the Advisory Committee.

The committee recommended the Town contact the State Highway Department
and suggest an additional left turn arrow be painted on Stuart, near the intersection of
Stuart and Rockingham Street. As it is now, some drivers get in the left lane, thinking it
is a thru lane, when in fact you must turn left from that lane. Advising drivers earlier
would help resolve this problem.

The committee recommended, for the third time, that consideration be given to
improving the entering and exiting of Stonewall Park. This is an accident area waiting to

happen.

The committee stated there is a traffic problem with school buses entering Stuart
Avenue from C Street every afternoon when school lets out. Again, the committee
suggested the Town police consider directing traffic at the intersection for the 15 minutes
it would take, immediately after school dismisses.

With the improvements to the Triangle, which has greatly improved the
appearance of that area, the committee recommended again, that the Town consider
painting cross walks for the safety of pedestrians in that area.

Trespass Ordinance — Second Reading

Council member O’Neill presented the following as a Second Reading:

Second Reading
Amendment to the Elkton Town Code
October 15, 2007

WHEREAS, § 15.2-1717.1 the Code of Virginia gives a locality the authority to
adopt an ordinance to establish a procedure whereby the owner, lessee, custodian, or
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personal lawfully in charge of real property may designate the local law enforcement
agency as a “person lawfully in charge of the property” for purposes of forbidding
another to go or remain upon the lands, buildings or premises of the owner; and

WHEREAS, the chief of police has recommend the adoption of such ordinance;

BE IT RESOLVED that the Town of Elkton hereby adopts by ordinance the
following Amendment to Chapter 27, POLICE, to the Elkton Town Code creating a new
Section, as follows:

Chapter 27
POLICE
Article I

Police Department

Section 27-7. Designation of police to enforce trespass violations.
The chief of police may accept a designation by the owner, lessee, custodian, or person
lawfully in charge, as those terms are used in the Code of Virginia § 18.2-119, as
amended, of real property located within the town, designating the Elkton Police
Department as a "person lawfully in charge of the property" for the purpose of forbidding
another to go or remain upon the lands, buildings or premises of the owner as specified in
the designation. Any such designation shall be in writing and shall be kept on file with
the Elkton Police Department. The chief of police shall promulgate rules, regulations
and/or a procedure for the acceptance and use of such designation.

Council member Kite duly seconded the motion.

In addition to all other taxes of every kind, now or hereafter imposed on meals, there is
hereby imposed and levied on each and every meal sold by restaurant and caterers within
the town, as defined herein, a tax equivalent to -4-6% of the total amount paid for such
meals.

This ordinance shall become effective on December 1, 2007.

A brief discussion took place if a public hearing would be necessary. Town
Attorney Sigler stated she had researched the issue and concluded there were no
requirements to have a public hearing. A Special Council Meeting would be required in
order to perform the Second Reading.

Council member O’Neill amended his motion to include the ordinance would
become effective on December 1, 2007.

A. The owner of a vehicle as provided for in § 148-33 shall obtain the requisite licensed
from the Town Treasurer upon giving to the Town Treasurer a description of the vehicle
to be licensed, including the make, model, serial number and state license number of the
motor vehicle and upon the payment to the Town Treasurer of a license tax in the
following amount:

(1) Motor vehicle other than motorcycle: $ 20-25.
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This ordinance shall become effective on December 1, 2007.

Council member O’Neill spoke of discussions regarding a one-time use of the
increased decal fee relative to the Centennial Celebration. Town Attorney Sigler noted
that if the increased decal fee was only imposed for one year, Council would have to

return to the matter next year in order to reduce the fee.

Mayor Printz requested Council discuss the matter and return with a decision by
the next Regular Council Meeting.

Joint Public Hearing
November 7, 2007

A Joint Public Hearing of the Elkton Town Council and the Elkton Planning
Commission was held to receive comments regarding the advertised amendments to the
sign and fence ordinances. The Public Hearing was held at 6:15 P.M., on November 7,
2007, in the Elkton Area Community Center. Mayor Wayne E. Printz presided. The
following Council members and Commission members were present:

Fence Ordinance

Town Attorney Lauri A. N. Sigler, Acting Town Superintendent/Zoning
Administrator Marty Shifflett and Clerk of Council Denise R. Monger were also present.

Mayor Printz opened the Joint Public Hearing regarding the advertised
ordinances.

Vice Mayor Dearing stated that he supported the meals tax increase. However, he
did not support the fence ordinance noting his opposition to the height allowance. He
added that decorative fences should be allowed and written into the ordinance stating
such. He asked Council to review the issue again before rendering any final decisions.

Council member O’Neill noted there should be a height limit on a view
obstructing fence, but the ordinance should exclude wrought iron, picket or chain link,
etc... fences. His recommendation would be a restriction for a forty-two or forty-eight
inch view obstructing fence with no specified restriction on a non-view obstructing fence.

Chain link fences with slats were determined to be view obstructing.
Council member O’Neill noted that the provision does not apply to walls.

Daniel Talbot, Chair of the Planning Commission, stated the main concern for the
revision of the current fence ordinance was safety.

Vice Mayor Dearing stated his concern regarding a six foot fence established in
Town between two businesses.

Further discussion took place regarding frontal and corner lot restrictions.
Town Attorney Sigler read the definitions for fence pursuant to the Town Code

as: “A barrier enclosing or bordering a field, yard or lot to prevent entrance to confine or
to mark a boundary.” She noted that a “wall” could be interpreted into that code. She
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continued with the definition of wall as: “A structure intended for defense or security or
for enclosing something. One of the upright enclosing parts of the building or roof.”

Council member O’Neill suggested an average height for a proposed wall should
not exceed four feet.

Further discussion continued regarding residences in Town with fences.

Vice Mayor Dearing queried if a height revision could be made to the ordinance
since the First Reading stated the fence height could not exceed thirty-six inches. Town
Attorney Sigler noted that changes could be made before the Second Reading.

Council member O’Neill noted there may be “grandfathering issues” to consider
regarding the matter.

Vic Corbo, Elkton, queried Council as to the purpose of the fence ordinance.

Dan Talbot stated the Planning Commission had held numerous discussions
regarding the fencing issue. The commission’s concern was public safety or the creation
of situations that would be detrimental to the Town.

Town Attorney Sigler stated there was a six foot limit on any other type of
fencing written generally into the current fence ordinance.

Council member O’Neill stated that view obstructing language would need to be
provided into the new ordinance.

Placement of fencing was discussed briefly.
Sign Ordinance

Daniel Talbot briefly discussed the published sign ordinance which would be
amended to better define a flashing sign.

Town Superintendent Shifflett read the following: “Any sign which displays
scrolling text, flashing or intermittent lights, or other lights of changing degrees of
intensity, brightness or color, except a sign indicating time or temperature which changes
alteration on not less than a five-second cycle.”

Town Superintendent Shifflett stated this ordinance would prevent signs, such as
the ones on Route 33, from being established in Town.

Mr. Talbot added that external neon would also be prohibited.

Vice Mayor Dearing noted the need for all businesses to advertise. However, he
noted that there were portable signs in the Town that were in violation of the current
code.

Council member O’Neill questioned if “scrolling” was included in the proposed
amendments. Town Attorney Sigler confirmed that issue was added.

Council member Kite questioned the ordinance in regards to the Community
Center’s ability to advertise upcoming events. Mr. Talbot noted an electronic message
board in which the message could be changed daily was allowable.

Town Attorney Sigler stated the proposed amendments to the current code also
defined display restrictions for electronic message boards.
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Council member O’Neill raised the issue of a special provision application being
made for a special exemption sign. He noted his dislike of any red neon signs.

Further discussion continued regarding types of signage including color and
affects of certain signs.

Council member O’Neill reiterated his support for a case-by-case process to take
place regarding special signs. This process would include an application, Planning
Commission approval, public hearing, recommendation, and vote by Council.

Town Attorney Sigler stated there was no “special use exception” process
currently in the Code. However, if a business needed a “special exception permit” to
operate, a sign could be applied for.

Daniel Talbot noted this change would be in contradiction with the Town’s Code.
He noted the intent of the Code was to have businesses and buildings as the center of
attention, not the signs. He continued that the proposed amendments were meant to
update the Code with the technology of today. He urged Council to take precautions to
protect the intention of the Code and re-address certain issues in the future. He noted his
concern that if the process were changed, this action may leave the Town vulnerable in
other areas. He asked Council to amend the Code for protection purposes and review
additional issues at a later date.

Discussion regarding future Community Center sign discussed.

Vice Mayor Dearing noted his concern regarding enforcement of a sign ordinance
and urged Council not to amend the Code in such a manner that would make it difficult to
enforce.

Carla Pence, Rooster’s Restaurant, noted the need for signs in a business district.
She urged Council not to place too many restrictions on businesses.

Town Superintendent Shifflett noted that the commission wanted to maintain a
small town “Mayberry” atmosphere.

Town Attorney Sigler stated the purpose of the amendment was to make the code
more inclusive. She noted the current code stated that you could not have flashing or
intermittent illumination in a sign. Language was going to be added to state that scrolling
was not allowed either. She noted the intention was to try to be more inclusive with some
new terms and new technology regarding signs.

Additional discussions took place regarding the pros and cons of scrolling
signage.

Council member Isom urged Council to keep the ordinance restrictive in order to
keep the historical value of the Town.

Town Attorney Sigler suggested a further definition be given in regards to
electronic message boards. :

Vice Mayor Dearing noted that Council asked the Planning Commission to
review the sign ordinance. The Planning Commission studied the issue and made a
recommendation which was submitted as a First Reading to the public. He encouraged
Council not to vote against the issue due to the dislike of certain aspects of the ordinance.

Town Attorney Sigler noted that Council did not have to vote on the issue that
night, but could review the matter at Committee or have the Planning Commission review
the matter again.
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George McDaniel, Elkton, suggested the ordinance define permanent and
temporary signs.

Town Attorney Sigler suggested a definition of an electronic message board
would enhance the understanding of the proposed amendment.

Council member O’Neill suggested all applications that meet the criteria for an
electronic message board be submitted to Council for be a Special Use Permit. Mayor
Printz supported that idea. Mr. Talbot was not in favor of that concept.

Council member Pence did not support the restrictions of the proposed sign
ordinance.

Bill Royer, Ray’s Diner, Elkton, stated that signs were important to help
businesses develop. He noted that his signage was of significant importance due to the
location of his restaurant. He noted that he had not received information regarding sign
regulations from the Town and suggested the Town provide sign information to new
businesses when applying for licenses.

George McDaniel, Elkton, discussed signage on major roads.

Council member Kite opposed an increase in meals tax due to complaints he had
received from restaurant owners. He noted that 70-80% of the restaurant patrons are
senior citizens who would be affected by the increase. He encouraged Council to fully
review the Town’s finances before initiating the meals tax increase.

Vice Mayor Dearing stated the Town has a financial problem and a full review of
utility, water and sewer rates should be considered. He noted it had been fifteen years
since the last increase in water rates and the Town’s electrical department was working in
a deficit. He stated the Town could not continue to operate on contingencies with a 5.5
million dollar debt.

Town Attorney Sigler called a point of order and advised Council to continue
discussions on the meals tax at the Special Council Meeting.

As there were no additional business, Council member Kite moved, seconded
by Vice Mayor Dearing, and carried to close the Joint Public Hearing.

Chapter 110
LAND DEVELOPMENT
Article VII
Use Regulations

Section 110-706 D. Signs as permitted uses. The following signs are permitted uses in
the following districts:

(3) Business Districts. Within any business district, the following signs are permitted:
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(d) An electronic message board sign may be attached to either a Class A or Class B
freestanding sign. An electronic message board sign so attached shall not exceed six feet
in length or 12 square feet in sign area. Sign area of the attached electronic message
board shall be included for purposes of computing sign area of the Class A or Class B
freestanding sign. Any electronic message board sign must meet the requirements

contained in Section 110-706 F (3) below.

Section 110-706 F. Signs prohibited in all districts. The following signs are prohibited in
all districts.

(3) An hich-contains-flashing er-intermittentilumination:

Any sign which displays scrolling text, flashing or intermittent lights, or other lights
of changing degrees of intensity, brightness or color, except a sign indicating time or
temperature, which changes alteration on not less than a five-second cycle.

In all other respects not herein amended the Code of the Town of Elkton, Virginia
shall remain unchanged and in full force and effect.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF ELKTON, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 110-706D(3)(d) and Section 706F(3) 118-2 of the Code of the Town of Elkton
are hereby amended in accordance with the attached provisions.

Benny King Real Estate

Town Superintendent Shifflett stated that Mr. King had requested a water
connection for a lot on Mt. Hermon Road.

Benny King, Elkton, stated he would open the ditch and run a line under Dick
Myers. The approximate cost to the Town would be $1,850.00. Further discussions took
place regarding three additional connections that would be possible after the new line was
installed.

Vice Mayor Dearing queried if the Town could offer funds to install a larger line
for future connections. .

Mr. King noted that there would be 650 ft. of line run to the residence in need of
the connection. And he would run 1 inch poly-vinyl for cost-effective measures.

Mr. Shifflett noted if Council approved the connection, he would recommend a
two inch line. He added that if additional developments were to take place in that area,
installation of fire hydrants would be an issue.

Mr. King noted the area was designated for growth according to the Rockingham
County Comprehensive Plan. He wanted to work with the Town in order to provide the
opportunity for additional connection fees. He offered to dig the lines with his machines
and have his employees install the lines. His suggestion was to run water and sewer
lines. Mr. Shifflett stated the Town would have to provide an 8’ sewer line for the
project and every 450 feet a manhole would need to be installed.

Council member O’Neill noted the water and sewer line, according to code,
would need to be installed by the developer. He would support some type of assistance
for the project; however he noted the obligations the Town currently had. He noted the
Town did not have the capital to invest in a project that might provide revenue in the
future.

Vice Mayor Dearing noted he would support the Town paying the difference of a
2’ line instead of a 1’ line to accommodate the three residences should they pursue
connections. Council member O’Neill concurred.

He noted Mr. Seal had been a good
friend and discussed what a privilege it was to know him.

Mayor Printz bestowed the award to Mrs. Vivian Seal, who accepted the honor on
behalf of her late husband. Mrs. Seal thanked the Mayor and the Town Council.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Mayor Printz asked for order to be kept at the meeting and to respect each others
opinions. He noted he had received complaints regarding meetings.

CITIZEN COMMENTS

Faye Vickers, 947 Red Brush Road, Elkton, spoke regarding the current fiscal
budget of the Town and queried Council regarding the status of an HEC Fund. She
queried the expense of “caller ID” on each telephone at the Municipal Building and
requested Council review all expenses.

Goldie Helsley, 204 E Street, Elkton, spoke regarding documentation for a
cleaning service used by the Town. She queried Vice Mayor Dearing regarding a copy of
an invoice. She noted her dissatisfaction with being unable to obtain information
regarding the contractor. Vice Mayor Dearing stated he had previously contacted
Treasurer Sipe about a mistake on an invoice and the matter had been resolved.

Mrs. Helsley stated she was unaware of any quotes or contracts on file from the
cleaning service, which would be necessary in order for the Town to be in compliance
with Town or State Codes. Mrs. Helsley was of the opinion that the invoice to pay for
the above-referenced services had not been approved before the payment was mailed.
She questioned the current policies by which the Town validated an invoice for payment.

Council member O’Neill stated the Town had been in need of immediate
janitorial services due to certain health issues at the Municipal Building. He noted that
Treasurer Sipe had contacted several licensed contractors and inquired of competitive
bids. He suggested Town Superintendent Shifflett review the matter and follow-up with
the appropriate documentation according to contract labor requirements.
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Vice Mayor Dearing noted a full-time custodial employee would cost the Town
approximately $27,000.00 a year plus benefits. He noted if the current arrangement
would continue the cost to the Town would be under $5,000.00.

Mayor Printz noted the position should be properly advertised for quotes to be
sent the Town. Council should vote on to whom to award the contract.

Bobby Gooden, 302 Morgan, Elkton, spoke regarding his neighbor’s special use
permit revocation. He noted the fine for non-compliance was $25.00 per day. Mr.
Gooden stated his neighbor was still operating a business from his residence. He
encouraged Council to proceed with the necessary action to litigate the matter.

Mayor Printz affirmed that progress had been made regarding the appearance of
the Town in general. He requested Chief Morris review the matter.

Council member Isom queried what measures were being taken towards
collecting fines from residents who had received ordinance violation letters and were still
not in compliance with the Town Code.

Council member O’Neill moved, seconded by Council member Sigafoose,
and carried to accept the Treasurer’s report as presented.

COMMUNITY CENTER ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT
Report provided for Council in the packet. -

Council member O’Neill inquired of revenue from January 1, 2007 for
memberships and room rentals at the Community Center. He also noted revenue figures
from July, 2007 would assist him in preparation of the upcoming budget and progress of
the center. Administrator Morris responded that the center had seventeen new members
and room rentals had increased.

Vice Mayor Dearing questioned what percentage of memberships were renewals
as opposed to new memberships. EACC Secretary Dianne Johnson responded renewals
just started and the November report would reflect that information.

Discussion continued concerning what procedures were used to notify members
of annual renewals and the status of the Community Center’s 501(c)(3).

Treasurer Sipe noted a conference with the Town’s auditors and subsequent
telephone call to the Internal Revenue Service concluded that a 501(c)(3) was
unnecessary since the Town was a tax-exempt entity. She noted the Internal Revenue
Service would issue a correspondence stating the status of the Town was tax-exempt
which could be used for grant submissions.

Town Attorney Sigler noted there was a difference between having a tax-exempt
status and a non-profit 501(c)(3) status. She explained an independent 501(c)(3) could be
created not for the Town but for a committee or organization that would fundraise for the
Community Center. She noted the Community Foundation was open for discussions on
the matter which would include designating individuals and the Town Attorney to review
the process.

Council member Kite stated the Community Foundation would require funds to
remain in an account for a period of time. He noted the center would be unable to
accommodate that request. Town Attorney Sigler noted the foundation did not want the
account to serve as a checking account, however she felt the foundation would work with
the Town once clear goals had been established by all parties. She noted the “old
committee” could be re-established by Council appointing new officers according to the
committee’s bylaws.

Mayor Printz requested Superintendent Shifflett and Town Attorney Sigler review
the matter and advise Council at a later date.

CHIEF OF POLICE REPORT
Report provided for Council in the packet.

Chief Morris reported that Officer Harris was back in the hospital due to issues
from his recent appendectomy.
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TOWN SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT
Town Superintendent’s report was not part of the regular packet.

Superintendent Shifflett reported that two sewer pumps had malfunctioned on
Saturday. He noted that a septic service was contacted, removed both pumps and located
a “mop head” that had blocked both pumps. Additionally, a two inch copper line
installed by the Virginia Department of Transportation on “Old 33” had also
malfunctioned which resulted in the west side of Town having no water for
approximately eight hours.

Superintendent Shifflett thanked Matt Atkins with Ferguson Enterprises for his
availability during the project.

Vice Mayor Dearing questioned if the Town could be reimbursed from the
Virginia Department of Transportation for the broken line. Superintendent Shifflett
stated he had inquired of the matter and was denied that request due to the length of time
the line had been installed.

Mayor Printz thanked the maintenance department for their efforts.

Superintendent Shifflett noted he would review information to recalculate
approximate costs for electric use throughout the Town. The report should be ready by
the end of December. He noted the Town donated electricity to various organizations
and the report would indicate all usage.

Superintendent Shifflett noted that the number of garden work orders had
increased since implementing the yard waste policy. Approximately two days per week
were spent towards leaf pick-up. He added a date would be established for termination of
the service in accordance with the seasons.

Problems with current recycle site and alternate site discussed. Mayor Printz
suggested all parties meet and discuss all outstanding matters. Council member Isom
noted a citizen had approached her regarding an additional site.

NEW BUSINESS

Benny King Real Estate

Superintendent Shifflett stated he had researched Mr. King’s request for a water
line and subsequent offer to the Town. He noted the land was designated as “agricultural
transition land” which required a waiting period according to Rockingham County’s
Comprehensive Plan. However, if the Town granted Mr. King’s request, other adjoining
properties would also be entitled to water and sewer connections. He noted this action
would inevitably commence the development of that area approximately twenty years too
soon according to the Town’s own Planning Commission. Therefore, Superintendent
Shifflett recommended the request be denied until a later time.

Vice Mayor Dearing moved, seconded by Council member O’Neill, and
carried for the Town to disapprove the request by Mr. King.

Superintendent Shifflett noted that Anderson & Associates would like to meet
with the co-chairs for the Water and Sewer Committee and Town Superintendent.

He was unable to make a
confirmation without additional information from the County and a review by the Town’s
engineers. Additionally, he stated that the County had requested a correspondence to
state they would not be responsible for any increase in capacity as the lift station was the
correct size. Superintendent Shifflett stated be did not prepare the correspondence
because he was unsure if the size was correct. He stated the Town’s engineers would
need to advise him regarding the matter.

Mayor Printz suggested Superintendent Shifflett prepare a written notice to all
parties and request a meeting regarding the above-referenced issues.

Mayor Printz noted he had recently read the name of the new elementary school
had been chosen. He was unaware of any recent meetings regarding name selections. He
would like to arrange a meeting with the Council and Elkton citizens to express opinions
and preferences concerning possible names for the new high school. Superintendent
Shifflett noted the committee responsible for the name selection of the school would be
convening the same evening as this meeting.

Freedom Of Information Act
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Mayor Printz noted an outstanding issue regarding the determination of
reasonable rates or charges for FOIA requests. This matter was sent back to committee.

2008 Chamber of Commerce Event

This matter was sent to committee dependent upon issues to be discussed in
Closed Session.

Mayor Printz noted Welty Hensley was in bad health. He was currently residing
at the Harrisonburg Health and Rehabilitation Center and could have visitors.

Mayor Printz also noted that Mrs. Thompson recently had a severe fall but was
recovering well and looking forward to her return home.

COMMITTEES

Electric

Council member Isom inquired as to the status of the generator. Superintendent
Shifflett stated the order had been placed. It was estimated the generator would be
operational within six months.

Mayor Printz requested Superintendent Shifflett review the status of a generator
located near the Municipal Building.

Vice Mayor Dearing reviewed documentation regarding electrical usage in Town.
He noted the monthly electrical usage for the tennis courts was over $600.00. He
requested Superintendent Shifflett make arrangements to shut-off the electric in that
location at a certain time each evening.

Council member Pence noted that some green signs were bent on Route 340.

Water and Sewer

Council member O°Neill suggested that Mr. Davis pay the Town’s connection fee
since he did not contribute to the installation of the pipe as other residents had done.
Further discussion continued regarding the fee Mr. Davis should pay. Mayor Printz
referred the matter back to committee.

Recreation

Council member Kite stated a meeting was held on the prior Monday. He noted
the meeting was positive and provided a better understanding of circumstances regarding
certain outstanding issues. He noted the meetings would continue on the first Monday of
each month.
