Planning Commission By-Laws
Adopted November 13,1995
Revised February 8, 2007

Article I - Authorization

1-1. This planning commission is established in conformance with a resolution adopted
by the Council of Elkton, Virginia on June 14, 1963 and in accord with provisions
of Section 15.1-427.1, Code of Virginia (1950), as amended.

1-2. The official title of this body shall be the Town of Elkton Planning Commission,
hereinafter referred to as the "Commission."

i

Article II- Purpose

2-1. The primary purpose of the Commission is to serve in an advisory capacity to the
Council, by preparing and recommending plans, ordinances, capital improvement
programs, and other documents to the Council for its consideration.

Article I1I1- Membership

The Commission shall consist of seven members appointed by the Council. All
shall be residents of the Town of Elkton and qualified by knowledge and
experience to make decisions on questions of growth and development. At least
half of the members shall own real property in the Town of Elkton. One member
may be a member of the Council.

3-1.1  §6-2. Composition; appointment; terms. (Ref. Code Book Chapter 6)

The Planning Commission shall be composed of seven members, who shall be appointed by the
Town Council, all of whom shall be residents of the town and freeholders qualified by
knowledge and experience to make decisions on questions of community growth and
development. One member of the Commission may be a member of the Town Council and one
member may be a member of the administrative branch of government of the town. The term of
each of these two members shall be co-extensive with the term of office to which he or she has
been elected or appointed unless the Town Council, at the first regular meeting each year,
appoints others to serve as their representatives. The remaining members of the Commission
shall serve for terms of four years each.

3-2.  The terms of office for the commission member shall be determined by council.
The terms of the other original members shall be for one, two, three, and four
years. Subsequent members shall be appointed for terms of four years. The
Council, at its discretion, may establish different terms of office for subsequent
appointments.

3-3.  Vacancies shall be filled by appointment made by the Council and shall be for an
unexpired term only.
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3-4.  Members of the Commission shall be eligible for reappointment.

3-5.  Members of the Commission may be removed by the Council for malfeasance in
office.

3-6.  Terms of commission members shall expire immediately before the beginning of
the regular meeting at which their successor's terms of office begin.

3-7.  The Council may provide for the payment of expenses incurred by Commission
members in the performance of their official duties and compensation for services.
Article IV - Selection of Officers

4-1.  Officers of the Commission shall consist of a chairman, vice chairman, and
secretary. The chairman, vice-chairman and secretary shall be elected by
membership.

4-2.  Nomination of officers shall be made from the floor at the June meeting each
year. Election of officers shall follow immediately. A candidate receiving a
majority vote of the entire membership should be declared elected.

4-3.  Terms of office shall be for one year or until a successor takes office. Elected
officers would serve no more than a two year term unless agreed upon by the

member and the Commission.

4-4.  Vacancies shall be filled for an unexpired term by a majority vote of the
commission.

Article V - Duties of Officers

-

5-1. The chairman shall:
5-1-1. Preside at meetings,
5-1-2. Appoint committees.

5-1-3. Rule on procedural questions (subject to reversal by a two-thirds majority vote of
the members present).

5-1-4. Report official communications at the next regular commission meeting.
5-1-5. Certify official documents involving the authority of the Commission.
5-1-6. Certify minutes as true and correct copies.

5-1-7. Carry out other duties as assigned by the Commission.
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5-2.  The vice-chairman shall:

5-2-1. Assume the full powers of the chairman in the absence or inability of the
chairman to act.

5-3. The secretary shall be responsible for, and the office of the Town Manager will
provide resources to perform the following:

5-3-1. Recording attendance at meetings.

5-3-2. Recording the minutes of the Commission meetings.

5-3 -3. Notifying members of all meetings.

5-3-4. Maintaining a file of all official Commission records and reports.
5-3-5. Certifying maps, records, and reports of the Commission.

5-3-6. Giving notice and be responsible for publishing public notices of all Commission
public hearings and public meetings.

5-3-7. Attend to the correspondence for the execution of the duties and functions of the
Commission.

Article VI - Committees
6-1. The following committees may be appointed at the discretion of the chairman.

6-1-1. Comprehensive Plan Committee - develops, updates, and revises the

comprehensive plan and coordinates the work of other committees which relate to
the plan development.

6-1-2. Land Use Committee - prepares and maintains an inventory of land uses within the
Town of Elkton, and is responsible for the preparation of land use maps.

6-1-3. Subdivision Committee - drafts subdivision regulations and subsequent
amendments. Examines subdivision applications and makes recommendations to
the Commission after reviewing staff comments.

6-1-4. Zoning Committee - drafts zoning ordinance and subsequent amendments.
Reviews applications for rezoning, special exceptions, or use permits and
recommendations to the Commission.

6-1-5. Capital Improvements Committee - prepares and annually updates capital

improvements program (CEP) in conjunction with Elkton administrative officials.
Assures that the CIP is in conformance with the comprehensive plan,
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6-3.

9-1.

Special committees may be appointed by the chairman for purposes and terms
approved by the Commission.

The chairman shall be an ex-officio member of every committee.

Article VII — Meetings

Regular meetings of the Commission shall be held on the first Tuesday of each
month at 7:00 p.m. Special meetings shall be called as needed. When a meeting
date falls on a legal holiday, the meeting shall be held on the day following unless the
Commission selects an alternate day.

Special meetings may be called by the chairman or by two members upon written
request to the secretary. The secretary shall mail a written notice to all members, at
least five days before a special meeting, stating the time, place, and purpose of the
meeting.

All meetings of the Commission shall be open to the public.

Article VIII-Voting

A majority of the sitting members shall constitute a quorum.

No action of the Commission shall be valid unless authorized by a majority vote of
those present and voting.

The Commission shall only consider issues submitted in writing five days prior unless,
amajority of the Commission members deemed it appropriate to consider.

Article IX - Order of Business

The order of business for a regular meeting may be:

9-1-1. Call to order.

9-1-2. Roll Call.

9-1-3. Determination of a quorum.

9-1-4. Public expression,

9-1-5. Reading of minutes.

9-1-6. Report of secretary.

9-1-7. Report of standing committees,
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9-1 -8. Report of special committees.

6-1-9. Unfinished business,

9-1-10.New Business.

9-1-11 .Adjournment,

9-2.  Parliamentary procedure in Commission meetings shall be governed by Robert's Rules
of Order when deemed appropriate by the chairperson.

9-3.  The Commission shall keep minutes of each meeting. and these minutes shall
become a public record. The secretary and chairman shall sign all minutes and, at the
end of the year, certify that the minutes of the preceding year are true and correct
copy.

Article X - Public Hearings

10-1 . In addition to those required by law, the Commission may hold public hearings on any
matter which it deems to be in the public interest.

10-2. Notice of a public hearing shall be published once a week for two successive
weeks, in a newspaper of general circulation in the area, at least ten days before the
day of the public hearing. Such notice shall specify the time and place of hearing,
which cannot be less that six nor more that twenty-one days after the second
newspaper advertisement.

10-3. The chairman shall summarize the matter before the Commission, allow interested
parties to speak, and accept written statements and other documentation pertinent to

the matter being addressed.

10-4. An accurate, written record shall be made of the proceedings of the public hearing and
maintained as part of the Commission files.

10-5. Proffers should be in writing and submitted to the Zoning Administrator prior to
the applicable public hearing.

Article XI - Amendments

11-1. These Bylaws may be amended by a majority vote of the entire membership after thirty
days prior notice.

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Joint Public Hearing
April 18, 2007

A public hearing of the Elkton Town Council and the Elkton Planning
Commission was held to receive comments regarding the farmers market, amendments to
water and sewer ordinances, Ed Butler right-of-way issues, and water and sewer
connection fees. The public hearing was held at 7:00 P.M., on April 18, 2007 in the
Community Room of the Elkton Area Community Center. Mayor Wayne E. Printz
presided. The following Council members were present:

Town Attorney Tom Miller, Acting Town Superintendent Marty Shifflett and
Clerk of Council Denise Monger were also present.

Mayor Printz ascertained from Acting Town Superintendent Marty Shifflett that
the meeting was properly advertised.

Acting Town Superintendent Marty Shifflett read the following prepared
statement as presented by Gerald K. Monger:

I am sorry I am unable to attend the hearing concerning Zoning.
Following are some things I wish you would study and take into consideration.

1. I think you should take a hard look at the prjor zoning map. A lot of work
went into this, just to basically have it scrapped out. Attached is a copy that was
approved. Some changes were made at later dates, at which I think Marty has record of
in his zoning book cases.





2. Need to check subdivision ordinances to see if they require
monuments in center of street intersections. This should be required. The sub-divider
should also have to furnish computer disks that are in DXF or drawing files with all sub-
division info. on it.

3. Elkton has a set of standards and specs for sewer and water. These were
approved by the Town of Elkton and the Virginia Health Department. These should be
adhered to instead of letting the Fire Marshall tell you where the fire plugs should be
located.

4, I don’t think any amounts of fees should be spelled but in your zoning
book. If you put them with fees in your code, then it doesn’t require a public hearing to
change them. (unless the law has changed.)

S. Please notice the way the new map is changed versus the old one, where
the zoning is concerned.

6. I think some kind of requirement should be made other than se'tBack, side
yards and rear yards so as to limit the amount of space that can be used on a lot.

7. A paragraph should be added saying that no manufactured homes or
buildings, except for small accessory buildings, could be located in any zone except
manufactured home parks or subdivisions.

I would hope the Council or Planning Commission would not rush into changes of
the zoning just to make past mistakes legal.

Thank you, Gerald K. Monger

Town Attorney Miller stated that the record should reflect that Mr. Kite was given
a copy of Mr. Monger’s letter as read by Mr. Shifflett.

Mayor Printz and Council temporarily stepped down but remained in attendance.
Mr. Daniel Talbot proceeded to chair the Planning Commission meeting. The clerk
called the roll.

Mr. Shifflett stated he would not respond to item except to state the old zoning
map was the basis for the new map, therefore it had not been scrapped. However, he
continued, “there were some errors - there was one error, notably on the map and that was
Randall Snow’s property across from the ballpark was not B-2.” The correction on the
new zoning map reflects a B-2 designation. The new zoning map reflects the addition of
the annexed areas.

Planning Commission Chair Dan Talbot stated the original zoning map was not
scrapped. Further, it was their intention to establish the new map tonight which they will
be voting on. Discussion continued regarding revisions to zoning map





Mr. Shifflett responded to item two by stating Auto-CAD is not always required
and the Town is currently using GIS. He stated, “With a PDF file we can Geo-reference
it into Auto-CAD so we already have — it’s not in ordinances but then see if you put that
in the ordinance then every time you turn around, every time a new piece of software
comes out, you’ll have to have a public hearing change. That should be in our standard
of practices not in our Code.”

Mr. Shifflett stated that regarding number four, the Planning Commission does
not set fees. Therefore, he would not address that item.

Town Attorney Miller stated that item four of the correspondence was incorrect.
He continued, “If it’s not in the Code book then you don’t have to pass it as an ordinance,
that’s not true. As a matter of State law when utility fees are going to be changed they
must be passed as ordinances and there are requirements for public notice and public
hearing. It has nothing to do with whether it is in our blue book or not.” Further, he
supported Mr. Shifflett by stating this particular matter is not a Planning Commission
mafter.

Concerning item five, Mr. Shifflett stated that the current zoning map just
represented the old map with the new annexed areas.

Mr. Talbot added the color scheme had be‘en changed to match that of
Rockingham County. R

Mr. Shifflett continued that Rockingham County has graciously agreed to
maintain the zoning map for the Town and provide the Town with new maps should
revisions need to be made. Two maps will be located at the Community Center, one for
public display and the other for Council and Committees. The other two will be located
at the Municipal Building, one for public display and the other at the zoning office.

No discussion for items six or seven.

Planning Commission Chair Daniel Talbot read the newspaper advertisement to
those in attendance.

§110-302 — Terms Defined — added the definition of STREET, PRIVATE — A
private street providing access to no more than three lots or six dwelling units and must
meet VDOT standards, but not including driveways.

§110-303 — Supplemental definitions — Added the definitions for an aduit
business, adult theatre, adult store, adult entertainment, specified an anatomical areas and
specified sexual activities.

§110-404 — Replacement of Official Zoning Map. The proposed Official Zoning
Map may be seen at the Town of Elkton Offices located at 173 West Spotswood Avenue
Elkton, Virginia.





§110-603 — Low Density Residential District R-2 “Home occupations in
accordance with § 110-705.”

§110-606 — Residential District R-5 — “Home occupations in accordance with

§110-607 — High Density Residential District R-6. Add *“Home occupations in
accordance with §110-705.”

§110-608 — Planned Unit Development District R-8 Edited.

“B. Permitted Uses. Within the Planned Unit Development District R-8
the following uses are permitted: '

(1) Single family detached dwellings with a lot regulations and accessory
uses consistent with R-3 District Standards.

(2) Two family dwellings with lot regulations and accessory uses
consistent with R-5 District Standards.

(3) Multifamily dwellings, apartments, townhouses, (as regulated in § 110-
709 of this Chapter) and condominiums with lot regulations and accessory uses consistent
R-5 District Standards.”

§110-610 — Downtown Business District B-1. (Edited Permitted Uses).

“B. Permitted Uses. Within the Downtown Business District B-1 the
following are permitted:

(4) Living and/or sleeping quarters shall be a permitted use when
constructed above the ground and basement floors. No living and or sleeping quarters
shall be permitted in any detached accessory building or structure on the same lot of any
building.”

§110-611 — General Business District B-2. (Edited Permitted Uses).

“B. Permitted Uses. Within the Downtown Business District B-2 the
following are permitted:

(4) Living and/or sleeping quarters shall be a permitted use when
constructed above the ground and basement floors. No living and or sleeping quarters
shall be permitted in any detached accessory building or structure on the same lot as any
building.

§110-611 — General Business District B-2. (Added adult businesses to list of
businesses needing a Special Exception permit to operate).

§110-613 — Light Industrial M-1. (Added adult businesses to list of businesses
needing a Special Exception permit to operate).





§110-703 — Off-Street Parking. (Edited the size of parking space).
“(5) Parking space size shall be two hundred square feet. Parking space
width shall be ten feet; parking space length shall be twenty feet. Two way drives shall
be a minimum of twenty-two feet in width.”

§110-709 — Special Regulations for Townhouses.

As an example, all subdivisions would
receive a written recommendation from the Fire Marshall, “if we exceed that distance we
would accept all liability,” advised Mr. Shifflett.

WHEREAS, § 15.2-1717.1 the Code of Virginia gives a locality the authority to
adopt an ordinance to establish a procedure whereby the owner, lessee, custodian, or
personal lawfully in charge of real property may designate the local law enforcement
agency as a “person lawfully in charge of the property” for purposes of forbidding
another to go or remain upon the lands, buildings or premises of the owner; and

WHEREAS, the chief of police has recommend the adoption of such ordinance;

BE IT RESOLVED that the Town of Elkton hereby adopts by ordinance the
following Amendment to Chapter 27, POLICE, to the Elkton Town Code creating a new
Section, as follows:

Chapter 27
POLICE
Article 1

Police Department

Section 27-7. Designation of police to enforce trespass violations,

The chief of police may accept a designation by the owner, lessee, custodian, or person
lawfully in charge, as those terms are used in the Code of Virginia § 18.2-119, as
amended, of real property located within the town, designating the Elkton Police
Department as a "person lawfully in charge of the property” for the purpose of forbidding
another to go or remain upon the lands, buildings or premises of the owner as specified in
the designation. Any such designation shall be in writing and shall be kept on file with
the Elkton Police Department. The chief of police shall promulgate rules, regulanons
and/or a procedure for the acceptance and use of such designation.

WHEREAS, currently there is no clear procedure for the permanent or temporary
closure of streets or alleys in the current code; and

WHEREAS, there are alleys and streets shown on the town map that are nonexistent and
need to be improved or abandoned;

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Town Council of Elkton, Virginia, that Chapter 143 (Streets
and Sidewalks) of the Code of the Town of Elkton, is hereby amended by adding the
following Article VI:

| L ARTICLE VI Closure of Public Streets or Alleys
§143-36 Temporary Closure

[ A public street or alley may be temporarily closed if the following procedures are
met:

A. Request may be on motion from the Town Council or on written application of

any person to the town manager, or his/her designated representative . at least thirt
(30) days prior to requested closure date.

B. The closure is for a purpose that benefits the town population. (can also be for a
nonpublic purpose)
C. The closure does not create long term impact to the adjacent property owners.

D. There is a defined period of closure, not to exceed three hundred and sixtv-fi
days.

E. Traffic is not diverted in 2 manner that would cause undue congestion in other
areas as verified by the chief of police.

F. Atthe conclusion of the closure period the street or alley is returned to a status
that is at least as good as the original condition by the party that requested the
temporary closure.
